sula. They employ 14 men and are running two large kilns, but
their trade is increasing so rapidly that two more kilns will be
built next summer. Builders in Marguette have tried their lime
and testify to its superior qualities. One prominent builder
here has been bringing lime from them by the carload this season,
but now that a stock is to be kept omhand here and delivered as
wanted their trade will boom in Marquette as their lime is the
cheapest in the market.
