While the consolidation of the roads bas been expected for 
some time, the Mining Journal regrets the fact that the change 
results in the withdrawal of J.1r . Hornby, a gentleman who has 
been deservably popular with all classes in his management of 
the MH&O and who has put the road and its equipment in splen-
did condition throughout. His administration of the road has 
been most successful, while his many acts of courtesy and 
kindness in his official capacity have been thoroughly appre-
