SPECIAL ORDER FOR SILVER.

Rules Committee Decides to Have a
Vote About March 26.
Wasmxaron, Feb. 28.—As a result of
an informal talk between the demo-
cratic members of the committee on
rules, Messrs. Crisp, Catchings and Me-
Millin, a determination has been
reached to bring in a special order on
the silver question. It has been de-
termine<d to make the Bland free coin-
age bill a speecial order for March 21 or
', though this date may possibly be
1anged. The purpose is to give the
bill four days for consideration in the
house.  Within this time the bill is to
be debated and brought to o vote. No
will be made fixing a time at
which a’vote shull be taken at least for
the present. The fact that the order
only makes the silver bill a matter
special privilege for a limited peri
of time would perhaps make it possible
for the anti-silver men toprevent a vote
by means of filibustering tacties. It is
said, however, that il necessary o rule
will be brought in to bring the matter
to a vote.

The Bank of France gen-
erally carries more gold and always
more silver than any other institution in
the world, with the solitary exception of
the United States treasury, But even
the latter does not take such precantions
to prevent thieves from breaking in and
stealing, We confide in bolts and bars.
but while the Bank of Franca has a com-
plete system of these, it does not deem
them sufficient and adopts a very pecul-
iar means for insuring the security of
its treasures,
