The work of the Bureau is a commercial proposition, and its duties are to educate the
people in other states and acquaint them with the opportunties that exist in Clover-land
for general farming, fruit growing, dairying, cattle raising and truck growing, also
opportunities for commercial and manufacturing enterprises. v

If you will stop for a moment and reflect you will agree that it is not reasonable
for farmers in Ohio, Wisconsin, Indiana and Illinois to come here and locate without

two hundred and fifty or more development bureaus in other states,all seeking to increase
their rural population.

In the two years that the Bureau has been in existence, according to your own reports
of each township, there has been 2804 families located on agricultural lands, which on

a basis of four to a family shows an increase in rural population of 11,216, and these
2804 femilies have purchased 249,578 acres of land for farming purposes.

You will agree with me that this increase would not have come to us if it had not

been through the efforts or the suceessful publieity furnished by the Upper Peninsula
Development. Bureau.

An appropriation from your county is needed in order to sustain and enlarge the
work of the Bureau. Can you afford to withdraw your support for work df this character.
Many believe that this kind of work is only profitable to the land men, but e?efy
new family locating in your township is worth $600.00 revenue per year.

Name: This organization shall be known as the Marquette County Farm Bureau.
Purpose: The purpose of this organization is to develop the agricultural resaurces
and to prouote the best social educational industrials interests of the country.
Membership: All persons residing within the county are eligible.to membership and
become members upon paying the annual fee and subscripting to the constitution.

Fees and Dues: A minimum annual fee o& 50c shall be charged for membership in this
Bureau, bul there shall be no restriction on voluntary subscriptions by the Finance

Committee for speclal purposes.
Officers: The officers of this bureau shall consist of a President, Vice-President,
Secretary, Treasurer and County Agriculturist all of whom, except the County Agri-

culturist, shall be elected for a period of one year and shall serve, without com-
pensation until pheir successors shall be elected and qualify. The County Agriculturist

shall be ahpointed- for suchotimé and given-such' compensation as the comtracting parties

mey determine.

Advisory Boe rd: The Advisory Board shall constitute the governing body of the Bureau
and shall Be composed of the officers of the Bureau and one Township Director from each

Township and ward in the County: in addition to this there may also be on the ad-

visory Board one Director from each Chamber of Commerce of the different cities of the
County. A quorum shall consist of & majority of the members of the Advisory Board.
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The Township directors for the first year shall be chosen by a committee appointed
by the President. After the first year all Township Direetors shall be elected by the
members of the Bureau residing in the respective townships.

Duties of the Officers: The President shall perform such duties as uSuAlly pertain to
the office. He snall have power to fill sueh vacancies as may occur in =ny office or
committee. He shall in conjunetion with the Treasurer, sign akk checks and vouchers for
disburséméits, contracts and other instruments of writing of the Bureau. He may call-
meetings of the Advisory Board or any of the committees whenever he deems advisable; angd

Object of Township Organization: The object of the Township Organizationm is, in general

to make the work of the County Agriculturist more efficient in that particular community .

Your Superinténdents regret to report that we end the year with a cash balance
of only $1%15.73. The past year has been exceptionally hard on the Poor Fund. We note
thet seven hundred fifty persons have received temporary aid during the present year
more than the previous year, and our disbursements figure up to $8584.45 more than
the previous year.

Superintendent Sporley thinks the demand on him will be muech lighter the ensuing
year as there will be more men employed in the mines.

Superintendent Chase does not think the demands on him will be much less than
the past year.

Your Superintendent also notes that the product on the Poor Farm is very much .
of a-failure, from Mr.Stewart's report it will not be much more than half of what it
was last year, so conditions do not look very promising in the First District.

We do not think it would.be wise to ask an appropriation of less than $50,000.00
with which amount we hope to.be able to care fer the indigent Poor of the County, also
the Doctors' and Hospitals' bills.

Therefore, we respectfully request that your Honorable Body appropriate the sum
of $60,000.00 as relief for the Poor of Marquette County for the current year.

I have fully completed the checking of rejected taxes, back to and ineluding the
year 1903. A large proportion of the entries made on the books for these taxes have been

incorrect. Many items have erroneously been ordered re-assessed and others that should
have been reassessed were omitted. No action whatever has been taken by the board as to
the reassessment of any taxes, other than state and county and county road.

I would particularly call your a“tention to taxes which were rejected for the
reason that they had been paid to city or township treasurers who failed to mark them
paid on their tax rolls, returning them as delinquent to the county treasurer.

The amount of such taxes during the twelve years I have covered is:

State, county and county road $ 1,002.53
Other taxes : 1,075.29
& . Total. 2,077.82

The state, county And county road taxes were in most cases charged back to the .,
cities Yand townships and reassessed as rejected taxes, but no action was taken in re-
gard to the other texes.

All of these amouhts should have been collected of the township and city treasurers
who signed the receipt? in a few cases this has been done but as far as I can learn in
most cases little or no effort has been made to collect from them.

I have done a good deal of work on the county treasurers delinguent tax collections,
redemptions and state collections, but have not fully completed checking them. This 1is
due to the fact that the details of distributions are almost entirely lacking in the-

treasurers books. The figures given in this report will of course be changed by any
further errors that may be discovered.
