The 

case today has exactly the status as if 

the parties interested in the canal had 

gone ahead with the project without con- 

sulting the war department, except that 

the department has tacitly acquiesced in 

the statement of the projectors of* the 

canal that it will not operate to the det- 

riment of navigation in the least. Should 

the request of the Lake Carriers’ asso- 

ciation be granted the question would 

come up in a form entirely different from 

that suggested in the association’s let- 

ter, and the plea would not he for the 

revocation of the department's permit, 

but rather for the interference of the 

secretary of war to prevent the carrying 
out of the project.

black. Still, there is a good deal of work | 
disposed of in the course of the day. A 

few are inclined to dawdle, but the guard 

has the interests of the camp owner at 

heart, and gets about all that is possible 

out of them. 

“Their life is robbed of all horrors of 

the cell. Thev are under the strictest 

surveillance, yet they have comparative 

freedom. They are allowed to do at 

night as they please. The camps are 

covered with the great trees of the 

southwest, and there are many bushes 

in which they might hide for the time 

being. As a rule, they know there is no 

chance of escape for them, and they sel- 

dom attempt to run away. They get 

better food than they would at home in 

all probability, and there is little object 

for them to run away, unless it be the 

desire for freedom. There are no cru- 

elties practiced. By that I mean that 

if a convict commits an offense in the 

camp, he is not tortured for it. Whip- 

ping is unknown. I don't mean to say 

that the guards do not retaliate in the 

more serious cases. The chances are 

that if a negro attacks a guard he will 

get filled with buckshot, and there will 

be a quiet funeral, with the religious 

part of the obsequies omitted. 

“The convicts are let loose at night. 

They are all supposed to be in their bar- 

racks at the camp by a certain hour, 

when the roll is called. Up to that time 
they have the utmost freedom. It is not 

that they are placed on their honor, but 

they are made to see that such a thing 
as escape is well night impossible. 
‘The guards themselves have to be on 

the lookout after nightfall. They sel- 

dom venture out except in companies of 

three of four. It would be madness to 
do so. In the first place the men under 

their charge are the most desperate 

characters in the state. There are about 

100 of them on the place where they are 
stationed. If three or four convicts 
should assault a guard and kill him, 
there would be small chance of finding 

out who committed the crime among so 
many men who know how to keep their 

grim secrets. 
“While I was there I was warned not 

to go out unless I had an escort. The 

guards never stir about after dusk un- 
less they are armed to the teeth. No 
harm might come to them, but the char= 
acter of the felon is always uncertain, 

and captivity does not improve his dis- 
position. In spite of all this, the life 
seems to be care-free among the prison- 
ere. So long as they conform to the rules 
there is all the liberty they could have 
in ordinary life. At night they play the 
banjo and dance and sing those songs 
that the negro alone can sing. They are

Enteric Fever in India. 

Attention is again being directed at 
the war office to the extraordinary 
mortality froin enteric fever, or ty- 
phoid, among young officers in recent 
years. The number of cases in con- 
nection with the Sudan expedition has 
forced the subject on the notice of 
the authorities, but the cause in Egypt 
was obviously the impure water of the 
Nile, which it was not always praeti- 
‘able to boil and filter according to 
medical regulations. But the case of 
India is even more serious, for there 
the water supplied to messes and gar- 
risons is most carefully looked to, and 
yet the high death-rate from this cause 
is becoming a permanent factor. It 
is believed, indeed, that the mor- 
tality from the disease is increas- 
ing, and it is therefore all the 
more desirable that full statistics 
on the subject should be collect- 

ed and published, while at the same 

time stricter precautionary measures 
shuuld at once be enforced. Cholera 
used to be the terror of India as far 

as the army was concerned, but now       its place is usurped by enteric fever.—-

MANY OFF COLOR BRANDS. 

The department has a fine labratory 

at Lansing for the examination of foods 

and employs two chemists there, who 

are kept busy the vear around making 

analyses ot suspected articles the in- 

Spectors pick up and send in. During the 

past four years there has been an aver- | 
age of a thousand chemical examinations 
annually. R. E. Doolittle, one of the 
analysts is now up here with the in- 

spectors as a matter of convenience so 

that tests can be made promptly and 

that if there are any prosecutions to be 

made he will be on the ground. 
The inspector and the analyst have 

been here about a week and nearly all 
of the food stocks have been examined 
as well as those in Ishpeming and Ne- | 

gaunee. Some brands of goods carried 

by local grocers have been ordered off 

the shelves but no prosecutions have 

been begun.
