The preparation of a budget for the year 1945 in September of 1944 presents more 
than ordinary difficulties. It means that so far as the current year is concerned, we 
have actual figures for only eight months and hence, must estimate four months. It is 
quite true that past experience is a guide, but it is only one guide in consideration of 
budget figures. Basically, we must while giving due weight to past experiences, yet of 
necessity must forecast the future, In previous · years and until last year in making up 
our figures for submission to you, it was necessary to estimate only one month. This 
year, we are estimating four months. 

We attach a statement quite in detail. You will observe that the first three 
columns are devot~d to the year 1944. The next coolumn gives actual figures for the year 
1943, the succeeding column shows the Budget as submitted last year for 1944. The sixth 
column presents our ideas as to Budget for the year 1945 while the final column contains 
totals. ' 

You will observe that estimated total expenses has increased $7,400.00. This is 
due primarily to the increase in patient-days. In making up the details, we have of 
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course had in mind current costs but in some instances, have figured that there may be a 
reduction in the year to come. The item of permanent improvements and contingencies has 
been increaseq $1,100.00. We have in mind necessities which will aggregate at least this 
sum. Your attention is as well directed to the increase of $6,500.00 in estimated reven-
ues. We think this income has been fairly arrived at, but as of course you realize, it 
is always open to conjecture. 

The Budget for 1945 submitted with request that the sum of $47,000.00 be appropri-
ated is based upon our best judgment as to the exigencies of the situation, and we are 
hopeful will be allowed.

To the Honorable Board of Supervisors of Marquette County: 

Your Morgan Heights Contact Committee begs to report that it met at the Sana tori 
in the evening of October 3, 1944. For many years it has been the custom of this 
Committee to meet with the Board of Trustees and the Superintendent at this time of the 
year in order that the Budget :of the. Sanatorium for the ensuing year might be discussed. 

On the occasion of this meeting, we did not make a complete inspection of the 
buildings, etc., as we ordinarily do. The reason for this was largely because some of 
the members of the Contact Committee who are members of the Buildings and Grounds Comm-
ittee had visited the Sanatorium only a few days previously, and, in connection with 
checking valuations as shown by the Lloyd Thomas appraisal, and the amount of insurance 
in effect. At that visit, it was found that conditions were entirely satisfactory. 

At our meeting on the 3rd, the Budget as heretofore submitted to the Board of 
Supervisors was discusses in detail with the Trustees and the Superintendent. We fully 
appreciate the difficulty of preparing a Budget in September to operate during the en-
suing calendar year. We believe, however, that the Budget has been prepared in a capabl 
and workmanlike manner, giving due consideration to the necessity of estimating income 
and outgo for the last four months of the current year. We recommend that appropriation 
be granted in accordance with the Budget as submitted. 

We continue to have entire confidence in the administration of the Board of 
Trustees and believe that the institution is competently supervised and that the Trustees 
unselfishly devote an adequate amount qf time to this work. 

Dr . Berry continues as Superintendent, and we are of the same opinion as previous-
ly expressed to you that the affairs of the institution are competa:tly and adequately 
supervised. He has been without an assistant for a considerable period, and we approve 
the action of the Board in its end~avor to obtain competent help. This is a difficult 
matter during these war times, and this uncertainty has been one of the factors in the 
difficulty the Board has had in prep~ring an adequate Budget.

Relative to a request to complete gravelling County Road MMO in Richmond Township, 
which was referred to the Highway and Bridge Committee and the Beard of County Road 
Commissioners.

A joing meeting was held on September 22, and we}-Jent over ; the road in question. 

We find that the portions of the road leading to the only two occupied properties on the 
road have been graveled; and the rest of the road, though not graveled, is in reasonably 
good condition and is carrying some traffic, including the school bus. 

We recommend that the matter of this request be left in the hands of the Road 
Commission, with the knowledge that the work requested will be done at the proper time. 

