Gentlemen:

On March 8, 1961, your Con-
servation Committ.e held a meet-
ing at which State Conse.va.on
officials and Conservation Offic-
ers were present. It was the fecl-
ing among the members of your
committee that every effurt
should be made to promo.e an
expanding program of fish hatch-
ery and planiing operations rath-
er than a curtail:d one. Besides
the great recreational benefit our
own citizens would enjoy of in-
creased fish plantng, your com-
mittee feels that it wouid bring
about an expansion of our tour-
ist business as well. This of
course, is of great impor.ance to
our area as the tourist bu:iness
is now the number two industry
in this area.

Officials of the Conservation
Department explained to youz
committee that the decrease in
hatchery and p'anting ope.ations
has come about as a result of
decreased revenues. As has been
experienced in all phases of gov-
ernment, costs of operating the
Conservation Department have
climbed steadily in the past sev-
eral years but during those same
years revenues to the Dept. have
fallen off. It has been explained

that one half of the cost of op-
erating the Conservaiion Depart-
ment is drawn from the S.ate
General Fund and w. rema nder
is financed by ‘the sale of deer
and fishing ucenscs. These sales
have been steadily declning and
the end result is a smaler bud-
get for operations. This airecty
effects the fish hatchery and
planting program.

Becaus: of the great :mport-
ance of the Cunservat.on Depart-
ment’s activities, your committee
believes the State Legislature
should be urged to find some
means to expand the budget for
that department so that it w.l
be in a position to expand its
program. It is further suggested
that interest shculd be stimulat-
ed in sportsmen’s clubs, tourist
councis, economy advancement
groups and oth.r sim.lar organ-
izations towards this g.al. It is
again pointed out that better
fishing in the Upper Peninsua
will certainiy heip the tour.st
business whica in turn, wili help
the economy of our an:a.

1t is recommended that the in-
format.on in ‘thus report be con-
veyed to Honorable John B.
Swainson, Governor, Honorab e
Phllip Rahoi, Scat: Senator, Hon-
orable Domin.c Jaccpetid, S.ate
Representative and to Mr. Gerald
Eddy, Director of the Michigan
Department of Conservation.

Your Committee was very
pleased with the he pfulness and
co-operation given it by the rep-
resentatives of the Conscrvation
Department and it is hoped that
this committee will be permitted
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to mect again so as to pursueits
study of the probiems in conser-
vation. Suggestions in the mat-
ter will be welcomed by any
member of your committee for
study.

Your Budget and Exccutive
Committee to whom was referred
a request from the Marquette
City Health Ccuncl for the es-
tablishment of a county health
unit, wishes to report that the
mater was studied by your com-
mittee at its meeting hild on
March 15, 1961.

The Committee is in sympathy
with the recommendations of the
Marquette City H a'th Council
and realizes that this additi-nal
agency of the county would be
desizab’e. The firanc'al prcblems
such a unit would pose for the
county, howsver, seem insur-
mountable.

Our county has tried for years
to live with’n its income. Coun-
ties having the same prob’ems
as other units of government in
coping with the cver increasing
costs of operation and the solu-
tion to the problem lies in ei‘her
increasing the revenues by tax-
ation or by curtailing expenses
so as to live within cur income.

Three years ago because of
increasing costs of welfare, it
was necessary to ask the voters
to approve ‘the raising of an ad-
ditional two mills for a five year
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period. This approved m.lluge
will expire in two years and w.
will agan have to ask the vot-
ers to extend the miuage if we
are to be able to run our exst-
ing departments,

During 1960,
by careful managcment, Mar
quette County was able to pay
its obligations and c ose put the
year with about $7,000.00 unspent
in its budget. This figure is in-
deed a small one when the many
varied responsibiiities of the
county are considered; it is a so
too small to even ccn.ider as a
start.ng point to finance a coun-
ty health unit. We are now fac-
ing declining mine valuations
within the county and this wil
seriously effect the amount of
county income to support pre-
sently operating agencies.

The County of Marquette Re-
solves:

Section 1-Intent and Purpose

a. It is the intent and purpose
of this resolution to esta.lishan
organ.zation that wil insure the
complete and efficient utilization
of all the countes faclities to
combat disaster resultng from
enemy attack or natural disaster
as defined herein.

b. The Marquette County Of-
fice of Civil Defense w1l be the
coordinating agency for all act-
ivity in connecton with Civil
Defense: It will be the instru-
ment through which the Board of
Supervisors and its Chairman
may exercise the authority and
discharge the responsibilities
vested in them by this resolution,
and Act No. 154, Pub'ic Acts of
1953 as amended by Act No. 98,
Public Acts 1954.
| c. This resolution will not re:
lieve any county department of
the normal responsiblities or
authority given to it by general
law or by local ordinance, nor
will it affect the work of 'the
American Red Cross or other vol-
unteer agencies organizeqd for re-
lief in natural disaster.

