Salute to the flag was given and the Marquette County
Clerk, Henry A. Skewis, opened the meeting by calling for
nominations for Chairperson of the Marquette County Board
of Commissioners.

Commissioner Racine nominated Commissioner Anderson
for Chairman _ for the year 1975. There being no furtherl
nominations for ®hairman it was moved by Commissioner
Doucette, supported by Commissioner Trapp and
unanimously carried by a roll call vote that nominations be
closed and a unanimous ballot be cast for Commissioner
Anderson for Chairman of the Marquette County Board of
Commissioners for the year 1975.

At this time the official gavel was presented to Chairman
Anderson by Clerk Henry Skewis and the meeting continued
under the direction of Commissioner Anderson.

Commissioner Anderson asked for nominations for Vice
Chairman. It was moved by Commissioner Trapp that
Commissioner Racine be nominated for Vice Chairman.
There being no further nominations it was moved by com-
missioner Trapp, supported by Commissioner Leadbetter
and unanimously carried by a roll call vote that nominations
be closed and Commissioner Racine be elected Vice
Chairman.

A communication from Henry A. Skewis, Marquette
County Clerk, reminded the Board that a vacancy existed on
the Marquette County Board of Commissioners for the Sixth
District. A communication from James R. Alderton of 115
Rose Street, Ishpeming, Michigan, requested the Board of
Commissioners for the Sixth Disrict on the Board of Com-
missioners. It was moved by Commissioner Leadbetter,
supported by Commissioner Doucette and unanimously
carried by a roll call vote that James R. Alderton be ap-
pointed as Commissioner of the Sixth District until such time
as an election can be held to fill the vacancy. James Alderton
was administered the oath of office by the County Clerk, and
was seated as Commissioner for the Sixth District, on the
County Board of Commissioners.

A communication from the County Clerk, in regard to
setting dates for all regular County Board of Commnssloners
meetings for 1975, was read. It was moved by Commissioner
Goldsworthy, supported by Commissioner Racine and
carried by a roll call vote that the following dates be set. All
Commissioners present voting aye except Commissioner
Coombs who voted nay. A motion by Commissioner Coombs
to amend the motion and have every third meeting of the
Board of Commissioners held in the evening died for lace of

Opening praryer was given by Rev. Carl A. Lund, of the
Messiah Lutheran Church of Marquette, followed by salute to
the American flag.

It was moved by Commissioner Doucette, supported by
Commissioner Gaboury and carried that the board dispense
with the reading of the minutes of the previous meetings and
that they be adopted in their present form.

A communication from the City of Marquette requesting
that the Marquette County Building Code Department be
instructed by the Board of Commissioners to enforce the
State Plumbing Code, in the City of Marquette, was read.
This action had been requested by the Marquette City
Commission. It was moved by Commissioner Racine, sup-
ported by Commissioner Goldsworthy and carried that the
matter be referred to the County Planning Commission and
to Mr. Lyn Johnson, County Planner.

A communication from the Michigan Department of Public
Health advised the County Board of Commissioners that Mr.
Larry Gould R.S., of the Marquette County Health Depart-
ment, had successfully passed examination as a Registered
Sanitarian. This report was placed on file.

A communication from the Secretary of Transportation,
Washington, D.C., regarding advisability of car-pooling to
conserve fuel. was read. It was moved by Commissioner
Coombs, supported by Commissioner Doucette and carried
that the County Board endorse car-pooling and encourage the
public to participate in car-pooling.

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive
Committee, in regard to taking bids on a new vehicle for the
Tax Equalization Department, was read. it was moved by
Commissioner Goldsworthy, supported by Commissioner
Leadbetter and unanimously carried by a roll call vote that
the Board concur with the recommendation and authorize
bids be taken for this new vehicle.

