CRITICS CLAIM IT 
WILL DRAG U. S. 

INTO WARS
Washington, June 13 (/P)—By

a strictly party vote, the house 
foreign affairs committee today 
approved the new administration 
neutrality bill, a measure so 
drawn that if war should come to 
Europe, America’s vast resources 
would concededly be available to 
Great Britain, France and their 
allies.
The legislation, denounced by 

its foes as “unneutral” and like-
ly to drag the United States into 
the first foreign conflict that 
comes along, goes next to the 
house proper. Action there is 
planned for late next week, or 
early in the week following. 

Filibuster Likely
Leaders were confident that 

the house would approve the bill, 
but readily conceded that its 
chances in the senate were of a 
different sort. There the old iso-
lationist bloc, augmented by some 
new recruits, was waiting to fight 
the measure to the end, • and a 
filibuster against it was consid-
ered much more than a possibil-
ity. •
The senate foreign relations 

committee was scheduled to meet 
tomorrow to decide when it 
would begin consideration of spe-
cific neutrality legislation. Some 
looked for a test vote on an ef-
fort to postpone the date. With 
adjournment dependent upon dis-
position of the controversy it was 
regarded as axiomatic that any de-
lay would fa.vor the opposition.
The bill, as approved by the 

house committee, would, first of 
alb, repeal the present law for-

Would Aid Britain 'mjM 
^.Ipstead, the new IfOUld
permit the purchase of these or 
any btljer American producU or 
commodities by nations at war, 
subject to the provision thafsHI 
purchasers must acquire complete 
title to their purchases before the 
latter may leave this country. At 
the same time any extension of 
credit to belligerants would be 
barred and American vessels 
would be forbidden to enter “war 
zones” as delimited by the presi-
dent.

Thus, the effect of the new neu-
trality legislation would be to 
give all belligerants open access 
to American markets, so long as 
they paid cash for their pur-
chases and took title to them here.

However, although all bellig-
erents could buy here, It is con-
ceded that the plan would work to 
the advantage of Great Britain 
and France, if those powers be-
came Involved in a war with Ger-
many and Italy. This would be 
true, it is said, because the British 
nayy wpuiri he In, cemmand of ths 
seas. . . •

Lansing, Kas., June 13 (d5)—A 
“silk underwear” revolt of 229 
luxury-loving convicts in a Kansas 
state penitentiary coal mine was 
quelled today by a determined 
new warden who answered their 
demands with a show of machine 
guns and tear gas.

The prisoners surrendered 
meekly four hours after they had 
sent up demands for continued 
privileges, including bedtime 
snacks in their cells and the right 
to wear silk next their skin, as 
the price of their work.
Warden Milton F. Amrine de-

nied all demands, except that con-
victs would be permitted to wear 
out the silk underwear purchased 
previously at the prison commis-
sary. He sent down 20 guards 
with machine guns and tear gas 
and ordered them to shoot if ne-
cessary.

The strikers speedily were 
brought up from the 722-foot 
deep shaft and marched to their 
cells minus their noonday lunch.

Fruit Feeds Stills
Amrine, a former warden, re-

turned hero May 3 after directing 
the federal detention headquar-
ters at New Orleans seven years. 
He was appointed by Gov. Payne 
Ratner, Republican, who succeed-
ed Democratic Gov. Walter Hux- 
man.

“This is the day we turn the 
prison back to the officers," Am-
rine commented after the revolt-
ing inmates were back in their 
cells.
He said their discontent grew 

from his efforts to tighten up dis-
cipline. Two 10-gallon liquor 
stills recently were seized in the 
mine. Amrine said some of the 
fruits and vegetables carried to 
convicts' cells went to feed the 
stills.

Pink, blue and white silken 
shirts and shorts formerly were 
sold in the prison commissary. 
Amrine said they were worn by 
less than 100 men, m|iny of whom

FOUR COUNTRIES 
TAKE REFUGEES

Tokyo, June 14 (Wednesday) 
(/P)—Japanese reports from Tient-
sin said an “economic blockade” 
of the British and French conces-
sions went into effect at 6 a. m. 
today and all business firms in-
side the areas were refused per-
mission to communicate with the 
outside city.
The reports said both Japaneaq 

and British authorities were Un-
certain whether the blockade ap-
plied to food.

