EXTRAORDINARY BASK ROBBERY.
One of the Boldest and Most Successful

Robberies on Record—The First Ration­
al Bank of Rnincy, 111., Relieved of
£ 500)000—A W agon Load of Blunder
Carried Off1.
The usualy quiet city of Quincy, HI., was 

startled as it was never startled before on fee 
morning of Friday, the 13th of February. The 
porter of the First National Bank, on opening 
fee portals of feat institution at 8 o’clock in 
fee morning, as was his wont, was struck with 
oohstemation at what biB eyes beheld. The 
coding and walls of the building near the 
vault were in a broken and shattered condi­
tion, and the.hricksshakenfromtheirposition. 
He at once notified the officials, when an in- 
yffetigation was made, revealing a robbery 
wbigh, in its conception and execution, eclipses 
any Bf fee daring schemes for plunder that 
figure in fee annals of recent American crime. 
It being impossible to unlock the vault door, 
an exploration was made in fee second story 
where an opening was found in the hall floor, 
through which fee burglars had descended on 
fee top of the vault. Further examination 
showed thSt a hole over three feet square had 
been drilled through three feet of solid ma­
sonry, and a plate of boiler iron two feet 
square*cnt from the lining of the vault with 
chilled chisels. This done, access was ob­
tained to the interior of the vault, where were 
two safes, one containing the money and 
special deposits of the bank, and the other 
Government bonds and valuable papers. The 
money safe was found with the doors blown off 
their hinges and depleted of all its contents 
save a bag of gold. There were in it $90,000 
So currency belonging to the bank, $200,000 in 
Adams county bonds, worth par, and special 
deposits of greenbacks and Government bonds, 
bringing the sum total up to $500,000. The 
other safe, containing valuable papers and 
bonds, was also charged with powder and 
blasted, but did not yield, and Its contents, al­
though Bhowing the marks of powder, are safe. 
Ir the vault were found the tools employed by 
the burglars. The kit was elaborate and of 
the most modem invention.

Theories differ as to the time of organizing 
this stupendous robbery, and the length of 
time required to execute it. The.-explosion 
was made at 2 o’clock in the morning. The 
manner of working after reaching the interior 
of the vault was as follows : Powder was 
filled into the cracks around and between the 
hinges of each safe, and held fast by the free 
use of putty. A connecting fuse was then 
adjusted to set both blasts off at once, and 
then passed through a rubber hose to the top 
of the highest safe, where a small pistol was 
screwed on.an old ledger, and so arranged 
that when it was discharged it Bet off the fuse. 
The pistol was fired by means of a cord which 
led from the vault to the street, fed thus the 
burglars set off the explosion, when the vici­
nity of the bank was cleared of people. Sev­
eral persons in adjacent buildings heard the 
sound and felt the concussion, but thought it 
nothing serious.

The currency and special deposits taken 
from the bank, it is stated, would make a 
respectable wagon load. To get away with 
the spoils it was necessary to let one of their 
number down into the vault by a rope several 
times and raise him up with the booty, and 
yet this was done and these experts neither 
disturbed the neighborhood, which is in the 
very heart of the city, and within a square of 
the police headquarters, nor were they seen 
by anyone. The bank publishes a statement 
fete it will not be-serioaaiy affeefedfey fee 
robbery, will continue its business, and pay 
all deports. It is one of the strongest insti­
tutions in the West. The bank offers $20,000 
for the recovery of the stolen property.

SHOCKING CASUALTY.
Twenty Workmen Buried Beneatlr a 
■ Railing ' Wall — Bight of tke Number
Rilled, and Kleven Badly Injured.
Philadelphia has just been the scene of a 

terrible and shocking disaster, resulting in the 
death of eight human beings, and the maim­
ing of some dozen more. The lager-beer 
brewery of Henry Muller, on Thirty-first and 
Jefferson streets, fell with a tremendous crash 
the other day, burying in its ruins over forty 
workmen. The fall of the building was 
caused by fee immense weight of the ice 
which had been packed in large quantities in 
fee upper stories. The walls bulged, and the 
whole buildiDg, a large brick structure, tum­
bled to the earth with a tremendous crash. 
The falling ice, etc., crushed in the large 
mash-tnbs. containing above 2,000 barrels of 
beer, which poured with great rapidity into 
the cellar, almost drowning those who were 
attempting to escape. Around the ruins were 
gathered thousands of excited people, many 
of whom were women who ran hither and 
thither, wringing their hands and screaming 
in the excess of their grief. Tho presence of 
entire families, fearful of the safety of their 
bread-earner, and rending the air with their 
cries of distress, added much to the general 
confusion. When the walls gave way and the 
huge structure came down upon the unfortu­
nate men, casting them with the ice, bricks, 
and debris, down through the floors in the 
sub-cellar beneath, their shrieks and moans 
were something appalling. A number were 
killed outright, and others escaped death by 
scarcely a hair’s breadth. The living were So 
tightly wedged in between blocks of ice and 
beams as to be unable to extricate themselves, 
and by their smothered cries the operations 
of those who came to their rescue were guid­
ed. Some of the unfortunates waited pa­
tiently the efforts of their rescuers, while 
others groaned terribly, calling on death to 
release them’ from their Bufferings. In all, 
eight men were killed, and eleven seriously 
injured.

