Centennial Notes.
Already the list of exhibitor! fiom 

the Dominion of Canada, who have se­
cured space in the Exposition buildings, 
is over 215.

A b e a u t if u l  marble group, delineat­
ing, allegorically, a free church m a 
free State, is to be placed on exhibition 
by the Italian Government.

It is expected that 1,300 Erenehmen, 
two thirds of whom are merchants of 
Paris, will exhibit at the Centennial. 
Thirty thousand articles of French mer­
chandise are to be sent over for exhibi­
tion.

Dom Pedro, the Emperor of Brazil, 
has secured W. B. Morehead’s elegant 
marble mansion, on Chestnut • and 
Thirty-ninth streets, in West Philadel­
phia, for his use during the Centennial 
Exposition, the consideration being 
$50,000.

Among the living curiosities which 
the Government building will contain, 
will be groups of real Indians, repre­
senting vanous tribes, who will cook, 
eat and sleep m their own wigwams. 
They are to be exhibited under the 
auspices of the Indian Bureau.

Sixteen zme casts of American eagles 
are being placed on pedestals, on the 
roof of the Art Gallery. Each eagle 
measures thirteen feet from tip to tip of 
the outspread wings, and its weight is 
3,600 pounds. The talons of the left leg 
grasp an escutcheon bearing thirteen 
stars.

T he  Centennial Commissioners for 
Nevada have agreed to request the peo­
ple of California and Oregon to unite 
with them in the erection and mainte­
nance of a building sufficient to accomo­
date the people from the Pacific Coast, 
to be known as the “ Pacific Coast Head­
quarters.”

T heodore T homas has accepted the 
appointment of musical director of the 
Centennial opening ceremonies, which, is 
a guarantee that the musical feature of 
the affair will be properly attended to. 
Mr. Thomas’ own orchestra will be in­
creased to any required proportions, to 
form the nucleus of the mammoth band.

Russia has asked for 20|000 square 
feet of space in the main exhibition 
building, being 9,000 more than her 
original allotment. Director-General 
Goshom has informed Secretary Bokh- 
meteff that though only 1 1 , 0 0 0  feet can 
be spared to that Government m the 
main building, the balance needed mil, 
if possible, be supplied in the structures.

The  New York Press Club had just sat 
down to enjoy their annual dinner when 
the escape of Tweed was made known 
to them. There never was a dmner 
party broken up more suddenly than 
was that, as the whole reportonal fra­
ternity dropped knives and forks, 
grabbed hats and overcoats, and set out 
to assertain the facts and circumstances. 
Tweed had more enemies in New York 
that night than he had in the mormng.

Interesting Postofflce Statistics.
There has been prepared a very inter­

esting table of statistic? showing in detail 
the revenue from, and tho cost of the 
transportation of, the various classes of 
mail matter, which the Posmaster-Gen- 
eral will present to Congress for its in­
formation when the several bills that 
have been introduced for a  reduction of 
postage come up for action. The state­
ment shows that the total number of 
pieces of mail matter orignating in the 
United States last year was 1,021,665,451, 
of which 629,185,386 pieces, or about 61 
per cent, of the total, were letters, or 
matter known as first-class. The total 
weight of the matter carried was 
111,657,902 pounds, of which 50 per 
cent, was second-class matter or news 
papers, and only 1 2  per cent, letters. 
The revenue on the whole amounted to 
$25,213,865.84, 77 per cent, of which 
arose from letters, or first-class matter, 
and only 3 per cent, from second-class, 
or newspapers. The revenue from each 
pound of mail matter was as follows. 
First-class, $1.45; second-class, l j  cents; 
third-class, 11 cents. The revenue for 
each piece of mail matter was as follows: 
hirst-class, 3 11-100 cents; second-class, 
628-1000 of a cent; third-class, 196-100 
cents. The cost of transportation of 
the whole amount of mail matter was 
$32,128,414.58, about 47 per cent, of 
which was paid on letters, making the 
cost per piece of the three classes as fol­
lows: First-class, 2445-1000 cents; sec­
ond-class, 5128-1000 cents; thud-class,
3 7-10 percent. The cost of each pound 
was as follows: First-class, $1.13 9-10; 
second-class, 14 28-100 cents; third class, 
20 7-10 cents. The profit on the trams 
portation on the whole amount of first- 
class matter was $4,113,915.53. The 
profit on first class matter was, per 
piece, 665-1000 of a cent; per pound.
3 165 1000 cents. The loss on each piece 
of second-class matter was 4 5-10 cents; 
loss per pound, 12 53 100 cents. Loss 
on each piece of third-class matter,
1 74-100 cents; per pound, 9 7-10 cents.

T h e  C h ic a g o  T im e *  o il i ts  O ld  F r i e n d s —

Congress—A Lovely P ic tu re .
The first “ call of the States” was 

made in the House of Representatives 
on Tuesday. It was the first chance the 
long-suppiessed Confederates have had 
to display the contents of their Congres­
sional carpet bags. It was the day for 
which Our Garter and Our Barney, and 
a host of other over-charged statesmen, 
have waited anxiously and long. It was 
the opening day of then political great­
ness. Did they improve it? Rather!

Forth from full-stuffed carpet bags the 
Confederate statesmen drew no less than 
two hundred and thirty three bills and 
lesolves' Every one of these bills and 
resolves set forth the project of a legis­
lative panacea for the woes of the nation 
—a prescription of true Silurian states 
manship for the public weal. At least, 
this is what the loud and vehement pro 
fessions of the Confederates imply. The 
people have called them, they say, to un­
do the manifold evils which the other 
political church has been inflicting up­
on the country, and to give to toe lace­
rated and suflering country peace, pros 
pentj, happiness, aud all that sort of 
thing. It will be of interest, then, to 
glance at these numerous prescriptions 
for that purpose, and see what manner 
of political medicaments for the public 
well-being they are.

