The k’asriae in India, . *
The existing famine in the Madras and 

Bombay Presidencies m India will cost 
at least $32,000,000. Already m Bom­
bay an area of 54,000 square miles is af­
fected, and in Madras the total area af­
fected is. 84,800 square miles. In the 
two Preiidencies 07,000,000 of human 
being* are suffering. The Indian Gov­
ernment, while anxious to do all in its 
power, considers it absolutely necessary,' 
in order to avoid national bankruptcy, to- 
exercise the severest economy. The. 
people are to be employed on relief 
works, but are to be paid only enough 
to give them a bare subsistence. Pri­
vate trade in grain will not be interfered 
with, and the Madrse-Gove rumen t tit* 
been censured for purchasing 30,000 tons 
of grain at the beginning of the scarcity. 
Sir Richard Temple says the Bombay 
officials have the famine well in hand, 
but that matters are less satisfactory in 
Madras, where he found a disposition to 
expend excessive sums, -and to admit to 
the- relief works without exacting the 
proper tests.

The establishment of the experiment 
station at Middletown, Conn., to ex­
amine and report upon the merits of fer­
tilizers is said to saye the farmers from 
$50,000 to $100,000 yearly.

GREAT GALES.

The Two Mostltestructhre Stores Recorded 
In llitory.

[From Chamber*’ Journal.]
The most terrible stostn which lias, 

perhaps, ever occurred is that which has 
been called the Greet Storm. It oc­
curred, or rather its worst effects Were 
experienced, on Oct 10, 1780. Gener­
ated, probably, in mid-Atlantic, not far 
from the equator, it was first felt in 
Barbados, where trtes and houses were 
blown down; C»pt. Mavnyj in Ms 
“ Physical Gecftfliphy of the Sea,” gives 
a- rather exaggerated account of the 
effects produce! %y this storm in Barba­
dos, apparently *bm memory—some of 
the details beifig jjke, but not quite the 
same as those actually recorded. He 
says ‘ ‘ file bark Whs blown from-tlie trees, 
and the fruit <m the earth destroyed; the 
very bottpmiand depths of the sea were 
uprooted—forte and castles were washed 
away, and their great guns earned in the 
air like chaff.” The bark of trees was 
removed, but it ia believed rather through 
the effects of electric action than by the 
power of the wind. Cannon, afro, were 
driven along the batteries, and flung oret 
into the fosse, but not “ carried in tha 
air like ohaff.” At Martinique ttyfl 
storm overtook* .French transport fleet, 
anjl entirety ffBttroyed it. There wens 
forty vessels, soqveying 4,000 soldiers, 
ana the Governor of Martinique reported 
thairfato-to the French tiovsmment ia 
three woicl*—“ Ilie vessels disappeared. ” 
Nflka thousand persons perished at Mari 
tisique, and 1,000 at Si. Pierre, when* 
not-a howae wa* left standing. St. Do­
mingo, St. Vincent, St. Eustache, and 
Park) Bfeo were next visited M*d devas­
tated, while Bearably a single vessel near 
this part of tha cyclone’s traclrwas afloat 
on Oct. fl. At Port Royal the Cathedral; 
seven churches, and 1,400 houses weya 
blown down, and 1,600 sick and wounded 
persons Were buried beneath the ruins Of 
the hospital. At the Bermudas fifty 
British skips were driven ashore, two 
line-of-battte skips went down at sea, and 
2%Q60 person# perished. Perhaps thp 
moat remarkable effects of the storm in 
tMs portion of its course were experi­
enced in the Leeward Isles. The hurri­
cane drove a 12-pounder cannon a dis­
tance of 400 feet. Those who lived in 
the Government Building took refuge in 
the central part, where circular walla, 
nearly a yard thick, seemed to afford 
promise of safety. But at 11:30 o’clock 
the wmd had broken down parts of these 
walls, and lifted off the roof. Terrified, 
they sought refuge m the cellarage, but 
before long tha water had risen there to 
the height of more than a yard, and they 
were driven into the battery, where they 
placed themselvaa behind the heavier 
cannons, some of which were driven from 
their plaoes by the force of the wind. 
When day broke the country looked as if 
it had been blasted by Are; not a leaf, 
scarce even a branch, remained upon the 
r̂ees.
The Great 3tom  of 1780 must not b« 

confounded with the storm remembered 
for many years Sn Great Britain as the 
Great Storm. The latter occurred on 
Nov. 26, 1703, and its worst effects were 
experienced not as usual in the tropics, 
but m Western Europe. No other tem­
pest was ever m tins country tne.ocea- 
sion of a Parliamentary address or of a 
public fast. -Whole fleets had been cast 
away. Large mansions had been blown 
down. One prelate had been buried be­
neath the ruins of Ms palace. London 
and Bristol had presented the appear­
ance of cities just sacked. Hundreds of 
families were still in moumimg. Thepros- 
trate trunks of large trees, and the ruins 
of houses, still attested, in all the south­
ern counties, the fury of the blast. 
One of the most striking event* con­
nected witti this temble storm waa the 
destruction of the Eddystone light­
house. Winstanley, the arcMtect of the 
first Eddystone lighthouse, was con­
fident that it could resist the fiercest 
storm which ever blew, and expressed a 
hope that he might be in it when such a 
storm raged. On Nov. 26 he arrived 
with a party of men who were engaged 
to repair the building. The Great 
Storm soon after began to blow, and 
raged throughout tha night. On the 
morning of the 27th no trace of the 
lighthouse was to be seen.

A Sister’s Yengeance.
Some twenty years ago the family of a 

Mr. Kent, a Government inspector of 
English factories, awake one morning to 
find that a beautiful little boy, Mr. 
Kent’s son by a second wife, was miss­
ing, and a search presently revealed the 
dreadful fact that he had been murdered. 
For many months the murder remained 
a mystery. The police, however, at 
once suspected Mr. Kent’s daughter by 
his first marriage, Constance, and in the 
end she confessed to the crime. A case 
very similar occupied last month in a 
French law court. Marie, aged 20, and 
Julie, aged H, were daughters of the 
Widow Calvet. Julie revealed that 
Marie, who was regarded as a very un- 
amiable character, had committed a petty 
theft, and Marie vowed vengeance. One 
Sunday, finding herself alone 1m the 
meadow with her little sister, Marie 
threw her down, and, raising her hand, 
said, “ A little more and my knife shall 
enter your neck.” But a fortnight later 
there was quite a change. Marie was all 
caresses and tenderness, and on a certain 
evening this fondness became iatense. 
That same night httle June disappeared, 
only to be found, dead andJiambly mu­
tilated, in a mill stream. Further search 
led to the discovery of a bjoody apron of 
Marie’s. Taxed with the enme, she 
confessed it, but had the meanness to at­
tempt to inculpate * young man, who, 
she averred, had instigated the act. and 
assisted in it, from rage at the watch 
which the little girl kept over their 
movements.

One would have supposed that if 
women ever merited the guillotine Marie 
did, but French juries have.* marvelous 
ingenuity m discovering mitigating cir­
cumstances, and the 'out in this case 
found that the crime, notwithstanding 
the threats recorded, was not premedi­
tated.

Among 
other .charms were four large acorns filled 
with a deadly poison and placed in the 
tour comers of the room; a large, bright 
needle and three pin# were found in an 
orange which was purchased by the hus­
band for his wife; wicked looking pack­
ages were found secreted in the bed 
clothing. After these revelations Mr* 
Drew began her treatment, which con­
sisted of laying on of hands, the mum­
bling of unintelligible praysrs, and a 
distribution of charm satchets to the 
members of the family. Under Mrs. 
Drew’s treatment the sick woman re­
vived, and, as the neighbors say : “Wus 
gettin’ ’long famous, and showin’ right 
smart to git well,” when Tayon dis­
charged Mrs. Drew and turned her out 
of the house. Yesterday he renewed hi* 
ignorant, barbarous treatment; Ms wife 
had a relapse, and to sate the woman’s 
life the neighbors consulted, and Upon 
their advice Miss Stone made the com­
plaint which resulted in Tayon’* arrest.

The interior erf Tayon’* house pre­
sented a queer picture, filled as it was 
with all manner of evidence* erf supersti­
tion, such ss bunches of hair, dishes 
filled with ashes, bleached bones of cat­
tle and fowls, the inevitable horseshoe, 
etc.

