Labor and Machinery.
In our recent review of the new vol­

ume of the Massachusetts census on 
manufactures, we called attention to the 
remarkable effects disclosed regarding the 
influence of machinery in reducing the 
number of hands employed m certain 
manufactures. We only spoke of the 
boot and shoe manufacture, but other in­
dustries m which machinery plays a large 
part afford results equally silking; that 
is, they show an increase in production 
entirely disproportioned to the number 
of laborers employed. The following 
table will illustrate this :

Produe'n Emp'y's.

The average value of the boots and 
shoes produced in 1845 was 70 cents a 
pair, m 1855 80 cents, in 1865 $1.80, and 
m 1875 $1.50. It is impossible to say 
how far this represents also fluctuations 
m the quality of the goods, but it is 
probable that the cheapening of labor 
and the introduction of machinery have 
together reduced the pnee m the last 
decade. The value of the carpetings 
was $2 per yard m 1865, and less than 
73 cents per yard m 1875—which shows 
the source of the immense supply of dol­
lar carpetings. The great reduction in 
the number of employes in the clothing 
business ’shows- to what an extent the 
sewing-machine, the machine-shear and 
more careful gradations of “ ready­
made” have superseded the need of the 
tailor and the needle-woman. In this 
line of goods, also, the great public has 
been compensated by the increased 
cheapness of clothing. The average 
value of the cotton cloth manufactured 
was 8 cents per yard in 1855, 31 cents m 
I860, and nearly 9 cents in 1875, since 
which probably it has been considerably 
reduced. Metallic woiks and paper 
manufacturing show a pietty stable re­
lation between the value of the product 
and the number of laborers required. 
Woolen manulaotures, on the other hand, 
like cotton, show a much greater increase 
m yards than m operatives. The woolan 
product was valued at 46 cents per yard 
m 1855, and $1 per yard m 1865, and 
44 cents per yard m 1875. Gnr entire 
production of textiles m Massachusetts 
m 1875 was 992,000,000 yards, or, if we 
regard the earth as a spool on which to 
wind it, would pass around our planet 
neaily twenty-three times, a yard wide. 
—Springfield Republican.

<. .Results of the Strike.
The damage done to the material in­

terests of the country by the riots can­
not ) et be estimated with anything like 
exactitude; but it is clearly within the 
limit to say that the people of the United 
States are $30,000,000 poorer to-day 
than they were when the railroad strike at 
Martmsburg commenced. Ten jndkon 
dollars is not too high a figure to put on 
the railroad property destroyed or dam­
aged ; $5,000,000 will not cover the rail­
road earnings that have been lost; 
$5,000,000 more would not compensate 
the business men and farmers of the 
country for wbat they have suffered, and 
$10,000,000 is not too much to claim for 
the enforced idleness. These are the 
elements of direct damage. It is too 
soon to estimate the indirect loss. Eor 
more than a week past there have been 
over 50,000 men under arms. Let each 
man’s earnings be called $2 a day, and 
we have a loss of $100,000 a day by call­
ing them away from their employment. 
To put them under arms and keep them 
m readiness for action has cost the pub­
lic at least $2 a day for each man, or an 
aggregate of $100,000 a day. In other 
words, the military demonstration has at 
the least cost the country $200,000 a 
day, which in ten days amounts to 
$2,000,000. Nobody can tell how much 
capital has been driven out of. active 
work, but those who think the amount 
is small know very little of the average 
capitalist. To these features we must 
add the danger that the riots will be 
heid by a majority ol our more influen­
tial citizens to require a considerable 
increase in the standing army of the 
country—an mciease costing not less, 
probably, than $15,000,000 per annum. 
It would, we think, as a matter of 
money, have been better for the work­
ingmen ol the United States to have 
paid $100,000,000 than to have had this 
trouble occur. In our estimate we must 
include the lives lost and the bodies 
maimed. According to the record as it 
now stands there have been over 150 
persons killed, and at least 500 wound­
ed. It used to be estimated that every 
able-bodied man m the United States 
was worth $800 to the country. Worse 
than the actual loss of hfe and limbs is 
the certainty that the criminal classes 
must bo largely augmented by recruits 
from the ranks of labor—men being now 
outlaws who two weeks ago belonged to 
the law-abiding class.—Brooklyn Eagle.

Coal Area of the United States.
There aie only 450 square miles of 

anthracite coal m the whole United 
States. The Reading Company owns no 
les3 than one-third of the whole. Of 
bituminous coal land there are now m 
America 200,000 square miles, and 8,000 
tquaie miles m Great Britain.

P a r a lle ls  for  th e  P r e se n t L abor O utbreak
[From the New York Evening Post J

There is nothing new under the snn, 
not even m insurrections. The imme­
diate grievance of the strikers is the re­
duction of their wages. The general 
grievances upon which sympathy is 
sought for the strikers aud other work­
ingmen just now are the widespread dis­
tresses incident to the times, the unrea­
sonable share which it is said the work 
mgmen are compelled to bear, the al­
leged better condition of persons who 
are not woikmgmen, the selfishness, 
greed, and mismanagement which aic 
charged upon classes of men who con­
trol the use of money and superintend 
the affairs of great business firms and 
corporations. These grievances are not 
to be made hght of. There is no dis­
position to make light of them. Men 
of the largest intelligence would regard 
it as the worthiest object of ambition to 
redress these grievances. There is no 
magical plan for doing it. The evils 
may be mitigated by conformity to uni­
versal and eternal economic laws ; by a 
return to the principles from which the 
country has so disastrously departed. 
The rest is the woik of time.

What concerns ns chiefly now, how­
ever, is tne futility of some of the plans 
of curing these evils, or rather of one 
plan, the most ineffectual of all—the 
remedy by insurrection. As we have 
said, there is nothing new in this. There 
are two familiar events in the early his­
tory of the country which may be profit 
ably recalled. One, Shays’ rebellion in 
Massachusetts, occurred m 1786. The 
other, the whisky insurrection in Penn­
sylvania, occurred m 1794. The sitna 
tion was not unlike that which we have 
just described as furnishing the strikers 
and their sympathizers with grievances 
The people had come out of the Revolu­
tionary war with flying colors, but their 
condition in many respects was cause 
for anything but rejoicing and self-con­
gratulation. They were not sure, at 
first, whether they had a government, or 
what kind of a one it was ; and when 
they did get a clearer view of those 
questions they were yet uncertain how 
their political theory would work m 
practice, and whether their government 
would be able to put down even the in­
ternal disorders which were often threat­
ened, and which m two cases took shape 
m formidable outbreaks. But this was, 
m one sense, the least of their troubles. 
They were suffering from prolonged 
business derangement and depression. 
They had passed through the horrors of 
paper money, and were not yet recovered 
from the debauch. They were loaded 
with debts, private, State, and Federal, 
and there did not seem to be a way to 
pay any of them. They found it hard 
to secure even “ starvation wages,” and 
when they did get work it was likely to 
be paid tor m a curiency which, instead 
of performing the proper function of a 
measure of value, served only to remind 
them of their impoverishment. Their 
affairs were in the worst possible state, 
and thev were at a loss how to mend 
them. Some of them tried insurrection.

