THE CHERRY TALLEY MASSACRE.
The D readful W ork th e  T ories and In- 
/  dianfl Did One B le a k  N ovem ber M orn­

ing, 100 Y ears Ago.

Maj. Douglass Campbell, in his ad­
dress at the recent unveiling of the 
Cherry Valley (N. Y ) Monument, thus 
describes the massacre it commemo­
rates, which took place Nov. 11, 1778 :

“ Col. Alden and Lieut. Col. Stacia, 
with a small guard, lodged at the house 
of Mr. Wells, which stood on a little 
eminence just below the village. The 
place had formerly belonged to Mir., 
Lindesay, and is now owned and oceu-; 
pied by Mr% Phelon. Some-of the ojher 
officers also ' lodged in private houses** 
The enemy, learning these-'facts from 
the scouts whom they bad captured/ 
disposed their force So that a party 
should surround the residence of each 
officer, while the main body attacked the 
fort.

“ Even the elements combined against 
the hapless settlement. The night be­
fore snow had fallen to the depth of sev­
eral inches; in the morning it turned to 
sleet, and the air was dark and heavy. 
The people, trusting to the assurances 
of Col. Alden, were resting qui&tly at 
home, unconscious of approaching dan­
ger. One map only was abroad. He 
lived several miles below the 
was coming to town on 
When a short distance from the house 
of Mr. Wells he was fired upon and 
wounded by the Indians. Putting his 
horse to full speed he turned out of his 
way to infoAn the Colonel' of their ap­
proach,‘and then hastened to alarm the 
fort. Still Alden was incredulous; ,be 
thought it was a party of stragglers, and 
sent out orders to call in the guard. 
Before his orders could be obeyed the 
Indians were upon him. The advance 
was formed mainly of the Seneeas, the 
most untamed and bloodthirsty of the 
Six Nations. Now. at length the Colonel 
realized the danger, and fled down the 
hill toward the fort. Behind him fol­
lowed a fleet-footed savage with uplifted 
tomahawk. Several times Alden turned 
and snapped a pistol at his swift pur­
suer, but in the damp air the treacher 
ous weapon failed him. At last the fort 
was nearly gained, its doors stood open 
for his reception, when the Indian’s tom­
ahawk, hurled with unerring aim, cleft 
bis skull. Ashe fell the savage rushed 
upon him, knife in hand, and, under 
the very muskets of the soldiers, tore 
off his bleeding scalp.

“ Meantime, at the house of Mn 
Wells, a dreadful scene had been enact­
ed. When the savages' rushed in, the 
father of tne family was engaged in his 
devotions, but a Tory slew him while he 
knelt at prayer. With him perished his 
wife and mother,* three children, his 
brother and sister, and three domestics. 
One daughter, endeared to all by every 
Christian grace, escaped from the house 
and sought safety behind a pile of wood. 
She was pursued by an Indian, who, as 
he approached, wiped and sheathed his 
bloody knife and drew his tomahawk. 
Having some knowledge of the Indian 
language, she begged piteously for life, 
and a Tory, who had formerly been a 

- servant of her father, interceded for her, 
Maiming to be hen brother. With one 
hand the saVage pushed aside the Tory, 
and with the other smote her to the 
earth. Of the whole family, but one es­
caped the carnage. He was a young boy 
who was absent in Schenectady at 
school. Thus his life was spared. He 
grew *o manhood, and, settling in New 
York, made the name of John Wells 
famous as the foremost lawyer of his 
time. Looking down upon the desola­
tion of his homestead, he might have 
said with Logan, ‘ There runs not a 
drop of my blood in the veins of any 
living creature.’ Like Logan, how­
ever, he was fitted alone to represent a 
race.

“ Another party of Indians surround­
ed the house of Mr. Dunlop, the vener­
able clergyman whose ministrations the 
colony had followed from its cradle. 
Through the intercession of a Mohawk 
chief the old man’s life was spared, but 
oqly that he might witness the fiendish 
murder and mutilation of his Wife arid 
flieltlestruction of his little flock. Car­
rie^ away prisoner, he was soon re­
leased, but within a year went down to 
his grave broken with age and sorrow.

“ One other incident and I have done 
with ibc-Es sickening details., I tell them 
that yrtilblay k^towhat border warfare 
meant in Tryon county; that you may 
know what onr fathers meant when they 
said they were ‘ resolved to die.’ A Mr. 
Mitchell was absent from his house 
when the Indians came. Finding return 
impossible, he fled to the woods for 
safety. When the fiends had departed 
he approached his home, and there a 
fearful sight awaited him. He saw be­
fore him the bodies of his wife and four 
children. Extinguishing a fire which 
had been kindled to destroy the house, 
he bent over his littie ones, hoping that 
life might still remain. In one, a girl 
of 10 or 12 years of age, a spark seemed 
yet to flicker; he raised her up, brought 
her to the door, and with beating heart 
was watching over her return to life 
when another party of the enemy ap­
peared.

IRELAND’S DECAY.

H ow  E m igration and F sm in s  H s r e  D e­
pop ulated  th e  ** Old Sod.”

[From the Cincinnati Commercial.]
Reliable statistics of the history of 

Ireland during the last thirty years pre­
sent some startling facts. At the be­
ginning of the present century the -pop­
ulation of that country was about 5,400,- 
000. From that it increased until in 
1841 it was over 8,000,000, and, before 
the great famine of 1846-7, it probably 
was 500,000 more. The following table 
-shows the changes that have taken place 
since 1800:

Two of the neighbors went to the scene, 
but before reaching the house they met 
Mrs. Dean on the road and asked her 
where she was going. She replied that 
she'had put her children out of the way 
and was going to give herself up, and 
they could do as they pleased with her. 
They took her in charge and went back 
to the house, and there a most sickening 
spectacle presented itself. The two 
youngest children, aged about 18 months 
and 5 years respectively,9 were lying 
stretched in death off the bed, with then 
throats cut from ear to r.

While in proportion to the population 
the number of live stock has slightly in­
creased, the picture presented is not a 
pleasing one.

There are evidences of increasing 
poverty on every hand. In 1857 the 
number of paupers receiving assistance 
from unions, etc., was 50,094; in 1867, 
68,650, and in 1877, 85,530—about 
double the proportion of twenty years 
before.

The Decimal System ol Notation.
■ " Ten is, theoretically, ill-suited for the 
radix of a system of notation, because it 
permits of only one bisection. The 
half of it is five, an odd number. It 
also is incapable of any other division. 
On account of these defects the system 
is ill adapted- to the operations of the 
shop and the market. Although our 
calculations are universally made in the 
decimal system, none of our tables of 
Speights and measures are decimal in 
any one of their subdivisions. In all 
departments of trade the current prices 
have been derived from the process of 
successive halvings. The shopman 
reckons by halves, quarters, eighths, 
sixteenths and thirty-seconds, and not 
by fifths or tenths. The yardstick is 
divided, in its practical use, into halves, 
quarters, eigh ths, etc., by successive 
bisections. Even the sixteenth of a unit 
is more commonly used in trade than 
the tenth. In the stock exchange, 
shares change iu price by eighths of a 
dollar, and not by tenths. Even with 
our decimal system of money, we require 
coins for half and quarter of a dollar for 
practical use iu trading. Almost the 
entire price-list of our stores advances 
and recedes by these fractions of a unit 
formed by successive bisections.

The attempt by the French to compel 
the use of the decimal system shows the 
difficulty‘of such an undertaking. Pop­
ular necessities compelled the introduc­
tion of binal divisions. The prices of 
their money and stock markets are still 
frequently quoted in quarters and 
eighths. The attempt to divide time 
decimally was a failure. After trying 
to give to their decimal metrology a 
universal application, they have beer 
compelled to modify it in many of their 
weights and measures. From the in­
herent defects of a ten scale, all attempts 
to introduce an international decimal 
system of weights and measures have 
met with strong opposition.—Popular 
Science Monthly.

Some of 
the'-Grp tain’s friends finally interposed 
in his behalf, but it took over a week to 
secure Ma freedom, which only shows 
how much easier it is to.get a man into 
an insaue aryltim than it is to get him 
out. Among other rich developments 
that came out on the trial was the con­
fession of one of the doctors that he was 
paid and retained by the dutiful Sou’s 
counsel to certify that the old gentleman 
was crazy. Another doctor, testifying 
as-an expert, gave it as his omnion that 
Gapt. Holm was insane,’ although lie 
was not asked, as he should have been 
on the cross-examination, if he had been 
bribefl By -the son or the wife to'give 
such aff opinion. It is simply shocking 
to think that a sane man may be deprived 
of his liberty and locked up in an insane 
asylum, as the result of a conspiracy on 
the part of the members of his own fam­
ily, m order that they may gobble the 
estate.

