AWFUL PLUNGE OF A CAGE WITH 

10 CALUMET ft HECLA MINERS.

Dashed to Death In Sight o r Family 
And Friends.

Ten tlraberimm were dashed Lodcnlh 
In tho porpendlcular shaft of llio Calu­
met ft Hecla copper mine Sunday. 
They hod ascended to the surface for 
their dinners, which wives and 
children were wulting to give them, 
when the machinery of the hoist 
broke aud before they could leave the 
cage, and in the presence of horrified 
relatives und frlenZs, it  fell with the 
velocity of lightning a distance of 3,- 
000 feet to the bottom of the shaft, 
whero the tep bodice were terribly
mangled, Never in the history of the
copper mining there, has so shocking 
an accident occurred.

THE INDICATOR FAILED.
Sunday work in the mines is only 

done in the way of repairs to the ma­
chine and in timbering up the walls of 
shafts, to admit miners to drill and 
blast on week days. The ten men 
killed Sunday went down In the morn­
ing to timber, had worked the fore­
noon and stepped into a “bucket” to 
be hoisted to the surface, J1.050 feet 
above, to go to their dinners. So pow­
erful are the engines used that It only 
takes a  minute to reach the surface. 
The men were aboard a  skip used In 
hoisting rock, and when tho load of 
human freight reached the surface the 
engine did dot s lip  in time, ta d  the 
skip went to the top of the derrick, 
when It broke loose and went book 
with a  crash to the bottom of the shaft. 
Ernest Tollln, the very reliable engi­
neer, says his Indicator showed M0 feet 
more to hoist, although the skip had 
then passed the surface. The cage 
went crashing against the roof of tho 
shaft house. There was a  crashing of 
timbers. Homethlng must give away. 
The ooupllng pin to tho wire uahlo 
broke and the cage, with the ten men 
made its awful plunge downward 3,000 
feet.

Tho lives of some of the miners must 
havo been crushed out liefore tlie dee- 
oont began.

F a th e r  an d  Son lld o v e d  by th e  E n tir e  G er­
man Nation.

Alfred Krupp is famous as the 
founder of the largest steel works iu 
the world. The Krupp works a t Es­
sen, Germany, employ more men than 
any other private enterprise in Eu­
rope. .Seventeen thousand workmen, 
respresentmg nearly nine thousand 
families, are supported by, and in 
their turn support, this huge estab­
lishment*

The head of this unique community 
was adored by his men in a truly pa­
triarchal way. He was their father,

They resolved th a t their 
recognition of the generosity and un­
selfish "treatment of them by their 
employer demanded a special testi­
monial. A subscription was started, 
which resulted in another and, to 
their minds, a nobler statue of (their 
beloved master.

The son, who is heir to these enor­
mous works, was greatly touched uy 
th is testimonial of appreciative 
feeling. These were now his men. 
He yearned to take his father’s place 
in their affections.

When the day appointed for un­
veiling the statue arrived, the work­
men, their wives, and their children, 
thronged about the pedestal. I t  was 
a scene rare In these days of antagon­
ism between labor and capital, ana 
worthy of a great painter. Not a 
thought of alienation or of d is tric t 
of the young representative of wealth 
and power darkened the faces of the 
workmen, while sympathy for these 
thousands who depended on his will 
for their daily bread filled the heart 
of young Krupp. The statue of the 
dead was the  outward bond thatd rew  
them together.

“Men, brothers, children,” began 
the  young man. When the  last 
pecu^arly German endearment sprang 
to his lit*  hJs voice trembled, he 
hesitated, and then utterly broke 
down. The strained faces and moist 
eyes of the thousands of men gathered 
there showed how deeply they were 
touched by his emotion The womeu 
w ept

•‘He's a dear boy’” said one gray­
headed workman.

‘'Thank God. he’s like his father!” 
•aid another, solemnly.

