Utillxlng Dynamite.
A new wav of utilizing dynam ite has 

boon lately devised by a  Freucli mili­
tary onginoor, M. Uonuetend. He 
uses the cxpHU*ivu force to  drivo out, 
for a brief |»erind, the  water from por­
tions of wet ground in whioh founda­
tions uvo to to  mudo. The mothod is 
uow in practice in the construction of a  
fortified enceinte ut Lyons.

A hole is first borod ten to twelve 
feet deep and u tou t one and ono-half 
ind ies wide in tho wet ground. Into 
this is passed a string of cartridges of 
dynamite, which is then exploded  Tlio 
water is thus driven far out beyond the 
hides of the cavity over a  yard wide, 

i which is produo *d. ami it does not ap­
pear till after half an hour i t  leas t

The workmen thus havo time to  elear 
tho eovity and introduce quh kly-sot- 
ting concrete. When the water returns 
it cannot injure the foundation. A 
rapid rate  of program is realized by 
this method.

lam bent upon yonr in tellectual upper 
lip , when you loll a t  your ease in yonr 
c lu b  armchair, and m urm ur to  yourself 
eomplaeently as you read, “T he idea 
of identifying mo w ith m v brother 
Tom, for instance. Me, a  cultivated in­
telligent university man, w ith tliat 
stolid, stupid Philistine sugar broker. 
I f  only I ’d  bis wealth, how differently 
I ’d  use it!  Tho notion’s simply too ridic­
ulous ! Why, I ’m w orth  a  down of 
h im !" My doer air, believe m e, a t this 
very moment yonr b ro ther Torn, glanc­
ing hastily through th e  pngos of the 
present pai>er in an in terval o f relaxa­
tion on his wav homo by M etropolitan 
Railway from his lair in the city, is ob­
serving with a  corresponding calm s mile 
of superiority to himaelf. “H*, ha, what 
an absurd idea of this m agazine fellow, 
to  tell mo I’m no bettor than  m y brother 
Jack, tha t briefless b a rr is te r; Jack  in­
deed, in  the name of a ll th a t’s ridicu­
lous! I f  only now, l*d had h is  advan­
tages and his education—sent to  Rugby 
and Oxford for th e  b est years of bis life 
while I  was stuck a t seventeen into a 
broker’s office to  sh ift for m yself and

Kick u p  my own living 1 And yet, what 
as my native ta len t and industry  en 

abled me todo? H o ream  I  a t  barely 
fifty a  wealthy citizen, in  sp ite  of all 
tny disadvantages, while he, poor idle 
dog, has never boon ablo to  seeure ss 
muoh ss a  brief, with a ll his learning!" 
Vanity of vanities, saith  the  preacher, 
a ll is vanity.

The fact is, if wo want im partially to 
discuss this quostion of characters we 
m ust each leave onrow nsupernaturolly  
beautiful character ou t of tho  question, 
and think only of tho  vastly inferior 
and ordinary characters of o ther people. 
We m usn't even allege strik ing  in­
stances from the  h istory  o f o u r sisters, 
our oousins and our aunts,^because there 
on the one hand, our calm  sense of the 
exoellenoo of the  stoek from which we 
onrtelves are the  final flower and  top­
most outcome is apt to  prejudice onr 
be tte r judgm ent, while on th e  other 
band our natural contem pt for th e  gross 
shortcomings of onr near relations under 
such olosely sim ilar ciroumstanoes, 
when compared w ith our own virfcuos 
and strong points, is liable to  beget in 
us too lordly a  superciliousness toward 
their obvious failings. I t  is best en­
tirely  to  dismiss from oonsideration all 
the persons standing to  ourselves within 
the lis t of prohibited degrees s e t forth 
in the P rayer Book, to  abstain from too 
food an affection for our grandm other 
and to  concentrate o u r  stteu tion  wholly 
on  the  person of th a t common vulgar 
herd of outsiders falling as sforsoaid un­
der tho contemptible category, i

Use and A bu* or Oil Lamps.
As the  subject of lam p explosions is 

receiving tho attention of the press, a 
few rem arks respecting the  cause of 
such accident* may not im  out of place 
a t the present time.

A recent num ber of the 8 v le n t i j lo  
A m e r ic a n  contains a  statem ent of some 
experim ents which h a re  been made 
with several lamps of tho most im ­
proved pattern* Theso experim ents 
were conduoted by two professors a t 
the laboratory of the  Cornell Univer­
sity. T he resu lt was that, after two and 
a  half hours continuous burning, throe 
of the most popular and poworiul lamps 
boated the  oil in  their several tanks to 
a  tem porature of 104 to  110 degrees F.

