The man­
agement of isolation houses for the 
poor should be so rt m  to readily gain 
thair eonttdeuee. Enlarged tonsils 
should te  reduced. Carious teeth 
should be removed or filled promptly; 
tbe fee of tte  poor should therefor be 
■mall or nothin* Parents should in­
spect thair childron's montba and 
throats each day before they go to 
sohooL Children should learn to gar- 
glo at an early age.

000 ptupera In the United Kingdom, 
with a population of 88,000,000, show­
ing 30.0 j mu pore to the thousand in 
free trade England, and only 11.5 paup­
ers to tlie thousand In protective conti- 
uential countries.

The facts tor this country Id this 
counsctloo; are not at hand, but tbs 
percautage la known to ba much lower 
than la contlnantlal Europe and leas 
than one*thlrd that in England. The 
free-trade countries always abound In 
pauper*. National experience is a far 
(letter guide than personal opinions or 
ingenious arguments. Those Inclined 
to frown upon protection should ponder 
these things.

Occasionally a Washington dispatch 
announces that Secretary Fairchild has 
inHight up a few million dollars worth 
of bonds—thus reducing the public 
•lebt and the surplus at the same time. 
This is the true policy of solving the 
surplus problem and is plainly author­
ised by an act of Congress, ot March 8, 
1881. The administration has had a 
|tolicy of its own, however. It has 
caused the surplus, the accumulation of 
which It considered such a crime four 
years ago, to go on increasing until it 
has reached tho cnormur sum of $&J0,- 
000,000. The lying Idle In the treasury 
of this vast sum is u sufficient cause to 
bring disaster to the business interests 
of the country yt uuy time. There is no 
dispute os to the possibility of great 
evil resulting from u cause of this kind. 
The difference of opinion Is as to how 
beet to dispose of the surplus. The 
Republican party, existing law sad 
common sense layers the application of 
this surplus to the reduction of the 
public debt. Mr. Cleveland, however, 
seises upon the surplus evil as a pretext 
for making war upon our protective 
system. lie would remove a great evil 
by bringing about a greater calamity. 
‘Ilie people will not approve of tills kind 
of statesmanship, however.

Work at the Wlnthrop mine hat been 
temporarily suspended, awaiting a 
change In the system of working.

It is announced that the Gogebic fur­
nace of Iron River will go out of blast 
on June I, and the report la authorita­
tive. The period that It will remain idle 
is indefinite. Some time since the fur­
nace was bended laquiteaiarge amount 
by the old company. The holders of 
the bonds whose interest appear to con- 
filet with those of the stockholders are 
credited with a determination to fore­
close. The furnace has had consider­
able trouble by reason of a shortage of 
material but has more than made ex 
penaes and Its shutting down will be 
n bed thing for Iron River.—DUmon* 
Drill.

The Aurora Is the only mine of the 
Moore-Benjamio group In the Gogebic 
district, that ia doing any work. The 
Nimlkoo, Kakagon, Bessemer, Bourne 
and Moore, have not begun operations 
this spring. A number of these mines 
were heavy shippers last lesson.

Tho Chapin mine has not yet told any 
ore. It is not known when the ore In 
stock will be shipped, or what the fu 
tore course ot the company will be, re 
gsrdiog the size of tho working force 
Tho present outlook Is not a pleaaan 
one for cither the company or the etn 
ployes.

The Vermilion iron management are 
reported as saying that with a market 
for ore, they expeet the output of the 
mines on the Vermillion range to reach 
tolly 800,000 tons the coming seaaon. 
Of this amount the mines in tha vicinity 
of Tower are expected to yield 000,000 
tons, while the new mines, such as Pto 
neer and Zenith will furnish to balance. 
The management, however, says that 
the dullness of the ora market may ma­
terially control production. Nono of 
the ore has yet been sold, though nego­
tiation era pending for several contracts, 
bat the prices offered are not such as 
will pay n profit with existing carrying 
rates. Plekand, Mather b  Go., of Cleve­
land, are agents for all the mines and 
have ottered $1.99 per ton for transpor­
tation of the ore, but as yet, have clos­
ed no contracts with vessels. Could the 
ore be sold, the mines could easily in­
crease the output of last year from 80,- 
000 to 75,000 tons.—Ashland Prm.

