e s .” says the New York Continent.

The object of the new discovery is 
lot to kill off the medicine-chewers, 
lowcvcr, but to use them as subjects 
or experiment.

Dr. Allen believes that there Is a 
vide field for investigation in the 
isc-s ami properties of drugs which 
ire as yet little  understood by mcdL 
*al practitioners. I t  is in the ho|>e 
>f being aide to lif t this veil of ig- 
lorance th a t he has engaged a mini- 
•er of impecunious young men and 
flromen a t a stated salary to swallow 
Irugs and furnish a detaildd weekly 
•eport. in i hc event th a t they survive 
.o long, of their daily symptoms.

No excuse for failure to Ale this re­
port will be considered unless accom­
panied by a coronc’accrtiflcute.

Salaries will lie paid in full in all 
janes where the subject declares in a 
iroperly attested ante-mortem state- 
nent that circumstances over which 
:hcy had no control made it impossi­
ble for them to Anish out the full 
week.

Any subject found guilty of shirk- 
ng duty by taking the weekly rations 
it one dose will be promptly dis­
charged.

V ctorlft'* Crown.
The crown of the Queen of Great 

Britain and Ireland, mafic in ISA* hy 
Bundell ^  Bridge, lias been estimated 
to he of the value of t'.'IOOJMJO. I t  
wcighsuicurly two pounds aud com­
prises more than ff.ooo precious 
stones, of whUth five-sixths are dia­
monds. The lower part of the hand 
is a row of I2S( pearls, the upiK*r part 
of 112.

Between them, in front-, is a large 
sapphire. Behind is a smaller sa|>- 
phire, with six others and eight emer­
alds. Between the two great sap­
phires are ornaments containing 2*ff 
diamonds. Above the hand are eight 
sapphire* surmounted by eight d ia ­
monds, and eight festoons containing 
1 GO diamonds. In the front of the 
crown is tlie ruby given to the Black 
Prince by Pedro, King of Castile. 
This is set in a Maltese cross, ami 
forming the cross are seventy-live 
large diamonds.

Three other crosses, containing USA 
diamonds, are around the upper part 
of the crown. Between the four 
crosses are four ornaments with four 
rubies in the center, uml containing 
respectively eighty-four, eighty-six, 
cigiity-live aud eighty-seven dia­
monds. From the Maltese cress rise 
four arches, composed of oak leaves 
and acorns, the leaves containing 72S 
diamonds. The thirty-two acorns arc 
each of a single pear) and are set in 
cups made of fifty-four diamonds. 
Above the arch 'stands the mound, 
containing 548 diamonds, and atiovc 
the mound is the cross, containing a 
very large sapphire, four very large 
and 108 smaller diamonds. All tin? 
stones are genuine, aud not, as in 
some other European crowns, colored 
glass, which has replaced the gen­
uine stones.—Detail Jeweler.

He was true to the modest candle 
of his forefathers, believing that gas, 
electric light, and other artificial 
schemes of illumination were de­
structive to the eyes. ITp to t he 
time of his death he could-read fine 
print without glasses. In fact a pair 
of glasses never sat on his nose.

lie  never wore a piece of under­
clothing of any kind in all his life, 
nor anything around ids neck; nor did 
lie ever wear an overcoat.

Last, but not least, he never had 
on a pair of socks in his life.

The first intimation we had in 
the next room was a peal of laugl cr 
on Mr. Gladstone’s part a t  the ob­
vious necessity of caidlulating to th a t 
daring invasion, as musical and 
heaity as over came fiom human 
lips, for his laugh Is one of his great­
est attractions. Presently the grand 
old man and the little child sepa­
rate 1 hy eighty years of time, came 
hand in hand together into the draw­
ing-room. Mrs. Gladstone runs to 
the piano and strikes up a lively 
waltz tune, and in a second the two 
partners are dancing together, the 
grand old man putting into his pirou­
ettes a lot of funny, old-fashioned 
little  steps, learned of our great­
grandmothers seventy-live years ago, 
which it was lm|to*sihle to view with­
out delight and applause, although so 
much ituthos mingled with comedy in 
tlio touching scene.”

