The above is dipped from the Min­
ing Journal of Tuesday. There is a  
harmless, possibly good-natured face 
tlousness, between the lines of Its com­
ment to which we desire to make 
brief reference. So far as getting on 
the Pingree band wagon is concerned, 
the editor of this paper was of the 
opinion for many weeks prior to the 
convention that his nomination was 
demanded by every interest of the Re­
publican party in Michigan. Xn it  
was involved the safety of the national 
ticket in the state. Facts bearing up­
on tbe situation finally confirmed this 
opinion to bn extent that seemed to 
warrant a departure from our rule In 
his endorsement some time before tbe 
convention was held.

The con 
elusion that he is a  safe man in all re­
spects, is well founded.

A Clttxsn on tho Money Question.

To the Editor:—
As the question of currency has as­

sumed an important position in tho 
present campaign, and as most of the 
voters are desirous of knowing more 
about th is subject in order that they 
may the more intelligently express 
th e ir views In November, will you 
kindly allow the  writer, through the 
columns of your paper, to give to your 
readers the results of bis investiga­
tions on the subject.

F irst, a  short history of the money 
of the  United States, os shown by the 
laws on the subject, will be necessary 
as a  foundation for a  proper under­
standing of what our government has 
done and what the  present condition 
of our currency is.

Before the Revolution accounts were 
kept and business transacted In Euro­
pean money, and when hostilities 
broke out the  coin in most general 
circulation was the “Snanish Milled 
Dollar.”  When, therefore, tbe  Con­
tinental Congress and the various 
Colonies issued paper money to defray 
the expense of th e  war, the “Spanish 
Milled Dollar” was the coin In whloh 
It was payable. A bill of th is char­
acter, in the possession of the writer, 
reads es follows:

“South Carolina. This bill entitles 
Hhe hearer to receive six Spanish 

“Milled Dollars, or the value thereof 
’In  gold or silver, according to an not 
“of the General Assembly, passed, at 
’Charlestown, the  28rd. day of De- 

“cember. 1776.”
U ntil the United States, In 1792, es­

tablished a  m int and a  national coin­
age. this Spanish silver dollar remain­
ed la  circulation, was the common 
money of aooount and wasthestandard 
in which values were estimated. Con­
gress published at different times, 
schedules showing the value In these 
Spanish dollars, a t whloh other for­
eign oolns were to  he received a t the 
treasury. Thus, the present Consti­
tution of the United States, adopted 
In 1778, provides that Congress shall 
have power “To coin money, regulate 
the value thereof, and of foreign coin.”

But the Spanish dollars of different 
issues contained different amounts of 
pure silver and the value of other 
coins, as compared to them, were con­
stantly changing, so that the necessity 
of an American coinage which should 
be uniform and legal tender through­
out all the states, began to be felt as 
soon as trade resumed its aooustomed 
channels a t the close of the war.

Alexander Hamilton, Sec’y of the 
Treasury, was therefore asked to re­
port to Congress a plan for the estab­
lishment of a mint a - 1 a National coin­
age. One of the  m u tts  of his investi­
gation, as Shown by th is  report, was, 
“T hat the sum in the money of account 
of each state, corresponding with the 
nominal value of the dollar in such 
state, corresponds also with 24 grains 
and i  of a  grain of fine gold; and with 
something between 868 and 874 grains 
of fine sliver.”

In accordance with this recommen­
dation, tbe first coinage law, known as 
the Act of April 2, 1792, made the 
Eagle or ten units, 2474 grains of pure 
gold, which was ten times the amount 
of pure gold to which the dollar or 
unit of account was equal. Tbe silver 
dollar equal to one unit contained 87U 
grains of pure sliver, wbleh was an 
average of the  different] Spanish 
silver dollars then in circulation. Tho 
ratio thus established of 16 to 1 being 
the market ratio a t th a t time.

In this law both gold and silver were 
given free coinage, both were full legal 
tender and for a  while both circulated 
side by side. But soon a difficulty 
arose, for silver, in the open markets, 
was growing cheaper as compared with 
gold so th a t the  gold coins were worth 
more as bullion than as money a t tho 
ratio of 16 to 1.

On Investigating th is state of affairs 
in 1821, tbe committee on the currency 
reported to the House of Representa­
tives: “There have been coined at 
the  mint in the  United Slatea noarly
six millions of dollars In gold...........
I t  is doubtful whether any consider 
able portion of it  can a t this time be 
found within tbe  United tttates:

Both gold and Silver, however, con­
tinued to be coined at this ratio of 14 
to 1 until 1884, but gold In the mean­
time went to a  premium of 6 per oent. 
Thus sliver, having fiee oolnage at a 
ratio whloh gave it a  higher valuo as 
money than It had as bullion, drove 
gold out of tbe eountry and to 4 prem­
ium. o r in other words drove gold out 
of circulation.

But this was not considered a  desir­
able condition, und Congress. In 1834 
passed a  new coinage law cnunglng 
the ratio to 1U to I, which was very 
near the market ratio.

For some tlmo tho market ratio did 
not vary enough from this legal ratio 
to cause much difficulty, but when in 
1849, the gold fields of California were 
opened, gold began to get cheaper as 
compared with sliver, as a  result, our 
silver dollars, being worth more os 
bullion than they were as money, were 
exported and silver was driven out of 
circulation Just as gold had been be­
fore IBM. Even the fractional curren­
cy, wbleo up to 1863, was coined a t the 
same ratio as the dollars and was full 
legal tender with them, also disappear­
ed until the country was on a  gold 
basis with not enough of fractional 
silver for tho requirements of retail 
trade. To remedy this evil a law was 
passed In 1863autnoriztng half-dollars, 
quarter-dollars, dimes and half-dimes 
ut a ratio of 14.88 to 1. which should 
be legal tender to the extent of 85.00 
only, and which should be coined at 
tho option of the government from 
bullion purchased in tho open market.

