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Archbishop In land  Is confidant 
thara wilt ba no difficulty' with tba 
Catholics of Cubnsod PortoKloo whan 
tba nation fa thers  tba fruit of Its 
navyl method of observing Sunday in 
tba war with Spain.

The latest explanation is that 8 pa!n 
aooepted war to preserve to tba boy 
klny AUonto bis throne. I t  seams 
that had his government refused to 
fight, Don Carlos would have led an 
uprising and today he would be sitting 
In a position to have his feet kissed by 
the servile subjeets of the court of 
Isabel and Ferdinand.

When Spanish statesmen recall the 
foot that only a few months ago they 
bad several excellent opportunities 
for selling Cuba and getting out of the 
Island with profit, they must feel Ilka 
kicking themselves all around the pen­
insula. As It Is, they are kicked out, 
and have to pay the kicker for his 
trouble.

An loVa clergyman who bos loot hts 
pulpit fo» engaging himself to several 
young women a t  the same time, pleads 
tha t while he loved all the damsels be­
cause they .are) children of dbd, in 
promising to merry them he simply 
meant that he would perform the cere­
mony when called upon to do so. The 
eplnsters had no sueh understanding 
of the arrangement, end they made 
things warm for tho preacher when he 
was found oat.

Tho moment the war i t  over, the 
critics will begin their work. Evory 
sidewalk strategist, every demagogue 
every stay-at-home sore headed - politi­
cian will consider it  hie duty to on 
lighten the  world on the conduct of 
the war. I t will be shown by those 
worthies, that the army and navy was 
woefully mismanaged, and that Spain 
could have been whipped without 
bloodshed, only by asking thelradvioe 
jn the start.

Spaniards Exoress Gratitude
I t is unusual for an enemy defeated 

la war to express thanks to tho vic­
tors, yet sueh has been the oese more 
ooaspicuously in the oloeing of our late 
struggle with Spain than perhaps la 
any other war in all history. This Is 
th s  more rsmarkablt la  view of the 
misrepresentations of American moth 
cds and motives with whloh the Span­
ish and some other foreign newspapers 
have teemed, and the hitter prejudices 
against them entertained by Spanish 
soldiers a t the beginning of tho war. 
A few days ago, wbos General Jau. 
denes, who, as aetlng Governor Gen­
eral a t Manila and sueeessor to Au* 
gust!, surrendered that city to General 
M erritt and Admiral Dewey, teetlded 
th a t “ the Americans bad proved i 
generous foe.,, This has been follow 
ed by a  letter from iM ro  Lopes de 
Castillo, a  private soldier captured at 
Santiago, expressing the gratitude of
himself and hie oomrades to tho sot 
dters of tho American army for tho 
generosity and ooosldsrattoa shown to 
thorn by their victors nod the sent! 
mentof humanity displayed in the 
treatment of their dead and wounded. 
General Jaudenee'and Castillo's opin 
Ion of tho moderation and humanity of 
American soldiers has already been in 
doreedby the testimony of Admiral 
Cervera and his associates of the Span­
ish fleet dlstroyed a t Santiago; and 
while It ts calculated to give Spaniards 
a different idea of the American char­
acter from th a t which they have been 
Accustomed to entertain, It will also 
convince Americans that there are 
Mpunlnrds eapablo of appreciating gen 
nrcfttty and humanity oven In nn 
enemy.

Wanton Waste of Wealth.
I t  is now netrly six years sines the 

last rail was laid upon the Iron Range 
A Huron Bay railroad and the mystery 
of the oonceptlon that led to sueh an 
enormous Investment is yet among tho 
unsolved things In railroad elrcles and 
the business world. The main Une 
from Champion to the end of the Huron 
Bay dock is 84 miles, with three miles, 
of sidetrack, making 87 miles of steel 
rail. Starting from Champion there 
are 22 miles of a heavy grade until the 
summit le reached, where there is an 
80 foot cut, in which the track le now 
burled under some twelve feet of earth 
that bae settled In from the embank­
ments on either tide. From Ibis point 
to the Huron Bay end—a dlstaaoe of 
12 miles—there is a grade of 106 feet 
to the mile, or n rales of 1,272 feet from 
the yard level of the north end. The 
oost of construction was one 'million 
five hundred thousand dollars, of 
which nil has been paid exoept about 
8100,000 of debts incurred by the sub­
contractors. There are two heavy lo­
comotives end about 20 flat-cars in 
tb s  line of equipment, besides hand- 
cars and some tools. Not a  yard Of 
bo lino wasever put la ballast, whloh 

foot may have preserved some value 
a  tho ties—the life of a  ballasted tie 

bsing about seven years, white these 
would likely be somewhat longer. 
The line of the road Is substantially 
destitute of marketable timber—in foot 
runs through a waste of tend for any 
purpose. Thu- the proepeot for busi­
ness was based solely upon ore ship­
ments from the Champion mine, st­
eady In convenient oooneotlon with 

three railroads more direct to  the 
market. * This discovery seems to have 
been made about the time of the com­
pletion of the road, leaving nothing to 
lo but to employ a w&tohman of the 
property a t each end of the line, whloh 
tas been continuously done for the 

past six years, In addition to the vast 
amount paid by the stockholders, 
thousands of dollars of expense was 
saddled upon the taxpayers of both 
Marquette and Baraga counties In car- 
ngfor an army of unpaid laborers 
brought from outside and left destitute 
or the authorities to suooor. This 

expense was greatly increased by the 
fast thahfrom lack of propel1 'shelter 
aad ears a*fi utter dferegard of sani­
tary ooadlUons by tfal etnptoysrs, an 
epldemlo of typhoid favor was precipi­
tated among them. And yet with all 
this vast waste of money the objeot of 
the oonstruotion of the toad is not 
known nor has tho shadow of ono be­
come apparent. I t  It known th a t tho 
late James M. Turner took the prelim­
inary steps and t t  is sold that he was 
influenced by the expectation th a t It 
would result In enhancing the value of 
oertaln lands owned by him near the 
water terminal. But he had no money 
and a t  tho keen promoter he wae, sue 
cssdod in Interesting suoh capitalists 
ssC k p t A. H. Stevens, C. H. Buhl, 
tbs late James F. Joy and other rail 
road oapltaliste of Detroit, to Invest. 
I t  is said that none of them can now 
find an excuse for their action. Capt. 
Stevens put In an even 8100,000 oash 
aad now laughs when asked for an ox 
pteoation of his objeot, for bo with 
others, oan discover no reason a t this 
late day, and tho road remains a  
monumental sxsmpllfloatloa of tho old 
saw of “the fool and bis money soon 
parted”  as tho only compensation for 
ths investment. As the m atter now 
•tends, there seems to bo nothing to 
do bat to take up tho stool, whloh oost 
8>0 per too when bought, and put it 
upon the market, whloh for now i 
terial is now about W , and If juetloo 
should prevail, apply the money to 
ths discharge of the remaining debt. 
I t  is, perhaps, a  eonsolation to know 
that tho stupendous blunder was made 
by a  combination of millionaires and 
tha t none of thnm were entirely bank­
rupted by the operation, though thoy 
would have probably reoolvad little 
sympathy, had ovary mother's son of 
thorn lost his last shekel. As a  pleee 
of supreme folly tho oonstruotion of 
this rood will likely over stand a t  the 
head of foolish undertakings, tho world 
over.

