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CHANCES ON “ TH E RAND”

OPPORTUNITY FOR MACHINE DRILL 

MEN IN SOUTH AFRICA.

Three Men Killed-

Dow n o t B efer to  Diamond Drill Ex­

p e rts , b u t to  O perators of 

the  Rock Drills.

For miners who desire to see some­
thing of the world and who are for­
tified by possession of qualifications 
along certain lines, South Africa un­
doubtedly offers an inviting field at 
present. The general reduction in 
forces in the upper peninsula perhaps 
has left quite a number of machine 
drill men without employment and 
these could do well in the newer field, 
though they would be dependent upon 
their own exertions to find places, for 
so far as known the rock drill manu­
facturers are not sending men for­
ward, as is the case with the diamond 
dri1! men.

The mining men on the Rand, it ap­
pears, are beginning to realize more 
fully the inefficiency of Kaffir labor, 
and the result is a better apprecia­
tion in dollars and cents—or pounds 
and pence—of the keen-witted worker 
from the states. But the latter must 
understand his business, for the un­
skilled white is, if an.^bing, more 
useless in that country than the Kaffir.

Rock drill runners are the men in 
demand on the Rand at present.
These should not be confouunded 
with diamond drill men. whose work 
is of a different nature. Runners for 
the machine drills as used for boring 
blasting holes are the ones wanted.
A comparatively recent number of 
the Engineering k  Mining Journal 
gives an interesting view of the situ­
ation, in an article on "Mine Labor 
and Costs In the WUwatersrand," 
and from it the following is taken:

It has been frequently maintained 
that, on the Rand, ore can be broken 
in stopes cheaper by hand labor than 
by rock drills. The data furnished 
prove the contrary*, showing that it 
would be uneconomical to substitute 
hand labor entirely for machine drills

In stopes of & ft. or more, machines 
are preferable. The proposition Is 
different when the reef Is, sav, 12 In. 
wide, and it is desired to keep the 
sloping width narrow. By hand 
drilling a slope can be carried 20 lo. 
wide. Put a rock drill lo the stope, 
and in most cases (be width will go 
ub to 40 In. V.'ltb hammers, the cost 
of breaking ore in the 20-in. stope 
would be higher than In tbe 40-in., w _ 
stope, but in the narrow stope Dunstan was a
assay value of tbe ore trammed to tbe 
■halt would be nearly twloe as high 
as lo tbe 40-in. stope. This question 
of "band drillers versus machine 
drills" In slopes is a vital one for 
every mine on the Hand. Each stope 
should be made a separate study, be­
fore deciding to work it with hammers 
or machines. »

ft Is said that there are at present 
2,000 men out of employment on the 
Hand. To help this body of men, tbe 
government,which runs the railroads, 
is offeriug to lake on unskilled white's 
at *2 per day.

(Jultc a number of the unskilled 
whiles were employed us helpers on 
rock drills. Alter a few month*' ex­
perience they obtained blasting cerli- 
denies, und as fur us tbe mining regu­
lations are eoneorned. were tlie equals 
of men who hud hem mining for Years.
These men went to other mines,snowed 
their blasting certitleutes, und were 
sot ut work on rock drills. Needless 
to say, they were nolex|>ert. A first- 
class rock-drill man docs not learn 
his trade in two mouths.

Of the large number of unemployed 
it Is safe to say that only a small per­
centage are really skilled men. The 
big majority arc either without a trade 
or 'wasters.' This Is the crudest 
nlacs on earth for both classes.
First-class rock-drill men are hard to 
get. Eighteen months ago it was 
made known In America and England 
that 200 skilled rock-drill men were 
wanted at a minimum wage of l \  per 
day. For that guarantee 70 or 80 men 
only have boon obtained. (Julte re­
cently, arrangements were made to 
get out 70 Italian miners from the 
Simplon tunnel. Borne of these have 
u I ready arrived.

