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Oardent Spot of Dark Continent Of­
fered by Biitlah Government.

Just twenty-one years ago a white 
man first stood on the lofty plateau 
the northern part of which was offered 
by the British government last summer 
for colonization by the Jews. He was 
Joseph Thomson, the first explorer to 
cross the country of the Masai, brave 
warriors and foes of uil Intruders. He 
had descended from their wide plain 
Into tite deep trough thnt extends 
some thousands of miles from Lake 
Tanganyika to the Red Sea and Into 
Asia. Ho had clambered up the steep­
est escarpment of this “Hlft Volley," 
and stood on ii mighty plateau from 
0,000 to 10,000 feet above the sea.

“ What n terrible country this III" 
snhl his black porters. “We shall per­
ish with cold." They were right under 
tho Equator, hut had never been so 
high above the sea before, and the 
cool, Invigorating breezes set their 
teeth chattering.

“ We had reached the red plateau of 
Guos Xglshu," wrote Thomnoti, “and 
my men were too paralyzed with cold 
to move forward. I was, therefore, 
forced to camp anil light great bon­
fires to revive them."

He had reached the northern part of 
the lofty plateau which extends north 
and south for about 200 miles on both 
•Ides of the Equator. It Is not very 
broad, but widens out In the north and 
south. The various pails of the pla­
teau have different mimes, and the 
place where Thomson reached It Is 
known as the Guns Xglslm plateau, 
which Is the reason that has been set 
apart for the Jews. It Is show'll In 
solid black on tills map. This tract of 
territory which the British government 
has offered to the East Africa syndi­
cate representing the Jewish Colonial 
Trust Is about as large ns our Ixmg 
Island.

The whole plateau Is one of the gnr-

lt seems to be awaiting the arrival of 
another race to make It a wonderland 
of wealth and comfort."

There Is no paradise for hunters In 
Africa to-day like that on these high­
lands. There is unrivaled opportunity 
for sport and endless quantities of 
game of every variety. The whites 
have never hunted there, and the par­
ties of nomnd natives have made no 
appreciable Inroad upon the quantities 
of game, which Include large herds of 
giraffes and elephants, many varieties 
of antelopes, Jackson's hnrtebeost, os­
triches, and every other animal that 
con thrive nt these altitudes.

A committee of three gentlemen will 
sail from England to visit the Guhs 
Xglshu highlands and report upon 
tbelr availability for settlement by 
Jewish colonists.

Of course, there will be hardships 
and disappointments for the pioneers 
In tills wilderness. Perplexities Inva­
riably confront the men who open up 
new countries. They need stout hearts 
and muscles of Iron, for It Is tin easy 
matter to tHfiio a wilderness In the 
heart of n barbarous country. The best 
of intelligence, 'courage and pluck 
must be brought to the task of filling 
these uplands with well tilled farms 
amt prosperous homes. But the young 
men of to-day will live to see these 
lofty regions under the tropical sun 
brought within the dominion of civili­
zation. They will he flourishing cen- 
tors of xvhlte Industry and prosperity.

It seems strange to think that any 
full-grown. four-footed animal should 
indulge in |dny like n child, and yet 
till* is wlmt tho otter does. Ills 
amusement Is tobogganing and his 
playground is on a slope, covered with
...... .. snow, that goes down grade into
n pool of water. Here he takes Ills 
recreation, and no little hoy with a 
new sled ever enjoyed a coast down 
sn b e bound hill more than this beau­
tiful creature from tho frozen north.

The otter Is perhaps the most in­
teresting of tiie fur-lionrlng animals. 
He Is (|iifte large, sometimes weighing 
a* much os twenty-five pounds. Ha 
resembles the seal and the mink, be­
ing, however, of heavier build, and 
Is both supple and strong. Living for 
the most part In water, ho prey* on 
fish which his swimming and diving 
fildllly enable him to cateh easily. 
The entrance to his home, which is 
n burrow In the bank of u stream, Is 
under the water.

In the early spring, when the Ice 
begins to thaw, thoso animals start 
oti ihnlr travels from one stream to 
another, sometime* spending months 
on the journey. If they happen to seo 
an Inviting hill by tho wayside they 
immediately stop their pilgrimage and 
prepare for some sport. One of tho 
number leaves the water and slowly 
climb* the slope, making a smooth 
hollow In the lee with his body.

