Tough On Beavers
The following dispatch sent out to 

state papers from Calumet, is interest­
ing:

"Unless action is taken to lessen 
the increasing number of beavers lu 
the Upper Peninsula, old trappers 
claim that one of the greutest trout 
fishing fields in the United States will 
be ruined. The work of unliuulsln 
damming the stream* has destroyed 
the spawning bed and It is almost \m- 
possible to catch a trout now, where 
a few years ago one could catch hun­
dreds la a few hours.

"Hart Doan of Dick" who is con­
sidered one of the best posted woods­
men and trappers in Michigan, says 
unless something is done tbe streams 
wi)) be depleted within three years. 
The game laws do not permit tbe kill­
ing of beaver before 1911. Mean­
while the animals are increasing rap­
idly. Lumbermen are also complain­
ing on the destruction of tlmlmr by 
the animals, lo many localities 
where streams have beeu dammed and 
tbe banks flooded timber has been 
ruined. Borne lumbermen have re­
stored to dynamite to blow up tbe 
dams, but this does little good, as the 
animals rebuild them and soon tbe 
land is covered with water again. It 
Is then necessary to cut the timber at 
once in order to save it."

FARMERS’ WAYS IN JAPAN.

H o w  T h e y  L iv e ,  W o r k  a n d  I l a v i  
T h e ir  l le lm r.

Straw which American farmers 
throw away Japanese farmers would 
utilize.

Whatever grows or passes to decay la 
of value to him, he managing to get 
ulong ami he happy and contented on 
very little.

One who Is the possessor of n horse 
und cart Is considered to be wealthy. 
It seems very odd to u<, but most of the 
horses belonging to tin* farmers wear 
shoes made of rice straw, even the 
clumsiest horses.

A farmer taking goods to market will 
take extra shoes with him to reshoe the 
horse in the event of one pair wearing 
out The shoes are tied around the 
ankle with straw rope made of rice 
straw, braided so that they form a sole 
for the foot ubout half an Inch thick.

The average shoe usually lasts about 
eight miles of travel.

lu Japan In former times It was usual 
to measure the distance by the number 
of shoes tt took to cover the distance. 
The horse's hut and harness Is also 
mude of the rice straw.

They are too poor to buy harness like 
American farmers would have.

The farmers wear shoes, hate and 
rain coats made of rice straw.

The Japanese farmer usually dwells 
In a comfortable, inviting, faultlessly 
clean home, without a particle of dust 
or dirt.

The transparent paper walls of Ills 
house, made of Imrk from the nilt-oi- 
mata shrubs, flood* bis dwelling with 
light nnd keeps out the wind.

He enjoys good food served In dainty 
but inexpensive dishes made of imtlvo 
wood*.

Even in the houses of tluf poorest 
there ore no visible signs of poverty. 
There Is no squalor In agricultural 
Japan. The humblest ;>easant farmer 
U dean. Industrious and comfortable. 
The area of fence comers abandoned 
on many American farms to wild mus­
tard. pig wood. etc.. would furnUh a 
comfortable living to a Japanese farm­
er. *

la Japan, when a Japanese farmer 
permits a telegraph pole to be erected 
on his land, he has made a great con­
cession to modern reform.

Only the exceedingly rich have fences 
around their farms. Not because of tbe 
cost of the feme, but the value of the 
ground tbe post and picket would con­
sume.

If a border W required It is custom­
ary to plant mulberry trees.

A farm laborer ouly receives from 10 
to 15 cents a day and rice, but, never­
theless, Is happy and contented.

The road drag has had n veritable 

boom the past season, ami tills Is like­
ly to continue, for It seems to be dem­
onstrated that good roads can Ih» made 
by proper and persevering application 
of the drug. If one has not already 
dragged the road now is the time to 
begin- hi fact, any time Is a good 
time to begin. The method of making 
and using tbe drag and Ibe principle 
on which It operates may lie very well 
understood through the following 
statements from National Stockman:

To mulntuln hard, smooth, oval 
earth mads practically throughout the 
year, all that Is necessary Is to go over 
them with a drag after every heavy 
rain In the spring, summer nnd fall. 
I’se the drag while the dirt Is in a 
puddled condition, so that the device 
will smear It down in a sort of layer.

Is generally considered preferable.)

Then the mm aud wind act on this 
moist coating It hardens. Then the 
constant tamping by horses and the 
winds of vehicles beats It duwu as 
nun partly ns tbe dry mud balls which 
the lioys make of day and use lu their 
slungsliots.

At the 
start it may be lower In the center 
tliau at the shies, though uiont roads 
on which the common four horse grad­
ers l ave been ti ĉd are slightly elevat­
ed lu (lie middle. The drag Is made 
so lint It will work up an elevation In 
the center, l’our or fixe draggings 
will establish the oval characteristic 
In almost any road.

