“The man went into the Jungle and 
killed a dee:, which he presented to 
her, but the fair lady turned away in 
disdain. He went away and returned 
with a ulus (orangoutang), the great 
monkey who haunts the forest, but 
this present wts not more to ber 
taste.

“Then in a fit of despair the lover 
went abroad and killed the first man 
he met and throwing the victim’s 
bead at ber feet, exclaimed at tbe 
cruelty she had made him guilty of, 
but to his surprise she smiled, and 
said that now he had discovered tbe 
only gift worthy of herself.”

And to this day a Dyak girl will 
often refuse to marry a man who baa 
not taken at least one head. Still 
more binding upon the Dyak Is the 
obligation to furnish a fresh head to 
attend the spirit of any dead member 
of bis family.

CHELSEA’S MYSTERY HOUSE
One of tbe most eccentric charac­

ters In London baa Just died In tbe 
person of Dr. John Samuel Hbene, in 
his ninetieth year. He was reputed 
to be very wealthy and tbe proprietor 
o t wbat has been known as tbe “Mys­
tery House" In Chelsea, a big square 
building, with a front decorated in bi­
zarre fashion. From sidewalk level to 
sloping roof It is a Jumble of twisting 
columns and quaint, symbolic figures. 
There are cuddling cuplds, ancient 
goddesses, mermaids. Imps and all tbe 
rest. The story goes that Dr. Hbene 
was reconstructing tbe bouse for bis 
wife, but wben Bbe died be gave up 
tbe task. It is nearly th ir ty  y e a n  
now since tbe bouse was occupied 
and twelve years since It was ar­
ranged in Its present style. Tbe in­
terior Is as curious as its exterior. 
Many of tbe rotns are pillared and tbe 
ceilings glided, frescoed and painted 
la gorgeous style, but aJJ arc in a state 
of dilapidation.

ON THE WAR ISSUE

Europe’s mother-in-law queens most­
ly get on ill with their daughter-in-law 

queens; also with 
their son-in-law 
kings. For fifteen 
years Dowager 
Czarltsa Maria has 
fought with Czar­
ltsa Alexandra for 
Nicholas ll’s soul; 
In England Queen- 
Mother Alexandra 
gave way reluo- 
tantly to Queen- 
daughter Mary; 
Spain’s Q u een - 
Mother Christina 
detests Queen Vic­
toria, and Dutch 

Queen-Mother Emma shuns Prince- 
Conuort Henry of Merklcnburg. Now 
grim war bus brought trouble between 
the widowed Queen Margarita of 
Italy and Queen Helena, wife of Vto- 
tor Emmanuel HI.

It is ubout politics. Both queens 
approve of tbe war with Turkey and 
sew shirts for the wounded, but there 
their agreement ends. Tbe war has 
raised the ugly, insoluble problem 
whether Germany or Prance Is really 
Italy’s friend, and on that hangs tbe 
question whether Italy will stick to 
the Triple Alliance, or run away from 
il and hitcb on to France and tbe An- 
glo-Frnnco-Russlan entente Instead. 
On this same question tbe scribes of 
Germany, Austria, Russia, France and 
England are all wagging tbelr pens.

When war broke out Premier Glo- 
Utti swore that the Triple Alliance 
was all right. Nobody believed him. 
Then the Italians seized twenty-nine 
Turks from the French ship Manouba, 
and tho French got so nasty that Italy 
began to discover that Germany Is, 
after all, a faithful friend, and Prance 
is a painted fraud.

At first only statesmen, newspaper 
writers and other puny mortals fought 
In this wordy war. Uut now remote 
Olympians have Intervened and tak­
en sides. On one side stands elderly 
Dowager Queen Margarita, a repre­
sentative, Intelligent woman, with a 
character of Iron; and on tbe other 
side stands attractive Queen Helena, 

’a representative, Intelligent woman, 
with a character of steel. The pair 
cannot agree and tbelr Intervention 
has turned a tedious newspaper feud 
Into a dramatic, poetical tourney.

