The new cemetery site, tendered to 
tbe city of Negaunee by The Cleveland* 
Cliffs Iron Company and accepted by 
tbe Common Council last evening,will 
be one of tne largest, and certainly 
the most attractive, bu ria l grounds In 
tbe Upper Peninsula. The new 
grounds a re  to take the place of the 
present cemetery, whose capacity is 
already outgrown and underlying 
which are entensive iron ore deposits: 
and in exchange the city gets & tract 
of land sulliclent to answer all needs 
for several generations to  come, con* 
veniently located and far surpassing 
tbe old grounds in natural beauty.

The Cleveland-Cliffs Iron  Company 
some nine j'ears ago secured a lease 
of the tract comprising the present 
cemetery, exploratory and minlog 
privileges being granted upon a  roy­
alty basis: and the company U now 
fulfilling its obligation to  provide a  
new and acceptable cemetery site be* 
fore active mining operations are be­
gun under the present burial grounds.

As a  matter ot fact, T he Cleveland 
Cliffs Iron Company has done far 
more than  merely fulfill tbe letter ot 
its obligation; and the altogether sat 
isfactory outcome of a  situation th a t 
might easily have been fraught with 
serlouB complications Is due to  the 
liberality of tbe president of Tbe 
<*leve land-CIiffs Iron Company, Mr. 
Wm. G. Mather; to tbe diplomatic 
attention given to the details of the 
negotiations by tbe com pany's local 
representative, Mr. C. V. R . T owd- 
sernl; and to tbe conservative views 
of tbe cemetery committee of the 
Common Council, composed of 
Messrs, Dunlel. Shea, John  P. Miller 
and W illiam Heggalon, and the 
thorough Investigation which these 
aldermen made of a ll available sites 
and all other phases of the subject.

LOCATION OF NEW CEMETERY 

There are practically  ninety acres 
in the trac t which Tbe Cleveland* 
Cliffs Iron Company tendered to  the 
city at last evening's council meet* 
Ing, accompanying the proposal with 
a plat of the entire area  and a tenia* 
tive landscape design for the treat* 
incnt of the grounds; for the company 
not only stands ready to  provide the 
acreage needed, but will fence in the 
tract and make all genera! alterations 
needful to convert tbe lands into a 
cemetery. In a general way, tbe 
trac t may bo described as being in 
the extreme northeastern corner of 
the Negaunee city lim its, comprising 
two entire "fo rties”  and between 
fifteen and twenty acres In a  th ird  
" fo rty ,”  the latter having constituted 
pa rt of the M cDonald farm. The 
prebent county road, the main high 
way to M arquette, cuts across the 
southeastern corner of the now ceme­
tery site, the grounds as a whole ly­
ing north of the road, a n d th e d is ­
tance from the center of the truet to 
the city bull is two and one-half 
miles. Many people have had an 
idea that the land lies farther to the 
north than it does, but In reality only 
a short stretch of road will ue needed 
to connect the proposed main en­
trance to the cemetery with the 
county road.

The mutter of distance has been 
widely discussed since the search for 
a cemetery site first began, bu t when 
tl.u limitations made by the geologi­
cal formations in th is immediate vi­
cinity, both as to general locatloe 
and adaptability of soli; and the fur­
ther fact that the state statutes prohib­
it  the location of a  cemetery within 
one-half wile of any body of water 
used by a  community for drinking 
purposes-w hen all of these things are 
taken Into consideration, it will be 
readily agreed tha t the cemetery com­
mittee has pursued the wisest course 
and selected not only tbe most logical 
locution but in reality the only truly 
available one when viewed from all 
standpoints. By way of comparison 
it  may be stated th a t the cemetery In 
Marquette Is about three miles from 
tbe central portion of the city and Es- 
canaba's cemetery is about four and 
one-half miles distant from tbe chief 
residence section.

dimension, and allowance being made 
for paths. The average lot will con* 
t&ln seven grayes, 5x8 feel each.

Though there is to be no line of de* 
m arkation, the cemetery may be di­
vided, generally speaking, into two 
sections, lying respectively east and 
west of the main roadway. These sec­
tions are practically equal in area, 
and the one west of the road will ac­
commodate 10,520 graves and the east­
ern one 17,040—which surely is all that 
could be asked of the present genera­
tion In tbe way of provision for the 
future. Tbe figures given do not in­
clude whatever Bectlon may be set 
aside a* a Rotter’s field.

The division of the cemetery is a 
matter for subsequent determination, 
though it Is possible that the plan 
being adopted In many cities will be 
followed here—-that of making the 
cemetery general and each religious 
denomination consecrating the ground 
as tbe individual lots are used. In 
case a  general division should be 
preferred, there will be no Hoe of 
dem arkation other than tbe main 
roadway. The east and west sections 
are so nearly alike In area  and topog­
raphy tha t there would be no dlfil- 
cully in assigning the portions: In 
fact both Blshup Eis and Mgr. 
Laogner have already slated tha t 
either section would be entirely satis­
factory to them and several ministers 
of other faiths have expressed similar 
opinion.

CITY TO RETAIN CONTROL 

The general control of the new 
cemetery will be vested in tbe city 
authorities and the details of adm inis­
tra tion  will no doubt be within the 
province of the Board o t Public 
W orks. This will make one distinct 
advantage in tha t it will provide for 
a  central place for the issuance of 
burial permits and tbe transaction of 
a ll business pertaining to the cerne 
tery.