Your Committee would also like to comment on the work being done on M 35 by the 
County Road uommission for the State Highway Department. We went over this work, and 
found that M 35 for a distance of three and one half miles from Negaunee to Palmer, had 
been re-shaped, built up with gravel, and surfaced with a bituminous mixed up, greatly-
improving the condition and riding qualities of the road. From Palmer South, the base 
work and gravelling is in progress, preparatory to applying the surfacing next spring. 
The pit in which the gravel for this work is being produced was also inspected. This 
pit is located on lands owned by the Conservation Department, and the Road Commission 
has a permit from the Conservation Department, under which they are securing and using 
this gravel at no cost to the County •• After viewing this operation, we wish to commend 
the Road Commission for the manner in which the work is being handled, and for the im-
provements ·being made.

election for the offices of sheriff and coroner. In making the recount, certain situ-
ations have come to our attention which we feel call for our comments and recommendations 

In two of the precincts counted, glaring errors, due entirely to the failure of 
the respective officials of those precincts to exercise a proper degree of caution, were 
found. In one instance an error in simple addition resulted in a mistake of some forty 
votes. The fact that both talliers made the same mistake indicates that one of them 
merely copied the figures of the other. In another instance one of the candidates was 
not given a credit of eighty-nine votes to which he was entitled. We are convinced that 
merely routine checking would have disclosed the error. 

We are also convinced that if those official errors had not been made, no recount 
would have been asked for by either of the contestants. As matters now stand, the per-
sons who petitioned for the recount have been put to expense that a reasonable degree of 
official zeal would have avoided. Under the circumstances, we feel that in equity and 
good conscience they are entitled to a refund of the money deposited by them as a con-
dition 1to a recount, and we recommend that such a refund be made. 

In making the recount, it was necessary to throw out a number of ballots due to 
the failure of the election board officials properly to initial ballots and to remove 
ballot numbers. We recommend that schools for election officials be conducted in the 
various precincts of the county, prior to our next election, so that ballots properly 
marked will not be thrown out because of the failure of election officials properly to 
c~rry out the duties imposed upon them by law.

In the matter of the petition from Samuel Dymond and others, relative, 
to Road PA, we find that to do the work requested would involve an expenditure of a 
consider able sum of money, which we feel would not be warranted, because of the volume 
and natur.e of the traffic using thsi road. Also, the work involved eould not be done at 
this time, due to existing restrictions therefore that the request be denied. 

In the matter of the petition from Mr. C· R. R de, relative to Road JB, 
we find that in order to do the work requested, a considerable amount of gravelling and 
other preliminary work would be necessary, which cannot be done at this time. Also, we 
find t hat a tar surface as requested on this -road could not be justified, in view of the 
fact that there is such a large mileage of dirt and gravel roads in more densely settled 
areas that have not yet been surfaced. 

We recommend that the request be denied and that it be left to the Road 
Commission to apply calcium chloride or other dust layers as needed. 

We recommend concurrence of the Board in the above action.

Several years ago, under the auspices of the Conservation Department, the State set up a 
fund to reimburse persons suffering property damage by bears, but this fund was dissipat-
ed and apparently never renewed. However, there is some indication that the last legis-
lature again made some provision for such reimbursement. While I do not have .the text 
of this legislature before me, I feel that Mr. Kulju should present his calim to the 
Conservation Department. 

In my opinion Marquette County is not legally liable to Mr. Kulju for the loss 
presented in his recent letter to the Board.

Your committee on Buildings, Grounds and Insurance met on July 31st and 
August 1st and inspected the Infirmary, Court House and Jail Group, Morgan Heights 
Sanatorium, the Road Commission buildings at Marquette, Skandia, Negaunee Airport 
and Ishpeming. 

At the Infirmary we found that the west entrance to the building had no 
protective covering. As a safety measure against hanging ice, we recommend that the 
present porch be extended to fully cover this entrance. 

At the Court House attention is called to the loss of light in the County 
Treasurer's of fie e due to the heavy scroll work build-up over the counter. We 
recommend tba t all scroll and woodwork enclosing same be removed entirely and that 
the necessary repairs be authorized to complete this arrangement. The dome on top 
of the Court House was found to be badly in need of repair. As it is impossible 
to hire this work done, we recommend tbat the Board of Supervisors request the Road 
Commission to make the necewsary repairs. Past recommendations made by your commit t ee 
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relative to painting, glazing and repairing exterior trim on Court House and Jail 
Group have not been carried out due to lack of proper bids. In order that all this 
type of work be done as the need arises, we recommend that the County Road Commission 
to be reimbursed for the actual cost of such work by the various County Departments. 