Section 2. Definitions

a. For the purpose of this res-
olution certain words used here-
in are defined as follows:

1. “Civil Defenss” shall have a
broad meaning and shall include
preparations aga'nst, said relief
from, the effects of attack on the
county or any part of the State
of Michigan, by the forces of an
enemy nation or agents thereof,
and it shall also include such
activity in conmection with nat-
ural disaster as defined herein.
It shall not, however, include
any activity that is the respon-
sibility of the m’litary forces of
the United States.

2. “Attack” shall mean a direct
assault aga'nst the coun'y, or any
part of the State of Michigan. by
the forces of a hostile nation or
the agents thereof, including as-
sault by bombing, chemical or
biological warfare, or sabotage.

3. “Natural Disaster” shall
mean any condition seriously
threatening public health, wel-
fare or security as a result of a
severe ‘tornado, hurriczne or sim-
ilar natural or acciden‘al cause
and which is beyond the control
of public or private agencies or-
dinarily respcnsible for the econ-
trol of relief of such conditions.
(This does not include riots,
strikes, insurrections, or ¢'vil dis-
turbances.)

4. (Civil Defense Forces) shall
mean the employees, equ pment
and facilities of all county de-
partments, boards, institutions
and commission suitable for, and
adaptable to, ¢'vil defense as re-
commended by the County Dir-
ector and designated by the
Chairman, with the approval of
the Board, to partic’pate in the
civil defense activity.

5. “Volun'teer” shall mean con-
tributing service, equipment, or
facilities to the civil defense or-
ganization without remuneration
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or without a formal agreement
or contract of hire.

6. “Civil Defense Volunteer”
shall mean any person duly reg-
istered and appointed by the Dir-
ector and assigned to participate
in the Civil Defense activity.

7. “Chairman” shall mean the
Chairman of the County Board
of Supervisors; and Board shall
mean the Marquette County
Board of Supervisors.

The annual meeting of your
Morgan Heights Contact Commit-
tee was held at Morgan Heighits
Sanatorium on June 1, 1961. Y ur
committee wishes to report that
the afiairs of this instltution are
beng capably and efficienily
handled, The incidence of tuber-
culosis in this area is steadily de-
creasing but the avallable room
is being used to very good ad-
vantage in the care of long term
non-surgical or convalescent pa-
tients in the sect'on set aside
and designated as the Marquette
County Medical Unit.

As was reported by your com-
mittee in prior years, Morgan
Heights Sanatorium has been fac-
ed with the financial problem
of decreasing income due to a
decrease in the tuberculosis case-
load while the total cost of op-
erating the institution remains
almost the same. We are happy

to report that during the past
year the caselcad in the Mar-
quette County Medical Unt, of
which the vast majority are
county patients has steacly ris-
en to a point where 27 patients
are being cared for there. Since
the patient day rate charged the
Social Welfare Department is ap-
proximately $4.00 per day less
than the rate in private hespi‘als
in this area, and further, sincz
the smaller rate also includes
drugs, there is a considerable
savings to the county. It has been
estimated that the savings affect-
ed this year on county cases car-
ed for in the medical unit is in
excess of $35.000. This new pro-
gram has enabled the sanator-
ium to continue its work without

requiring an addtional appro-
priation.
The trustees informed your

committee that the budget re-
quest for the ensu.ng year will
be the same as it has been for
the past three years and much
credit should be given to the
Board of Trustees and Dr.
Acocks, Supt., in the orderly and
profitable transition they areac-
ccmplishing by -increasng the
load in the Marquetie County
Medical Unit to compensate for
the loss in the tuberculos’'s case-
load. It iIs, of course, very grat-
fying to report that this dread
illness is still on the decl'ne and
it is hoped that this trend will
continue.

Genilemen:

Your Buildings, Grounds and
Insurance Committee made is
annual inspection tour on June
28, 1961 and wishes to report
that all buildings inspected were
found to be well maintained and
properly managed. Your commit-
tee also finds that the insurance
program on county owned buld-
ings and county liabilities is ade-
quate and in good order.

The matter of the Detention
Home facility was g'ven spec'al
attention this year. Your commit-
tee believes that the small num-
ber of cases and the short dura-
tion the average inmate is de-
tained does not justify a large
county expenditure for either

the erection of a new deiention
home or the extensve remodei-
ing of the present facilty. The
major objection to the use of the
Detention Home at present isthe
fact that inmates m the Sfre
proof cells could not easly be
removed ‘n the cass of fice and
they might suffer from heat or
smoke. Your committee recom-
mends that the window on ‘the
south wall of each of the two
cells should be replaced with a
type that ean be locked and un-
locked from the ou's'de and that
keys for these windows be kept
on hand at all times in the mat-
ron’s home and in the office of
the shefifi’ where a 24 hour a day
coverage is now mantained. A
regulation metal fire escape
should be attached to the south
wall of the building so as to
service the two cells in case of
fire. Your committee __bel'eves
that if this small improvement is
made there will be no further
objection to the use of the deten-
tilon cells as far as fire regula-
tions are concerned. It is further
recommended that the Detention
Home matron be urged teo make
her home facilities availab'e to
inmates of proper disposition dur-
ing non sleeping hours.