A recommendation of the Budget and Executive Com-
mittee, regarding the Emergency Medical Services Grant
Proposal submitted by Northern Michigan University, was
read. It was moved by Commissioner Trapp, supported by
Commissioner Cheatham and unanimously carried by a roll
call vote, that the Board endorse the Emergency Medical
Services Proposal Grant No. 5-H000464-01 and the Upper
Peninsula Areawide Comprehensive Health Planning
Association Grant request for No. 1202 funds to be used for
planning aspects of the Emergency Medical Services
Proposal.

A recommendation of the Budget and Executive Com-
mittee regarding increasing the membership, in the County
Planning Commission, from five to seven members, was
read It was moved by Commissioner May. supported by
Commissioner Alderton and unanimously carried by a roll
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call vote, that the Board of Commissioners concur with the
recommendation and increase the membership on the
County Planning Commission from five to seven members.

A report from the Budget and Executive Committee,
regarding the condemnation of forty acres of land in Sands
Township, by the United States of America, and an attached
resolution covering this matter, was read and discussed. It
was moved by Commissioner Doucette, supported by
Commissioner Leadbetter and unanimously carried by a roll
call vote, that the Board of Commissioners adopt the
resolution.

reservations by the State of Michigan of rights of ingress and
egress and aboriginal antiquities; and

WHEREAS it has been agreed among representatives of
the United States of America and the County of Marquette
that the just compensation to be paid for said Tracts Nos. A-
132 and A-132E is the total sum of Four Thousand Six Hun-
dred Fifty and no-100 ($4,650.00) Dollars, which shall be paid
to the County of Marquette for distribution to local taxing
units in said County having jurisdiction of said tracts in
proportion to their tax interests; and

WHEREAS title to said Tracts Nos. A-132A and A-132E
became vested in in the United States of America upon the
initiation of said condemnation proceedings,

NOW THEREFORE, Be it resolved:

1. That the County of Marquette hereby consents to the
taking of the property known and described as Tracts Nos. A-
132 and A-132E, consents that the just compensation for said
tracts may be the total sum of Four Thousand Six Hundred
Fifty and no-100 ($4,650.00) Dollars, inclusive of interest and
costs, and further consents that a judgement may be entered
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in the United States District Court for the Western District of
Michigan determining the just compensation in the above
-amount without further notice to the County of Marquette;
2. That Dale A. Ruohomaki, Prosecuting Attorney for the
County of Marquette, Michigan, be and is hereby authorized
to appear in said proceedings on behalf of said County, and is
further authorized to execute, on behalf of said County, such
stipulations, consents, or other instruments or documents as
may be necessary to effectuate and complete the transfer of
said property and compensation.

Peninsula Power Company’s proposed 37'4 per cent rate increase, was read.

90 on record as being opposed fo any exorbitant rate increase, but at this time
are reluctant to aid in the request of Ontonagon County for a 50 cent per
capita, participation legal expense cost, resulting in a cost of $32,000.00 to
Marquette County, when the entire anticipated cost of this legal action is
about $30,000.00 for all concerned. Only about Y2 of the County population
obtains electricity from the Upper Peninsula Power Company.

A report of the Budget and Executive Committee, in regard to the request
for a transfer of the allocated funds for construction of a diversional space at
Acocks Medical Facility, was read. It was moved by Commissioner Gold-
sworthy, supported by Commissioner Gaboury and imously carried by a
roll call vote, that the Board of Commissioners authorize $98,000.00 be
transferred from the General Fund for payment of bills for expenses incurred
in construction of the diversional space at the facility.

A report of the Budget and Executive Committee, in regard to the purchase
of a new vehicle for the Tax Equalization Department, was read. It was

dby C issioner Gol thy, supported by Commissioner Lead-
better and carried by a roll call vote, that the Board accept the low bid of
$5,235.00 for a Jeep Universal 1975 Model, from Specker Motor Sales of
Marquette, with a trade-in allowance of $1,900.00 for the old vehicle, a total
cost to the County of $3,335.00. The only nay vote was cast by Commissioner
Coombs, who felt a two wheel drive vehicle was all that was needed.