United States and other nation-
alities were declared to be leaving 
the concessions.
Japan was said to have rejected 

Britain’s proposal to create 
three-man codimission composed 
of a Briton, a Japanese and a neu 
tral to settle the dispute over sur-
render of four alleged Chinese 
terrorists.

The*Milwaukee, June 13 
main force of office workers at 
the strike-bound Allis-Chalmers 
Manufacturing company plant has 
been ordered to remain at home 
tomorrow in an attempt to avoid 
repetition of rioting that has in-
jured 13 persons, Max W. Babb, 
compqpy president, announced to-
night.

His announcement followed 
shortly after Sheriff Edward J. 
Mitten’s second plea within 18 
hours for troops to guard the 
largest industrial works in the 
Milwauke area. Governor Julius 
Hell denied both the sheriff’s pleas 
and threatened, observors at a 
meeting of law enforcement offi-
cers said, to remove Mitten from 
office is he could not maintain 
order.

Babb said only a “skeleton 
crow would be on duty to answer 
mail and take care of the inci-
dentals in the office normally 
manned by about 100 persons. He 
said the orders for a reduced staff 
applied only for tomorrow.

’Ihe disorders developed when

office workers—the only ones of 
7,500 workers still on duty—ar-
rived in the neighborhood of the 
factory in suburban West Allis 
this morning.

Pickets attacked streetcars car-
rying them, smashed windows, dis-
abled the cars, jostled workers 
and beat 'deputy sheriffs who in-
tervened. The officers fired tear 
gas missiles, but the trouble 
ceased only after picket captains 
reached an agreement with the 
deputies whereby the pickets 
would stop throwing stones and 
the officers would cease their gas 
barrage.

Eight officers and five pickets 
required hospital treatment. Sev-
eral other pickets wore gassed.

Paris, June 13. (yP)—At least 
temporary havens for the 907 re-
fugee German Jews who have 
been wandering the seas aboard 
the liner St. Louis were assured 
tonight by the governments of 
France, England, Belgium and the 
Netherlands.

The fourwestern European 
counti'tse^each ;agraqd:: to' tfike 
about ohe-reftHh^lr Vd6 shipload 
of refugees after the American 
joint distribution committee had 
volunteered a bond ot' 1500 for 
each passenger of the liner.
The St. Louis, which left Ham-

burg May 15 and turned back to 
Europe after the Jews were de-
nied permission to land in Cuba 
and the Dominican Republic is ex-
pected to reach a European port 
Saturday.

The American bonds, totalling 
$453,500, were offered as a guar-
antee that the refugees would not 
become .public charges of the na-
tion giving them temporary 
homes.

The Netherlands is to take 194, 
and each of the other countries 
is to take up to 250 of the re-
fugees. French authorities said 
that about 700 have applied for 
permission to enter the United 
States and are expected to proceed 
there after fulfilling immigration 
requirements.

WORKMEN JEERED
Flint, Mich., Juno 13 (/P)—Dis-

orders broke out again today at 
General Motors corporation plants 
where Homer Martin’s AFL United 
Automobile Workers Union has 
called strikes, but police said only 
two men were seriously injured 
and the corporataion reported its 
operations were “nearly normal.”

Police estimated that approxi-
mately 1,00 men were congregated 
in the street in front of the Fisher 
Body No. 1 plant when shifts 
changed this afternon. No fight-
ing occurred on company property, 
pickets contenting themselves with 
jeering workmen when they left 
for their homes. Across the street 
from the plant, however, were sev-
eral gangs of men wearing black 
gloves and frequent clashes oc-
curred between members of these 
groups and -the workmen.

Three mass fist fights occurred 
today as. members of the CIO- 
offlllated UAW crossed the rival 
union’s picket lines. One fight 
occurred at the gates of Fisher 
Body plant No. 1, where approxi-
mately 100 men frotn each aide 
clashed. They were dispersed by 
police. .T
A short time Jat# fighting oc-

curred in front of the ttfo head-, 
quarters. Just access. the, street 
from the plant entrance. A man 
who threw rocks through the win-
dow was doused with a pail of 
water from above, and there was 
more fighting, again broken up by 
police. Another fight took place 
at the Atheron avenue entrance 
of the plant, where AFL pickets 
attempted to halt trucks entering 
the plant.