L a t e r .—Later accounts from the disaster 
are to-the effect that twelve dead bodies have 
been taken from the ruins, that six others are 
seriously and eighteen slightly wounded.

The 
whisky ring has met, and resoiveduot to ad- 
mit- eMffmfiteeA to the Baleens any more. 
The saloon-keepers have raised a fund 
to carry on a defensive war. They are a bad 
lot, but the women do not despair of ultimate 
success. In Jeffersonville, I Lid., the crusade 
has begun in earnest, and threatens to spread 
across- the Ohio river to Louisville. Praying 
and singing bands are holding forth in churches 
and saloons every day. Illinois, too, has been 
invaded by the contagion. At Danville, Lex­
ington, and other towns, the friends of the 
temperance cause are preparing for an on­
slaught upon the common enemy. In Mil­
waukee. and other points in Wisconsin, the 
report comes that the anti-rum hosts are 
ujarshaling for the fray.

THE INDIANS.
Expeditions Fitting ;U«t to Meet the 

Hostile Savages—The Sioux Reported in 
La- ge Force Near the Platte River.

The news fromfee plains seems to indicate 
that war between tho whites and Indians is in­
evitable, and the busy note of preparation is 
heard all along the frontier line; The savages 
are represented by a dispatch from Cheyenne 
“ as red-hot—worse than in 1865.” Gov. Fur­
nas, of Nebraska, is very much alarmed, and 
went to Washington last week to procure 
arms for tho citizens of the State.

He states feat some 12,000 or 14,000 Sioux 
are moving in a southeasterly direction from 
the Big Hour Mountain and Powder Biver 
country, threatening the settlements on the 
Platte. He is evidently seriously impressed 
with the danger that menaces the people of 
his State. The laws prohibiting such action 
as he desires, Secretary Belknap was compel­
led to deny his request, although he did so 
very unwillingly.

An Omaha dispatch says : “Arrangements 
are in progress at the Department headquar­
ters for fitting out expeditions to the White 
Stone and Bed Cloud Agencies. It is believed 
by well-informed officials that, if the soldiers 
cross the Platte, as they must necessarily do 
to reach the exposed agencies, there will be a 
fight. In that country there are 60,000 In­
dians and abont 45,000 Sioux, one in five of 
whom is a fighting man. Well-informed of­
ficials are of opinion feat these Indians can 
muster from 10,000 to 12,000 men. Large 
amounts of ammunition are being shipped 
from Fort Leavenworth and Bock Island Ar­
senals to the various ports in this Depart­
ment. All post commanders have been or­
dered to keep their commands in readiness to 
take the field against the Indians on a mo­
ment’s notice.

A Cheyenne telegram says: “A war is in­
evitable between here and the' Sioux Indian 
reservation. The country is rolling and fine 
grazing, and there are not less than 60,000 
he«i of cattle there, but we would rather have

war than peace when we are robbed and mur­
dered with impunity.”

Later advices from fee frontier indicate that 
hostilities in the vicinity of fee Indian agen­
cies are not so imminent aB at first supposed. 
It is now believed that the hostile savages 
have gone to the Big Horn country, to gain 
time for laying their plans for the coming 
campaign, and to summon the northern na­
tions to their assistance. The military expe­
dition now fitting out at Cheyenne will march 
to the agencies, bnt it is not believed they 
will encounter any opposition. It is the 
opinion of many that the reports of depredar 
tions from the frontier have been grossly ex­
aggerated, that there will be no Indian war, 
but that the Commissioners will settle the 
matter by another treaty.

Mr. J. C. Ward his a large store here and 
also at Kloman mine, bath of which are 
doieg well Mr. Volker, the pioneer 
brewer of Ontonagon, is also here. Mr. 
V. was for some time in Utah interested in 
s’lvcr mines, but he did not hold enough 
trumps, lost the gam® and^came back. 
Since (hen you can’t talk silvejt) Nicholas. 
Mr. John Welsh is mannfacturing peat, 
anl we are glad to learn'quite successful.