An analysis shows that ot the 233 bills 
and resolves introduced at the opening, 
about two dozen relate to matters of gen 
eral pubhc concern. Among these there 
were no less than five projects to amend 
the Constitution ; seven propositions to 
repeal the resumption act and set the 
shinplaster mill going ; three bills to prd 
vide for specie resumption (all from Re­
publicans); one resolve against subsidy­
giving and three or four projects to give 
subsidies ; some projects of amendment 
to the postal law, etc. But by far the 
greater part of these 233 bills were- 
heralds of coming raids on the Public 
Treasury. Fiom the carpet bag of every 
Southern Confederate iksued the loud 
cries of a hungry constituency. Nearly 
every Southern statesman was loaded to 
the muzzle with bills for claims set up 
by ex-rebels for injuries sustained m 
consequence of the putting down ol the 
pro-slavery rebellion. Pay for meals 
furnished national soldiers ; pay for oats 
consumed by national' cavalry ; pay for 
chickens confiscated by Sherman’s bum- 
meis ; pay for rails consumed m national 
camp fires ; pay for ev ery descnbaMe 
kind of property (niggers for the time 
being excepted) used or alleged to be 
used by the national troops engaged m 
putting down the rebellion, was de-, 
manded m a cloud of bills from every 
quarter of Jeff Davis’ patriotic and vir­
tuous domains. The influx of this large 
and miscellaneous grist of rebel var- 
claims on the first call ot the States 
serves both as a frightful warning of 
what is to come, and as a sweet indica­
tion of the Southern idea of the way in 
which the Confederate partv is to undo 
the political mischief wrought by their 
opponents, and restore to the country 
prosperity, happiness, and peace 1

One fact of significance is that tins 
big grist of bills contained no less han 
seven distinct projects to repeal the re­
sumption act, and flood the country 
with more swindling legal-tender sbin- 
plasteis, all of them from members of 
the Confederate party; while, on the 
other hand, the only propositions look­
ing to the fulfillment of the national 
pledge of resumption were introduced 
by members on the minority side of the 
chamber. From the majority side not 
a single proposition of that character, or 
even squinting that way, made its ap­
pearance. Those persons who hive 
been flattering themselves that the eh c- 
tion of Mr. Kerr to the Speaker’s chair 
signified that the Confederate party was 
going to unfurl the flag of specie resump­
tion will hardly see m this significant 
opening indications of much cause for 
cheerfulness. Two lines of Confederate 
policy are foreshadowed by these indica­
tions: First, a grand raid on the Treasury 
in the shape of Southern war claims; 
second, a grand raid on the country m 
the shape of steps toward further infiar 
tion and repudiation. On these lines 
the pohey of the Confederates promises 
to be a positive one, though the attempt 
will be made to conceal it as much as 
possible m the merely negative smoke of 
all manner of “ investigations.”

Another fact ot much interest is also 
becoming painfully apparent. Not only 
is it plain that the country has no ground 
to hope for riddance from the destruc­
tive and degrading legal-tender swindle 
at the hands of the Confederate party, 
but it is also plain that the representa­
tives of that party, composmg nearly 
two-thirds of the present House of Rep 
resentatives, are, as a body, the most ig­
norant and incapable body of “ states­
men ” that have ever composed the ma­
jority' m that assembly. Excepting a 
small number—such men as Fernando 
Wood, Cox, Randall, Lamar, Mornsoi, 
Wells, Mr. Speaker, and perhaps a 
dozen more, most of whom are notorious 
demagogues—the members of the Con­
federate party m the present House are 
a lot of unquestionable jackasses, with 
just brains enough to succeed in 
making themselves and the country 
ridiculous.

Oe the twenty six members who have 
held the Speakership ot Congress, only I boss, 
six are now living, namely, Iluntei, 
Wmthrop, Bank ĵ Oiow, Culfax and 
Blatne. Hunter is S’ato Ticasurei ot 
Virginia, Banks and Blame are in Con­
gress and the others are m puvate life.

King Lamar.
The Democratic majority in the House 

of Representatives has abdicated. 
Humbly conscious of the fact that it was 
in imminent danger of making a collect­
ive fool of itself, it has hastily thrown 
away the power it was afraid to use, has 
elected the ex Confederate Lamar as its 
Kmg, and has empowered him to ap- 
pomt, purely m accordance with In's own 
royal will, a Star Chauibei of thirteen 
persons, who are to inform 
the Demociatic sheep m Congiess 
sembled what measures may be intro­
duced and what course shall be taken 
on each.

This action, though unprecedented in 
some respects, still revives memories of 
the past.

The slave-barons 
used to elbow their way to seats at the 
head of the table and thence crack the 
party-whip over their shrinking col­
leagues from the North. Now the old 
“ doughface” sentiment shows itself 
again.

ready to be luled by a boss, not e-»en 
when he is an ex Confederate.

What were the Northern Democrats 
sent to Washington for ? The country 
put them there 1 o discuss measures and 
pass such laws nr might seem to the best 
interests of tl r country in ttoir sober 
judgment. Y have already pointed out 
various lease s to distiust that judg­
ment, but wo never expected the very 
men who v ere sent to publicly confess 
that they could not be trusted, even by 
themselves, and that the rule ot an irre­
sponsible Sanhedrim and an ex-Confed- 
oiate Boss was siier and better than that 
of the chosen representatives of the 
Democratic party. “ The masses” of 
Bourbon Congressmen have voluntarily 
changed that desermtive term to “ them 
asses,” and have besought King Lamar 
to rule them as he will. They have thus 
been grossly discourteous to their own 
Speaker. Atter choosing Mr. Kerr to 
select their committees, they have delib­
erately snubbed him, and have subjected 
him, the committees and themselves to a 
Confederate chieftain, who is to appoint 
a Board of Guardians, the little finger of 
which will be thicker than the Speaker’s 
loins. Having chosen a Northern man as 
their sham supeiior, they now make a 
Southerner their real ruler. Caucus gov­
ernment is bad enough; star chamber 
government will be worse yet. Even if his 
imperial majesty appoints the thirteen 
viceroys ot the party with perfect fairness 
and does not pack the committee in such

Its 
power is dead. Lamar possesses it.