Gambler DevoFs Escape.
A correspondent erf the Louisville 

Courier-Journal write* from Milan, 
Tenn. : Detained at this place, I  made 
the acquaintance of Geo. H. Devol, the 
gambler. He is a gentlemanly-looking 
peiwon of 47, dark sandy hair, light sandy 
whiskers, beginning to show the silver, a 
quick, piercing gray eye, ruddy com­
plexion, is of good address, and a sweet 
talker. He was bom in Ohio, but for 
thirty years has been a gambler. While 
operating on the Shortline road, near 

-Lagtonge, he wan about $1,800 and five 
gold watches, and ended the game just as 
the train was leaving Lagrange on its way 
to Cincinnati. The victims squesled ter­
ribly, and proposed to have their treas­
ure or blood. They marshaled their 
force# and drew their revolver* Devol 
skipped into the rear coach, locking the 
door as he went. He then went to the 
rear pfrtfonp, and, although th* train 
was running at the rate of thirty-five 
miles an horn:, selected a clear spot and 
jumped. He rolled, over at a lively rate, 
but picked himself up unhurt, though 
hi* late friend* fired a volley at him from 
their revolvers. He cut across the 
country and struck the railroad at Lex­
ington junction and went bade to Louis­
ville.

“ The closest place I  was evsrdn in my 
life,” ssid'Devol,1 “ wasTn't5ff. 1 ’fra* 
coming np the river from New Orleans in 
the steamer Fairchild, and had won a 
g»a* deal of money. The boat landed 
at Napoleon, and about twenty-five of 
those sailers there, who in those days did 
not think any more erf killing a man than 
they did a rat, gat aboard. I  opened out 
aad vron a gooa deal of money mid four 
or five wstche* Everything went along 
smoothly enough until about 4 o’clock in 
the afternoon, when they began to get 
drank. One of them said: ‘ Where is 
that damned gambler; I  am going to kill 
him.’ ‘I ’m with you,’ said another. ‘.I, 
too,’ said another.' Ahd the whole party 
rnttied to their state-rooms and got their 
pistols. I  slipped up and got between 
the pilot liouSe and the roof. They 
searched the boat from stem to stem, bat 
did not think of looking under the piled; 
house. I  whispered to the pilot when 
he came to a bluff bank to throw 
her stem in and give me the word and I 
would run and jump off. At about 6 
o’clock he gave me the word, and I  ran 
and jumped. I  was weighted down with 
the watches and gold I  liadwon, and the 
distance waa more than I  thought, and I 
missed the bank and stuck tight, waist 
deep, in soft mud at the water’s edge. 
The killers saw me, and as the boat swung 
out they opened fir*. I  could not mare, 
and the bullets wMstted past my ear and 
spattered mud and wafer *11 over mjrJace. 
I  bad given the pilot $100 in gold, and 
he threw the boat out, so that I  was- out 
of sight very quick.”

FROM THE STATE CAPITAL.

L ansing, March 19, 1877.
Not to be outdone by the Legislature, 

the city of Lansing is just now running 
a little investigation of its own. Some of 
the city Justices, it is claimed, have bqen 
changing exorbitant fee* Beside tins, 
they seem to be desirous of correcting 
sundry other abuses which have crept 
iuto the city Government, sad it is to be 
hoped that they may succeed, as Lan­
sing has borne a good reputation <*o far 
as the “ straightness” of the city officials 
is concerned.

The capital city is a pleasant *fad 
comparatively prosperous place. The 
assurance that it will remain the 
capital of the great PeninSul* 
State has given it a stability 
which few places in the State Can 
boast. All the improvements made 
are of substantial character, and al- 
Jhough many thing* are yet needed she 
has more of' the luxuries with less of 
debt than some of her larger sisters. 
The wide and well-graded avenues are 
quite a contrast to the narrow and un­
even streets of some places it has been 
our lot to visit. Her fire department 
is creditable, her public school buildings 
second to none in the State. The 'little 
gem of an opera house invites the .pat­
ronage of many of the leading “ star*,”' 
while the dozen or more churches speak 
well for the religions sentiment of the 
commuhity. Speaking of churches re­
minds me that the Congregational 
Society have just completed and 
dedicated one of the handsomest church 
edifices in Central Michigan. "While 
the entire cost of construction was only 
something over $20,000, it will compare 
favorably with any building constructed 
three or four years ago at twice that ex- 
penae.

Among the legislative doings of the 
past week may be noticed as specially 
important the passage erf the bill ex­
tending the time for the completion of 
the Menominee Iron Range railroad in 
the Upper Peninsula. A grant of State 
swamp lands was made to the company 
undertaking the building of this road, 
but, owing to the depression in business 
and the troubled state of finances 
throughout the country, the work has 
been seriously delayed. It will be a 
very important road when completed.

A bill »  pending in the House de­
signed to remove the School of Mines 
from its present location, at Ann Arbor, 
to some point in the Upper Peninsula.

The passage of a bill creating the new 
township of Readmond, in Emmett 
county, calls to mmd the existence of an 
olfi Catholic Indian mission in that vicin­
ity. Indeed, the new townsMp is formed 
at the present time mainly to separate a 
white settlement from its official connec­
tion with the Indian* of this mission, 
who are so numerous as to outvote the 
whites, and hence run things their own 
way, to the displeasure if not discomfort 
of the palefaces.

A petition several rod# lonig, and signed 
by nearly 4,000 people, was presented, 
Thursday, asking for the enactment of a 
law prohibiting the manufacture and 
sale of intoxicating liquors. By drawing 
out the petition in telescopic form it was 
made to constitute a Washingtonian mon­
ument several feet in height, and as such 
still ornaments the desk of the CMef 
Clerk of the House.

Thursday evening, Dr. C. T. Wilber, 
of Jacksonville, I1L, delivered a very 
interesting lecture on the “ Care and 
Education of the ̂ Idiotic and Feeble­
minded.” The Doctor is very much 
interested in tins subject, and showed 
conclusively that the unfortunate class 
are very numerous and sadly neglected 
in nearly every State in the Union. He 
impressed upon the Legislature the jus­
tice of establishing at no distant day an 
asylum similar to that in Illinois—of 
which he is superintendent. There are 
in Michigan probably not less than one 
thousand helpless idiots, a large portion, 
of whom are very poorly cared for at the 
county poor-houses, and perhaps a still 
larger portion are merely suffered to live,

■ but by no means made comfortable, in the 
families wMch are so unfortunate as to 
be burdened with them.

The Legislature has really pinned it­
self down to a few days of hard work 
during the past week, Mid the prospect 
for an early close of the session is bright­
ening, slthough there is yet much im­
portant legislation to dispose of. The 
liquor question, the railroads and the 
appropriations for State institutions have 
hardly been touched yet, and there is no 
knowing to what extent discussion may 
be provoked by any of them. The 
usual “ semi-monthly” adjournment of 
three days was determined upon yester­
day, so the members generally will go 
home to-day to remain over Sunday. 
They can probably wait until abont 
“ town-meeting” .time before another 
adjournment, when the farmers of the 
lower house will want to look after the 
office of Supervisor, which seems to be a 
favorite one with them.

A New Tork Lodghsf-House.
During the winter sometimes as many 

as three or four hundred men destitute 
of a lodging-place have found tempo­
rary rest for the niglit in the old church 
at Prince and Marion streets. The pew# 
are used for bedis, and in the basement 
of the building are arrangements for 
bathing, and for washing and drying the 
scanty clothing of the men, and for two 
cents lodgers are furnished with a plen­
tiful but rigidly simple meal. The 
church has been leased by a wealthy 
gentleman for the special purpose of af­
fording a lodging-house for the desti­
tute.

Blondin’s stay in Santiago, Chili, has 
been an uninterrupted success.

OLEOMARGARINE.

A Dnel ia the Air.
Dueling in balloons has already been 

tried by two Frenchmen, and with results 
that ahould commend it to duelists. MM. 
De Conroy and Remonin fought a duel 
in this wise near Paris, a lew days ago, 
with satisfaction to both principals and 
seoonds. The qnaarel was about the fa­
mous dansenke Henrietta, and, as there 
waa some difficulty during the prelim­
inary negotiations about selecting a spot 
for the encounter; somebody suggested 
that that the fight ahould come of—in 
air ! A piquant suggestion of tins kind 
was sure to take with Frenchmen, and it 
was at once adopted. Nadir furnished 
two balloons of abont 30,000 cubic feet’ 
etch—that is, of a capacity of carrying 
throe persons. "Whan all was ready the 
aerostats were conveyed to a secluded 
spot- near the capital, where they were 
expeditiously inflated by a secret chemi­
cal process. M. De Conroy, with his 
second and a physician, entered one car; 
M. Re monin, Gen. Nebel and a surgeon 
oocupied the other; and preparations 
were made for the start. The circum­
stances were altogether favorable for the 
singular experiment. It was a delight­
ful morning iifthe middle of September; 
the aky was cloudless ; scarcely a breath 
of wind stirred the foliage; the affiur had 
been so carefully concealed that nobody 
was present but the friends of the par­
ties and the aeronautical assistants em­
ployed to superintend the arrangements. 
A brief code of signals had been devised 
by the seconds for the management of 
the aerial combat. When all was in read­
iness, the word to let go was given, and 
instantly the two aerostats shot into the 
air. M. De Courcy’s balloon was made 
of blue and white spindles of silk ;' that’ 
of M. Remorun wss white silk painted 
with diagonal stripes of purple and 
green. At the height of 1,000 feet, by 
barometer, while the balloons were yet 
very near together, the seconds ex-' 
changed rapid signals, and agreed that 
the conditions Mere favorable for the con- 
teat. “ Ready!”—a pause—“ Fire!”— 
nobody hit. “ Reload and repeat— 
quick!” Bang! When the smoke 
cleared away, M. Remonin looked over 
the aide of tha car and saw Ms oppo­
nent’s balloon rushing down with fright­
ful rapidity. His shot had pierced the 
gas-bag, and the violent out-rush of gas 
had torn open the whole side of the 
fabric, and a general smash of the occu­
pants of the car seemed inevitable. How­
ever, the bag, in suddenly loosening it­
self befow, gathered upward in the net­
ting like a parachute, the terrific descent 
of the machine wss arrested, and M. De 
Courcy and his friends reached the 
earth "with no further damage than a 
sousing in a small brook. They landed 
within a kilometer of the place of aacen- 
sion. M. Remonin and his friends, 
however, were wafted in the direction of 
Tours, and a freshening of the wind 
made their attermge somewhat more 
difficult and perilous. Hpwever, they 
managed at length to anchor, and got 
put of the car witti nothing worse than a 
/few bruises. The affair was the talk of 
' Paris for a week afterward. Both prin­
cipals and seconds declared themselves 
satisfied, and there was no renewal of 
hostilities. Aeronautical duels have the 
advantage of removing the affair from 
everybody’s jurisdiction to a region, in 
fact, where writ# are inoperative, and 
Sheriff* harmless.__________