There is a parallel between their times 
and ours m another particular. There 
is nothing new m the ridiculous Com­
munists. The country then was partly 
entertained and partly frightened by 
wild and absmd talk about the rights of 
man—not the rights of man m the just 
meaning of the term, but the rights of 
man run mad. There were men who 
doubted whether there ought to be any 
property at all. There were other men 
who insisted that what property there 
was ought to be divided equally. There 
were advocates of liberty who refused to 
concede to any body the right to get on 
well in life. If he made himself com­
fortable by industry and thrift, he was 
regarded as an upstart; and these thnfty 
and industrious upstarts constituted a 
class of “ aristocrats” ivho ought to be 
put down unceremoniously. Of course 
the great majonty of people estimated 
this chaotic philosopher at its true 
value; but we suspect that the philos­
ophers of its school were then as strong 
m numbers as the Communists are here 
and now.

The Government made an effort to 
pay its debts, and to this end taxes were 
levied by the several States. The meas­
ure created a good deal of dissatisfac­
tion throughout the country., In Massa­
chusetts occasion was found to make the 
dissatisfaction known by open rebellion. 
Some of the grievances, no doubt, were 
well founded, and some were mere pre­
texts. Not only were the taxes too 
heavy, but the salaries of public officers 
were too high; there was a flavor of ar­
istocracy m the Senate, and the meeting 
of the Legislature in Boston was looked 
upon as m soma way fraught with 
danger to the liberties of the people. 
Beside, the party of malcontents de­
manded an issue of paper money! 
Here, again, is proof that there is noth­
ing new. Ninety years later a depre­
ciated currency and plenty of it are ad­
vocated as the sovereign lemedv for all 
the ills of the body politic. The men 
concerned in Shays’ rebellion tried in­
surrection and failed m it. The militia 
of Massachusetts put the rebel army to 
flight after three of the rebels had been 
killed and one wounded. Some ol the 
leaders were tried and sentenced to 
death, but they were not hanged, and 1 
Shays himself was afterward pardoned, 
because the people of Massachusetts 
were supposed to be m sympathy with 
the insurgents. Here, we believe, the 
parallel fails. There is no considerable 
sympathy with the strike rioters, even 
among the class of persons m whose 
interest they pretend to have acted.

In 1794 the Government of the coun­
try had taken shape, but the country it­
self had not entirely recovered from its 
distress; and even the Government was 
yet to be tested m respect to its power 
to enforce its authority and execute its 
laws. In Pennsylvania the pretext was 
the Federal imposition of a duty on 
distilled liquors; but resistance to an un­
popular excise law was tne means by 
which a good deal of general discontent 
was shown. The advance of the French 
Revolution had given a fresh impulse to 
agitation by the theorists who held that 
free government meant no government 
at "all. Some unthinking persons were 
induced to believe that the Government, 
by paying its honest debts and collecting 
money by taxes to do so, was made it­
self responsible for the hard times; that, 
by increasing the price of every glass ol 
spirits which passed the bps of a 
patriot, the Government deliberately 
tried to effect the overthrow of the lib­
erties of the people; and that such tyr­
anny must be resisted to the death. 
There was not much resistance to the 
death, however, and the whisky-msur- 
rection, m its turn, failed.

tioned can be picked at least twenty times 
before the end of the season—-an aggre­
gate of 1,860,000 bugs. As there are 
about 300 acres m town planted with po­
tatoes, we have the sum of 558,000,000 
bugs for Westport alone. It is fair to 
say that the 160 towns in the State 
have planted an average this year of 300 
acres, whicli multiplied into the figures 
as above gives for Connecticut the enor­
mous aggregate of 89,280,000,000. To 
bring this insect product down where 
we can see it, we will suppose a quart 
measure holds 8,000 bugs—a liberal es­
timate—and we have 11,160,000 quarts. 
At 32 quarts to the bushel, we have 
348,750 bushels, enough to load many 
large-sized ships. New England yielded 
last year 24,000,000 bushels of potatoes. 
Connecticffi’s proportion was, at a rough 
guess, 4,000,000 bushels, or at the rate 
of 85 bushels to the acre. If these bugs 
are permitted to do their deadly work, 
many and many an acre will yield 10 and 
15 bushels instead of 85, and it will be 
fair to reckon the loss occasioned by 
bugs at fully one-half the crop, or 2,000,- 
000. As the ruling price will be about 
$1 per bushel, the loss we are likely to 
experience can be readily figured.—• 
Norwalk (Conn.) Gazette.

Observations on Potato Bugs.
The importance of destroying potato 

bugs should not be underestimated. The 
bugs have done little damage as yet, but 
that they aie destined to do much is true. 
The present high price of potatoes has 
nothing to do with bug activity, but the 
scarcity which it is beheved will follow 
bears on the question. As showing what 
time is likely to develop, a farmer one 
day last week picked from a smgle row 
of potatoes 1,163 bugs. He set out to 
pick bugs from an entire acre, but, as 
there were eighty rows m the acre, he 
gave up the job as a bad one. Now let 
us speculate a little on what may happen 
if no bugs are picked or destroyed- 
Eighty rows of potatoes, with 1,163 bugs 
to the row, yields at the first picking 
93,000 bugs. The potato-growing sea­
son lasts about thirty days longer, and it 
is believed the number of bugs men­

Europeans generally concede that our 
American women are handsome, though 
they say they are so fragile, that they 
early lose their freshness, and with it 
much of their beauty. They particularly 
remark the tendency of our women to 
grow thin with years, while we remark 
the tendency of their women to the ac­
cumulation of flesh as soon as they have 
passed their youth, and often even be­
fore that period. Wliile we must allow 
that our women are, for the most part, 
lacking m roundness, theie are few of 
us, we imagine, who would not infinitely 
prefer the New World slenderness to 
the Old World stoutness. A medium 
between the two might be the standard 
of the becoming, and this medium we 
seem to be approaching, slowly perhaps, 
but steadily. The opinion of the thin­
ness of the feminine part of the nation 
is based rather on what has been than 
on what is. The majority of our women 
are still too thin for beauty, but they 
are far less lean than they were t̂wenty- 
five or even fifteen years ago.

This tact—for fact it unquestionably 
is—can scarcely have escaped observa­
tion. It is noticeable Everywhere, par­
ticularly m large towns and cities, and is 
due to different causes, all of which are 
easily recognized. The fleshiness of a 
people depends largely on the age and 
development of their country. Where 
everything is new, and, m a certam 
sense, raw, as is this land, their is very 
little leisure or repose. Our entire en­
ergies are directed to our advancement; 
our minds are absorbed by thought of 
the future and what it promises. We 
hardly take time to get flesh; we 
think and fret off that which we have 
acquired, instead of acquiring more. 
Our women do not perform so much 
physical labor as our men, but they work 
longer in their way, and worry more; 
and anxiety or any other form ot mental 
disturbance insures meagemss# as noth­
ing else does. These live too much 
through the mind to live quite comforta­
bly through the body, and the body suf­
fers m consequence. In the Old World 
everything is fixed. The future is not 
likely to be different from the present; 
there is small occasion for wistfulness or 
solicitude. Material conditions are not 
usually so favorable as here, but they 
are peimanent, and by their permanence, 
especially by the clear understanding 
that they are so, they beget content, 
whence adipose matter. American 
women neither work nor worry as they 
used. The republic is more developed, 
things are more settled, somewhat of the 
European feeling is creeping into the 
national mind, and less thinness is the 
result.