Stealing Safe and Ail.
A daring robbery was committed at 

the Delavan House,' Atlantic City, N. 
J., a few mornings ago. When the pro­
prietor went down-sta:rs he found his 
400-pound sale misting and the parlor 
loor open. Later, pieces of money and 
bundles of paper were discovered in. a 
neighboring, meadow, and finally the 
remnants of the safe were found. Nitro­
glycerine had been used by the thieves.

Appropos of this golden epoch and 
age of silver bonanzas, we learn from 

-the most reliable sources of information 
that, from the earliest times to 
the commencement of the Christian 
era, the amount of precious 
metals obtained from the surface 
and mines of the earth is estimated 
to be $4,000,000,000; from the latter 
epoch to the discovery of America, an­
other sum of $4,000,000,000 was ob­
tained from the date of the latter event 
to 1842, an addition of $9,000,- 
,000,000 was made; that extensive work­
ing of Russian gold mines m 1843 to the 
close of 1842 was $1,000,000,000 more; 
the double discovery of the California 
gold mines in 1848 and those of Austra­
lia in 1851 added to the close of last 
year $5,000,000,000, making _a grand 
total at the present time of $23,000,- 
000, 000.

The average loss by abrasion of coins 
is estimated to be a tenth of 1 per cent, 
per annum, and the average loss by con­
sumption in the arts and destruction by 
fire and shipwreck at $2,000,000 to $8,- 
000,000 per annum, The amount of the 
preoioas metals now in existence is esti­
mated to be $13,000,000,000, of wliieh 
gold furnishes $7,000,000,000 and silver 
the re main e’er. Of the amount r.ow m 
distance, $8,000,000,000 is estimated to 
be in coin and bulli-n, $3,000,000,000 in 
watches, and the remainder in plate, 
jewelry and ornaments. Of the amount 
now in existence, $7,000,000,000 is esti­
mated to have been obtained from Amer­
ica, $3,000,000,000 from Asia (including 
Australia and New Zealand), $2,000,- 
000 000 from Europe and the remainder 
from Africa.

Prior to the commencement of the 
Christian era the annual product of the 
precious metals was about $2,000,000; 
from the commencement of the Christian 
era to the discovery of America it was 
“ ,000,000; in 350 years it attained to 
125,000,000; during the decade immedi­

ately succeeding, 1842 to 1852, it was 
$1 000,000,000, and since the double dis­
covery of the California and Australia 
mines, 1853 to 1872, it has averaged 
$256,000,000. The annual production of 
the precious metals attained its acme in 
1853, when it was $282,000,000.

The increase in the amount of the 
precious metals in existence has been 
greater during the last twenty-five years 
than during the previous 140. With 
such magnificent results before us, is it 
not singular that California and the Pa­
cific slope do not cut a more imposing 
figure in the world of commerce ?—San 
Francisco Era.

He Remembered One Thing, at Least.
A fair story from one of the Canadian 

courts is told by the Toronto Globe. 
As it runs, one of those sharp and sar­
castic lawyers, who take unspeakable 
pride in twisting a witness into a laby­
rinth of difficulties, had occasion to 
cross-examine a gentleman of some little 
prominence. The sharp lawyer man­
aged, after skillful maneuvering, so to 
confuse the witness that the only answer 
he could obtain to his question was, “ I 
don’t recollect. ” When the lawyer had 
this answer returned to him, a score or 
so of times his patience gave out. “ Tell 
me, Mr.,” he exclaimed, “ do you ever 
remember anything?” “ I  do,” was the 
response. “ Can you carry your mem­
ory back for twenty years, arid tell me a 
single incident that happened then ?” 
“ Yes, I think I can,” returned the wit­
ness who had regained some composure. 
“ Ah 1” exclaimed the lawyer, gleefully 
rubbing his hands in orthodox

ous, and 28 unknown. The total amoun 
expended in the care anl support of the 
poor was $670,431, against $602,628 in 
1876. The total amount of poor-house 
and poor-farm expeise*, exclusive oi 
interest on capital invested, was 
$203,249, against $220,678 in 
1876. The average cost to each 
pauper in the poor-houses within 
the year was $31.99. The number oi 
persons temporarily relieved was 43,168 
against 35,410 in 1876; and the perma­
nent paupers maintained outside the 
poor-houses were 1,309. The tabh 
showing the assigned causes of pauper­
ism of the inmates of these poor houses 
affords a field for interesting study. In­
temperance sent 224 to eat the bread of 
charity ; licentiousness, 8i ; vagaboud- 
ism, 174, of whom 132 were tramps ; 
age (too old or too young to work), 271: 
dep ndents, 495; defective in the senses, 
468; casualties, such as broken limbs 
and injuries, 75; disease, 847; miscellar 
neous, 55. The assigned causes of in 
digency of families relieved outside o 
the poor-house are as follows: Intem­
perance, 250; licentiousnf ss, 23; vaga­
bondism, 367; age, 528; dependfnts, 
778; defective, 144; casualties, 294; dis­
ease, 1,804; miscellaneous, 324 Of all 
these families relieved there were but 
220 entirely out of emnloytnert.

T he I ron Business.—It is now a pretty 
generally conceded fact that the iron 
trade has assumed an upward tendency, 
and has al last reached a solid, substantial 
basis, from which the best results may be 
anticipated.

**The iron buxines*, next to yellow fever, has 
been one of the lea ling topics of discu^ion dur­
ing the past week, not only m iron circles but 
by the general public, as it appears to be gener­
ally believed that there must bean improvement 
in it before anything else; m a word, it is the 
main standby here in Pittsburgh, and ns it begins 
to give evidence of revival, as has been the case 
for some weeks past, a better and more healthy 
feeling prevails in all branches of business. The 
increased demand recently has stiffened the 
market, and while the margin at the best rates 
obtainable continues small, neither pig iron nor 
its products can be obtained here at rates cur­
rent two months ago. Producers, in view of the 
material falling off in the production, and with 
the expectations of an increased consumpti jn, 
aie much stiffer in their views than they were 
during the earlv part of the summer, having re­
solved no longer to sell their products below the 
cost of production. The effect of selling below 
cost has been painfully app irent during the past 
few years, and a wholesome lesson has been 
learned therefrom—that any manufacturer sell­
ing his products below the cost of making them 
will sooner or later be a candidate for bankrupt­
cy. A manufacturer who was mterviewed the 
other day on the situation, remarkod that he ex­
pected ‘to see the iron business improve steadily 
and legitimately so that a producer can get cost 
price for his wares and possibly a little besides, 
and live without going in debt for it/ ”

It Pays —Week befote last we pub­
lished a Dotice of Mr. J. B. Kitchen, at 
Fayette, advertising tor choppers, and be­
fore it had been fairly published two weeks 
the advertiser in remitting the pay for the 
full time (four weeks) says: “Choppers 
are coming thick and we have a sufficient 
force. Please withdraw the notice.”

JtST Experiments show that the buoy­
ancy of deer’s hair far exceeds that of 
cork, and this has led to its utilization as 
a life preserver. Patents have been taken 
out on inventions'of this kind iu which a 
life buoy weighing only 2i lbs. will sus­
tain two men in water, and a life cosset 
weighing A lb. will hear up a large man.

Elf The different societies and benev­
olent institutions of this city have con­
tributed liberally to the yellow fever suf­
ferers of the south, and still the work 
goes bravely on. The need of funds is 
just as great and pressing as ever, and 
every little mite helps to alleviate the 
sufferings of this terribly stricken people.

Scarcity of Houses—One indication 
of the return ot good times is the fact 
that there is at present a grea) scarcity of 
tenement houses in this city Only a 
year ago landlords were deploring a 
scarcity of tenants, but now the condi­
tions are revetsed, and it is a hopeful 
sign for Negaunee that there is not, to 
our knowledge, a single vacant tenement 
or business house iu the city ior which 
there are not one or more applicants. 
Tne number of persons employed in the 
mines which surround the city on ail sides 
are greater than for the past two years 
and the indications are that the 
present number will be considerably in­
creased during the coming year. The 
Negaunee hematite range is assuming an 
importance in the affaii*3 of the 
the district that lead to the belief that it 
will become the base of a greater indus­
try than many other localities in the dis­
trict has yet attained. The impiove- 
ment, however, wiil be gradual, not 
spasmodic, and will be lasting. The fu- 
tuie of tins city ceitainly lias a bright, 
hopeful aspect, and with good municipal 
government, such as it has enjoyed in 
the past, bids fair to become one of the 
most important cities on the Upper Pe­
ninsula.