“Children.” again began young 
Krupjk “all I  can say is th a t in recog­
nition of your generous appreciation 
of my father, the steel works com­
pany has set aside a hundred thou­
sand dollars for the purpose of erect­
ing, on a healthful and convenient 
*l>otf a sufficient number of cottages 
with gardens for thedofirm and in­
valid among you, And for the widows 
of all the men who die in my employ. 
God guard you all!”

The men listened with beating 
hearts. One of their great anxieties 
in regard to  their future was re­
moved. Security, shelter, food, were 
guaranteed them In sickness; and If 
death came, to their widows and lit­
tle children. They tried to hurrah, 
but sobs choked many a cheer. I t  
was worth the expenditure of untold 
gold to exhibit to the world such a 
moment us this.

I t  Is a common thing to  he rich 
through the skillful use of the labor 
of others. I t  is a rare thing to use 
such riches In obedience to the high 
command, “As ye would th a t men 
should do to you, do ye also to them 
likewise” This dead German and Ills 
son, God'y noblemen among capital­
ists, have done i t

Let us hope th a t the golden days! 
are not far away when he who is 
greater will find bis keenest pleasure 
in serving those who are least and the 
mental gifts a t whose bidding riche* 
come will Lie used for humanity and 
not for self.

T lie OKicit C lack.

The oidc*t c ock of American manu­
facture tha t now exists is the prop­
erty of Mr. A. J. Edwards of New 
Haven. Conn. For years it  stood un­
disturbed in the old garret where 16 
was placed for storage, no one being 
aware of Us gteat value. I t  was 
made by Gideon Huberts of Bristol. 
Conn , the first man to make clocks 
in this country.

According to the best historical 
write, s and anti quartans no clocks 
were manufactured In America previ­
ous to 1800, a t which time Mr. 
Huberts first placed his timepieces on 
the m arket His clocks were made 
w ith the greatest cure, and much 
lim e was spent in perfecting them. 
They were all of the style commonly 
known as “hall” clocks, about six 
feet in height, handsomely finished 
and a recognized separate piece of 
furniture in which the ownct always 
took pride.

Mr. Heberts numbered hU clocks 
in the order o 'th e ir  manufacture, 
the first being No. I, the second 2, 
etc. Of the first ouc made only 
pieces have been found, and until 
the discovery of this latest relic No. 
ftp, which i< now in the rooms of tlie 
Historical Society a t Bristol, was sup­
posed to be the* oldest in existence. 
All of the docks now intact made by 
Mr. Huberts are regarded as great 
pri:e*, and fabulous prices have been 
paid for them. When, therefore, the 
No. 7 proving it to Ikj the seventh 
clock made, was found on the inside 
of the timepiece discovered a t Union- 
vllle, its great value was a t once 
realized.

The clock is a decidedly ancient- 
looking timekeeper and plainly shows 
its great age. I t  is over six feet tall, 
with a broad face and peculiarly- 
shaped hands. The dial Is remark­
ably clear aud fresh, and can he easily 
read many feet distant. The wool­
work is well preserved, and the werks 
are In almost as good condition as 
when they were made. When found 
the  works were rusted, but they have 
since been cleaned and arc now in 
running condition.

Th® Walrus at Bay.

The sea-horse or walrus is a well- 
known inhabitant of the Arctic seas, 
and has fought many valiaut fights 
against its enemy, man, tbe  narration 
of which has thrilled boy readers over 
and over again in their favorite tales 
of adventure.