This to in g  considerably above the 
flashing point, and in exoass of the 
tem porature established by the law of 
the  Ktato, it  wa* suggested th a t the 
Legislature should change tho present 
standard of safety to  n higher one, iu 
order to  m eet the  requirement* of mod­
ern lam p improvements.

I t  was Htip|»osod tha t such a  measure 
would iu a  great measure avert the fre- 
quoucy of serious disasters occurring 
from explosion*. A knowledge of the 
construction and workiug of oil lamps 
will stow  that such a  mothod of rem ­
edying the avil would be far from ef­
fective.

According to  tho ox|Mirimunte re ­
ferred to, it would seem that toforo an 
explosion can occur it  is necessary for 
tlio tiody of oil iu thu tank of a  lamp to  
attain a  teiupcraturo high enough to 
evolve vapor. I tc a n  bo proved, how­
ever, by convincing evidence that such 
a  conclusion is quite erronoous.

Take for illustration a lam p with a  
clour glass tank, and examine thu out­
side of the tank after the lamp lias 
been burning some time. I t  will to  
discovered tliat the interior of the glass 
above the oil level wilt he obscured by 
a  thick vapor, though thu main body of 
oil is quite cool.

The rapid generation of th is  vapor 
conclusively shows th a t th e  main 
Huuroe of dangor is not in tho heated 
condition of tiie oil in the funk, bnt Iu 
tlio brass tubo or cham ber through 
which the wick passes down into the  
oil. I t  should lm observed tha t upon 
the upi>or oml of this wick tubo rests 
the tiumoof the lamp, while tlio lower 
cm) is inside the  oil tank.

Being in close contact with a fisme 
of inch intensity, this tabo must hood 
roach a high tenqieraturo, Tho con- 
sequence is that ss the oil flows up tlio 
wick und conics in contact with tho 
li 'utod In to  vapor is quickly gener­
ated. This vapor, being highly explo­
sive*, collect* in the oil tank, und to- 
comas a prominent sourae of danger.

If the action thus described wero 
more generally known and understood, 
there would Imd'mUtic** fewer acci­
dents. IVo|>!o wh<» have oroa>dou t » 
use oil lamp* would mo*t probably ex­
ercise more earn, and nut rely as umeh

as tb sy  do upon th e  efficacy of good 
oih .

I t  is not likely  tha t oil could be m an­
ufactured th a t would w ithstand tho 
heat referred to  without vaporizing, 
and where vapor is formed and closely 
confined it becomes a  source of imm e­
diate danger.

I t  has boon sta ted  upon reliablo au ­
thority, that thore  is a  daily average of 
over 300 lam p explosions in  the U nited  
Bates, and. y e t i t  is a  oommon p rac ­
tice with lam p-dealers to consign snob 
contingencies to  the realm s of th e  im ­
possible. —Ztoe(o n  C u l t i v a t o r

R ut Corporal Diek had fallen into 
lu d  habits and  his m other knew* i t  
H er te tte r expressed her g reat fear lest 
ho should snddouly be shot dowu au 
impenitent sinuer.

I t  was not u n til after G ettysburg  tha t 
the chaplain found tho opportunity, 
which he had anxiously sought, o f .see­
ing Corporal Dick. D uring the re trea t

There is no  abstem iouw esi in tho 
world, and no thrift, liko the th rift aua 
abstemiousness of the average native of

1 Ind ia  Almost alone among tlio work­
ing-men of th e  world, ha  has raised 
himself nearly  above wants,has stripped 
himself of a ll the im pedim ents of 
luxury. M illions of mon in India, es­
pecially on tbo richer soils and in  tho 
river deltas, live, marry, and rea r n|i- 
patently  healthy chiidron, u p n  an in- 
oorao which, even when th e  wifo works. 
Is rsroly above two shillings a  week, 
and frequently sinks to oighteon ponce. 
The Indian ix enabled to  do this not so 
much by the  ebuapness of fo o d -fo r, 
though i t  is cliosp, a European who ute 
the Kamo food would want live times 
tho m ono/ m erely to food him self—ns 
by a habit of living which makes him 
independent of tho ordinary care* of 
nmnkiiid. Ho goo* nearly without 
clothes, give* his ehildron none, and 
dresses his wifo in s long pieco of the  
most wrotchod muslin. N either ho nor 
his wifo pay ta ilo r or milUnor one shill­
ing during th e ir  entire lives, nor do 
they ever purchase noodles or thread, 
which, indued, i t  is contrary to  a  semi- 
religious otiquotto ovor to  use.