DMty. It must, therofor* have been 
upward of 200 years old, and wm evi­
dently fashioned after a European 
modal A great many of tho tower* 
were In a decayed atatc, and tbe in-' 
terior of route of them, having 
lain  doored of dobrl* were converted 
into gardens end granaries,

Sle* Many more,
eserving of a l l  

honor and credit, 
were never known 
outside a limited oir- 

ele in the army. I  read of tbe medal 
•of honor votod by Congress to soldiers 
for deeds of valor, and which, I  be* 
liove, waa presented to eevoral hun­
dreds, That waa proper enough, but 
the recital suggest* the thousands of 
others equally brave, equally devoted, 
who received no kind of recognition 
for their acts, and who survive noither 
in history, song, nor story, liut this is 
ever tho fate of conepienoue merit. I 
am not grumbling abbot it; 1 am aim- 
ply writing down a well-known faot. in 
order to introduce tbe name and the 
•exploits of a very brave men, who wag 
not eithor a soldier or a sailor, and vet 
the oouruge that he showed proved that 
he bad the stuff of which lighters are 
.wade.

His name wee Uabaudan; ho was 
Private Hecretary to Farragnb on the 
Hartford. 1 know not whether he is 
still living or not, nor wlist wae his

Riven nsmo. His snrname would show 
ist ho was of french extraction; but 

I  have no moans of knowing whether 
he was or was not American ooru, He 
-was. no doubt, one of those spirits who 
in all wars hava sought the pout of 
^danger out of love for such service, as 
wallas for the cause t but there wee 
also Must atmosphere of steady end un­
flinching courage that surrounded 
Farragut that waa enough to tuako a 
hero of any man who breathed it,

On theuigbtof Maroh 14, iwlfi, thore 
was a tremendous couffiet botween 
Farragut'* Heat end the land batteries 
on Port Hudson bluffb, caused by the 
Attempt of the former to run t past. 1 
was almost near enough te the great 
river that n ght to bear the rour of the 
heavy guns, and to nee the Haines of 
the burning Mfalseipf’i no she drifted 
down from the aceue of udiott, eud 
exploded.

Tbe daring attempt was anffiolretty 
successful to gain the required object, 
of which 1 will presently speak. It 
was as iieriloua—I think it was more 
perilous—than the pauftg* of tlie forte 
below, when New Orleans wae occu­
pied, or the subsei(ttent running 
through the bay of Mobile under Are 
of forte and fleets. Nowhere in the war 
did the deede of the nevy shine 
brighter, and they gave undying lnster 
to tne names of Farragut aud his sail* 
ore. On tha parage of the Port Hud­
son batteries, which consisted of 
twenty siege guns on the heights 
eighty feet above the water, nine ves­
sels and five mortar schooners started 
from Jlafton Kongo to make the attempt. 
Pour of the ulna were aloope of war, 
four were gunboats, end there wee one 
iron-elad. About midnight, favored 
bv the darknes* tbe fleet came under 
Are, and boldly eteod up the river. 
Let the reader stand on those heights 
and look down, and he will marvel how 
anything could keep afloat under tbe

£ lunging Are of the great gnne that the 
onfederates had there. Only two of 

the nine emerged aafelj? from this Aery 
tempest, the Hartford and Albatross 
(the first being the Admiral's ship), end 
reached a safe position above, Or the 

•others, the Mississippi was destroyed,

with eevero lose, end the others wen 
beaten bask, more or lew crippled.
. To nnderetend the meeesity of this 
herds attempt, wemutft remember that 
the siegee ofVicksburg sod Port Hud­
son were about to begin. Tbe Bed River, 
coming down from the rich territory of 
Northern Louisiana, and emptying Into 
the Ifieeiaslppi forty miles above port 
Hudson an an air Uae, and double that 
distaooe by the bends and turns of tbs 
river, afforded an admirable mease for 
relieving tbe garrison a t tbe latter 
pine, supplies of all blade eotUd be 
brought down and landed on tbe river 
front, and re-enforeementa would no 
doubt haro been supplied in the seme 

» Farragut'* movement at ones

E an end this business. The Hart- 
end Albatross after March 14 

patrolled the river toward Vickburg, 
one or the other ot them continually 
standing guard at tha Bed Biver o a t 
let. Ho the way waa made reedy for 
the aiege of Port Hudson to begin.