The mysteries wliich surround the 
grave arc dwelt upon in the minds of a 
great many people, but how few there 
are who have the courage to attempt 
to penetrate them.

The craft of authorship Is by no 
means so easy of practico as is gen- 
emily Nmag.ned V>y the thousands who 
aspire to it. Almost ail our works, 
whether of knowledge or of fancy, 
have been tlie products of much exer­
tion aud study.

Hope published nothing until it had 
been a year or two before him, and 
cvcii then his printer's proofs were 
very full of alterations: and on one 
occasion Dodsiey (his publisher) 
thought it better to have the whole 
m atter recomposed than make the 
corrections.

Goldsmith considered four lines a 
day very good, and it took him seven 
years to l>eat out the pure gold of 
“The Deserted Village.” Hume wrote 
his “ History of England” on a sofa, 
and he went on quietly correcting 
every edition until IDs death.

Koix-rtsoh used to write out his 
sentences on small slips of paper, 
and after rounding and jolNtiing 
them to his sutisfacDou be entered 
them in a took: which, in its turn, 
underwent considerable revision.

Hurke. the eloquent statesman and 
author, had ail ills principal work* 
printed two or three times a t a pri­
vate press before submitting them to 
Ills publisher. Aknislde am. Gray 
were Indefatigable correctors, lalop 
lug over every line: but bow line is 
the “ Elegy” of Dray. Tlie illumina­
tive poet Thomson was of the sairn 
category, and u|sm coinjiarliig the 
first and latest editions of the “Sea­
sons” there will lie found scarcely u 
page which docs nut ls*ar evidence ol 
bis taste and industry.

Johnson used to think Dial the 
poems lost much of their raciness un­
der such a severe regimen.

quantity ofqiiudrujieds, lerds, trees, 
houses, castles, aud ihurchcs, all ex­
ecuted in the pro]M*r colors, with 
names and inscriptions over them to 
elucidate the story. It is a valuable 
historic document, as it gives a cor­
rect aud minute inu*tiaitu:v of Die 
Norman costumes an J their m imiers 
and customs.

A rumor that Patrick O’Sullivan, the 
Cronin murderer, whoisdying in Joliet 
prison, had madeaconfession, so fright­
ened the “inner circle”, of the triangle 
that S. Forrest, O’Sullivan’s attorney, 
was sent down to the prison with in­
structions to learn if O’Sullivan had 
confessed, and to prevent a confession 
if not too late.

O’Sullivan denied to the attorney 
that he had “squealed.”

The approachingdenth of O’Sullivan 
rural Ik the fact that death has been 
bulky with the witnesses and others 
concerned In his trial.

John F. Hoggs, who was tried as a 
principal and aquitted, died in Chicago 
April <1 Iasi. Patrick Dinan, owner of 
the fatuous while horse, and one of the 
most im|sirtant witnesses for the stale, 
died a few weeks before Hoggs. (He 
is buried In'Dctroit. 1 Peter Modui-han, 
who was accused by Dr. Cronin of con­
spiracy to kill Dim, diiid in delirium at 
the County Hospital.

Robert (iihlxms, who was an alibi 
witness for Burke in the trial, was shot 
and killed April, 1890, byCapt. Shuett- 
lcr, with whom he picked a  quarrel 
because of the part taken by that officer 
in the prosecution. Edward Spellman, 
the Peoria distcller, who was a large 
contributor to the defenso fund and an 
active “triangle” sympathizer, lost his 
life by falling from a ladder. Michttel 
Cunnon, tt member of Camp 20 a grout 
friend of Coughlan, one of the convic­
ted murderers, and whose name was 
often mentioned in the case, died short­
ly after the conviction. Luke Jordan, 
brother to Harry Jordan, Wlllium 
Niemnn and a Miss Mclncrney, the two j 
lutter witnesses for the state, are also