This Act of 1853 was practically a 
recognition by Congress of the fact 
that the country was on u gold ha*!*, 
and It was so understood at that time, 
for it was thought better to leave it 
that way than to try to keep the legal

ratio with tho market ratio, and whet) 
in 1873 a complete revision of the cur­
rency laws was passed by Congress tho 
gold dollar was specified ns the unit of 
value and nothing was said of tho 
“Standard Silver Dollar" which had 
been out of circulation for over 20

Sears. The silver coins authorized 
y this Aot were the trade 

dollar of 420 grains and the half-dollar, 
quarter-dollar and dime at a  ratio of 
14.95 to 1, which silver coins were 
made legal tender for not more than 
86.00. in 1876, the trade dollar ceased 
to be legal tender for any amount and 
was coined for export only until 1887.

When the market price of silver 
went down In 1876 and 1876, those In­
terested in Its production began to de­
mand free coinage and as a result of 
this demand the Act of 1878 was pass­
ed, which authorized tho Secy of the 
Treasury to purchase, at tbe market 
value, not less than 82,000,000.00 nor 
more than M,000,000.00 worth of silver 
per month and to coin the same Into 
standard silver dollars at the ratio of 
16 to 1. which silver dollars, together 
with all previously ooloed of the same 
weight and fineness, were made legal 
tender to any amount, except where 
otherwise expressly stipulated in the 
contract.

In 1890 the purchasing clause of this 
Aot waa repealed and another substi­
tuted which directed the Secretary of 
the  Treasury to purchase each month, 
a t the market prioe 4,600,000 ounoes of 
silver, or as muoh thereof as should 
he offered, and to Issue in payment 
treasury notes redeemable in coin. 
Under this Act nearly 8166,000.000.00 
in treasury notes were issued before U 
was repealed in 1898.

This brings us to the present con­
dition of our currency and we find that 
In Nov. 1806 we had about $618,100,- 
000.00 in gold and about $548,400,000.00 
in full legal tender sliver which circu­
lates a t a par with gold, because it has 
been and now is tbe policy of the gov­
ernment to redeem It in gold on de­
mand.

A careful study of the history of our 
coinage will show therefore, that we 
started by giving both gold and silver 
free and unlimited coinage, but this 
proved to be an alternating standard 
rather than a double standard, or it 
brought us first to a silver basis and 
then when the ratio was changed, to n 
gold basis. Then came a short period 
In which wo had the single gold stand­
ard, with silver for subsidiary coinage 
only, and lastly, while maintaining the 
gold standard, silver has been brought 
into use as full legal tender, and has 
been maintained at a parity with gold 
and has been prevented from driving 
gold out of circulation by denying it 
free coinage.

Our present system is, therefore, 
more like those of France, Belgium, 
Holland and Switzerland, which coun­
tries have a  gold standard with a full 
legal tender silver coinage maintained 
a t a parity with gold, than It is like 
that of England where silver Is legal' 
tender for small Bums only.

THE FRIENVOF LABOR.
As Governor of Ohio McKinley was 

the friend of tho laboring men. When 
the Trades Labor Union sent to Gov­
ernor McKinley an appeal for Imme­
diate relief for tho destitute miners in 
tho Hocking Valley district, the tele­
gram reached him at midnight.

A HORSE IN THE NAVY.

Official Regulation# a Little Vague ae
to  the Treatment of Live ttock*

Several years ago a  band of naval of­
ficers was ordered by the commandant 
of one of our unvnl stations to hold a  
survey on oue of tho lioraos belonging 
to the station. The board met, cxamlm 
ed the horse, found that he was suffer­
ing from "the scratches" and "string- 
halt," and was generally run down* 
An examination o f the navy regula­
tions showed that only certain recom­
mendations could bs made by the 
board, as follows:

"To bo turned Into store for use," T o  
be retained In or for use," "Sold," 
"Used for scrap metal," T o  be issued 
for any other purpose," "To be throwtf 
on the dump," T o  bo transferred to 
some other station," "To be used fov 
repairs for some other article," or T o  
be extensively repaired." Since It was 
the unanimous opinion of tbo board that 
he ought to be treated by a veterinary 
surgeon, It was recommended, In con­
formity with the regulations, "that 
be be extensively repaired."

This was three or four years ago, and 
ho was “extensively repaired" by a 
veterinary surgeon, but evidently the 
"repairs" were not lasting, as tbo se­
quel will show.

Recently there came a  recommenda­
tion from the present commandant that 
tho horso bo shot, as be was old and 
worthless, and that U would be a  kind­
ness to put him out of hls misery.

In the same mall camo a  requisition 
from the same commandant asking fot 
authority to buy ten tons of Al, first- 
class fortlllxer.

It was then that the navy department 
Indorsed on the requisition "Why not 
use die horso to produce the fertiliser?"

The commandant promptly returned 
tho paper with the endorsement, "81nc« 
the horse Is not an Al, first-class horse, 
being old and decrepit, he Is incapable 
of filling tbo bill/'

And boro tho matter stands for ths 
present,-Washington Star.

T h ls s is i  O n p f  Bunches,
Every bud of last year will make thla 

year a shoot, and by the first of Juno

HOW’S THIS row A CABBAGE«
Everything in California seems to ba 

big. Every school geography tells o r 
tbo big tress which grow thero-treet' 
larger than are found in any other spot 
on the globe.

This story has to do with sn  enor­
mous cabbage. I t  bas grown so toll! 
that It Is really a tree. I t is 12 feet 
high and the stalk Is as largo so a  
man's w aist For nino months this 
remarkablo plant bat been growing,1 
and it bas not stopped yet, U is not 
tho common cabbage, but belongs to

the kolilwort or kale family. It re 
semblee cabbage In many respects, but 
the leaves do not form the solid head 
which lo characteristic of tbs ordinary 
cabbage.

In many Southern States kale Is high­
ly esteemed as “greens.” Tbo small 
shoots are tender and edible, tasting 
much like cabbage, which It resembles 
while growing, as well as after being 
cooked.

The Isle of Jersey Is the home of the 
kale plant. It Is used there as a food 
for the dtmlnutire buff cattle, which 
have made the name of the island 
known all over the world.