The Iron Merket
'The noticeable feature of the Iron 

market Is tho very deolded stronger 
tondoaoyin nearly ovary line. Mills 
and furnaoea find themselves about full 
of orders, In nearly every ease, and 
consequently are beginning to oomo to 
the conclusion that prioes should bo 
higher for future sales. Last week 
considerable business was done tn all 
linos, and ths outlook for the Immedl 
ato future ts very encouraging. Tho 
demand for all classes of Iron and «toel 
appears to be getting larger every 
week, and dealers generally are look 
In g fo rav cry  heavy tonnage to bo 
placed within tho next six weeks.

Feeling that their services- 
will not be required, they are natural­
ly anxious to get book to work and to* 
their families. Ths excitement due 
to tbo prospect of meeting an enemy 
having died away, some of the volun­
teers are suffering from what plain 
people oall homo-sickness ami what 
medical men call noMtnlglu. lining In 
that depressed itato of mind, thoy are 
all tho moru likely to beeomo victims 
of tho fevers whloh Infest both Ameri­
can and Porto Itlcan camps. In ordor 
to reduoo oxponses as much and as fast 
as posstblo, the  Preildont has ordered 
the mustering out of about 100,000 men. 
This Is wise policy, not merely because 
It will out down the army bills but be­
cause i t  will give so many of the home, 
sick volunteers a chaneo to get back to 
the homes they are longing for There 
are many volunteers a t Jacksonville 
and elsewhere who do not want to go 
home yet. They are eager to go to 
Cuba after the  Spaniards leave and 
take a  look a t  thatcountry. Lot them 
remain in tho service, white those who 
have no Inclination to do gnrlson duty 
In Cuba or Porto Rico nro mustered 
out.

MEXICAN TOBACCO CULTURE,

Great Numbers of Cubans H ere Com# 
There sad Are Raising the  Pleat,
Mexican tobacco growers have high 

hopes of profit from the misfortunes of 
Cuba, and not from her misfortunes 
alone, but from tbe exhaustion of her 
soil Great numbers of Cubans have 
gone to Mexico, and In tho Valle Na­
tional and tbe Osumodn district they 
arc confident of raising the finest Ha­
vana wrappers on a  margin of profit 
that makes the Klondike seem like a 
stone yard. The Mexican Herald says 
that all the tobacco land In tho Vails 
National and one-third of tho tobacco 
land In Osumodn are now planted In 
tobacco. Wrappers that sell for 80 
cents to f t  a  psund, and that some­
times sell for f l.20, can be produced; 
It la claimed, for 12 cents a  pound, In­
cluding interest on the capital. The 
paper quotes a  tobacco grower as figur­
ing out tbat seventy-five acres will do 
for 1,000,000 plants. Hlxty-two and a 
half pounds per 1,000 plants and f l  a 
pound, and this would make the pro­
ceeds of seventy-five acres come to 
102,000, from which It Is not neces­
sary to deduct more than $7,500 for ex­
penses; but If this nllowqpce be In­
creased to $12,500, tbe seventy-firs 
scree would afford a net profit of $50,- 
000, This profit ought to satisfy tbs 
most exacting, but the ares of choice 
tobacco lend Is quite limited, end most 
of It Is already devoted to that crop, so 
that everyone should not rush Imme­
diately to Mexico to grow tobacco. To* 
Inicco Is hard on the soil, end there Is 
probably truth In the complalut of Cu- 
haul lu Mexico that at homo tho soil Is 
wearing out and require* cximislve 
fertilisation, which Is not now needed 
to Mexico.—New York Journal of Com­
merce.

Ison, Wisconsin, have brought ou ta  now 
Implement, namely, a riding plow, that la 
attracting much attention wherever It ia 
seen. Heretofore there hai been very 
aeriona objection to the riding plow where 
there la atone. In atrlklng a atone not 
only haa there been danger of brcaklog 
the plow and harneaa, but the blow on the 
abouldera of. the horaea waa very Injuri- 
one, and worae than all, the driver waa 
la danger of being thrown off and la-1 
jured. These objectlona are overcome In 
thin appropriately named "Aon# dodfor" 
plow. When It etrikee a atone the plow 
part only la rained up and elides over the 
atone and pulla Itself into the gaoond 
again without any action on the part of 
the driver. The aulky part la not rained 
at all. A boy or an old man who can 
handle the team can thua readily do the 
plowing.

80  much latareat baa been taken In this 
plow wherever It haa been abown that the 
manufacturera have adopted a novel plan

Mow Xt Xe Made In the  Country W kere 
I t  Originated*

What the unrivaled doughnut, tneb 
as our grandmothers used to make, Is 
to good old New England, the tamale 
(pronounced tay-mab-leo) Is to the 
great Southwest The doughnut Is s  
soclolofJc and historical factor In New 
England, and the tamale Is no less a  
familiar factor In Southern California. 
And the loaf of brown bread and sa­
vory dish of baked beans are no more 
characteristic of the "down Bast" 
Yankee than Is the corn dodger of the 
Georgian and the tamale of the Bpan- 
lsh-American. Races of people betray 
tbelr Individuality as surely In what 
they eat as In what they do and say 
and wear; and the history of the South­
west which does not mention the ta ­
male Is no history a t all—It Is only the 
dry bones of history.

I t  Is no easy task for an Ametdcan 
who does not speak the Spanish lan­
guage to learn the rather lengthy 
process of making real, old-time Mexi­
can tamales, but I obtained tbe follow­
ing recipe from a  reliable source:

"Take two quarts of yellow, dried 
corn and boll In water with one-half 
teacup of lime. Let ’o il till well cooked, 
then wash thoroughly and grind on tbe 
metatn three times till It becomes very 
fine. Take two full-grown chickens and 
boll In water enough to cover them; 
season with a little salt; let boll till 
lulte tender, remove and let cool, then 
cut In small pieces. Mix with tbe corn 
dough (which has been rolled on tbe 
motets) enough of tbe water In which 
the chickens were boiled to make It 
soft and add about two cups of lard. 
Season with a  little salt and knead thor­
oughly.

"After this take three dosen chills 
(red peppers), remove seeds, roast In a 
moderate oven a few seconds, take out 
and place In tepid water, then grind on 
the metatn several times with a head of 
garlic, then strain well. In a  stewing 
pot place some lard; when hot drop In 
one onion, cut line, and about a  spoon­
ful of flour. Let cook a  little while, 
then drop In the chills; let come to a  
boll, add the cut chicken, a  cupful of 
olives, a  cupful of raisins, a teaspoonful 
of sugar, a  little salt and pepper and 
let come to a boll again? then taks 
away from the fire. Soak In cold water 
dry corn husks When well soaked, 
shake them, trim the ends and apply 
a thin layer of the corn dough to the 
half of each busk. Put a  spoonful of 
the stew on a  prepared husk and cover 
with n prepared busk. Tie the ends 
with strings made from tbe same 
husks. Place in a large pot Of boiling 
water and boll one hour."

Passing along some country road on 
a forenoon one may frequently come to 
tbe humble home of a  Mexican family. 
To the unthinking observer It la un­
sightly. There Is a ragged cypress 
hedge In front, and a  gate which, has 
lost all self-respect. There are no 
"walks," but dusty paths that have 
known tbe footfalls of many genera­
tions. The old gray house, with Its 
"dobe" walls and sagging tile roof, 
seems to be seriously considering tbe 
advisability of giving over the efforts 
to stand up a t all and falling Into a 
shapeless ruin. But that Is deception. 
It has stood that way for many dec­
ades. In the California sun and rain, 
and will stand thus for many more. 
There are several dark-skinned, bright- 
eyed little "muchlcbis" playing about, 
and two or three mongrel dogs. To one 
side of the bouse, under a wide-spread­
ing .pepper tree, ;tbere is a motherly 
looking old woman bending over a met- 
i ta  stone. She Is making tamalea pre­
paratory to dinner for el bumbre when 
be shall come frotp bis work a t noon 
time. Bhe Is stoat In form, and with 
a face which Is tbo sure Index to as 
kind a  woman's heart as you will find, 
though you travel tbe world around. 
Bbe hot a  bright-colored raboaa, or 
bead shawl, over her head, and she 
sings softly as she works, n ils  is g 
bumble Mexican home spot, but It may 
be tbe abiding place of more of the do­
mestic virtues and real happiness than 
many a smart American home.—Lot 
Angeles cor. fit. Louis Olobe-Democrat.