It will be seen that something will 
have to be done to meet any big de­
mand for skilled rock-drill men in the 
future. It is my opinion that the out­
ride world can only purtluiJy supply 
the demuud. Therefore a percentage 
will huve to be trained on the Hand.
This has been, and is being, tried; 
but it Is difficult, As intimated above 
the learner gets a blasting certificate 
In two months’ time, and passes as a 
skilled drlllor. He Is o machine man 
possibly, but a very Inefficient one, 
ex

Failure to securely latch the bottom 
door of a skip, in which five men 
started to ride to the surface at the 
Lillie mine Wednesday morning, re­
sulted In the death of three of tbe 
party. The door became unfastened 
when the skip was well toward tbe end 
of Us journey and the three men who 
were standing in the bottom of tbe 
skip were precipitated a distance of 
between 200 and 300 feet down tbe 
vertical shaft, then rolling a greater 
distance down the incline shaft lead­
ing to tbe lower levels of the mine.

Anthony Richards. Baptiste Bes- 
solo and James Dunstan were the 
three victims of the accident, while 
their companions who escaped were 
Philip Abbott, shift boss; and Emil 
Hegstrom, skip tender. Abbott’s feet 
were resting on tbe nuts used to fasten 
the bale of tbe skip and Hegstrom, who 
was somewhat higher up, had a firm 
hold on the bale, so that the position 
of neither was affected by the opening 
of the bottom door.

The accident occurred shortly before 
the noon hour (mining time) and to 
the men’s haste to get to surface Is 
ascribed the lack of precautions which 
would have prevented the accident. 
It is the supposition that a piece of 
dirt prevented tbe bottom door latch 
from being shot fully into place. 
There is a strong spring on the latch 
and it could have scarcely have failed 
to have gone properly into the catch 
but for some obstruction. A s an ad­
ditional safe guard against the acci­
dental opening of tbe door a plug is 
provided with which to lock the latch'.' 
No attempt was made to use this plug, 
It Is asserted, when tbe men entered 
the skip to go to the surface. Any 
attempt to put tbe safety plug in place 
would have necessarily revealed that 
the latch had not been shot its accus­
tomed length.

Tbe three men were probably in­
stantly killed. As toon as tbe bodies 
were brought to the surface they were 
removed to Dawe’s morgue, for pre- 
puratldn for burial.
MxAntbony Richards probably had 
the widest acquaintance of any of the 
three men, as be bad been a resident 
of the city for many years and had 
been prominent in lodge and church 
work. He was a member of the Sons 
of 8t» George, which organization 
will have charge of the funeral. He 
was a consistent member of tbe M. E. 
Church and took particular Interest 
in tbe Sunday Schpol work, being 
superintendent for some time. De­
ceased Is survived by a widow and 
tbres children.

The city is to supply the foundation 
for the boiler and dynamo and also 
brick up tbe boiler so that despite 
the fact that the bids were considera­
bly reduced from those originally 
tendered, it will require close figuring 
by the committee to keep within tbe 
approplatlon of 015,000. The work Is 
to be completed in ten weeks.

THEY GET OUT QUICKLY.

PUBLIC SCHOOL PUPILS PRACTICE 

PIRB DRILLS.

Aiming to  Mako It Thoroughly P ra c ­

tical, Snpt. Schurtz Elimin­

a te s  Red Tape.

Arrangements have been perfected 
for fire drills in the Negaunee public 
schools and the first of the series was 
successfully conducted last Mouday. 
Fire drills had been in vogue a num­
ber of years ago but in common with 
most cities the practice had been per­
mitted to lapse until recont events em­
phasized the importance of being able 
to have the buildings emptied quickly 
and without confusjon.

Supt. Schurtz drafted plans for lire 
drills In each of the school buildings 
and these directions were in the hands 
of tbe teachers long enough for them 
to become familiar with the details 
before the first drill was held ut the 
Case street building Monday. The 
aim has been to make the directions 
lust as simple as possible, avoiding 
cumbersome or complicated details 
which are almost invariably lost 
sight of when emergency calls for a 
practical test.

In order that both teachers and 
pupils might become familiar with 
the plan, a day and hour was set for 
the first drill. Under this arrange­
ment tbe Case street building was 
completely emptied In about three 
minutes at the first trial. Upon this 
occasion there was even less confu­
sion than might be expected ut a first 
test and the result was considered 
quite satisfactory. But for oue rath­
er ludicrous mix-up even better time 
would have been made at the prelimin­
ary drill, and there is little doubt 
that the time for emptying Ihe Case 
stroot building may be easily reduced 
to two minutes and possibly a frac­
tion less when the pupils have laconic 
familiar with the system.