When the slide Is prepsred he lies 
flat on his stomach, thrusts Ills nose 
forward and, turning his forepaws 
under his soft sides, goo* Mailing 
swiftly down. Thu speed steadily In­
creases until he reaches the water.

ing each other or rolling in the snow.

THE MORMONS' BIG ORGAN.

Ten Y ears in B u ild in g , and F iv e  Com* 
p lete  In stru m en ts in  One.

It was in 18fi3 that President Young 
first spoke of building a big organ, one 
that would l)o in harmony with the 
mammoth tabernacle. Great difficul­
ties were encouraged In the building 
of the Instrument, particularly In se­
curing suitable wood for the gigantic 
pipes with which It was equipped. 
Home of these pipes took as much as 
800 feet of lumber.

The mountains far nnd near were 
fairly scoured for the proper kind of 
pine, hundreds of loads of which were 
hauled by teams front a point nearly 
300 miles south of Halt Lake. It re­
quired two months to make a round 
trip.

The workmen were all pioneer 
settlers. The method of uniting the 
wood w*as unique, tho closest joining 
being done by menus of home-made 
>:io, the making of which consumed 
hundreds of cattle hides, while num­
berless calfskins were used In making 
the bellows.

Altogether ten years were consumed 
In the building. Hluce the time that 
It was first given to the public there 
have been numerous changes nnd ad­
ditions, until to-day It Is recognized, as 
one of the very best organs in tho 
world, If not. ludoed, the best and the 
grandest.

A year ago a great many of the old 
pipes were taken out and thoroughly 
overhauled, nnd more than 4,000 new 
ones were added. The Instrument's 
action Is marvelous and more respon­
sive than a grand piano, ns It has no 
“Inertia” to overcome. The repeating 
power of each key is 720 times to tho 
minute. All of the latest mechanical 
devices have been Incorporated In ihe 
instrument nnd any combination of 
tone desired can be distinctly brought 
out. Especially fine are the “string” 
tones, tho violin, viola, gamhn, 'cello 
and Imss; the clarinet, two oboes, bas­
soon, eight varieties of the ditto tones 
(each one true to Its name), lour pic­
colo stops, four trumpets, tube trom­
bone, suxnphone. clarion and the vox 
humann, which Is the pet of the organ 
nnd iiYikcu “human” tones Hint de­
ceive even the trained musician.

In all, the organ contains 408 stops 
and accessories—five complete organs, 
viz.: solo, swell, great, choir and pedal. 
The speaking length of tho pipes 
varies from a quarter of an inch to 
thirty two feet. Hi "full organ” 
pnrsages the immense bellows dlsplnco 
,■>.000 cubic feet of air pur minute —- 
Deseret News.

SOLDIERS AT HOME.

THEY TELL SOME INTERESTING 
ANECDOTE8 OF THE WAR.

How the Boje of Both Artnleo Whiled
Awejr Life in Camp—Foraging Ex*
periences, Tlreaome Marchea—Thrll*
Ung Bcenaa on the Battlefield.

“I can’t set* yet," said Dan R. An­
derson, “where those Russians nnd 
Japs have any fun on picket. Now, 
in the old days there was always 
something doing In the l-'lrst Ken­
tucky, nnd It was more exciting In 
the early days of the war to go on 
picket than to go scouting. On one 
occuslon while we were In camp at 
Kanawha Falls, I was detailed for 
picket with Hob Murphy. Donald 
Brick, and John Banister, of my own 
company, and five or six men from 
other companies. We were suit down 
the river load and |>o*ted at (he lower 
end of the narrow*. There was only 
one post and the reserve held the road.

' The picket post was u natural fort, 
formed by detached rocks that had 
broken loose from tin* mountain nud 
fallen so a* to make a rock inclosed 
bastion large enough to hold comfort­
able five or six men.

1 went 
down nearer the enemy's works, was 
sent to a different hospital, got well, 
rejoined iny regiment, and served un­
til mustered out. The Captain had his 
leg amputated and was Invalided 
home, and I have not seen him since 
until to-day.'