GREAT UNDERGROUND LAKE.

Iti'iusrLulilc Mi eel of Wulcr In Ore- 
icon (ituul), MUsuurl.

Month aftcrmoiitli papers and mnga- 
zincs publish glowing account* of the 
beauty and grandeur of the lakes of 
Switzerland, the rivers of Germany or 
the glaciers of Greenland. Tourist* 
uud glob trotters have stood on the 
Alps, “gondolated' in Venice or climb­
ed tbe Matterhorn, but bow many 
American tourists know' anything of 
tbe wonders of their native laud out­
side the old school book wonders of 
Niagara, Yellowstone aud Yosemlte?

In Oregon County, Missouri,and Ful­
ton County, Arkansas, are groujied 
Grand Gulf, Mammoth Spring and 
Spring River, natural curiosities so 
wonderful, so beautiful and furnishing 
so many ojienfng* for Investors that 
were they hid in the forests of Africa 
or within the shadow' of the mountain 
[mik* of southern Europe artists would 
haunt them with their sketch books 
and would ruve of the aoul-lu-
spiring beauty.

The Grand Gulf ts the crowning 
wonder of tbe group. Two shallow 
streams ul>out one-fourth of a mite ills- 
taut from each other flowing In the 
same direction over nn elevated pla­
teau suddenly drop Into canyons 500 
foot deep.

These two canyons form a Junction 
half a mile Mow, where they strike a 
inouutuln lying directly across their 
puth. This mountain has been tunnel­
ed by the nrtlon of tin* water uud the 
natural bridge thus foimed Is no less 
a curiosity und almost equal In size 
to the famous natural bridge of Vir­
ginia. After pu suing through this 
mountain the united stream strikes an­
other inouutuln and tunnel* It for sev­
eral hundred foot and then spreads out

Many parties have entered the 
tunnel uud picnics have boon held by 
torchlight on the margin of the lake, 
but still It remains a mystery.

Tills underground lake Is the reser­
voir w'hlcb supplies Mammoth spring, 
the lurgest spring In the world, with 
Its 00,000 cubic feet of water a min­
ute. The most surprising feu lure In 
connection with this extraordinary 
natural curiosity Is the fact that when 
these grout cauyons are filled with wa­
ter even to tbe arch of the natural 
bridge lmndNHl* of foel deep the vol­
ume of water In Mammoth Kprlng Is 
not. Increased.

Mammoth Hprlng covers 18 acres of 
ground 200 feet deep with crystal wa­
ter. Kpu lined by uu Immeuse at eel 
bridge, unvlgated by naphtha tuuuchcs 
and flowing Its 00,000 cubic f<>ct of

description and the spring alone sup* 
plies water isiwer equal to thousands 
of horse power. It seems to hold Us 
own more serene than the pyramids 
and as unchangeable as the decrees of 
fate. Nothing affects It. Its purity re­
mains umUuuued when showers of 
spring transform mountain streams 
Into veritable sewer* * cloudbursts that 
drow’n wide valleys and drouths that 
drive cattle to the distant lowlands 
neither add to nor take from Its con­
stant, never-varying flow, and the 
keenest blast of old wluter that ever 
waled the Oznrks nnd rushed ns a con­
queror down these sunny hIoik?h has 
never yet been able to capture nnd Im­
prison lu its Icy fetters a single wnve- 
let on the plucld bosom of this mighty 
spring.

HOW TO TELL A BAD RAIL.

McliilliirtcIM M u r  \ o w  I’ln i l  D efect*  
t»r t i d  o f  M ic r o sc o p e .

In his article on the anatomy of a 
steel rail !n Harper’* Mnguzlnc H. C. 
Boynton tells of the way In which de­
fects lu steel rail* are dlHoovered by 
the u-e of the inlcrowope.

“How then," snys the layman, "can 
you tell If that was a good or a bad 
rail?" Then come* tbe inlsoroscope, 
that simple Instrument which has re­
vealed *o many wonders. It now |>tr- 
mils the metallurgist to study tl« anat­
omy of so apparently lifeless a thing as 
h ptoe® of steel. •

With a vertical lllumlnstor or kind 
of reflector which take* the light rays 
from any source and bends them 
through a right angle, and then per­
mit* the observer to look through It 
down on to the polished surface of met­
al equipped with such n reflector at­
tached to an ordinary mlcroseojH? and 
with n number of different lenses call­
ed objectives and eyepieces, the metal 
lurclxt can look at his piece of rail un 
der a linear magnification of forty to 
h thousand diameters. 'Jills menus
that if u spot measuring one-hundredth
of un Inch across be magnified 100 dia­
meters, the orlglual spot would appear 
to the eye of the observer one Inch lu 
diameter.