Queen Margarita stands for Ger­
many and tbe Triple Alliance—partly 
because as an old woman she dreads 
ail changes and partly because the 
alliance was tbe work of her deceased 
hero. Humbert, who bated tbe French 
for doing him out of Tunis by tbe 
Bardo treaty of 1881. Humbert ad­
mired Germany as Europe’s strongest 
power, und be respected Bismarck, 
though it was Bismarck who secretly 
engineered the whole Tunis annexa­
tion. Four yearn after tbe Austro- 
German treaty of 1879, Humbert 
Joined In with Italy, and tbe Triple Al­
liance which resulted was renewed 
In 1887, and has been continued ever 
since. Dowager Queen Margarita has 
grown old with the Triple Alliance; It 
Is part of ber history and she treas­
ures tbe connection.

It Is quite otherwise with Daugbter- 
In-Law Queen Helena, who backs tbe 
French. Helena Is a Slav, born Petro- 
vltch-NJegoscb, daughter of sturdy oJd 
King Nicholas of Montenegro. Monte­
negrins are a gunning race, and as all 
tbelr guns are gifts of Nicholas II. 
they love Russia. Through that they 
love also France. Also fiery Queen 
Helena has private reasons for being 
Russopbile nnd Teutonopbobe. She 
was educated in Smolny Institute lu 
St. Petersburg, und has bud trouble 
with German*. When In 1890 she 
married Victor Emmanuel, a Berlin 
comic Journal raised ber wrath by 
printing an abusive cartoon about the 
admission ol “Balkan savages” into 
Europe’s royal houses.

THREATENED TO QUIT

The crisis In tbe Hungarian cat* 
Inet, which ended wben Emperor 

Francis Joseph ex­
pressed confidence 
In Premier Count 
Kuehn von Heder- 
vary, had a sensa­
tional development 
the other day la a j 
threat of the era*. 
peror to abdicate.

abandoned, or be would resign.
"As crowned king ol Hungary for 

forty-five years 1 have always respect- 1 
eil tbe internal constitutional rights of 
the nation,” the emperor is reported ; 
as saying: “Hungary never bad a bet- ; 
ter friend than I; yet my sovereign : 
rights are now suddenly contested and 
I am met with distrust.”

The premier interjected: “God for­
bid!”

But the emperor continued: "This 
is no moment for sentimentalities. I ; 
speak after serious reflection.”

The Imperial threat wus tbe result 
of persistent endeavors on the part of 
tbe Hungarians to Increase tbelr par­
liamentary control of tbe national i 
army. The direct Issue concerned tbe 
king's rights to mobilize tbe reserves, ' 
which Hungarian politicians contend 
be cun only do wben parliament bas 
granted tbe recruiting contingent for j 
the current year.

This matter Is one of tbe highest 
importance to the whole empire, as. 
In event of parliamentary obstruction 
preventing the passage of the recruit­
ing levy, the king would be unable to 
call out tbe reserves as a substitute 
for the recruits ir the Hungarians’ 
contentions were admitted.

Tbe king has always been concilia­
tory and anxious to avoid unnecessary 
trouble, but upon everything connect­
ed with his army he takes a de­
termined stand. In tbe present in­
stance bis mnjesty’g attitude bad an 
immediate Influence upon the Heder- 
vary cabinet, wblcb yietded the point 
at Issue, but It is less likely to affect 
political leaders like Count Apponyl 
and Francis Kossuth, who are tbe 
real heads of tbe movement to make 
the army more subservient to parlia­
mentary control.

POPE’S NEW DELEGATE
IS GIFTED PRELATE

Archbishop Giovanni Bonzano, who 
succeeds Cardinal Falconlo up apos­

tolic delegate to 
the United States, 
Is a personal friend 
of Cardinal O'Don- 
nel) of Boston,and 
bus an unusually 
large acquaint­
anceship, ft Is 
eald, among diplo­
mats bore and 
ubroud. He speaks 
Chinese, as well 
as English, Ger­
man and Frencb, 
and be reads Span­
ish and Hindu*- 
tanee. He was 

for years u missionary In China and 
India.

Tbe new delegate is forty-four years 
of age and was born at Vlgevano, 
Italy. He was an acquaintance of tbo 
present pope before tbe latter was ele­
vated. In 1904 he was made a domes­
tic prelate In tbe papal household and 
In 1906 be became rector of tbe col­
lege of tbe propaganda.