Notwithstanding that tbe addition
a) distance involved will make little 
o r no difference in the accessibility of 
the cemetery, several of tbe city 
authorities are of tbe opinion tha t it 
will be but a  short time before a re 
celving vault is built, close to the 
settled portion of the city, so tha t 
bodies may be cared for during the 
worst of the winter months and given 
ioterment in tho spring.

It is also deemed probable that tbe 
street railw ay line will be extended 
before very long to a point not far 
from the cemetery; if, Indeed, it  It 
not brought right to the entrance. 
M anager McCorklndale la known to  
be favorably disposed toward the 
extension, and It seems to be depend­
ent only upon tbe prospect of more 
Immediate returns if tbe extension 
were m ade more to  the southwest of 
tbe city- Even with tbe latter con­
ditions In npnd, it might bn possible 
to  include service to tbe cemetery 
without too great deviation from the 
contemplated route: and whether It be 
by direct line or by a spur with cars 
giving service during a limited num­
ber of hours each day, It may be set 
down as certain th a t It will not be long 
before there is street railway con­
nection with the cemetery.

AMPLE WATER SUPPLY 

The cemetery committee deem* itself 
Very fortunate In the m atter of water 
supply. There Is an excellent spring 
not very distant and this water Is to 
be piped to the cemetery grounds. 
There will bo sufficient full to the pipe 
line to give ample pressure. It will 
be as pure us could be desired for 
drinking  purposes, and a t the same 
time there will be an abundance of It 
fo r general purposes throughout the 
cemetery and with no expense for 
maintenance of tbe supply.

Place has been reserved a t a  centra) 
location in the tract for the erection 
of a  pavilion, which will be large 
enough to furnish shelter to  as many 
as  would be likely to  bo caught in any 
storm. Thoro will also be tool houses 
etc,, for the sexton.

It is expected tha t tho entrance to 
the cemetery will be particularly at­
tractive. At the point where it  l« pro­
posed to build the short stretch of 
road  to  councct the county highway! 
and tbe cemetery entrance, there is a 
little grove of tam arack, and the 
greater number of these trees will be 
left standing, forming a shaded drive- 
v» h v up to the cemetery gates.

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DECIDE CEMETERY SITE
Common Council Designates 

New Burial Place.

------WMI HiAST CM MH L flf CITY LIMIT?

Cleveland-Cilffs C om pany's T ender

N a tu ra l A dvan tages.

The new cemetery site, tendered to 
the city of Negaunee by The Cleveland' 
Cliffs Iron Company and accepted by 
the Common Council last evening,will 
be one of tne largest, and certainly 
the most attractive, burial grounds in 
the Upper Peninsula. The new 
grounds are  to  take the place of the 
present cemetery, whose capacity is 
already outgrown and underlying 
which are entcnslve iron ore deposits; 
aa<l in exchange the city  gets s  tract 
of land sufficient to answer all needs 
for several geoerations to  come, con* 
veniently located and far surpassing 
the old grounds In natural beauty.

The Cleveland-Cliffe Iron  Company 
some nine years ago secured a lease 
of the trac t comprising the present 
cemetery, exploratory and mining 
privileges being granted upon a  roy ­
alty basis; and the company is now 
fulfilling its obligation to  provide a 
new and acceptable cemetery site be 
fore active mining operations are be 
gun under the present burial grounds

As a matter of fact, The Cleveland 
Cliffs Iron Company haB done far 
more than merely fulfill the letter of 
its obligation; ana the altogether sat­
isfactory outcome of a situation that 
might easily have been fraught with 
serious complications is due to  the 
liberality of the president of Toe 
ClevelandCiiffs Iron Company, Mr. 
Wm. G. Mather; to the diplomatic 
attention given to  the details of the 
negotiations by the com pany’s local 
representative, Mr. C. V. R. Town* 
send; and to the conservative views 
of the cemetery committee of the 
Common Council, composed of 
Messrs. Daniel Shea, Jo h n  P. M iller 
and William Heggaton, and the 
thorough Investigation which these 
aldermen made of all available sites 
and all other phases of the subiect.

LOCATION OK NEW CEMETERY

There are practically  ninety acres 
in the tract which The Cleveland- 
Cliffs Iron  Company tendered to  the 
city at last evening’s council meet­
ing. accompanying the proposal with 
a plat of the entire area and a tenta­
tive landscape design for the trea t­
ment of the grounds; for the company 
not only stands ready to  provide the 
acreage needed, bu t will fence in the 
tract and make all general alterations 
needtul to  convert the lands in to  a  
cemetery. In a  general way, the 
trac t may bo described as being In 
the extreme northeastern corner of 
the Negaunee city limits, comprising 
two entire “ fo rties”  and between 
fifteen and twenty acres In a third 
“ forty ,”  the la tte r having constituted 
part of the McDonald farm. The 
present county road, the main high­
way to Marquette, cuts across the 
southeastern corner of the new ceme­
tery site, the grounds as a whole ly­
ing north of the road , and the d i r  
(mice tram the center o t  the truei to 
the city hull is two and one-half 
miles. Many people have bud un 
idea that the laod lies farther to the 
north than it does, but in reality only 
a short stretch of road will oe needed 
to connect ibo proposed muln en­
trance to tho cemetery with the 
county roud.