At the Road Com.mission it was noted that the Social Welfare Commission has had 
to remove their office force upstairs, due to dampness, to the engineering room, 
thereby overcrowding this office. We recommend that the matter of locating suitable 
space for use by the Welfare Com.mission, in other County owned buildings, be referred 
to by the Budget and Executive Committee for Study and report back to the Board of 
Supe rvi so rs . 

After careful consideration of the "All loss premises and Outside Messenger 
Insurance" proposal presented to the Board by the Fidelity and Casualty Company of 
New York and referred to this committee for study we recommend that same be filed.

At the last regular meeting a letter from Frank Silta of Dukes was presented to 
the Board claiming reimbursement in the amount of $16.50 for ten rabbits killed by dogs 
on the night of September 20, 1945. 

Section 20 of the controlling statute provides that "whenever anv person sustains 
any loss or damage to any live stock of poultry by dogs" he should make a written com-
plaint before a Justice of Peace in his township or a qualified Justice of Peace in 
adjoing township, if there is none in his township, stating the pertinent facts. 

Section 1 of the same statute defines live stock as follows: "The term 'live 
stock' shall apply to horses, stallions, colts, geldings, mares, sheep, rams, lambs, 
bulls, bullocks, steers, heiffers, cows, calves, mules, jacks, gennets, burros, goats, 
kids and swine. " 

In my opinion Mr. Silta's claim cannot be entertained by the Board for two 
reasons: namely, that in the- first place he should make a complaint before a proper 
Justice of Peace and in the second place, rabbits do not appear to be embraced within 
the term "live stock" as used in the controlling statute. 

I would respectfully suggest that the Board instruct the county Ulerk to write 
Mr. Silta along these lines.

Dear Mr. Fauri: - In the matter of a critical economic situation now prevailing in Marquette County involving an emergency which has developed during the past two months regarding the Marquette County Social Welfare Board's appropriation for 1946, we respect-fully request and urge that some consideration be given the basic facts which are here-with presented for immediate study and favorable action by the State Social llelfare Commission. 
At a meeting of the Marquette County Social Welfare Board, held on May 13, 1946, it was recommended that the Board communicate with your Commission relative to requesting additional State funds over and above the fifty per cent ratio now effective in the distribution of State funds ovar and above the fifty per cent ratio now effective in the distribution of State funds to Marquette County for Direct Relief purposes. This recom-mendation was advanced only from the view point of obtaining additional State assistance during the period of an emergency, and in no way should be construed as an attempt to promote the alteration of the statutory provision which requires the State to allocate available moneys to the counties on a basis of need and in an amount not less than the amount expended by a county in the preceding month excelusive of State and Federal funds. On the basis of actual and estimated g~oss commitments for January, 1~46, through June, 1946, (May and June anticipated costs estimated), the amount of $41,236.02 will hav been obligated for Direct Relief, Of this amount and keeping in mind the fact that the upward trend in Direct relif costs did not materially increase during January and Februa an average fifty per cent cost to Marquette County for the above period will amount to $20,618.01. No consideration is given to any refunds in the above computation, inasmuch as the effect would be nigligible. 
Considering the above mentioned period (January 1946, through June 1946}, the amount of $43,864.35 will have been obligated for Social wielfare (administrative, local hospital ization, infirmary and farm}, at an average cost of $?,310.?2 per month. The above amount covers actual gross commitment for January, 1946, through April, 1946, and an esti mated cost for the months May and June. Application of hospitalization refunds to apply as a credit against the above expenditure, and working only with actual refunds for Janu-ary, 1946, through April 1946, with an average e~timate for May and June, would reduce th total gross commitments for the Social wv·elfare program to $36,603.00, of which Marquette County must bear the full cost. 
It is, therefore, obvious from a study of the above factual evidence that the county's liability will amount to $20,618.01 for its proportion of the Direct Relief expenditure 