Your committee wishes to com-
mend all those in charge of coun-
ty buildings and grounds for an
excellent job in maintenance.

Committee had its annual high-
way tour and inspection on Sep-
tember 27, 1961, and wishes to
report the progress made to
county roads during the 1961 sea-
son.
On County Rocad HC to Forrest-
ville, 2.2 miles of local road was
paved and completed. Marquetie
Township shared in the cost of
this project.

On County Road 492 from
County Road HD to HA, a dis-
tance of 1.08 miles, reconstruct-
ion of the road and road should-
ers was carried out as a bid pro-
ject. Reconstruction of 1.01 miles
of roadway on County Road HA
from County Road 492 easterly
to the Marquette City limits was
@lso carried out this season as a
bid project. Surface completion
cf these projects was made by
County Road forces.

Approximately 7 miles of road-
ways and streets were paved in
the Plat of Gwinn and vicin'ty
in co-operation with the Forsyth
Township Board.

As of September 22, 1961, the
blacktop plant produced 43,162
tons of blacktop during the sae-
son. 14,978 tons of th's black cp
were placed on the primary road
system; 24,196 tons on the local
road system and 3,988 tons were
furnished to the ‘three cities of
the county, the Forsyth School
District, the County Airport and
the Michigan State H'ghway De-
partment.

Bids were taken this season for
the reconstruction of 16.1 miles
of highway in Wells Township.
The contract was awarded to'the
I. L. Whitehead Co. at a total
bid price of $320,000.00. One-half

U. S. Government. Completion
date on this project is December,
1961.

Bids were also taken this sea-
son for the reconstructicn of 1
mile of County Road 561 running
northerly from County Road 480
in Negaunee Townsh'p. This bid
was awarded A. Lindberg and
Sons at a total cost of $61,600.00
with the U. S. Government shar-

. ing in the cost. Completion date
on this project is Decembex_', 1961
" The reconstructiton of approx-
Jimately 1.6 miles of rcadway on
_Lounty Road 561 from US.-41
southerly to County Road 492 is
planned as a winter project to
" be carried out by the Rcad Com-
mission forces. A relocation pro-
ject on County Road 557 for a
distance of approximately 15
miles south from County Rca’
FA is also being planned for
completion during the 1962 sea-
son.
Approximately 42 miles of
blacktop surface constructon is
scheduled in  Wells Township
for the 1962 construction seas.n.
The actual miles of paving are
about equally divided belweeen
the primary and local road sys-
tems and the cost of the local
road system portion will be car-
ried out in co-operation with the
Wells Township Board.

In addition to the above pro-
jects, the Road Commission car-
ried out its normal summer
and winter maintenance opera-
tions.

Your committee made en in-
spection of the bridge carrying
County Road BAA over 'the Choc-
olay River in Chocolay Town-
ship. Since the project involves
engineering and there is a prob-
lem of financing to be worked
out, your committee has request-
ed the Marquette County Road
Commission to make a thorough
study of the problem and repcrt
directly to the Board of Super-
visors after fthe study has been
completed.

Gentlemen:

Your Budget and Executive
Committee, to whom was re-
ferred a proposed resolution
submitted by the Upper Pen n-
sula Committee on Area Prch-
lems (U.P.CA.P.) invit ng Mar-
quette County to membership
in UP.CA.P., wishes to report
that the matter has been under
consideration by your commitiee
for ‘the past three months.

Marquette County has an
economic  planning committee
made up of prominent, well qual-
ified people who are meeting
regularly and have, in the short
time of less than one year, ac-
complished a great deal. This
Marquette Econom’e Study Com-
mit'ee has already completed
the preparation of a preliminary
Overall Economic Development
Program which has been accept-
ed by the Federal Government
in qualifying Marquette County
for certain benefits, It is expect-
ed that this organization will
continue to function for ‘the bene-
fit of Marquette County resi-
dents.

Recently a report was made
available of a two year study
of economic resources of the
Upper Pen‘nsula prepared for
the Michigan Econom'ec Develop-
ment Commission by Ebasco
Services Inc. This report was fi-
nanced by the State of M chigaw
and civic minded groups and cor-
porations throughout the entire
Upper Peninsula. The report is
adequate and complete. Mar-
quette City and at least two of
the adjoining townships in Mar-
quette County are currently
planning their distrets.

Your Committee feels that
Marquette County has had and
is gettnig adequate develop-
ment planning and that no addi-
ticnal funds should be made
available from tax monies for
this purpose. It is recommended,
therefore, that the Board of
Supervisors decline the inv'ta-
tion to participate in the Upper
Pen'nsula Committee: on Area
problems and that it continue to
cooperate with the exis‘ing
planning agencies in Marquette
Ccunty and the Upper Peninsula.