A report of the Budget and Executive Committee, in regard to a request by
the Sheriffs Department, for aclothing allowmce for the Detective-Sergeant,
was read. It was moved by Commi Idsworthy, supported by
Commissioner Gaboury and unanimously carrled by a roll call vote that the
budget for the Sheriffs Department be amended to allow for $150.00 per year
as clothing allowance for the detective-Sergeant.

WHEREAS, a large part of the rating has to do with the age of the fire engine
and has little or no consideration given to its capabilities fo still get the necessary
job done. Many small Communities are forced to buy new fire engines fo keep
their fire ratings, and the old fire engines often have less than 10,000 miles on
them and are still like new,

WHEREAS, the County of Marquette is asking that a more sensible approach
1o the enforcement of fire insurance equipment standards be set. When large
sums of money on a new chassis, engine, efc., are spent, when only the pumping
equipment and tank requirements should be updated to meet standards, the
engine, chassis, ladders, hoses, etc., are basically the same from truck to truck,
and a truck with 10,000 miles or less is far from worn out,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the County of Marquette join the
struggle of Congressman Philip E. Ruppe and the Village of Mineral Hills, and
City of Iron River, in bringing about an investigation of Insurance Services Office
by the State of Michigan Insurance Bureau,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the County of Marquette ask each County
Commission to pass a similar resolution and pass it on fo their representatives
and down to the Municipalities located within its jurisdiction for consideration.

A notice from the University of Illinois concerning the holding of the third
National Symposium on Criminal Justice Planning, to be held April 14 through 17,
1976, in New Orleans, Louisiana, was read and ordered placed on file.

A communication from the Michigan State Housing Development Authority
concerning a state-wide conference on new housing assistance programs to be
held on September 10, 1975, in Lansing, Michigan, was read. It was moved by
Comm. Racine, supported by Comm. Coombs and carried, that the matter be
referred to the Planning Commissioner for their action.

A notice of the Lake Superior Research and Development Institute’s Second
Annual Conference, to be held September 17, 1975, at the Holiday Inn in
Marquette, Michigan, was read. It was moved by Comm. Doucette, supported by
Comm. Gaboury and unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that the Chairman
of the Board be authorized to allow members of the County Board of Com-
‘missioners and the Planning Commission to attend.

A natice from the Upper Peninsula Travel and Recreation Association, con-
cerning hearings being held in the Upper Peninsula regarding casino gambling,
was read. It was moved by Comm. Racine, supported by Comm. Trapp and
carried by a roll call vote, that the Chairman be authorized to send two Board
members to this hearing to be held on September 6, 1975, at Northern Michigan
University so that they may obtain first-hand information on this issue. The
following commissioners voted aye: Commissioners Cheatham, Coombs,
Doucette, Gaboury, Goldsworthy, Leadbetter, May, Racine, Trapp and An-
derson. Commissioners Agnoli and Alderton voted nay.

It was then moved by Comm. Agnoli, supported by Comm. May and carried by
aroll call vote, that the County Board go on record as being opposed to casino
gambling. The following Commissioners voted aye: Commissioners Agnoli,
Alderton, Coombs, Goldsworthy, May, Racine, Trapp and Anderson. Com-
missioners Doucette, Gaboury and Leadbetter voted nay. Comm Cheatham
abstained from voting.

A notice from the Michigan Association of Counties req.rdlng a County
Budgeting and Financial Mamagement Seminar, to be held in Escanaba on
September 11, 1975, was read. It was moved by Comm. Trapp, supported by
Comm. Cheatham and unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that the members
of the Budget and Executive Committee be allowed to attend.

A notice of Public Hearing from the Michigan Department of Labor concerning
proposed revisions in the construction code, to be held in Lansing on September
10, 1975, was read. It was moved by Comm. May, supported by Comm. Alderton
and carried, that this matter be referred to the Building Code Department and
County Planner for action.