Washington, June 13 (Jp)— 
Representative Bradley (R-Mich) 
predicted today that unless action 
COffieS quickly, legislation giving 
congressional consent to construc-
tion of a bridge across the Straits 
of Mackinac will fall short of pas-
sage this session of congress.

Bradley disclosed that no date 
has beeq set by the house com-
mittee on interstate and foreign 
commerce for appearances of 
Representatives Mapes and Don- 
dero, Michigan Republicans who 
are opposed to the building of the 
bridge.
“However, even if the bill fails 

to pass this session, no time Is 
being lost because preliminary 
surveys at the Straits will not be 
finished before fall and a new bill 
will be Introduced at the next ses-
sion if necessary," Bradley said.

The surveys will determine the 
clearances necessary, where 
bridge anchorages could be locat-
ed and the horizontal span re-
quired, he said.

Conscience; Comes 
. Back After Escape

Jackson, Mich., June 13. (A3)— 
Dr. David D. Phillips, psychiatrist 
of the state prison of southern 
Michigan, said tonight a trusty 
who had driven away in an auto-
mobile had undergone a "change 
of heart'* and returned after tele-
phoning to arrange a meeting 
with prison officials.

Dr. Phillips said that Anthony 
Holloran, 40, who had been miss-
ing since 5:30 p. m. telephoned 
from Toledo, O., about 7:46 p. m. 
and asked to speak to Warden 
Harry Jackson. The warden was 
not in and the call was transfer-
red to Dr. Phillips. Holloran offer-
ed to meet him at Adrian, Mich., 
Dr. Phillips said, and accordingly 
the psychiatrist and George Fran-
cis, prison educational director, 
went there and returned the pris-
oner.

Holloran, sentenced Dec. 7, 
1931 from Kalamazoo county, to 
serve a term of 9 years and 11 
months to 10 years for larceny, 
had been a trusty at the Dalton 
farm of the prison since Feb. 12, 
1938. He would have been eligible 
for parole next Feb. 12, Dr. 
Phillips said.
Howard McNamara, former 

manager of the farm who still 
Uvea there, reported his automo-
bile missing at 0:30 p. m. and a 
search disclosed that Holloran 
was absent. Prison authorities 
and Michigan state polite started 
a search which was ended when 
the prisoner telephoned

Dr. Phillips said Holloran ap-
peared very remorseful when he 
surrendered about 10:30 p. m. on 
the Bltssfleld road near Adrian. 
He told the psychiatrist that he 
had not planned to escape but 
"Just saw the car and took it."
He said he encountered no dif-

ficulty in escaping but began to be 
troubled by his conscience when 
he reached the Toledo city limits 
and decided to call the prison to 
arrange for his return.

something to think about. It may be taken 
as a warning to this country. We have 
burned our fingers by meddling with the 
eternal double-crossing mess of European 
politics, and no royal show, no matter how 
gorgeous, can change our Ideas now.

But all In all the royal visit to Wash-
ington and Hyde Park was a happy oc-
casion. Eating hot dogs under the trees 
and swimming together in the presidential 
pool have been new and interesting experi-
ences for a couple beset by the formalities 
of kingship. Senator William E. Borah of 
Idaho, possibly the wlest man In the coun-
try, search in vain for some one who 
could remind King George of Britain's 
$86,000,000 war debt payment of the 
month which is defaulting as usual. In 
view of the fact that His Majesty was not 
likely to have the amount in his Jeans, 
there seemed little use in pressing the 
matter. And besides, Britain loaned some- 
think like this amount to Roumanla only 
a few days ago.

It Is consoling to learn that the beds 
destined for Their Majesties In the White 
House wore found to be lumpy and hard, 
and had to be equipped with new mat-
tresses and springs before the visit. This 
has a grain of comfort for those of us who 
have to endure the hills and hollows of 
our nightly sessions with the god of sleep. 
Upper Peninsula tourist guests who find 
beds on this order In their quarters—we 
do not say there are any such—will feel 
happy to know that thetr misery has been 
shared up to now In high places.
The White House state banquet was a 

splendid affair, with the queen wearing 
what is said to hive been the biggest dia-
mond ever seen in the United States. 
Many an addle-pated American woman 
wished that she could be the Queen of 
England and wear oversized diamonds too, 
no matter who foots the bill. A* the im-
perial pair takes leave of western shores, 
America wishes them godspeed, reserving 
the thought that they are the symbols of 
something which we enjoy seeing, but 
which after all fits rather awkwardly into 
the American scene.