It is near this city that the New York 
mine is situated, under the superinten- 
dance of Mr. ffm. E. Dickinson. The 
mine has curtailed its worki ig force but 
little this winter and expects to ship fully 
as much 4re the coming setson as last. 
The mine appears to be economically and 
systematically worked, and producing some 
very fine ore. Mr. Dickiqson and family 
still look toward Ontonagon as the “ Land 
of Promise,” and he expresses his faith iu 
its great mineral resources. At the prt sent 
time iron matters do not look very en­
couraging aud none but the best mines are 
making any efforts to ship very large 
amounts of ore. The price of iron will 
undoubtedly rule low, and consequently 
the shipment will fall off greatly for the 
year 1874.

Penoka Iron Range.—The Peno- 
ka Iron Range in northern Wisconsin is 
coming prominently into notice, throngh 
the efforts ef a company to develop the in­
terest. Sanples of Ore have been tested, 
and found to yield from 56 to 68 per cent, 
of pure metal. Tbe extent of this deposit 
can be surmised, when it is stated that it 
has been traced a distance ot twenty-five 
miles, outcropping in the hills; The pro­
cess of mining is simply one of quarrying. 
It is highly magnetic, of cry stall ne struct­
ure, and remarkably rich. The W seonsin 
Central Railroad will cross the Range, and 
give an opening for shipment to Ashland, 
which is thirty miles distant. What Min­
nesota most needs now is an improvement 
that will drain this vast metallic wealth 
into the valley of the Mississippi. At 
present the ore goes a thousand miles east­
ward, and when maaafactured the iron it 
brought back again. A vast industrial in­
terest will be developed in time in tbe 
West, when thi a material takes its natural 
and legitimate route, When coal and iron 
meet unler favorable conditions, a city is 
very apt to be the result.—St. Paul Pion- 
neer.

Mahn a workman at the Jackson saw mill 
met with terrible accident in the mill on 
Monday, while ruuninga buzz saw, a heavy 
splinter or piece of wood was thrown strik­
ing Mr. Mahu in the face with such vio­
lence as to break the upper jaw bone, the 
bridge of the nose .and badly lacerate the 
flesh on either side, at the same time Com­
pletely, destroying ono eye. Dr. Hirsch- 
raanu dressed the wounds and states the 
unfortunate man’s condition as critical. 
The victim of this terrible accident was 
about 50 years of age and possessed of 
such traits of character 'as to render him 
popular among his fellow associates.

¥  J ubilation.—T he Marquette peo­
ple. some two hundred, came up in a spec­
ial train on Tuesday) and held an im­
promptu meeting at Winter’s-Hall. In the 
glow of triumph good natured speeches 
were made, among them one from Mr. 
Dwight Palmer) in the eourte of which he 
repeatedly brought down the house with 
laughter and lond "applause. After the 
proceedings in the Hall, a procession was 
formed in the street headed by the Mar­
quette Band which marched to the resi­
dence of Mr. Henry J. Colwell, where 
some hearty cheering was done. At this 
juncture the train whistle sounded when 
the ranks were broken and each one started 
for the depot. -The affair was nothing of a 
second-class order, to say the least. From 
here the train- went to (sbpeming, where a 
similar jolification was held.

The Sun now rises before seven
o’c’crk,

In sketching early times on Lake Superior 
the Menominee Herald says- “A conven­
tion of the old settlers on Lake Superior fs 
talked of, tb meet some time neit slimmir, 
and as our fellow townsman, Wm. G. Bos­
well, was probably one of the first white 
men, now living) to visit the shores of the 
great Lake. Vfre ’’interviewed” him ihO 
other day and collected the following notes. 
Mr. B. went to Labe Superior in April 1844, 
as mail carrier. The mail wa's semi-month­
ly at that time, and was cariied from Green 
Bay north on the ice or through the wood 
along the shores^of the Bay, to the month 
of the Whitefish river, at the head of Little 
Bay du Moo, thence across the country to 
Grand Island and thence west along the 
shores of Lake Superior to L’Anse and 
Keweenaw Bay to the Portage Entry. 
The trail then followed along Portage 
River and Lake to Torch Lake, an arm of 
the latter, and from the head of this I struck 
across the country to Eagel River and 
thence to Copper Harbor. There was ne 
setilament at that time at Escanaba or 
Marquette and none but the two mentioned, 
Eagle River and Copper Haibor, in the 
copper country. A few shanties were just 
beginning to be erected by explorers along 
the Keweenaw Copper Range, Item the 