Hie Discharge of Henderson, and the 

Whisky Ring Prosecution.
Never did the Democrats undertake a 

harder task than when they set out to 
persuade the public that the removal of 
Hendeison for slandering the President 
of the United States was substantially 
the end of the prosecution of the con­
spirators. No fair minded man, what­
ever may be his feelings toward the Ad­
ministration, can doubt that the Presi­
dent has laithfullv adheied, and will 
still adhere to his own peremptory order 
—“ Let no guilty man escape.” If Gen. 
Babcock is one of the guilty men—as to 
which we pronounce no opinion at pres­
ent—he will not escape. And if he is 
found guilty, the worst that can be said 
of the President m connection with the 
matter is, that he has placed unlimited 
confidence in a man who was not deserv­
ing of it.

Under him the prosecution will be con­
ducted with vigor and impartiality. It 
only shows to what desperate straits the 
Democrats are reduced for political cap­
ital, when they charge the Administra­
tion with checking an investigation 
which will now be pursued with greater 
determination than ever.

The/popular name of the saint uho

MICHIGAN ITEMS.

presides over Christmas, and the toy 
gifts of that welcome season, is dem ed 
trom Saint Nicholas. The legend ot his 
first appearance is an Italian one. Ac­
cording to this, a shoemaker named Gi- 
raldi, who lived in Ferrara, was so mis­
erably poor that his laboi from day to 
day barely kept his family from starva­
tion, and he was unable to give even a 
smalf dowry to his pret'y daughters. It 
was toot thought proper to marry without 
a dowry, and thus the young girls, 
though each had an admirer, were com 
polled to remain single. Their father, 
however, went every morning to the 
shrine to pray to his pation saint, Saint 
Nicholas, that he would work a miiacle 
to relieve him from his distress.

One of his nearest neighbors, a rich 
merchant, who chanced one day to over­
hear his simple petition, ridiculed the 
idea of his expecting the samt to take 
care of his daughters, and recommended 
him to choose a patron saint who would 
be able to do something for him. 
“ Mine,” he said, “ is the Jew, Buona- 
juto ; he lends money at two per cent, a 
month; and if yon know how to manage 
you may make four with it. He is not 
so deaf as Samt Nicholas.”

The poor man was siiocked at this im­
pious speech, and assured the merchant 
that his religious faith could never be 
shaken. He went every day to chuicb, 
notwithstanding the other’s mookei ?.

It was now Christmas Day, when tho 
merchant and the Jew settled up their 
yearly accounts; Buonajuto found ho 
owed lus friend thiee hundred ducats, 
and wishing to give him an agreeable 

•sm prise, he ordered one of the ducks he 
had carefully fattened to be killed and 
loasted, and then with his own hands 
introduced the three hundred gold 
pieces into the inside, and sewed them 
up. He then sent the duck to tho mer­
chant as a Chustmas present.

The mei chant’s wife, who shared the 
common prejudices against Jews, de­
clared she would not touch the duclc, 
and the rich ma i resolved to s ell it. 
When Giraldt passed on his way from 
church, his neighbor as usual 1 antered 
him on his devotion, showed him the 
Christmas gift his patron samt had sent 
him, and taunted him with the stolidity 
of Samt Nicholas, who could not even 
send him a piece of bread. Finally he 
offered to sell the duck for a dollar, and 
to wait for payment, as he knew Giraldi 
to bo strictly honest. The shoemaker 
earned the duck home, and when he 
caived it foi lus Chnstmas dinner, and 
the three hundred ducats fell out, his 
first exclamation was, “ Praise to Samt 
Nicholas!”

When he recovered from his surpnse 
he would have taken the money back, 
but his wife persuaded him that, as he 
bought the duck, it was rightfully his 
own. He therefore divided the sum be­
tween the two suitors for his two eldest 
daughters.

The merchant, after some days, dis­
covered his loss of three hundred ducats, 
and went to the shoemaker to demand 
the money, which was refused. The 
cause came before the magistrate, who 
was a pious man, and heard with indig­
nation how cruelly the poor man had 
been ridiculed about his religion. His 
sentence was that Giraldi should keep 
the money, and that the merchant and 
the Jew should, besides, pay a fine for 
usunous dealings of one hundred and 
fifty ducats, to be given as a dowry for 
the shoemaker’s youngest daughter.

The meaning of this legend is that a 
beneficent Providence watches over and 
takes caie of the poor who are honest, 
religious, and truthful. The tradition 
runs that since that time Samt Nicholas 
pays a visit, every Christmas night, to 
all whom he thinks worthy of his favor. 
He is known altogether by the name— 
Santa Glaus.

The Cloven Foot.
The Democratic movement in the 

House against disabled Union soldiers, 
on the rolls of its employes, continues. 
Capt. Ball, one of the Doorkeepers, who 
had lost an arm in the service, has been 
discharged, and his place filled by an 
ex Confederate officer. The colored 
woman who for many years has had 
charge of the ladies’ letinng room on 
the House side has been retired,-and her 
place given to a widow of an ex Confed­
erate. To-day in the House, Mr. Cox 
introduced a resolution declaring in sub­
stance that as the war was over, the 
claims of Confederates for positions un­
der tne Government were as good as 
Union soldiers’.

While this was an awk­
ward subject for the Democrats to vote 
on, Cox’s attempt to better the situation 
was not regarded as a success. There 
are eleven more disabled Union soldiers 
on tho rolls of the House, and theie is a 
general searching of hearts on the Demo 
cratic side as to the best means of dis 
posing of them.