The Whipping Post.
The number of intelligent persons who 

advocste the re-estsbhsh ment of that 
venerable institution seems to be unusu­
ally large. They aasert that the profes­
sional criminal fears the lash more than 

•"he does any other form of punisMDent, 
exeept hanging, and argue that it is wis­
dom jo give criminal* the punishment 
of which they stand most in dread.

A swindler, who styled himself Count 
Belmski, pretended to be a Russian mill­
ionaire in Paris, hired a box at a theater, 
and gave grand breakfasts at a hotel in 
the Rue Drout, has been sentenced to 
fiffeen months’ imprisonment. His 
landlord put a stop to his career only a 
few days after liis arrival. He is only 
15 years of age, and alleged in court that 
be came to Paris to open a subscription 
for the Servians.

Nearly 20,000 alligator skins are 
yearly used by the boot and shoe manu­
facturers in the United States. Only 
portions of the hides are serviceable. 
These are packed in strong brine and 
shipped to the Northern tanner, who 
keeps them nnder treatment from six to 
eight months, when they are ready for 
use.

Wide* is tha Technical Name for Artill-
cial Batter—The Produce I>e»ler« and
Dairymen Up in Arms Against It.

[From the Chicago Tnbuns.]
The produce dealers all over the 

Northwest, especially those in Chicago, 
which is the largest market in this part 
of the country, are about to commence a 
war on oleomargarine,* wife a view, if pos­
sible, of protecting themselves and pre­
venting further imposition upon fee pub. 
lie. The manufacture and sale of tMs 
“ grease” as a substitute for butter, 
without telling the purchaser what it is, 
has made terrible inroads into the legiti­
mate trade in the East, and lessened the 
demand for “ Western ” for exportation 
to such an extent that the price has 
fallen 4 or-5 cents a pound wittnn the 
last three weeks. Last 'month, accord­
ing to fee circulars, 1,000,000. pounds of 
this stuff wss sent abroad, mainly td 
Liverpool, for nse in Engl*nd_*nd  ̂Scot­
land.

"What the dealer* in the West com­
plain of is the selling of oleomargarine 
for butter—representing it to be what it 
is not, and, by offering it for several 
cent* below the price of “ Western,” in­
ducing shipper* to "Buy it, thus making 
them partners in the fraud. As at pres­
ent prepared, it will deceive ninety-nine 
in a hundred customer* A tittle genu­
ine butter and usually milk is churned 
in with the oils, wad aanotto, to give it a 
rich color, and salt are added, and it is 
branded “ choice dairy," or “ Rock­
ford,” or some other well-known name. 
Any one whp has handled much butter 
can tell oleomargarine in a moment, but 
fee purchaser for use pay# without ques­
tion nearly the price of a good article 
for an injurious, bogus compound, aad 
never knows the difference. Hie test of 
dealers are look* and taste. The 
“ greaae” hasn’t fee grain of butter; it 
is greasy in appearance, and on fee 
tryer, instead of globules of cream, like 
beads, there are seen globule# of oil. 
The first taste is pleasant, somewhat like 
eream butter, but when a piece has been 
swallowed the “ twang” is disagreeable 
and reminds one of tallow.

The principal factories are in Cincin­
nati and New York, and an enormous 
quantity is sold all over the East. _ Many 
of the "hotels, ĵ ood, bad and indifferent, 
use it on their tables, knowingly, be­
cause it is cheaper than butter; and 
thousands erf families *‘butter” their 
bread with it and never suspect its true 
character.
1 There is a difference of opinion abont 
its adaptability to cooking. Seme say it 
is not healthy, because the. suet is stale, 
and other* that no harm will result from 
its use.

A new industry has lately sprung up 
in connection with the business—the 
combining the oils with milk and mak­
ing “ eream cheese.” Thousands of 
boxes were put on the market before 
this cheat waa discovered, and a Cincin­
nati manufacturer was so much ashamed 
of himself that he buried 2,000 of the 
bogus cheeses. Others in this city prac­
ticed the same deception, expecting to 
realize much money by the speculation, 
but detection resulted in considerable 
loss, and the biters were bitten.

At a recent meeting of the Chicago 
Produce Exchange, the matter of secur­
ing legislative protection -came np, and 
while many were in favor of petitioning 
for relief, others were opposed to it. No 
action was taken.

The Produce Exchange of New York 
have ruled out the “ grease ” unless it is 
sold as such. .

Within the past week, the Secretary of 
the National Egg and Butter Association 
has sent printed petitions to dealers in 
various parts of the country requesting 
them to get signatures. The document 
alludes to the growing traffic in oleo­
margarine, says the stuff is injurious, 
and asks the Legislature to pass a law 
requiring it to be branded with its 
proper name. Thus far only a few 
have signed the petitions, as those hav­
ing charge of them have not had time to 
circulate them. The association will 
meet in this city on the 7th of‘next 
month, and something will doubtless *be 
then done toward securing the protection 
wMch the dealers generally demand.

The Richest Copper Mines in the "World.
[From the Cleveland Herald.]

The Calumet and Heel* Consolidated 
mine, seven miles northeast of Portage 
Lake, is now acknowledged to be fee 
greatest copper bonanza of fee world. 
I t was discovered about ten years since 
by a learned pig. About a quarter of a 
century ago it was ascertained feat fee 
ancient mound-builders had worked cop­
per on Lake Superior fifteen or twenty 
centuries since. These old mines are 
visible along fee top range of Point 
Keweenaw, nearly 100 miles. A miner 
who had a cabin in fee woods put a litter 
of pigs into one of fee ancient pits, 
where he fed them until they became 
pork. While making himself familiar 
wife Ms stock in their nest, he perceived 
that they had been exploring wife their 
snouts, and had turned out a nugget of 
copper. Hie land was owned by fee St. 
Mary’s Canal Company, and was re­
garded as good only for timber. I t  was 
purchased as such by good financiering, 
after wMch fee old works were cleaned 
out, revealing a rich and heavy lode. 
Two companies were organized and two 
mines opened, one called fee Calumet 
and fee other fee Hecla. They were not 
long since consolidated, and fens put un­
der one management.

Until last year tins company has not 
made public reports of feeir gains or 
losses, but experts saw well enough they 
were making a pile of money, even at 
fee present low price of copper. Ac­
cording to fee Ontonagon Miner, this 
mine has produced within the year, end­
ing# wife fee close of navigation, over 
13,000 ton# of ingot copper, being more 
than 1,000 tons a month. This is nearly 
equal to fee total product of fee United 
States at fee outbreak of fee rebellion. 
"Hitherto fee great Burra-Burra mine in 
Australia has been fee banner mine of 
this planet. Now it is far beMnd fee 
Calumet-Heel*.

In dividends orprofits fee latter makes 
fee following showing: Assessments 
representing paid-up capital, $1,200,000; 
dividends, over $11,000,000; surplus, 
$4,000,000, besides personal and real 
property. Around where fee pigs made 
feeir exploration* in fee forest is now a 
town of 600 families, wife churches, a 
bank, a hotel, and a high school.

is filled in with mud, wMch is gradually 
apeked and allowed to dry by fee action 
of fee atmosphere.