American women take vastly better 
care ot themselves than formerly. They 
have more acquaintance with hygiemq. 
laws, and hold them in far higher es­
teem. The days when they exposed 
themselves to d tmpness and wintry cold 
m thm slippers sndsilk stockings ; when 
they abstained from flannels next the 
skin; when they pinched their waists to 
semi-suffocation ; when they sacrificed 
comtort and health to what they con­
ceived to .be their appearances—those 
foolish and unhappy days are gone for­
ever, have barely been known to the ris­
ing generation. Our women now have 
no mawkish, morbid notions as to them­
selves ; they no longer think that to be 
unhealthy is to be attractive ; that indi­
vidualism and mterestmgness are sy­
nonymous ; that pale faces and com­
pressed lungs are tokens of beauty. 
They dress seasonably; they wear thick 
boots and w arm clothes in bad and cold 
weather; they allow themselves to 
breathe freely, and they find their looks 
improved, not injured, by the whole­
some change. Theie are exceptions, 
many ot them, doubtless, but the rule is 
as we have described, and the exceptions 
are constantly diminishing. It may be 
safely said that sensible women are be­
coming, if they have not become, con­
verts to nature, and that they heed her 
behests, lecoginzing the great principle 
that what is not natural cannot be beau­
tiful.

Little more than a quarter of a cent­
ury ago young American women weie 
ashamed to show a hearty appetite m 
public. They were affected with the 
Byronic philosophy ; they wanted to be 
spiritual—as if all true spmtuality did 
not rest on sound physical conditions— 
and to look elegantly wretched. Many 
of them hail half their wish; they 
looked wretched, but not elegant. They 
were charged with drinking vinegar, eat­
ing slate-pencils, and committing other 
monstrous absurdities They may have 
been unjustly accused, but their theories 
warrant the accusation. All such non­
sense belongs to the past. American 
women to-day eat as much as they want, 
and more wholesome food than they 
once ate , they walk more, court the open 
air, cultivate their bodies as veil as their 
minds, believe m perfect digestion, un­
broken sleep, the glow and glory ol un­
blemished health. No wondei their 
proportions are fuller, their cheeks more 
blooming, their eyes blighter, their 
steps m re elastic. The growth of the 
countiy and their common sense are 
serving them generously.

The scrawny, sallow, peaked woman, 
if she be educated and fairly placed, will 
ere long cease to be the type of the mid­
dle-aged American woman. With the 
steady growth of the republic, the in­
creased ease ot circumstances, and their 
complete health American women will 
be eomelier and roundel than they have 
been. External and internal conditions 
assure this. They are not likely to be­
come gross, es so many of their Emo- 
pean sisters are ; the character of the 
country, its institutions and its atmo­
sphere, with their own temperament,will 
preserve them from that.

An Eiglit-Year-OId Girl Swims the 
East River.

A little girl named Libbie Grant cov 
ered herself with natatorial honors to­
day by swimming across the East river 
between Randall's island and the swim­
ming bath at the foot of One Hundred 
and Fourteenth street. Lib Die is only a 
trifling person, three feet high and 8 
years old, licking a fortnight. The dis­
tance which she swam is one mile, and 
the tide there runs swiftly, and makes 
hard swimming for anybody. Libbie 
was ready at 6.45, and came running 
down to the dock witli her fattier Both 
were die svd appropriately for the pass­
age; Libbie, thm as a giayhound, and 
with a sharp, spunky little face, wearing 
a gray-flannel jacket and pantalettes 
trimmed at the knees, and with red, 
white and blue cockades. “ Now, Lib,” 
said Mr. Edward Grant, “ are you all 
r e a d y “ Yes, pa;” and the next in­
stant the cockades flashed downward 
from the dock and disappeared in a 
bunch of bubbles. But the 8-year-old 
came up instantly and started away with 
lusty strokes. Her father swam beside 
her, anrt two or three row-boats paddled 
along behind at a safe distance. The 
little person ainmd herself straight across 
at first, but the tide was sweepmg her 
iar down, when she altered her course 
and went diagonally up the stream until 
she got well over on the New lork side, 
when she Itt herself come down gradu 
ally, and, calculating admirably, made 
the shore just at the swimmmg bath.

A,PITfSBURGH INCIDENT.
D e a tli o f  H e n r y  Shaw , o f  th e  P h ila d e lp h ia  

F e n c ih le s .
[From the Philadelphia Pres* ]

Henry Shaw, a private in the State 
Fencibles, who, it has already been 
stated, was wounded in the Pittsburgn 
riots, has died from the effects of his in­
juries. Lieut. Charlton, of the Sixth 
regiment, tells the following story of his 
friend’s death; “ It was during the 
march of the First division, when they 
were going up Butler street and nearing 
the bridge which crosses the Alleghany 
below Sharpsburg, when poor Shaw re­
ceived a terrible gunshot wound m the 
groin. He staggered across the street, 
and into the door of St. Philomena’s Cath­
olic Church. Service was going on, but 
the officiating priest at once dismissed 
the congregation, and, taking the 
wounded man, hid him m a place of safety 
near the altar. In another moment the 
mob entered m a search for its victim, 
but were foiled in their attempt to dis­
cover him. After comparative silence 
had been restored the priest procured a 
carriage, and, placing Shaw inside, drove 
him toward the hospital. The carnage 
on the way was surrounded by the mob, 
■who, learning that'a Philadelphia soldier 
was inside, clamored for Lis delivery 
into their hands. The pnest stood up, 
and, finding persuasion of no avail, 
threatened them witli vengeance if they 
should attempt to lay a hand on the 
wounded man. J±e was successful m 
getting him from the hands of the blood­
thirsty scoundrels. ’ ’ A Pittsburgh paper 
gives the conclusion of the story: “ Poor 
Shaw was afterward taken to the Weat 
Point Hospital, and, after surgical treat­
ment, wa# in a few hours pronounced in 
a fair way to recover, and information to 
that effect was telegraphed to his mother 
in Philadelphia. But night before last 
inflammation unexpectedly set in, when 
it became apparent that he could not 
live much longer, and he was anointed 
by the reverend father who ministered to 
him when the wound was received. He 
died about midnight. He has a mother 
and five sisters in Pmladelphia.”

How Families Are Broken Up.
There is no denying that a good deal 

of the financial trouble that culminates 
in bankruptcy comes from extravagant 
living. Sometimes it is the man him­
self that paves the way for the Sheriff, 
but quite often it is bis family. A case 
in point as to the latter occurred not 
very long ago. A New Yorker happened 
to meet, down town, an acquaintance 
trom a neighboring city and dropped 
into conversation with him. After a few 
casual remarks the New Yorker asked 
about his friend’s family, expressing a 
hope that they were well.