What Became of it .—About a year 
ago an organization was formed in this 
city, if we remember aright, to be known 
as the Lake Superior Poultry Association. 
At the commencement there was a rea­
sonable prospect that it would become 
one of the permanent enterprises of the 
Peninsula, but for some reason the project 
seems to have been abandoned. It was 
Ijroposed by the organizers to give an an­
nual fair or exhibition, and to offer such 
premiums as would induce a fine display 
and encourage the raising of poultry. If 
there are still persons who believe that 
such au institution weuld be profitable, 
we advise them to communicate with the 
officers of the Delta county Agricultural 
Society at Escanaba and make an effort 
to associate with it in bringing their 
proposition to a practical issue. The Ag­
ricultural society have already ofl'eicd 
twelve premiums for the best pairs of as 
many different kinds of fouls, and wiih 
the additional patronage of the people of 
this and the up-lake sections, this would 
no doubt become an interesting and im 
portant feature.

The Michigan Indians.—Colonel Lee, 
who h«s just been making a tour of the 
Indian regions, reports that there are now 
in this state no less than 10,000 Indians, 
more than half the number beiug in the 
lower peninsula. Settlements extend all 
along the Saginaw river, and in Isabella 
county theie are six townships of Indians. 
The IndiaD reservations in this state num­
ber 40,000 acres, and the principal work 
of Col. Lee is to allot these lands. Ac­
cording to the provisions of the treaties 
of Sept. 30, 1854, and July 31, 1855, in 
the lower peninsula each head of a fami­
ly is entitled to 80 acres of land, and each 
male above the age of 21 is entitled to 40 
acres. In the upper peninsula all males 
21, and orphans, are entitled to 80 acres 
each, and the Indians, with the spirit of 
true kindness, always desire that the or­
phans should be served first. Besides the 
land the government distributes annually 
about $1,500 worth of seeds and agricul­
tural implements. Excepting a small an­
nuity of $500 per annum, given to the 
Pottowatomies, the government distri­
butes no money among the Indians. 
Schools are maintained at government ex­
pense, and the Indian is said to be very 
quick to learn, and docile as a pupil. The 
Cliippewas, of Grand River, to whom an 
Episcopal missionary was sent, have 
turned Methodists, and not long ago they 
held a large camp meeting. Col. Lee is 
opposed to a transfer of the Indian 
bnreau to the war department, for he 
thinks that the present policy of the 
government of educating the children is 
a wise one, and deserves to be carried 
out.

t ry  Another frightful and terrihly fa­
tal colliery explosion occurred in Wales, 
England, on Thursday of last week, by 
which 260 of the employes met their 
dealh, The explosion occurred at 12:10 
p, m., at a time when 273 men were in 
the shaft. Eytty possible means were 
employed to reach the unfortunate vic­
tims, but the spread of the fire which 
followed the explosion, prevented en­
trance into the shaft. After all hope of 
reaching the men was abandoned, the 
work of flooding the mine was commenc­
ed. The scenes around the mouth of the 
shaft were heart-rending iii the extreme, 
most of the men leaving families. It is 
said to be the most destructive calamity 
that has ever happened in Wales.

Appointed.—Capt. O. D. Blanchard 
has been appointed as local inspector of 
hulls, in place of George Freeman, who 
tendered ins resignation some time ago. 
Mi. Blanchard is well and favorably 
known in this county, having for some 
time previous to 1S76 resided in Mar 
quette. The Detroit Post in commenting 
upon the appointment says: “Capt. C. 
D. Blanchard, the newly-appointed local 
inspector of hulls for the district of Mar­
quette, is a Detroit gentleman, and one 
eminently qualified to hold the tesponsi- 
ble position to which he has been called. 
He has a ho»t of friends here, and all 
speak in the highest praise of his sterling 
qualities as a man, and rejoice at his 
good fortune. He is an old vessel-man, 
and has sailed for many years,his last ven- 
tuie being as owner and master of the 
propeller Ira Chaffee, although he was not 
on board when she went ashore.”

Detroit Conference.—At the Detroit 
conference, which convened at Ann Ar­
bor, on the 11th inst-, and is now in ses 
sion, the Rev. A. J. Richards, presiding 
elder of this, the Lake Superior district, 
made the following report concerning the 
condition of the church -property iu his 
distiict, which comprises the entire up­
per peninsula:

“A debt of $12,000 has been met and 
paid, axcept $1,000, at Maquette. A 
debt of $3,330 has weighed down the 
church at Negaunee during the past year, 
but that has now been entirely paid off. 
At Republic a new parsonage has been 
built. An old debt has been paid at Calu­
met, and a pipe organ put in and paid 
for. Excellent work and general pros­
perity is shown at Hancock. Repairs 
have been made to the church at Hough­
ton. The financial condition of the 
church in Laks Superior district is, on the 
whole, very encouraging. The charac­
ters were all paused.”

A Bear Story.—The Detroit Post and 
Tribune tell the following bear story, 
which beats the story of the young man 
from this county, who paid ten 
dollars for a shot at a bear, down in the 
vicinity of McFarland’s Hill, a few days 
ago, and missed him. But here,8 the 
story: “Last Friday night, while the 
steam barge D. M. Wilson was lying at 
Wilson’s landing, Sault River, and epi­
sode happened on board that will not 
soon be forgotten by those who partici­
pated in it. It was well along toward 
morning, and all were asleep save the 
watchman, who was forward, between 
decks, when he noticed a big black ani­
mal coming through the amidship gang­
way. Thinking it was the big Newfound­
land dog belonging to Mr. Wilson, who 
lives at the landing, and who is a 
brother ot the owner of the barge, 
he paid no attention to it until it had al­
most reached him. He then discovered 
that it was an enormous black bear. 
What to do he did Lot know as he was 
alone, but by such startling shrieks as 
“Murder!” “Bear!” “Help!” etc., lie suc­
ceeded in bunging Capt. Brown to his 
rescue, who seized an axe and gallantly 
made for the intruder. Meanwhile the 
watchman sought refuge behind au up­
right post supporting the upper deck, and 
the bear had mounted the winlass bitts, 
just forward of it, and with his paws 
was vigorously clawing theair in the vain 
endeavor to clinch the man. The appear­
ance of Cape. Brown on the scene divert­
ed the animal’s attention, and he made 
for him. The captain struck the bear a 
fearful blow, which staggered him, and 
sent him lealing to the stairway leading 
to the upper deck. Then Captain Brown 
cornered him again and struck at him, but 
this time missed, and the axe buried it­
self in the wood. The hear then made 
for the after part of the boat, and on his 
way run across one of the deck hands, 
and struck at him with ids paw, but only 
caught the man’s hat, which he ruined. 
He then made his way off' the boat and 
escaped. The above facts were gathered 
by our reporter, who hoarded the boat as 
she passed here yesterday, from Captain 
Brown. He also reports that bears are 
plentiful along the Sault River now, be­
ing driven out of the woods by the dense 
smoke from forest fires. To verify what 
seemed to be au incredulous story, our 
repoi ter was shown the still bloody axe, 
and also the place wlieie, in missing the 
hear, it had struck the staiis.

Their music is 
made up of songs to them sacred, and 
plantation melodies that are sure to charm 
the listener. The troupe is accompanied 
by a full brass band. Lew Johnson is 
the manager. The concert will be giveD 
at Winter’s hall. Reserved seats can be 
obtained at Kirkwood’s drug store.

■ Man K illed.—George Wilson, a brake- 
man on Thompson’s switch engine, was 
killed in the M., H. <& O. yard, a few rods 
east of our office, Saturday afternoon last. 
At the time of the sad occurrence Wil­
son was in the act coupling a couple of 
flat cars of uneven height. He was about 
to step between them when the draw 
heads shoved one above the othei, and 
there being no dead wood on either of the 
cars he was caught between the ends of 
the outside sills and so terribly crushed 
that he died in less than five minutes.

B. Kirkwood, ona of the coroners 
of the said county, upon tha view *t the body 
of George Wilson, there lying dead, by the oaths 
ot the juiors whose name*.are hereto subscribed, 
who. being sworn to inquire pn behalf of the 
Peopled the State, when, in what manner and 
by what means, the said George Wilson came to 
liis death, upon their oaths, do say : By coup­
ling cars on the side track belonging to the M.. 
H. & 0. R. R. Co., near their depot in Negaunee 
on this day.—the jury further find that the cars 
the deceased was coupling was of an uneven 
heighth and without any deadwood to p-event 
it from coming together, thereby causing his 
death. No blame is attached to the employes. 
In testimony whereof, the said coroner, and the 
jurors of this inquest, have hereunto set their 
hands, the day and year aforesaid.