If on land, aud consequently incap­
able of pursuing its enemies, its feel­
ing of helplessness makes i t  u tter 
furious cries: it tears up the soil with 
its tusks and attacks everything it 
meets with on its way. Hut to avoid 
being injured by it, after i t  is hurt, 
all th a t is neecssary is for the hunters 
to keep a t  a respectful distance. Ip 
the sea, on the contrary, where it 
can display all its activity, the walrutf 
is rather to to feared; so much the 
more so on account of the strict 
union in wbl h i t  lives w ith Us fel­
lows, who never fail to come in great 
numbers to help any of their com­
panions which are threatened with 
danger. They surround the boat, 
and try to sink it  by running It 
through with their tusks, or capsize 
it  by bearing with their wnole weight 
upon its sides. Sometimes, indeed, 
they even try to board boats, much 
to tho disgust of the sudors, who have 
no use for such company. I f  the boats 
row off* they follow them for a long 
while, and only stop when they aro 
out of sight The walrus has to 
struggle not only against man, but 
also against the bears which luhablt 
the same latitudes. Although the 
white bears are provided w ith formid­
able moans of attack, they do not al­
ways come out of the combat vic­
torious. The deep wounds which 
they carry away with them after their 
battles with the walrus sufficiently 
a ttest the valor and power of the ant 
rnuls which they wished to make 
their victims.”

Alexander the Great wa< 
thus saved In Egypt ty  two crows, 
und King Alonzo would surely have 
jerlsbei In 1147 had It not been for 
two crows, one of which perched on 
the  prow ami the other on the stern 
of hi* ship, so pointing the prow of 
the  royal barge safely Into port.

Kcil Clay Region ofTexan.

In  the vast “red clay” region of 
Texas and Southern Kansas, where 
all tbe landscape is of a brilliant red 
color, the strata  composing the hills 
arc interlaid with thicknesses of 
gypsum which look like white sugar, 
says the Huston Transcript. This is 
sulphate of lime, whereas chalk is 
carbonate of lime, Hy driving the 
water cut of it  plaster of paris is 
made. From 'the same material a 
new sort of wall plaster is manu­
factured. For to th  of these purposes 
the stuff is largely mined, as well as 
to produce an artificial stone called 
“staff,” of which most of tbe exposi­
tion buildings a t  Chicago are con­
structed.

So-called •'chalk” school crayons 
arc made out of the same substance, 
and also Jewelry and other orna­
mental articles. These gypsum beds 
were deposited on the bottom of the 
great Inland sea H  a period long 
previous to the chalk-forming epoch. 
They are composed ol lime derived 
dlrlctly from the rocks of the land 
and deposited chemically by tbe sea 
water, which was extremely salt, like 
the salt lake In Ctah. The gypsum 
sands in Southern New Mexico look 
like beds of snow stretching for miles 
and miles. All of th a t arid region 
known us the great basin is a strange 
and weird country. The rivers, in 
stead of flowing to the sea, disappear 
in the plains, drunk up by the dry 
soil and evaporated by the hot sun. 
There, It is said, one “climbs for 
water and digs for wood.” To And 
water one must ascend tbe hills, 
which are green, while the vallcvs 
are deserts. People dig up for fuel 
the roots of the desert plants, which 
are enormously developed for the pur 
pose of gathering moisture.

Steel Car Axle*.

An excellent illustration of the ef 
feet which tbe substitution of steel 
for Iron is having In some industries 
Is furnished by the experience of 
car axles. They arc now buyiug and 
working steel billets within one 
eighth Inch of the finished size, m> 
little  hammer work is required. When 
iron called for four heats, which it 
was neccssasv to make verv cautiously, 
steel axles are finished in two heats. 
The result naturally is th a t the quan, 
tity  of work which can be turned out 
per annum, Is verv greatly increased. 
Where twenty-four iron axles was tho 
work of one shift, thirty-six steel 
axles are now produced With cheap 
steel of excellent quality, axles which 
stand very much more severe tests 
are produced at a price nearly equal 
to th a t of tho old iron axle. There is 
only one drawback, which railroad 
buying agents neglect only too fie. 
quently—th a t scrap steel lias not the 
same value as the to s t No. 1 selected 
wrought scrap, as which old lrou 
axles would rate.