The poorer peasant inhabit* a  hut 
containing a single covered room of t to  
smallost size, w itli un carthon platform  
or two outside it, and as ho constructs 
and ropair* hi* own building lio v irtu ­
ally pays no runt, oxcopt for tho cul- 
turablo* land. Ho never touche* alco­
hol or any sulm titute for it. T here is 
an idoa in England th a t h e  cat* opium 
or hem p; bu t he, a* a  rule, swallows 
neither: firstly, becan*o he regards 
(hum with a* much moral antipathy ns 
any English gentleman, and secondly, 
bocattfto ho cannot by any possibility 
pay for articles which in Indio, a* 
everywhere olse, aro exceedingly ex ­
pensive. He oat* absolutely no moat, 
n o r  animal fat. nor any expensive grain 
like good wheat, but live* on m illet or 
small rice, a littlo  milk, with tho but­
te r  from milk, ami tho vegetable* ho 
grows. Even of theso h e  eat* more 
sparingly than  thu poorest Tit*eun. 
Once a  quarter, )ierhapK. ho will oat 
enongh, during  some festival, but, a* 
a rule, lie knows accurately what will 
sustain him, and would to  enraged 
with the  wifo who cook* for him, if *ho 
prepared more. Hu is assisted in th is  
economy by a religious ru le  which i* 
undoubtedly, liko the ru le  against kill­
ing oxen, a survival from a  m ilitary law 
o r custom of tho most rem ote autiquity. 
—S p e c ta to r .

Mammoth Turtle* nnfl Their Egg*.
Every few day * there are g rea t green 

lurtlo* landed  a t the wharf th a t have 
boon taken in tho Gulf of Mexico, und 
are kooii pu t in a  conspicuous place in 
tho m arket, b u t there aro few women 
who know they  are still alive, as they 
lio perfectly motionless for hours a t a  
time. T u rtle s  often live a m onth after 
toing caught without food or water, 
and do not uiqieur to loso flesh or de­
teriorate in  flavor from thoir long fast. 
Turtlo-fishora havo several method* of 
catching thorn, tho  most succossfut of 
which is to  w ateh the fem ale when she 
oomos ashorw to  deposit her egg*, when 
by simply turAing them ovor on their 
hack* in ' the  sand they are rendered 
helpless. T h e  mother tu rtle  exhibits a 
great deal of eisaniug in concealing, tlio 
exact locality in  which tho egg* are left, 
and will hack around in several direc­
tions, morning to  know by intuition 
that iter unwieldy to d y  make* deep 
truck* by which *hc can bo easily fol­
lowed. After th e  egg* aro laid she re- 
pout* tho same cautious maneuver*, and 
the ground for quite a  ilistuneo around 
tlio egg* i* u mass of deep trucks. T u r­
tle egg* aro a  delicacy for soup supe­
rior to  the  flush itself, und they aro 
oagorly sought. They aro enveloped 
in a Kquiire»«huped sack, of o motley 
gray color,, which gives tho egg* tho ap* 
IKiaruiieo of a  lam p of mud ra the r than 
anything odihlo. W hen a tu rtle  i* 
killed i t  i« struck on thu head and 
stuuned, after which tho throat is cut 
and the carcass hnug up and allowod 
to blood five-or six hour*. Thou tho 
shell i* rum ored from tho buck, thu 
entrails ('loaned, and the foot and euri- 
ouhI front fine arc used in connection 
with t to  flesh for soup. An ordinary 
tu rtle  weigh* from seventy-live to ono 
imudrsd pound* audit* meat wiltkuup- 
frosh for several days.—Nun /'Vun c im

After* Nttle general conversation bad 
been indulged in by tboae present, tbe two 
letter* were signed and delivered, and tbe 
parties prepared to separate. !<oe, before 
parting, salted Grant to notify Mead* of 
tho surrender, leering that lighting might 
break ont ou tout front aud lives be use­
lessly lo st This request was complied 
with, and two Union officers were sent 
through the enemy's linos as the shortest 
route to Meade—some of Leo's officers ac­
companying them to prevent their being 
interfered with. At a littlo before 4 o'clock 
(Ion. Lee shook hands with Gou. Grant, 
bowed to the other officers, and with Col. 
Marshall left the room. Ono after another 
we followed and passed out to the |>orch.