Here begins one of the most oirioua 
episodes of the war. (Irani was just 
beginning those local operations that 
placed him on solid ground below 
Vicksburg. Hanks waa preparing for 
a maroh of hundreds of mites through 
Western Louisiana, in order that the 
Confederate forces there might be dis- 
parsed, end New Orleans need from 
menace, when he should sit down be­
fore Port Hudson. In 'th e  end, the 
siege was so long protracted by the 
failure of the assault* that New Or­
leans wae in tho greatest dangers hat

•nob was the plan of campaign. The 
authorities at Washington had con­
ceived tbe eurioos idea that Oran 
onght to move down the river aud join 
Banks in first reducing Port Hudson, 
while (Irantwas anxious that Hanks 
shonld immediately come up and re-en- 
fores him. I t waa very fortunate, as 
things turned out, that neither plan 
was adopted, bat that both sieges 
were going on at the same time, I t  is 
certain now that had Banka joined 
Grant, New Orleeni would have been 
captured by the Confederates who ral­
lied again in Western Louisiana; and 
had Grant turned away from Vioka- 
lmrg and joined the smaller army be­
fore Port Hudson, General Jos John- 
mIoq wouiuJinve MifvuukU •** J iutu
the former place. No man can say 
what disastrous results might not 
have ooourred to our arms in the 
Southwest had thsse things happened.

Those plans of tho War Department 
and General Grant1! anxiety to have 
Banks' army with him, led to frequent 
attempts by thsse commanders to get 
sn understanding In regard to tbs 
manner In which the great river cam­
paign of l*n:i should bo conducted. 
Very fortunately—a* it now seems— 
no understanding waa ever reached, 
end Viokebnrg and Port Hudson wars 
beseiged mochas distinct operations. 
The difficulties in the wav of communi­
cation through hundreds of miles of 
hostile oountiy, by land or water, were 
too greet to be successfully overcome. 
Dispatches crossed on the way, and so 
many dsys were required to get one 
through, that the situation would 
olnmge bofore a reply coaid he re- 
tamed,

But praotloally useless as the serv­
ices of the daring men proved who car­
ried these dispatches, that ahculd not 
abate our admiration, for them. The 
union of these armies wae thought by 
the Generali and by the Wasniugton 
people (inolnding President Lincoln) 
to be something of the highest import- 
anoe; and that Abe plea and ell its fea­
tures were a mistake, end would 
have been e calamity had they 
succeeded, shonld detract nothing 
from tbe eonrage of Gabandan 
and othere, who risked their lives in 
trying to forward them. A brief men­
tion of two of the pardons journeys of 
this men on this service will illustrate 
it# nature.

On the 'BM of March Grant sent a 
dispatch to Farragut, to he forwarded 
to Banks, describing tbe operations of 
the former around Vicksburg so far, 
saying that he bed oont to the Ohio 
River for light-draught steamers, and 
that when they arrived he eofitd send 
Banka np Hod lilver a re-ouforvemont 
of 10,000 men,

With this dUpatoh Karragut steamed 
down tho river to a point just out of 
range of (tie Port Hudson bat titles 
This was April (l!h* Oabaudau volun­
teered to take a email boat aud pass 
the batteries in tbe darkness. He did 
not take the dlspaleh, but 
G to memory for fear of accident or 
capture, He was entirely suocesNful 
in his daring mission, reaching Hatou 
Rouge on the fill. From there he took 
e steamer to New Orleans. Banks had 
already taken the fleld in Western 
Louisians, and Gabeudan overtook him 
at liraehear City, eighty miles west. 
He repeated tue dispatch from 
memory. Banks gave him e re­
ply, describing the object of 
his moving tbrongh Western Louisians, 
end saying that he would be aronnd 
Port Hudson by May 10, with not more 
then lr.OUO men. With this dispatch 
Oahandan immediately returned to 
New Orleans, and went up to Batou 
Rouge. His return wae heist by diffi­
culties. He could not hope to pull a 
email boat pH at tbe batteries against 
the swift current, and to take the roads 
on the left beuk would have exposed 
him to great danger of capture by tbe 
enemy's scouts and pickets, Hs(tossed 
tbe river, went ashore at the vast 
wooded swamp opposite 1'ort Hudson,

plcaged into ft, waded ft for mflei, end 
wlSk the help of n pocket eom»o« 
oeme out to the rhrer again above the 
bifleriea end found tbe Hartford wait­
ing for him. He wae talma aboard 
with a warm welcome, This wee April 
16; he had been absent but aiao deye. 
That dispatch did mot reach G reatlill 
May % when be had creased te Bralao* 
burg, eadaeeded all his men for the 
battles that ensued. Gabsudaeb serv­

Maas! ease* It is a*t<mi«hiug wlmi in* 
toremt ami energy will do iu enabling a 
man to dispense with rest. It bn* bci n 
said that tne twenty-four hour* might 
he advantageonsly divided luto three 
equal parte—eight hoars for sleep, 
eight for meal*, exercise, recreation 
at*, and eight for mental work, low

men really require move than eight 
hoars* clasp, but the majority of as 
haw to do considerably more then eight 
hour*' work in tho day. I t is not so 
tnnoh that a man wishes for ths work, 
as tbst ft is forood n|ion him.