The giant California kale tree was 
grown on the grounds of the State Ag­
ricultural College a t Berkeley. The 
college authorities say that the leaves 
are much relished by chickens, and as It 
produces green leaves the year around. 
In the mild climate of California, It Is] 
highly regarded. The particular plant 
which has attained such an enormous 
growth does not differ from scores of! 
others on the farm, except In the mat­
ter office. The stalk has been stripped 
of loaves to a point 10 feet from thd 
ground. It tapers gracefully and re-, 
sembles a young hickory tree. The 
top Is surrounded by a  bunch of yellow, 
feathery flowers.

Some years ago a cabbage plant was 
exhibited a t the Ohio State Fair, which 
was 7 feet high. I t took a  prise, and 
was supposed to be the largest cabbage 
ever grown, but It was small com­
pared with the Berkeley monstrosity. 
Think of the quantity of corned beef 
it would take to make the proper pro­
portion if all the‘leaves ou this large 
plant should be cooked a t one timet 
A whole steer would scarcely be suf­
ficient, and twe or three such plants 
would make enough saurekraut to last 
a Milwaukee family all winter.—New 
York World.

LIGHTNING*! QUEER FRIAKDL

Unespocted Results of Many Stfokee 
of tho Kloctrlc Fluid,

Few natural phenomena ebow ee 
many eccentricities of behavior so 
Jove's thunderbolts. Machine-made 
electricity, especially when playing the 
truant, Is tricky enough, but the fiery 
iroduct of the clouds Is stlU more orlg- 
nal, Inconsistent and lawless. In 

•mall towns, or In the outskirts of 
arge ones, where the bouses are de­

tached from one another, and are IK) 
or 100 feet apart, one frequently bears 
of damage by lightning; It Is seldom 
a  row of brownstone fronted buildings, 
a block of stores, a fifteen or twenty 
story apartment house, or a sky-scraper 
office building, In those portions of S 
city which are built up solidly, It hurt 
o sny way.
Bo long has this state of affalM ex­

ited and been recognised that It has 
affected the business of making and 
erecting llghtnlug rods. If a man 
should Institute n special search for 
such apparatus tn the older part of 
he metropolis, with an opera-glass In 
ils hand aud a high window or roof 

for his post of observation, he might 
well ask whether the lightning rod 
ms not become, like the dodo, an ex­

tinct species. Eventually, a few tall, 
slender church spires and certain class­
es of bulldlngi under the control of 
ederal or municipal bureaus would 

he found displaying metallic bristles, 
connected by a  copper cable with the 
ground.

But these and the few other discov­
erable exceptions would only serve to 
emphasise the rule. Inquiry reveals, 
however, that an extensive business 
n lightning rods Is atllL carried on. 

They are seen as frequently as ever In 
•mall towns and on farms. Occasion­
ally, you will hear of a man who bas 
a bouse and big warehouses la the 
city which are not provided with these 
safeguards, but who employs them 
abundantly on bis country house and 
stock barns. It Is said that Mr. Edison 
and Mr. Westlnghouse, who aro sup­
posed to know a thing or two about 
electricity, protect their bouses and 
shops which are Isolated structures In 
his way; and weather bureau ex­
torts and other scientists who have In­

vestigated the subject declare that n 
properly constructed lightning rod has 
\ distinct value. It Is clear, therefor* 
hat this time-honored Institution la 

not going out of favor except In big 
cities.

The singular Indifference which the 
Igbtnlng seems to manifest toward 
rent centers of population Is proba­
bly not due to the nonconducting qual- 
tles of the brick and stone so largely 

used there In the construction of bulld­
ogs. On the other band, most of the 

theories advauccd to account for the 
muling phenomenon In question as­

sume that, In some way or other, bet­
ter facilities exist In and near great 
cities than elsewhere for relieving s  
thunder cloud of the superabundant 
electricity and leading the same quieter 
to tbo earth. The vast number of chim­
neys, flagstaffs, spires and other up­
ward projections from the roofs, espe­
cially when well wetted, facilitate a 
silent discharge In Innumerable smalt 
streams. The complicated network of 
telegraph and telephone wires reacti­
ng through the streets, high In air, 

has also been credited with dissent- 
noting a good deal of electricity dur- 
ng thunderstorms. A third factor Is 
the situation may possibly be found 
n the steel frames of some of the mod­

ern high buildings. Certainly, If the 
metallic portions of the roof of one 
of these structures were properly con­
nected with the frame, and If the lat­
er reached down Into permanently 

moist soil, the combination would af­
ford a lightning rod of exceptional 
efficiency and proportions. Distribute 
the credit among tho various agents 
as one may, there Is evidently a sat 
of conditions existing In large cities 
which tend to lessen the violence of 
lightning there, and which appreciably 
affects the demand for llghtulng rods.

FROM WIRE TO TYPE.

A Haw Improvement
Typesetting.

The general public has but a  faint 
Idas of Uie strides that a n  making to­
ward perfection in matters electric, tel­
egraphic and mechanic. When type­
setting machines were Invented it  was 
thought that there could bo no further 
Improvement In that direction. I t  re­
mained, however, for a  clever young 
men of Brooklyn, N. Y., to demonstrate 
tho practicability of using the typeset­
ting machine In connection with teleg­
raphy. About three y ean  ago It oc­
curred to Mr. Frank J. Klbm, special 
telegraph operator of tbo Brooklyn 
Bogle, that It would be possible to set 
in typo tho telegraphic news sent over 
tho Associated Press wire. Hundred* 
of operators are copying telegrams with 
the aid of typewriters, and Mr. Klhm 
decided that with extra care and ot- 
partnoss a typesetting machine could 
also bo used wltb fair success. Tbo ed­
itor of the Eagle a t once placed a  type­
setting machine a t tho operator's dis­
posal, and, after soma weeks of prac­
tice, the telegraph wire of the Asso­
ciated Press w u  extended to tho com­
posing room, and Mr. Klbm proceeded 
to demonstrate the practicability of hfs 
Idea. Aa the operator In the New York 
office of the news association clicks off 
tho dots and dashes they are simulta­
neously reproduced by the giant tele­
graph sounder a t Mr. Klhm's typeset­
ting machine. As the different tatters 
some over the wire Mr. Klbm touches 
tho acme letter on tho keyboard of tho 
sttchlne, and Instantly there is formed 
a  metal letter corresponding with tho 
letter transmitted over tho wire. When 
a  whole word baa been formed, Ur. 
Kihm touches the blank space button 
and a  apace block of metal drops down 
Into place. Then another line la set In 
type, and so It goes on.