H U  OOM IN A BOAT,

An Iceland Fisherm an Bnrled In HU 
L illie  llory*

Herbert D. Ward writes In the Cen­
tury of the "Heroes of the Deep," one 
of tbe series of articles on "Heroes of 
Peace." Mr. Ward says:

On April 85, IflUfi, A fltblog-vettel 
came out from tbs harbor of Dyre 
Fiord, Iceland, to bait up and set Its 
trawls. It- tiecsine calm a t flight, but 
In tbe morning, when tbe dories went 
out to haul, It began to brseas up. The 
gale cams up po rapidly (hat the head 
dories, In older <o save tnemse|ves at, 
all, cut tbelr gear and made for the vet- 
•si, which was drifting astern, so that 
the men could get aboard. Boon all tho 
dories were In but one, and tho skip­
per waa In the rigging, looking for It 
anxiously, I t was not long before bn 
discovered It to windward, bottom up, 
with the two men on top.

Volunteers offered Instantly. By this 
time the gale was a hurricane, and the 
sea had made rapidly. The grant dan­
ger waa apparent. One of tbe men who 
went to tbe rescue as a matter of 
course, a t the peril of bis life, was 
Carl Eckoff, an Indomitable Bwede. 1 
have been unable to discover tbe names 
of the other two.

Tbe wind as well as the tide was 
against tbe rescuers. Again and again 
they were almost swamped; but rapid 
balling aud skillful handling carried 
them on In the white hell. At last, well* 
nigh spent, they reach'd the dory just 
In time to save one man alive. But tbe 
other was dead. Ills beau was (ouN  
In the gear where he bad fallen over, 
tiemimlwl by the icy water. They car­
ried him hack to the vessel, aud work­
ed three hours In vain trying to resus­
citate him. Then they made for the 
harbor.

On the following day a procession of

tbe crews of three vessels wended Ita 
way to the churchyard. Uplifted upon 
tbe atalwart arms of mourning mates, 
the dory led tbe way. It was tbe as­
sassin dory, and In k, In simple state, 
lay tbe man It bad killed.

Up through the churchyard, Into the 
plain church, tbe man waa carried In 
this strange bier. There he was laid 
before the pulpit, while the minister 
said ovfer him tbe prayer for the dead. 
The freeslng grave waa rpady. In  K 
John Jacobsen was burled. No longer 
will he risk tbe gale or tbe lee. The 
dory that bad slain him was bis coffin; 
and tbe cold earth of warm-hearted Ice­
land has covered both man and boat In 
an eternal peace.

Tbe latroductlon of tbe electric light 
In tbe Roman catacombs baa been 
chronicled already. Now It Is proposed 
to light the galleries of the great pyra­
mids of Egypt In like manner.

A recent ocean-going freight steamer 
has run for twelve months on an ex­
penditure of a  little over one pound of 
coal per horse power per hour-in fa­
miliar terms, about half a quart of 
coal did tbo work of a  horse for an 
honr. The engine had five cylinders, 
and the steam pressure was 250 pounds 
to the square Inch.

Dr. L. L. J. Bee lound the canoe of 
the twinkling of start to be tbe pres­
ence In tbe atmosphere of innumerable 
little air currents or waves, which dsrt 
through the air and cause a break In 
the light from the star. These little 
air currents can be distinguished 
through the 24-Inch telescope very 
plainly, on nights when this twinkling 
is observed most, by removing tbe eye­
piece of tbe Instrument.

In the Interior of Australia absence 
of water has prevented not only the 
settlement, but In some places, even 
tbe effective exploration, of the coun­
try. At present tbe artesian well sys­
tem Is being steadily extended Itfto tbe 
arid regions, and at the recent meet­
ing of the Australasian Association for 
tbe Advancement of Science, Sir James 
Hector declared that this advance of 
the wells was a feature of great prom­
ise la the future of the more barren 
parts of the Australian continent.

A strange a<*ount Is given of tbe 
performances of a government artesian 
well a t Lower ltrule Agency, In South 
Dakota. When first driven, the well 
threw up a  column of water six Inches 
In diameter. After a  while It began to 
spout, alternately, sand and water. Re­
cently blue clay has taken the place 
of bqth sand and water. There seems 
to be an endless supply of tbe clay, 
and the pressure upon It In the bowels 
of the earth must be tremendous. It 
completely fills the 0-lncb pipe, and Is­
sues a t the top like a  gigantic sausage, 
rising to a height of five or six feet 
before It topples over. It Is necessary 
to remove the deposit of clay In order 
to save the well from becoming burled 
under it. The clay does not flow con­
tinuously, but, It Is said, usually com­
mences a  little before tbe advent of 
windy and stormy weather, Indicating 
a  change In the pressure due to tbe 
state of the atmosphere.

The surprising certainty with which 
shots from modern rifled cannon reach 
targets several miles distant depends 
upon an accurate knowledge of the 
range. In a  combat with hostile ships 
tbe range must be continually chang­
ing, and one of the means for Ita quick 
ascertainment Is tbe range-fluder In­
vented by Lieutenant Flake of our 
navy. Two telescopes are fixed on tbe 
deck of a ship a t a  known distance 
apart. An observer a t each telescope 
keeps It directed upon the enemy's 
ship. Tbe telescopes are electrically 
connected, aud a Wheatstone bridge* 
and galvanometers are Included In the 
circuit. As long as tbe telescopes are 
perfectly parallel In direction, tbe 
Wheatstone bridge remains In equilib­
rium, but when they are converged 
upon a single qbject, tbe equilibrium Is 
destroyed, and tbe needle of tbo gal 
vanometer swings over a distance cor 
responding to the angular dlaptooe- 
meut of the telescopes. A properly 
graduated disk behind tbe needle 
shows a t a glauce the distance of the 
object a t which the telescopes a r t  aim 
ed.  ̂^

Much false symiHithy Is expressed from 
time to time over the dying out of the 
Indian tongues, yet tin* fact remains 
that If we an* to be one great Ameri­
can untlou we must use one common 
language. Than this, true patrlotlam, 
baa no stronger bonds.

Hpanlards are not given to making 
Innovations, but their proximity to 
America In Cuba lias led them to In­
troduce one new feature Into warfare 
In their so-called troeha defenses of 
barbed wire. These straggling fences 
th a t have been stretched across the Isl­
and at various places are an attempt 
to graft the modern American barbed 
wire fence upon the )m*dh*vii| Chinese 
wall idea. The result Is no more suc­
cessful than might lie expected from 
Spanish hands. All the trochaa have 
amounted to were so many imaginary 
lines dividing the H|miiiI*1i sphere of 
operations from the territory acknowl­
edged to be ifrld by the Insurgents. 
Whenever the fuhan* have wished to 
cross these lines they have drawn out 
their machetes and eut their way 
through In n few moments. The block­
houses with which the truchns are 
studded urc similarly antiquated ami 
useless.