In the plans for emptying the bulla 
lng, attention is first directed to the 
second floor. Double strlrwa.VM utthc 
Case street building make exiU|>cedy 
and safe. All of the children are 
permitted to pass to the wardrobe to 
get their wraps. The different rooms 
have their designated places in the or­
der of marching out, giving little op­
portunity for confusion, particularly 
as it is made inedmbent upon each 
teacher to have her pupilH formed in 
line before permitting them to puhm 
out. Each room is so arranged that 
the teacher has absolute control over 
both exits and there Is little Uungcr 
of a preliminary panic.

The duty of keeping order on tin* 
stairways and in tho lower hull* hu* 
been turned over to Principal Regie 
and to asHist in the work he hu* u de­
tail of about six of the older high 
Hchool boy*. '“Hose boys, who arc 
among the llrsl in arrive on the main 
fioor, would be in a position to rare 
for the younger pupil* in tin- lower 
floor room* if necessity should ui-Im .

Americans Too Busy to Darota Them* 
salves to Original Research.

The American man of science works 
In the general laboratory of applica­
tion and assimilation, says the Book- 
lovers’ Magazine. The individual and * 1 * * * 5 
epoch-making discovery is not usually 
made under American conditions. It 
has not been here that chemistry has 
been recognized by tho periodic law of 
Mendclejeff, or physics by Helmholtz’s 
conception of the conservation of en­
ergy. The greatest work of mathe­
matics has not come from Americans, 
nnd It is not from them (if wo except 
the work of Willard and Walcott 
Gibbs) that the flying leap has been 
taken from the conceptions of the 
mathematicians to the concepts of 
moloculnr or chemical physics. Amer­
ican physicists last winter seemed to 
be principally occupied in describing 
to more or less popular audiences what 
French and English physicists had ac­
complished In radium and radiant en­
ergy.

Giaimclls, In order to save her ward­
robe, was obliged to pay tho three 
thousand three hundred and ninety-five 
francs over to the court officer. But 
when tlio case was heard In court, tho 
Judge not only ordered the three thous­
and three hundred and nliicty-fiva 
francs refunded to Mine. Gluimells, but 
mulcted the dressmaker In a good 
round sum for damages,'kind assessed 
upou her the court costs. He held that 
when u woman customer goes to a 
dressmaker who claims expert ness, she 
has a right to demand welMitllnggar­
ments, within a reasonable time, and 
without tedious alterations.

This the University of 
Michigan has happily accomplished 
by adding Its summer school, which 
is essentially practical und populur. 
It alloriL students un opportunity to 
acquire u pruetieul knowledge on var­
ious practical topics, without the pre­
liminary technical mlucution rnquJml 
by llic regular course, Mr. Ur Boer’s 
paper is particularly interesting us 
un Indication of the growth of instruc­
tion on Insurunce In our h uding col­
leges and universities.

There must be some reason why so

What aro the pub­
lic schools doing to counteract this ! 
tendency in the growing children? It 
Is unnecessary to describe In detail the 1 
organization and methods of instruc­
tion in our public schools. Enough ta 
known to assure us that, on the whole, 
they ore doing n splendid work. The 
public school should be die pride of 
every American citizen. It Is to be 
feared, however, that too much stress 
Is being put upon literary Instruction 
—tbe three R’s, If you will—nuG not 1 
enough upon the training of eye and j 
hand for future usefulness, A thor-! 
ough elementary education is abso­
lutely essential; but systematic in­
struction in manual training should 
also be given to that large number of 
boys nnd girls compelled to leave 
school at an early age to work in the 
shops nnd factories. There can be no 
doubt that many a boy lose* Interest 
in school because lie does not sec in 
the studies pursued any direct appll 
cation to the practical band work 
which he, sooner or later, must take 
up. Much truatuy may result from 
bucI) lack of Interest. Where manual 
training has been tried it has proved 
eminently successful in reclaiming 
boys who would have otherwise been 
truants. Simple wood-working, iron- 
twisting, or forge work would interest 
many a wayward boy. Domestic sci­
ence would nppeal more to the girls. 
It is to be hoped that manual train­
ing and domestic science will gradual­
ly be introduced ns working featured 
Into every public uud privute school.