"Whereupon Jim wont up lo his old 
Captain ami greeted him with, •Cap­
tain. you lost the leg all right, didn't 
you';' The Captain shook hands nnd 
said: 'Yes. I did. Have you remem­
bered those words all these years*;' To 
which Jim responded: •They came 
Into my mind as soon ns I saw you. 
They were the Inst words I heard you 
utter that day. nnd I knew you lost 
a leg.'"—Chicago Inter Ocean.

l l tuv j  I,om( i '  In Battle.
A perusal of the reiuarknhle speech 

made before the House two years ago 
during the debate on the army bill by 
Congressman William It. Wnrnock, of 
Ohio, would soon convince one that 
there have been other appalling losses 
of life in battles than those that have 
been recently sustained la the for 
East. After recalling the fact that 
during the civil war there were 1.882 
general engagements, battles and 
skl 'mlshes in which at least one regi­
ment was engaged on each side and 
(hat in more than sixty regiments In 
each army the loss In killed nnd 
wounded was from 50 to 85 per cent 
of the members engaged, the orator 
said:

“Lot us make n little further com­
parison. Take the great battle of 
Waterloo, one of the fifteen decisive 
battles of the world, a battle which 
decided the fate and changed the geog­
raphy of nil Europe. In that bnttlo 
Napoleon, with the allies, hod 82,000 
men and over 200 guns. They lost on 
each side In killed nnd wounded about
23.000 men, being a percentage of loss 
from 25 to 32 per cent. Turn to the 
great bnttle of Gettysburg and com­
pare It with the battle of Waterloo, 
nud there is a wonderful similarity 
between the two In some respects. 
General Monde had in Ills army al­
most precisely the sumo number of 
men Napoleon had at Waterloo. Gen* 
oral Meade had 82,000 men, with the 
Sixth Corps In reserve, with 250 guns. 
General Leo had an army of 72,000 
men, with 200 guns. Tbe losses were
23.000 on each side In that engage­
ment, almost Identical with tho losses 
a t Waterloo,

“The battle between tbe French and 
Russians at Borodino was perhaps the 
bloodiest bnttle since tbe Invention 
of gunpowder; there were 30,000 men 
killed on each side. But as each army 
numbered over 130,000 tbe per cent 
of loss was less than a t Gettysburg 
nnd less than nt Waterloo. Take the 
great bnttle at Leipzig, where Napo­
leon had 173,000 m^n and where the 
allies had on tho first day 275,000, in­
creased on tho next day by reinforce­
ments to 330,000. There were about
40.000 killed on each side. Yet the 
very largest number engaged In that 
battle made the per cent of loss very 
much less than at Gettysburg or Wat­
erloo."

What Mr. Warnock described as 
“the most remarkable loss in all his­
tory, well to tho lot of the Twenty- 
sixth North Carolina.

"That regiment,” ho said, "was 820 
strong. It had elghty-slx killed and 
502 wounded, making a total of 588, 
or 71.7 per cent. That was on tho 
first day's battle; but tho moot re­
markable part of It lo that tho rogl- 
ment on the third day's fight turned 
up with n little remnant of 210 men 
out of their 820, participated in that 
gallant charge and came out with 
only eighty men left. That I regard 
ao the most remarkable loss in all 
history. There was a company in that 
regiment—Captain Tuttle’s company-— 
that went In with three officers and 
elgthy-four men. They camo out with 
only one officer and one man.”

Bit of CM liW ar HUtorr,
W. H. Hagen, now of Washington, 

I). t \ ,  In looking over a copy of the 
Country Gentleman, of July 4, 1801, 
tho other day, camo across the follow­
ing paragraph of interest to many lu- 
dlana veterans of the civil war:

"A corporal's guurd from Colonel 
Wallace's regiment, numbering thir­
teen men, fell In on Wednesday with 
a party of forty mounted robots, near 
Cumberland, M d, and charged upon 
them and drove them back for a mile, 
killing eight of them, and securing a 
number of their horses. Tho rebels 
wore afterward reinforced to about 
seventy-five men. when they advanced 
to tho attack. The gallant fmllanlans 
killed twenty three of the enemy ho- 
fora they were driven off, with Hit 
loss of only one of their number.”

An Incident of the nerve-racking 
kind Is related by a young man who 
was employed by a large clock firm. 
One of hi* duties was to superintend 
the putting up of steeple and tower 
blocks.

There Nn’t much chance for ndven- 
cure ill the placing of n clock. I t t* 
prosaic business, although It does take 
one up to the heights; hut now and 
then some little thing will occur which 
shows om> how near the line of every­
day living He* to that of tragedy.

I was In one of the largo western 
cities, seeing to tho construction of a 
clock which was being placed In the 
tower of the city hull. Tho Job was 
neatly done when, one nfternoon, I 
wn* standing on the roof beside the 
tower. Inspecting the great dial face 
above me.