The young man of to­
day is no longer willing to wait as did 
Jila lather before him for the uatur.d 
accumulation of his saving*, for he 
sec* others plunging into tho Uriel- 
strom of commercialism, not only with 
safely, hut with ft crowning glory of 
success In ills hand* and the laurels, of 
triumph on Uls brow. There are u;cu 
and women in whom and for whom a 
subtle Intelligence serve* a* u good 
substitute for virtue. When both In­
telligence uud Iiiuute virtue ure lack­
ing, natural degeneracy j* the aggre­
gate result. Flush times engender im­
morality sometimes in the most virtu­
ous. The inducement to plunge ou 
other people's money when success 1* 
so apparent und failure so Improbable, 
I* great uud it is a wonder to inauy 
Unit there huve not been even more 
bank failure* nnd eases of blinking Ir­
regularities recorded. Everything cuu- 
►idem], It is no wonder that commer­
cial harlkarl ha* become a favorite 
method of self-destruetlon. Stock gam­
bling is the fir*t step on tlie downward 
path. The desire for gumMing, whleh 
alter a lime becomes an Incurable 
manlu, is Intensified by the desire for 
what the world culls success. The 
trusted employe doe* not steal because 
be I* dlftltouest. When lie steals the 
money he culls It borrowing, but as a 
matter of fact it is downright theft 
He may have no more Idea of retain­
ing it periijunetjtJy than of shootlug 
himself through the head, hut it is u 
matter of record that loss limn fi jn-r 
'•cut of such sjRH-ulators ever win out.

POLYGAMY RARE IN TURKEY.

Mitt A l l o w s  P o o r  W i v e s ,  b a t  Mora  
I l ia n  O n e  I s  Dail F orm .

The ordinary Idea of a hnrem prob­
ably accords little with tlie picture of 
life behind Hie cafetises or screens cov­
ering the windows of tlie seraglio pre­
sented by Mrs. L. L’xrkR-UUUards In a 
lecture at the Waldorf-Astoria. Iu the 
first place, Mr*. Richards stated that 
there was us a rule only one wife iu tba 
tiurciu.

“Polygamy is practically non existent 
among tlie Turk*,” said Mr*. Richards. 
"The law allows a man four wives, but 
make* it ko dillicult lor him to take a 
second one by requiring him to provide 
for her exactly a* he did for the first 
that It I* seldom 'lone. Re.-lde*. among 
the upper classe* polygamy Is not con­
sidered good form. 1 heard of half a 
dozen Turk* who had two wive* while 
1 wa* in Constantinople, and of one 
win had four, 1ml llto.-e are rare ex­
ception*.

"The crowd of women found In i 
Turkish harem I* made up of servants, 
slave* Hiid female dependents. No 
Turk ever lets a relative suffer while 
he has a roof over his head and every 
great house lm* numbers of find) dc- 
(•ondents, both male and female.”

Neither 1* the life of the harem dull, 
according to Mr*. Richard*. No man 
ever enter* it except the hmdmml, son, 
father or brother of the niLtress, hut 
she may receive women friend* nnd go 
to see them.

The relation of the Inmates of the 
harem to one another, Mr*. Richard* 
found very beautiful. Uhltdren were 
irre.it pets, she mild, and servant* nnd 
-dare* were treated with great consid­
eration. Slaves are often treated like 
member* of the family, may marry ft 
son of tho hoii^e nnd ore much sought 
In marriage by men for (he purpose of 
avoiding eomplicatlon* with mothers* 
in-law.

"The Sultan's harem.” sub! Mr*. 
Richard*, "is computed entirely of 
slave*, as the law forbid* member* of 
the imperial family from marrying 
Into the great house? of the realm, lest 
the latter he made too powerful,”

The Turkish woman, Mr*. Richard* 
found. Is quite satisfied with her lot, 
while that of the European woman t* 
regarded with horror by the most en­
lightened Turks,

“It Is true.” said a Turkish ntltelul 
••f high rank aud much culture, "that 
wo marry our daughter* to men whom 
they never see until tludr wedding day, 
hut we do not have the awful Euro­
pean speetnele of angling for men. 
We do not bring them Into the open 
market and sell them to the highest 
bidder”

If, for 
Instnnee, It were pruetlcnhle for the 
president to announce that, In his opin­
ion, two or three changes In tin* Ding- 
toy tariff should lie made, hut that If 
a hill to that effect should contain nny 
other changes than those specified It 
would he vetoed by him, not n ripple 
would lie witnessed on the smooth cur­
rent of the national prosperity. Much 
u dictatorial announcement, however, 
would lie resented bitterly by the fed­
eral legislature, and In practice, there­
fore. might he out of the question. We 
Infer that, ns tilings are now, and so 
long ni our prosperity endures, P r u ­
dent Roosevelt Is s stand putter,—Har­
per's Weekly.