Wben be was appointed successor 
of Cardinal Falconlo, Mgr. Bonzano 
was advanced by the pope to be an 
archbishop and was given tbe titular 
see of Mytlleno.

His departure from tbe Eternal City 
was delayed by reuson of tbe fact 
that be desired to spend the Easter 
season there. His request was mads 
known to Cardlnu! Merry did Val, the 
pupal secretary of state, his close 
friend, und the necessury permission 
was lit once granted.

Tbe urcbblsbop ulwuys bus been 
keenly Interested In the progress of 
tbe church's work In this country, and 
It Is expected that he will at once 
take a prominent part In Its propa­
ganda on bis arrival here. A number 
of receptions are to be arranged In 
bis honor, so that lending Catholics of 
tbe country msy have opportunities 
of paying their respecis to him shortly 
ufter his arrival here.

REPUBLIC
Republic is to  have a bank—a state 

bank with a capitalisation of at least 
$25,000 and tbe stock in which is to be 
so widely distributed as to make it 
truly representative of the village’s 
industrial and commercial interests. 
All but a few of the 250 shares have 
already been subscribed and outside 
parties stand ready to take these re­
maining shares—and more, too, if 
they could get them. Those most act­
ively interested in the project prefer 
that the shares be hold by home peo­
ple, so far as possible, and will there­
fore hold the list open for a short 
time longer in order that Republic 
people may be fully accommodated, 
before the outside subscriptions are 
even considered. A meeting will be 
held shortly—probably before tbe end 
of next week—to take the preliminary 
steps toward organization, and from 
that time forward the project will 
move rapidly.

Resides affording banking facilities 
which have been so greatly needed 
for many years past, the project 
means the utilization of one of the 
best business sites Id the village—tbe 
lots at tbe corner of Front street and 
Kloman avenue, which have been va­
cant since tbe Pascoe House burned— 
for this Is to be tbe location of tbe 
new bank. These lots were for a long 
time in tbe possession of tbe Carey 
estate, but within recent years were 
acquired by Louis Laforlas. The 
latter sold them during the past week 
to W. A. Kiebeotbal and Louis Levine 
as trustees for the new bank, and in 
order that tbe bank may own the pro­
perty from tbe outset of its career it 
is probable that the original invest­
ment will be increased from the $25,000 
first planned to $31,000, the addition­
al sum representing tbe purchase price 
of tbe lots aod tbe estimated cost of 
erecting and equipping a small but 
thoroughly modern fireproof structure. 
It is needless to dwell on tbe Improve­
ment that an attractive brick or ce­
ment block structure will make In the 
village’s business section.

One of tbe most commendable feat­
ures of tbe enterprise, so far as It has 
gone, has been tbe manner In which 
the people as a whole have rallied to 
its support. It would be out of the 
question, of course, to expect that 
everyone would view tbe matter in 
just the same light, or even if they ap­
proved from an investment standpoint 
that all should be prepared to take a 
number of shares on short notloe; but 
oertaloly no one would have ventured 
tbe prediction a month or two ago 
that such a generous measure of sup­
port could be obtained for ao enter­
prise of this sort. Tbe explanation 
lies in the fact that representative 
men are at the bead of tbe project aod 
that merchants and individuals are 
willing to rise above tbe little differ­
ences which are bound to creep into 
business and social life and Join In an 
undertaking that is to be of benefit to 
the village as a whole. This progres­
sive spirit Is a credit to Republic.

| r \ M f  of course, the First of May—
^  occasion which has aig- 

W  nlflcanc© of one kind or an- 
V other in a number of differ­

ent countries. For us latter- 
day Americans probably the 
greatest prestige comes from 
tho circumstance that May 
Day is also “Dewey Day," 
meaning the anniversary of 
that memorable spring morn­
ing when our most notable 
living naval hero took his 
fleet into Manila Day and 
dealt the blow which did 
more than any other single 
incident to determine the out­
come of the Spnnish-Amer- 

loan war. To be sure, it is not the custom of the 
nation to indulge In spectacular observances of 
"Dewey Day," hut there Is a general display of 
the hag on residences and public buildings In 
honor of the occasion and it Is a favorite occasion 
for banquets and speech-making.