The mutter of distance has been 
widely discussed since the search for 
u cemetery site first began, but when 
ihc limitations made by the geologi­
cal formations in this immediate vi­
cinity, both as to general location 
mid adaptability of soli; and the fur­
ther fact that the state statutes prohib­
it the location of a cemetery within 
one-half mile of any body of water 
used by a community for drinking 
purposes—when all of these things are 
taken into consideration, it will be 
readily agreed tha t the cemetery com­
mittee has pursued the wisest course 
and selected not only the most logical 
locution but in reality the only truly 
available one when viewed from all 
fetundpoints. By way of comparison 
it may be stated that the cemetery in 
Marquette Is about three miles from 
the central portion of the city and Ki- 
canaba's cemetery Is about four and 
one-ball miles distant from the chief 
residence section.

BE&K a n d  AUftANOKMKVT 

The tentative plans mci it'»*d by 
T he Cleveland-Cllirs Iron r.m p au y  
were prepared by Wat m i H. Manning, 
ii noted landscape designer -»f Buxton, 
Mass., who bus done much work iu

the Lake Superior reglou as  well a s  | 
throughout the United States. The 
platted portion of the entire cemetery 
area is divided into blocks and lots, 
the blocks being rectangular save a 
limited number where winding road-1 
ways make alteration necessary. Main ' 
roadways a re  to be of gravel and the 
others of turf. The average blocks 
contain forty lots, each 15x20 feet in

dimension, and allowance being made 
for paths. The average lot will con­
tain seven graves, 5x8 feet each.

Though there is to  be no line of de­
barkation , the cemetery may be di­
vided, generally speaking, into two 
sections, lying respectively east and 
west of the main roadway. These sec­
tions are practically equal In area, 
and the one west of the road will ac­
commodate 10,520 graves and the east­
ern one 17,040—which surely Is a ll tha t 
could be asked of the present genera­
tion In the way of provision for the 
future. The figures given do not In­
clude whatever section may be set 
aside as a Potter's field.

The division of the cemetery is a 
matter for subsequent determination 
though It is possible th a t the plan 
being adopted in many cities will be 
followed here—that Of making the 
cemetery general and each religious 
denomination consecrating the ground 
as the individual lots are used. In 
case a  general division should be 
preferred, there will be no Hoe of 
dem arkatlon other than the main 
roadway. The east and west sections 
are so nearly alike in area  and topog 
raphy th a t there would be no dlfli 
culty in assigning the portions: in 
fact both Blsbvj) Els und Mgr. 
Laogoer have already staled tha t 
either section would be entirely Batis 
factory to them and several ministers 
of other faiths have expressed sim ilar 
opinion.

CITY TO RETAIN CONTROL

The general control of the new 
cemetery will be vested in the city 
authorities and the details ot adminis­
tration will no doubt be within the 
province o t the Board of Public 
Works. T his will make one distinct 
advantage In that it will provide for 

central place for the issuance of 
burl&l perm its and the transaction of 
all business pertaining to the ceme­
tery.

Notwithstanding tha t the addition­
al distance involved will make little 
or no difference In the accessibility of 
the cemetery, several of the city 
authorities are of the opinion that it 
will be but a  short time before a  re­
ceiving vault is built, close to the 
settled portion of the city, so that 
bodies may be cared for during the 
worst of the winter months and given 
oterment in the spring.

I t  is also  deemed probable tha t the 
street railway line will be extended 
before very long to  a  point not fa r  
from tbe cemetery; if, indeed, It is 
not brought right to  tbe entrance. 
M anager McCorklodale is  known to  
be favorably disposed toward tbe 
extension, and it seems to be depend­
en t only upon the prospect of more 
immediate returns if the extension 
were made more to the southwest of 
tbe city. Even with tbe latter con­
ditions in mind, it might be possible 
to  include service to  the cemetery 
without too great deviation from the 
contemplated route: and whether it be 
by direct line o r by a  spur with cars 
giving service during a  limited num­
ber of hours each day, It umy be set 
down as ceruda tha t it will not be loag 
before there Is street railway con­
nection with the cemetery.

AMPLE W A TER SU PPLY  

The cemetery committee deems itself 
Very fortuuate iu tbe m atter of water 
supply, There is an excellent spring 
not very distant and this water is to 
i)e piped to the cemetery grounds. 
There will he sufficient fail to  the pipe 
Hue to give ample pressure, it  will 
be as pure as could be desired for 
drlokiog purposes, and a t the same 
time there will be an abuadaoce of it 
for general purposes throughout tbe 
cemetery and with no expense for 
maintenance of tbe supply.