and $36,603.00 (net) for the Social Welfare expenditure or a total of $57,221.01, for the period January, 1946, through June, 1946. 
Your Commission is aware of the fact that the a.roount of $80,000.00 w~s allocated to the Marquette County Social Welfare Board fro the ~iscal period 1946. This allocation does not include expenditures for University hospitalization charges and for which the ., County expended $3 31?.2?, for the period January, 1946, through April, 1946. It will be 

noted that of the $80,000.00 allocation, and with the estimated expenditure of $5?,221.01 
of the uounty' s proportion fDr the Direct Relief and Social vlelfare programs, the amount 
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of $22,??8.99 balance would be available in County funds for the remaining six months 
of the fiscal year. Hasing our contention on a recognized fact, and being guided solely 
on the principle of a minimum monthly average expenditure amounting to $?,310.?2, for 
the social Welfare program for the remaining six months of the year at a total estimate 
cost of $43,864.32, it is logical to assume that this Board will have insufficient fund 
to provide for the Social Welfare ·program expenditures, with no consideration being 
given to Direct Relief obligations for the same period. I 

A perusal of the Direct Relief case load as reported to your Commission each month 
will re:rlect the urgency of the situation, and it should be stated that this Board has 
not assumed any obligation for employable cases other than the ectension of emergency 
relief orders with the expectation that in the event of a prolonged duration of the 
strike situation, shelter qare and other items not now granted to employable cases, wil 
of necessity be absorbed by this Board. 

Having in mind that this Board in no way desires to submit a questionable economic 
and financial matter to your Commission, but rather from the stand-pmint of an emergenc 
request, it is sincerely anticipated that your Commission will see fit to grant an 
additional 1amergency allocation to Marquette County to cover the deficit in County 
Direct Relief funds.

Phillips for the first time , 
and from the extent of his conversation tl1e future of the Sanatorium seems assured . ,le 
found the buildings and grounds in good contition and well cared for .

No inspection of buildings in the outlying districts was made , as no changes had 
been reported at either of the Parks or district garages .

Your Budget and Executive Committee, to whom was referred a resolution from the 

Marquette County Executive Council of Veterans' Affairs, requesting the continuance of 
the Office of Veterans' Affairs for 194?, offers for your approval the following recom-
mendations: 

The establishment of a Veterans' Referral Agency on the lower floor of the 
County Court House in the very commodious office now utilized by the Department of 
Social Welfare.

That the said Agency shall have the continued services of Ruth F. Zerbel during 
the hours aforesaid. 
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That the County Social lelfare Department will pay the said Ruth F. Zerbel for 
her morning services in their department a salary of seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per 
month, and that the Marquette County Belli.rd of Supervisors will pay an equal amount to 
wit - seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per month for her afternoon services in the Referral 
Agency. 

That the said Ruth F. Zerbel shall spend one half of each day through the month 
of December in the Office of Veterans' Affairs for instruction and information.

That the County Controller, an overseas Veteran of exceptional merit and ability 
shall have ·control over and supervision of the aforesaid Referral Agency, and he is 
hereby authorized to furnish stenographic services for said Agency whenever in his 
opinion such need exists. · 

That in case a vacancy should materialize in the said Referral Agency . office the 
County Social Welfare· Bureau are hereby ahthorized to fill such vacancy, and if agree-
ment cannot! be had with the said officials, then the question of fil l ing such vacancy 
shall lay with the County Social Welfare Bureau and the executive cormnittee of the 
Marquette County Board of Supervisors, jointly. 

That the Board of Supervisors reserves unto itself the right to abolish all or 
any part of the said Referral Agency by a majority vote at any legally held meeting of 
the said Board of Supervisors. 

That all other Departments of Marquette County not herein mentioned that have 
heretofore rendered services to returning service men, will continue such services as 
long as the need exists. 

That the County Controller send a copy of the monthly report of the activities 
of the Veterans' Referral Office to the Marquette County Executive Qouncil of Veterans' 
Affairs. 