A communication from Northern Michigan Unlverslty Criminal Justice Ad-
visory and Planning Committee noting their appreciation for Comm. Orrin
Doucette’s services as a member of the Committee was read and placed on file.
Comm. Doucette was congratulated by the Board for his fine performance on the
Committee.

A communication from the Michigan State Department of Corrections, in
response to the County Board’s request to use unused prison farm lands in the
county for vegetable gardens for senior citizens and needy persons, was read and
placed on file. It was noted in the letter that at present all prison farm lands are
needed for prison purposes.

A communication from the Vii >f Ontonagon requesting financial support
for the court fight concerning UPPCO’s rate increases, was read. It was moved
by Comm. May, supported by Comm. Leadbetter and carried that this letter be
filed and all further communications on this matter be filed as this matter has
already been considered at least three times.

A communication from the Upper Peninsula Travel and Recreation Assoc.
regarding a request by them for a $600.00 allocation in the 1976 budget was read. It
was moved by Comm. Agnoli, supported by Comm. Coombs and carried, that this
matter be referred tothe Budget and Executive Committee for action.

A resolution from Bay County regarding Consumer Protection Acts was read
and ordered placed on file.

A communication from the City of Negaunee, requesting the establishing of
procedures, that would furnish the City of Negaunee with more adequate service
from the Prosecuting Attorney’s office, was read: It was moved by Comm. Trapp,
supported by Comm. Alderton and carried, that the Prosecutor, Gary L. Walker,
meet with the Budget and Executive Committee at their next meeting to discuss
this matter.

A communication from the Salvation Army Booth Memorial Hospital in Grand
Rapids, Mich., requesting payment of $771.85 for use of the hospital to defray the
cost of caring for an unwed young mother from Marquette County was read. It
was moved by Comm. May, supported by Comm. Trapp and carried, that this
matter be referred fo the Budget and E xecutive Committee for study and report,
and that the County Social Services Department be asked to check into the
matter.
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A resolution in regard to a Criminal Justice Program Project to hire a
Research Law Clerk for the Circuit Court, and wages of this clerk being paid on a
5 per cent county — 95 per cent Federal or State government assistance grant,
fotal cost to the county of $373.50, was read. It was moved by Comm. Trapp,
supported by Comm. Doucette and carried by a roll call vote, that this resolution
be adopted. This resolution is necessary to use to file an intent to apply for the
project funds. The following Comimissioners voted Aye: Commissioners Alderton,
Coombs, Cheatham, Doucette, Gaboury, Goldsworthy, Leadbetter, May, Racine,
Trapp and Anderson. Comm. Agnoli voted Nay.

A resolution of intent to apply for a Criminal Justice Program Project for funds
fo create an Inmate Rehabilitation Program was read. Cost of this program
would be $66,900.00, the county’s share would be $6,690.00 or 10 per cent of total. It
was moved by Comm. May, supported by Comm. Trapp and unanimously carried
by aroll call vote, that this resolution be adopted and the Controller, Gary Yoder,
be asked to make a study of the long range costs of this program over a three to
five year period.

Three resolutions from Alger County regarding their joining Marquette County
in creating a new two county Community Mental Health Board and naming the
two members representing Alger County, was read and placed on file.

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive Committee in regard to the
employment of a full time clerk in the Marquette District Court, was read. It was
moved by Comm. Doucette, supported by Comm. Goldsworthy and unanimously
carried, that the District Court budget for 1975 be amended by the sum of $3,000.00
to change from a one-half time Clerk’s position to a full time clerk’s position.