Crime and Punishment

DOBS It not seem strange that after 
thousands of yean of civilization, 

grime la still so prevalent?
One of man'a Important preoccupations 

during all those centuries has been to de-
vise meana of breaking up crime, and yet 

■• bis aucceas has been small Indeed. There 
are still many who will kill and rob and 
injure.

Altogether, the record doesn’t speak any 
too well for the means taken to eliminate 
Clime. That gives point to a recent speech 
of Judge Atwell Westwick before the Na-
tional Probation Association. Judge Weat- 
wick is on the bench of the Superior and 
Juvenile Court of Santa Barbara. Calif. 
He delivered a stirring Indictment of “the 
nonsense, sophistry and cruelty which 
characterise our traditional legal system.” 
He began with an Interesting definition 

' of crime: “The expression In social life of 
the physical and social environments play-
ing upon a personality which is essential-
ly abnormal or unusual, by reason of 
heredity, disease, or development.”

Obviously, if that is a good definition of 
“ffiBti, then punishment tor tire sense of 
the state's revenge for an act of willful 
hostility to society, is of no use. In fact, it 
is hard to get around Judge Westwick’s 
assertion that “however ingenious and in-
human the penalties, the number of of-
fenders seems never to have decreased.” 

This humane Judge, from long experi- 
; ence in Juvenile work, believes that the 
concept of a Juvenile court, where medl- 

:* cine, biology', sociology, psychology, psy-
chiatry, and psycho-analysis can all work 
aide by side to effect cure rather than 
punishment, might be extended into broad-
er fields of crime work.
V We are certainly tending in that direc-
tion. The state now sends a man to 
prison, not to “get back at him’’ for some-
thing he has done, but to try to straighten 
him out, or at least to keep him out of 
contact with his fellow-men during a pe-
riod when it fleems likely that he would 
repeat the offense.
A civilization may be measured by the 

kind of anti-crime measures it adopts. A 
crude state of society always adopts crude 
and savage revenge methods with ruthless 
punishment for the detected criminal. As 
it moves toward civilization, the aim must 

y always be, not punishment, but achieve- 
, " nient of a state of mental and physical 
-4-Eealth in which future crime is made less 
i likely.

World Affairs 
Reviewed
The Albert Canal, magnificent manu-

factured waterway connecting the port of 
Antwerp with the industrial city of Liege, 
has been completed. To celebrate this 
event, King Leopold recently opened on 
International Exhibition at Liege, often 
called the "Birmingham of the Lew Coun-
tries.”
The canal, which was ten years under 

construction, will stimulate the economic 
life of Belgium, says a bulletin from the 
Washington, D. C., headquarters of the 
National Gegoraphlc Society. It will ex-
tend Industrialization In the Flemish 
countryside, and will make Liege one of 
the most important Inland ports of Eu-
rope.

—CENTER OF COAL MINING 
INDUSTRY—-

Liege, with a population of over IfiO,- 
000, Is the center of Belgian coal-mining 
and armament Industries. Many other 
plants prdouclng Iron, glass, automobiles, 
and bicycles cast their smoky pall over 
the city. The first locomotive used on 
the continent of Europe was built In a 
suburb of Liege.

Capital of a province of the same name, 
Liege Is the chief city of the Walloon 
country, the French-speaking southern 
section of Belgium. Even with Its hurly- 
burly of factories and business houses, 
It still bears the picturesque Imprint of 
the Middle Ages. It is a curious com-
bination of historic charm and progressive 
Industrialism. The town is old, having 
been founded about the middle of the 
sixth century. It is on the Maas River, an 
international stream which traverses a 
large part of northeastern France as the 
Meuse, and finally comes to an end In 
The Netherlands, after picking up a con-
siderable share of the waters of the 
Kbine.

For years the city was ruled by a long 
line of Prince Bishops who lived regally 
and maintained larga armies. More 
than once the Walloon people surrounding 
Liege rebelled against their rulers. The 
city has been laid waste many times. 
Charles the Bold, last of the Burgundian 
Dukes, made It the scene of a bloody mass-
acre, described In Scott’s Quentin Dur- 
ward.