.Cliff Mine eastward, but at Fort Wilkins, 
near Copper Harbor, there were some 300 
soldiers stationed to protect the American 
Fur Traders, and the mail was principally 
for their accommodation. Mr. Boswell 
continued-to. carry the mail, during the 
winter months, for nine years; in summer 
it was taken by water by way of ihe Sault. 
After a time the Company which was lumb­
ering on the Escanaba River had a road 
cut some 40 miles back into the swoda, and 
he carried the mail that far with ponies, 
and then packed it across to the head of 
Marquette Bay. Later, but still in the 
40s, the route was again chauged and fol­
lowed the Menominee River to Lake Mich- 
igamme, and thence over the Huron Moun­
tains, to L’Anse, following near this line of 
the railroad which has lately been construct­
ed. When a fewjpersons had settled in the 
vicinity of where Marquette now stands, 
but before there was enough to secure a 
Post Office, Mr. B. used to select their 
mail matter, put it in a bag and hang it on 
aBalsam tree, which grew at the intersection 
of the trails, on the shores of Lake Mich- 
igamme, and the Marquette people would 
go and get it, leaving letters for “below” in 
the same place, which would be picked up 
ou the next trip of the carrier. About 
that time the “dog days” of Lake Superior 
began and the canines were the principal 
beasts of burden for many years. The mail 
was hauled on a “train,” made of thin 
boards, about two feet wide and eight to 
twelve feet in length, turned up in the 
bows.—This was pulled by from two to 
six dogs, ah Mr. Boswell had 22 of these 
animals in his service at one time. Th y 
were docile, obedient and faithful, and so 
much were they prized in the Upper Penin­
sula at one time, that a bill was passed by 
the Legislature, exempting them from tax­
ation.

Iu 1847 Mr. B, built a little saw mill at 
the mouth of fall River, the' site of the 
present village of L’Anse. I t  was a water 
mill, containing one muley saw, but the 
timber was convenient, market good and 
expenses light, so that it was a profitable 
ventures The lumber manufactured was 
shipped to the copper regions, principally 
by the little schooner “Pur Trader,” of 
which Capt. John G. Parker was mate.

A year later lie drove 75 head of cattle 
from Green Bay to L’Anse, through the 
woods, consuming about a month's time in 
the trip, and arriving there about the 
middle of November. He# butchered tile 
catlle there and shipped the beef to Copper 
Harbor. The copper fevor was getting^ 
pretty strong about those days, and Mr. B. 
had an attack, so he went up to Portage 
Lake and pre-empted a piece of land which 
embraced what is now the Isle Royale and 
Grand Portage mines, but the Foster & 
Whitney party of Geologists came and look­
ed it over, and demonstrated to their own 
and his satisfaction that there was no cop­
per there so he sold out to C. C. Douglass, 
for $2,000 and went back to the saw mill 
and mail route. Perhaps We might say in 
passing that Foster & Whitney were nearer 
right in their predictions in this matter 
than many Of their followers have been 
since, as copper has never been found in 
paying quantities on the south side of Por­
tage Lake.

We sincerly hope the idea of a conven­
tion will not be given us for there are a 
great many interesting facts that would be 
brought out by the parties conferring with 
each other, which will otherwise be lost, 
and, as many of the (fid land marks, are 
passing away, the interesting traditions 
should be put into shape so that they can be 
preserved.

The storm of Sunday night and 
Monday was the most disagreeable and 
severe of the season, completely disjointing 
the running time of tbe Roads centering 
here. The Marquette train West in the 
morning was three hours late and passed 
here composed of four heavy locomotives 
the snow plotV, one passenger coach and 
the baggage car. The train which left here 
on the Chicago and Northwestern at 9 in 
the morning wjs held in the snow between 
hereaod Centerville, (30 miles) south nearly 
all day. The incoming train due here at 
7:20 did not arrive until 2 o’clock the fol­
lowing morning, while the freight' trains 
were generally abandoned. The fall of snow 
which was at least 15 inches in depth here 
extended south but little more than 30 
miles.

The editor of the Ontonagon Miner
in writing to his paper from Marquette, 
says: “ We have received assurances 
since we have been here, that it is the in­
tention of the Marquette, Houghton & 
Ontonagon Railroad Co. to oompfete their 
road to Ontonagon within the life of their 
grant, and that steps will be taken the 
coming summer looking to that end. May 
the day speedily come! We have also been 
assured by the officers of the company that 
they desire a road connection with our 
town, and that they will aid onr citizens to 
accomplish this object.