Prociumg an officer the 
landlord started aftei the nmn. ^ hen about 
six miles from Way ire he discovered them in 
tho woods, and from descriptions given here- 
cognized them as Loone (colored), and Webb, 
two of the escaped convicts They weie m a 
temble conditi ui from exposure. Webb’s feet 
and face were badly frozen, and his suffeimgs 
had caused his hair to turn white although he 
is a youLg man. Boone was not so badly 
frozen,

—The passage of three carloads of silk­
worms’ eggs through Detroit on the way from 
China to Italy, via Califcruia, was mentioned iu 
the Detroit papeis, the other day. The three 
carloads were worth $6,000,000. They had 
come from Hong Kong to San Franc^co m 
twenty-three days, and thence to New York m 
less than seven days, tne speel being greater 
than the mails are earned by the same route. 
This uncommon cargo is going to Italy and the 
south of Fiance and could have reached its 
destination quicker by way of the Suez Canal, 
but it has been found û ejê s to ship them 
that way, because the southern climate hatches 
the eggs, The silk woims are put upon long 
sheets of cardboaid m China, and arc left until 
each board is covered with eggs, wh eh are 
about the size of mustaid seed. The eggs 
stick to the cards, which, interlaid with 
sheets of paper, aie packed in wooden 
boxes, tightly closed, and wrapped m canvass 
and matting. In this shipment theic ^eie 674 
cases, containing over 160,000 cards. When 
the eggs reach their destination they will be 
stored m vaults, secure against warmth, until 
the mulbeny trees on which they feed 1 avo 
grown their foliage.

—The Detioit Scientific Association and the 
Wayne County Pioneer Soc ety held a meeting 
at the Scientific Associat on Museum, m De­
troit, one evening last week, to listen to the 
reading ot the third paper on mound-builders 
by Bela Hubbaid and to pioneer reminiscences. 
Mr. Hubbard’s paper related principal]} to dis- 
coveiies of mounds m Michigan. Particular 
description was given of mounds found m 
Spring wills and on the banks of Detioit Rivei. 
To unearth skeletons in these mounds \i ere 
common occurrences, and a skull was shown 
by Mi. Hubbard with evidences that when 
buried, it was encircled by a belt of cop­
per. Broken pottery was found m the mounds, 
illustrations of winch were shown by the 
speaker. He also detailed some of the 
customs of the abougmes, plainly shov­
ing them to have been inclined to the doctrine 
of Spiritualism. “ By far the finest group of 
mounde which has come under my observation,” 
said the speaker, “ is located on the wesf bank 
of Grand ltiver, about three miles south of the 
city of Grand Bapids.” These mounds were 
excavated by Capt. Coffinberry last year, who 
brought to light skeletons and other relics, 
with iron fabricated m vanous forms. From 
vanous causes Mr. Hubbard concludes that the 
pnmitive inhabitants of Western Michigan and 
Ohio enjoyed commercial and social intercourse, 
were peaceable nations, and veiy numeious. 
Beference was made to the ancient garden 
beds of Michigan, varying m size from a single 
acre to 100 acres. The fabneatois of these 
beds weie evidently systemat c laboreis, and 
there are indications that a system of irriga­
tion was practiced. As to the age of these 
interesting relics, there are historical evidences 
that chronologically they antedate the discovery 
of America by Columbus.

Asiatic Journalism.
Seventy years ago, in India (and tlie 

habrt m some parts of that country rs 
yet extant), the luxurious Asiatic, in­
stead of having the newspaper at his 
breakfast table like the luxurious Amer­
ican of to day, was saved the fatigue of 
reading by a set of men whose regular 
profession it was to go round and report 
the news of every sort that may have 
happened. ‘ 1 And to this, ” says a writer 
and traveler of that date, “ they con 
stantly add the knowledge of a variety 
of stones, tales and apologues, which, 
at the desire of then’ employer, they re­
cite with great animation, humor and 
action, as long as he wishes to be amused. 
And while this is going on, he attends to 
the reciter or not, while he enjoys his 
hooka, takes his coffee, or reclines at 
ease on his sofa.” Of course, the thing 
is impracticable here ; but it is a ques­
tion whether this Asiatic system of 
journalism does not possess advantages 
over ours of to day. It is eeitamly 
much pleasanter to hoar newS t̂han to 
read i t ; and when the reciter combines 
the advantages oi tho weekly stoiy paper 
and the magazine m his repdrfone, and 
adds histrionic skil), putting life and ac­
tion into the characters, what is lack­
ing* Editorials, perhaps; but how easy 
to dispense with these. After all, for 
genuine, lazy, uualloyed, luxuiious en­
joyment, commend ns to the Asiatic.— 
Buffalo Globe.

American and Irish btonenusons.
In building m the country, I found 

one must go to the city for skilled labor, 
especially m stone, and avail himself of 
thg imported article. American me­
chanics can seldom be depended upon 
further than the cellar wall, and unless 
you want cellar wall all the way to the 
eaves, yon must employ men who have 
learned their trade. Then, our mechan­
ics will strike the stone on the face, and 
can be made to see no beauty but m a 
smooth surface. But a quick, intelli­
gent Inshman, who has learned his 
trade in the Old World, is as witty m 
stone as m speech. He knows that every 
stone- was destined for a particular place- 
and not to bo put anywhcie indifferent­
ly. Whac a satisfaction it was to find 
that what my own eye, familiar with 
natural forms and effects, prefened, was 
approved by the most skilled workman! 
We had been to widely different schools, 
but had both learned the same lesson. 
To bring harmony out of dissonance, to 
contrast and set off one stone with an­
other; to mix up as m natme the little 
and the big, marks the skilled woikman 
from the bungler.—John Burroughs, m 
Scribner for January.

Ii has been ascertained at last that the total 
number of persons killed by the dynamite ex­
plosion m Bremen harbor is 128 , twenty of the 
injured are hopelessly maimed, and there aie 
fifty-six widows and 133 orphans left as the ic- 
bult of the wretch Thompson s crime.

Gto Rlinolds, a polygamist, has been sen­
tenced to two years’ imprisonment at Salt Lake 
City by Chief Jqstice White.

The manageis of the Missouri State Lotterv 
at St. Louis, aie quarrehnsr themselves
as to the i^ io n  ot plunder, and the prospect 
is that this fraudulent business will be bioken 
up. It will not beai publip investigation. 
Large profits aie made by this association fiom 
investments m tickets by people who never re­
ceive any return for their money.