* Obituray -G A Wettstein lias return­
ed from Chicago with the sad intelligence 
of the cteatb of his father,Theodore Wett­
stein, in the 65th year of his age. This 
prominent - Milwaukee citizen was the 
pioneer of German culture in America, 
acted an important part in the develop 
meat of the West *nd particularly of 
Wisconsin. Migrating to the New \yoild 
in 1848 be wrote a graphic description of 
the voyage and of the social, physical 
and political aspects of his adopted state 
This work found*such wide spread fayor 
and ready sale in Germany that it caused 
an immense tide of emigration to set in 
towhrds WUconsin. From 1850 to ’57 h« 
was the popular host of .the most noted 
hotel in the country, the resort of the 
many exiled Germans driven from thair 
home by the reyolutiou of ’48 and the 
rendezvous of all the genial minds of the 
“German Athens,” who congregated 
there for purposes of routualculture, the 
furtherance of education and the eleva- 
iion of public morals and sentiment. It 
was during this “Goldsn Age” of German 
life in America that Theodore Wettstein 
founded the ‘ Musical Society” and “Ger- 
JUan and English Acadamy,” now famous 
Milwaukee institutions, that he establish­
ed the first German Masonic Lodgs in the 
States, fostered thn drama and was the 
first among ills countrymen to dare and 
proclaim hunstlf openly the champion of 
republican principles, Of his nine liv­
ing children five have become prominent 
assulf- made men and progressive jew­
elers.

The following is a description of the bonds. 
Registered bonds, $100, No. 6,387 to 6,394, both 
inclusive; $500, No. 3,974 to 3,976, both inclu­
sive ; $1,000, No. 15,164 to 15,177, both inclu­
sive ; $5,000, No. 7,386 to 7,493, both inclusive, 
total, $500,000. Coupon bonds, $500, No. 40,- 
401 to 42,300, both inclusive; $1,000, No. 
108,101 to 121,000, both inclusive; total, 
$9,500,000.

The unemployed workingmen of Scranton, 
Pa., made a call on the Common Council to ap­
propriate $20,000 for pubhc works, that work 
might be given them.

His public bequests amount to two hundred and 
twenty thousand dollars. Mr. Ames’ bequest to 
his wift was five hundred thousand dollar*to 
his daughter Helen, five hundred thousand dol­
lars ; to his wife’s son, fifty thousand dollars, 
to F. L. Ames and wife, as trustees, fifty thou­
sand dollars tor each grandchild ; to his sisters, 
eaeh ten thonaand dollars, to his son Frederick 
L., all of his interest m the shovel works, and, 
excepting various other small bequests, all the 
residue to his wife, son and daughter.

The Inman steamer City at Brussels, which 
left New York on March 18, took out $40, 600,- 
000 per cent. United State* bond*, with 
which to cancel a like amount of 5-20 bonds 
about falling due in England.

The National Bank of Lawfingburg, N. Y., 
clo*ed it* door* on March 19. Depreciation of 
assets is assigned as the cause. The liabilities 
are $875,000; nominal asset*, $1,150,000. 
-The affairs are m the hands Of a receiver.

THE NEW CABINET.

F o r e i g n .
The Khedive of Egypt formally, through, the 

British representative at Cairo, lenewed and 
confirmed his father’s gift to Great Britain of 
“ Cleopatra’s Needle.” Preparations tor its re­
moval to London are progressing.

Prefarations afe  making in Edinburgh, 
Scotland, for the approaching meeting in July 
of the Pan-Presbyterian Council. Delegate# 
will be in attendance from America and from 
the British colonies, and it is expected that the 
session will prove an important one in its re­
sults.

P oritrio Diaz, the latest ruler of Mexico, has 
commenced hi* administration by ignoring the 
Senate of that country, bat promises to observe 
the constitution “ wh*n not too inconvenient.” 
United States Munster Foster, it is stated, has 
recognized Diaz as the ruler m fact of the 
Mexican republic.

The Berlin correspondent of the London 
Standard says ; M The Russian Telegraphic 
Agency informs the Russian press that the 
powers have agreed to accord Turkey a respite 
and devise means of securing the execution of 
reforms which will obviate the necessity for 
military measures.”

A St. P etersburg  ̂ correspondent says 
“ When Gen. Ignatieff submitted the proposed 
protocol for Prince Bismarck’s inspection, the 
latter said there was nothing in it to commit 
anybody. It might he safely signed by every 
power m Europe from Russia to Monaco.” ■

John Mackenzie, brsther of the Canadian 
Premier is dead. Also, Real Admiral Sir Ed- 
waid Belcher, the explorer, who commanded 
the expedition in search of tiir John Franklin 
m 1852, aged 78.

It is believed that the prospects tor peace 
between Ruysia and Turkey were never so fa­
vorable since the rupture of friendly relations 
as they are at the present tune. The Russian 
protocol, amended by England, has been ac­
cepted by Russia, and it is thought that the 
other powers wdl signify their acquiescence m 
its provisions.

A scheme is on foot in Italy to re-establish 
the temporal power of the Pope. The Ultra­
montane element, it is stated, encouraged and 
supported by Father Beckx, Geneial of the Or­
der of the Jesuits, is pushing the movement, 
and men and money aie being raised to furihei 
its objects.

The total strength of the Turkibh army ib 
stated to be 250,00$,

The authorities of Havana have notified all 
German resident* there that they must pay a 
Contribution of 30 per cent, or their property 
•will be embargoed. The matter has been laid 
before the German Government.

The com­
mittee performed the duty aesicAad to it, and was 
informed by the President that l$e would deaire 
to communicate with tha Senate further be­
fore the adjournment took plaee , The 
telegraphic dispatches examine# My the Committee 
on Privilege* and Elections iluriag the invest!*rftion 
as to the Oregon electors were osilated to he restore;! 
to the Western Union Telegraph Company. A res­
olution -was laid over, authorizing the Sub-Commit­
tee of Privilege* and Elections to ait during vacation 
and investigate the chargee preferred against Sena­
tor Grover . The Senate then went into executive 
session.

Tmuhsday, March 15.—Provision was made 
for pnntm g tile volume containing the proceeding* 
of th* Electoral Commission and the two houses 
of Congress relating thereto, and the matter of 
investigating the charges against Senator Gro­
ver was laid over till to-morrow, after which 
the Senate went into executive session.
In executive session the Senate confirmed GeCrge 
S. Boutwell, Commissioner for the purpose of pre­
paring and publishing a new edition of the first 
volume of Revised Statutes; Registers of Land Of­
fice#, John S. Owens, Taylor’s Falla, Minn , and 
Charles B. Tyler, New Ulm; Surveyer of Customs, 
Reuben H. Stephenson, Cincinnati.

F riday, March 16.—The Senate received * 
message from the President, saying he had no fur­
ther communication to make at this session. Ac­
companying the message were about 100 nomina­
tions, mostly for minor offices. Without transact­
ing any buaineBs the Senate vent into executive ses­
sion, and soon after adjourned.

Saturday, March 17.—A fter a long discus 
sion, by a vote of yeas 39, nays 8, the resolution 
was agreed to authorizing a sub-committee of three 
of the Committee on Privilege# and Elections 
to visit Oregon during the recess, if 
they deem it expedient, and examine the 
charges against Senator Grover, of Ghat State 
It was agreed to print 10,000 extra copies of the 
Monetary Commission report The Committees 
on Printing and to control the contingent expenses 
of the Senate were authorized to sit during the re­
cess Tha thanks of th* Senate were voted to 
Vice President Wheeler, who responded briefly, at 
the close of which he declared the Senate adjourned 
without day, In  executive session Frederick 
Douglass was confirmed as Marshal of the District 
of Columbia by a vote of 30 to 12 Before the 
final adjournment, Mr. Morton formally declined 
the Chairmanship of the Committee on Foreign Re­
lation, and Mr. Hamlin was assigned to the posi­
tion. Mr. Ferry was made Chairman of the Postal 
Committee.

“Widely Distributed Animals.
The family of rats is found m nearly 

every quarter, and bats m every quarte r, 
of the globe. None of the larger land 
animal* are so widely distributed. 
Among inrdd, the most extensively lound 
are swallows, kingfishers, pigeons, fal­
cons, owls, rails, snipes, plovers, herons, 
ducks, petrels, pelicans, and grebes. All 
of these are found in each of Mr. Wal­
lace’s regions, and also in each of their 
subdivisions. Crows and swifts are uni­
versal* except in New Zealand, and 
cuckoqs except in the North of North 
America. Among reptiles, snakes may 
be mentioned as nearly cosmopolites, 
being found everywhere except in New 
.Zealand and the tropical island* of the 
Pacific; while geckoes, or wall-lizards, 
ere absent only from the North of North 
America. Toads are dispersed over the 
whole world except Madagascar, New 
Zealand, apd the Pacific islands; and 
frog* have the aame area with the addi­
tion of Madagascar.— Chambers’ Jour­
nal.

Brief Biographical Bkeffehe* of the Gentle­
men Cenepeeio* if.