“ Oh, I  suppose they are,” said Mr. 
J., rather indifferently.

“ How is that?” asked the New Yorker. 
“ I hope nothing has happened.”

“ Well, yes, something has hap­
pened,” replied Mr. J. “ The lact of 
the matter is I haven’t seen my family in 
six months. You know I  was doing a
pretty good business in B---- , and the
folks at home got to living way np. 
Nothing would satisfy them but the 
best. As long as I could afford it, I  let 
them have money right and left, but pres­
ently times got hard, business fell oft 
and I found that I was going behind. I 
didn’t want to alarm my family, but I 
hinted that a little economy was desir­
able. But they paid no attention. The 
demands lor money went on just the same. 
Then I told them they must economize, 
that I  was iibscflutely unable to support 
them m such extravagance. It was no 
me, though ; if I didn’t give them cash 
they got credit and the bills came to me. 
I  stood it as long as I could, and I then 
said, ‘ Here, if you won’t live on what I 
can give you out of my business, take 
the business itself,’ so I  just made over 
the whole place to them and left. They 
ran it a few months, and then the Sheriff 
stepped m, and I haven’t seen any of my 
family since. I tried Laid to provide for 
them, but they wouldn’t let me, and that 
is the result. I can hardly take care of 
myself now, and it is all on account of 
the extravagance at home.”—Hartford 
Times New York Letter.

Then the 
fairer and younger fellow, smiling lather 
painfully, added: “ The doctors were 
tooled yesterday ; one of our company 
died, and they earned him to the hos­
pital. The doctor came out with His 
whip and declared he was not dead, so 
he cut him, of course, over the legs, 
making great stripes.

man before letting him into the hospital, 
and many times he will die under the 
whip.” As they spoke, a melancholy 
wretch tottered round the comer of the 
inn. His face was waxy and bloodless, 
his eyes swollen ; his white shirt clung 
to him as though soaked with rain. He 
dropped upon . the bench, letting the 
rifle tall. “ Surely (Ins object is not 
being sent to duty ? ” I ex -laimed, m 
horror. “ It is only his feet amiss,” the 
others answered, more in disgust, I 
thougiit, than pity. “ He prefers to go 
on”—rattier than ask the tender mercy 
of the hospital, I suppose.—Alexandra 
Cor.

Secretary Evarts is contemplating 
an extension and improvement ofoui 
cratkms with South America, with a 

view of promoting' trade; and com­
merce with its principal States. It is 
alleged that the present consular and 
commercial agents of the United 
States m those countries have been 
looking after then personal interests 
too much, and operating in such a 
manner as to favor European com­
merce, lather than our own.

Senator Morton is a man whom the 
country cannot well aTord to spare 
at the present time, and it is to be 
hoped that the dismal prognostica­
tions about the probable result of his 
illness are not well lounded.

It is hoped that in future the 
books for this loan vv 11 be closed but 
fifteen days pr.oi to the payments of 
quarterly dividends, as in -the 5 and 
4y? per cent, funded loans.”

It is est mated by some of the most 
expei itnceil piautcr^ of the South 
that thiity-th.ee and 01 e thiry per 
cert, of the entire cotton crop is lost 
in many places, foi the simple reason 
that a sufficient number ot bands can 
not 1 e secured t®. pick it. An "-avar- 
age hand can pick in a day 300 
pounds of seed cotton, yielding 100 
pounds y  lint, which selling foi ten 
cents a pound, would be $1°. thus, if 
ten hands were hired for the twenty- 
six working days of a month, $2,600 
would be added to each planter’s 
gross receipts for tire year with no 
'deduction but the wages of the hir­
ed men. Beginning with the fiist of 
September, for the next six weeks 
men could find steady employ ment in 
the South. For two months pickmg 
cotton and two months in the cane 
field they could be kep* buisly engag­
ed. Many planters are making plans 
to hire men from all sections ot the 
couiyrv. As ten thousand hands 
would contribute to the aggregats 
yield one million of cotton lint a day 
orjm two months, 113,555 bales, and 
the advantage of a larger force of la­
borers is two-fold, it will enuch the 
planters and give honest men work.

long kept subject to militaiv occupation is a 
just acknowledgment ot tlie wisdom ot Demo 
cratic principles, that the Democratic party 
acts upon pimeiple, makes no factious opposi­
tion, and opposes only what is wioug m the 
administration m possession of the Govern­
ment.”

lief that Gov. Packaid, of Louisiana, mid Gov. 
Chamberlain, of South Carolina, were entitled 
to their resnective offices by the same votes 
which elected Rutherford B. Hayes President 
of the United States, and that both Govern­
o r  were clearly entitled to recognition by the 
national Government, and by fail­
ure to lecogmze them placed the 
national Government m the humiliating atti­
tude of surrendering to rebels threatening with 
arms m then hands to lesist its legitimate au­
thority,” After a scene of considerable excite­
ment, Mr. Blame moved the laying of the reso­
lutions on the table m the following 
words: “ I do not rise to speak
for an mdorsement of the administration or 
agamst it, for the Southern policy or m opposi­
tion to it. A difference is existing m the Re­
publican party. What shall he done about it? 
Shall one man be compelled to swallow the 
opimons of another, or shall not each have the 
liberty to cherish lus own ’ lam opposed to 
both these resolutions. I am known

The latest returns received at the 
Agricultural Department, at Washing­
ton, show that the winter wheat crop, 
already safely harvested, is the largest 
produced in this country for many years.

This year it will be 
more than 325,000,000 bushels. The 
average export for five years has been 
61,500,000 bushels. The largest amount 
ever exported in one year was 90,000,-
000 bushels. Of this year’s crop not 
less than 100,000,000 bushels may he 
sent abroad.

longer postponed.”

The Whites Outnumbered Four to 
One.

On the 9th of August, Gen. GiDbon 
came up with Hie retreating redskins at 
Big Hole pass, and attacked, although 
outnumbered four to one. The follow­
ing account was received from a scout at 
Deer Lodge, Montana Territory, on the 
12th:

“ W. H. Edward has just arrived from 
Big Hole, bringing accounts of a terri­
ble battle between Gibbon’s command 
and the Nez Perces on the Big Hole 
river, on Aug. 9. Gibbon’s command 
consisted of 182 men—seven teen officers, 
133 regulars, and thirty-two citizens. 
The volunteers crossen over from Ross 
Hole on Wednesday, starting at 11 
o’clock. On tlie same night they 
moved down all the troops, vuth the ex­
ception of a few’ left to guaid the trans­
portation a few miles above, close to the 
Indian camp, which was made on the 
Big Hole, about three miles below 
where the Bitterroot and Bannock 
trail crosses. At daylight this morn­
ing the fight was opened by the 
volunteers firing on and killing an In­
dian going after horses. The charge 
was then made on the camp, and hard 
fighting occurred for tue next twenty- 
one hours, during which time large num­
bers of men aud Indians were killed. 
The soldiers then charged on the lodges, 
but were repulsed m the attempt. The 
Indians then attempted to cut them from 
a high wooded point, but the soldiers 
charged, and, driving the Indian advance 
from it, held it and at once fortified it. 
The fighting continued all (lay and was 
still progressing fitfully when the cour­
ier left. At 11 o’clock the fighting was 
desperate on both sides, the full force 
of the Indians being m the fight. Capt. 
Logan and Lieut. Bradley were killed, 
Gen. Gibbon, Gapt Williams, and 
Lieuts Goolidge, English and Woodruff 
were wounded, Gen. Gibbon only slight­
ly. Bradley was the first man killed. 
The messenger said that after tney failed 
to capture the lodges the Indians moved 
their camp off in the direction of Ban­
nock. All their horses being captured 
the messengers had to come to French 
gulch, near sixty miles, on foot. The 
howitzer had been left six miles be­
hind, and was ordered to be moved 
up at daylight. During the fight they 
heard it discharged twice, and then it 
waa ailent. A band of Indians soon after 
appeared with a large band of lioises, 
and it is believed all the Horses of the 
command, the guns, their supplies, re­
serve ammunition, etc., weie captured. 
Gen. Gibbon thought, when the courier 
left there, that he still had 100 effective 
men, and believed the Indians had 
nearly all withdrawn from his front. 
The messenger says he thinks 
100 Indians were killed, and that 
nearly half of the command, including 
citizens, were killed or wounded. 
Gen. Gibbon has sent for medicines, 
surgeons, supplies, etc. Dr. Mitchell 
will leave to-day with an escort. Gen. 
Gibbon particularly asks for ambulance 
wagons to come under escort, and every 
available wagon will go forward from 
here and Butte. It is one of the hardest 
Indian fights on record, and Gibbon’s 
command made a gallant and most des­
perate fight agamst overwhelming odds. 
A telegram has been sent to Gov. Potts 
from Deer Lodge that they have all the 
men they want there to escort wagons. 
The people are rushing up wagons, 
stores, ice, etc.”

Another courier from Gen. Gibbon ar­
rived at Deer Lodge, M. T., later on 
Sunday, with dates to the 11th. Gib­
bon’s supply tram and camp was not 
captured, as first reported. There was 
no fighting after the first day’s battle on 
the 9th. Gibbon’s losses are; Killed— 
Capt. Logan, Limits. Bradley and Bost- 
wick, and seventeen men and five citi­
zens. The wounded are Gen. Gibbon, 
Capt. Williams, Lieuts. Coolidge, Wood­
ruff, and Enghsh, the latter seriously, 
besides thirty-six men and four citizens.

The Indians suffered severely, as 
forty dead Indians were counted on 
about one half the battle-field.

Howard had anived, and would pur­
sue the Indians as soon as his command 
got there. Gen. Gibbon would move 
to Deer Lodge and take his wounded to 
Port Shaw as soon as medical aid and 
transportation arrived.

The Indians had disappeared, m 
which direction is not yet learned.

Gen. Howard telegraphs that he had 
reached Gen. Gibbon Aug. 12, that the 
latter’s command was in the best spmts, 
that the last of the Indians had leit, and 
that lie would continue the pursuit as 
soon as Col. Sanford’s foul companies oi 
cavalry came up.

Papal Propagandists—A New Crusade.
Tlie London correspondent of the New 

Yoik Herald telegraphs as follows: 
A new crusade is the latest scheme ot 
the Papal propagandists. The Vatican 
has settled on a grand plan for a cru­
sade, to be called “ The International 
Catholic League,” and the project has 
been sanctioned by the Pope. The 
center of the new organization is to be 
at Rome, as a matter of course, and it 
is to have a general fund and to be di­
rected by a committee at headquarters, 
with a complete administrative organiza­
tion with branches everywhere. The 
declared objects of tins new body are 
the defense of their rights and freedom 
m view of the laws adopted against the 
church and Pope, the re-establishment 
of the temporal power of which the 
Pope has been deprived by force, the 
restoration of the rights of the Holy See, 
the organization and establishment of a 
Catholic press in every considerable 
center, and the supporting of a general 
correspondent who shall receive his in­
structions fiom Rome, whose duty it 
shall be to transmit them to the news­
papers of his district. The calumnies 
ol the opposition press are to be met by 
legal proceedings. The Pope, m a pri­
vate circular, expri sses the hope that 
all Catholic associations will umto m 
this league, and the nobility and clergy 
ire ordered to unite m battling for the 
freedom and the universal sway of the 
church. The priests and Bishops are 
urged to agrea all for one and one for 
all. All the centers of the home organ­
izations aie to be m telegraphic com­
munication with the Vatican direct. 
This new scheme is causing extraordi­
nary excitement on the continent, and 
may m some measure account for the in­
creasing friendliness of Italy and Ger­
many. Jt is a curious fact that not one 
London journal has any information on 
this r maikable topic, but it is never­
theless a fact, which I have on the best 
authority.

Interesting Trade Facts.
The activity m the gram trade is an 

encouraging ieature. Canal boats are 
unloaded as soon as they reach this port, 
and the canal trade will bo assisted by 
the present strike. The export 
of fresh mutton and beef, and also of 
hve stock, fiom the United States to 
Great Britain, has rapidly grown to im­
mense proportions. This is shown by 
contrasting the value of shipments dur­
ing the first six months of 1876 with 
those of the same time m 1877. The 
first amounts to a httle less than $2,000,- 
000, while the latter is equal to nearly 
$6,000,000. This is an increase of near­
ly three-fold m one year. The number 
ol sheep thus exported this season was 
6,000, while the neat cattle number one- 
quarter more. Last week 40,000 pack­
ages of cheese were shipped to British 
uoits and also 3,500 packages of butter, 
m refrigerators. Such shipments as 
these are worthy of note, as they show 
how much the Old World depends on 
us for the necessaries of life. The 
weight of fresh beef exported during the 
six months just closed is 5,500 tons. 
This has a large sound, but the state­
ment is supported by figures caiefuljv 
put together. —JSTew York Letter,

BLOODY WORK.