Trapped.—From the region of pictur­
esque Goose Lake comes a remarkable 
trapping story, in which the trapper be­
came the trapped, and whose experience 
can better be imagined than described. 
Living iu that suburban retreat is a 
Frenchman, named Laroseau, wTho with 
his family, eke out an existence by till­
ing a small portion of this fair earth, 
chopping cord wood and hunting for the 
wild animals that roam unbridled through 
the foiests of that locality. A few days 
since Laroseau, in his natural desire to 
provide meat for the coming winter, set a 
large steel trap, with which he hoped to 
capture a noble buck, as he had done ma­
ny times previous. The trap is a very 
large one, denominated by trappers as a 
bear trap, and sufficiently powerful to 
keep secure the largest animal that per­
ambulates those wilds. Having attached 
the chain to a stout tree some feet fiom 
the trap and fastened the latter firmly 
to the ground, he carefully concealed it 
from the wary eye of his intended game 
by covering it with brush and other loose 
material, and then proceeded to his other 
duties content to wait until the next morn­
ing. During the night, however, in 
company with some acquaintances, he 
indulged a little too freely iu GooseLake 
tangle-foot, from the effets of which he 
had not recovered when he repaired to his 
trap to secuic his game. He was much 
astonished to find the trap empty, and 
while examining it tumbled in himself. 
The trap came to time instantly, and 
Laroseau found himself so firmly entrap­
ped that he was wholly unable either to 
lelease himself or reach the tree to which 
the chain was fastened. Finding his ef­
forts useless, and his strength becoming 
exhausted, he called tor help at the top 
of his voice, and his cries reaching the 
ears of liis wife, the latter hastened to his 
assistance. Perceiving the situation of the 
spouse, she immediately seized the lever 
and attempted to open the trap ând re 
lease the game, in which she would un­
doubtedly have been successful, had not 
the trapped trapper been too anxious to 
gain his freedom. As the jaws of the 
trap slowly opened, his struggles caused 
his would-be rescuer to lose her equili­
brium, and she fell, the jaws of the 
trap came together with a snap, catching 
the woman by the arm just above the 
elbow, and in such a mauner as to make 
any future efforts of the oair to release 
themselves useless. The situation of the 
couple is described to be ridiculous in the 
extreme. She upbraided him for getting 
drunk and falling into the trap, and he 
protesting that it was all owing to a 
woman’s clumsiness that they were both 
in such a fix. Between suarhng, growl­
ing and deploring their fate, they passed 
two or three hours, every now and then 
making the woods ring with their cries 
for help. Towards evening, however, 
the sound of their voices reached the ears 
of another hunter, who released them 
from their curious predicament, and re­
ceived the thanks of the most disgusted 
couple, he says, he ever met.

Capt. J. W. Cotton, a resident of Green Bay 
and Brown County since 1855, died in that city, 
Tuesday of last week, in the 70th year of his age 
He was well known throughout northern Wis­
consin and Michigan, and always been regarded 
as a man of*teriing*worth. His funeral was at­
tended by a large number of sorrowing friends.

Green Bay is afflicted with a most disgusting 
adultery ca*e. Both parties are in jail in default 
of $200 bail.

A most singular accident happened to steam 
fire engine No. 1 at a recent fire. The steamer 
took up her position on the Mason street bridge 
on the south side, the wheels were blocked, the 
hose fastened to the engine, and the horses 
started off on a run with the hose+esft, unreeling 
the hose. By some means the reel caught, so it 
would not turn, and the whole momentum of 
the horses gave a sudden jerk ontheengine. 
The wheels jumped over tho blocking, tho_en­
gine rolled across the bridge, mounted the side­
walk on tho north side, broke the railing and 
went over the bridge, turning upside down on 
the deck of a scow that fortunately happened to 
be moored beneath.

The 
captain, nothing cliunted, siezed a club and 
brained him on the spot.

A ship carpenter is soon to open a ship-yard 
at Escanaba.

Mr. J. W, Pinch, a young lawyer of that place, 
was given permission by the circuit court last 
week, to assume the position of a full fledged 
lawyer, and pinch all the clients he can get. 
Pinching times, these—for client*.

In the circuit court la*t week two important 
cases to tax payers were decided. The first was 
the township of Baldwin »*. its former treasurer, 
Mr. Nehreau, who it was claimed received and 
failed to account for some $600 of the township 
funds. The defense of this defaulting treas­
urer was that the bond given the township was 
signed on Sunday, and was therefore void. Tho 
bond,however, was approved by the township 
board on a week day, and the jury concluded it 
was sound. and.*m«this view of tho case were 
sustained by the court. Judgment was render­
ed against the defendant for $400. The other 
case was that of the township of Escanaba vs. 
E. P. Lott, who was a defaulter to the amount 
of $3,700. The township brought suit against 
his bondsmen. Messrs. Stpchin, Wagner and 
Young. Lott aud Young did not set up any de­
fense at all but the others tested tho validity of 
the bond on the ground that ene of tho parties 
Wagner, was intoxicated at the time and did 
not know what he was signing. The jury how­
ever, returned a verdict fer tho full amount.

But few vessels have been in tbe harbor the 
past week, most of them having g*ne into the 
grain trade. As a consequence the shipments of 
ore were very light.

The Iron Port revives the subject of building 
a railroad from Escanaba to St. Paul. It is 
probably the most feasibly route from the great 
northwest to the eastern markets of any now in 
operation or talked of. Could such a project be 
consummated it would be a big feather in Esca- 
naba’s cap, and also add materially to the busi- 
neas of the whole Upper Pontnsula.

The lormation of a military company at Esca­
naba under the state militia liw has assumed 
definite shape.

F ore lffn .
Th eeb  hundred soldiers »nd firemen were 

tilled by the recent waterspout at Miskolez, 
Hungary. They were buried in one grave. 
Two hundred persons are atill missing.

I t  is said France and Italy have jointly noti- 
fie the Porte that they will not permit the 
bombardment of {he Greek coast in the event 
of a war betwen Greece and Turkey. The 
Turkish troops are reported to be encroaching 
upon Greek territory.

Th e  dispatches from Mexico are rose-colored. 
Diaz is popular, favors American railroad pro­
jects, and is determined to suppress raiding on 
the Rio Grande.

T he International Congress of Weights, 
Measures and Coinage, now in session at Paris, 
has adopted a motion in favor of a  universal 
standard of one-tenth alloy for gold coins. 
The votes were equally balanced as to whether 
the same standard is applicable to silver. The 
proposal for freedom of the mints to coin gold 
or silver according to demand was rejected. 
It was decided that the right to melt or 
export coins should be unlimited; that no 
fixed rates be established between gold and 
silver, and that silver should not be a legal 
tender for a debt of over £10. The committee 
uninimously agreed that the best mode of ar­
riving at an international monetary unit would 
be to give legal currency to the 10-franc piece.

T he Austrians have entered Trebinje. They 
met no opposition. The Turkish troops sur­
rendered the citadel and quitted the town the 

me day.

I n  view of the dilatory tactics of the Porte 
in the matter of executing the stipulations of 
the Berlin treaty, the German Government has 
asked the signatory powers to take some united 
action with a view of compelling the Porte to 
perform the treaty’s requirements. The an­
swers so far received have been in the affirma­
tive, and it is probable that the Moslem Gov­
ernment will soon be brought to a realizing 
sense of its duty in the premises.

The big butcher o f Berlin who struck off 
the head of the assassin Hoedel will be spared 
a repetition of his dexterous manipulation of 
the two-handed sword m the ease of Nobeling, 
who died recently of paralysis of the lungs. 
He was severely wounded m his attempt at 
self-destruction at the time of his arrest for 
the attack upon the life of Emperor William, 
and never recovered from the inj nries then in­
flicted.

Over 600 of the bodie3 of the drowned by 
the disaster to the Princess Alice in the 
Thames have been recovered, 83 of which 
could not be identified.

81 deaths and 223 new cases. An appeal for 
■an extended system of collecting and forward­
ing relief supplies and snbtistence to the 
thousands of unemployed and needy 
people of the fever-scourged dis­
tricts of the South has just been 
issued from Washington by Messrs. Ellis and 
Gibson, members of Congress from Louisi­
ana ; Senator John T. Morgan, of Alabama; 
William H. McCardle, of Mississippi; and 
Cyrus Busse, President of the New Orleans 
Chamber of Commerce. It is proposed that 
New Orleans be made the depot for the pro 
rata distribution of the contributions of pro­
visions, tea, coffee, wines, medicines, the 
whole to bo taken in charge by the Howard 
Associations of the different localities.

Th e  Detroit Leather Company’s tannery was 

destroyed by fire a few days ago. Loss un­
known, though heavy; insurance, $80,000.

A son of the Shoshone chief, Washakee, 
came into Camp Brown, Wy. T., the other day, 
and reports a fight. Sept. 5, on Clark’s fork, 
between a detachment of troops and Crow In­
dians and twenty lodges of hostile Bannocks. 
The Bannocks were defeated, their chief, and 
their sqnaws and children, and a large number 
of horses, being captured. One soldier, a citi­
zen and a Crow scout were killed, and one 
soldier wounded! Many of the Bannocks were 
killed.