’ To make barley gruel, boil four ounces 
of pearl barley, or one teacupful in 
three cupful* of water; boll it down to 
one quart. Strain and return to sauce­
pan; grate Into It a little cinnamon, if 
you like, and sweeten; add from one- 
naU to three-quarters of a pint of fresh 
milk; warm up and use as wanted. For 
rice gruel take two tablespoonfuls of 
rice, s!x tablespoonfuls of cold water, 
Id pints of new milk.

Put It into a double kettle with the milk 
and cook until the rice is well done and 
strain through a wire sieve. I t can be 
sweetened if desired.

water and allowed to boil ten or fifteen 
minutes.

In case of summer complaint, brown 
the rice In tho oven before cooking. To 
make gruel for the very delicate take a 
heaping tcaspoonful of pearl tapioca 
to one quart of water. Wash the tapi­
oca and put It in’oihe water cold, and 
let It come to tho boiling point slowly. 
Let it boll gently until tbo tapioca ia 
very soft. Strain it and add a little 
salt and cream if the patient can take 
It.

A further weakening in prices of 
Bessemer pig and steel billets Is re­
ported from Pittsburg. From primary 
markots comes the information that 
raw iron continues weak in splto of 
good points In tho statistical outlook. 
Ore sales are reported atacomproraise 
figure, the largest steel producer and 
tho ore men meeting each other half 
way. Buyers have regarded the 
low prices of the past week as tempt- 
ingouough to cover the! r needs for some 
time ahead find heavy purchases of 
Bessemer pig and billets are reported 
In PittBburg, much of It for Cleveland 
delivery through tho year. On Bes­
semer pig $13.25 has been touched and 
thcro aro buyers who say that this has 
been shaded. Billets have been 
bought. In Pittsburg a t $21,50 makers' 
mill. The Cleveland purchases were 
on the basis of $22.50 buyer's mil). 
The failure of the Premier Steel Co., 
of Indianapolis, has ncccnted the 
strained financial situation in Its rela­
tion to the iron and steel trades. This 
was another Instance of large exten­
sions on borrowed money. Sellers aro 
very careful about extending credit, 
and thero Is a  hesitancy about new con­
struction planned for this spring that 
has had its effect upon tho structural 
market. As we have remarked before, 
the Iron trade Is In general well forti­
fied against shrinkage in values; there 
is no longer any room for shrinkage.

THIS CLEVELAND OUTLOOK.
The dead-lock between the Carnegie 

Stool Co. and the producers of stand­
ard Bessemer hematite ores Is broken 
at last. The sale of 400,000 tons of 
Norrle ut $3.75 to the Carnegie Steel 
Co. was the outcome of the resumption 
of negotiations, as noted In our last re­
port. Some other Bessemer purchases 
have been mode by the Carnegie Co., 
chiefly from the Lillie and one or two 
other Marquette range mines. These, 
with the non-Bessemors bought some 
time ago, make the total of Carnegie 
purchase! to date closa to 1,000,000 
tons. The total of oil sales of 'OS ore 
may safely be put at upwards of 2,000, 
000, probably not far from 2.500,000 
tons. This amount might bo swelled 
to-day by several hundred thousand 
tons, since the Norrle sales In the east 
will be followed by sales to the Illinois 
Steel Co., though the amount may not 
be equal to this company’s purchases 
of last year, owing to the extensive 
shut downs at Joliet within the past 
year. The (farnlgie transactions open 
the way to a general buying movement 
which hits for some time liloged on 
them; but the price will still be a  mat­
ter of contention . Thera nro produc­
ers of Gogebic Bessemer* who have 
announced their determination to hold 
for $1, and whether they would bo wil­
ling to meet thcfurlglaat Carnegie of­
fer half-wsy Is silll a  question. The 
shut dowu* of the Colby mines puts 
them In it |iostUon to maintain their 
attitude of the past few weeks, but 
what other producer* are willing to do 
will also cut something of a figure.