Leo signaled to his orderly to bring np 
bis torso, and while tho animal was beiug 
bridled the General stood on the lowest 
step ami gased sadly in iho direction of 
the valley beyoud where bis army lay—now 
an army of prisoners. He smote bis bands 
together a number of times in an absent 
sort of n way; seemed not to seo tho group 
of I nioii officers in the yard who rose 
rns|H)e|fully at bis approach, and ap|s>ared 
unconscious of everything about him. All 
appreciated llju saduess which over­
whelmed him, and ho had the personal 
sympathy of every one who beheld him at 
this supremo moment of trial. Tho ap­
proach of bis horse socmml to recall him 
from his reverie, nud ho ut once mounted. 
Gen 4 Stunt now stepped dowu from tho

I Kirch, and moving towards him. saluted 
dm by raising his hut. Ho was followed 

in this act of courtesy by all our officers 
present; Leo raised his hat respectfully in 
acknowledgment, and redo off to breuk Ht« 
sad news to tho bravo follows whom ho lmd 
so long commanded.

Gen. Grant nud his staff thou mounted 
and stinted for tho headquarters camp, 
which iu tho tauuntitne htM boon pitched 
near by. Tho news of the surrender had 
reached the Union linos and the firing of 
salutes began at several points, bnt the 
General sent orders at once to have them 
•topped, aod used these words in referring 
to tbe occurrence: “The war is over, the 
rebels are our countrymen again, and the 
best sign of rejoicing after tho victory will 
bo to abstain from all demonstrations in 
tho field."

Mr. McLean had l>ceti charging about in 
a manner which indicated that the excite­
ment was shaking his system to its nervous 
renter, but his real trials did not begin un­
til tho departure of the chief actors lu tho 
surrender. Then the relic hunters chargod 
down upon the manor bouse and made 
various attempts to jump Mr. McLean’s 
cluims to his own furniture. Sheridan set 
a good example, however, by paying the 
proprietor $20 iu gold for the table at 
which Lee sat, for the ptirpo-io of presont- 
iug it to Mrs. Coster, and handed it over to 
her dusbing husband, who started off for 
camp bearing it upon his shoulder, and 
looking liko Alius curryiug tho world. Ord 
paid $40 for the tiblo at which Grant sat, 
and afterwards presented it to Mrs. Grant, 
who modestly declined it aud insisted that 
it should he given to Mrs. Ord, who then 
became Us possessor. Bargains were at 
ouco struck for all the articles in tho room, 
and it is even said that some memeutos 
were carried otf in tho shape of flowers aud 
other tbiugs for which no coin of tho realm 
was ever exchanged.—O'ea. H orace  l*o r»  
h r, in  the Century.

Aitu 
to moke each room bright and cheerful, 
where every member of the family will feel 
glad to outer.

Homo of the most systematic house­
keepers would uo doubt be surprised if a 
fair estimate of all tho littlo items wasted, 
tho littlo leaks that wo find each day in tho 
domestic economy, were brought Iwfore 
them, oven when they imagine that nothing 
ha* escaped tho eye.

Win1, and th is liquid is diluted with two- 
third* of its  bulk of water. In using 
tie* commit, one pound of the powder 
is mixed with two and om -lialf pints of 
tho liquid. The cement hardens very 
quickly and is of great strength.

Tin: construction of another Albino 
tunnel th rough the Himplou, as a rival 
uf the HtiefleMsful Nt. (lothurd, 1ms for 
sumo tim e boon tolkod about in Paris. 
I t  is estim ated that the 8implou Tunnel 
would shorten the line between Puris 
and central and southern Italy by 
th ree hours, as compared with tho Nt.

F our editors wore recently traveling 
logothor Along one of tho  great iron 
tn rnp ike i of tho nineteenth century.

The 
convui satiau turned ii| miii the  different 
oilvonturea which these protectors of 
tho reailing public h id undergone with 
wotild-bo contributors.

“ 1 have no d 'm ht,” said ono of them, 
" th a t i  have hundred* of aubscril»or* 
who think they could writn a  whole 
jiapur every day, as gmul as I'um giving 
them . Indeed, many have us bad as 
to ld  mo so. In  a large tmmlM-r of the  
minds of Immunity the reading of an 
able article creates a  desire to  write 
one, the desire hardens in to  a resolve, 
and very often tho resolve into an a t­
tem pt. Then they come to  ns and 
w ant it  'typed ' as Ueorge Francis Train 
would say.