Last week Bir John Lubluiok de­

livered an interesting addfes* in tjucon 
Btreot hall, K-linhurgh, to the mem- 
inn’* of the Kdinhurgu Philosophical 
luAtitution, ou “Tlie Hens# and Bcnne* 
of Animat*." He esidon.t would gr»t» 
fully admit that tho dog wo* a loyal 
and true and affectionato friend, but 
when wo came to consider tho nature 
of the animal our knowledge wa* very 
limited. That uroso a good deal from 
the fact that people hud tried rather to 
teach animal* than to learn from thorn. 
It had occurred to him that somo such 
method as that which wa* followed in 
tho case of d»uf mute* might prove in­
structive if adapted to the cose of dug* 
Hu had tried with a block poodle be­
longing to hiiUNelf. He then wont on 
to relate eevoral oxporimont* ho had 
made with pieces of cardboard with 
different words marked upou them. 
He had taken two piece* of card, one 
blank end the other with the word 
"food" u|>on IS. He had put tbe latter 
on a sauoer containing somo bread and 
milk and the blank card ho put on an 
empty sauoor. Tbo dog w#s not al­
lowed to eat until it brought tho proper 
card to him, This experiment was re­
posted over and over again, and in 
•bout ten days the dog began to dis­
tinguish the card with tbe letters on ft 
from tbe plain card. It took a long 
time te make the dog realizo the differ­
ence botweon different word* In order 
to try and discover whether the dog 
could distinguish color* he prepared 
six cards, making two of them blue, 
two of them yellow, and two orango. 
He put one of each on the floor and 
tried to got the dog to bring to him a 
card with the *amo color as one which 
he showed tho dog in his hand. After 
trying this for three months he found 
that his experiment in this direction 
was a failure. He had always felt a 
great longing to know how tbe world 
appeared to lower animal* It waa still 
a doubtful |H>int whether ante wore 
able to hear. From experiment* which 
ho had made he had como to the con­
clusion they had not the powor of ad­
dressing each othor. His impros*ion 
on the whole was that boss and acts 
were not deaf, bnt that they hoard 
"Wring. tfjJV .’wM no u5«KHlteai 
loseets seeing. He related several ex­
periments which ho hod made with tho 
view of discovering whether different 
insects eoulil dintinguish different 
colon and had anv prefuronoo for a r ­
ticular color* The colors of objects 
produced upon inioots au impression 
very different from that produced on 
human beings. Tho world to them 
might be full of music which we could 
not hear, colors which we could not seo, 
and eeusatiou* which we could uot feel.

A Primitive tirlst-NIU, 
tw&’iMifWflf V toftf-m -nw utttntonr 
region of his Btate, and in his travels 
discovered e mill which he says is per­
haps tho moat primitivo of tho kind in 
the country. The mill proper is about 
eighteen by twenty feet, aud is built of 
log* after tho style of tho oountry pig- 
pen—that is, the logs laid one on top of 
tho other, tho chinks not boiug filled 
up. The power is furnished by water 
and tho mill sots within ton foot of the- 
dum, the root being about five feet be­
low the top of tho dam. Whon tho 
creek is not overly Hush tho water falls 
over the dam, between it and tho milt, 
and o|)orates a horizontal Hotter whe .d, 
but whou the creole gets (IuhIi tho water 
comes over tho dam in a volume, and 
instead of dropping betwoon the mill 
and tlie dam, lauds directly on tlie roof 
of tbo buildiug and completely deluges 
the place. When it become* evident 
that such a state of affairs ia coming on 
tho miller just remove* his corn and 
meal to tho bunk and waits for tho 
water to fall before he can go back to 
work, Tho grindiug stouos are about 
six feet in circumference, and seom to 
lie made of some sort of sandstone; they 
hail been corrugated once, bnt that wa* 
in the long ago, for now tho corruga­
tions are completely worn off and they 
are es smooth us a ploon of paper. Ths 
hopper over thorn will contain probably 
a bushel and a half of corn, and only 
one grain drops from ft at a timo i after 
grinding up one grain the stonos im­
mediately jump on another, aud thus 
the thing go** on. Tim miller fills up 
the hopper In the morning, and goes 
off for tlie day, plowing, herding cattle, 
or whatever eiiancu* to (mi neoessery. 
The shaft which connects the wheel 
with tbe stone, instead of being iron or 
steel, is simply a hickory pole, and just 
how the stones are fastened to this shaft 
'yet remain* a mystery. The barrels 
elmut tho mill are piece* id hollow 
gum logs with a piece of beard nailed 
on one end as a bottom.