Bo expert has Ur. Klbm become that 
ba runs the machine with surprising 
Spied, and with very few typographical 
errors. He l i  the only telegraph opera­
tor In the world who receives tbo newt 
by oar and runs a typesetting machine 
with his fingers at one and tho same 
Ume.—Jersey City Journal.

The 111- 
ton Armstrong gun has an extreme 
range of fourteen miles, firing a shot 
weighing 1,800 pounds and requiring 
000pounds of powder. These guns, how­
ever, proved too expensive, being un­
able to stand firing 100 times, and their 
manufacture has practically been 
abandoned. The 22-ton Armstrong gun 
hurts a  solid shot for a  distance of 
twelve miles, and the discharge of the 
gun cannot be beard a t the place where 
tho ball strikes. From twelve to thir­
teen miles la the computed range of the 
most powerful guns now made, aud to 
obtain that range an elevation of near­
ly tfsdegrecfl Is required.

Milwaukee is struggling with a propo­
sition to teach the Polish language la 
tbe schools of that city.

Ian  Francisco Argonaut: Borne pi­
oneer ought to start a newspaper where 
one can And the news. Tbo typical 
journals for tbe dwellers la a busy 
City are tbe evening papers published 
la London—tbe Pall Mall Gazette, tbe 
Bb James's Gazette, aud tbe West­
minster Gazette. These papers are 
made up of small and easily handled 
pages—exactly tbe size of the Argo­
naut's pages, by the way—and they 
contain the news In concise form, so 
arranged that U can easily be found 
and quickly read. Foreigners gaze lu 
amazement at the spectacle of Amer­
icans struggling through their blan­
ket-sheets of freak pictures aud fake 
news. But what amazes them more 
than all Is tbe complacent attitude of 
tbe conductor! of these extraordinary 
Journals, and their evident belief In 
tbelr boast that they are tbe “greatest 
on earth.'*

I t  Is a  curious fact that of tbe ladles 
of royal rank during tbe present cen­
tury only two have been leaders of 
feminine fashion, and they have both 
been plebelau-born empresses of tbe 
French. In tbe early yeara o t  th e  cen­
tury, tbe Empress Josephine was the 
accepted model for the feminine world 
to follow In Its dress, and fifty years 
later tbe Empress Eugenie dictated tbe 
faeblous from Paris. Queen Victoria 
never originated a  fashion, and her

Queen Murgherita and the Empress of 
Austria never originated a style, and 
the present German Empress and her 
mamma-lu-law are too domestic to care 
for faehloua. Aud an Eastern paper 
•tates that Queen Bopbla of Bwedeu, 
fa r from caring for frills and furbe­
lows, Is •  member of tho Balvatloa 
Army and affects tbe garb peculiar to 
tb i t  organization.

The good fruits of tbe recent vic­
tory of tbo people of New Orleans are 
already begiuulng to appear. Tbe CIO- 
sens' league, under whose auspices 
tbe fight was won, has presented to 
tbe Legislature the draft of a new 
d ty  charter, the principal feature of 
Which Is the proposed sppolulmeut of 
b  civil service commission aud the 
adoption of civil service rules. The 
board Is to consist of three Commis­
sioners, who ore to bold office for 
tw slvs years, sad  who have not bees 
either municipal officials or candidates 
within four years of tbe date of tbelr 
appointment. They cannot be candi­
dates for any office, members of any 
politics! committee, or delegates to any 
political convention during tbelr in- 
cumbency aud for four years after­
ward. Tbelr annual salary Is fixed 
a t  Another Important feature
o f the charier Is the change f ro m  on  
unpaid City Couucll of thirty to a paid 
Council of seventeen members, who 
a rs  to be elected not by wards, as at 
present, but front tbe city a t large. 
Authority anil responsibility are to be 
centered In tbe Mayor, who Is to ap­
point single beads of city departments, 
•object to confirmation by the Council. 
Aa tbe league members of the legisla­
tu re  bold tbe balance of power It ta ex­
ported the new charier will In* adopt* 
•d  without opposition. New Orleau* 
bids fair to be a well goveruod city.

The people do not vote directly for 
President, as la well known. They 
vote for electors, ami them* electors 
meet tbe first Wednesday In Diw iu Imt 
a fter the election, i t  the capital o f  
tbelr respective Ktates. and count and 
goal the votes, which arc then sent to 
the Henate a t Washington. The vob-s 
a m  caovasied b y  the two houses in

joint convention, and the reeult Is de­
clared the second Wednesday In Feb­
ruary. Though tbe people know In No­
vember who Is to be tbe next President 
the announcement is not officially made 
for three months later. Tbe President 
takes bis seat tbe 4th of 3Iarcb. A 
number of years ago tbe person receiv­
ing tbe second highest number of votes 
was declared Vice President, but tbe 
Twelfth amendment was enacted, pro­
viding for a  separate election for Vice 
President. Tho number of electors 
from each Rtatc equals the number of 
Bc-nators aud Representatives to which 
the State Is entitled in Congress, giving 
each State about the same Influence In 
electing a  President as it bus In the 
national coudcIIs. The selection of elec­
tors Is, with a single exception, confined 
to the people. The exception Is South 
Carolina, where the electors are select­
ed by tho Legislature. According to 
the last apportionment act, there are 
'447 electoral votes. In the event of tbe 
electors falling to elect, the House of 
Representatives shall choose the Presi­
dent, voting by ballot for tbe three 
highest on tbe list of candidates. 
Tbomas Jefferson aud John Quincy 
Adam* were both elected by tbe House 
of Representatives.

It goes without saying that bicycle 
racing wlU be an Important feature of 
Interest and amusement lu every up- 
to-date fair held tbla year.

Will the other and more Important 
corelative of blcycliog, good roads, re­
ceive tbe attention It should a t  these 
many farmers' shows?