Charles Hardsell, r. member of |*ar- 
liament and a brother of the distin­
guished writer, Frederic Harrison, died 
very suddenly lmh*od, He caught n 
chill nt the funeral of Kir Frank Lock- 
wood. Mr. Ih.nisoii was In perfect 
health until the day that he followed 
to their liual m i the tvuudns uf his 
cherished friend. While f>ta&illug with

meorerad bead 1$ the terribly damp 
and foggy weather, there la no doubt 
that he contracted the acute attack of 
laryngitis which so quickly ended his 
life. And here Is the case of this un­
fortunate man, abruptly torn away 
from a useful and honored life, for a 
reason piteously trivial! How many 
a like 111 can the records of England, 
America and other countries reveal! 
And yet a  senseless custom still ob­
tains. In the worst weather one must 
stand uncovered beside a grave, while 
servlate are being read over the de­
parted, and "dust unto dust" Is being 
practically accomplished. Religion has 
many peculiarities, but It seems rather 
uncanny that the risk of suicide should 
be Included among them. Prayer may 
surely be quite as sincere while the 
head Is protected from damp and blast 
as when It Is bowed, however devoutly, 
before the rigors of both. I t Is true 
that many eacellent persons now In­
habiting our globe are convinced, with 
the utmost firmness of conviction, that 
if men pray to their deity with their 
hats on they commit a sacrilege. But 
for some peculiar cause, best known 
to themselves, they exempt women 
from any such Impious charge. Is this 
explained by the fact that women are 
"the weaker sex?" Admit that It Is. 
But how about that percentage of 111 
and feeble men which nearly always 
may he found In the dismal cortege of 
the dead?

One long disputed point has been set­
tled quite emphatically by the present 
war with 8paln—the torpedo boat Is 
not the terrible monster It has been 
pictured. What a  torpedo boat might 
be able to accomplish If It* presence 
were not known or suspected by the 
enemy remains to be demonstrated, but 
It already turn been shown that such 
craft are Ineffective against wideawake 
meu-of-war bearing rapid-fire guns. 
During the famous engagement In Ma­
nila Bay two Spanish torpedo boats a t­
tempted to attack Dewey's squadron, 
but both were riddled by rapid-fire 
shots before they could get within strik­
ing distance. One was sunk and the 
other was beached to prevent a simi­
lar fate. Off the harbor of San Juan, 
Porto Rico, Captain Slgsbee of the St. 
Paul laid a  lively encounter with the 
Terror, one of the most formidable tor- 
pedo boat destroyers of the Spanish 
navy. The torpedo boat destroyer Is 
practically a Urge torpedo boat bar- 
lug high speed nnd mounting rapid-fire 
guns. Its especial use In war la to seek 
out the torpedo boats of the enemy, 
riddle them with small shot and sink 
them; but It also Is equipped with tor­
pedo tubes for offensive operations 
against larger men-of-war. Captain 
Slgsbce made no attempt to avoid an 
engagement with the Terror, but when 
the latter came within range opened 
fire with his rapid-fire guns and speed­
ily forced It to retire disabled and In ft 
sinking condition. The torpedo boat 
as a fighter is an unequivocal failure. 
As an assassin It must still be regarded 
as a dangerous quantity, but for of­
fensive operations It can only be ef­
fective when Its presence Is unsus­
pected. Tho present war has proved 
that the notions of naval experts con­
cerning the utility of torpedo boats In 
actual warfare were wrong, nnd as the 
result there will probably be a revolu­
tion la that branch of naval construc­
tion.

The establishment of the beet-sugar 
Industry In every locality adapted to 
It has been followed by an Immediate 
Improvement In the condition of agri­
culture. It has lifted farming out of 
old ruts nnd made It profitable, ad­
vanced the value of laud, and brought 
surplus returns that have been con­
verted Into visible evidences of pros­
perity. Some of these changes are 
given In "American Beet Sugar" as 
follows: "The effect on community 
life of the establishment of the beet- 
sugar Industry, with necessary capital, 
amidst favorable physical conditions, 
Is very striking. Tho results are best 
shown at Wutsonvllle, Chino and I am 
Alamltos, California, and Lehl, Utah, 
particularly In the three last-named 
places. Chino 1ms grown from a mere 
hamlet In the midst of a stock-farm 
to a town of no small Importance. Over 
two hundred aud fifty thousuud dol­
lars per annum is iwld to the Iwet- 
growers, In addition to a sum nearly 
as large for labor and officers* salaries 
connected with the fuctory. Lehl, Utah, 
was a very ordinary settlement. Its 
picturesque surroundings and fertile 
soil did not make a market for the 
farmers' products, and up to the date 
of the establishment of the sugar-fac­
tory there was little more than a bare 
living for the farmer; he had no bank 
account, his taxes were uot always paid 
promptly, he owned no comfortable 
cnrrlago or pleasure vehicle, his lines 
were hard aud unpromising—as ..•» too 
truo In the cose of all outlying farm­
ing villages, no matter when* they are 
situated. Hut the sugar-factory came. 
A cash market, at o fixed price, was 
glvea him for Ills beets. Seven years 
have passed. A bank with seven hun­
dred deimsUors exists, largely farm­
ers, and when the writer visited this 
most Interesting community the bal­
ance to the credit of the de|NMltors ex­
ceeded $7o,oon, although It was (lie end 
of the season and Just lieforc market­
ing the beets; hence, Uie time of all 
times when the cash on hand should 
lie the least amount. The bunker said, 
•We have no delinquent tuxes; the 
farmers are not In debt, as a class; 
they alt, or nearly all, own comfortable 
carriage#; their homes, though simple, 
are comfortuble; plmio# and other lux­
uries are not mieommon. Farm values 
are high now. whereas iu the days be­
fore ihe factory came they were very 
low. The quality of other crop* with 
which they alternate their Iteets U 
liiueh Improved, and the quantity Is 
greater.' An air of thrift |H>rvaded the 
entire eoiiiuiuulty. New home* were 
M ug built aud public Improvements 
made."

Good Roads In P m i la
There Je In Prussia and in the othw 

States a  corps of educated, highly 
trained State employes who have 
made roads their profession, and they 
know their business. Constant repair 
Is one main reason for the condition of 
the German roads. Comprehensive 
and minute regulations arc strictly en­
forced. In some provinces tho village 
mayor Is held strictly responsible for 
the good condition of all the roads In 
his district except the state roads. The 
work of repair Is constant and the la­
bor Is constantly supervised.

Another main reason why the bulla 
lug of roads Is carried out honestly Is 
the virtual absence of temptation to do 
otherwise, Tlie laws are very strict 
and violations are severely punished by 
fine and Imprisonment.

There are three kinds of highways— 
the provincial, the Krles and the Go- 
molnde Wege. The former two are 
those whose building and maintenance 
rests on the shoulders of the provincial 
or district representative bodies. AU 
the rest ore communal or private roads, 
and the same strict regulations apply 
to them aa to the provincial roads.

In Prussia alone $11,000,000 per an­
num Is paid out of the public funds 
for the maintenance of roads, and this 
docs not Include the moneys expended 
by Individual communes and by pri­
vate companies and Individuals.

On the highest grade of public roads 
It Is forbidden to use them for vehicles 
with protruding wheel nails, screws, 
spokes or otherwise objectionable gear. 
The horseshoes must be of a  particular 
kind. Heavy loads may not pass over 
the roads without special permission.

The tolls exacted on the German 
roads, though at one time generally 
Imposed, are now small and Infrequent. 
As the maintenance of the roads Is fix­
ed by specific laws and regulations, so 
too are the conditions of constructing 
new roads.