The distinguished biologist, Profes 
sor Elie Melclmikoff, has beyond ques 
tlnn discovered the peculiar microbes 
whoso duty is to wage war to th« 
death oil the-vicious microbes of out 
bodily organism. Scientists generally 
iudorse the claims of Ills discovery and 
look for splendid results as the Imme­
diate outcome of it. Iu his recently 
published work, “The Nature of Man," 
Professor MoU-hlukoff says that If a 
man die before he hns passed the cen­
tury mark he does not dio a natural 
death, but is the victim of accident; 
that what \vc call death from old age— 
that Is, the death ut fourscore—1* 
caused hy the ravages of the phago­
cyte*, which, after feeding on all the 
vlcbms microbes, direct their attention 
to the organism Itself, causing Its de­
cay ami eventually Its death. What lu 
wishes to (hi now is 1o discover some 
scrum (lint shall satisfy these useful 
microbes after their work Is over. 
Should this serum be discovered it 
would seem as If man might hope to 
live on Indefinitely without any cen­
tury limit, hut our professor says that 
man has the Instinct of death as lie 
has the instinct for life; that there 
will bn the desire for death n»; then 
is the desire In the healthy clilhl for 
sleep. It umy be that the professor is 
right, but tho assumption seems whol­
ly gratuitous. If he will find the 
scrum that shall ward off wlmt we 
now call old age wo will thank him 
for Id* serves and relievo 1dm from 
further duly. We will then hunt about 
fur another professor who will find a 
hermit that shall control the Instinct 
for death, and then we may hope to 
live on indefinitely. This Is a pretty 
good world uficr all, and most of us 
wish to have the fullest possible share 
of it.

NATIONAL BATTLE FIEL08.

fleoutlful Parks Created on the Bloody 
Civil War Kites

Five of our greatest battlefields, the 
scenes of as many historic tragedies of 
the Civil War, an* now on the point of 

completion, and so 
far ns the national 
government's work 
is cornecren are 
practically finish­
ed. Tho States, 
however, are still 
engaged in erect­
ing monuments to 
mark the places 
where their own 
regiments fought 
and bled. Illin­

ois. n. v. uovnion 0f aut'h sub*
stAnlial memorial* have been put up 
at Anllelam alone, many of them of 
striking beauty, and more than $.T00,- 
000 has been expended for tho same 
purpose nl Chlckiumniga, where Geor­
gia, Tennessee, Missouri nnd Maryland 
have each of tiicm reared cenotaphs in 
honor of both Nides lu tbe struggle.

The work of the government In cre­
ating these parks has consisted lu buy­
ing tiic lauds as far as practicable, 
building roads nnd observation towers, 
preparing historical tablets (of which 
about 1,(AW have been plnmVut CliTcIc- 
amaugn alone) to mark positions of 
troops, and creeling monuments to tiie 
regulars engaged. It Ims been tbe chief 
aim to restore the battlefields and give 
(hem ns nearly as possible the appear­
ance they had when the battles were 
fought. At ('lilekanmugii more than 
300 ciiunou have been placed in the 
positions occupied by tlu* Uulon nnd 
Confederate batteries, the original 
guns liavlug been obtained nnd mount­
ed on carriages exactly like those 
which belonged to them forty years 
ago.

Origin of tho Project,
The idea of national battlefield

government own* 30 mile* of fine roads 
that run through it in various direc* 
tlons, ns well as 3,000 acres of Its ter* 
ritory. Many States are at present 
engaged In putting up monuments on 
this field—particularly Indiana, Ohio, 
Illinois nnd Pennsylvania. The gov­
ernment furnishes the foundations for 
the State monuments in tbe various 
parks.

The sum of $ 1,300,000 hns been spout 
by the government in the great park of 
Cblcknmaugn and Chattanooga, which 
actually comprises no fewer than seven 
battlefields—those of Chicknnmugn, 
Wauhatchle, Lookout Mountain, Orch­
ard Knob, Missionary Itldge, Tuntidl 
Hill and UInggo'd. Extraordinary 
pains lutve been taken to restore this 
urea to the condition hi which it was 
nt the time of the fighting.

Tracts which since tho battle had be­
come covered by n lualthy growth of 
timber have lieen cleared, nnd farmers 
are permitted to continue In occupancy 
of their holdings only on condition that 
they shall alter no buildings nnd cut 
down no woods or underbrush.

'ITiis great park comprises one large 
areu, the Chicknnmugn battlefield (10 
squnre miles In extent) nnd several 
smaller patches eoimecUd by roads. 
All the roads over which the contending 
nrmJesjnqved have been ceded lo the 
government by the Ftate of Georgia.