I have become acuslm ned to heights 
which a few years ago would haw* 
made me ill to think of, nnd I had 
stopped near thu slightly guarded edge 
of tho building without any more 
thought than ff I had been ou tlie side­
walk. Far below me were the brick 
pavement and the busy people of the 
street.

I was holding in my hand a screw­
driver, a ponderous Instrument tried 
lu adjusting some of the larger por­
tions of the clock, and as I stepped 
near the cornice rail In some way I 
let the heavy thing fall from my hand. 
It struck on the rail and then bounced 
out of sight. The sickening thought 
of the passers-by Hashed over me and 
I grasped the rail with both hands, nnd 
leaned far over In my attempt to fol­
low with my eyes the fall of the imple­
ment.

No damage had been done, save 
to my own nerves, but never shall 1 
forget thu horror of those second* of 
suspense.—Youth's Companion.

Experiment on l)og« Hhowthut l'ul* 
otuble Food Is Easier to Assimilate,
Recent experiments conducted by a 

well known scientist have added much 
to the medical knowledge of the world. 
Dogs were the subjects chosen by the 
experimenter, and It was found that 
the articles of diet which the animal 
was particularly fond of met with u 
great flow of tin* gastric Juices and 
were accordingly digest!*! better and 
more quickly. For purposes of obser­
vation the gullet Of a dog was cut lu 
sections nud fixed lo (In* nock, so that 
the food It ate felt through; the stout- 
neb of thu animal was also divided 
into two portions, into one of whleh 
no food was allowed to enter, tin* other 
being supplied only with thu food acc­
essary to life.

If Nome tempting dainty was held 
before the dog and he evinced tho 
usual MlgtiM of pleasure lu the expect**! 
treut, it was noticed that ut once tho 
stomach Juices sprung into play, al­
though the food when swallowed did 
not reach the stomach at all. Du thu 
other hand, If lie wu* fi*l with some­
thing which he evidently did not have 
any preference for, there was no uc- 
tion of the gastric fluid.

Also, more curious still, when food 
wus Introduced, unknown to tin* mil- 
mill, Into the working half of his stoni- 
icli, it lay there absolutely dry and im- 
loliehed by tie1 digestive Juices for sev­
eral hours, even though Ihe food wero 
of the most digestible sort.

All of which proved conclusively 
(lint mere thought or favorable brain 
uctlon of any sort concerning the food 
eaten not ouly assisted the digestion, 
lint partly caused it. Prof. I’nwlow, 
who made the experiments, think* this 
partly, ut least, explains why men of 
letters arc often dyspeptic. Their 
minds arc busy with things fur re­
moved from their dinners when they 
are eating The connection between 
the none which sends Ihe important 
message dow n to llte digestive nuieliln 
cry below for more oil and the patient 
engineer or nutrition Is m i off.

WE EAT MANY BANANAS.

Tbit Country Im p orts 2 5 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  to
3 0 ,0 0 0 ,0 0 0  Bunches A nn ually .

For the first time in the history of 
the country the sales of United States 
fruits exceeded In valuo tho Imports 
of bananas, lemons ami other fruits 
which wo get from abroad. I*p to the 
present time wo have always boon In 
tho debt of the foreign fruit grower, 
but last year (lie demand for American 
apples and prunes overbalanced the 
imports of fruits.

Tho Americans are great banana 
enters. Every year wo Import from 
25,000,000 to 80,000,000 hunches of this 
nutritious fruit, for which wo pay be­
tween $7,000,000 and $8,000,000.

To this sum may bo added annually 
about $25,000 worth of plantains, a 
fruit closely resembling tho banana 
and used for cooking purposes In tho 
South. Next In importance to bananas 
In tho Import fruit trade aro lemons, 
for which upward of $11,000,000 Is ex­
pended abroad annually, Italy being 
the almost exclusive soureo of supply. 
These two products, bananas and lem­
ons, regularly constitute In value ovor 
one-half the total annual Imports of 
fruit.

CROW THAT CAN TALK. 4 > » t t  t t i ' i i r t t t
° n e  o f  th o  V ery F ew  In sta n ces o f * 

B ird  w ith  a S p lit Ton*ue.

Everybody knows that the Ameri­
can crow can talk freely In bis own 
language, but that he can also learn 
to talk good English Is h fact not 
known even to many of his best ac­
quaintances. It Is not certain that 
every crow can do tbls. But some 
can.