To go a t once to the other extreme In cata­
loguing the functions of May Day It may be noted 
that May Day Is also “moving day," meaning the 
date on which expire most leases of residential 
property and when, In consequence, there is a 
general flitting to and fro of the folk who live In 
rented houses and In apartments or flats. In 
some communities April 1 Is more generally ob­
served ns “moving dny“ ihnn Is Muy 1, but In 
most sections of the country the later date Is 
preferred. In more recent years, too, custom has 
given October 1 some significance ns a moving 
day, but for the great majority of our people who 
move only once a year, at most, May 1 still has 
the call as a fixed festival for the shifting of 
household shrines.

May Day Is a date marked for Its own by or­
ganised labor not only In the United States, but 
pretty much throughout the civilised world. In 
many cities there are on this day each year 
monster parades of the union labor organizations, 
and It has long been accepted as the most auspi­
cious occasion for Inaugurating great general 
strikes In the various trades. Home May Days 
have been rendered memorable by riotous dis­
turbances. but during the past few years the ob­
servance of tlm holiday has, for the most part, 
passed off quietly.

To all American children May Day Is an event 
to be looked forward to. There are May-pole 
dances and frolics of various kinds In the parks 
!f the weather permits and these are so organized 
as to enlist the participation of the kindergart­
eners and the smallest children hs well as the 
older ones. When weather or other conditions 
prevent the festivities in the open air, special 
exercises are held 1n the school rooms. In short, 
May Day Is for the whole body of American young 
people nn occasion of relaxation and Jollity, but 
for &U that there are so many frolics, dancing 
parties and srvial gatherings on the date, there Is 
one discordant note in the dearth of weddings. 
May 1, and. Indeed, every day In May, would seem 
to be Ideal for weddings, hut the old superstition 
that May marriages are unlucky restricts the 
number of brides on May Day and on the thirty 
days that follow.

May Day, although not always, of course, known 
by that name. Is ono of tho oldest holidays on the 
calendar. In the church calendar tho first of 
May Is the combined day of St. Philip the Apostle 
fnd Ht. James the Jyoss, but tho festivities which 
mark the day in Great Britain, France, Germany 
and oll-'T countries are what may he termed the 
direct descendants of tho nnolent Homan Floralla 
and tho Druidic feasts In honor of the god Bel— 
the Baal of the Scriptures. Indeed, the origin of 
the holiday seems to date still farther back In 
the history of India and Kgypt, and In both of 
those ancient countries the May-polo was a recog­
nized and conspicuous emblem.

History relates that the Druids celebrated the 
first of May by lighting immense fires in honor 
of this deity, and It Is Interesting to note that 
this same custom (for all that It has lost Hs re­
ligious significance) is yet followed by tho Irish 
and the Hcotch Highlander*, Among these rem­
nants of the Celtic stock the festival Is to this 
day referred to ns Hcjflne or Kcnttnlne—mean­
ing. literally, “the day of Del'* fire." There are 
other reminders of the ancient May Day rites yet 
to be observed In certain portions of Ireland and 
flrotlsnd, but these have lapsed to a certain ex­
tent with the advance (>f jt,nn Br„j o1(, invasion 
of a new jtopulntlnn and the curious t>erson who 
would behold tho nbsr rvunee of the traditions 
of May Day In all Its pristine glory must pene­
trate nowadays to some icmote or Isolated ham­
let In the Highlands

Where tlie old customs yet obtain nit tlie youths 
of a township or village meet on Muy Day on 
the nearest moor A round table or altar Is cut 
In the green sod and the entire company station 
themselves In a trench which Is formed uround 
the table A fire Is kindled and a custard pre­
pared of eggs and milk, n huge enko of oatmeal 
being meanwhile knended and baked on the em­
bers. The custard Is eaten but the cake Is merely 
divided Into as many pieces us there are persona 
In the compuny and these pieces are all thrown

^  'A r /s r /w

into a bonnet, one piece having first been black­
ened with cdiarcoal. Then all those present are 
blindfolded and each draws a piece of the cake 
from the bonnet. It falls to the lot of the lad who 
draws tho blackened piece to leap three times 
through tho flames of the bonfire, although ac­
cording to tradition the man who in ancient times 
was unfortunate enough to draw the blackened 
piece was supposed to give himself a literal sac­
rifice to the flames In the hope that the god Haal 
might bo Induced to grunt a prosperous and pro­
ductive year. To this sume origin Is traced the 
modern Irish custom of making the cattle pass 
between fires, lighted at short distances, or of 
having fathers Jump or run through the flames 
with their children In thidr arms.