P lace baa been reserved a t  a  central 
location in tbe trac t for the erection 
of a  pavilion, which will be large 
enough to furnish shelter to ae many 
aa would be likely to be caught in any 
storm. There will a lso  be tool houses

The physical effect produced upon 

different men In the presence of dan­
ger forms un Interesting study, but in 
many cases the outward signs as Indi­
cated by the actions of the Individual 
In no wise measure the degree of cour­
age or his fear. The pracllce, for In* 

.stance, of dodging shots, “Juck-knlftng" 
under Are, proceeds from a nervous­
ness which Is often purely physical, 
and has but little more significance 
as a test of courage than winking 
when something Is thrown in our fuce. 
The uet is entirely involuntary. A 
general officer, who was killed at the 
second Imttle of Hull Run, was one of 
the most gallant soldiers that ever 
drew a blade. Everybody had predict­
ed Ills early death from the constant 
ami imm-cessary exposure to whh h he 
subjected himself. When under fire 
the agile dodging ho performed was 
a whole gymnastic exercise in Itself. 
His head would hoh from side to side, 
and oecasionally hoh down to his 
horse's neck, with nil the vigor or a 
signal flag In waving messages. These 
aeilons were entirely beyond his con­
trol, and were ti Indications whatever 
of fear. DodfC lo some extent under 
a heavy Infantry lire Is very common.
I can recall only two persons who 
throughout u rattling musketry lire 
always sat In their saddles without 
moving a muscle or even winking an 
eye; one was a bugler In the regular 
cavalry, and the other was Gencrat 
Grant.

When l-'nppnurNl Wiinlcil n IMIul.
Home days ago a former companion 

pilot of mine died, and recalled one 
of those undying lucldents of war days, 
said an old Mississippi River pilot lo 
a reporter of the Ht. 1/>iiIh Glolie-Dtvn- 
or rat. lie and two other pilots were 
drifting down the river one night just 
after having taken somu Confederate 
bouts up. Just as they were *|ui>ndng 
Fumigut's fleet off Vicksburg they 
were balled, but would have drifted on 
past In the dark If a shot had not been 
fired. Knowing well what was wanted 
they planned a moment and then one 
of litem went aboard. The officer of 
the deck asked him if there wen- any 
pilots In the party, telling him Hie 
licit was only walling for some one to

take them up stream. My friend de­
nied his calling, and then the Admiral 
examined him with a manner that in­
dicated that he suspected the truth. 
Getting no satisfaction, he left, whis­
pering a word to his Lieutenant, who 
called the Sergeant-at-arms and re­
marked in an unconcerned way, “You 
may take this man and the two along­
side In the skiff, lock theui up, and 
get them ready to be shot. If they 
can't be of service as pilots, we can't 
he bothered with them as prisoner*.” 
The sergeant took them below, but tho 
bluff didn’t work, for they would have 
been shot by their own folks, the Con­
federates, for serving the Federal 
navy, and they preferred death with 
honor to the same thing without. Three 
days after, a  Yankee pilot was sent 
aboard, and one who knew my friends 
welh The Admiral determined in IC3L 
them again, with a view of having 
hem exterminated if satisfied thev 

were pilots. The prisoners were sud­
denly brought, unprepared, face to 
face with the Yankee pilot, under dOh«* 
scrutiny by the Admiral and his stuff. 
There was, perhaps, the slightest In­
voluntary recognition, but It was not 
detected, and *en when the Northern 
pilot was clc .y questioned as to 
whether he knew them, denied it 
emphatically, and poo-poohed at tho 
idea that they were of the profession. 
This secured their release. I have of­
ten been In their company since, and 
enjoyed the mutual Joke of “You're the 
man that didn't know’ me at Vicksburg, 
eh?”

Detroit Free Press, It was the next 
Sunday after the first Hull Run battle 
our regiment, the Fourth Michigan, 
was hack in its old camp near Wash­
ington.

Investigation proved that 
one of the primary muses of the fail­
ure was the burden of office expense.

I walked into a  Mg [>-and-10 cent 
store the other duy, made a purchase 
and banded a girl clerk the money to 
pay for It. She stepped to a cash reg­
ister, pressed tho 10-cent button, drop­
ped my money Into the drawer and 
that was all there was to It. On my 
way out of the store I met the man­
ager.

"Don't those girls steal from you?" 
I asked.

"Certainly, they steal,” was the re­
ply, "but we eau afford to lose it.”

I dldn t grasp the Idea that any con­
cern could afford to lose money 
through dishonest employes and lack 
of a cherklug system, and I told the 
manager so.

"Well,” he replied, "If you were In 
this business of small saMs what 
would you rather do; Install an ac­
counting department and saleslip sys­
tem, cash carriers and cashiers, a 
complicated system that would coBt 
from $5,000 to $6,000 a year to main­
tain, or lose at the most $200 or $300 
a year through petty dishonesty of 
clerks?”

terfht in the project,'/or the corpora* 
tion will supply s  large quantity of 
shrubbery, which will be disposed 
along the driveways within the cerae- 
tery and give the place a finished ap­
pearance almost at the outset. The 
company has landscape artists under 
cootruct /o r its general work each 
season, and has assured the city au­
thorities tha t these men will be at the 
c ity ’s service for as long a  period as 
may be needed.

There is little danger of another 
change of location ever having to be 
made It has been established, with 
a il the certainty possible, tha t the un­
derlying stra ta  are not mineralized. 
N or is it likely that additional ground 
will ever have to be procured, as the 
present plat makes provision for near­
ly 37,000 graves, counting in some 
sections not included in the hrst-draft- 
ed p la t but nevertheless available.

Considerably more than 100 test 
pits were sunk to determine the char­
acter of the soil, and the committee Is 
convinced that no better location in 
this respect could possibly have been 
secured. Throughout the greater part 
of the cemetery the soil is said to be 
sandy and graves can be prepared 
with much leas trouble and expense 
thun in tho present cemetery.