That the Marquette County Executive Council of Veterans' Affairs be extended the 
courtesy of attending any monthly meeting of the Budget and Executive Committee to talk 
over questions pertaining to the Referral Office if and when the occasion arises.

Your Committee, to whom was referred a petition seeking the establishment of a 
Marquette County Fair, begs leave to report as follows: 

Your Committee was informed by the Prosecuting Attorney that it could not borrow 
more than $75,000 for fair purposes, and that a bond issue would be necessary, and that 
such action would first have to be approved by three-fifths of the County electors vot-
ing on such proposition at a General or Special election. 

Your Committee was advised that it would take upwards of $300,000 to establish 
and equip a fairgrounds similar to the former Marquette County Fair. 

Your Committee is further aware that the U. P. State Fair at Escanaba is only 
a few hours away from all residents of the county who are interested in attending or 
exhibiting at fairs. 

Your Committee is mindful of the funds that must be spend on the pending K. I. 
Sawyer Airport project located at Sands; and it is further mindful of the sharply low-
ered tax returns and the sharply rising costs of operating the various County agencies. 

Therefore, your Committee respectfully reports and recommends that no effort be 
made to establish a Marquette County Fair at this time.

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December 18th, 1946.

Department of Social 1elfare, County Treasurer, Morgan Heights Sanatarium, 

County Health Nurse, and Office of Veterans' Affairs. 

The report of the County Controller was presented and ordered filed by the 
·Chairman. , 
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v/ resolution from the Hillsdale uounty Board of Supervisors urging enactment of 
legislature so that a percentage of alimony, etc. paid through circuit court be collect-
ed by the County to help defray expenses invovled, was r~ad. Supervisor Kivela moved 
the matter be referred to the Budget and Executive Committee with power to act. Support 
ed by Supervisor Price and carried. 

A resolution from the Oakland County Board of Supervisors opposing amendment to 
the relief laws wfiich would lessen resident requirements for people to secure felief, 
was read. No discussion, it was ordered filed by the Chairman. 

Another resolution from the aforementioned County relative to relief granted 
where a father deserts the family, was read. No discussion, this was likewise filed. 

A resolution from Charlevoix County Board of Supervisors embo~ying three clauses 
relating to relief and old age assistance, was read. The Chairman ordered the resolutio 
filed. 

Resolutions from the Midland County and Hillsdale County Boards of Supervisors 
favoring a change in Act 24 of the P.A. of 1946, extra session) were read. The resolu-
tions went on record as favoring a change in the law so that veterans would have home-
stead exemptions to the extent of $2,000.00 with no limitations as to size of homestead. 
Inasmuch as like resolutions had been acted upon previously the Chairman ordered the 
resolutions filed. 

Resolutions from the Hillsdale County, Midland County and Mecosta County Boards 
of Supervisors recommending continuance of Aet 150 of the P.A. of 1945 which imposes a 
ten percent liquor tax for road purposes were read. These were ordered filed by the 
Chairman as similar resolutions were acted upon in the past. 

A resolution from the Midland County Beard of Supervisors urging amendment to 
Sec. 6 of Act No. 165 of the P.A. of 1945, was read. Said act provides that money· 
returned to townships by said act be used for maintenance of roads only. The Chairman 
ordered this resolution filed as the Board already acted on a similar resolution at a 
previous meeting. 

Supervisor van Riper moved the Chairman be authorized to appoint someone to take 
an inventory of the County Jail inasmuch as a new Sheriff would take over January 1st, 
194?. Supported by Supervisor Rasmussen and carried. 

~pervisor Ghiardi moved Mr. G. Sherman vollins be nominated as a Trustee of the 
Morgan Heights Sanatarium to succeed himself as his term expires December 31st, 1946. 
Supported by Supervisor Kemp and carried unanimously. No other nominations, the Chair-
man declared Mr. Collins the duly elected Trustee for the ensuing three year term, com-
mencing January 1st, 194?. 

Chairman appointed Mr. John O'Neil to take the inventory of the County Jail 
as of the end of the year.