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive Committee regarding the
need to establish budget amounts for revenues and expenditures in the CETA
Program was read. It was moved by Comm. Alderton, supported by Comm.
Racine and unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that the budget amount of
$121,000.00 be established in the General Fund Revenue Budget for CETA
revenues, the amount of $110,000.00 be established in the General Fund Ex-
penditure Budget for CE TA pay rolls, the Hospitalization Budget be increased by
$4,500.00, and the Social Security Budget be increased by $6,500.00 for 1975. These
changes will have no effect on and would not increase the total General Fund
Budget. :

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive Committee in regard to
increasing mileage allowance paid to county employees was read. It was moved
by Comm. Goldsworthy, supported by Comm. Doucette and carried by a roll call
vote, that the mileage granted county commissioners, county employees and
members of other county commissions be set at 16 cents per mile, effective
September 1, 1975. The following Commissioners voted Aye: Commissioners
Alderton, Cheatham, Doucette, Gaboury, Goldsworthy, Leadbetter, May, Racine,
Trapp and Anderson. Commissioners Agnoli and Coombs voted Nay.

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive Committee in regard to
increasing of the Undersheriff's salary was read. It was moved by Comm.
Cheatham, supported by Comm. Racine and carried by a roll call vote, that the
salary for Undersheriff in Marquette County be increased to $14,300.00 per an-
num, effective August 15, 1975, and the Sheriff's budget be amended to reflect this
change. The following Commissioners voted Aye: Commissioners Alderton,
Cheatham, Gaboury, Goldsworthy, Leadbetter, May, Racine, Trapp and An-
derson. Commissioners Agnoli, Coombs and Doucette voted Nay.

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive Committee regarding the
hiring of matrons for the County Jail was read. It was moved by Comm. Racine,
supported by Comm. Leadbetter and carried by a roll call vote, that the Sheriff be
authorized to hire two matrons for the jail at a salary of $8,000.00 per year, subject
to union negotiations, and that the 1975 budget be amended by the sum of $6,800.00
to cover these positions for the remainder of the year 1975. The following Com-
missioners voted Aye: Commissioners Alderton, Cheatham, Doucette, Gaboury,
Goldsworthy, Leadbetter, May, Racine, Trapp, and Anderson. Commissioners
Agnoli and Coombs voted Nay.

A recommendation from the Budget and Executive Committee regarding the
correction of an error in figuring the salary of Adeline Bender, Circuit Court

Reported, for 1975 was read. It was moved by Comm. Racine, supported by
-Comm. Cheatham and unanimously carried by a roll call vote, that the error in
the salary of Adeline Bender be corrected by increasing same from $12,000.00 to
$13.107.57, and that the circuit Court budget be amended by adding the sum of
$1,107.57 to cover the change in salary it is further recommended that all back
pay be paid from January 1, 1975, to present date.

Monthly reports of meetings of the Welfare Contact Committee, Transporiation
Committee, County Lands and Buildings Committee, Environmental Quality
Committee and Personnel Committee were read and placed on file

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The use of motorcycles and motor-driven vehicles is growing in
Michigan and in Marquette County each passing year; and,

WHEREAS, Since 1970, the number of motorcycles in the State has been increasing
at a rapid pace, compared with a 20 per cent increase in the total motor vehicles
between 1970 and 1974, the number of motorcycles has increased 96 per cent; and,

WHEREAS, There are an increasing number of individuals in Marquette County
that have no respect for the laws of our State or the residents of our County, by
altering their exhaust systems or driving with bad exhaust systems to the point that,
if driven on our roads and highways, the noise level is so excessive it is an excessive
irritant; and,

WHEREAS, The residents of Marquette County should not have to tolerate such
excessive noise created by motor-driven vehicles in our County and State.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Marquette County Board of
Commissioners go on record petitioning Secretary of State Richard H. Austin, the
Michigan Association of Counties, Colonel George L. Halverson, Director of the
Michigan Department of State Police, State Representative Jacobetti, and State
Senator Mack that new legislation be introduced, supported and passed, adding
wording to the Motor Vehicle Code 257.707 (mufflers) M.S.A. 9.2407, that will use a
noise level meter using decibals as a means of control of excessive or unusual noises
on vehicles in the State of Michigan; also, if a muffler does not meet the standards
(decibals) of our State, it will be illegal to be purchased in our State for use.