About the middle of the 17th centnry, 
the Llegeois built a citadel for defense. 
Before the city became a part of united 
Belgium in 1830 It belonged successively 
to Austria, France, and The Netherlands. 
During the World War Its defenders held 
off the German forces for more than a 
week. To the stout resistance of liege, 
Paris owes much of her safety from cap-
ture during the first months of the War. 
The French Government recognized the 
city’s valor with the Cross of the Legion 
of Honor.

In the Middle Ages Liege was a great 
cultural center. This tradition of culture 
is still In evidence. Home of a Royal 
Conservatory of Art, It fosters Interest In 
contemporary art by annual exhibitions, 
and protects carefully Its art treasures of 
the past.* Liege Is the birthplace of Cesar 
Franck, famous composer and organist, 
and of Eugene Ysaye, the great Belgian 
violinist, who taught in its Conservatory 
of Music.

In this strange mixture of the smoke of 
industry and the dust of antiquity, lamp-
posts decorated with baskets of flowering 
plants flaunt patches of brilliant color In 
the summer. Quaint gabled buildings of 
stone flank the Valrcase hill to the Cita-
del, where a city park has replaced the 
war-time fortifications. For the muscle- 
hound tourist or weary citizen, a tram- 
car swiftly mounts the hill to the Cita-
del.

SELLING MICHIGAN AT HOME 
(Michigan Manufacturer)

Commendable in all degrees is the pur-
pose of the Detroit Board of Commerce to 
"Sell Michigan to Michigan” as the under-
lying purpose of its annual cruise up the 
lakes June 16-19. On that occasion 600 
members of the Detroit board will devote 
tlma to promotion of intnratatr trade and 
business relations, to the ultimate good of 
all Michigan—upper and lower peninsulas 
alike.

In carrying out this constructive phase 
of the annual cruise, the Detroit board 
will hold two conferences with state of-
ficers, conservation and highway depart-
ment heads, representative tourist and 
resort people, Industrialists and business-
men of all sections, that may mean a 
great deal to the entire state.

These meetings will be held on the 
cruise ship, City of Detroit HI, at Al-
pena June 16 and at Escanaba June 17. 
Their purpose will be (1) to initiate a 
continuing program that will rehabilitate 
Michigan s reputation with the rest of 
the world; (2 1 to bring about a closer 
community of Interests between the 
northern and southern portions of the 
state; (3) to build up the tourist and re-
sort business; (4) to create more gen-
eral business and employment, and (5) to 
Interest the resort centers In providing 
Improved hotel and entertainment facili-
ties for visitors- In other words, to "sell 
Michigan to Michigan people”.

Incidentally, the proposed Straits of 
Mackinac bridge will be discussed, pro 
and con.

Clerks, as well as proprietors, enjoyed an 
extended weekend recess and, it appears, 
everybody was happy.
There was a time when the doors of re-

tail ato res. wjre_ open Just _abqut all tjje 
time. They were open Saturday night un-
til midnight and. In many cases, on other 
nights and even Sundays. All of which 
meant that the public made no attempts 
to regulate its shopping hours. In those 
days, even though a store were open all 
day Saturday and until midnight, many 
customers put off their buying until 11:30 
p. m. or later. Others thought they had to 
have service from the merchants on Sun-
day—and got it.
Whether the ppbllc likes it or not, the 

trend Is toward a shorter day and a 
shorter week for workers in all lines, in-
cluding those employed in retail stores. 
It Is simply a case of Mr. and Mrs. Shop-
per having to regulate their activities ac-
cordingly. What happened In Marquette 
last weekend would seem to prove that 
It can be done without Inconvenience to 
anyone. It requires nothing more than a 
change of habit.

Washington—Now that Their Britannia v 

Majesties have left Washington, some of 
their private conversation with highDgov- 
ernment executives has leaked out. Much 
of it is extremely significant in view of 
the present political debates over WPA, 
labor legislation and the New Deal in gen-
eral.

At the private White House tea party, 
the Queen talked with Miss Mary Ander-
son, veteran Director of the Women’s 
Bureau, who told her that there was a 
growing movement In the United States 
to bar married women from gainful em-
ployment, particularly in public offices.