A number of colored men confined m the 
Louisvdie (Ky.) jail tried to escape the other 
night by Betting their bedding on fire, intend­
ing to overpower the officers when their door 
should be opened but their mattreesee burned 
lapidly, and filled the cell with flame and smoke, 
so that when rescued they were almost suffoca­
ted, and glad to be taken care of.

Chas. F. Kring has been found guilty of 
murder m the first degree at St. Louis for the 
killing of Mrs. Dora Broemser. The case is a 
peculiar one. Kring has a wife, and his victim 
was a respectable married woman, with whom 
he had become infatuated. He had endeavored 
to persuade her to elope with him, but she de­
clined, when he threatened to slay her on the 
fust opportunity, swearing she should never 
live with another. Last April he met the lady 
on the street and renewed his demand that she 
should marry him, and upon her refusal to 
comply he shot hei dead. lie tried to kill 
himself, but his pistol missed fire. A plea of 
msanty was set up, but it failed to save him.

A eight occurred at Freetown, opposite Now 
Orleans, on Christmas Day, between a few 
whites and blacks, in which the latter weie 
worsted. Later m the day, wmle thiee of the 
white men were drinking at a bar, they were 
fired upon by the colored men, and three of 
them instantly killed. Three other deaths oc­
curred m the vicinity—one a suicide, one by the 
careless discharge of firearms, and one drunken 
man cut his wife’s.throat.

The 
pavement foi a distance of 175 feet was tom 
up, and a large gram waiehouse badly shat­
tered.

Fiom the 
aimy and navy establishments he takes $10,- 
000.000 each. This mvolves a leduction of ths 
army to 15,000 men, and a gradual mustering 
out or discharge of supernumerary officers and 
al*o th* sal* of moat of the email ships and 
•roDolade of the navy, and a aorreaponding re­

duction among the force of officdis, seamen 
and marines.

In the composition of the House Committees 
Kentucky, Wisconsin, and Illinois bear off the 
palm m places of honoi.

When Cuba is conquered Spam intends to 
maintain an efficient army there, the < oast to 
be defended with heavy guns. An advanta­
geous commeicial treaty will be pioposed to 
the United States.

Anarchy and disorder prevail m Sonora, 
Northern Mexico. The Yagui Indians aie in 
revolt, business is prostrated, and the Govern­
ment has levied a special tax to cany on the 
war.

Advices from Cano, Egvpt, give particu­
lars of the ambuscading of the German ex­
ploring party, numbering 300, headed by Dr. 
Munziger, m the interior of Africa. After 
five days’ fighting 140 of the paity were 
killed.

Spain continues to send hei soldiers to Cuba, 
and appears determined to letam possession of 
that island in any event.

German papers of a lecent date publish par­
ticulars of the ambush into which a laige force 
of Egyptians were drawn by the Abyssimans. 
The expedition numbered 2,000, and was com­
manded by foreign officers. The leader, Gen. 
Arendrop, a Dane, and many others wers liter­
ally hacked to pieces, their heads stuck on 
poles by the AbyseimaDS, and their bodies 
thrown to wild beasts.

Russia proposes to end the disoi der prevail­
ing in Khokand by annexing that country to 
her already immense territory.

The statue of Napoleon, m the Place Ven- 
dome, Pans, which was overthrown by the 
Communists dunog the siege of Palis by the 
Germans, has been entirely restored.

A dreadful calamity occurred in the village 
of HiJlikon, Switzeiland, on Christmas day. 
The flooring of the schoolhouao m which the 
festivities were bemg celebrated gave way, 
killing eighty persons and wounding about 
fifty.

A great battle is leported fi on the seat of 
war m Herzegovina. Fifteen thousand troops 
were engaged, and tho fighting was desperate on 
both sides, the Turks claiming a decisive 
victoiv. _________________

An Editor of 1775.
In 1775 there were tour newspapers 

published in New York. Rivmgtou’s 
Royal Gazetteer was the subservient 
tool of the British authorities. The 
Mercury, published by Hugh Gaine, 
was a time server and trimmer. Ander­
son’s Constitutional Gazette was bom 
and died in 1775, and had no influence 
whatever. The New York Journal, pub­
lished by John Holt, was the sturdy and 
unpurchaseable organ of the Sons of 
Liberty. Its editor fled the city after 
the disastrous battle on Long Island, 
and he was heard of afterward as pub­
lishing his newspaper at one and another 
of the towns on the Hudson under cir­
cumstances that would have appalled a 
less determined man. In the month of 
August, 1777, yvhile at Esopus, he print­
ed an advertisement, in which he pro­
posed to take any kind of country pro­
duce m the way of tiade. His prospec­
tus reads very quaintly: “ And the 
printer, being unable to carry on his 
business without the necessaries of life, 
is obliged to fix the following prices to 
his work, viz. • For a quarter of news, 
1 2  lbs. of beef, pork, veal, or mutton, oi 
4 lbs. of butter, or 7 lbs. of cheese, or 
18 lbs. of line flour, or half a bushel of 
wheat, or one bushel of Indian com, or 
half a cord of wood, or 300 wt. of hay, or 
other articles of country produce as he 
shall want them, m hke proportions, or 
as much money as will purchase them at 
the time; for other articles of printing 
woik, the prices to be m proportion to 
that of the newspaper. All his custom­
ers, who have to spare any of the above, 
oi other articles of country produce, he 
hopes will let him know it, and affoid 
him the neceteary supplies, without 
which his easiness here must very soon 
be discontinued.” It is gratifying to be 
able to state tiiat the sturdy patriot sur­
vived the revolution, and lived to revisit 
the city, of which he had been Postmas­
ter in 1775. His patriotic labors and 
suffeiings justly entitled him to the fol­
lowing epitaph : “ A due tribute to the 
memory of John Holt, printer to this 
State, a native of Virginia, who patient­
ly obeyed death’s awful summons on the 
30th of January, 1781, in the sixty- 
fourth year of his age. To say that his 
family lament him is needless; that his 
friends bewail him, is useless; that all 
regret him, unnecessary; for that he 
merited every esteem is certain. The 
tongue of slander cannot say less, though 
justice might say more. ” Such an epi 
taph, inscribed over the dust of an edi­
tor, wlio had also held commission as 
Postmaster, opens a wide field of emula­
tion to the journalists and officials of 
these later days.—John F. Mines, m 
Scribner for January. •