' The 'following is a short historical re­
view of the public lives of the member* 
of the Cabinet of President Hayes :

WILLIAM MAXWELL EYART8,
Secretary of State, was born at'Boston Feb. 6, 
1816. He was educated at Yale College, and was a 
member of the class of 1837. After a conrie 
of study in the Harvard Law School, he wo* 
admitted to the bar of New York in 1841, where 
by hi* superior power and force of intellect, he 
soon rose to a degree of prominence which he 
ha* since maintained. The degree of LL. D. 
was conferred upon him m 1857, from Union 
College, m 1865 from Yale, and in 1870 from 
Harvard. In 1868 he was the leading counsel of 
Andrew Johnson, then under impeachment, and 
fiom the end of that trial till the close of John­
son’s administration he was Attorney General. 
He was the attorney for the United States m 
the Alabama arbitration at Geneva, m 1872. 
The position of Attorney General, under John­
son, is the only pubhc office he ever held. Hi* 
residence is, at present, New York city.

JOHN SHERMAN,
Secretary of the Treasury, comes from a dis­
tinguished Connecticut family, founded bv a 
refugee Roundhead from Essex, England. His 
father, Charles Robert Sherman, a lawyer, re­
moved to Ohio in 1810, and became a Jndge of 
the Supieme Court. He married young, and 
had a family of eleven children. Of "the sons, 
William Tecumseh Sherman is the General of 
the army. John Sherman was the eighth 
child. He was horn at Lancaster, Ohio, May 
10. “1823, and received his early education at 
Mount Vernon, Ohio. At 14 he was sent to the 
Muskingum Improvement to earn hi* own liv­
ing and to learn civil engineering After two 
years political changes deprived him of hi* 
position, and he began the study of law at 
Mansfield, Ohio, with his brother, Charles T. 
Sherman, afterward United States District 
Judge. He studied Latan and read largely of 
English standard authors. He was licensed to 
practice law the day after he became of age. 
For eleven years he was a partner with hi* 
older brother. “ John rode the circuits,” it is 
stated, “ Charles managed the business and 
Counseled in.the office.”

John Sherman, as a politician, was a member 
of the National Whig Conventions of 1848 and 
1852, and in the latter year was chosen a Presi­
dential elector. In 1854 he ran for Congress in 
the Thirteenth District of Ohio, and was elect­
ed. The law firm was then dissolved. He was 
again elected to the Thirty-fifth and Thirty-sixth 
Congresses. He was the Republican candidate 
tor Speaker of the latter, and, after an unpre­
cedented contest, wanted only one or two votes 
to seeuie hii election. During that Congress 
he was Chairman of the Committee on Ways 
and Means. In 1860 he was elected to the 
Thirty-seventh Congress, but m 1861, on the 
resignation of Senator Chase, he was elected by 
the Olno Legislature to the United State* Sen­
ate and placed upon its most important com­
mittee, that of Finance.

CARL SCHURZ,
Secretary of the Interior, who ha* been so 
prominent m pubhc affairs, was born at Livlar, 
near Cologne, Prussia, March 2, 1829. He was 
educated at the Gymnasium of Cologne and the 
University of Bonn, which he entered at the age 
of 17. At the outbreak of the revolution of 
1848 he conducted a Liberal newspaper, but, 
being concerned in an unsuccessful at­
tempt to promote an Insurrection at
Bonn, he fled to the Palatinate and 
took part m the defense of Rastadt. On 
the sunender of that fortress he escaped to 
Switzerland. In 1850 he returned secretly to 
Germany and effected the escape o hi* com­
patriot, Gottfried Kinkle. Mr. Schur came to 
this country in 1852, and, soon after, took an 
active part "in the anti-slavery movement in the 
Northwest. He was an influential member of 
the Republican Convention of 1860, and spoke,*' 
both m German and English, during the can­
vass which followed. President Lincoln ap­
pointed Mr. Schnrz Minister to Spam, but he 
returned therefrom in December, 1861, in order 
to enter the army. He took part m the 
battle# of the second Bull Run, ChsnceRorsvfile 
and Gettysburg, and retired at the close of the 
war with the rank of Major General. In 1865-6 
Gen. Schnrz was Washington correspondent of 
the New York Tribune, and m 1867 he became 
editor of the Westhche Sost, a German news­
paper, published m St. Louis. In 1869 he was 
chosen United States Senator in Missouri for 
the term ending in 1875. He opposed, leading 
measures of Gen. Grant’s administration, and 
took a piomment part in the organization of 
the Libei sd party, presiding over th* conven­
tion m Cincinnati which nominated Horace 
Greeley tor the Presidency. He visited Eu- 
lope m 1873, and again in 1875, being re­
ceived with much consideration in his native 
country.

RICHARD W. THOMPSON,
Secretary of the Nary, is a native of Virginia. 
He was bom at Culpepper, in 1800. In 1819 he 
went to Kentucky, and up to 1881 he was a 
clerk m a store at Louisville. In that ysar he 
went to Terre Haute, taught school and read 
law, and m 1834 was admitted t5 the bar and 
elected to the Legislatuie, and for several year* 
was a member of that body, In 1837 he acted 
as Lieutenant Governor under Gov. Noble. He 
was aHarrison Presidential elector ill 1840. The 
some year he was sent to Congress for two 
years. He remained in private hfe until 1847, 
when he was returned to Congres*, and again 
in, 1849. Piesident Tayler appointed him Min­
ister to Austria, and afterward Recorder of the 
Land Office at Washington, but he declined 
both positions. He was a prominent Whig, 
supported Bell and Everett in i860, and was 
author of the platform of that party. Lincoln 
tendered him a position is Judge of the Court 
of Claims during his first term, but he'dcclmed 
to accept. Since 1861 he has been an active 
Republican. He Was a Presidential elector 
again in 1864. This was the last pubhc office 
he held. During the war he raised and drilled 
tour regiments of Indiana troops, and was m 
command of the camp at Terre Haute. In the 
Cincinnati Convention last June he was the 
month-piece of his delegation, and made the 
speech nominating Senator Morton tor the 
Presidency.

CHARLES pEVENS,
ecretary of the Navy, was born at Charles­

town, Mass., April 4,1820, is a graduate of Har­
vard, and tor many years -a lawyer. He was 
United States Marshal in Massachusetts from 
1849 to 1853, tinder Fillmore, and entered the 
military service m 1861 as Major of abattahonof 
rifles, closing his army record as a brevet Major 
Geneial. He was appointed a Judge of the 
{Superior Court in 1869, and subsequently of the 
Supreme Court. He was nominated tor Gov­
ernor m 1862 by the Democrats against John A. 
Andrew, but, being at that time m the field 
commanding a brigade in the Sixth corps, did 
not come home. He was promoted to the com­
mand of a division soon aftei, and severely 
wounded at Chancellorsville, where he lost a 
leg. Since the war he has taken no active part 
m politics, and has been known as a conserva­
tive and independent. He has been on the 
bench since 1865, and at the time of his ap­
pointment was a member of the Supreme Court 
of Massachusetts.

» DAVID M. KEY,
Postmaster General, is a native of Greou coun­
ty, Tenn., the county seat of which is Green 
ville, the home of Andrew Johnson. Mr. Key 
is 54 year* old, and a lawyer by profession. He 
ranks in East Tennessee among the ablest. 
From 1870, and up to his appointment in 1875 
by Gov. Porter, of Tennessee, to fill the vacancy 
caused by the death of Andrew Johnson, Mr. 
Key presided as Chancellor of the Chattanooga 
Circuit. Dnnng the war he commanded a Con­
federate regiment raised in East Tennessee.

GEOROE W. H’CRARY,
Secretary of War, was torn m Evansville, Ind., 
m August, 1835, and went with hi* parents to 
Keokuk, Iowa, the next year. At the age of 20 
he was admitted to the bar; in 1857 he was sent 
to,the Legislature; and from 1863 he was a 
member of the State Senate tor tour years. In 
1868 he was elected to Congress, and was twice 
re-elected. He was originally selected for At­
torney General, but, after consultation, changed 
to the war office.

WARRIORS OF THE SEA.
Destli of Six Admirals Since the Beginning 

of the Year.
(From the Springfield Republican.]