The blow struck at the Ninth corps by 

Osman Pasha at Plevna on the 19th of 
July was so severe that the Eleventh 
corps, which had reached the River Lom 
on tlie outskirts of Rustchuk, was com­
pelled to countermarch and to move as 
rapidly as possible seventy miles west, 
where they were reinforced by the beaten 
divisions south of Nikopolis. Meanwhile 
the Roumanian division was sent to gar­
rison Nikopolis, thus setting free Gen. 
Schilder’s troops. It was not until yes­
terday that the Russians Were fully pre­
pared to renew the engagement. At 
that time the entire force of the Russians 
consisted ot about 65,000, embracing the 
Ninth and Eleventh corps. They were 
drawn up in thiee columns, on the plain 
beside the River Vid, where the troops 
were exhorted by Gen. Krudener to be 
brave and retrieve their previous losses. 
The order was then given to advance on 
Softeha, where Osman Pasha, With 50,- 
000 men, was intrenched behind hastily 
tin own up earth woiks,- having rejoined 
tlie division under Adll Pasha at that 
place. The correspondent says: “ I 
accompanied Gen. Schilder, command­
ing tlie Ninth division. Ram was 
dropping dismally upon the already wet 
r >ads, anu great embarrassment was 
caused by the tardiness of the artillery 
tram, which could only be dragged 
through the mud with the greatest diffi­
culty. A halt was made on the heights 
overlooking Soitcho, and, riding out 
upon the spur jutting out from the 
ridge, one could see the white tents of 
the Tnrkish army herded by the river 
side beyond the town, while long, black, 
low-lymg streaks marked the recently- 
constructed defenses. Certainly not a 
pieasant-iooking position to attack, and, 
indeed, that opinion was expressed by 
Gen. Krudem r when he came galloping 
up where I was standing, followed by 
Don Carlos, Col. Manzoff, and Gen. 
Schilder. But the attack was decided 
on at all hazards, and the artillery was 
brought into position. The first roar of 
cannon was promptly echoed trom the 
Turkish mtieuchnients. Then began 
the most furious artillery duel, from 
which our tioopb did not escape un­
harmed, lor tne Seventeenth and 
Eighteenth regiments of infantry ot the 
Avant Garde weie swept through and 
through by iron missiles, piling 
dead and wounded in sickening 
heaps together. In the midst 
ot this the older was given to storm the 
positions, m eceoruance with the usual 
Russian tactics. Gallantly the Solmas 
Cossacks of the Ninth corps rusned to 
the attack, speeding down the road under 
shelter of a cloud ol smoke. For some 
time I was unable to distinguish anything 
m the direction of the town save the 
white minarets upon the hill. Our in­
fantry advanced with a solid front, and 
volleys of musketiy were added to the 
noise of theeaDnon, making deafening and 
continual thundei. The fighting was 
for a long time almost hand to hand, the 
Turks making frequent sorties from be­
hind the shelter ol the red cross. The 
attendants were unable to carry off the 
wounded, so fearful was the slaughter. 
When at last the order was given to re­
tire, and the Russian guns gradually 
ceased firing, I watched the men march­
ing past as grimlj and steadily backward 
as they had matched into the conflict. 
It is wondeilulwh.it nerve these Russian 
men of-lme possessed, considering the 
awiul decimation of their ranks. The 
Turks did not follow up their success, 
evidently ixpectmg a renewal of the 
attack on the mori ow. We have camped 
m a hollow between three lulls for the 
night.

The second day’s fighting began at 
half-past 9. Gtn. Skobeloff led on a 
bugade ot Cossacks across the plain be­
fore Lofteha. which here widens so as to 
form a natural fighting ground. A 
strong division of Turkish infantry, em­
boldened by the success of the previous 
day, came out hi meet them, and a 
hand-to-hand combat raged with great 
violence for about three hours, when the 
Turks weie diiveu back to their m- 
taenclimeqts. Meantime Gen. Krudener 
was engaging the Turkish center, and 
heavy artillery was used effectively upon 
Osman Pasha’s foice at Garmea, while 
Gen. Schackoffsky attacked the positions 
back of the river Vid.

All these operations were going on at 
once, and eoveimg a territory from ten 
to fifteen miles m length. Just in the 
rear ol the Russian center a broken 
range of hills terminated m a single 
crag, whose rocky lace was shattered and 
furrowed with shot and shell. Here, 
unmindful of the non hail, Gen. Krud­
ener surveyed the battle and issued or­
ders. Looking down the valley, there 
was seen m the distance thick rolling 
clouds fiom Gen. Schackoffsky’s guns. 
But their voices were drowned in the 
louder thunder ol the artillery m front.

The Turks from their earthworks kept 
up a tremendous cannonade, aud all ef­
forts to drive them hack were unavailing. 
Again and again the whole columns of 
brave men rushed to the charge, but 
when they returned their ranks were 
ternbly depleted, and told the stubborn­
ness with which the Turks will fight 
when put to the test. The Third and 
Ninth battalions suffered most. After a 
single sally scarcely one-third ot the 
men came back.

Gen. Schaekoffbky’s division succeed­
ed about noon in advancing their bat­
teries across the reck of land to a ridge 
recently cxcnpied by the Turks, and 
captured the village ol Radisova. Prom 
this point the tide of battle turned m 
favoi of the Turks, who were apparently 
tireless in then lerocity. They began a

THRILLING INCIDENT.

R escu ed  fr o m  G u err illa s—A  R e m in isc en ce  
o f  G en  S h ield s’ S e r v ice  In th e  M ex ican  
W ar.

[From the Utica (N. Y.) Observer.]
One of the thrilling episodes of the 

Mexican war which are not found in any 
of its histones is that of the rescue of an 
English family from the City of Mexico 
before the capitulation by a detachment 
of Amencan soldiers. The city had been 
invested some time, when a refugee one 
night entered that part of our lines 
which Gen. Shields commanded. He 
was taken to the General, and to him 
told his story. He was an Enghsh boy, 
and, with his mother and sister just ar­
rived at womanhood, occupied a home 
in the capital at the time of the in­
vestment. One of the lawless guerrilla 
chiefs, who held the people of the city 
as well as of the country m terror, had 
conceived a violent paesionforthe sister, 
who repulsed his advances, and he had 
declared in his rage that, unless she con­
sented to his proposals on the following 
morning, he would carry her off by 
force, and cause her mother and brother 
to be executed. The lad, in the extrem­
ity of his terror, had made his way out 
the city pasl the sentinels and the hues, 
gained tlie Amencan camp, and now be­
sought the General to save his sister and 
mother. The ardent soul of Shields 
(who was then hut 37) was filed at the 
thought of the miserable fate awaiting 
these hapless ladies, aud, without com­
municating at all with headquarters 
(where flat refusal would have been cer­
tain), he fonned a plan for their rescue. 
To call it rash, Quixotic, or dare-devil 
would be the truth; the best defense of 
his proceedings of that night is that 
it was a brave act, prompted 
by a generous heart, and that 
he succeeded perfectly, where disaster 
would insure his dismissal from the army. 
He had about 400 picked men of his 
command detailed, and after briefly in­
forming them what he proposed to do 
he found every man eager for the adven­
ture. Putting Inmseli at the head of 
the httle column he silently left the 
American lines, and, favored by the dark­
ness of the night, approached close to 
the walls of tlie city without discovery. 
The sentinels could be plainly seen on 
the walls, and the cry, “ Sentinela 
alerte !” was heard as it passed from 
mouth to mouth. Guided by the lad the 
party scaled the wall at a favorable place, 
and, seizing two or three of the as­
tounded sentinels, descended into the 
city, and quickly made their way unop­
posed through the streets to the house 
to which the lad guided them. The ooy 
ran in and informed the ladies that de­
liverance had come; they hastily col­
lected a few valuables and articles of 
wearing apparel m a buhdle, and, plac­
ing the rescued party in the center of 
the column, Shields started to return. 
But meantime the alarm had been given, 
and drums were beatmg and lanterns 
flashing all around the walls. Arrived 
near the point of entrance, it was found 
that the whole open place between the 
houses and the wall was filled with Mexi­
can infantry and artillery. Shields de­
ployed and gave the command to fire. A 
ratthng volley, followed by a bayo­
net charge, threw tne Mexicans into dis­
order, and the Americans rushed through 
and over them with their httle party, 
made their way out, and returned to 
their own camp with but a few casual­
ties, although they drew the fire of both 
sides on their return, for the Amencan 
camp was now fully aroused, and the 
pickets were firing rapidly. But the 
tumult soon ceased on both sides, the 
adventurous soldiers returned to their 
quarters as though nothing had hap­
pened out of the usual course, and the 
ladies were safely bestowed for the night 
m a hut made as comfortable as possible.