Th e  Internal Revenue Bmean thus far has 
been able to collect but a small part of the tax 
of one-twenty-fourth of 1 per cent, assessed 
upon savings banks. Tnese banks generally 
claim exemption from taxation on deposits and 
capital stock.

P resident H ayes wab accorded an enthusi­
astic reception at the Minnesota State Fair, in 
St. Paul.

The address con­
sisted largely of tabular statements showing 
the reduction of the public debt, the decreased 
rates of taxation since the war, the condition 
of the currency, etc.

T he friends of Gen. Grant in Washington 
say that, for several years, his brother Orville, 
now confined in a New Jersey insane asylum, 
has been, the cause of great mental suffering 
to him, and that Orville has frequently com­
promised the ex-President by his indiscretions, 
his wild talk, and his eccentric conduct. It 
alleged that, in the matter of the sale of post1 
traders’ appointments, Orville claimed to exer­
cise a great deal of influenoe, and often de­
ceived persons who thought he came from the 
President. It is said that Orville at one time 
reaped a rich harvest from commissions in 
cases where he deceived people.

H ehemet Aii P asha, one of the Turkish 
Generals made famous by the recent war, who 
was recently sent by the Porte to pacify the 
turbulent Albanians, was mobbed, and, to­
gether with twenty members of his suite, mas 
sacred, because he refused to organize an 
attack i gainst the Austrians. Mehemet 
Ali Pasha, formerly of Magdeburg, 
Prussia, was appointed Commander-in- 
Chief of the Turkish armies in Europe on the 
23d of July, 1877. On September 5 of that 
year be defeated the Russians on the river 
Lom, in Bulgaria, and on the 21st was himself 
defeated. On the 3d of October he was sum­
moned to Constantinople, being superseded by 
Suleiman Pasha.

Omaha has suffered a heavy loss in the de­

struction of the Grand Hotel—its largest. Its 
original cost was $300,000, butithad undergone 
repairs at an expense of $12,000, besides re- 
ceivin#*,bout $30,000 worth of new furniture. 
The buiWtngis a total los3, the failure of the 
water supply having cut off all means of fight­
ing the flames.

T he yellow-fever scourge was even worse 
than before in Memphis on the 4th inst,, the 
deaths numbering 156. An Associated Press 
dispatch of that date says; “ Our city at 
present is one vast charnel-house. The under­
takers report ninety-six interments for twenty- 
four hours ending at 6 p. m. Of these, nine­
ty-three deaths were caused by yellow fever; 
seventy-six were white, and twenty colored. A 
visit to the county undertaker’s establishment 
to-night discovered the fact that at nightfall 
there were about sixty more reported dead but 
still unburied. The question of disposing of 
the dead is becoming a serious one. The 
Citizens’ Relief Committee has employed a 
burial corps of thirty negroes to assist the 
county undertaker and his men, and it has 
even been suggested to bum the dead if they 
cannot be buried more promptly, as corpses 
have been known to layunbunedfor more than 
forty-eight hours, burdening the air with foul 
odors and becoming so revolting that people 
have fled the neighborhoods, and it is with dif­
ficulty that men can be hired to haul them to 
the Potter’s Field.” At New Orleans the deaths 
for twenty-four hours numbered 77; new cases, 
212. A considerable improvement was noticed 
at Vicksburg, the death rate decreasing to 22. 
At a number of smaller towns in Mississippi 
and Tennessee, the disease had appeared, 
causing the wildest terror and distress.

At the burning of the Omaha Grand Cen­
tral Hotel, four firemen were buried under 
falling walls, and one was killed by being 
struck by a cornice.

A circular has just been issued by the 
Commissioner cf the General Land Office 
giving effect to the decision of Secretary 
Sehurz regarding the right of pre-emption 
in the ease of the unsold lands of the Pacific 
railroad land-grant companies. Registers 
and Receivers of land offices are instructed 
to receive declaratory statements from pre- 
emptors, and, after ascertaining fiom the 
railroad companies that the land apphed for 
has not been sold, to permit entry and pay­
ment at the rate cf $1 25 per acre. By this 
means the settler will secure the important ad­
vantage of po -sessi in, compelling the railroad 
companies to take the initiative m order to se­
cure his ejectment.

The yellow-fever scourge is reported, by dis­
patches of Sept. 8, as continuing fully as dead­
ly as heretofore. A dispatch from Memphis 
of that date is as follows : “Another sad day 
has passed, and near 109 fresh mounds are 
added to om cemeteries and the Pottei’s field. 
The total number of interments reported up to 
C p. m. aie seventy-one, with one firm of un­
dertakers to hear from, which will mare the 
deaths this day m the neighborhood of 100. 
Only partial reports of new cases have 
been made to-day. Physicians are 
to pressed for time that the major­
ity prefer to violate the ordinance re- 
quim,g them to icpoit to neglecting the sieir. 
BiX resident physicians report ninety-six new 
cases, and it is eafe to asseit there are near 
210.” No improvement is noted at Vicksburg 
on the 8 h, the following dispatch being re­
ceived : ‘ The yellow fever st’U holds us own 
m cui city.

T he Inter-State Industrial Exposition of  

Chicago is thrown open to the public for the 
sixth-conseoutive year, with every promise of 
equaling its predecessors in attractiveness and 
success.

Secretary Sherman has prepared a letter 
for transmission to an Ohio banker, which re­
affirms in substance the statements as to trade 
dollars which were made in the recent cir­
cular of the Director of the Mint. Secre­
tary Sherman thinks that ultimately a mar­
ket in China will be made for trade dol­
lars at their face value. Complaints still con­
tinue to reach the treasury of the depreciation 
in trade dollar*, ana the treaiury officials think 
that such pressure will be brought to bear upon 
Congress that some legislation will be enacted 
for the relief of the holders. In anticipation 
of such legislation treasury officials think that 
the greater proportion of the trade dollars will 
find their way into the vaults of speculators 
and banker*.

T he Oxford Iron Company, of Oxford, N. 

J., S. T. Scranton, President, has suspended, 
with liabfiitie* between $5,000,000 and 
$8,000,000. An endeavor will be made to effect 
a  compromise. Seven hundred men will other­
wise be thrown out of employment.

The growing corn in Iowa is now reported to 
be out of danger from the damaging effects of 
a possible early frost. The crop is declared to 
be the largeit ever grown in that State.

Miller and 
the entire Democratic State ticket, the Repub­
lican party having placed no candidates in the 
field.

In’the Vermont election, held on the 3d 
inst., the State was carried by the Republicans 
by about 20,000. Two of the three Congress­
men are Republicans, while in the Third dis­
trict Barlow (bolting Repubhean and Green- 
backer) came near beating both the other can­
didates. As it requires a clear majority to elect 
in Vermont, however, a new election will be 
necessary.

The President’* St. Paul speech is to be put 
out by the Republican committee as a campaign 
document.

President H aves was at Madisoo, Sept. 10, 
and lent a friendly band to giv e the Wisconsin 
State Fair a goed «end-off.

Troy Dye was arrested on Monday 
night at 11 o’clock. On the following 
day he made a full and complete con­
fession of his complicity in the murder 
of A. M. Tallis. On Tuesday about 9 
p. m. Anderson was arrested, and, dur­
ing the first night of his incarceration, 
also confessed. Dye says that the first 
mention of the plan of killing Tnllis 
was made in a jesting manner at the 
dinner-table of a gentleman living near 
Oonrtland. Subsequently he began to 
think seriously of the matter, and later 
planned the murder. He chose as in­
struments Edward Anderson, a Swede, 
a butcher, who for the past two years 
has been employed by him at intervals, 
Dye being himself a butcher; also a man 
whose name is not given, with whom 
Anderson had become acquainted. Dye 
says these men proposed the plan of 
killing some wealthy man without heirs, 
but Anderson’s story consistently main­
tains that Dye originally proposed all 
the crimes contemplated. It may be 
stated that each to some extent tries to 
place the other in the light of being the 
tempter. At last Tnllis was selected as 
the victim. Dye has been his neighbor 
and friend for twelve years, and knew 
the value of the estate. Tullis was an 
uncommunicative man, and had never told 
his neighbors anything about his family 
connections. The supposition was that he 
was the last of his race. Plans were a*' 
once formed for his murder. Anderso.. 
and the third party were to have $3,000 
each for committing the crime. Over 
two months ago they went down the 
river to put the plan in execution. They 
returned and reported to Dye that Tul­
lis was not at home. But Anderson’s 
confession accounts for this failure by 
saying that they “ weakened.” Dye 
urged the crime with persistency, and 
Anderson conceived the idea of murder 
by poison. Two bottles of cocktails 
were prepared in Clark & Dye’s saloon 
on K street, known as the Sierra Nevada 
saloon. One bottle, only partly full, 
was poisoned, the other was good. An­
derson, armed with these implements of 
death, w ent down to Tullis’ ranch. Call­
ing at the house, he solicited work. 
Anderson then brought out the good 
liquor, and they draDk about half the 
contents, when Anderson changed bot­
tles on Tnllis and came away. The as­
sassins expected to bear of Tullis’death, 
but heard nothing from it.