"The worst class of these volunteer 
contributors that I  have had to  deal 
w ith is a  lot of nice, good old gentlemen 
who have retired from business on a 
coni]M)tency, and have very little  to do 
nowadays except to  he lp  regulate the 
affairs of those who aro still at work. 
Thoy naturally  feel th a t a  good many 
things are going wrong in the world, 
and what is a  newspaper for if not to  
ge t things righ t?  No they  pu t their 
views into essays of groater or less 
length,, pen them  in  a very nice, prime, 
old-fashioned hand, sigu them  ‘Veritas,’ 
•Foir F lay ,' ‘Vigilita*,’ ‘Subscriber,’ 
'A Header of Your V aluable Paper,' 
‘One W ho Knows,’ ‘A Sufferer,' *A 
Public  Protector,* or something of tha t 
kind, and then bring thoir long com­
munications to  me, and a re  angry, or, 
worso still, grieved, if I  do not give them 
tho en tire  facilities of tho establish­
ment. Thoy write on all sorts of sub­
jects, from tho President's la test jour­
ney to  the  musical facilities of thoir 
neighbor's eats in the night. One old 
gentlem an wanted me to  publish his 
autobiography by installm ents; and 
after tha t his wife's and afte r tha t alt 
bis children's.

"1 spent hours with hor (u Urn somi- 
seclusion of my suuctum trying to con­
vince h e r tha t 'violet' did not rhyme 
with ‘tw ilight’ or 'blossom' with much 
of anything except Vpos*iiiii,* ami that 
one of the requisites of a good poetical 
lino wus a certain regular numlmr of 
feet; she would stump one of hor own 
shapely ones and insist upon it th a t I  
could edit stories and advertisements, 
but know nothing about tho afflatus in­
dustry. And ho 1 went on admiring her 
more and her pcetry less every day un­
til, overlooking hor metrical iiillrmities,
I  on mo very near marrying h e r - th a t  is,
I proposed uud sh 1 rejected mo in a 
poem of Mixtecii stanzas. Nhe linally 
united in tin* holy hotels of matrimony 
with utmMmtU, and, 1 hope, ptves him 
sonnets on toad every morning. ” ‘

“A nice Imt determined old lady with : 
an eoic poem on tlm subject of Nouh ‘ 
aud nis adventure was tlm wor*t of my | 
trouble* to* a lung tim e,” *uid another j 
editor. ".Site came in on the car* Irom 
tho emmtry nuo d»v, uud linked mo it 11 
wmitd like t<i hoc tie* p<i« n. I replied 1 
w.th ill-starred politeness, 'C e rta in ly ,'. 
uud united her how much thorn wus of 
It. Mie replied ubmit ten pounds, idle ' 
guc«»o4, *te mo l out iu'o the hall and 
brought m etlio article, cnm niod into 
ouo uf those old fusUleucd oil-cloth I

valises, 8he stated  th a t hor nano- 
writing was not very good and thought 
she had better read i t  aloud, and 
actually commenced giving me the 
whole affair, done up in quatrains. Not 
having timo or nerve to llston to it  then, 
1 uuhappilv to ld  her te  leavo it, and 1 
would look it over with a  viow to  im­
mediate publication if it proved worthy. 
Sho wrote mo almost every day (or 
two m onths in a  ton ih lo  unreadable 
hand, and gave m ottioropututiun in the 
oftlco of receiving love letters from 
■omnbody. W hon I  tried to  explain by 
showing tho letter* and tlm manuscript, 
nobody could road cither, and I  wnsfor 
somo time undor a cloud of ridicule 
from my follow editors.

" I  was just al»out to  bundle u p  tho 
whole business uml send it hack to  my 
good old lady friend by express, when 
there camo a little  bla/o in our office 
and destroyed among many o th e r val­
uable things, tho oilcloth Mttteliol, the 
ark, Noali, aud all the animals male aud 
female.

"The old lady came into town tho 
next day to  too if Iter «vpic wa* safe, 
and I shall never forgot how sorry 1 
was to he obliged to  tell tier it had van­
ished.