In every county wheelmen should en­
deavor to have the directors of tbe fair 
Incorporate In Its exhibits on Intelligent 
exposition of tbe value of good bard 
roads, tbe methods of bulldtag and 
maintaining the same, and such other 
InformatUra regarding tbe proper width 
of tires, etc., as will lead to tho Im­
provement of highways.

This feature should be matte prom­
inent In every county and district fair. 
The farmers should be tbe first to move 
In tbe matter, but as tbe wheelmen 
have thus for been the real force back 
of the good roads agitation, they should 
persevere until by sheer force example 
the truth Is dinned Into the minds of 
the whole people.

Bee to It that there shall be an at­
tractive good roads exhibit a t  your 
county fair.—L. A. W. Bulletin.

Protect the Roods.
Did you ever drive along through the 

country and notice two-wheel tracks 
that have worn deep ruts Into tbe sur­
face of tbe road? Have you noticed 
that these deep ruts give n severe 
wrench to a light carriage when yon go 
to turn out for on approaching vehicle? 
Havo you watched how these ssmd 
ruts hold the water after a heavy rain 
and become two long muddy canals, 
through wblcb you plough your way, 
while tbe rest of tbe road has become 
moderately hard? Now, when you 
come to  look at tbe matter seriously, 
what to tbo use of those two ruts, and 
why con they not be avoided? Would­
n 't we luive better roads If we could do 
away with the ruts?

Of course, you may ask what this has 
to do with selling carriages, but you 
know well enough that good roads 
mean n greater demand for carriages 
because they Increase the pleasure of 
driving. The ruts can be avoided 
easily enough If all vehicles do not 
track alike, or If drivers would exer­
cise a  little core In using the whole 
road, aud would not all drive In the 
same track. There's a good deal of out­
cry In favor of wide tires, but even If 
every vehicle were compelled to have 
wide tires, and they all tracked alike, 
whllo the drivers continued to use tbe 
same care that they now seom to ex­
ercise In keeping exactly In tho wheel 
tracks of every other vehicle that has 
used tbe road, wo should only havo a 
little wider ruts than we bare now. 
That Is about all we would gain from 
wldo tires. If, on the contrary, wo 
should arrange it so th a t  tbe front 
wheels of every vehicle tracked Inside 
of the back wheels, tutd If In addition 
we could educate drivers up to using 
the whole road, and not to continue 
following one auotber like a lot of 
•cliool boys playing the olil game of 
follow my leader, we might at least 
protect the roads we luive, and keep 
them la much better condltlou thou we 
possibly can under existing circum­
stances.

Can't you, as one of those who should 
be Interested In the good roads ques­
tion, do n little missionary work In this 
matter, and talk to your customers 
about protecting tbe roads by not all 
driving In tbo same track? Alight not 
you gain a little advertislug advautnge 
over your competitors by putt lag up 
signs along Hie roads, here and tlierc, 
readlug something like tbla: "Protect 
the roads. Itou't all drive In Hie same 
track," This should be In large, bold 
letters. Then follow It with an an­
nouncement of your business, briefly 
told, lu kdtcri b*glldo euougli. but u 
trifle smaller. You'll earn an enviable 
reputation a public-spirited citizen, 
ami at rite same time will And Hie signs 
a good drawing card to attract custom. 
H'hy not try It?—The Hub News.

ACROSS THE ROCKIES.

Mach B aatooH na Skill Rsqalred to 
l i t  the Polos Propsrly,

Telephone construction In tbs Rocky 
Mountains Is anything but child's play, 
and to attended with n great deal of 
hardship. The line built from Lendvllle 
to Aspen several years ago to a  case In 
point. I t took two month* to cover tbe 
entire length, forty-eight miles. In or­
dinary construction tbe poles would be 
set forty-two to the mile, hut a t  certain 
points, where sharp turns were neces­
sary, the number would sometimes be 
Increased to seventy-five to the mile. 
The members of tbe construction gang 
had to be as expert as axmen as they 
w ere aa linem en, f o r  when t im b e r  was 
encountered a path of 200 feet on each 
side of the line hud to be cleared In or­
der that wires might uot lie broken 
when trees were blown over by tho ter­
rific blasts which a t times prevail In 
that region.

A great deal of the comparative slow­
ness of the Installation was owing to 
the Inability of tbe workmen to tabor 
In such a ratified atmosphere. At one 
point the wires were strung a t an ele­
vation of 12.000 feet above the sea 
level. In such an altitude the lineman 
soon becomes completely tired; after 
he has climbed two or three poles he 
has to take a  rest to recuperate hls en­
ergies. The preparation of the holes 
for poles, which would have been tedi­
ous In similar ground even In an ordi­
nary atmosphere, was an especially 
■low and fatiguing operation. It was 
often necessary to blast a hole for the 
pole by tbe use o t  g ia n t powder, and on 
ex-mlncr, who luid had an extensive 
experience with explosives, was assign­
ed to the Job.

The digging of one pole hole would 
sometimes occupy him for a whole day, 
working honestly. Over 300 poumls of 
powder were used on the llue for this 
purpose. When the continental divide 
was reached tbe poles bad to be aban­
doned and tbe wires were placed In a 
submarine cable, which was burled In 
a two-foot trench fora  distance of 7,000 
feet. The advisability of ubaudoulng 
aerial construction ut this point was 
demonstrated by the experience of the 
company that maintains the Dcnvci 
and Lendvllle tine. At one point on that 
line, Alosqnlto Pass, the poles were orig­
inally set seventy feet apart. As soos 
as tbe wires were covered with sleet 
they promptly snapped and the line wai 
useless. Double the number of poles 
were then  used, with the same result. 
The space between the poles was then 
reduced to twenty-five feet, but as soon 
as the sleet came the line was swept 
down flat. Eventually an underground 
cable was laid for two and a half miles, 
and there lias been no trouble since.— 
Denver Field nud Form.