Road Ornamentation.
More attention is being paid recently 

to the question of road ornamentation. 
The fact is that our streets should 
present the aspects of public parks, ex­
tending everywhere about the country. 
Instead of throwing our brush and rub­
bish there, we should plant our beat 
shrubs and flowers. In many cases na­
ture provides for this aspect of affairs 
with brooks and wild flowers. Theso 
should he preserved In thetr natural 
beauty. We know a few towns where 
the custom Is well established of ex­
tending lawns down to the driveway. 
This custom adds not only to the pleas­
ure of the traveler, but to the culture 
and civilisation of the common team­
sters. Some of the European countries 
have carried this custom much farther 
than Americans. If a man wishes to 
make his place attractive for any pur­
pose, even for sale, he should make the 
front of It charming to the eyo.—Farm 
aud Fireside.

Rad Roads Retard Progress.
There Is simple common sense for the 

good roads question. Get good men 
and make the money reach the roads. 
As things are at present organised— 
or disorganised—In Maryland not one 
dollar in four or five appropriated for 
roads reaches the work on the roads. 
This fact Is known. It is admitted. 
It Is one of tho chief scauduls of the 
State. Now the time has come for tho 
money to Im honestly used. There 
should be new laws, new regulations, 
new meu and new methods. The lack 
of good roads Is keeplug down tho price 
of every farm In the Stute, costing 
every farmer more to gut his products 
to market, keeping back that progress 
which would come If we Imd better 
hlghwnys,—Bultlmore American.

Reaannafor Road Improvement.
The three most Important reasons for 

road Improvement are, first, the desir­
ability of reduclug the cost of hauling; 
second, the Importauoc of making most 
of our roads fit for pleasure driving, 
thereby attracting to tbe rural districts 
Iu summer thousands of i»cople who 
ereute n local market for vurlous farm 
products; third, the economic prlnclplo 
of preventing the greut waste of labor 
which uow Is fruitlessly ex|iended In 
making had roads.-l’rofessor F. J. 11. 
Merrill.

RECENT INVENTIONS.

To dose fire shutters and doors auto­
matically they are mounted on on In­
clined track to slide shut aa ooon aa a 
fusible cord over tho door Is burned, 
the cord allowing a  weight to drop on 
tbe latch and release the door.

Oil cans are being made of circular 
shape to be mounted on a central pivot 
and attached to the wall of a building, 
a flaugt* on the can turning a friction 
wheel on a vertical shaft with a  chim­
ney cleaner at tho top.

In a handy patch for pneumatic tires 
a  flexible band Is provided with a 
curved plate at one end and a  link at 
the other end, which books on the 
plate after It U wound around the tire, 
the plate being sprung downward 
against the rim to lock the patch in 
position. ■

Fires can be kindled automatically 
by a new apparatus, which consists of 
a lamp, to be placed under the fire-box 
and carrying a wick tube, which holds

Length off Thought.
How long dors It take a man to think? 

Frof. Rlchet, nt the recent meeting of 
the British association, gave the results 
of his Investigations Into this subject. 
He found that by mentally running up 
the notes of tbe musical scale for one 
or more octaves and then dividing the 
total time by tbe number of notA 
thought of, the time taken for each note 
was cue-eleventh of a second. There 
are various ways of arriving at conclu­
sions ns to the amount of time neces­
sary for realising any physical sensa-, 
tlon or mental Impression. If the skin 
be touched repeatedly with light blows 
from a small hammer, one may, acord- 
log to rrof. Rlchet, distinguish the fact 
that the blows are separate and not 
continuous pressure wheu they follow 
one another as frequently as 1,000 a 
seooud. The smallest Intervals of sound 
can be much better distinguished with 
one ear than with both. Thus tho sep­
arateness of tho clicks of a revolving- 
toothed wheel was noted by one ob­
server when they dtd uot exceed sixty 
to the second, but, using both ears, he 
could not distinguish them when they 
occurred oftenrr than fifteen times a 
second. The sharp sound of an elec­
tric spark of an Induction coll was dis­
tinguished with one car when the rate 
was as high ns 600 to the second. Sight 
Is much less keen than hearing In dis­
tinguishing differences. If a disc half 
white and half black be revolved, It 
will appear gray when Its revolutions 
exceed twenty-four per second. I t has 
been found that we can hear far more 
rapidly than we can count, so that If a 
dock-clicking movement runs faster 
thau ten to the second we can coefit 
four clicks, while with twenty to the 
second wo can count two of them.— 
Mining and Scientific Press.

A Hunter's Truk*
John Hook, a  veteran huntsman of 

Hampshire County,West Virginia, liasn 
novel caw  that Is pussling a justice of 
the peace, While hunting Hook could 
not resist the temptatiou to kill a  deer 
that crossed bis path. He then went to 
tbe nearest magistrate and Informed on 
himself, who Imposed a fine of $80 for 
violating tbe game law, which Implicit­
ly Implies that no deer shall be killed 
In that State until Oct. 16, too l. Hook's 
object In Informing ou himself was'to 
save half the fine, which the justice re­
fused to allow, l i e  Is now suing tho 
squire. Tbe deer weighed 804 pounds, 
and Hook thought It would lie cheap 
meat If be could get lutlf the fine, as 
the law states that half the flue shall 
go to the lDfornu*r.-Xew York Journal.

As he never left his wealth 
and had no one to attend to him, It was 
not long before his reason entirely de­
parted, and he was bortfe off to the 
lunatic asylum.

In violent contradistinction to those 
winners who die of joy, or more probably 
from the shock to their nervous sys­
tem, was a certain phlegmatic publican 
of Cllchy, a suburb of Paris, who, on 
being informed that he was the richer 
by £20,000, merely allowed a half-stifled 
"Ah!" to escape his llpe, nnd then calm­
ly continued to carry out the orders of 
his patrons as be was wont to do,

It is very strange how the fates have 
befriended the poor In some of tbe big 
draws that have taken place recently.

At Brussels the biggest prises of £4,- 
000 each In three of the exhibition lot­
teries have fallen Into the hands of a 
mason, a glass blower, and In those of 
two brothers (miners) and a  sister (a 
nurse), who held equal shores lu the 
winning ticket, while an £800 prise was 
woD'by a blind tobacco merchant, who 
had seveu children to support.

The big prise of the Puuama lottery, 
amounting to £20,000, wus won by a 
poor widow named Bolsoeere, who, 
with her four children, hawked vegeta­
bles In the streets of Marseilles for her 
livelihood, aud quite recently half a 
million francs were won by some peo­
ple In humble circumstances In a rather 
remarkable manner.

A husband and wife named Roth, 
having bought two exhlbttluu Iwuds In 
Paris, decided In tho ktnduess of tbelr 
hearts to present tbe brother of tho 
latter with one of them. “It will bring 
us luck," said they. The brother, much 
touched with the gift, wild, “If I win I 
shall share tbe prise with you." Tho 
prognostication of the worthy Roths 
came true; tbe winning numlier wus 
that held by the brother, who revived 
£10,000 for his share, the other moiety 
going to tho donors of the Iwml.

To tbe mathematically Inclined wo 
commend the problem: What Is the 
proportion of those disappointed to 
those who win £20,000 in lotteries, when 
the profit to tbe promoters und the ex­
pense* of the lottery nre taken Into 
consideration.—Tlt-Ults.