The loss of Chlckaumugn per cent 
In two days) was greater than in any 
other fight in the war. At Gettysburg 
the loss was 28 per cent In three days, 
whilo Antietnm was doubtless tbe 
bloodiest battle of one day. The gov­
ernment owns 80 miles of Improved 
roads in this greatest of Iratllcficid 
pnrks, the size of which may be realiz­
ed when It Is stated that the linos of 
battle about Chattanooga had a front 
of 12 miles, the main drive from tbe 
north end of Missionary Itldge to the 
left of the fighting ground nt Chlcka- 
nmuga covering a distance of 20 miles, 
mid passing through or overlooking tbo

parks originated lu the brain of Gen­
eral II. V. Eoyntim, whoso proposition 
to establish such a jik inorial at Chick- 
nnmuga was adopted by Congress In 
1800. (.‘Iilckamauga was the first of 
these parks, that of Gettysburg having 
been up to that date a privute enter­
prise under the management of an as­
sociation imprest iiting- the- various 
States having troops engaged In the 
fight. Hut Gettysburg was taken Into 
Its own hands hy the government, and 
afterwards the fields of Hhlloli uud 
Vicksburg were similarly marked out 
and set aside ns historic uud ('acred 
ground.

The Getlyshurg park is more proper­
ly onlled by that name tliau any of tbe 
others. 'On that field tho visitor can­
not drive anywhere he likes, as at 
Chlckuinnugn, most of the area being 
covered by farms wilh strongly-fenced 
rouds. So valuable is the iuud that it 
cannot be bought at a moderate prh'e, 
and the Mutes have contented them­
selves with |)iir<-liasiiig avenues ubout

UK) feet or so hi width along the line 
of battle, at (lie sides uf which monu­
ments are meted and tablets set up. 
Many of the mommi'iits are beautiful 
and costly. Tin* government owns 
iib’iul 1,i*M nm s there.

In the Vicksburg park Uncle Fain 
owns 1.300 lien's. It is tbe newest of 
(lit* built Held pucks, and tho only one 
lu uUl li any considerable amount uf 
work jTinnlhs lo be done by the gov­
ernment. The Mates have Just beguu 
to put up muMUUietits there, and Illi­
nois, which had H-e gventewt numbm* of 
regiments engaged in that siege, re­
cently appropriated $330,ww for the 
purpose,

AiiGcttm and MiIIoli,
The Amielam battlefield, which is 

jnnv finished ns far as government 
work I* concerned, Is all of It owned 
by Individuals, only tho roads being 
open. Its area Is gently rolling coun­
try, rich farming lands, with a few 
deep ravines, and Is easily taken 111 by 
a glance uf tin* eye. Through it run 
the undent llngiirstown turnpike and 
the Flnirpslmrg road, along which have 
beet) put Up tablets that Indicate the 
movements uf troops. All the Htules 
tlmt were reprraented by iron])* In the 
great fight are erecting monument*, 
Only the other day, Ohio dedicated ten 
dew ones.

The battlefield of Hhiloh Is mora 
heavily wooded than any of Hie other 
park*. Klltinled about US) feet al>ove 
the Tc.niie*o*ec rlrer. which runs along 
Its bonier, It Is a roiling country, will, 
furm clearing* heru uud there. The

scene of severe conflict between vet­
erans of nearly nil the great armies 
on both Union und Confederate side#.

A policy of strict Impartiality ha* 
been pursued in marking out this bat­
tlefield park. All the Ttutes, 28 In num­
ber, which were repr* sented by troops 
at Chickamnuga, have had commissions 
workhrg- with -the guvemnimr I'ommD- 
slon lu the arrangement of the field t f j 
seven battles. All uf these States are i 
now erecting monuments, which the 
government is supplanting with huge 
pyramidal plies of shells to mark the 
places where brigade comma (idem, 
Federal or Confederate, were killed or 
mortally wounded.

Th« World's Visible tiupply o f  Hooks,
The visible result of our over-pro-

"It renders the albumen of the food 
partially Insoluble, and therefore Likes 
away from IU nutritive value.

"It Is absorbed into the bio; d, which 
It tends to thicken sod coagulate. Tho 
free flow of the blood through the or­
gan* of tbe heart 1* thus retarded.

"Its continued absorption into the 
system cause* some forme of nervous 
proiftnitlons and many of those affec­
tions of the nerves from which both 
women nnd men suffer.