Out West there Is a common black 
crow that has lea mod a good deal of 
English without any direct effort to 
teach him. This particular crow lives 
In Cameron, Mo., and belongs to young 
McGee, the son of a carpenter. The 
bird Is In the habit of greeting various 
persons whom he meets in the streets 
with a loud voice, though aside from 
a few words his vocabulary Is little 
known to the ordinary citizen. At 
home he is very talkative, and Ids 
owner Is sometimes compelled to In­
sist that young crows shall bo seen 
and not heard.

Rev. J. Hibbard Langvllle, preach­
er and ornithologist of Western New 
York, published a book In 1884 In 
which he tells the following about 
a Kansas crow: "An Indian used to 
visit the mission, bringing with him 
one of these birds tamed, with the 
tongue split and able to mltnlc distinct­
ly quite a number of words, as also to 
originate little sentences of his own. 
During one of these Indian visits a 
patch of land was being plowed. The 
crow, with his bright red ribbon trail­
ing behind him on the gronud, was 
busy picking up Insects, and some lit­
tle girls were trying to catch the ends 
of ribbon. Just as their tiny bands 
were about to grasp the streamers the 
wily crow would spring forward, and, 
looking backward, would tauntingly 
say: ‘You didn't, did you?’ "

This is certaluly an Interesting ac­
count of a bird, but the talking crow 
of Cameron Is more Interesting by far, 
beenuse he Is alive to-day and lias a 
town full of witnesses to his clever­
ness. One gray-haired woman relates 
that she was leaving home on a cer­
tain afternoon when she heard a  cry 
of "Grandma! grandma!" She looked 
everywhere, thinking that her little 
grandson hod come, but presently she 
saw the crow peeping mischievously 
from the housetop. Further evidence 
of the crow's speech Is from tho mem­
bers of the North Side School. He Is 
fond of the children, and is always on 
hand when they are outdoors, but the 
janitor says the bird Is never to bo 
seen about there on Suturday or Sun­
day.

He certainly talks, and talks dis­
tinctly, though his list of words was 
confined to a few names. When vis­
ited a t bis home, however, the bird 
talked quite after tho fashion of the 
most skillful parrots, who, It Is said, 
never do their best In strange com­
pany. He called members of the fam­
ily "pa," "nm," "Nora" and ‘‘Homer." 
Ills question, "W hat for?" was Inter­
posed In the conversation with laugh­
able results. He called tho chickens 
to their food, ducking like a hen; he 
mewed like a kitten. It was said that 
he enjoyed a dog fight above all else, 
encouraged it a t the beginning by 
shouting, "Hl-hi-hl!" and adding fuel 
by spirited ejaculations of "Sick 'em!" 
aud "Lick ’em!"

He ploys with children, but fights If 
they disturb him. He will bo 4 .years 
old this spring, so tho youth says who 
took him from n nest In the woods. 
Ho lived upon bread and meat in bis 
babyhood, and the diet evidently 
agreed with him well.—Buffalo Ex­
press.

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The White Mountain Forests.

A
N occurrence of great importance was that In the 
United States Senate recently, when Mr. Burnham, 
of New Hampshire, submitted the favorable report 
of the Committee ou Forest Reservations on the bill 
to establish a White Mountain forest reserve, a measure 

which appropriates $5,000,000, of which one-fifth becomes 
Immediately available to establish a forest reserve of 1,000,- 
000 acres among the granite bills. The Senate ought to 
pass It without question, and the House should concur as 
heartily.

The scenic glory of New England is the magnificently- 
wooded White Mountain rt»glon of New Hampshire. But 
how long could It continue to be so with the continuance 
of the frightful slaughter of trees that hns been going 
on there? Of all the States of the Union the cutting was 
the greatest per acre In 1000; and it Inis lessened very little 
since. Even now the ax 4s denuding the bases of great 
mountains of their virgin forests, and spreading deviation 
and ugliness In its wake. A strong hand must stop this 
work or the beauty and charm of the locality will vanish, 
perhaps forever.

Nor is the question one of aesthetic pleasure only. Into 
it comes tho very practical matter of stream regulation 
affecting very closely the Merrlinnc valley cities of Now 
Hampshire and Massachusetts. The five important rivers 
of the section either rise fa the White Mountains or are 
fed by tributaries that originate there. The New England 
Congressmen should stand as a unit for this bill that means 
so much for the people, and there Is no good reason why It 
should not succeed.—Boston Journal.

Vertical Handwriting.