Tlie iineicnt Jtnmuns, unlike the Druids, made 
May Duy u festival of flowers instead of an oc­
casion for sacrifices, and consequently ft Is rea­
sonable to suppose that most of our present-day 
ideus as to the May holiday in this country mny 
be traced buck to the Homans. Indeed, the 
Images of Flora that graced Hie Homan festivals 
hnd their prototypes in tin* Mny-dolls which were 
until a few years ago universally popular in Kng- 
land and which, in some sections of tlie country, 
are yet paraded on this eventful holfdoy. Homs 
people are Inclined to believe that these May-dolls, 
in turn, suggested the Queen of the May. who was 
once nn Indlspensuhle sovereign at every May- 
Day festivity and who yet presides over every 
such merry-making that attempts to fully live up 
to tradition.

The crowning of the Queen of the Mny (and her 
possible consort, the King) and the dance around 
a May pole nro easily the most picturesque of the 
May-Day customs which hnvo come down to thu 
present generation and been morn or less gener­
ally acepted by them. The regulation May pole 
should he of hlnh and adorned with flowers and 
ribbons. The latter-day custom has been »o set 
tip tlie pole for tlie occasion on May Day <*vo, hut

In London some years ago there were May-poles 
standing permanently in the streets. One famous 
May-pole, erected with much ceremony, was of 
cedar, was put in place by twelve seamen and 
had the nstonishing height of ono hundred and 
thirty-four feet. The Puritans who settled our 
New England states frowned upon tho custom of 
frolicking at a May-pole and one of the early gov­
ernors of Massachusetts cut down a May-pole In 
God's name.

The celebration of May Day in Sweden Is very 
picturesque and embodies many reminders of its 
ancient origin. On the previous evening huge 
bonfires are built in every hamlet and around 
these tho young people dance merrily until all 
hours. May Day Itself is characterized by a fan­
tastic sham battle In which tho opponents repre­
sent, respectively, Winter and Summer. Of 
course, Winter Is always defeated, as becomes an 
occasion that ushers in the true Spring season.

and at tho conclusion of the strug­
gle a figure repreaenting Winter Is 
burned or buried In efllgy. May 
Day Is In fnct the chief and almost 
the only gala day of the Swedish 
children, and they are wont to in­
clude an a fenturo of the occasion 
a splendid banquet to which all the 
housewives are expected to con­
tribute good things to eat.

In the United States, May pole 
dances can be made especially ef­
fective from a spectacular stand­
point by reason of the fuct that our 
national colors, red, white and 
blue, when utilized In the stream­
ers or festoons of the May-pole, 
make for a color scheme that Is 
particularly pleasing as the stream­
ers are entwined during tho prog­
ress of the dance. There is no 
May-polo dance more pleasing to 
the eye than that In which the 
dancers skip lightly In their en­
circling mazes on a level green­
sward. but May-pole dances on 
roller skates, on bicycles and on 
horseback are among the novelties 

which have been Introduced by persons who love 
the bizarre. May Dny hus become a favorite for 
pantomime performances and for out door comic 
plays In which the always popular clowns play a 
most prominent part.

NEED FOR MATERIAL UNDER THE 
EMBROIDERED COVER.

Idea le to Prevent Disaster When
Liquids Are Spilled — Rubber 

Sheeting, While Expensive at 
First, Really Economical.

As a rule, It Is not the mere spill­
ing of a liquid on one’s pretty em­
broidered bureau, dressing table or 
waBhstand covers that spoils them, but 
the Instant effect of that moisture on 
the varnished surface beue&ih. In 
fully nine cases out of ten—on the 
dressing table, at least—the cause of 
disaster Is toilet water, tincture of 
benzoin, spirits of camphor, or some 
similar article with the alcohol base, 
that at onco dissolves the varnish It 
touches and makes a nasty mark on 
the linen above.