I’UKSKNT CKMKTKIIY OVKHUUnVDKU

While it has been quite generally 
understood that the present cemetery 
was becoming crowded, it is doubtful 
whether the public realizes iiow close­
ly the conditions have crept up to the 
limit. As a matter of fact there is 
not another entire lot left and all 
tha t cun be supplied are Individual 
graves.

The Common Council committee has 
been at work on the cemetery problem 
for fully five years, and though the 
various delays have caused consider­
able anxiety there Is little doubt that 
the community will be well repaid for 
waiting. Even tbe committee mem­
bers became disheartened at tlmeB, 
particularly when they Inspected some 
promising site which later developed 
some characteristic which made it ut­
terly unavailable. The committee, 
however, now views its selection with 
pardonable satisfaction, and there is 
no doubt that when the new cemetery 
has been platted ami Is in shupo for 
public inspection the committee's work 
will be given general approval.

A young girl of 1850 set 
down In her diary that as Rhe opened 
her window of a spring morning her 
"tears rose and fell at the sight of 
the sweet day!" Team, Unguluhlnga 
and fainting* have gone out of fashion 
w ith hoops and curls. The expression

of deep religious feeling by women ll 
now set In a key different from that 
once used with perfect sincerity. It 
would be foolish to say that ours Is a 
better or a truer form of speech than 
that of a century ago; hut we can 
simply accept the modern tendency 
gratefully, conform to It cheerfully, 
and assure ourselves that the silent 
worshiper Is no lees devout and no less 
moved by penitence or rejoicing than 
those who put a passion of zeal or hu­
mility Into highly emotional hymns or 
persona) ejaculations. When senti­
mentality hides Its head, true senti­
ment may flourish. The gravely 
chosen word, free from a suggestion 
of "gush," often bears a weight of 
meaning under which the more highly
colored, effusive word would l>reak 
down.

Frederick Townseid Martin's state­
ment that "In ten years the Idle rich 
hAve practically disappeared In New 
York" Is Indorsed by W. J. Bryan as 
the testimony of the man moat compe­
tent to speak for this class. The state­
ment Is, however, no more than a re­
iteration of a self-evident fact. It is 
& matter of common observation that 
the supposedly Idle rich are among the 
most industrious members of the com­
munity. When they are not engaged 
in running automobiles for records 
they are busy tooling coaches from 
Fifth avenue to Ardsley or from Lon­
don to Brighton, or racing American 
thoroughbreds on the English and 
French race-tracks. They play polo, 
hunt foxes and follow an exhausting 
round of sport from Newport to Au­
teui). Their occasional leisure from 
these serious pursuits Is occupied in 
defending divorce suits. There could 
be no greater fallacy than that time 
is a burden on the hands of the very 
rich. Few clerks have so much to 
do. The young plutocrat who ordered 
two hlgh-power automobiles before 
breakfast on hearing that a friend had 
received a new car furnished an ex­
ample of the rivalry of wealth from 
which nobody who Is anybody In so­
ciety Is exempt. And as with motor 
cars so with other objects of emula­
tion, from old masters, If the taste 
lies that way, to co-respondents. Tbs 
contagion has spread to the other sex, 
whose social duties allow them no 
respite and for whom there Is only a 
constructive recess between the Palm 
Beach season and the spring and fall 
campaigns a t Lenox or on the Riviera. 
Their industry Is seen In the example 
of the society leader who has found It 
necessary to curtail her hours of sleep 
to attend suffragist conferences. In 
place of reprobation for the miscalled 
"Idle rich" there should he sympathy 
with a class who in Mr. Townsend’s 
apt phrase count leisure a  dishonor 
and are working hard a t recreation. 
For them there U no slippered ease, 
no cotter's Saturday night when the 
toils of the week are over, but a cease­
less lound of inexorable pleasures 
which may well excite commiseration.

W hat is the matter with the churdhes? For several years there has been 
w growing miner mat me ciirmmu uBtirim m lusiug lurpuuei, umi■cu iir  
tianity Is on the decline, tha t fewer men and women are entering the 
church, and those that do Hre taking less interest in Its work; that religious 
life and religious Influence are but shadows of a former substance. Of late 
this belief has seemed to grow stronger, fed by magazine articles and the 
pessimistic if not cynical utterances of some religious leaders. Serious and 
intelligent people in all parts of the country are accepting the theory as a 
condition, and are bewailing the app'roachiug end of Christian institutions.

What are the facts In the case? The St. Louis Globe-Democrat, believ­
ing this to be a vital question, asked Mr. E. M. Camp of New York to supply 
the answer. Probably no man in America is better qualified for such a task 
than Mr. Camp. He is manager of the Church News Association, and for 
many years it has been his business to find out what the churches—all the 
churches—are doing. His knowledge of church conditions is not confined 
to a single denomination; it includes every sect and creed, Catholic as well 
as Protestant, and It is as unbiased as It is broau. Mr. Camp was asked to 
present facts, not theories. He was asked to present figures showing the in­
crease or decrease in church membership In proportion to population; the 
increase cr decrease in the number of churches; the increase or decrease 
in the amount of money contributed for church support; the increase or de­
crease in the amount of money contributed for missions; the increase or 
decrease In church activities, the increase or decrease in church work by 
laymen. In the exhaustive article printed herewith Mr. Camp supplies this 
information and much more. And he shows conclusively that not only is 
the Christian church not retrograding, hut that It Is moving forward and 
upward faster than ever before. Mr. Camp says:

Some years before the breaking out of the War of 1812, Rev. Jay Y. 
Hammond, a New England evangelist, traveled through the central coun­
ties of New York until he reached the shores of Lake Erie, and then went 
westward nearly a hundred miles into tW  panhandle of Pennsylvania for 
•which the mistakes of early surveyors are responsible. He was a great evan­
gelist, was this same Mr. Hammond. He traveled on horseback, of course, 
when he did not travel on foot, and he preached in the various preaching 
places, many of which had been provided by these transplanted New Eng­
landers, although they were without regular ministers to fill them.

from endowments, but gifts from the people who worship in their pews, gifts 
th at are repealed year after  year , and not only rela te d ,  but inoroasodi—Nea 
York does not stand alone. The income of Boston, Philadelphia, Chicago and 
other single churches have increased phenomenally within the past decade.

Growth of Foreign Missions.

I t may be argued that these gifts are for the private glory and public 
advantage of the people who worship in the churches named. The argu­
ments rest on nothing, but grant them for the moment, and turn to foreign 
missions. Surely nobody in America can gain anything lo his persoual ad­
vantage by helping to spread the Gospel in India, In China, In Japan, in the 
islands of the seas. He cannot be charged with self-seeking in so doing. 
What is the record? The growth of gifts to foreign missions last year was 
$1,767,000, and it reached in total amount high-water mark of $24,300,0ui). 
Of this sum American and Canadian gifts are 11 per cent, or $1,256,000, the 
largest sum ever given In a single year by Christians of the countries named.

If anybody.thinks foreign missions are supported for private advantage, 
let him take the situation last year regarding hospitals in New York City. 
Every hospital In New York, with the possible exception of the municipal in­
stitutions, owes its existence to religious, Christian or Hebrew, influence. It 
cost last year to maintain these hospitals $3,357,000, Nobody ever before 
knew such altruism. There is income from endowments amounting to $.781,• 
000, and from pay patients of $989,000. The city gives $438,000, but $1,343,- 
000 was given by private persons. Outsiders gave some of It? If those who 
were 111 depended upon people outside of the churches to help them they 
would fare badly indeed.

If hospitals, inspired and erected by religion, be religious institution* 
that must be supported by the projectors, and the 60 per cent of the popula­
tion are relieved of obligation, what can be said in the case of a San Fran­
cisco earthquake, or a Galveston flood, or an India famine? From 70 to 90 
per cent of all moneys contributed to these causes is contributed by Chris­
tian people. What obligations to a  Messina earthquake sufferer rested upon 
aa American Christian that did not rest also upon an American who does 
not admit Christianity?

There is now sweeping over this country the greatest missionary cam­
paign America has ever known. It was started by business men. It is the

A Positive Religion.

A year or two after Perry s victory Evangelist Hammond came through 
the region again. But he had k o iik Iiow  tost h is  grip. His faith had weak­
ened in spots, lie  was not quite ax sure as formerly about the hell fire. He 
did not express doubts about the efficacy of the blood of Christ to cleanse 
from sin, hut some of lUs hearers thought he meant to express them, or at 
least that he held tin m.

What was the real situation? Why, nothing more than that a preacher 
who had for years dominated religious sentiment lost ais message in part, 
his faith in larger part, and began to fail. People uo longer listened to 
him. Others came in. and he did not keep up with, the profession. In short, 
he fell behind. He reasoned, though, that everything was failing because 
he was. He was unable to distinguish himself from his cause. And the man, 
once so useful, died and wax buried in the belief that he had been in at 
what was almost the finish of the Christian cause in America!

Rev. Ur. William S. Rninsford, an Englishman imported into this coun­
try  by way of Canada, did a wonderful work in St. George’s Episcopal parish, 
New York. Prom a losing proposition he built up something that came to 
be known from one end of the country to the other. Five thousand persons 
owned membership in It, and still do. But after some years the power of 
Dr. Kainxford began to wane. Ill health finally developed and resignation 
followed. There is no one to he blamed. But during the three or four years 
between the beginning of the end and its final consummation Dr. Ralnsford 
wrote annnnally in St. George s Year Book about the failure of the Chris­
tian message. He was unable to see that it was only himself and his plaus 
that were tailing behind, or at least not keeping up with what he fondly 
hoped they might grow to. He imagined St. George's parish to be all Amer­
ica, all the world.

Every few years the cry breaks out that the churches are failing in 
tUelv work. Eminent men, falling in their own work, declare everything 
to be on the downgrade. Others take up the cry, and the result is, in the 
minds of those who make the charges, at least, that the churches are at the 
•bar. All of the victories of the Christian faith seem to go for naught. Some 
people who never went to church in their lives are pointed to as not going 
now. and the lament, is heard that all. or nearly all. is lost. The.past three 
or four years have been very prolific in these wails. The explanation for 
them is easy. There have been tremendous changes, especially in the East, 
where public opinion is made, partly from the incoming of foreigners and 
partly through oommcrcial pressure, due to enormous accumulation of wealth.

Increase of Membership.