"Oh, the women of your country must 
•not permit that," interjected the Queen 
with spirit. "They have a right to work 
and they should fight against any restraint 
of their rights. Women must not permit 
any encroachment on the economic and 
social gains they have attained. They 
must resist that.”
When Miss Anderson mentioned that 

she was a friend of Miss Margaret Bond- 
field, Minister of Labor, in the last Labor 
government, the Queen said, "She Is a 
dear friend of mine. I know her very well 
and admire her immensely. She is a very 
fine person.”

The King took Secretary Harry Hop-
kins’ breath away by observing during a 
brief discussion of social welfare meas-
ures, “We did many of these things In 
England much earlier than you have here. 
The capitalists have retained control In 
America much longer than they did In my 
country."
To Colonel Harrington, WPA Admin-

istrator, who talked relief problems to 
the King, His Majesty remarked:

“You are going through much the same 
thing we did in England in 1912 when we 
had a great political upheaval as a result 
of the~)ocIal welfare reforms Initiated by 
Mr. Lloyd George. There was much feel-
ing aroused on both sides as a result of 
the launching of his program, which then 
appeared almost revolutionary."

In his chit with Secretary Wallace the 
King evinced keen interest in the New 
Deal’s crop control program, inquiring 
particularly what was being done for land-
less farmers.

“Is there a class of peasants developing 
in the United States?" he asked at one 
point.

“No, I wouldn’t say ‘peasant’, Wallace 
replied, “but we have a very serious ten-
ant farmer and share-cropper problem.

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W. G. Wade Shows Pull 
Up Their Stakes At 

Iron Mountain

Iron Mountain, June 12.—One 
carnival company—the W. G. 
Wade shows—pulled stakes Sat-
urday, four days ahead of sched-
ule, rather than operate without 
certain concessions, and another 
—the World of Pleasure Shows— 
was told emphatically at a confer-
ence this morning in Prosecutor 
Ernest W. Brown’s office that 
gambling is out.
Wheels of chance, not too skill-

fully camouflaged aS games of 
skill, are the cause of it all and 
the authorities this morning wast-
ed no time on technicalities. Fur-
ther, it was pointed out, anyone 
—with the carnival or local talent 
—operating a gambling game or 
device on the carnival grounds to-
night or any night will be arrest-
ed, and taken into municipal 
court.

The no-gambling edict had its 
climax Saturday, when Martin D. 
Thomas, Iron Mountain theatre 
operator, filed a verbal complaint 
with Sheriff Ed Corey and de-
manded action. Corey investigat-
ed, substantiated the facts as re-
ported by Thomas and ordered 
every questionable device and 
booth closed down.

Did Small Business 
The W. G. Wade Snows came 

here a week ago today, sponsored 
by the Veterans of Foreign Wars, 
of this district. It was the usual 
contract arrangement whereby the 
veterans’ group was to draw a. 
percentage of the net. Situated in 
Kingsford, the shows played to 
mediocre business last week, beset 
by bad weather and small crowds. 
Advance representativea. of the 
company had stated definitely 
there would be "no gambling or 
immoral shows” on the grounds, 
and that pledge was included in 
the written contract.

Yet it was apparent even on the 
opening night that there was 
gambling and that methods used 
to attract customers to the games 
were novel, if not effective. One 
game, it was reported, employed 
a sort of "runner” who haunted 
the midway in front of the stand, 
grabbing prospective customers 
by the arm and almost forcibly 
hauling them over to the stand. 
Occasionally, another resort said, 
ho used a cane with a hook handle 
lo '‘snag" a passerby.
No specific complaint was made 

until Thomas entered the picture

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Wtahlngton.— More then a 
thousand families which used to 
lire in slums will celebrate Inde-
pendence Day this year by moving 
into brand-new homes which are 
clean, airy, motkrn—and which 

fcWi they can afford to live in.
Although th^e New Deal has 

been tangling with the rehousing 
problem ever since its early days, 
this is the first time that any 
really large-scale movement of 

«c>-r actual slum dwellers into new 
|'r /•homes has taken place.

Many slums have been cleared 
before, to be sure, and many now 
homes have been built with fed- 
oral money—but, in practically all 
cases the new homes have Just 
naturally been too expensive - for 
the slum dwellers.
Now it is going to be different. 