Ila nd-Shaking.
“ Who is he that will strike hands 

with me?” asks Job. “ A mart void of 
understanding strikes hands, and becom- 
eth smety in the presence of his friends,” 
saith the wise Kmg of Israel. In this 
old-world custom of sinking hands, 
hand shaking, no doubt, originated, for, 
before it became a moie friendly greet­
ing, a shake of the hand was accepted as 
a pledge. When Feidmand and Miranda 
stnke their tender bargain, he says, 
“ Heieismy hand,” and she replies,
“ And mine with my hand on it.” Dun­
bar, Lord Treasurer of Scotland, con­
gratulating Yelveiton upon having made 
his peace at Comt, said to him, ‘“I will 
desiie youi inondship, as you do mine, 
and I promise to do you my best; where­
upon as pledge I give you my hand1” 
And so, shakmg Yelverton by the hand, 
he bade him farewell. Nowadays a 
shake of the hand may mean very 
much, or nothing at all. The strong, 
hearty grip of two old, long-parted 
friends, meeting unexpectedly, is one 
thing; the neiveless, loose, mdiffeient 
clasp ot acquaintanceship another. Syd­
ney Smith attempted to classify hand­
shakes, dividing them into tho high offi 
cial, the sepulchral, the digitory, the 
shakus rusticus, and tho retentive. The 
first was practiced by the then Arch­
bishop of Yoik, “ who kept his Doay 
erect, earned yoiu hand .doit to a level 
with his chin, and gax e it a rapid, short 
shake.” Gir John Mackintosh affected 
the sepulchral, “ laying his open hand 
flat on your palm, so coldly you were 
hardly aware of i*s contiguity.” The 
digitory—in favoi with the high clergy 
—was adopted by Brougham, who used | 
to put forth his foieflnger with, “ How 
aie you?” The shakus rusticus was 
having “ your hand seized as m an iron 
grasp, betokening rude health, a warm 
heart, and distance from the metropolis, 
but pioducing a sense ol relief when 
your hand is released with the fingers 
unbroken.”—All the Year Round,

A bungung HANGMAN.

E x e c u t io n  o f  T h r e e  C o lo re d  M u rd eV ei a in  
N e w  Y o rk —S u p e r h u m a n  S tru g g le s  o i  
O n e  o f  T h e m  to  Saye H im s e l f —A H a r ­
r o w in g  R e c i ta l .  .

Weston, Ellis and Thompson, all col­
ored men, were hanged in the Tombs 
Prison in the city of New York, on Fri­
day, Dec. 15, for the murder of Abram 
Weisburg, a Jew peddler, in September 
last. We copy from the New York 
Evening Post the following account of 
the ghastly scene :

“ When it was found that admission 
to the scaffold was to be gamed only 
through a narrow gateway m a fence 
that ran across that part of the yard in 
wlncii the gallows were erected, a most 
disgraceful scene ensued, and the police 
m vain struggled to preserve order. A 
violent rush was made tor the gate, and 
ad those persons who had the right of 
entrance were compelled either to 
fight every inch of their way, or to re­
main outside for a period of ten or fif­
teen minutes. The struggle raged furi­
ously, and the condemned men, in their 
cells, must have heard the commotion 
excited by the desire to witness their 
death struggles.

“ Something like ordei was restored 
at last, the police succeeding m forming 

I a line, and the sight-seers who were un­
able to get into the inner yard contented 
themselves with climbing upon a eoal- 
bin, outside the fence, and seizing every 
spot of ground from which a glimpse of 
the gallows could be had. Comparative 
qtuet was then maintained until the mo­
ment of the execution.

“ After the arrival of Sheriff Connor 
at the prison, there was not much delay. 
The men were pinioned, as usual, m 
their cells, and at 9:30 they were led out 
to the gallows. Weston walked first, 
followed by Thompson, each supported 
by a Catholic priest; Ellis, who brought 
up the rear, was attended by four cler­
gymen of different denominations. As 
they stood on the scaffold, the attendant 
clergymen whispered a few last words in 
their ears, and the Sheriff’s assistants 
fastened the lopes. No time was lost, 
for at 10.30 o’clock Sheriff Connor gave 
the signal, the weights were let go, and 
the bodies of the three murderers were 
lifted into the air.

“A most horrible scene then occurred. 
Weston died easily, no motion of his 
frame being perceptible, except a brief 
shudder and an occasional contraction oi 
his legs. Thompson apparently suffered 
more. His body shivered from head to 
foot, liis breast heaved, and he laised 
his arms three several times, working his 
fingers convulsively. But the mode of 
Ellis’ death was the cruelest of all. At 
the last moment, after the noose had been 
adjusted, he suddenly turned his head 
and disarranged the position of the knot. 
Before it could be readjusted, the signal 
was given and the weight iell. The 
knot sljpped and became fixed beneath 
his chin. He began to writhe terribly, 
and, placing his feet against the boards 
at the side of the scaffold, he attempted 
to raise himself and relieve the strain 
upon his neek. He then swung around, 
and convulsively seized Thompson, who 
was hanging near to him, and again en­
deavored to raise himself. He even suc­
ceeded in twice clasping his legs around 
Thompson's waist, and, by thus easing 
his neck, was enabled to breathe more 
freely and to prolong his agony. He 
even seized the rope just above the 
knot, his arms having been fastened too 
loosely, and. as he did so, his handker­
chief, which was in his hand when 
he was swung into the air, fell over his 
shoulder. He was heard to cry aloud 
‘ Save me ! ’ and his breath was plainly 
discernible as it issued beneath the black 
cap that covered his face. Strong men 
turned away, pale and trembling from 
the sickening spectacle, and there were 
murmers of ‘ take him down,’ and 1 cut 
the rope ; but, fortunately, there was no 
need of a double execution. In his strug­
gles he again shifted the knot, and the 
noose suddenly closed around his wind­
pipe, and he was strangled to death.”