The death of six Admiral* of the 
United States navy since the opening of 
1877 is quiijf- remarkable, although theae 
warriors erf " the sea go down in such full­
ness or hone -rs and of 'years as to make 
the eoincidei'ice happy rather than omin­
ous. Their average agpwaa 72, and their 
careers exemplify all the glories of our 
navy and noiie of its disgraces. All of 
these men v» ere active during our last 
war, when tl ey weresaiready old men. 
While the figj ltmg and the honors on the 
land fell into the hands of y&unginen, on 
the sea the ole’ salts were the main re­
liance and- atfod up to the work well. 
Farragut was 63 when he hung in the 
rigging of the Hartford during the battle 
of Mobile bay.,

Alien was a native of Portland, a com­
rade of Wilkes in the South sea, and 
constantly in active service during the 
rebellion, being the youngest of the six, 
only 67. Bailey was born at Plattsburg, 
and was a boy of 11 yeans when Commo­
dore Macdonxragh won his spunky fight 
with the British cruisers on Lake Cham­
plain m 1814. He captured- 150 block­
ade runners, it as said, during the last 
war. Davis was of Boston, a writer of 
naval maffeemat'es, and the captor of 
Memphis in 1862. Louis Goldsborough 
(his middle name, Maleaherbes, smacks 
of events col temporary with hi* birth) 
was in the service probably the longest 
of any, «ntenrvr a* & middy in 1812, when 
only 7 years of age, perhaps by favor cf 
his father, who was Governor of Mary­
land. He was, in a fight with Greek 
pirate* fifty y v rs  ago, and was with 
Burnside at l i  janoke. He mamedf a 
daughter of W irt, and one of the asides 
of his hfe was an attempt to colonize 
Florida with Gem an emigrants. Smith 
was Kentucky bom, and was at the bar­
rier forts m China, in 185S, and on the 
Congress when she was sunk by the Mer- 
rimac in Hampton roads. He was Mc­
Clellan’s coadjutor in the melancholy 
peninsula of xarktown—who forgeta it * 
Wilkes was, in jsome respects, tbs most 
celebrated of them alt He was bom in 
New York, and ..was a nephew erf John 
Wilkes, the English radical of the last 
century. He had a name before the war 
of the rebellion broke out, hia antarctic 
explorations m 1839-42, and hia contri­
butions to literature having given him a 
world-wide tame. His taking of Mason 
and jfibdell from the British maid steamer 
Trent m 1861 w a s  a splendid feat, which 
won the applause of the country, and, 
necessarily, the formal disavowal of the 
Government. It broke the force of 
Mason and ,>Slnlell’8 miasiorq however, 
for England could not participate in an 
intrigue against ns m view of our honor­
able conduct m that case.

The most egregious fame to which sea­
men reach is narrow compared with that 
enjoyed under similar achievements on 
land. Their lives, whe* not on this ele­
ment, are usually lives of privacy and 
retirement, and an Admiral a hundred 
miles from the coast is as, rare as a three- 
decker in the same locality. They seem 
to graduate from the ocean directly into 
that other life.

The Big Horn Country.
The war of Crook, Terry and Sitting 

Bull is not wholly without compensation. 
War is an explorer, and often brings to 
the notice of the world areas of which it 
before knew nothing. Many of the 
movements of the late Indian campaign 
were in the vicinity of the Big Horn 
mountains, of a portion of which a cor­
respondent of the Pacific Engineer thus 
writes.

An immense belt of mountains completes a 
circle around one of the most beautiful and 
fertile valleys, oi chain# of valley*, to be found 
id all the grand, wild West. Taking the tier of 
water-course# tributary to the Big Horn river, 
above where that stream disembogue* itself 
from the canyon of the Big Horn mountains, 
and within the scope of the mind’s vision, we 
behold a territory as large as all of the settled 
portion of Colorado , with a greater part of its 
surface resting at a lower altitude than the 
upper paits of the Arkansas and Platte valleys , 
possessing wondrous alluvial valleys of marked 
fertility, clothed to the very summits of the 
inner ten ace of mountains with that peculiar 
bunch grass known nowhere else outside of the 
neighboring borders of Montana, and within 
the bosom of the othei Jour terraces of moun­
tains are imbedded tne native wealth on which 
the industry of the human creation is based.

This region is as yet but little known. 
That it possesses auriferous deposits is 
beyond a doubt, but in how great quan­
tities is not known. It is entirely within 
the limits of possibility that it contains 
more gold than once was contained in all 
California. That it has other mineral 
wealth is pretty well established, only, 
as m the case of gold, the extent of its 
mineral deposits is wholly unknown. It 
almost takes one’s breath away as he re­
flects upon the magnitude and value of 
the areas belonging to this country which 
are yet comparatively unknown, not at 
all settled, and which must be, in time, 
opened up and become an inhabited por­
tion of the Union. In the Big Horn 
country there is room for the location 
and support of a half dozen nations such 
as now have an independent existence m 
the ohl world.—Chicago Times.

NARROW ESCAPE.
Heroic Kfforts of a Four-Vear-Old to Sava

fr^ m  D row ning  Her Tw o-Y oar-O ld
Brother.
The Detroit Free Pres* relate* the 

following: “ On Wednesday last two of 
Mr. Shefferly’s children, one s boy 2 
years eld and the other a girl 4 years 
of sge, while playing back of their fath­
er’s house stepped upon the ipe on •  
pond to have a slide. The little boy 
toddled forward and made a move as 
though to slide, but misaed his footing 
and went down with such force as to 
break through into the water. The sister, 
who had slid across the pond in safety, 
heard the ice crack and the cries of her 
brother, and, turning, saw his perilous 
situation. With presence of mind almost 
as wonderful as her heroism, she ran over 
the iee and caught her brother by the 
hair. Just as she did so the treacherous 
ice gaye way beneath her, and, with 
screams of terror, both children be­
gan floundering m the water. The girl 
seemed not to think of herself, as w^h 
both arms she tried to lift the boy ortt, 
forcing her own head tinder water St 
every attempt. At last she sucoeeded in 
finding a portion of the ice which was 
solid enough to support her, and, with 
one hand to support herself above the 
water, she tugged with thp other at her 
brother, who’ had become insensible. 
The screams of the children were heard 
by a man named Jacob Kraft, and as he 
ran across the vacant lots to their assist­
ance he saw the whole of the struggle as 
related above. When within a few rods 
of them he saw that the girl had suc­
ceeded in getting her brother out of the 
water, but when she attempted to get 
out herself tli6 ice again broke, and for 
the third time both fell back into the 
pond. Krait reached the pond, and, 
jumping in, soon had both children upon 
terra firma. The girl, scarcely able to 
move, lay upon the ground looking anx­
iously at Kraft as he worked to restore 
the little boy to consciousness, which he 
at length succeeded in doing. By that 
time Mrs. Shefferly arrived and the chil­
dren were taken m the house, both very 
weak, the boy's condition being so se­
rious that for several hours it was doubt­
ful whether lus life could be saved.”

Curious French Experiments.
A cunous as well as interesting series

of experiments, made in France, show 
approximately'that the heaviest load a 
man of strength can carry for a short dis­
tance is 319 pounds; all a man can 
carry habitually, as, for example, a sol­
dier lus knapsack, walking on level 
ground, is 132 pounds, an extreme load 
it would seem, or he can carry an aggregate 
of 1,518 pounds over 3,200 feet as a 
day’s woik, under like circumstances. 
If he ascend laddera or stairs, as do hod- 
earners, then he can carry but 121 
pounds continuously, and his day’s work 
cannot exceed 1,232 pounds raised 3,200 
feet high. With regard to the effort »nd 
the velocity which a man can pro­
duce by pulling or pushing with hia 
arms, it has been found by these experi­
ments that, under the mostfavorable cir­
cumstances, and tor continuous work, an 
effort cannot be gained exceeding from 
26.4 to 33 pounds raised from 1.8 to2Jl 
feet per second, or about (-horse power.

of The Clark Thread Company, which is five 
hundred feet lofigf, is a mountain of two 
or three thousand ton# of coal, drawn out 
of boat* at the wharf by a donkev engine, 
and the bales of cotton find their way from 
the same wharf to the brick house for the 
storage of that precious material, one pound 
of which will make one hundred mile* of 
thread, containing about forty-two million 
doublings. The mind cannot grasp the 
numerical fact. But four grade* of cotton 
ere ordinarily used in the manufacture of 
dark’s  “ O. N. T.” Spool Cotton, and known 
as “ Sea Island Cotton.” This cornea prin­
cipally from South Carolina, and is grown 
on the smalls islands along the coast. Con­
siderable is raised on the peninsulas and 
around the bays and inlets, bnt it is not equal 
to that of the sea islands, which is the finest in 
the world. The first bag of this sea island cot­
ton of the crop of 1876 was purchased by th*

Here n a mighty production of human brain 
aud brawn. In tb* prow s* of this monster, 
with it* majestic treed, one feels his own insig­
nificance and fruity. This vast pipce of ma­
chinery, moving silently, save the sharp click 
of the improved steam cut-offs, is equal in 
power to th* combined draught of six hundred 
horses, and is two engines mime, usually termed 
a double engine. The fly-wheel, traveling at 
tee rate of forty-eight revolution# per minute 
and carrying tju-ee hug* belts on its surface, 
each two feet wide, is seventy-eight feet m cir­
cumference, twenty-five feet in diameter, and 
weighs thirty tons, or sixty thousand pound*. 
Th# shaft is fourteen inches in thickness, the 
double cylinders are twenty-six inches in diame­
ter, with condensers, and a stroke of five feet 
They were built by Corliss, in 1874. One of 
the three belts on th* fly-wheel is one hundred 
end fifty feet in length. Bnt even this double 
monster could not run th* works. It has s big 
twin brother, and together they travel every 
day for ten hours dn their endless journey, and 
never g#t tired. Tbeysre wonders of power 
and elegant workmanship, worthy of a visit 
from any one who wants to see the

WfOGSMT FAIR OF TWINS

m New Jersey. They are supplied with steam 
from nine immense tabular boiler* and four 
huge upright boilers, Corliss’ plan. They con­
sume twenty-five tons of coal per day, which 
will give some idea Of th* amount of steam 
neaessary to drive th* immense establishment. 
Besides these thsr* ore three ordinary-sized 
eugiues, mad* by irfatts, CassphsR 4t Co., of 
Newark, in different parts of th* works, making 
seems in all,* gssmff total of nearly fourteen 
hundred horse-power. The young mountain of 
eoel, which look* enough to last tee whole city 
a year, is rebuilt by two hundred and fifty ton 
boat loads, at brief intervals.