How he was called upon to account for 
this night’s work will be best tokl m 
Gen. Shields’ own language.

“ The next mormng an officer of Gen. 
Scott’s staff came to my quarters with a 
message from the General that he would 
like to know the cause of the previous 
night’s alarm, as it ongmated in that 
part of the line which was under my 
command. I  answered that 1 would re­
port m person, which I at once did. On 
the way I thought the matter over, and 
concluded that it would be better to 
make a clean breast of it, and I  did so. 
The story threw Gem Scott into a tre- j 
mendous rage. Ever since Cerro Gordo 
was fought he had addressed me as ‘ My 
Oerro Gordo fnend,’ but he now dropped 
that familiar name. ‘ Gen. Shields,’ he 
thundered, ‘you are insubordinate and 
reckless m the highest degree. You 
have put in peril the fruits of the whole 
campaign; you have, perhaps, frustrated 
all my plans for the capture of the City 
of Mexico! Sir, I ’ll disgrace you; I ’ll 
court-martial you, and have you dis­
missed the service !’ At this my temper 
rose, and I  answered him plainly that he 
might court-martial, and, perhaps, get 
me dismissed, but that, atter all that 
had occurred on this campaign, neither 
he nor any other man could disgrace 
me; and, being by this time pretty well 
stirred up, I said that under like circum­
stances I would do precisely the same 
thing over again. Instead oi being 
more angry, tlie General was rather 
softened by this speech. ‘ I was wrong, 
Gen. Shields,’he said, ‘in saying that I  
would disgrace you. I  ask your pardon 
for that. You are a brave man, and dis­
grace is not the word to use toward 
you. But you are greatly to blame 
in this matter, sir. You have acted 
without orders, and have imperiled 
the whole campaign.’ ‘General Scott,’ 
I said, ‘ before you say anything more 
about it, suppose you come over to my 
quarters and see these ladies.’ After 
some further talk he promised to do so 
and I  rode back to my tent pretty well 
satisfied that I should have no further 
trouble with the affair. In an hour over 
came Gen. Scott, and I  at once intro­
duced him to the ladies. The daughter 
was a picture of beauty, with her golden 
curls and her blue eyes; and, after the 
mother had thanked the General for

printing and engraving at Washington, 
for it is not alleged that any stealing of 
notes or plate* took place when the busi­
ness of manufacturing the currency was 
divided among the bank-note compa­
nies, and they were held responsible tor 
the honesty of their performance.

How Some PliiladelnMa Soldiers Re­
turned,

The officer who returned yesterday 
from the front, and when asked how he 
got back replied, “ in an envelope,” 
gives the following description of the re­
turn of such of fiie Philadelphia soger 
boys as'have been heard from:

An effort was made by one or two in­
ventive individuals to climb into their 
muskets, but as this was found to be im­
practicable, not for the reason that the 
muskets were too narrow, but that the 
men were too long, the ruse was aban­
doned. In the excitement of the mo­
ment a terrified Brigadier General of­
fered to ship on a passenger tram as a 
man before the “ mast, ’ aud, being re­
fused, wanted to know whether he 
couldn’t go through as an invoice to the 
stuffed department of the Permanent 
Exhibition. In despair several veterans 
pinned postal cards to their shirts and 
threw themselves by the track, deter­
mined to trust to luck and some con­
scientious mail agent to pass them 
through. To add to the terror of these 
unfortunate men, they couldn’t get any­
thing to oat that was palatable, and as 
the crows knew this they hovered above 
tne emaciated soldiers, and cawed in 
joyous anticipation of a big Quaker City 
lunch

Happily for aching breasts at home 
the boys began straggling into the city 
yesterday evening. One gallant Major 
was attired in military boots, a brake- 
man’s pants, no coat woith mentioning, 
and a telegraph operator’s cap. His 
friends met him at the depot and greet­
ed him with cheers. Though travel- 
stained and weary, he told the story of 
his heroic charge upon the enemy with 
the modesty becoming so great a man. 
He reviewed his course briefly, merely 
touching here and there upon the num­
ber of rioters he had strangled and other­
wise put to death, and remarked that if 
somebody didn’t hurry back to Blairs- 
ville with some sandwiches and beer for 
the First Division, somebody would 
starve to death. It was his impression 
also that the strike was over, so far as 
the West was concerned, at least, as the 
great majority of the strikers had chased 
him all the way home.—Philadelphia 
Tirnei.

A Narrow Escape.
Bill Hanson, better known as “ Fron­

tier Bill,” while pursuing a herd of mus­
tangs near Hat creek, July 9, was thrown 
from his horse and knocked senseless, m 
which state he lay for several hours. 
When he recovered his horse was gone 
and his wounds pained him so badly that 
he could not walk. He managed with 
great difficulty to crawl on his hands to 
a pool of water some fifty rods from the 
place where he fell. He remained here 
during fihe next day and night without 
a mouthful to eat, and the water of the 
pool having given out he started but on 
fp’» hands and knees m search of more. 
About 12 o’clock on the second day he 
says he was so hungry and so thirsty, and 
lame and tired, that he could go no fur­
ther, and crawled under a tree and 
stretched himself out to die. While 
lying thus, bordering on the insensible, 
he heard the leaves shake near him, and. 
wearily turned his head m the direction 
of the noise. To hia terror and astonish­
ment he espied a large rattlesnake reach­
ing for him. The sight of tlie venom­
ous reptile banished hunger, thiist and 
pain for the moment, and he raised up 
on his elbow and endeavored to scare 
the scaly thing away. The snake struck 
at him twice and then glided away. This 
adventure roused him somewhat, and he 
made another endeavor to reach water. 
Finally, after much pain and suffering, 
he crawled into the Cheyenne road, and 
could get no further. Next morning a 
ranchman located on Hat creek found 
him there lying on lus face, insensible 
and almost dead. He was taken to the 
ranclie and cared for.—Deud/vood

Tlie Stones of tlie Pyramids.
The immense stones used m tlie erec­

tion of the Pyramids of Egypt were ob­
tained from the quarries m the Arabian 
hills, and were earned to the nver and 
over a bridge of boats. They were then 
brought forward by means of a cause­
way, which is said to have been a fine 
work, with its polished stones and fig­
ures of animals engraved upon them. 
One hundred thousand men were em­
ployed at a time, and these were relieved 
by the same number at the end ol three 
months. A long time was spent m the 
leveling oi the rock on which the edifice 
stands, aud twenty years for the erection 
of the pyramid itself. The stones were 
raised step by step b j means of a ma­
chine made of short pieces of wood, and, 
last of all, commencing from the top, the 
stones were cemented together with a 
layer of cement not thicker than a piece 
of paper, the strength of which is 
proved by the age of these enormous 
memorials.