At last, th8 decision was reached that 
bold work was required. Anderson pro­
posed building a boat, and going down the 
river and committing the crime by vio­
lence. After some objection on the part 
of Dye as to the propriety of build­
ing a boat, the lumber was purchased 
and the boat was built at Dye’s house. 
On Wednesday, July 31, at 9 p. m., the 
boat was launched from the foot of B 
street. An expressman was employed 
to haul it down. Dye helped to load 
it, and with the aid of Anderson and the 
expressman launched it. Anderson 
rowed it down the river, and was joined 
some distance below by his confederate. 
They reached Tullis’ about 5 o’clock p. 
m. on Thursday. They went some dis­
tance below, and landed. Anderson 
went up to Tnllis’ house. The China­
man told him the “ Boss” was not at 
home. He paid a second visit to the 
house, and was told that Tullis would 
not be at home before 8 o'clock 
the next day. On his return toward 
the river he met Tullis and entered 
into conversation with nim. Anderson 
asked for work and was refused. Tullis 
proposed that they should go to the 
house and get something to eat. Tullis 
walked before, Andersou following. 
After proceeding a short distance Ander­
son struck Tullis on the side of the 
head with a sand-bag, knocking him off 
the levee,upon which they were walking, 
into the orchard. Tullis turned upon 
his assailant, when the other assassin 
came over the levee to the aid of Ander­
son. He fired on Tullis, hitting him in 
the neck. Tullis’ dog fought for his 
master, making a great noise. The 
other assassin said to Anderson, “ Stand 
aside.” Anderson released himself from 
Tullis and stood apart, when Tullis 
started to run. The" other then fired, 
hitting Tullis in the back. Tnllis fell, 
and the assassin ran up and, placing his 
pistol close to his victim’s head, finished 
his bloody work.

Dye’s plan for realizing something 
handsome out of the estate was to com­
pound with the creditors. The legiti­
mate commission would have amounted 
to $3,200. Dye has always borne a good 
reputation, but there are those coming 
forward to affirm that during the late 
war Dye was a bushwhacker who mur­
dered and pillaged indiscriminately. 
The confessions comprise about eight 
columns of closely-printed matter, de­
veloping every stage of progress in the 
commission of the crime. The Sheriff 
and his deputies have followed the case 
with untiring zeal and energy. Dis­
trict Attorney Blanchard and his assist­
ant, C. T. Jones, have also been untir­
ing in their efforts to develop and col­
late the evidence. Neither party will 
be allowed to turn State’s evidence, and 
the District Attorney is confident that 
both will be convicted.

named William Taj lor from the Sheriff of 
Sandusky, Ohio, the other night, and hung 
him. The negro had confessed to tiling a 
servant girl.

George H owell was hung the other day at 
Greenville, Tenn , for murder. He acknowl­
edged the justice of his sentence, forgaie the 
court, jury and witnesses, and thanked the 
Sheriff and jailer for kind treatment. His last 
words were : “ I ought not to have don it.”

The gross earn­
ings have been as high as $17,000,000, 
with a net gain of $9,000,000—about 52 
per cent. The Chicago and Northwest­
ern lailway, which is a well-paving road, 
does not get a profit of $2,000,000 out of 
the gross receipts, amounting to $14,- 
000,000. And still the Central Pacific 
has just increased its freight rates.

W it h in  a year 6,000,000 persons have 
died from starvation in Asia.

H o rro rs  o f  t l ie  S ou th ern  Scou rge. 
[Condensed from our Southern Exchanges.]

The driver of a chanty wagon, while 
passing a house on Poydras street, New 
Orleans, heard a shriek of agony within, 
and, entering the premises, quickly as­
cended a flight of rickety stairs leading 
to a side alley. He hurried into a back 
bedroom, and was startled to behold the 
yellow corpse of a child lying upon a 
filthy bed. Seated in a rocking chair 
and clutching a palmetto fan in one hand 
and resting heavily upon the bed sat a 
woman, whom, upon closer inspection, 
he was shocked to see was stark and 
stiff. The cries continued, and he hur­
ried to the front apartment, into which 
the room opened. There upon the floor 
lay a mother and daughter dead. The 
older woman had evidently thrown her­
self on the floor in a frenzy of delirium. 
Upon the only bed in the room, writhing 
with fever, lay the man whose call at­
tracted attention, and a child 18 months 
old had at the time crawled over her 
dead sister and was pulling the dress 
from off her dead mother’s breast.

In the loft of an old dilapidated build­
ing on Bienville street, New Orleans, 
was discovered a family of seveD, five of 
whom were delirious; one, a child of 2 
years, dead, and a mother prostrate 
upon a pallet with a new-born babe. 
The mother, with many tears, stated that, 
utterly unassisted and unable to move, 
she lay in the pangs of childbirth and 
saw her little daughter die.

One of the ■fisitors of the Howard As­
sociation, in Memphis, encountered a 
scene of horror upon entering a house 
on Commerce street. Upon a bed lay 
the living and the dead; a husband cold 
and stiff, and a wife in the agony of dis­
solution. On the floor, tossing in de­
lirium, were two children of this pair, 
and beside them their two cousins, two 
little girls, themselves sick. To com­
plete the Badness of the scene, and give 
it a touch of disgusting horror, a 
drunken man and a drunken woman, 
parents of the little fever-baked girls, 
were reeling, and cursing, and stumbling 
over the dying and the dead.

A lady who recently arrived in St. 
Louis from Grenada, Miss., says: “ The 
scene was terrible. The dead were 
buried in the clothes in which they died. 
Sometimes the hearse hurried away, 
leaving the remains on the ground, no 
grave being dug. Food was terribly 
scarce for over a week. She had eaten 
only bread. The atmosphere was heavy 
with poison. It could lie tasted in the 
air, and it was impossible to remove it 
with disinfectants.”

“ Inhuman deeds, some of the most 
atrocious,” says a Memphis paper, 
“ hourly come" to notice. Undertaker 
Walsh, who buries the paupers, has for 
some days collected the bodies in piles 
at a livery stable, allowing them to lie 
until he has enough to make up a wagon­
load before hauling them to the potter’s 
field. A young man named Hudson left 
his mother and sister low with fever, 
with only strangers to care for them, and 
fled the city. A man named Charles 
Bennett has a wife and children sick on 
Bobinson street. A darkey uurse from 
the Howard® is alone in attendance. The 
husband and father goes each morning 
to look over the fence, and inquires how 
they are, but <toee not venture nearer."

A charitv wagon containing two dead 
bodies, in rough, nnpainted pine coffins, 
drove up to the office of the Becorder of 
Deaths, iu New Orleans, for a burial 
permit. One, containing a woman, was 
piled upon the top of the other, and sur­
mounting the ghastly heap sat a faithful 
dog and the woman’s husband, who ac­
companied her to the potter’s field to 
note the spot where they laid her. Empty 
coffins had been brought from the work- 
house and driven around to the scenes of 
death as one might drive around and 
gather up so much garbage. The driver 
started on a round through the rain, and 
after about an hour returned with two 
other bodies for two permits. The clerk 
on duty said that this was his fifth visit, 
and three other- wagons perform the 
same office. It is of course understood 
that these instances are exclusively con­
fined to the miserably poor. They have 
indeed suffered terribly. Instances do 
sometimes occur which are extremely 
sad. A little girl of 11 years was so 
unfortunate as to be attacked in lhe 
house of a cousin on Magazine street, 
where two children died and two were 
sick. The evening she expired another 
of the household was attacked and the 
unfortunate girl’s body lay in tne under­
taker’s warehouse during the night, and 
was not buried till the next'day.