Nhe sank right down on tho floor and 
wept p iteously; i t  was her Ufe work 
from a  literary |ioiiit of viow, Nhe had 
coiujtoscd those linos amid tho stroke* 
of tho churn, tho feeding of tlm chick­
ens, and the cooking of boiled dinners, 
and hod iutomlod to  go down through 
Nnoceodlng ages and weather tho del- 
ugo of oblivion in tha t ark. Mho was

poem, d id  you say?” inquired one of 
the editors, with mid-winter polite* 
uoss.

" I  did not say," roplied the  other, 
but thero wero tliirty-eigbt in a ll.”

* *0, God, Hbu cried, m accents wild—"*
B ut tho narrator wus alone. The 

rem ainder of his story had been "de­
clined with thanks. ”

for which offense ho wus summoned be­
fore A tribunal and coudumued to  die, 
but doubtless ho hud boon prepared fm* 
Ibis ami had arrangem ents made for lit« 
.•hoa| mi from Nmyrua, mid, with tlm mm 
object in view, lie wont as a pilgrim  to 
Kgvpt and Jerusalem , whero ho elmsc 
a* his Elijah one Nathan Htmjuinin, u 
man of usretio life, who professed to  see 
visions, Hoforo returning to  Nm.vruu 
ho sent his attendant Nathan Iwlore 
him to prepare ttio way, and in tho ca- 
pneity of naoccmd N t John tho Baptist 
to  aunounco th a t ho wa* coining to de- 
iver mcH from tlm oppression of tlio 

Turk* and to  lead hook tho Jew s to 
Falostin *. Nathan did his work well, 
writing a circular le tte r  addressed to 
tho “Hemuaiit of. the Israelites, peuco 
withont end ,” tho r*aiU  ta iu g  th a t in­
tense and mad oxciteinuiit seized upon 
tho Jews of tha t place. They Hourly 
killed themselves with penances; they 
adm inistered to  ono another thirty-nine 
laslios and to rtu res of all k inds; and uu 
influential Jew , I'onnia by uaiuo, whose 
daughter prophesied and w rought m ir­
acles assisted Nathan in his work oi 
preparation.

In  duo timo Nubhatai Novi landed at 
Smyrna, styling himsolf tho "king of 
kings,” and so carried away wero the

gogue nnd from Sm yrna prophets were 
sent all ovor the T urk id i dominions to

pissing away, usually from left to 
right, with loss of power to Maud or 
oven *it, and un almost nightmare feel­
ing of inability to cull for help to do 
anything to avert the catastrophe, while 
throughout the experience the mifferei 
retain* paiu'.ully acute consfiouMioK*.

This, wvMiv, i* familiar im oim, a! 
least, of the effects not mieienmoiilv 
produced by *t sqdiigforw .ild nmb r tlm 
special condition* indicated. With 
many o ther varieties of the vertigo coo- 
sequent upon h»urt weakne-.* or o re- 
bm l tiu-emiu, ohsi»rvati«»ii or exoerumiM 
lias made all acquainted.

Tho weakly and those wlm arc not 
unlikely to  havo hearts readily over­
burdened and Idood-vessel.* htrotclied 
beyond recovery, or even ruptured, 
should be warned quite  us earnestly 
against suddenly assuming, or too long 
retaining, any postures which do how­
ever slightly  und partially  impede 
the re tu rn  of blood through the veins. 
We know how prolonged sitting may 
eausti tho veins of the leg* to distend 
and e ither give way or perm it tho ox 
truvosation of thoir contents.

We ho© rea­
son to believe tlmt if this apparently 
small m atter wore generally undorstoo l

L trru .w oi ui describes in tlm b /u -  
ir . t  a method which he has used suc­
cessfully in seven eases for the removal 
of needles from tlm body, Tlm part 
supposed to  contain the imrdlo is tlmr* 
oughly ruldied over with an electro* 
magnet, so as to magnetize tin- metal, 
if present, A delieatelx balanced mug- 
notic nccdlo is hel l over the part, if 
tlm needle is present, its position can 
be ascertained by the aUraction or re ­
pulsion of tho poles of tlm magnetic 
needle. Having ascertained the p res ­
ence of tho nuetlte and rendered the 
part bloodless ami painless an incision 
is made over the needle. Tim electro ­
magnet is then inserted in tlm wound, 
aud the needle is felt for and with­
drawn. If the needle is tirndy im bed­
ded, tho positive pole of the galvanic 
battery is placed on tlm surface of tbo 
body of tho patient, and tho negative 
pole in contact with the needle, which 
lieconioH loosened hv electrolysis, and 
can thou be easily removed by the 
eloctro-mugnet.