‘Geuer.il 
Getty, I dou’t suppose you remeniliei 
m e/ *1 am satisfied that you in ; one cf 
my soldiers, hut my sight has fulled 
the last few mouths so I cannot see 
you distinctly/ Thru I told him iny 
name. 'Why, certainly; mcmlmr of uiy 
military family. Come right In; 1 nm 
delighted to sec you/ And there we rut 
those four happy liours nuil tnlk*Ml over 
old times. You know how lovely It Is 
to sit down with a ninu you served 
with: how the tlino flies and that you 
tuke no uote of It. I want to say that 
my visits to Generals Wright aud Get­
ty convinced me of this fuct ns I never 
realized It before. The wen who wore 
stars on tlictr shoulders and who com­
manded corps, divisions and brigades, 
and even armies, And just as much 
pleasure In tulklug with their com­
rades, whether generals or privates, ns 
the men of the Hue nud of the rank nud 
flic do, and you know wlmt that means.
I fool tlrnt It should be oue of our du­
ties, ns It eertntnly Is one of my great­
est pleasures, to never miss au oppor­
tunity to call uih)ii nud chat with our 
old commnudcrs—men who command­
ed our companies, regiments, batteries, 
boat*, brigades, divisions and corps.

"Do you remomlwr tlrnt Generals 
Getty uud Ulbliou were very close au«l 
warm frleuds? They were. 1 had met 
General Gibbon a t Chicago at the time 
we elected General Lucius Fairchild 
cotmnnuder-in-chlef of the Loyal Le­
gion, and wns Introduced to him. In 
the course of our conversation I men­
tioned that I had served on the staff of 
General George W. Getty. Gibbon's 
eyes brightened and he extended his 
hand and said: 'We will shake again. 
George W. Getty wns qno of the host 
friends I had In the army. Ills frleuds 
are my friends.' I told Geuernl Getty 
Of the Incident nnd lie snhl: ‘Yes, Gib­
bon told mo nlraut that the last time we 
m et/ Then the old general of two 
•core of battle* rose to bis feet nnd 
walked buck and forth through tho 
room several times. When he sat down 
there wns a tear track on his dear old 
face and a tremble lu Ills volco when lie 
said; ‘Glblsm wus a good man, a good 
soldier and a great general. His death 
wns a severe shock; 1 shall miss him 
sorely/

"Gonornl Getty has a  200-acre farm, 
lives In a line residence, his wife and 
only unmarried daughter making up 
the family. Ills other five children are 
married, Ono Is a paymaster; another 
a  promlneut St. Paul business man. 
The general spoke of a  uuwber of our 
regimental officers, Including General 
J . M. Warner, tho mllllonalro merchant 
of Albany, N. Y„ who recently retired 
as postmaster; Colonel Aldace F. Walk­
er, who holds a  $40,000 position with 
a  Western railroad; Rev. Arthur Lit­
tle, formerly a  Chicago Congregational 
minister, now of Massachusetts, and 
others. When It was nearly time for 
my train tho general ordered Ids car­
riage aud drove to tho station, a mllo 
distant. When wo wore ready to part, 
he said very nearly what General 
Wright had said to Captain Gould and 
myself. 1 repeat U so tlrnt others of 
the old division and corv* wlto visit 
Washington may he led to rail ou tho 
old general. 'Major, you don't know 
how much good It has done me to havo 
you make this visit. It rcuews my 
youth. Please never come to Wash­
ington without dropping out to see the 
old farmer/ lu answer I said: ‘Ucucral, 
1 shall visit you whenever an opportu­
nity Is afforded, not only from a sense 
of pleasure, but a sense of duty. You 
were very kind to mo when I was a 
boy and a member of your *taff-n very 
father to mo-aiul I cau uerer forget It. 
I t  has beeu worth much to me through­
put my life/

"When I expressed the hope that lie 
would 1*01110 West some time, ho Mid: 
*! would like to, hut 1 am getting pret­
ty old to travel so far, I would like to 
visit my sou a t Bt. Paul, and may do 
so/ Tf you come, gouersl, lie sura to 
arrange to speiul a few days lu Mil­
waukee. Thera oro others of your old 
division In our city, nud if there were 
not, there are hundreds of soldiers who 
will take gcuuluo pleasure lu rauderlug 
your stay oue of joy. They know you 
—know of your services, bravery, kind* 
n<*s for your soldiers/

"How like ssyltig good*by to the dear 
om-s of liomo It Is to part with the meu 
who served with him In tluit sfrtigglo 
for a nation's llfot But I would not 
have missed those visits with Gciraml* 
Wright and Getty for the l>est $5U0 
ever mlued aud inluted or designed aud 
printed.

"While a t New Orleans," continued 
tho major, "I was Invited to visit the 
armory of the famous Washington a r­
tillery tluit has mslutalned an organi­
sation for nearly one hundred years. I 
was pleasantly surprised, and t  con­
fess touched to tho heart by tho first 
object that caught my eye. It was a 
Urge oil painting of General Robert E. 
Lee and General Btoaewall Jackson. 
It Is said to represent these two famous 
Southern generals when they met at 
Cbanceilorsville, Vs., In May, and Jack- 
son urged bis commonder to permit 
him to taka his corps around Hooker's

army and attack Howard's Eleventh 
corps. Jackson seems to lie itatmated 
and making an enruest appeal, while 
Lee U listening attentively. History 
tells us that Jackson carried his point 
and won for the Confederacy one of Its 
great battles. I t was not the picture 
that caught my ntteutlon nud touched 
me. On cither side hung the flag of the 
republic, the stars aud stripes, nnd 
over the painting wns another flag tast­
ily festooned. I said to a Confederate 
colonel who happened to bo there at 
the time: T am ns well pleased as 1 am 
much surprised to see the stars nnd 
stripes by the side of nnd over that 
painting, M onel/ 'Why, you needn't 
be. We down South think ns much of 
that flag as you up North do.* Wouldn't 
tluit worm the heart of tho average 
Yankee soldierVM- J .  A. Watrous In 
Chicago Timcs-Ilerald.