Serpent's Venom.
Prof. T. 1L Fraser, of Edinburgh, who 

has made a study of serpent** venom, 
and has suggested means for rendering 
It Inert by "Antlveutne," has recently 
called atteutlou to the circumstance 
that serpent's venom when Introduced 
Into the stomach of an animal will pro­
duce no Injurious effect although the 
amount of poison swallowed would be 
sufitclent. If Introduced lieneath tho 
•ktn to kill 1,000 animals of the same 
species and weight. lie  attributes thl* 
Immunity from Imrm to the action o f  
tbe bile. He luu further ascertained, 
that the Idle of reriieuts when mixed 
with venom will prevent It from pro* 
during death, even when It Is present 
lu very small quantity. The Idle of' 
some other animals also possesses thl* 
antidotal quality, hut uot to the same 
extent as the bile of snakes.

know what army 
dust Is. Many feet 
wake much dust on 
dry roads, and when 
mule teams, caralry, 
artillery, and Infan­

try use the same road there Is dust to 
the depth of two or three Inches. There 
Is no pMti|)o for soldiers marching In 
ranks, no picking the way. Iu the old 
days dust didn't bother us ns much as 
mud. Given a rnlu of two or three 
hours and the average road In the 
8outh aud ten thousaud men with their 
wagon teams and artillery ooold turn 
put the worst variety of mud ever cat­
alogued by a mudologlst.

“As bnd luck would have It, heavy 
rains generally came when long and 
Important marches were to be made. In 
the summer of 1803 the Army of the 
Cumberland started on what promised 
to be one of the most brilliant of Its 
campaigns. The meu had had a  good 
rest and were In high spirits. I t rain­
ed teu or twelve days, and that high- 
spirited army was sorely beset. Bmall 
streams became roaring rivers. Bri­
gades aud divisions were separated by 
unfordnble streams. Provisions und 
ammunition teams were Isolated. The 
meu huddled In camps like half-drown­
ed chickens or paddled along the slop­
py roods with yells of derision. On 
the first day's march I heard only one 
Jocular remark. A downpour of rain 
had come on us suddenly, fairly taking 
the breath of the men marching along 
the road, when a droll fellow shouted 
at the top of bis voices 'Who In Sam 
£lall touched the teut?’ The fun of 
this was In the fact that to touch the 
Inside of a teut In time of heavy rnln 
was to make It leak, and In the further 
fact that the mau who made the re­
mark had hoc n scored a hundred times 
for touching tUe tent.

“Our brigade broke camp at Cripple 
Creek, south of Murfreesboro, Tenn., 
Juue 24. It began to rain as wc struck 
tent8, aiul rained all day and night. 
There was rain on the 23th, heavy rain 
nil day ou the 20th, showers on the 
27th, rnln In the forenoou of the 28th, 
heavy rnlu all day ou the 2Dth, show­
ers on the 30th, uo rnln .Inly l  and 2, 
but heavy rain July 3, showers on the 
4th and Oth. rnln all of the forenoon of 
the Oth, heavy rain all day on the 7th, 
and rnln In the forenoou July 8. Here 
was a campaign of two weeks with 
twelve of the fourteen days ruluy. A 
part of this time we had overcoats and 
kuapsacks but no tents. The greater 
part of the time we had nothing but 
blankets. Crackers crumbled in the 
dnmp atmosphere, sugar and salt be­
came unmanageable, and ammunition 
was protected with the greatest diffi­
culty.

“Yet in those two weeks the army 
maneuvered Bragg out of his fortified 
camps and drove him to the line of the 
Tennessee, Harassed ns they were by 
storm and flood the men were not per­
mitted to lose sight of the purpose of 
the campaign. The regiments were In 
the presence of t1ie eueniy all the time, 
aud every function of army life was 
performed, If the wagons did not 
come up at night, half the regiment, 
firmed with picks, shovels, and long

E , went back for them. If an old 
In a stream could not Ik> used the 
s were cut down a t another place 

and a bridge thrown across, i f  artil­
lery stuck lu stream or swamp tho men 
waded In ami pulled It out. If a river 
could not t>e crossed In tho morning 
the regiments bivouacked near until 
the wuters rcmled, and then waded 
lu.

“Nearly every day there was skir­
mishing In frout, and for tlireo or four 
days there wus almost constant heavy 
Artillery firing on some part of the 
line. Iu the first week out we crossed 
Duck River mid 151k Itlver, pioneers, 
poutoou meu, cavalry, artillery, and In­
fantry, nil persisting lu spite of the 
ralu. Camp life was not as dismal as 
any were description of the experience 
of the soldiers would Imply, There 
was variety enough during tho day, 
and when night came the men built 
fires, dried their clothes ns welt.n* they 
could, aud sticking their guns, bayo­
nets down, In the ground, wrapped up 
In their blankets nud let It rain. There 
was everything lu the weatlior to dis­
courage the men, but everything In 
events to eucournge tlietn.

“We knew when wc struck the forti­
fications of the Confederate* that we 
had won the objective point of the earn 
jmlgu. Theu a few days later the fir 
Ing of a salute told us of tho victory at 
Gettysburg and the capture of Vicks 
burg. Tin* boys decided that under 
the circumstances rnln didn't count. It 
was the season of berries, and often 
ns the men moved forward In the Hue 
of battle they would gather from tin* 
huckleberry bushes fruit enough to 
supply them for the day. They eume, 
too, ou the most Imniitlful forest lands 
of middle Tennessee, ami flnnlly came 
out of the campaign with ao bluer 
memories of the country except, ns 
they put It, 'the rain wus very wet.'

“The mud was such ns few Chicago 
men have ever sceu. It was frequently 
knee deep. Men did not wear leggings 
then, but they draw the long army 
stockings up over the trousers, and 
when night came these were locruated 
With mud. Stock lugs were stripped off

and washed, and were ready for tho 
next day's tramp. In fording streams,
the men would sometimes be In the wa­
ter to the armpits, would come out 
with a yell, start on a quick march, and 
trust to luck to get warm. In fact, 
they practically generated steam as 
they moved along, and if the suu came 
out for fifteen minutes It was greeted 
with cheers. All this time our mall 
came to us regularly. We had papers 
giving an oecouut of the operations of 
the Army of the Potoinsc aud of Grant 
a t Vicksburg, nud hud no wore men on 
the sick list when wc came out than 
when we went In.

“There were, of course, many ludic­
rous Incidents which gave spice to life 
Iu camp. One night myself aud partner 
mode our bed on a foundation of ralla 
on the sharp Incline of a ridge. The 
rain dnrlng the night was so heavy that 
k washed the foundations out and we 
rolled down the hill, probably twenty 
yards. A favorite planut that time was 
to put a gum blanket on the ground, a 
woolen blanket over this; then two men 
would He down close, putting a woolen 
blanket and a  gum blanket over them, 
taking care to have the upper blanket 
project beyond the blanket on the 
grouud. One night we were disturbed 
by a most terrific yell. Borne man who 
bad that day been reading Victor 
Hugo's *Les Miserable*' dreamed that 
the sewers of Paris were running In at 
one ear and out at the other. He woke 
with a scream to find that In his turn­
ing and twlstlug the lower gum blanket 
on the ground had become exposed. The 
rain had fallen on this in torrents and 
ran under him so that he was right in 
a pool of water. This probably Induced 
his dream and caused the boys to be­
lieve that the fellow had lost his mind.

“Another plan was to use the small 
shelter tents stretched on poles close 
enough to the ground to shut out a t 
least half the rain; but with these tall 
men were a t a great disadvantage. 
They would make a little flooring of 
rolls up a few inches from the ground, 
stretch their shelter tent over that and 
count themselves comfortable for the 
ulght; but when sleep came and they 
stretched out, their feet would project 
from six to twelve inches In the rain, 
and the wakeful men In camp made it 
a practice to go around and hang tin 
coffee buckets, camp-kettles and other 
things on the projecting feet, which 
probably often caused many a six- 
footcer to dream that his feet were 
loaded with cannon balls.