"Fourteen grains of alum have 
caused the death of a child. Larger 
doses have frequently resulted fatally 
Ui the case of adults.

“No drug so powerful nnd deadly, no 
matter In wlmt proportions It nmy bo 
employed, can safely be us<d In any or 
tide of food."

Roosevelt will lie made the candidate 
without opposition. A plitfnnn at once 
conservative and progressive will lie 
adopted to which every Republican of 
the country will he aide lo give enthu­
siastic support. It will Inilorso the 
acts of the Rooesvelt administration 
and of the Republicans In Congress for 
the past four years. The record of the 
administration and of Congress will be 
the real Issues In the campaign, ro far 
as the Democrats can he halted Into 
courage to assail them. Willie pledging 
Its adherence to the Republican policy 
(•o-ttafc tariff and the flntrncos, thOpaHy 
In Its Chicago pronouncement of UKM 
will demand that the work on each line 
In the future shall, as in the past, he 
performed with deliberation and Intel­
ligence. The couvi ntlon’s principal 
work will lr> the selection of a candi­
date for Vice President.

Rut the work of the Chicago conven­
tion will carry with It this circum­
stance of transcendent interest.

The man whom It 
names for President will he Inaugurat­
ed on March 4. RKt.V Nothing in the 
realm of politics eleven mouths ahead 
of us Is more certain than that the 
nominee at Clili-ngo next dune will 
sweep the country In November. This 
Is a fact which will give a paramount 
Interest lo the convention which takes 
place In that city hnlf a year hence. 
No such interest ns this can he com­
manded, even among Democrats, for 
the Democratic national gathering of 
1904. There will probably Ik* far more 
excitement In the Democratic conven­
tion. Everything in relation to the 
ticket in that assemblage Is In the pro- 
foundest sort of doubt. The platform 
in almost equally uncertain. Not only 
dor* nobody know who will head or 
tall the Democratic llrket next year, 
hut nobody can. with any approach to 
confidence, make any guess ns to 
what that ticket will stand for, or 
what principles or isriley its support­
ers will advocate.
[ When the Republicans assembled In 
Chicago in 18th) there'was doubt not 
only as to the ticket, hut ns to Its 
chances In the canvass, for, despite 
the debacle nt Charleston, a few weeks 
earlier, the Democrats hail the prnrtlgc 
of sixty years of victory, with only 
two unimportant interruptions, while 
the Republican party was only half a 
dozen years of age. TIutc was no 
doubt that the Chicago ticket of 18(18, 
Grant and Colfax, would sww-p the 
country, for the crime of secession and 
rebellion still bore whh crushing 
weight mi the Democratic party. Oar- 
hold's nomination at Chicago In 1880 
was after a hard light in the party, the 
consequences of which w<-re destiued 
to affect the politics and the history of 
the nation for many years to come, and 
the election of the ticket was accom­
plished only after n very difficult can­
vass. The Republican ticket, IRalno 
and Logan. which was nominated at 
Chicago In 1884, went down to a defeat 
which ended a quarter of a century 
of uninterrupted Republican suceem In 
Presidential canvasses. When the par­
ty, In Chicago In 1K$8, selected Harri­
son and Morton, after the longest con­
vention In Republican aunaU, the out­
look was far from bright, though tho 
party, after the light of its life, pulled 
through successfully nt the polls. Not 
since tho Old Commander was nomin­
ated three years after Appomattox has 
a Republican convention In Chicago or 
anywhere else met under Much encour­
aging auspices ns those which will at­
tend the parly at Its national asaein- 
blage In (lie lake city six mouths 
hence.—Ht. Louis (Rohe Democrat.

I'luin Duly nt bust.
The Keiiate has dually passed the

fect the treaty It rnllfled last March, 

Prom (lie viewpoint of material In­
terests the Cuban reciprocity legisla­
tion In good for Culm and good for tho 
United Ktnbs.

Thstr flarprltlns Power to D lvlnsths 
Presence of Far Dlatant Water.

Prof. Werner, of Vienna, a natural­
ist uf note, has reported the results of 
observations he has been making for 
some time on the senses of Inferior ver­
tebrate* mid he has reached some cu­
rious and surprising conclusions.