T
IIE Chicago Board of Education has discussed the 
abandonment of the system of vertical writing, 
taught In the city schools. This Innovation, intro­
duced throughout the country about ten years ago, Is 
a fad that should be dispensed with, it  has no justification 

In the reason of things. The whimsical notion Is about as 
silly as anything could be and survive a whole decade.

What sort of sense Is there in teaching a system of 
writing In schools that must he unlearned and learned 
again In practical life? No business bouse cares to have 
Its books and accounts kept in the vertical style. Business 
men will not have It. So that after the pupil gets through 
public school he must go to a commercial school and learn 
bow to write a plain business hand.

The passing fancy of the faddist In the schools Is the 
cause of the poor penmanship of the younger generation. 
In trying to effect a compwnnise between the ridiculous 
vertical method and a sensible system, the chlrography of 
tho average school boy resembles the manuscript of Horace 
Greeley. How did the notion originate? No one knows. 
Probably the enterprising gentlemen who make and sell 
writing IBooks could give a h in t Our system of public 
education Is, in the last analysis, highly manipulated by 
our fellow citizens who manufacture school books for a 
living.—St. Louis World.

The Celebration of Birthdays.

HY should a man be glad on Ids birthday? If 
life bo worth the living, then each annual birth­
day marks a diminution of the remaining span 
and brings him nearer to the grave, and for that 
reason, If living be worth while, each aticcesslvo birthday 
should be the occasion of profoundor sorrow than the last. 

If, on the contrary, life be not worth the living, why 
should a man mark with a white Rtone the anniversary of 
the day on which be commenced the Journey through this 
dark world and wide? Why should he celebrate the event 
of ills being pitched Into this tumultuous existence, thick 
with troubles?

Whatever horn of the dilemma be chooses, whether he

hold that life be or be not worth living, the man wl* 
rejoices on his birthday lacks logic. The true phlloaophet 
sees in his birthday a suggestion for serious and rather sad 
reflection on the purposes and the pursuits, the Ideals and 
tho realizations of life. He compares his promise with 111* 
performance, his hopes with his achievements, and thi 
comparison, In tho case of an honest tnnn who does nol 
He to himself, Is seldom cheering.

Each day adds twenty-four hours to the tale, and the natal 
day is neither longer nor shorter than any of Its 8*H 
brethren. Lives are uot rlgUly measured by years, but bj 
achievements. The Interval between birthdays Is an arbi­
trary unit. Not that we have survived another year, but 
that we have done deeds worth while, Is the important 
matter. There ts no glory and no reason for rejoicing 
In merely not having died, yet what more than that da 
most, of us celebrate on our birthdays?—Sun Franclsc* 
Bulletin.

Russia and India.

R
USSIA cannot have the least interest in possessing 
India, or even a part of It; but a campaign against 
India represents Russia's only means of defense In a 
war with England. Of coarse, Russia does not wish 
to undertake another war: It did not wish to go to war 

with Japan, and It will not INelf begin a war; but Russia 
will, If It Is attacked by England, seize naturally upon the 
only possible diversion open to Russia, which is a cam* 
palgn against India. If Russia has not seized upon this 
diversion In England's former wars, the reason thereof lay 
in grounds which no longer exist. At that time Russia 
had not gained a firm fooling either In (Vntrsl Asia or In 
Trans-Caucasia, the latter of which had not been brought 
under Russia's yoke At the (hue of the Crlmeuu War. Rut 
now both those regions are stages In Russia's hands on its 
line of advance towards India: they are connected by a 
direct system of railways with llm whole of Russia, and 
they serve as the points of com-euti'Htlou of troops which 
are quite sufficient to undertake a campaign sgainst India, 
and which, ns may be taken for grunted, Is completely 
prepared for such n campaign. Naturally, It Is Just ths 
possibility, and not the Impossibility, of a campaign against 
India which at critical moment* exercises on tho British 
Government that diplomatic restraint and carefulness 
which aro bo displeasing to the English presa Ami Fbauvln- 
lata, but which nre appreciated at their proper worth hy 
sensible Englishmen.—London Globe.