Where tho old-fashioned wasbstand, 
with Us bowl and pitcher and soap 
dish, is used Instead of a stationary 
one with running water, the splashes, 
while less disastrous, hnvo to be tak­
en a t once Into account, as oven wa­
ter standing more than a few min­
utes will make sad blemishes on pol­
ished wood.

Many housekeepers put folded pa­
per under tho embroidered covers, but 
this was never more than a make­
shift. Even sheets of blotting paper, 
recently recommended, can only part 
ly arrest the possible damage where 
alcohol has been spilled, as that fluid 
will penetrate with rapidity and even 
a few drops ore able to eat Into the 
varnish,

A far better protection Is given by 
some of the waterproof fabrics now to 
be had. Rubber sheeting, covered with 
fabric on cither side, while expensive 
In comparison with blotting: paper, Is 
true economy In tho end, as It Is odor­
less and impervious to all moisture. 
Next to this, In point of desirability, 
would be a sheet of oiled silk—but 
this would need an undercover of plain 
muslin, to keep it from sticking to the 
wood in case anything warm happened 
to be set on the bureau or stand.

Still less expensive would be ordi­
nary wbito table oilcloth, but If this be 
chosen, it Is wisdom not to use It 
while perfectly new, as It has rather 
a pungent odor until after It has been 
exposed to the air for some time aft­
er leaving the store. This, too, would 
require a cover of muslin or white pa­
per on its waterproof side, but, like 
tho other two materials mentioned, It 
affords perfect security and Is well 
worthy the attention of any one to 
whom the we’fare of fine linen covert 
Is a matter of Interest.

One cup of sugar will sweeten ons 
quart of any mixture to be served 
chilled or f*uzen.

One level teaspoonful of salt will 
■euson one quart of soup, sauce or 
vegetables, says an exchange.

The ordinary Fronch dressing (three 
tablespoonfuls oil, 1H tablespoonfuls 
vinegar, one quarter level tablespoon­
ful salt, one-eighth level teaspoonful 
pepper) will moisten one pint of salad.

It Is a good plan to wipe out all 
greasy utensils with a piece of soft 
paper before washing. This simplifies 
the washing procosi. Destroy the pa­
per Immediately.

English Stuffed Ham.
Select a freshly cured ham and 

have the hone removed. Fill with a 
stuffing made of brood crumbs, purs- 
ley, marjoram, white peppor, salt, one 
green pepper and butler. Tie up se­
curely and Inclose tho ham In a paste 
Of flour ufid water to keep the Juice 
from escaping. Tie In a pudding 
cloth, put In a pot of boiling water 
and boll gently for two hours, or allow 
20 minutes for each pound of 1mm. 
After this, remove tho crust, pare off 
the skin carefully so os not to Injure 
the shape of the ham, put In a roast­
ing pan, sprinkle well with bread 
crumbs, set in a moderute oven and 
roast, allowing six minutes to every 
pound of bom.

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HYGIENE THE TOPIC
International Congress Will Meet 

at Capital in September.

Elaborate "Exhibition of Health” Will 
Be a Feature—To Conelet of Nina 
8ectlone—Twenty-Nine Countrlee 

Will Send Delegate*.

Washington.—For tbe first time In 
tbe sixty years of Its existence, since 
it was called Into being In 1862, to 
meet tbe great pandemic of cbolera In 
Europe, tbe International Congress on 
Hygiene and Demography will bold Its 
sessions In tbls country, at tbe cap­
ital, In direct response to tbe Invita­
tion of tbe president and tbe congress 
of tbe United States. Tbe meetings 
will be held in Washington Septem­
ber 23-28. In connection with tbe con­
gress there will be one of tbe most 
elaborate "exhibitions on health" ever 
assembled. Tbe exhibit will be opened 
tbe second week In September and 
will continue three weeks.