Laying arguments aside, there are certain facts in the present situation 
regaiding Christianity in America. It is fair to both sides to state these 
facts. Begin with those relating to membership and to money, and let It 
he stated that religious statistics are far more accurately kept to-day than 
ever before. If statistics of twenty, fifty, 100 years ago, are to be relied 
upon, those made now are far more worthy of confidence, ^he United Slates 
Government took a hand in the making of religious statistics recently. Here 
is what the government finds:

"Of the total estimated population of continental United States In 1906, 
39.1 per cent, or not quite two-fifths, were reported as church members. The 
proportion of the population included within the churches was larger by 6.4 
per cent In 1906 than in 1890.”

The Roman Catholic, the Methodist Episcopal, the Baptist, the Precby- 
terian, the Lutheran, the Disciples of Christ, the Congregational, the I'rot- 
-extant Episcopal and the Hclormed churches are growing in memitership. 
Of these, the Roman Catholic, the Presbyterian, the Protestant Episcopal, 
the Lutheran and the Disciples of Christ had phenomenal growths last year, 
and they have had for a number of years. All hlsloiy has not presented 
such a growth in a century as that of. the Disciples of Christ-- viz., from 
nothing U> 1,330,(WO members. The Episcopal C.iurrh had its largest year 
last year, according to figures just published. In 1890 it passed its 31)0,000 
mark in membership. It will pas* its l.oon.noo in 1912. showing as large 
growth in twenty-two years last pust as (lining Hn* neatly .700 years from 
J607 down to IS90. Never mind why. These arc the fu ts . Immigration 
helps the Roman Catholics and the Lutherans, it lx true, but U also helps the 
populations and brings added but dens to the churches.

C hristians Fay* ig  More.

One may say that these memberships, even If real, arc sentimental. It 
fosls $300,000,001) a year to maintain all of the Christian churches of Amer­
ica. And it never co3t so much as it did last year. Christians are paying 
th is money. Others are not doing *o. The amount invested in churches in 
America In 1906 was exactly twice that of 1890. Double the value in sixteen 
years. In America It Is the teligious body that not only grows in membership, 
hut also maintains Its per capita gifts. For years Episcopalians have given 
on an average almost exactly $20. It is the highest average or any Chris­
tian body in the world. As has been shown, it* membership almost doubled 
within the last fifteen years. Yet laxt year a division of its total gifts, all 
causes, but Its communicants, will gel $20 for quotient us heretofore. Amer­
ica has also the religious body giving the next highest sum per member— 
the Presbyterian, whose average is maintained a t $16.30, and stood at that 
last year, in spite of the fact thut its membership growth was the largest 
of any single year In its history.

Individual churches in the large Eastern cities have annual gifts tha t 
outstrip in amount unyihlng else anywhere. Paris, Berlin, London, even 
Rome, do not for a moment compare with these gifts. For example, London 
has the largest single churches, in point of annual receipts, of any other 
city save America!! ones. Clulstlan chmrhes arc meant, of course. A Lon­
don church with tin annual income oV $13.»iM> Is counted large. In New York 
there are eighteen churches that give m re than $13,000 each to foreign ml*- 
*lonx alone. A score of single churches have Incomes exceeding $30,000 each, 
and half a dozen run up to $200,000 and even more. These are not incomes

The millions who are coming here, Jews, Turks and everybody else, to 
be made over into American citizens—is it not a grave problem? And then 
young men for the ministry.

Shorl-hinded/the rhurdies cannot make 
the progress they ought to make. With the enormous increase in wealth, no­
body pretends to think that the millions given to support churches, hospi­
tals, schools, missions and benevolence is adequate. Why, the $.lui).ooi),ooe 
which supports all of the Christian churches of America this year is not 
nearly so large as men of America spend annually for cigars. As for the 
whisky hill, the automobile bill and hundreds of other hills, (hry, singly or 
together, exceed the Christian bill many fold. It is a pitiable sum In com­
parison that America is sending to Asia and Africa, the America that is so 
richly blessed of God, and Is so strong and powerful. We have not begun to 
peTfoTm out Christian duty.

Singly, the Protestant bodies are attacking the problem of the working 
man. That is, they are trying to find out what the workingman wants, what 
are the grounds for his complaint against then), whether he was ever in 
the churches and has left them, or whether he is slmpi.v putting up excuses 
for not performing his teligious duty along with other people.

A cure for the "come” church Is a "go” one, viz.: One wherein the nter 
are required to go each week and tell some other men at least one thing 
their preacher said on Sunday. Falling to do so, they might be put on 
their conscience not to come again for more wisdom from the preacher. It 
may even be that Christianity will wholly reverse the plan, and instead ol 
"come” churches, will have “go” ones. Indeed, there ere those, and they are 
not few in number, who now hold the old way to be sadly defective, and that 
the new and belter one, viz., the "go” church, to be as much in advance over 
the old or present one aa the new Utah Dreadnaught is over the Half Moon.

FAMOUS EIFFEL TOWER IN PARIS.

The Eiffel tower in Paris, which Is said to have been In danger of col­
lapse owing to floods, is one of the famous structures of the world. It was 
built for the exposition of 1889 by the engineer whose name it bears, and 
is the tallest structure on earth, its height being 1,092 feet. Us base covers 
two and one-half acres of ground. There are three platforms in the struc­
ture, with an elevator to the upper one, but with the exception of being 
a curio, the affair has been something of a failure, It was lo have done 
wonders for the scientific world with its observatory, but tu n e  wonders 
have not materialized, for the tower rocks in n high wind, and even ns n so­
cial resort (each platform, as all visitors to Paris know, caters for amuse­
ment ) it has not proved a great success.