FIVE OPEN ON 
THE FOURTH

Five housing projects, being 
built under the program of the 
U. S. Housing Authority, are now 
getting their finishing touches 
and will begin providing homes 
for their new tenants on July 4. 
These projects are:

Brentwood Park at Jackson-
ville, Fla,, where 60 families 
will move in and 240 will ulti-
mately be housed; Santa Rita 
at Austin, Tex., which will open 
for its full capacity of 40 fam-
ilies; Lake view, at Buffalo, N.

which will take in 100 fam-
ilies of its ultimate capacity of 
668; Willert Park, also in Buf-
falo, which will eventually 
house 178 families and will 
take in 30 on Independence 
Day; and Red Hook, in New 
York City, where 800 families 
will move In and where 2541 
will finally be housed.
Elaborate pains have been tak-

en to make certain that none but 
bona-fide slum dwellers occupy 
these new homes.

In the first place, rents are kept 
r;' very low. The average per month, 

excluding the cost of gas, light, 
v irMBT* Me-, runt as follows:

:'.gk Jacksonville, $10.60 per 
dwelling; in Austin, $6.60 per 
dwelling; in the two Buffalo proj-
ect, $13.26 per dwelling; in the 
New York project, from $3.60 to 
$4.35 per room.

In the second place, there is an 
iron-clad rule that no one may 
rent one of these homes if his 
family income is more than five 
times as great as the monthly 
rental. Thus, in the Texas project, 
for instance, the most affluent of 
the new tenants will be a man 
earning $33 per month. (The 
Texas homes, incidentally, arc to 
be limited to Mexican tenants; 
two more projects are under way 
there to provide homes for whites 
and for negroes).

At first glance all of this looks 
simple enough. Nice new homos 
for slum folks, cheap rents, good 
construction—how is it done, any-
way?

The answer is a bit involved. 

The cheapness with which these 
homes can be rented depends on 
several factors.
First of all, they are tax exempt. 

Each project Is built by a local 
housing authority; and one condi-
tion which the U. S. H. A. stipu-
lates in each case is that the home 
town officials relieve the new 
dwellings of real estate taxes, as 
part of the local contribution to 
the project.
Secondly, the bulk of the money 

with which these homes are built 
is obtained on terms which must 
seem fantastic to the ordinary 
commercial builder. That works 
like this:

Ordinarily, the U. S. H. A. puts 
up 90 per cent of the cost of the 
project It is empowered to con-
tribute up to 3 ^ per cent of this

The balance it furnishes is a 60- 
year loan bearing 3 per cent in-
terest
The rest of the money is fur-

nished locally, the local housing 
authority selling its bonds to 
home-town bankers on a 16-year 
basis, at interest rates ranging 
from 2% to 3% per cent In ad-
dition, the city where the project 
is being built generally makes 
further grants besides the tax ex-
emption; it may donate land, 
streets, and so on.

Just Beginning To 
Fight Says Adair, 
Townsend Speaker

"Has Congress Defeated (he 
Townsend Plan?" was the subject 
of an address delivered last night 
at the city hall by James H. Adair 
of Flint.

Opening his talk Mr. Adair 
quoted from a statement by Con-
gressman Bruce Barton of New 
York wherein Barton declared he 
had found that we are now in our 
39th emergency disaster, a period 
of increasing emergency as shown 
by the speeches of the president 
of the United States. Mr. Adair 
then asserted that Townsendites 
are tired of government by emer-
gency and demand a cure and up 
to the present time we have no 
more cure for our economical col-
lapse through our spending and 
borrowing program than an aspir-
in tablet has for tuberculosis.

About 40 billions of dollars 
have been spent for relief in the 
past 7 years spread over approx-
imately 20 million people. In the 
first three years of our depres-
sion, labor lost 40 billions of dol-
lars through being thrown out of 
jobs and employment, thus con-
clusively proving that the labor 
dollar earned in the production of 
goods is the dollar that finds it-
self rapidly placed iti the chan-
nels of trade while the relief dol-
lar is a slow cumbersome method 
of placing money into circulation;-
The relief situation is growing 

steadily worse as Mr. Adair pic-
tured in several sections of Mich-
igan through actual observation 
and study with counties, town-
ships and towns which find it in-
creasingly difficult to raise the 
sponsor’s share in carrying on 
WPA emergency relief programs.
The proposal of Mr. Adair to 