What is Dynamite!
The fearful explosion at Bremer Ha­

ven, just as one of the German steamers 
was about departing for New York, 
caused a most shocking loss of life. Six­
ty-eight were killed, thirty-five wounded 
and eight are missing—almost as 
serious a destruction of life and limb as 
in a small battle. Now it may be inter­
esting to our readers to know what is 
this fearful substance which has so un- 
suspectedly caused such a destruction of 
human life.

Dynamite is composed of one fourth 
infusorial earth and three-fourths nitro­
glycerine by weight. It resembles 
graham flour in both appearance and 
feeling, and is Written as the safest of 
all the explosives and the most effective 
for blasting purposes. Among the quar­
ries of Sweden it was formerly common 
to use gunpowder soaked in nitro­
glycerine, but this mixture was found 
to be so dangerously sensitive to both 
fire and motion that what is known 
among quarry men as “ giant powder” 
was introduced. It has these qualities : 
When ignited in the open air it burns 
very quietly and slowly; it is not ex­
ploded by light, electricity or ordinary 
shock; it is only absolutely dangerous 
when under pressure in some confined 
space. Then its pulverized form is most 
effective in retaining the heat, the gases 
of which it is composed—carbon, nitro­
gen and hydrogen—expand, and the 
fearful explosion, more powerful it is 
said than mtro-glycerine itself, shatters 
everything far and wide. It appears in 
the disaster to which we refer that all 
these conditions were most favorable to 
cause just the calamity brought about— 
the ease of dynamite was lying on the 
wharf among a huge pile of the passen­
gers’ baggage, and, m all probability, 
completely buried, and pressed down by 
a great weight; the material having 
been thus prepared, to cap the climax 
the case of dynamite was accidentally 
dropped in handling, hence the result. 
—Miluaukee Daily Wisconsin.

Tlie Care of the Eyes.
Natuie gives us hints with respect to 

the diffusion and management of light 
which it were wise indeed for us to fol­
low. Over us is hung a sky of neutral 
tint, rarely a clear cerulean hue, but gray 
and blue blending in imperceptible 
shades. The morning and evening sun 
which would shine directly into our eyes 
is vailed with mist, and even his noonday 
splendors are softened by draperies of 
cloud.

Imitating the great mother, we find 
that when our rooms are clad in neutral 
tints, not too dark, and lighted by dif­
fused and softened rays, the effect upon 
the organ of vision is most pleasant.

Constant use of the eyes by gaslight 
in reading or writing is said to pro­
duce blindness. Hence those who must 
use artificial light in performing such 
work should depend upon candles rather 
than gas or kerosene. On some eyes the 
last two act as poisons, but the soft, mild 
light given by sperm candles never hurts 
a healthful eye

It is said that flattening of the eye­
ball, producing far-sightedness, and ren­
dering spectacles necessary, may be in­
definitely postponed by bathing the eyes 
iieely in cold water at the morning ablu­
tion and rubbing them towaid the nose 
with the thumb and fingers. We see this 
done unconsciously by middle-aged 
people, when they remove their spec­
tacles to rest their eyes. Some tribes of 
Indians preserve tlieir sight in this way 
to old age.

All artificial appliances for lestoring 
the eyesight, when from any cause it is 
impaired, are to be looked upon with 
suspicion and used with the utmost cau­
tion. The best way of making the sight 
strong is to build up the general health 
by nutritions food, abundant exercise m 
the open air, eaily and long sleep, avoid­
ance of artificial light, and cheertnl 
socict). _______________

The Church and the Drama.
Miss Kate Field says m a recent Lon­

don letter to the Com ler-Journal: There 
aie even giounds for believing that 
clmioh and drama may one day em 
brace. An American cleigyman told me 
lately that he was sure he’d be an actor 
m the other world, he loved the stage so 
passionately, notwithstanding that he 
had never dared to be seen m a theater 
until he came to Europe. Sir Charles 
Young, recently appointed ope of the 
International Copyright Commissioners, 
combines the occupation, of novelist,

dramatist, and Secretary to the English 
Church Union, relieving the latter by 
amateur acting. I expect to live to see 
the day when clergymen will be writing 
dramatic criticisms for the daily papers, 
and advising their congregation what 
plays to see and what plays to avoid. 
Then, I thmk, there will be an end to 
opera bouffe. Amen.

THE SPANISH QUESTION.
P o lic y  o t  t h e  W a s h in g to n  G o v e r n m e n t— 

X h e  E x is t in g  D if fe re n c e s .

The Washington National Republican 
publishes what is alleged to be the semi­
official ii-timation of the status of the 
Administration concerning Cuban affairs. 
The article promises that two peaceful 
methods for the solution of our difficul­
ties with Spam have been abandoned. 
Those methods were a recognition eithei 
of the independence or tlie belligerent 
rights of tne patriots. A recognition of 
belligerentnghts would have been meie- 
ly following the example set by Spam m 
recognizing Confederate belligerency in 
1861 before a life had been lost on either 
side. As regards the recognition of 
the independence of Cuba, the princi­
ples which have governed tlie American 
people are expressed m the Hulsemann 
letter of Mr. Webster, of Dec. 21, 1850, 
where numerous precedents are shown for 
the recognition of the independence of 
new States before such independence 
has been acknowledged by the States 
fiom which they had been separated 
themselves, such recognition being con­
sistent with a perfect neutrality. The 
President’s message shows that he has 
abandoned the two methods above men­
tioned. Evidently the alternative of 
mediation or intervention are now con­
templated. Mediation is the only peace­
able resort left. Intervention means war. 
The situation accordingly resolves itself, 
premismg the position assumed by the 
President is to be maintained, into ono 
ot peace, if Spain accepts our friendly 
efforts, or of war if an adjustment of 
some kind is not reacneu without further 
vexatious delay. The idea of a protecto­
rate under Spanish dominion oi a West 
Indian Confederation would be unsatis­
factory, but annexation is not to be 
thought of.