MANUFACTURING TME THREAD. •

The cotton is brought in hales to the mixing 
rooms, when it is examined and placed us bins, 
according to the different grades, ready for tile 
scutching machine*, which open and heat the 
materia], cleaning H from the dirt and sand it 
contains in the bale. After going through the 
scotching machine, it comes out in the shape 
of a roll, like wall paper, comparatively soft, 
while and dean. It is, however, really in a 
very rough state compared with the fineness 
and perfection teat is to be reached. Several 
of these scutching machines ore running con­
tinually. and their sound is like the roar of a 
lightning express train as it whirls past the 
pUttorra where you stand. Th* first scutcher 
is fed with the bale cotton from * hopper which 
lets it through into knives set in large rollers, 
which revolve with tremendous force, and 
lightning speed, picking the cotton into smalt 
pieces, and passing it by suction of an- on to 
other idlers, between which it goes and comes 
out in the shape of a web or “ lap ” in large 
rolls. Four of these roll* are teen placed upon 
e machine hke the first and run together 
through tee same proceas of

• NICKING AND SEATING AND CLEANING, 

when it cornea out again in the seme shape a* 
before, rolled to exactly tee thickness which it 
is deaired to make the “ sliver” frost which the 
thread yarn is to be spun, ffhat a “ sliv*r” is 
will be learned further on. Th* machine is so 
delicately set that it regulate# tee thjc$sjes» of 
the web or lap to within half an ounce, in s 
web of five feet, weighing only twelve to 
eighteen ounce*. After being put through 
three scutching machine* iffthi* **? **d com­
ing out with eight thickness** «f web or lap 
similar to that produced by tks first process, it 
is rsady far th* csrdiug machine*. This de­
partment is filled with Carding Machines, 
Drawtag Fraju#*, Lsppers, and Comhkig Ma­
chines, a perfect labyrinth of belting, pulleys 
and ssachinery, tea noise of which is hke the 
roar of many waters mingled with the clatter 
of a thousand wheel*. One of th* large rolls 
of web or lap that earn* from the last scutching 
machine is placed on a carding machine, which 
takes and runs it

BETWEEN THE TEETH

of a large and small cylinder for the purpose of 
drawing out the entangled fibers and laying 
them parallel or in some line of direction and 
also to remove th* small pellicle* or motes 
which may have escaped the action of the 
scutching machine. After being treated m this 
way, a comber or doffer takes the’web from the 
small cylinder, which is now a delicate gauze ; 
and it u gathered up and passed through a 
small hols, say half an inch in sue, after which 
it is ooiied in a revolving can. The whole pro­
cess is one of wonderful detiesuy, th* seaterial 
being so finely worked that a breath of air 
would break it. This card oontains ninety thou­
sand squars teeth to a toot, or a total of lour 
million on* hundred and eighty-six thonsahd. 
On the carding machine is a little joker that 
works like someVdd man, raising th* wire-oov- 
ered fiats from th* teeth of th* oorder, which 
it deans, and throws off the particles of dirt 
end coarse ootton left on them. Six of the

in which th* roll is wound ore now taken to 
another machine called a Drawing Frsase and 
run together into one “ sliver.” These six are 
so light that when they are paseed together 
through a hele and Blade one, they fall into 
another sliver aud ar* tbeu no larger these on* 
of the six from which it we* made, although 
they have niff yet been twisted at aK Fourteen 
of these cons full of divers u s  planed at the 
“ Lapper” and run between two rollers,‘making 
a new web nine mches wide and half on inch 
thick, which come* out hku th* erigwol roll 
from the scutching machine that takes the cot­
ton from the boles, only that now it is sdtt and 
delicate as is posable to conceive, weighing only 
one hundred and forty-five grains to the yard, 
nine inches wide. It now goes in rolls to a 
wonderful little machine, a French invention, 
first introduced m this country by The Clark 
Thread Company. It is a refined carding ma­
chine, tee product of which is as much superior 
in fineness to the large carders just described 
as ths most elegant suk goods are to

TME COARSEST COTTON CLOtH.

It is called tee French combing machine, and 
is only used by th* beet timed-makers, a* it is 
very espenssve end, -while it makes tee thfedff 
superior to quality, it adds twenty par cent to 
the cost of manufacture. Sik of the roils of 
Jebbing ere now passed together through tee 
combing machine between two rollers; and 
Combed by innumerable steel teeth to tH* fine­
ness of gossamer and the thinness of a spider’s 
web. It passes on, is gathered into on* soft 
round “sliver” again, goes through roller# 
once more, when it is coiled into cans as before, 
with a loss of twenty per cent on th* material 
which cossppsed tha web when it was put on 
the French machine. It is a textuss so fine 
and soft that one cannot bnt wonder how it 
bears its own weight After th* lost process, 
six of the sbvers ore ogam put through th* 
drawing frame making or* sliver no largerthan 
any of the six from which it is drawn. 
Then six of these lost or* put through thesom* 
process reducing them in size six times, and 
adding that to the length. This is repeated 
three times, and each tom* they ore ceiled into 
cans. The last sliver is tee seas* size and 
weight as when the process began, although 
doubled four hundred and thirty-fire thousand 
four hundred and fifty-six times. The last 
cans ere now taken to

THE FIRST SLURRING FRAME,

from which cans they are passed through 
rollers, then twisted to about the size of a lead 
pencil, *ml wound on bobbins, all by th* same 
machine. From this they go to Use second 
stabbing frame, where on* hundred sod two 
spindles on esch machine ora winding yam 
from two hundred and four bobbins, whieh 
cam* from tee first slubber, two threads beh^ 
wound upon on* spool. The next, or interme­
diate, slubbing machine wind* upon on* hun­
dred and seventy-six spools, frame three hun­
dred and fifty-two bobbins, which cam* from 
the Second slubber. Thsnevt sod last is called 
the roving machine, and fills two* hundred and 
forty spools, which cam* from four hundred 
and eighty bobbins, from th* intermediate slub­
bing machine. By this repetition at doubling 
and twisting th* yam is fast b*c*e*mg strong 
and hard. We now follow tb* yarn called 
“roving ” to the self-ootaig “ nriil*,” which 
mokes eight hundred and forty threads of Tarn 
from sixteen hundred and eighty bobbins. This 
wonderful machine, two of which ar* operated 
by one man, draws out the yarn ana twists 
it from sixteen, hundred, and eighty spool# 
when it eameii away, and on its return winds it 
on eight hundred cops (spools) soaking th* lost 
number of thread yam. We r o w  come to 

THE THREAD MILL,

which is #„ distinct and independent depart* 
ment. The cotton yarn come# here, and first 
goes to the cop of winding machines, where i t ,

is ran fr5m the cops, through delicate balances, 
over soft felt ground, upon bobbin*, two threads 
together upon one. From the cdp winding de­
partmental* bobbins g* to the stinging de­
portment, where the two threads that were run 
together on the spook in the cap winding de­
partment, are twisted or spun m on* thread. 
The thread, as it is unwound, run# through 
wator, a»d rapidly over glasa grades, and tee 
bobbin wbŵ a receives it revolve* five thousand 
times per minute, twisting hundreds of threads 
on each machine. After being, twisted two 
threads together,- making, one herd thread, 
three of the latter are again run together on a 
bobbin, th* name aa m the first cop winding 
department. Three of these are now twisted

It is known a# the finishing twisting depart­
ment. When the thread comes fiom tee fin­
ishing twisting department, it is inspected with 
the greatest care by skiilfni person# and pat 
through several test* before passing the reel­
ing department, to be wound in skeins for the 
bleach hous# The maehmes us this depart­
ment are very cunous, and daily turn ant vast 
quantities of thread, wjiich is picked, and

of an exact length and size, and when they 
have reeled off just the right amount of yarn, 
always stop, and, unlike some kind of yarners,

the work emplojmg several girls, who cut all 
the rough and imperfect thread from the 
hanks. After this second inspection, we find 
it next at the bleach home. The bleach anddye 
houses ore among the most interesting depart­
ments of this vast establishment, although not 
th* most agieeable. The progress m wash­
ing machinery, that it here exhibited, would 
make our grandmother!! think that the miHen- 
me* had come. The baby washer, as we call it, 
of thia conoem, is rather of a large child, whoee 
(dace and uses will appear -later. After the 
thread is sent from the inspection department 
to the bleach aud dye houses, it is unpacked, 
counted and putmto large tanks, immense loads 
at a time, ana boiled by steam for several hours, 
which takes out tee dirt and

CLEANS IT  PERFECTLY.