A Superlative Horror.
This morning, about 9 o’clock, a tein 

hie accident happened at the steam saw 
mill of M. C. Hamilton, noitli of tin 
city, resulting m the instant de ith ol 
William Knowlton, an (mploye ot *hf 
mill.

He was engaged at the time iu run 
mng the oireular saw, which is ahum 
three feet m diameter, and winch was 
m full motion. It appears that he went 
to go around the saw, m close proximity 
to it, to pick up a belt that had been 
broken, and one of Ins feet slipped on 
the lumber, which caused him to lose 
his balance. He threw out his leit hand 
to recover his equililmum, and m doing 
so it came in contact with the saw, which 
cut off his little finger_ and mangled the 
hand in a terrible manner, hacking it 
into shreds. To save himself he now 
threw out his right arm, which was also 
struck by the saw, and the hand was in­
stantly severed from Hie arm just above 
the wrist. The unfortunate man then 
lost all control of himself and fell head­
long against the saw, sinking the same 
with his head. The victim dropped 
upon the floor a lifeless and almost head­
less man. More than one-liali of his 
head had disappeaied. The nght half 
of his head, from the back through to 
the nose, including the right cheek and 
the right half of the chin, and from the 
top ol the head to the neck, had been 
saved off and his biams had been scat­
tered all thiough the mill, What re­

tire butts ol their muskets. As if 
druiikf n with the taste of blood, there 
was no power that could stop their mad 
onslaught, and the Russians, w’eaned 
with fighting all day on the offensive, 
were iorced gradually back, fighting 
courageously to the last.

As the gloom began to settle upon the 
landscape the blazmg fires of the cannon 
died away, and the flower of the Russian 
army, which had so boastfully marched 
into Bulgaria with the flying banners of 
oonqueiors, melted into tlie darkness de­
feated and disheaitened.

The defeat inflicted upon Gen. Kru- 
dener’s army, which formed about one- 
sixth of the Russian forces south of the 
Danube, is most momentous. It will be 
noticed that this was not a battle in the 
open field. The Turks chose a position 
naturally stioug, and wisely fortified it 
with detensive woiks of every kind, so 
thet then tioops fought under shelter. 
Under these circumstances there could 
be no maneuvering. The Russians were 
led on to ..t ack them where they were 
protected m their trenches, and tell by 
thousands. The latest authentic report 
places tire total of killed at 6,000 ; the 
wounded not yet computed.

By thus attacking a strongly-deiended 
position Gen Krudener has repeated 
tlrefiroi ol Gen. Hemman at Zewin.

Medical Uses of Glyeerine.
Among the various uses for which 

glycenne has been found specially val­
uable as a medicinal agent, is that of 
tood lor infants. When raised by hand 
tin j  enn be kept comparatively free, it 
is said, iiom many of the ills to which 
they are liable by the substitution of 
from four to six drachms of glycerine 
for the amount of sugar usually added 
to the creren, milk oi water constituting 
their diet In cases of deafness, too, of 
adults, fiom deficiency, accumulation or 
hardness of the cerumen, glycerine is 
alleged to be one of the best remedial 
ageidi—introduced into the canal by 
means ot law cotton saturated with it. 
It is also claimed to he the only known 
agent which will preserve vaccine lymph 
for any considerable time without deteri­
oration. It has been found extremely 
useful m numerous skin diseases, and 
its serviceableness has been satisfactorily 
proved m connection with all the various 
substances used locally m diseases of the 
eyes, except nitrate ol silver, which l«t 
ter it decomposes,

trembling voice, the girl seized his 
hands, wept over them, called him her 
preserver and invoked the blessings of 
Heaven on his head.

These are but a few of the interesting 
and varied reminiscences with which

years of age, with a keen eye and some­
thing like the “ brogue” m his speech. 
His residence is at Kansas City, Mo. He 
speaks without the least bitterness 
toward any of his contemporaries, either 
in civil or military life, and evinces the 
warmest interest in the prosperity and 
welfare of his adopted country.

Detecting Counterfeits.
A pamphlet recently issued offers 

some useful suggestions for the detec­
tion of counterfeits. Tlie greenbacks 
and national-bank notes are printed 
from plates which have a common char­
acteristic ; every plate has four notes, 
which only differ from each other in 
being designated by the letters A, B, C, 
or D. When the counterfeiter makes a 
note, it has only one of these letters 
upon it. Consequently, if the note A 
has been counterfeited, the notes B, C, 
and D can be safely taken; if C has 
been counterfeited, A, B, and D are 
still good. Hence, with a list of coun­
terfeits at hand that mentions the letter 
of the spurious notes, the number of 
notes that there is a risk about is re­
duced by three-fourths. Even a per­
fect knowledge of engraving, which 
would enable a person to ascertain, upon 
merely looking at a note, as to whither 
it was or was not a counterfeit, may not 
confer immunity agamst loss without 
examining the list of fraudulent notes. 
For it happens that there are notes en­
graved from genuine plates, which have 
been stolen. Such notes have every ap­
pearance of genuineness except that the 
signatures are forged. The Govern­
ment will not redeem them for fear of 
encouraging such stealing in future. A 
loser by such a note would probably 
find m it an argument against the Gov­
ernment performing the whole work of

Meat For Invalids.
The following method of tendering 

raw meat palatable to invalids is given 
m the Industrie Blaetter: “ To ten 
ounces raw meat from tho loin, add 8.7 
ounces shelled sweet almonds, and 2.6 
ounces white sugar these to be bea2.8 
together in a marble mortar to a uni­
form pulp, and the fibers separated by 
a strainer. The pulp, which has a rosy 
hue and a very agreeable taste, does not 
remind one at all of meat, and may be 
kept fresh for a considerable time, even 
m summer, in a dry, cool place. Yelk 
of egg may be added to it. From this 
pulp, or directly from the above sub­
stances, an emulsion may be prepared 
which will be rendered still more nutri­
tions by adding milk. Leiller prefers 
3 5 ounces dried raw meat, } ounce su­
gar, .7 ounce wine, and 1 ounce tincture 
of cinnamon.” ,

D r . J a m e s  B r y c e , of Edinburgh, the 
geologist, has fallen a martyr to the pur­
suit ot his favorite science. While mak­
ing his annual geological tour in the 
Highlands, he set off alone, hammei in 
hand, to examine the rocks m the Bass 
of Inverfangaig, and was not again seen 
alive. About three hours after lus de­
parture his body was found by two game- 
keepers at the foot of a precipice, dread­
fully crushed. It is supposed that while 
he was climbing the rocks a mass gave 
way under his feet, and that other frag­
ments had fallen above him.