Of the horrors of the plague in 
Memphis, a correspondent graphically 
writes :

“ When I look out on the dark, silent 
street, and these vapors are wafted 
through the open window, I  feel the op­
pressiveness of the presence of death with 
that horrible odor of carbolic acid which 
arises Jrom the little saucers beneath 
the comn. It is a city without a people, 
this. The echo of my music, as I whistle 
to keep my courage up, comes bLck with 
a sort of a wail which jars on my ear. 
It is almost as bad as a midnight stroll 
in a graveyard, one’s imagination assist­
ing to picture the hand of death reach­
ing out from the comer of every bad- 
smellmg alley. To have lived in Mem­
phis for the past ten days is almost to 
have grown gray with fright. The wild 
panic which seized the city, the scram­
ble for foothold on steamboat-deck or 
car-platform, the agony of fright pict­
ured everywhere, on every one’s face, 
were trying enough to the stoutest. 
More trying, however, it has been to see 
the death-rate gradually crawl up, to 
see familiar names on the death-roll and 
in the record of the smitten, to witness 
the monster fingers of death relaxing 
and stretching forth to grasp a wider hold 
on the doomed city. Then the hearses 
begin to go by on a trot, and a man 
mathematically inclined could sit 
down and figure on his chances, and 
from the ratio of * deaths’ to * new 
cases’ learn that if attacked by fever he 
would hold the chance of one out of two 
principals in a duel where but one pistol 
was loaded with ball, the space being 
over a handerchief, and he must choose 
his weapon blindfolded. Ugh ! I  am 
but humaB, and I shiver myself at the 
thought. No wonder, then, that so few 
are left, held by necessity or a higher 
purpose, noble and philanthropic. No 
wonder that five physicians have turned 
patients themselves, and on their own 
prescriptions sought a cooler clime. The 
panic that made ours a silent, sleeping 
city, however, was a godsend. It 
snatched from the monster the human 
lives upon which he feeds. To increase 
the exodus has been the aim of the be­
nevolent societies. You have read of the 
Government’s charity, of its thousands 
of tents and its thousands of rations, a 
gratis presentation to our distressed city. 
The tents are pitched on high hills in 
regularly-governed camps about the city.

“ The benevolence of a hundred cities 
is sending food for their poor unem­
ployed occupants, and ‘ leave tbe city 
or die,’ is the cry of the true men who 
are fighting with all of human strength 
this awful sconrge Strange to say, 
many will not accept their offer of safety, 
but cling to their hovel homes though 
death grins upon them from every crack 
in the wall.

“ I  could ‘a tale unfold’ which would 
harrow the soul of every person who 
read this—a long, pathetic tale, made 
up of dark chapters of human suffering, 
where death has played his horrible 
part in hundreds of domestic tragedies. 
It touches the heart, it makes the sym­
pathetic soul bleed, the sight of such 
things as are being enacted in this city 
to-night. Terrible deaths of delirium, 
horrible ravings of fever, widowhood 
born, orphanage brought into life— 
great God ! what miseries, what anguish, 
what sorrows! I  could write you of 
families buried from the same hearse 
the same day; of waifs picked up trying 
in baby way to Mss the pale, vomit- 
splashed features of a mother back into 
life—but then I cannot. The mon.who 
lives through these surrounding scenes 
turns with horror from their descrip­
tion.”

Considerable excitement was raised 
on Second street, Memphis, by the ap­
pearance of a patient, who, in the deli­
rium of fever, escaped from his nurse 
and walked into a saloon, calling for a 
drink of whisky and a glass of ice water. 
The bar-tender did not notice the man’s 
condition until he had diunk the whisky, 
when the nurse rushed in, accompanied 
by tyro oi three others, and, securing

the patient with great difficulty re­
turned to his room. He proved to be J. 
B. Barker, a compositor oh the Appeal.

SMUGGLING.

BOYAL WAGES.

H o w  I t  I s  C arried  O n o n  th e  M ex ica n  
Border.

The Washington correspondent of the 
Chicago ^tribune telegraphs as follows :

A treasury official who was sent to ex­
amine the El Paso Customs District on 
the Bio Grande, has made a general re­
port on the condition of affairs on the 
Mexican border, which will attract at­
tention. The officer maintains that 
smuggling is the normal condition of the 
inhabitants along both sides of the bor­
der, whetner Texan or Mexican; that 
it is impossible to enforce the existing 
tariff laws of either country; and that the 
only real solution of existing com­
plications is in a reciprocity treaty 
with Mexico, if not absolute free 
trade. This agent has traveled 
from the Colorado river to the Bio 
Grande,, He thinks the presence of the 
army there is practically useless, as it 
cannot be used for a posse comitatus, or 
participate in the quelling of local dis­
turbances. The country, he reports, is 
the smuggler’s paradise. Smuggling 
is the business of the people. There is 
no public sentiment opposed to it. 
Merchants openly sell goods that they 
know are to be delivered by pack-mules 
in Mexico. They arrange to receive 
goods, knowing that they have been 
smuggled into Texas. The customs 
authorities upon either side appear to 
have no conscience as to the internation­
al wrong of smuggling, and countenance 
it by their silence. The agent considers 
that this condition ef a flairs shows the 
necessary dependence of the two coun­
tries upon each other; that products 
must be mutually interchanged, and 
that existing tariffs can never be en­
forced.

The burdens of the Mexican tariff, he 
says, are particularly oppressive against 
this country, and Mexican Minister Zam- 
acona, in his Western trip, might proper­
ly be called upon to explain some of the 
peculiarities of the Mexican Tariff 
law. The agent says that the Mexicans 
still plow with a stick and still drive an 
ancient Roman chariot with heavy 
wooden wheels, yet their tariff upon 
American carriages and wagons is from 
$66 to $396 each. The Mexicans export 
quantities of hides, yet the tax on boots 
and shoes is from $7 to $16.50 per dozen. 
Vast quantities of ammunition ana arms 
are imported from the United States, 
yet the duty on powder is from 80 cents 
to $2 per pound. The Mexican tax 
upon American cotton goods is, in many 
cases, more than the original cost, being 
from 11 cents to 34 cents per square 
yard.

A Disappointed Brother.
He was a class-leader from the coun­

try, a stranger in the midst of multi­
tudes. He felt lonesome and forlorn, 
and longed for the soothing companion­
ship of tiiose of kindred ways and 
thought. Whenever he neared a group 
in the rotunda or side-rooms of the 
hotel, profane expressions and ribald 
jests pained his ear and held him aloof. 
He wandered about aimlessly, sad and 
silent, till at length he approached three 
or four sanctimonious-looking men talk­
ing earnestly. He felt sure they were 
dropping manna for the hungry soul, 
and edged up to get a taste of the spir­
itual food.

“ I tell you, friends, it was good to be 
there. I went away refreshed in spirit, 
and full of hope that all would turn out 
well with ns this season,” said a man 
with side whiskers and a look of woe, as 
he threw out a heavy sigh and rolled his 
eyes.

The brother from the country strength­
ened the sigh with a little one of his 
own, looked solemn and felt tip-top.

“ It was the same with me,” said an­
other, with an undertaker’s placidity of 
countenance. “ 1 was full of doubt at 
first—for you know the men are con­
stantly under temptation—but, when T 
saw how earnestly they entered into the 
work, I  felt easy, and didn't let a chance 
slip to make it an occasion of profit.”

The rural man looked his gloomiest 
and felt warm around the heart.

“ I never saw better work in the 
field,” said a feeble-voiced man with 
weak eyes.

“ Nor I,” said the side-whiskered one. 
“ I  didn’t like that kick at the decision, 
though; I thought the judgment was 
correct.”

The bucolic brother put a hand over 
one ear and hitched up closer. He al­
ways took a deep interest in doctrinal 
points.

“ That’s what I  told Thompson. I 
could see plain, and I  knew the umpire 
was right,” said another of the trio.

The man in the background began to 
feel uneasy.

“ Ot course; anybody could see it with 
half an eye. It wouldn’t have made any 
difference, though. Oar boys had ’em 
foul before that inning. Did you ever 
see better batting or nicer base-running? 
By the way—how much did yon salt 
down on the game ?”

The cat was out of the bag—all the 
time these sober-looking men. had been 
discussing nothing higher than a game 
of base-ball. The badly-deceived brother 
moved hastily away, and sat down in a 
comer by himself to brood and shake 
his head and wonder what the world was 
coming to.—Cincinnati Breakfast Ta­
ble.

The Money-Order Business.
The Governmental money-order busi­

ness of the United States, through the 
postoffices, shows a steady increase, 
both in domestic and foreign exchanges. 
For the quarter ending March 31 there 
was remitted from the United States to 
Great Britain upward of £37,000, and 
received from there £17,000, leaving a 
balance to be remitted in settlement of 
account of upward of £20,000. The re­
mittances of the previous quarter, which, 
including the holidays, is always the 
largest of the year, aggregated £50,000 
sent from this country, and £17,000 re­
ceived from Great Britain. The average 
quarterly remittances from Germany are 
about $115,000, and the amount sent 
thither, $190,000. Switzerland receives 
from the United States about $45,000, 
and sends $25,000 here per quarter. 
Money-order changes with Italy have 
only been in operation since July 1, 
1877. The quarterly averages are about 
$28,000 sent to that country, and less 
than $2,000 received from thence. Can­
ada remits an average of about$100,000, 
and receives about $75,000, being the 
only Government with which we have 
money-order exchanges where the bal­
ance is in favor of the United States. 
This arises from the fact that tbe sys­
tem is used between the United States 
and Canada for commercial purposes, 
while with European nations its use is 
confined almost wholly to social pur­
poses. From Germany, however, con­
siderable sums are sent to heirs as bal­
ances due them in settlement of small 
estates, which helps to more nearly 
equalize the accounts between the two 
countries.