Pension B iM lam .
The history of the Peusiou Bureau at 

Washington would make a highly In­
teresting look, If It could ever he writ­
ten. Tragedy and conftnly would jos­
tle each other in its pages. Tho New 
York Tribune, lu an extended account 
of the business of the bureau, says that 
great numbers of strange and amus­
ing letters are received. Thus oue 
man wrote:

"One night on picket duty at the 
siege of Vicksburg 1 saw by spiritual 

•sfght a light shining ou the side of my 
face and the liottotu of my feet. I wns 
sanctified, and what ailed mo was 
Christianity. I have It In my head, 
heart aud wliole system, and It troubles 
me most when 1 lmvo the ague and at­
tending church. I feel there Is some­
thing In my head which may run out 
when It gets loose."

In the investigation of this case It 
was shown that the claimant had suf­
fered a severe sunstroko at the siege 
of Vicksburg, and was insane. Tho 
pension wns granted.

Another man wrote to the Law Di­
vision of tho bureau to obtain advtco 
on what was to him a  very important 
matter:

"I took my money," lie wrote, "nnd 
bought me n pig and some seed pota­
toes, and I kept the pig all summer 
nnd he lias become a fat hog, and I 
dug my potatoes last week, and now 
John Jones 1ms levied on my pig and 
be wants to take uiy potatoes. I want 
the government to protect me, ' Has 
he a right to toko government prop­
erty?”

What reply the lawyers made to this 
Inquiry wo are not Informed. As nn 
example of the pains taken by the 
bureau to get nt the truth in all doubt­
ful cases, the Tribune cites the follow­
ing:

A man applied for a pension for a 
wounded kneo which he bad received 
near Lexington, Kentucky, while on a 
special detail. The man was asked to 
furnish the affidavits of some witnesses 
of the occurrence; hpt ns the special de­
tail had bcea taken from several regi­
ments, he did not know the names of 
any of the persons composing It. He 
only remembered that bis comrades 
bad called one of the men 'Tossum," 
and that another wns called "Coon”— 
a good Illustration, by the way, of tho 
superior memorability of nicknames.

The man's story was so strnlghtfoi* 
ward, and his claim apparently so just, 
that In spite of the difficulties attend­
ing a search for "Possum" and "Coon," 
tho bureau went about It systematic­
ally.

I t was found that there had been ono 
Kentucky roglmeut at Lexington. 
After considerable correspondence all 
tho non-commlssloncd officers In tho 
detail were found, except ono man by 
the namo of Adams. It was subse­
quently found that Adams had been In 
Mexico. A letter was written asking 
him who "Possum" was, Tho lottor 
was returned uncalled for.

It wns then ascertained that Mr. Ad­
ams, who was an euglneor, had gono to 
some mining town In Nevada, where ho 
wns finally located. When he waa 
written to, It was found that ho had 
moved again, but no one knew whore. 
It was developed, however, that bo 
had told somn ono that ho lived some­
where In tho vicinity of a cortalu small 
village In Mnlno.

Tlie post master of this town was cor­
responded with, and lie Informed tho 
bureau tluit a family by the name of 
Adams lived In tho vicinity. One mem- 
licr of tho family, he said, had boon In 
Keutueky, was a mining engineer, and 
wns expected home soon. A letter was 
addressed to this Mr. Adams In the 
care of the postmaster, who delivered 
It to him on Ills arrival soon after- 
ward.

It suliscqiicntly appeared that this 
Mr. Adams was "Possum," and lie do- 
scrilrad the accident of the ammunl- 
tlon-wagou so clearly that the claim Is 
question was allowed,

Bteovertd His Sobee,
Thirty-three years ago h  H, Perrin#, 

of Petoskey, a Fourth Michigan Cav­
alry man, was returning to camp, near 
Muufordsvllle, Ky., with a fat sheep 
•trapped to tho pommel of bis saddle, 
when a  band of rebels came galloping 
after and flriug shots. Ills  horse 
couldn't run with so big a load, so, cut­
ting his sheep away, be gallo|rad to 
safety, to so dolug he lost Ills saber* 
lie  wns wearing the badge of his regi­
ment, a t Louisville, last month, when 
nn ex-Confederate stopped him to tell 
him tluit ho had a saber belonging to 
a man In that regiment by the name of 
L. B. Pcrrlne, Of course they shook 
bauds. Pcrrlne got Ids saber hack, and 
another pretty story has been added to 
the big list.

DISCOVERY or MAPLE SUGAR,

il*!ko Many Otfctrs, It Was Accidental 
If the Indian Is True,

It does not appear tlrnt any record 
was made of aboriginal methods of tap- 
plug the maple and convertiug Its sap 
into sugar, nor is the oldest maple old 
enough to tell us, though It had the gift 
of speech or sign making Intelligible to 
us. We can only guess that the primi­
tive Algonquin laboriously Inflicted a 
barbarous wound with his stone hatch­
et, and with a stoue gouge cut a  place 
for a spout, so far setting the fashion, 
which was long followed by white meu, 
with only the dlffereucc that better 
tools made poffitible. Or we may guess 
that the Indian, taking a hint from Ills 
little red brother, Ntquascse, the squir­
rel, who taps the smooth-barked branch­
es, broke these off and caught the sap 
lu suspended vessels of birch bark, 
than which no cleaner and sweeter re­
ceptacle could be Imagined. Doubtlera 
tho boiling was done in tho earthen 
koklts, or pots, some of which bad a 
capacity of several gallous. According 
to Indian myths, It was taught by a 
heaveu sent lustructor.

The true story of the discovery of 
maple sugar making Is in the legend of 
Woksls, the mighty hunter. Going 
forth one morning to the chase, be bade 
Moqua, tho squaw of his bosom, to 
have a eboleo cut of moose meat boiled 
for him when he should return, and 
tlmt she might be reminded of tho time 
ho stuck a stake lu the suow, nud made 
n straight mark out from It lu the pitted 
where the slutdow would then fall* She 
promised strict compliance, and, as lie 
departed, she hewed off the desired tid­
bit with her sharpest stone knife, and, 
filling her best kokb with dean snow 
for melting, hung It over tho tire. Then 
•he sat down on a bearsklu aud began 
embroidering a pair of moccasins with 
variously dyed porcupine quills.