"In this campaign the men of the reg­
iments dug ditches, pulled wagons up 
hill, harvested oats and other grain, ate 
more blackberries aud huckleberries 
than in any year of tbelr previous ex­
perience, lived on half rations, except 
as they were filled out by foraging for 
vegetables, chickens and hogs, and at 
the end of the campaign were at the 
foot of the mountains In East Tennes­
see. After a rest of two months they 
were at Chlcknm&uga.”—Chicago Inter 
Ocean.

NO LONGER DECEIVED

PE O PLE NOW KNOW TH E COSTLY 
C O N SEQ U EN C ES OP 1892.

Bravs Act of •  Confederate General.
“The day before Gen. Lee surren­

dered,*' said a Confederate officer the 
other day, “I crossed Sailor's Creek, a 
small stream In Prince Edward Coun­
ty, Virginia, which follows the track of 
the Rlchmoud and Danville Railroad 
and empties Into the Appomattox Riv­
er. There was only a handful of my 
company left, and as I reached the sum 
mlt of the hill which skirts Its eastern 
bank, I turned to see If the Federal*— 
who had been hotly pursuing us—wero 
In view. As I did so I observed a man 
wearlug tbo uniform of a  Confederate 
officer, ride slowly along the prectpl 
tous side of the stream opposite qs, and 
evidently searching for a crossing. At 
this moment a long, steel-tipped hint 
lino of Federal Infantry crowned 
the hill above, la full view and wlthfn 
easy rauge of the horsemen. Appar­
ently abandoning all hope of escape the 
latter turned and rode directly toward 
tbo enemy's Hue. As we watched him, 
breathless with anxiety lest the signal 
of surrender should be too long delayed, 
he suddenly wheeled about, put spurs 
to his horse, aud, dashing down the de­
clivity, cleared tho stream with 
bound. Not a shot was fired a t the bold 
rider. As he reached the opposite bank 
a spontaneous shout went up from the 
wbolo line—a generous tribute from the 
bravo to the brave. A moment aftor 
ward the Confederate was In the midst 
of us, aud we recognised In him Gen. 
James A. Walker, the commander of 
the old Stonewall Brigade.

ulars or volunteers.

“Well, lioth were brave enough, but 
the volunteer* would fight longer than 
the regulars."

didn't know when they were whipped.'

Statistics of the Civil War#
Daring tho civil war 5,221 cotmnis 

stoned officers and 00,808 enlisted men 
were killed In actlou or died of wounds 
received In battle; 2.231 commtsslouet 
officers and 182,82b enlisted men died 
from disease or accident, making n 
total loss of 280,730 men. Deaths oc­
curring after the men left the army are 
not Included In these figures.

military courage, once said: “In my ex 
pcrlcnce lu any British regiment then 
ara always a hundred men who would 
storui the gate* of bell, eight hundrw 
who. tf they did, would foUow In, ouo 
hundred who want to skulk lu the 
ditches, nud about thirty who do skulk 
there or elsewhere."_________

The Republican majority in Oregon, 

arge a t first aad steadily growing 
nrger as the returns from the remoter 
townships come in, Is a  sign of the 
times. 81x years ago the country and 
ta people were doing fairly well, but 

a majority thought to Improve things 
>y “making a change," and they made 
t. Demagogues said we were taxed 

too much; that the many were made to 
pay in order that monopoly might gyow 
rich, and the thriving milts, factories 
aud furnaces owned by corporations 
were pointed to as proof of the asser­
tion. People forgot, or neglected to 
observe, that they were themselves 
sharing equally in the prosperity which 
was so easily apparent in the large 
establishments, where It was easiest 
seen, because the shares of many were 
united in one concern.

“Make yourselves rich,” said the 
demagogues to the multitude, “by mak­
ing those giant monopolies poor,” and 
the multitude tried to do 1L The tariff 
was remodeled, protection was with­
drawn. The “v tr ld ’s markets" were 
thrown open, and Instantly It begjra to 
be apparent that all the grand advan­
tages we had long enjoyed were 
thrown away. The “world's markets" 
we had gained access to wero far away 
and we coaid reach them only a t great 
cost, and when we did reach them we 
could sell In them only a t the prices of 
others. Our own markets, the best In 
the world, were divided and given to 
the Modes and Persians.

We then began to see the bandwrit­
ing on the wall, but those who under­
took te  Interpret it confused the pub­
lic mind for a time as to its meaning. 
A certain stuffed prophet" pointed 
out that the trouble was all caused by 
a  thing that was likely to cause trou­
ble In future, and called a special ses­
sion of Congress to remove It. So a 
trouble that was not yet due was called 
down upon one already grievous 
enough. The Populist prophets and 
other demagogues In great number, 
each with a  special specific of his own, 
appeared and promised loudly to cure 
wlint they did not understand, and 
people were for a long time confused 
with cries of "lo, here" and “lo, there." 
Our gold continued to go abroad, our 
goods stayed at home. Paralysis pre­
vailed everywhere. Monopoly, corpor­
ation and individual suffered alike, 
where formerly they had prospered 
alike without appreciating It.

Then It was resolved to go back to 
the old methods. The “Advance Agent 
of Prosperity" was called In, and as a  
first step toward the accomplishment 
of what was wished for, the tariff was 
re-enacted. The demagogues protest­
ed. It was necessary to close the doors 
against them until the necessary legis­
lation could be taken. Bryan continued 
to hold up his “crown of thorns" and 
“cross of gold." Teller tearfully In­
sisted that the tariff could do no good, 
but he would permit It to be tried In 
order that a deluded people might be 
convinced.

The people are no longer deceived. 
The vote In Oregon proves what has 
long been apparent—that many now 
reallxo that "the change" made six 
years ago was not needed, but was In 
all respects a great misfortune; that 
the prosperity of our larger establish­
ments Is not a sign of danger; th a t we 
cannot sell more than wo buy without 
producing something to sell, and that 
we cannot reverse tho course of nature 
by statute law. The hoarso cry of tho 
demagogues llns been growlug fainter 
t s  the thunder of tho uiovlug wheels 
Increased. The advance agent of false 
dollars a t 45 cents each has ceased to 
draw crowds. Tho advocates of un­
limited paper to be loaned on valueleu 
security through Government sun- 
treasuries Is now only a curiosity 
which busy people havo uo tlmo to 
look at. Tho enthusiast, big with 
schemes for getting more pay for loss 
work, has gone Into that retirement 
where less work ts surest found, while 
the busy multitude Is finding moro pay 
and mere work, and Is happy with 
both.

The people of Oregon have found 
out, what the elections thlp fall wtU 
show, what people of all other States 
have discovered, and that is, tliat It Is 
wise to let well enough alone, or If a t­
tempt Is made to Improve It, to make 
It along those lines whero Improve­
ment baa been found before.—Tacoma 
Ledger.

A *New Departure."
Although by means of the Dtngley 

tariff law the Government has Iwcotne 
again a sHcnt partner of tho sheep 
raisers, yet It was tho WJUon law 
which put them ou their own resources 
and caused them to make a  uew de­
parture.—Kansas City Times.

Here Is a  brltlant and Ingenious apol 
ogy for tho rulu aud devastation In 
fllcted upon a  prosperous industry by 
the free wool clause of the WUson-Oor 
man atrocity of 1694. Tho “now do 
parture" to which tho Kansas City 
apologist alludes was tho sale of sov 
oral millions of sheep for mutton be 
cause tho low price of wool made It 
unprofitable to ke«*p them alive. These 
sheep brought as mutton less than ooe- 
half—in many cast* not above one- 
quarter—the prices they were previous­
ly worth for fleece-growing purposes.