The professor took all possible pre­
cautions not to let the creatures know 
that they were watched. One general 
fact Is very evident, that reptiles and 
amphibians are strongly attracted by 
water. They go straight toward it, 
cveu when they are at distances so 
great that they could not divine its 
presence by any of the sense* kuowu 
to us. It seems really that a sense of 
which wc have no knowledge Informs 
them of the direction in which water 
may be found. There seems to be a 
sort of chemical attraction, says M. 
Werner. But bow does this act, and 
on what part of the creature? Tbla re­
mains a mystery. Reptiles also seek 
the light, hut independently of bent. 
They often leave comfortable and 
warm retreats to seek the sunlight 
Sight Is generally good with them. It 
Is probably the finest sense that they 
possess, hut It would still appear to be 

— very limited. The caymans and the 
crocodiles cannot distinguish a man at 
a distance of more than six times tbelr 
length, acordlng to Werner. In the 
water fishae see only at very close 
range—about half their own length. 
This will seem perhaps unlikely to 
anglers, although some of them can 
cite Instances showing that fish cannot 
see for. Snakes sedm to have a very 
mediocre sense of sight. The boa. for 
example, does not see at more than a 
quarter or a third of Its owb length. 
Different species are limited to one-fifth 
or one-eighth of their length. Frogs or# 
better off. They see nt flftien or twenty 
times their length. Frog-cpt chert know 
this from cxpulcnce. Hearing Is much 
poorer than sight. If possible. Most rep­
tiles are noticenbly deaf, except cay­
mans and crocodiles. Tbe boa appears 
to be absolutely so.

Three Years I nto,
Persons who become fro; ful over tho 

delays of surface cars or the detention 
of steam trains ought to sit up and 
be cheerful when they read w*hat tho 
New York Press has to say of a Texas 
train. The Tress dedures that recently 
a Gulf & Interstate Railway train ar­
rived In Beaumont nearly three years 
late, and explains tho matter as fob 
lows:

The train left Bolivar, Just across 
Galveston Ray from Galveston, on Sep 
tember 8, 1000, and was caught In tha 
great storm w*bich so nearly destroyed 
Galveston. Bolivar is seventy-fly# 
miles from Beaumont Before tho 
train had travelled far on Its Journey 
it was caught in the storm. Thirty 
miles of the track were washed away, 
and tbe train was loft stranded on a 
sandy waste.

Dozens of persons who lived on Bol­
ivar peninsula w*ere saved from death 
by taking refuge In the train. After 
the storm subsided they walked to Bol­
ivar with tho passengers. But tha 
abandoned train was left on tho prai­
rie.

The storm bankrupted the railroad, 
and no effort to rescue the engine and 
cars was made until recently. Had tho 
road not suffered so seriously in that 
storm the property would have proved 
of groat value a few months later, 
when oil was struck at Beaumont 
Tbe road Is now undergoing repairs 
and development, and a little while 
•go tbe train was drown Into Beau­
mont, where It waa greeted by a cheer­
ing multitude.

as though we would never bo n regi­
ment. Finally, In the last days of De­
cember, Tight companies were muster­
ed In, nnd wo were dispatched south­
ward, from Elmira.

From that time Hear up to the sec­
ond battle of Bull Run, eight months 
later, the government treated us very 
much ns though we were superfluous 
and no maimer of use. First, we were 
put In bnrrucks nt Gettysburg.

That now world-wide famous town 
had not been discovered at that time; 
it lay amid tbe hilts of south Penn­
sylvania, In nil its original Dutch 
sleepiness, and nobody dreamed of 
such a thing us that the greatest battle 
of the war was to be fought on that 
very ground.

Surely, when we burled one of our 
comrades on grand Cemetery hill one 
lovely spring Habboth—the very first 
soldier ever Interred on that historic 
spot—he would lmve been deemed In­
sane who had predicted that In a little 
more than a year a deadly tempest of 
fire, lend nnd iron would rage about 
this spot, and tliut a little later on 
thousands of soldiers' graves would 
dot these* heights.