The Wounded Fogle of Waterloo*

E
IGHTY-NINE years have passed since the great Na­
poleon—the lncarnnto god of war—was defeated and 
finally overthrown on the battlefield of Waterloo. In 
thlscpocb-maklng battle French valor shone brilliant­
ly,and although the eagles of France went down In disaster 

no dishonor nttached to tbelr defeat. Recently a monu­
ment In memory of Napoleon’s soldiers who fell at Water­
loo was unveiled on tho field of that htsiorlc struggle. The 
monument was placed near the farmhouse where, the "Old 
Guard" made Its Inst stand. The design of the memorial 
Is a striking one—ft wounded eagle surmounting n tall 
shaft. Shico Waterloo the eagles of France have been 
stricken oven more grievously than they were by Welling­
ton In 1815. lu INTO an army of 178,000 men surrendered 
at Metz to the Gorman conqueror. It Is Impossible to con­
ceive of the first Xupotcon giving up n light with nn nrmy 
of 171,000 valorous Frenchmen lo follow Ills lend. The 
"Old Guard" of 1815 was composed of men who were will­
ing to die, but never to surrender. France honors herself 
lu honoring the vanquished heroes of Waterloo. Sentiment 
Is not extinct In the Gnlllc heart. It has survived Sedan 
and Metz. The "Wounded Eagle" may one day recover 
his Klrength ami revive the glories of the "Old Guard."— 
Baltimore Hun.
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I  AN OCEAN MYSTERY. I  
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Of nil unexplained happenings, none 
leeniH so mysterious ns do those of tho 
•ea, for tho waves keep their secrets. 
Among tho niuny nautical mysteries 
which have been tho talk of seafaring 
folk, that of the Mary Celeste has for 
thirty years taken tho lend. All sort* 
of explanations have been attempted, 
and the Incidents have boon used a t 
tho basis of a well-known soa novel, 
yet no Hatlsfaclory solution has boon 
offered. A writer In tho Now York 
F,vetting Rost has recently summed 
up the facts of the case, and strange 
ones they ate. The Mary Celeste was 
unlucky from the first. Hhe was 
launched in tutu. Bad fortune attoud- 
oA linr vm«y Mini! In Pin World, for, 1)0- 
tug built of green timber, she stuck 
ou the ways ami was Honied only at 
great expense. Her voyages were tin* 
profitable, and after a few years her 
captain, illHcoiii'iigcd by continual loss, 
took bis life.

On Dee. |, IM7II, llio Mary Colexte, 
bound for Genoa, was found by tho 
British vessel Del Gratia about mid­
way between the Azores and Lisbon, 
•drift nud filmnduiicd. Hhe was run* 
ning under sntl, her long boat was 
gone, and Bin chronometer and the 
•hip's papers were missing. It wns ev­
ident she had been deserted In baste. 
By tho log book It was Judged she 
had been cruising without n crew for 
eight or nine day*.

Tho vessel was searched carefully, 
but Hie mystery only deepened. A 
naked, dark-stained cutlass which was 
found on the cabin finer for a tlmo 
entiMed a suspicion of mutiny, but a 
later examination showed tho stains 
to he only rust. There were no traces 
of strife, on tho cabin table lay cloth, 
needle,scissors ami thimble—evidences 
of a woman’s suddenly Interrupted 
•owing. The piNups were dry, tlu* car­
go Intact, and nothing wrong with tho 
•pars or rigging.

The brig wns taken to Gibraltar and 
investigations begun. There was nn 
attempt to prove that tho captain In­
tended to lose his ship on one of tho 
reefs of i bo Azores, but the case fell 
through, Obvious objections to this 
theory were the prosenee of the cap­
tain's wife and child on board and Uie

risking of nil Uvea lu the long boat, 
so fur away from land.

The most possible solution Is offered 
y tho writer lu the Post. He believe# 

that the key 1s to be found In the 
nature of the cargo, In tbe quality of 
wood In which it was cased, und In 
the position of the fore hatch.

When the Mary Celeste wns boarded, 
her sails gavo evidence that she was 
abandoned wkllo running before a 
strong breeze, and had been rounded 
to In order to launch the lifeboat. Her 
fore hatch was lying bottom side up 
on the deck. Her cargo was alcohol 
stored In red oak barrels. Red oak 
Is very porous, and permits the es­
cape of fumes under the pressure of 
high temperature. These alcoholic 
fumes mixlug with the foul nlr of the 
hold moy have generated a gas which 
blow off the foro hatch. Volumes of 
vapor pouring out would have mused 
(be captain to bellevo tho ship wns on 
tire. Accordingly, he lost no time in 
taking to the boat, Intending to lie out 
a t a wife distance. There wns no fire, 
but tho vessel, cmiglit by tho wind, 
sprang awny, mid left tho long boat 
to make a tantalizing and hopeless 
stern chase, and finally, no doubt, to 
ultik beneath the waves. No one will 
ever know', but thin is what may have 
happened.