Even though the congress has be­
hind it the history of giving formal 
Indorsement to such epoch-making dis­
coveries as tbe Pasteur treatment for 
rabies and the antitoxin treatment for 
diphtheria and giviug to the world tbe 
knowledge which enabled medical 
practitioners everywhere to take ad­
vantage of these discoveries, It is an­
ticipated that the fifteenth congress, 
In September, will mark a greater 
step in tbe Advancement of health 
than has any previous congress.

Although fourteen other congresses 
have been held in tbe various cap­
itals of Europe, tbls will be tbe first 
time that tbe United States will have 
anything like appropriate representa­
tion. The governors of forty-three 
states already have appointed com­
mittees of representative physicians, 
health officers and authorities on hy­
giene to take part In the discussions 
and to arrange state exhibits in the 
general exhibition. Tbe usual Amer­
ican representation at previous con­
gresses bas been from five to ten del­
egates, whereas at tbe coming meeting 
delegates from every city and town in 
the country are expected, to tbe num­
ber of between six and seven thou­
sand.

Twenty-five foreign countries, too, 
have signified their Intention of be­
ing represented at tbe congress and 
the exhibition. Last week hotel ac­
commodations were arranged for a 
delegation of 300 from Germany alone.

Whatevor may be the announce­
ments of medical discoveries at the 
forthcoming congress, which may 
parallel the von Hehrlng announce­
ment of diphtheria antitoxin In 1883 
and the Pasteur antlrablc treatment 
is  1882, it is Intended that tbe fifteenth 
International Congress on Hygiene 
and Demography shall bring about a 
standardization of hygienic methods 
throughout tbe United States and tbe 
world. This purpose Is well outlined 
In tbe formal announcement of tbe 
ezblbltlon on health which tbe de­
partment of state bas Just Issued and 
wbich specifies that "one of tbe press­
ing needs of tbe times Is tbe stand­
ardisation of hygienic methods and 
the co-ordination and the correlation 
of the work of federal, state, municipal 
and private health agencies."

The congress will be divided into 
nine sections, each of which will have 
lte own program, and tbe work pro­
posed for the various sections will be 
announced from time to time as It !• 
determined. The exhibition will be 
held In a specially constructed build­
ing of vast area now being erected In 
Potomac Park.

"The work of tbe congrees is of 
special importance to the government 
and citizens of the United Btates," 
■eld Dr. John 8. Fulton, secretary gen­
eral of tbe organisation, "Tbe coo* 
gross will bring together about 3,000 
of the most distinguished specialists, 
and other thousands win be attracted 
by the exhibition. Problems of tbe 
greateat Importance to tbe United 
Btates will be discussed In tbe sec­
tions an«i illustrated In the exhibition, 
such as tbe cure and prevention of 
tropical diseases, tbe Inspection of 
animals and meat products and fed­
eral, state and municipal organisation 
for tbe preservation of public health."

President Taft, honorary president 
of the congress, will open tbe con­
vention.

REPORT ON INDUSTRIE!,

Manufacturing statistics of tbe 
Unllod Htates collected by tbe census 
bureau for tbe ten-year porlod ending 
with 1808 show an Increased tendency 
toward diversification in manufactur­
ing Industries.

The report of the bureau shows that 
the less Important Industries of tbe 
oountry showed greater percentages 
of Increase during the period than the 
more Important ones, by far the high­
est percentage being noted In tbe au- 
tomoblio Industry. Exceptionally large 
Increases were credited to the cop­
per, tin and sheet Iron Industries. 
Largo decreases in the average num­
ber of wage earners was shown in 
Iron and steel, blast furnaces, sugar 
and molasses industries.

The manufacturing Industries of (be 
United Btates employ us wago earn­
ers 6,016,046 people; the valuo of the 
products of these Industries Is $20,* 
672.062,000 and the value added by 
their manufacture Is $8,630,261,000-

The number of wage earners In­
creased 40.4 per cent, since 1888 and 
the value of products 81.2 per rent. 
These figures represent the totals of 
manufacturing establishments con­
ducted under the factory system as 
distinguished from the neighborhood, 
band and building industries.