The home Is on the famous old mili­
tary road laid out from Milwaukee to 
Prairie du Chleti In pioneer days ami 
which in the main follows Hie south­
ern water shed of Wisconsin. In 
early days it witnessed far more travel 
than at present und the Brigham tav­
ern. kept by Ebenezer Brigham, was 
a famous and popular hostelry.

The interest of the visitor is divid­
ed between the historic associations of 
the place and the progressive methods 
employed in its management. Here it 
was that the first permanent settle­
ment within the limits of the present 
Dane County was made by Ebenezer 
Brigham in 1828. The site of the orig­
inal log calln is now marked by a

load.
Brigham and others built a fort on 

the prairie below the mounds, about 
a mile and u half from his cabin. This 
structure was to prove of practical 
value during the Black Hawk war 
later on. In this war there was soma 
sharp fighting around this fort and 
four white men were killed.

Charles Ilsley Brigham, the present 
manager of the farm, is a grand­
nephew of the "original Ebenezer" and 
grew up In Milwaukee. He. was grad­
uated from the university in 1883, be­
ing a strong student and ‘honor man.’* 
About twenty years ago he took charge 
of the Blue Mounds farm. To equip 
himself the better for his calling he 
later took a course In the University 
Agricultural College and has been la 
touch with institute and allied work 
much since he began fanning. At 
present he thinks dairying the most 
piofUable line of work on his particu­
lar place and he has fifty cows, ali of 
Jersey stock.

They arc unreachable from the sea, even as they are (in­
discernible, owing to the skill with which they are painted and draped to 
match the surrounding vegetation, while huge screens drop automatically be­
fore them s each shell is fired. They have a range of fifteen miles, and 
could drop shells in Ceuta, in Africa, opposite, quite comfortably. Urn* gun 
weighs 110 tons and is capable of throwing a shell weighing three-quarters 
of a  ton. In that marvel of engineering under great difficulties. the galleries 
are concealed guns for every day in the year. ♦

These galleries are divided Into three sections, entry to which Is guarded, 
while one is closed even to high officers, containing preserved stores, muni­
tions of war, rain water (for Gibraltar lutx no springs), and a complete con­
densing plant—all calculated to outlast a siege of seven years.

The surround­
ing waters are mapped out into squnrex. upon which certain guns are kept, 
ready trained, so that It is almost impossible to miss.

The Negaunee Public Library now 
has  1590 patrons, a g a in  of nearly a 
hundred over the record of a year 
ago. When a  card Is surrendered be­
cause of the holder’s removal from 
the city or for other reasons, the num­
ber U reassigned to the next appli­
cant for a card, so that 1590 repre- 
sents the net number of patrons.

The lib rary’s circulation grows 
proportionately. Figures recently 
compiled for the past calendar year 
show a marked gain over 1908, the re­
cord of book circulation by months

The low record of January , 1909,

was due to the fact that the library
was closed for a week, owing to the 
prevalence of diphtheria. A pril was 
(he banner month in the lib ra ry ’s his 
tory, the highest record previously a t­
tained in the circulation for a  single 
month being 2400, The year 1910 is 
starting  off well, the circulation from 
Jan . 23dto Feb. 23d, which is tbe official 
accounting period, having been 2300, 
and during th is period the library  
wasclosed for two legal holidays—Lin- 
co tn’s and W ashington's birthdays.

In order to protect library patrons, 
it has been necessary to make a strict 
ruling regarding the return of books 
from any home where there has been 
a  case of contagious disease. No 
books returned under such conditions 
will be accepted a t the lib rary  unless 
the volumes are accompanied by 
certificate from a physician to the ef­
fect that the books have been properly 
disinfected. In some cities this work 
of fumigation is done at the library 
before such volumes are returned to 
the BhclveB, but there are no facilities 
for disinfection at the local library  
and the only alternative seems to be 
to  have the work done at the home 
under instructions from the attending 
physician.

That the truant officer will catch you 
if you don’t mind is assured by the 
recent action of the school authori­
ties in issuing the following circular 
to those interested:

You are hereby notified that a  child 
at least seven years of age and under 
sixteen years,aml under your control, 
is no t attending the public schools as 
is required by Act No. 200 of the Pub­
lic Acts of 1905, a6 amended by Acts 
Nos. 74 of 1907 and 03 of 1909 of the 
Compulsory Educational Law. You 
are tnerefore notified to cause said 
child to begin regular and consecutive 
attendance during the remainder of 
the school year. Failure to comply 
with the provisions of this Compul­
sory Education Law. after the service 
of this legal notice, will subject you 
to arrest, and, if convicted, to fine and 
imprisonment as specified in the fol­
lowing clause:

“ I d case aoy parent o r other person 
in parental relation shall fail to com 
ply with the provisions of this act be 
shall be deemed guilty of a  misde­
meanor and shall, on conviction there 
of, be fined not less than fifty dollars, 
o r imprisonment in the county or city 
ja il for not less than two no r more 
than ninety days; or both such fine 
and imprisonment in the discretion of 
the court."

Children between the ages above 
mentioned, who are sent to  school by 
those in parental relation, but who re­
main upon the street, are termed by 
the acts above mentioned as habitual 
truants and punishable.under the law, 
by commitment to the S tate Industrial 
School at Lansing.