stop this extravagant borrowing 
and spending of money is through 
the Townsend National Recovery 
Plan wherein a transaction tax 
will be levied on all transactions, 
this money going direct to the U. 
8. treasury for a specific purpose. 
In relation to the transaction tax, 
the speaker dwelt on the raise in 
price that is necessary for the 
American farmer to have for his 
products before we can experience 
any form of business upturn in 
the cities.
The tragedy of the Upper Pen-

insula of Michigan as Adair sees 
driving along on the highways is 
the thousands and thousands of 
cedar posts cut and in some cases 
actually rottiag while the farmer 
hasn’t the purchasing power to 
buy fencing to nail to the cedar 
posts. Iron mines close because 
the farmer has not the purchasing 
pbwer to buy the manufactured 
iron and steel products. The farm-
er is and will be the backbone of 
America and only can we have 
business recovery through the 
farmer having money to buy.

Important Says 
‘Rotary Speaker

"Train up the child in the way 
he should go, and when he is old, 
he will not depart from it," from 
Proverbs 22:6, was used as the 
theme of a Children's Day talk 
given Monday Before the Glad-
stone Rotary club by the Rev. Ni^i 
J. Hedstrom, pastor of the First 
Baptist church.
Yesterday, said the local pastor, 

was observed as Children’s Day, 
and in many place*', of worship the 
day was celebrated as such. To-
day I wish to make a few remarks 
concerning the bringing up of 
children in the fear and admoni-
tion of the Lord. As men and citi-
zens of the United States of Am-
erica we are interested in the fu-
ture of our country and the con-
tinued happiness of its people. We 
believe, that the United States of 
America is God’s favored nation 
among nations. We furthermore 
believe that the glory of the fu-
ture of our country will surpass 
the glory of its past history. Nev-
ertheless, if this vision Is to be 
realized, we must recognize the 
importance of training our chil-
dren according to the teachings of 
God’s revealed truth and the best 
traditions of our beloved country.

It was Victor Hugo who said, 
"The eighteenth century discover-
ed the man, the nineteenth cen-
tury discovered the woman,” and 
if he lived today, he probably 
would add and say, that the twen-
tieth century has discovered the 
child. No doubt, much has been 
accomplished the last thirty years 
for the religious education of our 
children, for instance, Daily Vaca-
tion Bible schools are being con-
ducted in many cities and towns 
and hamlets in tho month of 
June. Rightly understood, the 
statement that the twentieth cen-
tury has discovered the child, is 
true, but in larger, fuller and 
deeper sense it was the Lord 
Jesus Christ who discovered the 
child, or rather, revealed the 
child, when he said, "Suffer the 
little children to come unto me, 
and forbid them not, for of such 
is the kingdom of God," and again 
when he took a child and placed 
It before the people and said, "Un-
less ye become as little children, 
ye shall in no wise enter into the 
kingdom of God.” Gentlemen, it 
behooves- every one to take heed 
to these words of Christ, for they 
are fundamental and basic truths.

Nevertheless, the child, if left 
to itself, will soon wander away 
from the kingdom of God, and en-
ter in upon wayd that lead farther 
and farther away from the fold of 
God. It is at this point that the 
words of (he text find their, appli-
cation. "Train up a child in the 
way he should go, and when he is 
old, he will not depart from It. 
The indication in this verse seems 
to call our attention to the fact 
that a child properly trained 
along moral and spiritual lines, 
may for a time leave the paths of 
righteousness, but sooner or later 
he will return to the way he 
should go, and never fqpart from 
it. The ideal thing, of course, is 
that he should not depart from 
the right way even for a short in-
terval of time.
Now, if we are to train our 

children according to God’s pat-
tern, we, our selves, must be on 
the right track. In the remarkable 
parable of the lost sheep, we no-
tice, It was not the lamb, but the 
sheep that went astray. This we 
also know that the lambs will fol-
low the sheep, and if the sheep go 
astray, so will also the lambs. If 
the sheep in turn follow the voice 
of the Good Shepherd, the lambs, 
as a rule, will go the right way. 
May we be able to say to our chil-
dren the words of St. Paul, "Fol-
low me, as 1 follow Christ;'’--- -

If you will permit, I will give 
a leaf from my childhood days, 
which as an illustration will throw 
light upon the matter in question.