A Washington dispatch to the Western 
Associated Piess says the present dis­
tinctive point at issue between the 
United States and Spain is stated m non- 
official unusually well-infoimed circles, 
as follows: The United States ask, first, 
that in future all American citizens m 
Cuba accused of violation of law shall be 
tiled by civil courts, and not by military 
tribunals, with all the rights m such 
cases as are secured by the seventh arti­
cle of the treaty of 1795; and, second, 
that all sentences where American citi 
zens have heretofore been tried by mili­
tary tribunals, shall be annulled. Spam, 
in some degree, concedes the claim of 
the United States to the first pioposi- 
tion, agreeing that in future American 
citizens accused of violation of law shall 
be tried by the ordinary tribunals, with 
the right to be heard by counsel, to sum 
mon witnesses, and employ all other 
necessary safeguards to the accused, but 
with the reservation that all such trials 
shall be according to die law of 1821, 
which provides for more expeditious 
proceedings than those of the civil courts 
for common crimes in time of peace. 
She also offers to revise all sentences 
passed by courts martial on American 
citizens, where it shall be satisfactoiily 
shown that such sentences were in viola­
tion of established Lw. This reply is 
unsatisfactory to the United States, which 
takes the ground that American citizens 
accused of crime cannot be tried by 
court martial, but are entitled to trial 
before civil tribunals only, as secured by 
treaty stipulation, without such reserva 
tion as is proposed by Spain.

A Child’s Fancy.
I knew a little girl who spent a winter 

with two maiden ladies, and who had 
been presented by one of them with a 
paper doll, gorgeously arrayed. She 
named it the Marquis, and at once as­
signed to that nobleman the heart and 
hand of her younger hostess. He 
was thenceforth always treated with 
the respect due to the head of the house; 
a chair and plate weie assigned him at 
table, though, for reasons of practical 
convenience, lie usually sat in the plate. 
“ Good morning ” must always be said 
to him. The best of everything must be 
first offered to him, or else Lizzie was 
much hurt, and the family were charged 
with discourteous neglect. Indeed, she 
always chose to take the tone that he did 
not quite receive the consideration to 
which his rank and services entitled him; 
and when she first awaked in the morn­
ing, she would give reproving lectures 
to his supposed spouse. “ He does 
everything for you,” the cnild would 
say to this lady; “ he earns money, and 
buys you all that you have; he shovels 
your paths for you ”—this being perhaps 
on a snowy morning when that process 
was audible—“ and yet you do not re­
member all this kindness. ” The whole 
assumed relationship was treated as an 
absolute reality, and the lively farce 
lasted, with undiminished spirit, during 
the whole of a New England winter.—

A Baptist Centennial.
The Baptists all over the country are 

making preparations to celebrate the 
denomination’s growth during the cen­
tury, calling it the Baptist Centennial, 
though the Baptist Church is considera­
bly oldei than the nation. However, in 
1776 they were but 25,000 or 30,000 com­
municants, and they now number some­
thing like 2 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0 , so that they may 
fairly glorify. There is as yet no means 
of obtaining a correct idea of the sums 
of these wide-spread efforts, which a-e 
devoted to strengthen and endow their 
institutions of learning, for which they 
have quite as many as they need in all 
sections of the land. The movement is 
most effective in the West, so far. In 
California, Bev. Winfield Scott, of Den­
ver, Col. has been chosen Centennial 
agent, to get funds to endow the Cali­
fornia College. One of the methods of 
raising funds is to solicit a dollar from 
every man, woman and child m each 
congregation ; which will not preclude 
the asking ot large sums from men of 
wealth. There have been 610,000 *blank 
certificates of subscriptions sent out on 
order to various churches.—Auburn (N, 
V.) Advertiser.

A Costly Jewel.
Col. J. H. Wood, proprietor of the 

Chicago Museum, is the fortunate pos­
sessor Of the largest diamond in the 
United Sts tea. It was found at the Cape 
of Good Hope, Southern Africa, and 
weighed in the rough 107 carats. It was 
cut in New York at a cost of $1,600, and 
reduced to 40 carats. It is what is called 
by connoisseurs a little “offcolor,” be­
ing a delicate straw tint, but very brill­
iant, especially by gas-light. It is about 
three quarters of an inch in diameter, or 
the size of ft common hickory nut, and 
has 60 face sides, each of which re­
flects the light. It at present composes 
the set of a heavy gold ring. If it were 
a white diamond its value would be im­
mense, but being “off color,” it has 
been valued by Tiffany, of New York, 
at only $50,000. The gem is on exhibi­
tion at Wood’s Museum, with hosts of 
other curiosities, living and dead, among 
them the invisible lady who answers all 
questions, whether wise or otherwise.

Blown from a Cannon’s Month.
Pans was horrified on Monday morn­

ing, Nov. 21, by tbe report of an acci­
dent at the Winter Circus on Sunday 
night. A gymnast named Mayol had 
inaugurated an innovation in the trap 
eze exercise. Instead of merely swing­
ing himself from one trapeze to another, 
he had himself shot out of a mortar by 
a small charge ot powder on to th“ 
tiapeze bar. On Saturday he had per- 
fci mod the feat successfully, but on 
Sunday night he did not manage to 
clutch the bar property, or the charge of 
powder was too strong, and he was pio- 
jected head foremost on to tho balus­
trade in front of the boxes, and was 
picked up senseless. He recoveied m 
about twenty minutes, and is said to be 
none the worse, but all the papers very 
properly make an outcry against such 
exhibitions bemg permitted.