It is then put through washings oft, and 
preparations wonder#*! and curious. The 
water used, we judge, would hate increased 
the flood just about enough to have lifted 
Noah’s ark from the snog on Mount Ararat. 
Seine of the wash tubs sre of stone, and all are 
on a seal* equal in magnitude to any of CoL 
Sellers’ schemes for making millions. The 
leods of thread or* put m and taken out of 
boiler*, rinsers, washers, dryers and half a 
dozen other processes by machinery. Then 
after all this it goes right hack to (ho** huge 
■team hosiers, and the soma thmg lscloue over 
again. The dry room is heated by seven thou­
sand five hundred feet of steam pipe, and can 
be rsgnlatod to any dssired Umperatjire. After 
leaving the reeling department, the thread 
that is to be colored goes to the dye house, and 
that which is to remshr white to th* bleach 
hens# Jn tee dye house is the patent dyeing 
machine, used only to dye black. It does the 

(work far better than by hand, and is equal to 
the labor of more than a dozen men.

ALL COLORS OF THREAD

are made, and the quantities of soaps, dye- 
staffs, and other material of the kind used, are 
immense. Eighty thousand gaikma of water 
araponewmsd daily in th* bleach house alone, 
and one of the Artesian Wells of The Clark 
Thread Company has a capacity of one hundred 
and fifty thousand gallon* per day. This is a 
remarkable well, sixteen feet deep end eight 
feet to diameter, of which Professor Maynard, 
tb* New -Ysffk ohessist, sqid it produced tee 
purest water he ever saw. It makes a man 
tkirsty to look at.it, and u absolutely free from 
any particles of matter, by chemical test. The 
thread is blued on a nig scale, which gives that 
handsome tint *o greatly admired by tee ladies. 
Then it is committed to the tender mercies of 
the toby washer, which ore cruel, and goes 
thtapgh it ten time*. The baby is built like an 
todtoary washing machine, bnt eaeh of the 
roflers weighs a thonaand pounds, and ea the 
thread passes through tee water into the washer

and pound with antics queer, but it does the 
business thoroughly. Thu was formerly done 
by the old-fashioned pounder and barrel which 
our grandmother* used to set us at when we 
were lwyi, before going to school in tee morning. 
Then it is drawn through the rinser, which is 
a simple and novel machine, continually sup­
plied with pure ariessan well water. The 
thread paaaes over a roller into the water,cornea 
m» again over another roller, then down into 
the water, and up and flown, and ont and in, 
and out and up over the reeli into great boxes 
on wheels, from which it is put into a large 
water extractor, a perforated hollow cylinder, 
revolving several thousand times per minute, 
and then it la transported to th* drying room. 
In this way five hundred heads can be nnsed in 
tour minutes, which used to take an hour and a 
half. After the thread has coma out of the 
drying room,

COLORED OR UNCOLORED, 

it goes to the warerooms, where it is counted 
sud pat in packages to he given qnt prepar­
atory to being wound upon spools for the 
musket. The thread having reached this stage 
of perfection, has become very valuable and is 
looked after with th* greatest cere. Tickets 
direct it to its. different departments and de­
note its size, quality, etc. The inspection and 
tewing of terrnd is on* of the moat important 
features in its production, and it would sur­
prise the lady who sew* day after day with 
Clark’* “O. N. T.” spool cotton to know by 
what patient and constant care the perfect 
smoothness and regularity of the thread was 
scoured. It is now taken to the hank winding 
department and wound upon large jgibbins, 
whan it is ready for it* last wind upon the 
spools, from which it is taken by the Consumers 
tar its thousand uses of necessity end utility, 
from tying the rag on the boy’s whittled ana 
bloody finger, to the dehoate embroidery of 
the wedding garment.

T IE  SPOOLING DEPARTMENT.

The _ spooling room is a busy place, where 
spools of thread of all sizes and colors by ten* of 
thousands ere wound every day, two hundred 
yards on a spool. The self-acting spooling ma­
chine is a marvelous piece of mechanism. The

r ils are placed in an iron gutter by the oper- 
, when the machine picks them up, puts 

them off a shaft eight at a time, winds the 
thread upon teem at the rate of three thousand 
revolutions per minute, cuts a little slot in the 
edge of the spool, catches tee thread In it, nips 
it off, drop* tee spools full of thread into boxes 
below, picks up eight more empty spool i, 

’places, winds and drops them as before, and 
never makes a mistake. Th* machine, which is 
used in this country only by The Clark Thread 
Company, was exhibited by them at the Centen­
nial, and, with their magnificent case of good*, 
woe one of the great attractions among the 
many wonders of the exhibition. From the

tori# The qmskeet of them wffl put labels on 
tee ends of nine or ten teonaand m a day, all 
of which have to he moistened by the tongue, 
placed on the spool, and then stuck with tee 
hand to paste i t  Ponte of these girls work 
shout a* quick as lightning. After ticketing, 
the spools of terend me put into boxes of one 
donen eaeh. Tbey are then ready fer pecking. 
About tffenty-five tfaerteand feet of lumber per 
Ulinnte moot at the mills, in Michigan,- to the 
various lengths required, and sjh that is done 
her* is to put the boxes together. A private 
wire re ns from the works in Newark to the New 
York otase, and tee line is kept busym sending 
orders and traeiesitting message* of tee com­
pany. In tee short ttffee we were there several 
huge orders coma Sm ftom different ports of tee 
country, and among teem were some from 
Maine, Texee, Cw h u . Wisconsin, Oregon, 
etc. Ths dark Thread Company sends out an­
nually vast quantities of show cards, calendars, 
etc., some of which are magnificent specimens 
of tee lithographio and printer’s art.

The number of feet of draught which one pound 
of cotton undergoes is one trillion, seven hun­
dred and seventy-two billion, three hundred and 
twenty million, six hundred and thirty-five 
thousand, six hundred feet, or, stated in figures, 
1,772,330,635,600, a distance of 335,477,582  ̂
mile# The following demonstrates tee ap­
parently incredible statement: The web of 
cotton from, which tins immense length of 
thread is drawn is forty mches wide. It goes 
to the csrflBTj Tvhere it is drawn to 4x130, equal 
to 480 feet. Then the drawing frame increases 
it to 480x6, equal to 2,880; tee lapper 2,880x2Yr 
equal to 6,480; the comber draws it out to 
6,480x36, equal to 168,480 , then it goes to the 
first head drawing frame, where 168,480x6 
equal to 1,010,890.

THE SECOND DRAWING FRAME 

multiplies the last length by six ogam, making 
1,010,880x6 equal to 6,065,280, which repeated 
on the third drawing frame makes a length of 
6,065,290x6 equal to 36,391,680 feat. Now comes 
the first stabbing frame, where 36,391,680x5 is 
squal to 181,958,400; the second slubber 181,- 
968,400x414 equal to 818,812,800; the interme­
diate slubber 181,958,400x6 equal to 4,612,876,- 
860; tee finishing thread winding machine 
makes the total length of the thread 4,912,876, 
800x6 equal to 29,477.260,800. Now it goes on 
bobbin* to the “ null,” where 29,477,260,800x93̂  
gives us 272,664,662,400 feet. We then lauiti- 
tiply the last number of feet, which states the 
total length of one pound of cotton 
drawn into thread, by the length of the original 
web, which is six and a half feet, and have tee 
total as stated before, 272,664,662,4Q0x6>4 feet, 
making a grand total of 1,772,320,630,600 feet. 
The cotton, whan finished as yarn, has been 
doubled six sailhon, nine hundred and sixty- 
ssven thousand, two hundred and ninety-six 
iieaes(t,967,296), in passuig through the differ­
entprocesse# When the yam is made into six 
cord finished thread, the above number of 
doublings have been multiplied by six, making 
a total of 41,803,762 doublings. Now divide 
the total draught, 1 772,327.632,600, by the total 
doublings, and, if the work is correct, we shall 
have the total number of leet of yarn in a 
pound of cotton, which is 254,337 feet. Bnt 
there has been 20 pci cent, loss in the manu­
facture, which must be added, making a total 
of 305,254 feet of yarn for a pound of cotton, 
or 130 hanks of, 840 yards each, enough to 
reach froin New York to Trenton, a distance of 
sixty miles.