Rapid Transit in New York.
Another new link in the great chain of 

rapid transit has been completed. The 
New York Elevated railroad, running up 
on the east side of the city, was opened 
recently to the public. Trains are 
now running from the Grand Central 
depot to the South Ferry. It is thought 
that the east side road will prove less 
noisy than that on the west side. In any 
case, steam transit was a necessity for 
the metropolis, and, though the compa­
nies are in duty bound to do all they can 
to abate the noise, yet individuals will 
be compelled to put up with any una­
voidable annoyance duo to the presence 
of the elevated railroads in view of the 
benefits which they are destined to con­
fer on the community at large. The 
horse car had its day, and gave rise to 
its annoyances. We now enter defi­
nitely upon the era of rapid transit, 
which, unfortunately, cannot be free 

■from annoyances of its own. No rose 
1 without a thorn.—New York Graphic.

A llo w a n c e  Fatlcl to  F o r e ig n  
P o ten ta te* .

Francis Joseph, Emperor of Austria 
and King of Hungary, bom in August, 
1830, has a civil list (as his salary is 
commonly called) of $4,650,000 a year.

Leopold II., King of Belgium, born 
in April, 1 8 3 has a civil list of $660,000 
a year.

Christian IX., King of Denmark, 
bom in April, 1818, has a civil list of 
500,000 rigsdalers, or $277,775. His 
eldest son has an annual allowance of 
$33,333.

Marshal MacMahon, President of the 
French republic, has an annual salary 
of $120,000, with an extra $60,000_for 
household expenses. President Thiers 
had the same salary, with $77,560 for 
housekeeping.

Napoleon III. had the largest civil 
list in the world. It amounted to 
$5,000,000 a year, in addition to which 
he received the income of the crown do­
mains, amounting to $2,400,000, and 
the free possession of a number of pal­
aces, parks, forests and mansions kept 
at the expense of the state. His total 
income reached the sum of $7,800,000. 
Nevertheless, the debts on the imperial 
civil list were stated in 1867 to amount 
to $16,000,000.

William L, born in March 1797, re­
ceives no salary as German Emperor. 
His annual salary as King of Piussia is 
$3,079,790. Most of the expenditure of 
the royal family and the court is de­
frayed out of the sovereign’s immense 
private property.

Ludwig II., King of Bavaria, bom in 
August, 1845, has a civil list of $1,378,- 
865. Karl I., King of Wurtemberg, 
bom in March, 1823, has a civil list of 
$391,685, wijh an additional annual 
grant of $1,357,850 for the other mem­
bers of the royal family. Albert I., 
KiDg of Saxony, bom April, 1823, has a 
civil list of $635,000, with an additional 
$127,950 a year for the Princes and 
Princesses. This latter grant may be 
justifiable, as in 1830 the reigning mon­
arch surrendered his domains to become 
the property of the state.

The Grand Duke of Baden has a civil 
list of $374,655 for himself and the mem­
bers of his family. The hereditary 
landed property of this dynasty, valued 
at $20,830,000, has been made over to 
the state. The Grand Duke of Meck- 
lenburg-Schwerin, who claims to be the 
only European sovereign of Slavonic 
origin, pretends that he can trace his 
descent to Genseric, King of the Van­
dals, who conquered Spain in the fifth 
century, and, going over to Africa, took 
Carthage in 439 A. D. In his full title 
he styles himself ‘ ‘Prince of theVandals. ” 
He has no civil list, but is absolute 
owner of one-fifth of the whole area of 
the Liliputian duchy which he governs. 
The Grand Duke of Hesse, son-in-law 
of Queen Victoria, has a civil list of 
$328,716 for the support of himself, his 
near relatives and his little court at 
Darmstadt.

The civil list of the Grand Duke of 
Oldenburg is $125,000; of Brunswick, 
$250,000; of Saxe-Weimer, $210,000; of 
Saxe-Meiningen, $90,000; of Anhalt, 
$145,000; of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, $100,- 
000; of Saxe-Altenburg, $107,250; of 
Waldeck, $183,675; of Lippe, $50,000; 
of Schwarzburg-Budolstadt, $60,000; of 
Schwarzburg-Sonderhaussen, $110,000; 
of Schaumburg-Lippe, $125,000.

The Grand Dukes of Mecklenburg- 
Strelitz, Benss-Schleiz and Beuss-Greiz 
absolutely own most of the states which 
they govern. It is full time for the 
whole of these petty sovereigns to be 
absorbed under one ruler, so as to con­
stitute a real German empire.

Victoria, Queen of England, born in 
May, 1819, has a civil list of $1,925,000, 
with $300,000 from the Duchy of Lan­
caster, one of the crown lands which she 
did not surrender, according to contract 
with Parliament, to the state. Thus, 
her annual income is $2,225,000. To 
her children and to the Duke of Edin­
burgh is paid a further sum of $880,000, 
malung a total of 3,105,000 to British 
royalty.

George I., King of Greece, bom in 
December, 1845, has a civil list of $260,- 
800 a year. Humbert of Italy, born in 
1844, has not accepted the large civil 
list ($3,250,000) granted to his late 
father. William III., King of the Neth­
erlands, bom in February, 1810, has a 
salary of $250,000, with an addition of 
half as much more for members of the 
royal family. He and the King of Wur- 
temburg are believed to be the richest 
sovereigns in Europe. The whole grants 
to Louis I., of Portugal, born in 1838, 
and his family amount to $660,000 a 
year.

Alexander II,, of Bussia, bom in 
April, 1818, possesses the revenue from 
the immense crown domains, equal to 
$10,000,000 a year. Alphonso XII., of 
Spam, bom in November, 1857, has a 
civil list of $2,000,000. Oscar II., King 
of Sweden and Norway, bom in Janu­
ary, 1829, has a civil list of $338,330 
from Sweden and $94,445 from Norway. 
He also has an annuity of $83,330, voted 
many years ago to Carl XIV. (Birna- 
dotte) and his successors on the throne 
of Sweden; the total is $416,105 per 
annum.

The President of the Swiss republic, 
who has only a single-year term, receives 
$3,000 per annum. Nevertheless, Switz­
erland is well governed.

There is no knov ing what is the sal­
ary or income of Abdul Hantid, Saltan 
of Turkey, bom September, 1842. The 
civil list of Abdul Aziz, who was almost 
his immediate predecessor, varied from 
$4,557,580, in 1868, to $5,351,020 m 
1875, but it has been calculated on good 
authority that in the latter years of his 
reign, which closed in May, 1876, Abdul 
Aziz spent $22,500,000. i t  is not near 
that amount just now.

Lord Lytton receives £25,000 a year 
salary, and £12,000 for “ allowances ” as 
Viceroy of India. The Duke of Marl­
borough gets £20,000 a year as Lord 
Lieutenant of Ireland. The Earl of 
Duffeiin had £10,000 salary as Viceroy 
of Canada.

William Gilmore, of Poland, Pa,,
85 years old, paid $10,000 cash and 
deeded a homestead worth $2,500 to 
secure Miss Leredale, his bride of 24 
summers.

Total wheat crop of this country, 
407,000,000 bushels, or 82,000,000 bush­
els more than last year, giving a surplus 
for export of 187,000,000. This is the 
estimate of W. L. Fawcett, of the Chi­
cago Tribune.

Portugal has but one university, 
Coimbra, founded in 1290. It has 70 
instructors and 1,100 students. There 
are 2,450 elementary schools, and par­
ents whose children cannot read and 
write by 15 lose their political rights.

If he visits them he charges hall 
the usual fees. This arrangement has 
existed two years.

Eagle City, Iowa, reports the meanest 
man to date—the fanner so busy har­
vesting that he could not stop an hour 
to attend his wife’s funeral, after the 
neighbors had prepared her for burial.
A wife could be got any time, he said, 
but harvest only came once a year.

Me. J. L. Crosley, of the great car­
pet firm of Halifax, Yorkshire, has had 
a microphone placed in the pulpit of a 
chapel and connected with his residence 
a mile from the town, by wire. He 
heard the whole service except a few 
words rendered indistinct by the preach­
er disturbing the microphone.

A Chinaman’s mule walked from a hill­
side on to the roof of a miner’s cabin, in 
Eureka, Nev., and fell through, break­
ing nearly everything underneath, in­
cluding one of the miner’s arms. The 
enraged miner immediately slew the 
mule with an ax. The Chinaman now 
sues for tbe loss of the mule, and the 
miner sues foi the damage to the cabiD 
and himself.

One of the most daring feats ever 
achieved by a swimmer was performed 
at Tonbridge, England, by Prof. Henry 
Hoare, who succeeded in swimming a 
distance of two miles with his hands 
fastened together with handkerchiefs, 
so that no effort could possibly extricate 
them; his feet were chained together, 
and his eyes blindfolded.