This was a labor of love, for the moc­
casins, of the finest deerskin, wero for 
her lord. Sho became so absorbed lu 
the work tluit the kokb was forgotten 
till the bark cord tlmt suspended It wan 
burned off, aud It spilled its contents on 
the fire with a startling, quenching, 
scattering explosion thftt filled the wig­
wam with stenm nnd smoke. She lifted 
the overturned vessel from the embers 
nud1 ashes by a stick thrust Into Its 
four*corueml mouth, and when it was 
cool enough to handle sho repaired It 
w\ili a new hall of bark, nnd tho kokb 
was ready for service ngnln.

Hho snatched the kokh nnd cake from 
the fire, and then, hearing bor husband 
coming sho ran and hid herself In tho 
nearest thicket of evergreens, for she 
knew tluit when ho found not where­
with to appease the rage of hunger he 
would bo seised with a more terrible 
one against her. Listening awhile with 
a quaking heart, and catching no alarm- 
lux sound, hut aware Instead of an un- 
accountable alienee, sho ventured forth 
and pooped Into tho wigwam.

Woksls sat hy tho tiro eating with 
his fingers from the kokh, whllo his 
face shone with an expression of su­
preme content and enjoymont. With 
winder she watched him devour the hist 
morsel, hut her wondor was greater 
when sho saw him deliberately break 
the earthen pot and lick tho Inst vestige 
ofspollodcookeryfromthoshsrds, Sho 
could not restrain a surprised cry, and, 
discovering her, ho addressed her:

And that Is why 
there are so many fragments of broken 
pottery and so few wholo vessels to ho 
found.—Atlantic Monthly.

0 strengthen one In this bewildering 
suspicion. For instance, he can kick 
hlnuelf violently In the—let us say ths 
front of the back—with his foreleg. He 
does It constantly. Time and again 
have I devoted long hours (fruitlessly,
1 must admit) to an attempt to win the 
confidence of my favorlto camel—my 
favorite because he Is less cruel to me 
than the others. I have wooed him 
with the soft notes of my kourbash,

have tempted him,with the thorniest 
of Mimosa branches, I have puffed to­
bacco smoke into his supercilious nos­
trils.

toe. Now this, in the age we . 
might, wero ho a luckier beasw 
served hint tn good s:oad. But as 
things arc, I fear he will make nothing 
of It. Ills slrnpo Is fatally against him, 
and ho will never become fashionable 
as a step dancer.

But with all his faults, defects and 
disabilities tho camel luts, so for os 
this country I# concerned, not yet been 
superseded by any more practical In­
vention, and despite tho fact that his 
temper is bad, his appetite vast nnd sop 
did, his capacity for prolonged exist­
ence without water a giddy fiction, his 
earrplng capabilities moan nud his loco­
motive powers oxnHperatlngly meager, 
yet lie U all wo have and on him we 
must largely depend throughout this 
Dongola expedition.

DRIVING A FIRE ENGINE

Parts of the City In Which It Is Moot 
Difficult to Drive*

The whistle on steam fire engines la 
now more commonly used than former­
ly In place of the boll on account of tho 
growing din of the city's busier streets, 
and the necessity for sorno unmistak­
able Indication of the engine's approach, 
Dowa town Is the most difficult part of 
the city In which to drive a fire engine. 
In the crowded streets of this part of 
the city an engine may sometimes be 
brought to a standstill, but the nar­
rower streets nro not always the worst 
to get through. The difficulties attend­
ing driving through the street may de­
pend much upon the character of Its 
traffic. Nassau street, for example, is 
a narrow and extremely busy street, 
with many people constantly passing, 
and with nmuy vehicles, but, difficult 
as It Is, Is Is not one of the most difficult 
of the down-town streets to drive tn, 
for the wheeled traffic Is mostly of 
comparatively light vehicles. Thero 
are not proportionately so many heavy 
trucks as In many other down town 
streets, and It Is the heavy, lumbering 
truck that eau't haul out of tho way 
In an Instant, which most impedes tho 
passage of the fire engine.

Tho most difficult of all the streets to 
drive an englno In down town Is tho 
widest of all—West street. Tlie diffi­
culties here arise from the tremendous 
and constant traffic of heavy trucks and 
all sorts of vehicles to aud from the fer­
ries and the plus.

Crowded and difficult as the down­
town streets are by day, the situation 
there Is very different at night. Then 
they are practically deserted, and tho 
driver of the flro cngluo luts a perfectly 
clear road to drive as he will, with noth­
ing to look out for but the street cars.

The area of difficult driving 1ms, with 
the growth of the city, nnd tlm con­
stant increase of Its business, gradual­
ly extended further and furthor up 
town. Engine house* tlmt tcu or fif­
teen years ago stood In residence dis­
tricts, are now surrounded hy business 
establishment#. Then the engines went 
In and out of the bouse unimpeded;

The south was quite strenuous for the 
adoption of such a plank In 1899. I t 
has not yet given up the Idea, hut It Is 
proceeding on a  different plan. After 
the failure of this measure in the Fifty- 
third congress Speaker Crisp said, In 
the hearing o fa  Michigan congressman, 
"We shall have the west with us the 
next time we mike the attem pt The 
people In the west want free sliver 
coinage. They will not get It unless 
the repeal of the state hank fox la 
coupled with I t "  And tha t Is ths 
present scheme. I t  is not in tbs pint- 
form, h n tl t l s ln tb s  plan. Even lithe  
Democrats carry the day the west can­
not pass a  free coinage lnw without 
the aid of the couth. And tbs repeal 
of ths state bank tax will he the pries 
which It will have to pay.

Tbs platform upon which Mr. Bryan 
was nominated proposes to take from 
the national tanks ths privilege of is- 
mlng circulating notes, reserving thn^ 
power exclusively to the government 
But ths national tank  notes are infi­
nitely ta tte r  than the state tank  cur* 
rsney that existed before the national 
banks were established. Then thq 
notes of Indiana tanka would not d r- 
julste a t par In Michigan, nor thorn of 
Michigan In New York. If  a  man had 
9190 In state tank  currency a t the be­
ginning of the week he might find, 
when his hank note detector came at 
the end of the week, that the currency 
wm not worth 97S. I t is a  revival of 
ibis system that the south wants, nnd 
tbs demand will ta  mads tha t this 
system aad free silver oolnage go t e  
rather. They arc fit companions. A