I t waa Indeed a new departure, and 
If you want to get moblietl go out Into 
the sheep-owntng portious of the roun 
try  and advocate another dojmrtur* of 
the same sort. In one way and another 
the free wool clause of the WtlsooOor

mau law must havo cost the sheep* 
raisers of the United State* in the 
neighborhood of $400,000,000. Tliey 
are now, under the fair treatment nc-1 
corded them by the Dlnglcy law, recov-1 
ering rapidly from the effocts of tiwU ( 
brutal outrage, but they are In no ho- j 
mor to listcu to propositions for any 
moro “new departures" of that kind. 
Knough Is an good as a  feast.

Hard to Pleaeo.
As a rule the free-trade newspapers 

are disposed to sneer a t the reciprocity 
agreement Just perfected between the 
United States and France. They don't 
like agreements of this kind. The fact 
that the reciprocity clause of the tariff 
of 1807 Is made effective In the secur­
ing of diminished duties upon prodocte 
of the United States that are sold to 
foreign countries would seem to dem­
onstrate the practical wisdom of the 
framers of that measure.

But It falls to strike the Cobdenltes 
this way. In tbelr way of thinking the 
proper prelude to tho negotiation of a 
commercial treaty Is to strip yourself 
of any possible advantage that a pro­
tective tariff secures. In that way yon 
have nothing to offer In return for con­
cessions.

It does not matter In the least that In 
the new deal with France we bare 
opened up a  larger market for many 
Hues of American agricultural and 
manufactured products. That fact 
only adds to the free-trader's discon­
tent, since It shows so clearly that the 
American policy works a  double bene­
fit—that of defending our home mar­
ket against injurious foreign competi­
tion, while a t the same time enlarging 
the foreign demand for our surplus 
products. Some people are so hard to 
please!

States was practically a t war during 
the whole of the month of April, the 
commercial failure# for that month, ac­
cording to Duu's roport, were smaller 
In amount of liabilities than In any 
previous April of which there Is a rec­
ord. No nation ever went to war under 
more prosperous business condition*,1 
and It Is doubtful If all history recite 
an Instance of so slight a detriments 
effect upon trade and commerce as tha 
which has attended the opening of hos 
tilities by tho United States.

One of the most Important prepara­
tions for war was tho restoration of 
good times through the success of pro­
tection In the political campaign o f  
1806. A contrary result of that con­
test would have boon most deplorable 
In view of the Impending strain upon 
tho country's resources.

A fow years ago 
there was a  prejudlco against Ameri­
can pottery, and tbo uames of the mak­
ers were not put on the goods turned 
out. Now It Is different, aud tbo Amer­
ican manufacturer stamps his name on 
his goods and It sells them for him.— 
Wilmington (Del.) News.

Shatter, who leads tho army of Inva 
slon at the eastern end of Cuba, was 
born on a  Michigan farm. Oates, one 
of the new brigadiers, was born on his 
father's farm lu Bullock County, Ala 
bams, and Harrison Gray Otis, of Cal­
ifornia, another new brigadier, was 
born on his father's farm near Morlet 
ta, Ohio.

Of the new major generals Coppln 
ger and Sewell are the only foreign 
born, they having come from Ireland. 
Graham, the senior major general, was 
born In Washington, and Breckin­
ridge's parents, a t the time of his birth, 
lived In Baltimore.

CU RIO U S C RABS IN FLORIDA*

They Have 1 'cm lU r Sheila and F**d 
on !llr<l« and  Iu*eet*.

Haunting the rookeries of the birds 
In the southern part of the peninsula 
Is a largo blue crab. He makes n hole 
in the ground, usually under a log, and 
when lie hour* a noise elevates his head 
and protrudes his eyes with startling 
effect. He |* able to take care of him­
self, for his pincers are powerful und 
his shell Is hard. He is often as large 
as a saucer.

There Is a i>erpctunl war between 
him and the birds. He wanders among 
the nests at night and appropriates the 
bits of fish left by tho nestling-; and 
the young themselves, if he can find a 
mother off her guard. Hut he has to 
be'sly or lie is killed by the stroke of 
bayonet bill nud eaten In his turn. 
When the plume limiter* have driven 
off or destroyed the parents of a rook­
ery, these crab* swarm out and devour 
the orphan young In short order. Hut 
while the mother* are allowed to do 
their duty the crab* are ideal Heaven- 
gers aud devour tbe refuse us well as 
the Insects that Infest tIn* bird Wiles. 
Their bright mlorH, like those of the 
tiger, make them less dangerous than 
their appetites would otherwise be.

There Ik n little purple crab along 
the coast of southern Florida which 
seems to feed almost entirely upon tlm 
fruit of the cactus. This it ho much re­
sembles that you are suddeuly sur­
prised to see one of tin1 succulent little 
balls move away from your fingers lx*- 
fore you are aware that It Is alive. 
Step back aud the crab wilt resume Its 
place and seem to be ns curious ulniut 
you ns you are about him.

One of the mosi beautiful sheila found 
along our coast is that of a large snail 
which climbs certain trees and grows 
delicately fat on the young birds. The 
shell Is ns thin as tissue paper, oddly 
curved aud almost ns transparent as 
the finest glass. It belongs to the fam­
ily of edible snails so prized as a deli­
cacy on tbe count of Fram e, and if prop­
erly prepared makes a delicious dish. 
It Is most abundant about New* River 
inlet, where the slight shake of a tree 
about sunset will bring a shower of 
them to the ground. The breakage of a 
shell seems to tie of little trouble to the 
snail—he repairs the damage and 
moves ou.—Jacksonville (Fla.) Citizen.

Santiago. Cuba, Aug. 6, MM.

this afternoon, just as I was writing Joe Koee* 
terof lienor's death which occurred on the Sd 
tu t. from fever. We did all we eould for him. 
but tbe best ears s  person gets at the hospitals 
hue is poor enough. He never was the ta rn  
lad after bearing of his father's death.

We have changed camp now aud the boys are 
feeling tbe effects of It already. One day we 
only had six men In the company fit for duty*
I have been lucky enough to escape so fir, but 
have felt pretty slukey several times. It takes 
most of my time looking after the sick. We 
expect to get out of here for the U. ». before 
long, and 1 guess the sea voyage wilt fix most of 
the malaria cases. Co. D. of Calumet, lost seven 
men Inshle of a week and 11. of Irouwood, 
three. That Mout. was uot me, and there la 
very small show for promotion now. Our first 
geargt. Is running the oompany now, both our 
Lleuta. having gone home sick,and the seargent 
don't know any more About his position than a 
kid would. Bpeaklng about tbateuglneeplsode, 
We were ail ready to take the 3M to the front, 
when our regiment was given a hurry up ordev- 
to march to tlw support of tbe boys ou tbe right 
center, and I heard afterwards some lieutenant 
took one train load of the SM through and was 
ordered right back with them, as a she* bant 
over It* flat cars indent up a couple of their 
fellows. If R bad aot boon down hilt ho would 
never have got book, as tbe engine only had W 
lbs. of steam, and tbe Are was banked badly on 
acouuat of poor firing. It 1 bud boon there l i t  
bri I would have given them a ride, A funoy 
thing was tbe regiment never left HI hooey slaee, 
and never saw any more service.

A 2 cent stamp will carry one all right. I wrote 
you about ten days kgo, and trust you received 
it all right. 1 think we are billed for some 
place ou (lie coast near New York.