No; we never dreamed of such a 
thing. Wo were nt Gettysburg until 
the following March; the regiment was 
not mounted until August. We hud 
an exceedingly good time. We had 
aoinc dismounted drill; wo nte large 
quantities of npplo butter nnd hominy, 
tho principal products of Rmt region; 
and those of us who were young and 
frivolous (ns nearly all soldiers were 
In those days), flirted with the Dutch 
girls.
■ I have always thought Rmt If our 

fluid officers had not continually stir­
red up tho War Department on the 
subject of mounting nnd putRng us Into 
the field, wc would have been right 
there when Gen. Leo invaded Pennsyl­
vania. But in March we were ordered 
to get on the line of tin* railroad from 
Baltimore to Havre-de-Grace, nt the 
mouth of the Hiisquclmnnn. and guard 
it. As dull sabers were very Ineffi­
cient weapons to guard anything, a lot 
of second-hand hut still serviceable 
muskets wero issued to us. And then 
the lively row that Just fell short of 
mutiny! The men protested nnd swore 
that they were cavalry, not Infantry, 
and aceused the officers of conspiracy 
with the War Department to force 
muskets upon them und thus change 
their proud condition In the service. 
We were, in fact, up to that time about 
as much cavalry ns wooden bobby 
horses are; blit Rmt made no difference 
with wlmt the men thought to be their 
reserved rights. At last they were eon- 
vlnced that this was to be merely a 
temporary service, and the muskets 
wero accepted.

From the stern realities of war as I 
saw It in 18(13 and 1NR4, my mind goes 
back to the pleasant four months along 
that railroad, and pronounces It a de­
lightful example of "playing soldier."

The region is the same that was in­
vaded by the fire eutlng guerrilla, Har­
ry Gilmore, when, In July of 18(14, 
wlillo Early wns invading Murylnnd. 
they rode urouud Baltimore, stopped a 
railroad train at Gunpowder bridge, 
captured Gen. Franklin on it, and put 
everybody In terror by their capers.

But everything wus peaceable about 
there In the summer of 18(12. For six­
ty or eighty miles this road runs 
around the head of the Chesapeake 
bay, and at every few miles of that dis­
tance a with* Inlet is erossed by a rail­
road bridge, We were split up Into 
detachments, and posted nt these 
bridges to prevent them from being 
caleu up by the shad. 1 really could 
not see that there was anything else 
to do. The inhabitants of the country 
were generally loyal; but they were alt 
kind am) hospitable, the Hocesslonisls 
as well as the Union folks. Ho we ate 
■had, visited the citizens, made fre­
quent visits to Baltimore, read about 
the Peninsula campaign, nnd wondered 
why McClellun didn't take Richmond. 
In short, we had a glorious, good 
time, and put on all the ulrs of rcul 
soldiers.

One day tho profound quiet of this 
situation nt Rio ,Rnck River Ntutlon, 
six miles from Baltimore, was broken 
by a flurry of real excitement.

A negro came to Cnptuiu l’ratt (com­
manding Company A) and told him 
that a company of Baltimore seces- 
fdonlsts wero abmird a schooner, Just 
off North Point, only four or five miles 
from Black River, and were ubout to 
go south somewhere to Join the Con­
federate army.

Wo knew Rio negro to he both loyul 
and reliable and wo suw a prospect

The negro lmd informed us where 
two boats were secreted. Wc dragged 
the Ismts out. got in and rowed out to 
the vessel.

Now, the render will readily see 
what might nnd probably would have 
happened, had the situation been wbat 
we had every reason to suppose It to 
be. One dozen determined men with 
no better arms than we had, might 
have held the deck In defiance of us. 
They could lmve killed and wounded 
half of us before our boats could have 
reached the vessel; they could have 
easily beaten us altogether.

I think our hearts were pretty well 
up toward our mouths, In anticipation 
of something of this sort, nnd Rie men 
were all ready to use their muskets on 
the slightest hostile demonstration.

But never a shot was fired. We 
boarded the vessel nnd took possession. 
Our prisoners were about thirty well- 
dressed young fellows without arms, 
who, as It turned out, were the sons 
of some of the wealthiest families In 
Baltimore, nnd who had reully started 
to join the Confederate army In this 
maimer.

They were taken to the city nnd de­
livered to Gen. Dlx. I really believe 
the young fellows ought to have been 
sent to Fort Lafayette for awhile, but 
their parents begged so hard for their 
release, promising that they would Ibe 
nuswernble for their future conduct, 
and the kind old general discharged 
them. I will venture Hint some of 
them found their way to the Confed­
erate army.

The affair mude some noise in the 
Baltimore papers, und Company A had 
high praise. The strangest part of tbe 
thing was that cavalry—armed with 
muskets—should capture a vessel. A 
queer mixture.—American Tribune.