The Inter adventures of the Mary 
Celeste were Quito In keeping with her 
ill starred early promiso. Hhe wan sold 
for debt, mid proved ft lmd bargain. 
Then sho wns wrecked off Haiti, and 
her officers were arrested for intention­
al destruction of tho brig. Tho case 
in barratry was dropped, but the sus­
picion still lingers that tho owners nud 
the captain had nn understanding that 
the vessel should never roach port.

NEW CURE FOR INSOMNIA.

C om plaiul W ill Dlsnppcur If You Puif
oa uu E m pty P ipe B efore R etir ing ,

Among the recent discoveries acci­
dentally made Is the fact that Insom­
nia may lie cured If tbe person nf- 
fileled will but spend a few minutes 
beforo retiring each night puffing nn 
empty tobacco pipe. The remedy is 
therefore available to those who do 
not smoke, ns well ns lo the devotees 
of the habit, for It is not necessary 
that the pipe shall Jmvn been used by 
a tobacco smoker. To stnokorM the 
remedy Involves no cost whatever, Imt 
of non-smokers the capital outlay of

tho price of a pipe Is required. It 
must be a wooden pipe, and curred, 
not straight.

Having retired for the night, the suf­
ferer should lie perfectly fiat on his 
hack, discarding pillow rests, and puff 
steadily nt an empty pipe until tic feels 
thoroughly drowsy. The desired re* 
suit usually Is achieved after from 
about sixty to 100 puffs hnvo been 
made. The puffing should bo done 
slowly, with a deep inhaling move­
ment. During the entire operation tho 
pipe should nol be removed, ns cnch 
displacing and replacing movement 
tends to wakefulness.

Those cupnlde of great eoncoulratlon 
of thought should, If smokers, tmaglno 
I hey see volumes of smoko, nnd those 
who eschew the burning W'ood will be 
helped hy colliding the puffs.

Ah sleep is often successfully wooed 
while yet the nine t« u% <uP w*Autkr 
bowls of mccrshaum or day are not 
recommended, sIiicq these are liable to 
be broken when the coining of slumber 
allows the pipe to slide from the 
mouth. Nervous people may ho re­
assured that there Is no danger In fall­
ing asleep with the stem edge of a 
curved pipe caught between one's 
teeth. Bleep always oecnslons the grip 
to be removed. That moy hold nlso 
of straight pipes, Imt for other and 
obvious reasons these nre less suitable 
than Ihose with curved stems.

WHERE THE GREAT WEALTH 18.

Great Rlclica ot France D ivided Am ong  
the M ultitude.

In France a man ts called a mil­
lionaire If he Is the possessor of 1,000,- 
000 francs, or, in other words, has 
property worth $103,000. According tx> 
a recent computation by Le Rentier, 
tRe French financial newspaper, there 
are not ‘JO,000 persons In France who 
have that amount of property, though 
there arc possibly ten persons In the 
country who have fortunes of $10,000,- 
000 or more. All the holders of great 
fortunes may easily he mentioned by 
name; only about 100 persons are 
worth between $2 ,000,000 amt $10,000,- 
000, and 14,(XX) have accumulated or 
inherited property valued at from 
$1(13,000 to $380,000. That Is, France 
lias very few rich citizen*. The 
French republic has vast wealth, hut 
it I# divided Into u vast number of 
little savings.

This distribution of wealth in 
Franco is Indicated by the facts that 
in lixrj there was left by persons dy­
ing property of the value of $021,(XX),- 
(XX); hut of the 303,012 Inheritnuces dis­
tributed In that year more than 300,000 
consisted of sums ranging from 20 
cents to $1,030. About two-thlnls of 
the properly to he distributed was hi 
euttiu of $200 In SUIH) The large inher­
itances, from about $50,000 to $100,000 
represented only about 0.04 per cent 
of the total amount, and the property 
to he divided amounting to more than 
$100,000 represented less than O.Ut per 
cent of the total value. If wc go 
through the entire Held of French In­
dustry we ahull see that In the shop, 
(he factory and on Dm farm the man 
of smalt means In the aggregate Is Dio 
moving Impulse In French enterprise. 
France occupies only one eighteenth 
of 11i«* surface of Europe, and Its area 
Is only a little over one llfteenth that 
of this country, but then* are as many 
farm properties lo little France ns 
there are In our wide domain.—New