Tht slaughtering and meat-packing

industry ranks first In gross value of 
products, with fl,370,668.000; second 
Is foundry and machine shop products, 
with 81,228,476,000; thin), lumber and 
timber products, with 31.166,128,000; 
fourth, Iron and steel, steel works and 
rolling mills, with 8986,728,000, and 
fifth, flour mills and grist mills prod­
ucts, with 8883,584.000.

MANY LIVES LOST IN FIRES.

More than $427,000,000 In property 
was destroyed and 6,000 lives were 
sacrificed in fires, exclusive of forest 
fires, last year in the United States, 
according to Representative Jackson 
of Kansas, who urged before the bouse 
Interstate and foreign commerce com­
mittee the other day his resolution to 
Investigate all fire insurance compa­
nies. Tbls loss was thirty times as 
great a loss as In all of civilized Eu­
rope, he added.

Members of the committee ques­
tioned the authority of congress to 
order such an Inquiry, but George H. 
Holt of Chicago, an Insurance coun­
sellor, and manager of the policyhold­
ers union, Insisted that It was necee 
sary If regulatory legislation were to 
be enacted by the states.

Mr. Jackson testified that tbe fire 
Insurance industry was a "natural 
monopoly," with optional and Inter­
national ramifications. He said the 
companies apportioned the United 
States among themselves, and fixed 
rates that were unscientific and virtu­
ally Inexplicable.

"Then tbe companies actually hold 
tbe country by the throat?" said 
Chairman Adamson.

"Practically," said Mr. Jackson.
"And the consumer pays the tax?"
"Beyond a doubt. And the strong 

man pays less than tbe weak."

U. 8. PRODUCES MOST SALT.

"Tbe United Btates Is practically 
Independent of the rest of the world 
In the production of salt, and Michi­
gan haa played a leading part In this 
enormous Industry," remarked J. L. 
Kessler of New York. "Government 
reports show that In 1910 tbls coun­
try produced more than 60,300,000 bar. 
rels of salt, valued at about $8,000,000, 
an Increase In gross of about 200,000 
barrels, but a decrease In value of 
nearly $460,000. Six states lead In the 
production of salt: New York, Michi­
gan, Ohio, Kansas, Louisiana and Cal­
ifornia.

“There are many uses for salt be­
side tbe common one In the kitchen 
and oo tbe table. In the preservation 
of fish and meat and in the dairy busi­
ness it plays an Important part. It 
enters Into many chemical processes 
and Is employed In tbe manufacture 
of bleaching powders. Its value as a 
medicine la growing, a salt solution 
having saved many lives/'

BULLETS FOR V/z YEARS.

There is now enough ammunition 
on band to supply tbe United Btates 
army and navy and state militia for 
three and a half years, according to 
Brigadier Oeneral Crozler, chief of 
ordnance of the army, who appeared 
the other day before the house com­
mittee on military affairs, which Is 
drafting tbe army bill for 1913. Gen­
eral Crozler explained that of late 
the government had been contracting 
for enough ammunition from private 
companies to keep them running, as 
an "Insurance" against war,

"I am certain," said the general, 
"that the government arsenals and tbe 
private ammunition manufacturers 
can produce enough ammunition to 
supply our army as fast as It be 
recruited."

At tbe end of the current year, the 
general added, there win be & reserve 
supply of I80.uuo.oou rounds of am­
munition on hand and this figure will 
be Increased 10,000,000 rounds before 
tbe end of another year.

•MILEE IN HIS SLEEP?

While President Taft slept the ar­
tist painted! Tbli Is the story Artist 
Theodore Molkenboer Is telling at the 
expense of tbe president.

Artist Molkenboer came to Wash­
ington by engagement to paint the 
president's picture. The hour set for 
the work was after luncheon one day 
early In tbe week. The president sat 
down In a big arm chair in tbe library 
of the White House and the artist be­
gan his work. Glancing up he saw 
bis subject was sound asleep For 
two hours Artist Molkenboer worked 
end President Taft slept on. Finding 
that the chief exerullvn would Sleep, 
Mr. Molkenboer concluded he would 
go ahead and get the best results pos­
sible. The work shows a splendid 
likeness of the president, awake with 
smiles wreathing his countenance. 
The artist refused to asy whether tbe 
president smiled In his sleep.
