Agents Cannot Deliver Liquor
According to an opinion rendered 

by Attorney General Bird, It Is a vio­
lation of the local option law for an 
agent of a brewery, who has bis office 
in a dry county, to solicit orders for 
beer and then send the order, money 
and name of the party placlog the or­
der to the brewery, reeel ving the beer 
himself and making the delivery to 
the purchaser.

Should liquor be shipped In separate 
packages, directed to each purchaser, 
and placed In one large package di­
rected to the agent, and the agent 
should deliver the liquor to the vari­
ous persons to whom it was consign­
ed, the agent would be a violator of 
the local option law.

Hlrd holds that In both instances 
the agsnt undertakes, on payment of 
the price charged, to deliver to the 
customer a certain quanlty of liquor 
and that in each Instance the agent 
hus control of the liquor until it Is 
delivered.

The attorney general also holds that 
It Is not a violation of tho locul option 
law when the druyugecharge on liquor 
shipped into a dry county is paid by 
the purchaser to whom it Is consigned, 
and the liquor Is secured from the 
railroad station or express office by 
order of the purchaser.

Villages which have barred out sa­
loons under the village local option 
act have no authority to refuse licen­
ses to wholesale stores, according to 
the attorney general. He holds tba 
such establishments can sell liquor by 
measure or In any quantity, providing 
it is uot drunk on the premises.

rope, the western portions of Africa, 
and the extreme eastern part of Aus­
tralia. This eclipse will be the second 
In the series of four, two of the sun 
uml two of the moon, announced for 
the present year, beginning on the 
evening of May 2.! am) ending on the 
following morning, and It will utTord 
an Interesting exhibition well worth 
observing should the sky be favor­
able.

The moou will remuln In thcnurih's 
shadow for 3 hours aud 3d minutes. 
It will enter the shadow at l»:4fi p. in. 
und leave It at 1:22 a, in., the middle 
of the eclipse occurring at 11:34 p. m , 
central standurd lime, nud the total 
phase will continue for almost one 
hour, as the moon’s diameter Is di­
vided Into twelve equal parts called 
“digits," the nmgnitureof the eclipse 
will be 13.2 “digits," so that It will bo 
a little more than total.

The eclipse beginning when the wood 
is well elevated above the horrlzon, 
and at a convenient hour in the even­
ing, it will occur uoder the most fav- 
orabiv conditions for observation, 
and next to the appearance of Hal­
ley’s comet, It will l>e the most popu­
lar celestial event of the year. When 
the moon is emerged In the ' ‘ A r i h ' H  j 
shadow her disk will appear dliurntd 
us If covered with a dark veil, and 
her unusual faintness at the time of 
her “full" cannot fall to attract atten­
tion if clouds do not obscure the view. 
The total phase will begin at 11:09 p, 
m. and end at midnight, but the moon 
will not leave the outer shadow until 
2:3fi u. in., the entire eclipse lasting G 1 
hour* tii.d J mlinileN.

STORE AGE CUSTOMS.

A ncient Hnblte S till E ndore Among 
N atives o f R ural Ronmnnln.

Customs and habits directly trace- 
Qble back to the end of the stone age 
are still observed by the inhabitants 
of the remoter parts of rural Rouma- 
nla, says Dr. Emil Fischer of Bucha­
rest in the Umschau. The latest sta­
tistics show that there are still In Rou- 
manla over 54,000 cftvc dwellings In 
existence, In which a quarter of a mil­
lion peasant folk live. These caves 
are almost as primitive In their ar­
rangements as the original cave dwell­
ings of the stone age.

As recently as In the eighties millet, 
the oldest Indo-Germanlc grain, was 
stil crushed In Iloumanla by means 
of hand mil's And stored in peculiarly 
shaped granaries similar to those used 
by the natives of central Africa. To­
day the Roumanian peasants still use 
ancient plows. At funerals a repast 
named coliha Is partaken of consist­
ing of soaked nnd boiled corn the ex- 
net way corn was first prepared and 
cat*n by the tribes of Europe,

Even to-day -erabapples and wild 
pears are the only fruit known to the 
Roumanian peasant, and his vegeta­
bles are wild herbs boiled with oil 
pressed from sunflower, hemp and 
gourd seeds. Medleal men in rural 
Houniania aro still known among the 
peasantry as wizards.

SAVED BT HIS NAME.

M as Im prisoned (or Murder to De
Cared (or by Supposed V ictim .
When Bernard Carter, a wealthy 

citizen of Seattle, read an account of 
the prison Investigations and expos­
ure of cruelties practiced In Texas, be 
noted the name of Roxer Williams 
among the convicts who testified be­
fore the Investigating board. This Is 
not a common name and recalled a 
man with whom Carter bad bad trou­
ble years ago on a ranch In Crockett 
county, Texas.

Ir, the spring of MOO Carter and 
Williams had quarreled. Due night 
Williams stabbed Carter while out on 
a cattle trail and roiled his body into 
Pet os river. Williams was arrested, 
tried and given a tong seutence for 
the murder of Carter.

A few weeks after the stabbing the 
deconi|>osed body of a man was louud 
In (he river and Identified as that of 
Carter, but It was not. Carter was 
found by a companion, tukeu to the 
railroad aud sent to a hospital at Ei 
Faso. Recovering, he drifted west, 
thence to Central America, and flnalty, 
having accumulated a fortune, settled 
In Seattle ten years ago.

Carter discovered that the convict 
In the Texas penitentiary was the 
same Roxer Williams that had stabbed 
him and that he was serving a forty- 
year term for his murder.

The astonished man at once set 
about to procure the pardon of Wil­
liams. He was successful and has 
taken his old-time partner and assail­
ant to Seattle, where he will provide 
the man with a good home for the rest 
of his life.

Carter and Williams had small in­
terests in several herds of cattle be­
fore the stabbing affair and became 
bitter enemies, fighting over their 
stock. Recovering from his wounds, 
Carter heard that Williams bad 
slipped the country and had never 
been arrested. Williams was 33 years 
old when he was convicted and he 
looks 65 now. He supposed be had 
killed Carter.

EUROPEAN WATERWAYS.

E sp ertsn ces Form Am ple T eslb ook
for American lllv cr  A dvocates.
Statistics show that the developed 

waterways of Germany h-ave resulted 
In such economies In certain branches 
of manufacturing as have placed Ger­
many in a foremost position in the 
world-wide competition in the products 
of these Industries, says Herbert Hruce 
Fuller In Putnam’s Magazine. German 
rivers and canals carry more tons of 
freight per mile than do her railways.

In Germany, as in other European 
countries, R was realized primurlly 
that to enable waterways to compete 
with railways they must be enlarged; 
that steam i>ower must be made avail­
able; and that the many small locks 
must he either replaced by large ones 
or wholly removed. Wherever possi­
ble locks on important waterways 
have been so enlarged that a stcum tug 
with an entourage may be accommo­
dated at a single lockage. By Increas­
ing the tonnage of barges the expense 
of transportation Is naturally reduced.

Herlin. although like Hrussels, an in­
land city, lias been made the center 
of a large and Increasing water traffic, 
although In Germany waterway trans­
portation is considerably impeded dur­
ing the winter months by Ice, the cli­
mate approximating that of our north­
ern states.

The French waterway system U In 
general harmony with that of other con- 
tlTtenlul countries. It Is based on Im­
proving rivers and uniting them by 
canals. The great rivers which form

the main arteries of this system are 
the Loire, the Rhone, the Seine, the 
Dordogne and the Garonne, together 
with their navigable tributaries.

The most ambitious waterway enter­
prise which France has undertaken is 
that connecting the Mediterranean 
with the Bay of Biscay, across the 
southern portion of the country. The 
commercial value and the military sig­
nificance of'this enlarged canal are 
not to be translated into either francs 
or battle ships.

FACTS IK TABLOID FORM.

Eggs from the United States are 
sent to Europe and the Philippines.

In tbe United States the percentage 
of railroads which are not engaged In 
carriage of the mails is very small.

Tbe first bituminous coal mined in 
the United States was found near Rich­
mond, Va., early in the eighteenth cen­
tury.

German electrical workers increased 
from 26,000, in 1895, to 125,000, in 
1908. Their 1909 product was worth 
(156,000,000, against $54,000,000 liU 
1898. Tbe capital employes la (19, 
600,000.

An Anglo-Persian oil syndicate it 
drilling wells extensively at Ahwu, 
on the Karun River, Mesopotsmla, 
Turkish Arabia. This threatens the 
market of American oil, which British 
firms at present control.

Electricity, which picks the ting 
atoms of aluminum from the ore de­
posits, has made the metal possible to 
the commercial world an̂ l in return 
aluminum jiow ranks next to copper 
as t£e most desirable metal for electri­
cal machinery.

Of coffee the United States Is the 
world’s largest consumer. Germany, 
Netherlands, France, Belgium and Aus­
tria-Hungary being next in the order 
named. Of tea, the United Kingdom 
le the world’s largest consumer, Rus­
sia being second, tbe United States 
third.

Experiments which were recently 
made at the Worcester Polytechnic 
show that copper sheets which have 
been electro-deposited with copper pos­
sess much greater heat transmission 
properties than ordinary copper sheets 
which have not been so coated. It is 
suggested that this property may af­
fect the design of condensers, radiar 
tors, etc.

A recent test of wireless telephony 
was made to show its value for trans­
mitting music. Several selections were 
sung in a transmitter at Park avenue 
and 40th street, New York, and were 
listened to by a group of newspaper 
men at the Metropolitan tower. At 
times the singing was very clear, bat 
frequently it was impossible to bear 
anything but a confused blur or sound.

N. P. Fenwick, Jr., notices a curious 
custom In Iceland of depositing writ­
ten verses'on a calm, to be found by 
the next passerby. He translates one 
so found by himself as follows: "I am 
sitting here late and early; hungry 
and cold 1 linger. Sincere friend, will 
you not warm the old one?” The ref 
erence is to an old crone supjjosed to 
inhabit the cairn.—The Athenaeum.

Mamie Is considered the dullest pu 
pll in a public school class. Not long 
ago the teacher assigned a subject for 
a composition and was surprised at 
the comparative excellence of Mamie's 
work, “Why, Mamie," she remarked, 
by way of encouragement, “you have 
done wonderfully well. But, really, 
was It original?" “No, ma’am," re­
plied Mamie, "I made it up myself."— 
New York Tribune.

Many Chinese were wrought up to a 
high state of enthusiasm by the pro­
vincial assemblies opened last Decem­
ber throughout the empire. One na 
tlve schoolmaster was especially fer 
vent. To express his feelings he chop­
ped off one of bis fingers and with tho 
stump wrote out eight characters show­
ing his hearty approval. He brought 
this testimony to the delegates from 
his district in bidding them farewell.

Dr, O. P. Hay expresses the belief 
that horses became extinct in the gla 
elated regions of North America, and 
probably in tbe whole continent, about 
the middle of the glacial epoch. 'He 
points out that all the apparently au 
tbentlc finds of fossil horses Id the 
United States east of the great plaius 
fall into two sets of localities, one 
ranging along the Atlantic and gulf 
coasts, and the other extendlug from 
New Jersey to South Dakota, the lo 
cal It les in the last set lying, with few 
exceptions, close to the southern bor­
der of the drift covered area, Tho 
earliest discovery of fossil horse re 
mains was made near the Ncversink 
highlands.

Noise is systematically fought in cer 
tain German towns. Dr. Auerbach, of 
Frankfort, Jias founded a “Horlety nf 
the Enemies on Noise," which nunr 
hers many adherents throughout Ger 
nmity. The society issues a tmmth'y 
organ full of most soothing reading 
matter. One suggexiion It recently 
published was that hptH keeper 
should keep a black list.of "noisy and 
ill-bred travelers—persons who huhlt 
ually speak in an ovcrpi/wering, shrill 
or squeqjty voice, who Indulge in un 
necessary and Idiotic laughter, or who 
habitually talk scandal or filth. All 
hotel keepers shall he supplied with a 
weekly copy, and tbus, it Is hoped, 
these Individuals will find themselves 
barred from respectable establish 
ments.”

The studio girl showed sixteen slabs 
of cake wrapped In tissue paper add 
tagged with well-known names.

In addition 
to tbe money I got a slice of every 
rake. The money is all gone, but 1 
am still hanging on to the cake.— 
New York Sun.

WESTERN CANADA AS A GRAIN
PRODUCER.

Nnvar Saw Such F in* W heal Aar* 
w here.

Gust. Anderson, of Maidstone, Sas­
katchewan, was formerly of Minnesota, 
and has been In Central Canada thiee 
years. On January 16, 1910, he writes: 

“Arriving fifteen miles from Maid­
stone. I bought a couple of steers from 
a rancher, as my capital was not large, 
and with the two oxen I brought with 
me, I broke 25 acres which I put in 
crop la 1909, and bad to clear some 
brush. I earned (45.00 by breaking 
fifteen acres for a neighbor and dur­
ing tbe summer I put up hsy end 
hauled timber and put up houses for 
othersettlers. Notwithstanding aheavy 
frost on August 12tb. I had 22M, bush­
els of wheat per acre ind 60 bushels 
of oats. Off 35 acres of whest In 1909,
I got 27 bushels of wheat per acre 
and 1,300 bushels of oats off 20 acres.
I never saw such fine wheat anywhere. 
We have plenty of rain between May 
and Auguat and after August seldom 
any but dry, warm days. Water can 
bo had at from 20 to 40 feet, and 
plenty of grasa for cattle."

Tbe evidence of Mr. Anderson Is giv­
en because it la encourages to the 
man of email means who is desirous 
of bettering his condition. It shows 
whst can be done, and there is really 
but small limit to the man with push 
and energy to become wealthy on Can­
adian lands. And the grain that he 
raise* is good. A press dlapatch lays: 

The quality of the wheat continues 
(0  be the feature of the deliveries. In 
the total of 3,378 cars In tbs Febru­
ary inspections there wore 2,847 of 
high grade stuff, a percentage of 84.28̂  
For January the percentage was 82.21, 
and for the six months It was 88.6. 
This Is an unusually high average, and 
It demonstrates beyond the shadow of 
a doubt that the farmers In tbla part 
of the Dominion still know how to 
grow first class wheat. The crop of 
1908 was considered good enough, and 
Its average of contract wheat was only 
70 per cent. Good weather through­
out the season was an important fac­
tor, of course. In insuring the high 
quality of the grain, and It is not 
likely that atmospheric influences of 
so favorable a character will be en­
countered for a long time to come. The 
best that can be expected is that a fair 
average for a term 0* years will be 
maintained.

Fffect o f Fatigue.
Some Interesting experiments were 

recently conducted by the Austrian 
military authorities with a view to 
testing the effect of tbe fatigue of a 
long march on the shooting of trained 
soldiers.

Fifty cyclists of over two years’ 
service undertook a march of sixty- 
five miles in eight hours, the return 
Journey being against a strong head 
wind. Before and after the march 
they fired ten rounds at a target rep­
resenting a section of twenty-six men, 
in extended order, lying down at 500 
yards.
, The experiment was repeated with a 
section of forty-two non-commissioned 
officers of the school of musketry be­
fore and after a twenty-throe hours’ 
exercise In the field, during which 
thirty-three miles were covered. This 
section, chiefly marksmen, made 
elghty-one hits on twenty-one out of 
twenty-six figures before starting and 
sixty-two hits on twenty figures after 
their return. The men, though much 
fatigued, when firing their second se 
rles of shots, made neurly as good 
scores as when fresh before starting.

The results are valuable, says the 
Army and Navy Gazette, as showing 
that the skill of seasoned soldiers who 
are at the same time first-rate shots, 
docs not degenerate much with fa 
tlgue.

Fires Blazed in Forests
Philip J. Ho^an, of this city, dis­

trict deputy state game fish aod for­
estry warden, has found that the for­
estry part of his title, which is a com­
paratively recent addition to the state 
service, constitutes a by no means in­
consequential portion of his duties 
in general. This has been empba- 
ized during the past couple of 

weeks by the prevalence of forest fires 
in several parts of the county. The 
area covered by the flames was not as 
widespread as it has been in some 
years, and only in a couple of in* 
stances in Mr. Hogan’s district, which 
comprises the counties of Marquette, 
naraga-and Dickinson, was there im­
mediate danger to settled communities. 
Hut to leod aid in the extinguishing 
of the fires and collect data as to the 
cause sod the damage done has re­
quired considerable of his time. The 
steady, though not particularly heavy, 
rainfall the fore part of the present 
week seems to have effectually put an 
end to the danger for the present.

The first fire of consequence which 
came to Mr. Hogan’s attention was 
the one in the vicinity of Northland 
which kept the residents in a state of 
anxiety from the titb to the 8th Inst; 
indeed it was only by the heroic ef­
forts of everyone, regardless of sex or 
social position, which saved the town 
itself. This fire apparently bad its 
origin to the southeast of Northland 
and it Bpread until it covered consld-

erable areas in both 42-26 and 42-27, 
advancing northward until it was 
fairly upon the hamlet of Northland. 
Everybody joined tbe brigade on the 
fire line, and the women valiantly 
"manned” tbe one pump which was in 
a location to prove serviceable, send­
ing the men to the front to serve on 
the bucket brigade. The men feared 
that tbe work would prove too ardu­
ous for the women, but tbe latter took 
turns at tbe task and courageously 
kept at it as long as their services 
were required. One of the heroines 
of the occasion was Miss Moody, a 
school teacher, slight in stature but 
possessed of a determination far out 
of proportion to her size. Her exam­
ple, in itself, was a stimulus to her 
companions. Some of the buildings 
within the town limits did catch fire, 
but between the pump supply and 
water carried from Ford river, the 
blazes were quenched. In this terri­
tory some ten or twelve "forties” 
containing much hardwood were swept 
by the flames, but the loss was far 
from total as much of the timber may 
still be cut. Elsewhere in the time 
district tbe fire swept through slash­
ings and brush piles. Mr. Lefeyre, 
tbe township fire warden at Northland 
was in charge of the fire fighting bri­
gade and he is said to have been a 
most efficient commander.

On the Dth there were dangerous 
tires at various points along the Es- 
canaba & Lake Superior railway, the 
situation being particularly threaten­
ing on the Kates branch of this road 
on the inb and 10th. J. M. Stephenson 
ami his foreman, Albert Reese, were 
at the head of the forces here and are 
credited with '*ery effective work, 
though considerable poles and ties 
were destroyed at East Turner and a 
good deal of damage was done to 
standing timber in 44-20 and 44*27, 
the latter township being across the 
line in Dickinson county.

It waB on the Jtb that Floodwood 
was threatened, the situation having 
a wicked aspect for a number of hours, 
So far as can be determined, the lat­
ter lire had its origin around a camp 
established by men who are building 
u highway iu that vicinity. Another 
tire in the district was first noted 
along the line of the railroad, spread­
ing toward the east. The railroads 
are a favorite target for accusation, 
but the assertions are not always well 
grounded, as was proven in some of 
the instances recorded above by the 
fact that the fire* were advancing to­
ward the tracks und not away from 
them, and the distance covered by (he 
spread was sufficient to make it cer­
tain that the origin whs not sparks 
from locomotives. Frequent sources 
of danger are the fires left by careless 
fishermen, while other fires are known 
to have started from careless opera­
tions on the part of farmers clearing 
Und.

iietween the 10th and 12th there were 
quite svriuus fires in the vicinity of 
Kirch. iu .the northern part of tbe 
county, some damage being done to 
standing timber, though the area cov­
ered was mainly through slnshings.

Fires in the vicinity of flowery on 
the 11th and loth apparently may be 
laid at the door of fishermen. Some 
jacg pine was destroyed, but as in 
most Instances the fire spread chiefly 
through slashings. There were also 
fires in Ruragu county about this time, 
and the damage included the burning 
of N. C. Willard’s hunting camp.

Mr. Hogan was at Floodwood the 
day before tbe fire reached its height 
iu that section and be reached North­
land tbe day following the worst of 
tbe blaze. Tbe statistics which the 
warden is required to get are very 
comprehensive, tbe department seek­
ing to get data which will be 
oervlceable iu formulating preventive 
measures in subsequent years. The 
statutes give the district wardens a 
great deal of authority, and when

they are able to reach tbe scene of a 
forest fire they are expected to assume 
charge of the situation, supervisors 
and township wardens being subordl 
nate. They are empowered to enter 
upon lands, destroy brush and take 
any otner measures which may seem 
necessary. They are also authorized 
to employ any and all assistance 
which they may deem necessary, and 
If there should be any lack of volun­
teers they may demand tbe assistance 
of the people at large. Express pro­
vision is made for tbe district deputy 
to summon township wardens from 
beyond tbe confines of their respective 
districts and mass them at strategic 
points.

Mr. Hogan Is particularly desirous 
of prompt notification of all forest 
fires, and asks supervisors, township 
wardens and people generally to aid 
him in this respect.

It was the re- 
mQ.lns of Mary Ann Elmore, who died 
:• rty-one years ago and who was the 

$er of Mrs. William Greene and 
u. William Cleary of that city, 
he body was contained in a her­

metically-sealed metallic casket and 
this probably accounts fo»* Its petrlfi- 
cation. Through the glass lid it was 
noticed by the workmen, who dug up 
the remains, that the body was almost 
In a perfect state of preservation. 
The facial features were clear and un- 
marred. The relatives were notified 
of the fact and it was determined to 
open the coftin. The surfaco of the 
body responds to the sense of touch 
precisely slmllur to stone. The body 
is probably not solid rock now but is 
merely incrusted with stony matter.

Tho wax flowers and the shroud, in 
which the corpse was clothed, were 
also in a perfect state of preservation. 
This adds considerably to the won* 
torment. None of the other bodies 
If at were exhumed have been petrified.

James Klndlin, who passed away at 
tbe home of bis son-in-law and daugh­
ter, Mr. and Mrs. Miles Doyle, was a 
pioneer settler in Marquette county, 
having been a continuous resident of 
this section between fifty and sixty 
years. For two score years or more 
tbe family home bad been at Saods, 
where he had a large farm as well as 
timber interests.

Mr. Klndlin was a native of Ireland 
and was born nearly eighty years ago 
tbe dale being June 20tb, 1P30. He 
came to tbit couotry as a lad barely 
of age and early drifted to tbe Lake 
Superior district. He was for a num­
ber of years thereafter ia the employ 
of tbe late Edward Breltung, making 
charcoal, at Greenwood. He event­
ually became pit foreman, for it was 
in tbe days before the erection of tbe 
masonry kilns and tbe charcoal was 
made in pits. He also did similar 
work at tbe Iron Cliffs location.

He afterward removed to Marquette 
and for some time w&9 proprietor of a 
hotel. About tblrty-five years ago be 
Invested Id land at Sands and cleared 
a largo*si zed farm. This he profitably 
operated for many years and be was 
also engaged in the timber contract­
ing business.

During his residence in Marquette 
be was married to Miss Mary Dough­
erty, who with fire children, survives 
him. Tbe children are Mrs. Miles 
Doyle, of this city; Mrs. Louis Hill, 
Sands; Mrs. Joseph Ward, Detroit; 
Mrs. Hans Olson* Sands; and George 
Klndlin, a guard at tbe Marquette 
branch prison. His parents died 
msny years ago and tbe only surviv­
ing relative in bis immediate family, 
William, a brother, died in Wiscon­
sin last autumn.

Notwithstanding bis many years of 
hard labor Mr. Klndlin enjoyed good 
health until very recently. Some six 
weeks ago he became quite ill and 
spent a few weeks at the hospital In 
Marquette, then coming to the home 
of his daughter in this city. Here he 
was again stricken and after confine­
ment to his bed of only about a week 
he passed away. Though he had re­
tained many of the rugged character­
istic* of pioneer days, Mr. Kindlin 
was at heart a kindly man and he 
stood high in tbe esteem of his neigh­
bors at Sands, who knew by long ex­
perience of his charity and helpful­
ness and who bad found bis word as 
good as his bond.

Tbe funeral was held yesterday 
morning, services being conducted at 
St. Paul’s Catholic Church at fi 
o'clock.

James Jordan, an old and respected 
citizen of Negaunee, passed away last 
Sunday, after an extended illoess, at 
bis home in Barn street. Deceased 
was forty-seven years of age and his 
long residence in Negaunee had en­
deared him to a Urge circle of friends 
who mourn with tbe relatives in their 
sad bereavement. Mr. Jordan is sur­
vived by his widow and four children, 
Mrs. Jordan being a daughter of Mr. 
and Mrs. Frank Bashaw who reside 
In Snow street.

Deceased was a member of tbe Mod­
ern Brotherhood, under whose aus- 
1 pices tbe funeral was held Wednesday 
afternoon at 2 o’clock, services being 
held at the bouse.

THE FIRST ROAD MAKERS

The buffato was a good surveyor. It 
did not reason out why it shoqld go 
In a certain direction, but Its sure 
instinct took It by the easiest and 
most direct paths, over high lands 
and low, to the salt-licks and water­
courses, which were its goal. The 
author i of ‘‘The Story of the Great 
Lakes” Edward Channing and M. F. 
Lansing, say that the buffalo observed 
something like the principles which to 
day govern the civil engineer.

As soon as the explorer landed on 
the southern shores of Lakes Erie, 
Michigan and Superior, he came upon 
buffalo road;* or "traces.” Sometimes 
these were narrow ditches, a foot wide 
and from six Inches to two feet deep, 
trodden down by thq Impact of thou­
sands of hoofs, as herd after herd of 
buffaloes had stamped along in single 
file behind their leaders.

When the first path became too deep 
for comfort, because of repeated 
travel, the buffaloes would abandon It 
and begin a second path alongside the 
first, and thus the frequented traces 
would be gradually widened.

Again, an Immense herd of these 
heavy animals would crash through 
the forest, breaking in their rapid 
progress a broad, deep road from one 
feeding ground to another. As this 
route would be followed again and 
again by this and other * herds, it 
would become level and hard as a 
rock, so that there was great rejoic­
ing in pioneer settlements when the 
weary road makers, struggling with 
log causeways and swampy hollows, 
came upon a flr.m, solid buffalo trace. 
Nor was this an uncommon experi­
ence.

The line of many of these roads Is 
followed to-day by out railroads and 
canals, as it was followed by our lo? 
roads and turnpikes.

The buffalo followed the level of the 
valley; be swerved round high points 
whenever It was possible, crossing the 
ridges and watersheds at the best nat­
ural divides and gorges; and he 
crossed from one side of a stream of 
water to the other repeatedly in order 
to avoid climbing up from the level, 
after the fashion of our modern loop 
railways.

Every old and broken down polltl* 
clan is a Boss Buster
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How to  Cut Down The Meat Bill

NCLE 8AM has had his own way long 
enough. M<rs Columbia has decided that 
It Is time for her to assert her rights and 
to take a share in promoting the peace 
and welfare of these United States. Be­
ing a woman, Miss Columbia's first offl- 
claJ act Is in behalf of her sex. When 

Miss Columbia Issues a cook book it's supjicsed to be 
the law and the gospel of all good and patriotic cooks, 
it comes out with all the jiower and authority of the 
government of the United States behind it, and it bears 
upon its cover the great seal of the Department of Ag­
riculture to show that It’s the real thing.

This cook book of Miss Columbia's is not a fancy af­
fair. It is a practical publication for a practical pur­
pose. After showing that there (s little difference "in 
the nutritive value of the different cuts of butchers’ 
meats, the book takes up, first, the question of economy 
In buying. The Juicy, tender cuts of good flavor sell 
for the higher prices. When porterhouse steak sells for 
25 cents a pound, It may be assumed that In town or 
village markets round steak would sell for about 15 
cents, and chuck ribs, one of the best cuts of the fore­
quarter, for 10 cents. - This makes it appear that the 
chuck ribs are less than half as expensive as porter­
house steak and two-thirds as expensive as the round. 
But apparent economy Is not always real economy, and 
In this case the bones In the three cuts should be taken 
into account. Of the chuck ribs, more than one-half 
is bone or other materials usually classed under the 
bead of "waste" or “Mow " ifce round, one-twelfth 
is waste, and of the porterhouse one-efenra. In buying 
the chuck, then, the housewife gets, at the prices as­
sumed, less than one-half pound of food for 10 cents, 
making the net price of the edible portion 22 cents a 
pound; In buying round, she gets eleven-twelfths of a 
pound for 15 cents, making the net value about 16% 
cents; In buying porterhouse she gets seven-eighths of 
a pound for 25 cents, making the net value about 28% 
cents a pound. The relative prices, therefore, of the 
edible portions are 22, 10% and 28% cents; or, to put It 
In a different way. a dollar at the prices assumed will 
buy 4% pounds of solid meat from the cut known as 
chuck, 6 pound* of such meat from the round, and 
only 3% pounds of such meat from the porterhouse.

The choice of cuts should correspond to the needs of 
the fumlly and the preferences of its members. Care­
ful consideration of market conditions is also useful, 
not only to make sure thut the meat Is bandied and 
marketed in a sanitary wuy, but also to take advan­
tage of any favorable change In price which may be 
due, for Instance, to a large local supply of some par­
ticular kind or cut of meat. Jn towns where there is 
opportunity for choice, It nmy sometimes be found more 
satisfactory not to give all the family trade to one 
butcher; by going to various markets before bu/ing the 
housekeeper is in a better position to hear of varia­

tions in prices and so be in a position to get the best 
value.

Almost any meat bones can be used in soup making, 
and if the meat is not all removed from them the 
soup is better. But some bones, especially the rib bones, 
If they have a little meat left on them, can be grilled 
or roasted into very palatable ulshes. The “sparerlb’' 
of -Southern cooks Is made of the rib bones from a 
roast of pork, and makes a favorite dish when well 
browned. The braised ribs of beef often served In high- 
class restaurants are often made from bones cut from 
rib roasts.

Trimmings from meat may be utilized in various 
“made dishes," or they can always be put to good use in 
the soup kettle. It is surprising how many economies 
may be practiced In such ways and also in the table 
use of left-over portions of cooked meat If attention is 
given to the matter.

Meat pies represent another method of combining 
flour with meat. They are ordinarily baked in a fairly 
deep dish, the sides of which may or may not be lined 
with dough. The cooked meat, cut into small pieces, 
Is put into the dish, sometimes with small pieces of 
vegetables, a gravy is poured over the meat, the dish 
la covered with a layer of dough, and then baked. Most 
commonly the dough is like that used for soda or cream- 
of-tartar biscuit, but sometimes shortened pastry dough, 
such as is made for pies, it used. This la especially 
the case in the fancy Individual dishes usually called 
patties. Occasionally the pie is covered with a potato 
crust, In which case the meat is put directly into the 
dUh without lining the latter. Stewed beef, veal and 
chicken are probably most frequently used In pies, but 
any kind of meat may be used, or several kinds in com­
bination.

Chopping meat Is one of the principal methods of 
making tough and Inexpensive meat tender. In broil­
ing chopped meat the fact should be kept In mind that 
there is no reason why It should nof be cooked like 
the best and most expensive tenderloin. . To begin with, 
the broiler should be even more carefully greased than 
for whole steak. This makes it possible to form the 
balls or cakes of chopped meat-with very little pressure 
without running the risk of having them pulled to 
pieces by adhering to the broiler. They should be 
heated on both sides even more quickly than the steak, 
because the chopping has provided more ways of es­
cape for the Juice, and these openings should be sealed 
as soon as possible,

Chopped raw meat of almost any kind can be very 
quickly made into & savory dish by cooking it with 
water or with water and milk for a short time, then 
thickening with butter and flour, and adding different 
seasonings as relished, either pepper and salt alone, or 
onion Juice, celery or tomato. Such a dish may be 
made to "go further" by serving It on toast or with a 
border of rice in some similar combination.

COTLAND Is preparing for a unique celebration of the estab­
lishment, 100 years ago, of the first savings hank in that coun­
try. A savings or "frugality bank" was opened at Ruthwell, 
Dumfriesshire, Scotlaud, in 1810. The idea was borrowed from 
England, fthere Jeremy Bentham had proposed a well-devised 
system in 1797, based somewhat upon the original scheme of 
the first savings bank founded In Brunswick, Germany, in 1705. 

In (be first years of their activities the savings banks of Great Britain 
were not under governmental cootral. It was not until 1817 that the gov­
ernment recognized their growing utility to the public. In that year acts 
were passed which brought all the banks uuder a system of government 
control. The British bank proved popular and profitable, and in 1816 a 
savings bank, following the English plan, was opened in New York City. 
Just before that a savings bank had been opened at Philadelphia and dur­
ing the same year the first Incorporated savings bank was started at Bos­
ton. Postal Having* banks were Instituted In England In 1861, through the 
advocacy of the late William E. Gladstone. Many other countries followed 
the English example and agitation begun In the United 8tates more than 
a quarter of a century ago Is likely to result In the establishment of a sys­
tem of postal savings banks in this country before Jong.

In the United Kingdom the present aggregate of savings accounts Is 
approximately $1,119,295,600, of which the post office holds about $778,649,- 
009. The aggregate number of depositors exceeds 10,090,000. The savings 
bank depositors do not, however, represent the total small savings accounts 
In Great Britain, as a large sum Is carried in other agencies, such as friend­
ly, co-operative and building societies. '

The trial In Venice of Countess 
Tarnovsky, known as "the enchan­
tress," on the charge of being a con­
spirator In the plot that killed Couut 
Kaniarowakl. her second husband, a 
wealthy Russian nobleman, has monop­
olized public attention there. Maria 
is a woman of remarkable beauty, yet 
she has been compared to "The Vam 
pi re” In Kipling's poem of that name. 
Her past Is filled with death, broken 
hearts, wrecked lives and ruined 
homes. She has been the direct cause 
of the murder of two men. Two othpr 
men for love of her stand In peril of 
life Impriaonmi nt—In Italy there is no * 
capital punishment. She Is beautiful ! 
enough to have sat as (be model for 
the vampire In Burne-Jones' famous 
painting. Hhe is cold and heartless 
enough to have inspired Kipling's 
poem. j

Other persona on trial wjtn “the en­
chantress" were M. Prilukoff, a law­
yer; Dr. Xaumoff, a Russian student, 
and Elsie Perries, maid to the coun­
tess. Xaumoff is the man actually ac­
cused of having slain the nobleman. 
The prosecution asserted that the 
countess having fascinated Count Ka- 
matowskl, married'him, and persuad­
ed him to insure his life for $100,000 
and will the Insurance to her, enticed 
Xaumoff to sboot him. It l* alleged 
that both Xaumoff and Prilukoff were 
among the many lovers of the “en­
chantress." Prilukoff acted as her 
lawyer when she was divo eed by 
Count Tarnowski. and be Is said 
to have fallen under her spell at first 
sight. He is now 37 and the countess 
Is 31. Xaumoff U 21. The court in 
which the trial was held is in the 
tribunal of St. Mark, which overlooks 
the Grand canal, and a police gondola 
was used daily tn conveying the pris­
oners to aod from the courtroom. 
Through the windows of their cells the 
prisoners could catch a glimpse of the 
columns of the plazetta, the arcaded 
facade of the Doges' palace, and the 
domes of San Marco.

The story of which the trial was the 
climax U one of the most romantic In 
the history of crime. It reads like a 
tale from the days of the Borgias. Poe, 
Gaborlou or Conan Doyle never wrote 
a more intricate or fascinating mys­
tery. It was claimed that the Machl- 
avelian plot was conceived in the cun­
ning, murderous brain of the woman. 
Her subtlety, her consummate art as 
an actress, her plots within plots, the 
diplomacy she displayed In playing off 
one of her lovers against the other, 
stamp her as. one of the world's clever­
est criminals. Her game was one of 
life and death, but she played It with 
tire coolnes and calculation of one

moving pawns upon a chess board.
"If," Aid the late ('esare Lombrosa, 

the famous criminologist who studied 
her, "the Countess actually conceived, 
planned and carried out the tragedy 
which resulted in the murder of Count' 
Kamarovsky, she Is the most remark­
able criminal of modern times. Her 
methods show an absolute mastery of 
masculine sentiment, passion and cov­
etousness. Her presumed idea of hav­
ing one lover slay her husband, and 
then having another lover dispatch 
him so as to prevent him from becom­
ing her accuser is absolutely original. 
The crimes of the Borgias and of the 
Strozzi offer no parallels.

"Her antecedents must have been 
very remarkable, for It Is unusual for 
one of criminal proclivities to plan so 
rational a conspiracy that fts execu­
tion would have been accepted by the 
public without question. Had her law­
yer, Prilukoff, In the first instance, not 
so elaborated his defense as to have 
aroused suspicion, and had the assas­
sin, Xaumoff, been killed as planned, 
or had the confessions of the Countess

and Prilukoff not been shown him, he 
would undoubtedly have committed 
suicide, as the Countess had foreseen. 
On learning that she had betrayed 
him, the desire, which could only b« 
attained by living, naturally possessed 
his mind, thus diverting his Inborn 
homicidal tendency from suicide."

Countess Tarnovsky Is 30 years old. 
She had been noted always for the 
charm of her conversation, her ability 
as a linguist and her skill as a musi­
cian. as well as for her physical allure­
ment. She is rarely beautiful. Five 
feet nine In height, but of a graceful 
and supple figure, she is of majestic 
poise and carriage. Her green-black 
eyes under their heavy lids are soft 
and insinuating. Her white, smooth 
brow Is crowned by a mass of brownish 
black hair which gleams golden-bronze 
in sunlight. In a word, the Countess 
is a human heirogiyph. seeming to re­
fute all theories of physiognomy. Her 
face is not. In any faint suggestion, an 
Index of her character. She might be 
taken for a madonna, but never for a 
murderess.

Has Patented Flour Sifter
George McEcbron, who has spent 

much time at Forsyth and who Is well* 
known in Negaunee, though his legal 
residence is in Oklahoma, has patent­
ed a flour sifter which will be a thing 
of joy to the housekeeper and doubt­
less will bring fame and fortune to Us 
Inventor, for It Is the only flour sifter 
In the world which can be operated 
with ooe band, leaving the housewife's 
other hand free to stir her cake mix­
ture as the flour is sifted In.

As all housewives, and even most 
mere men, well know, the common 
type of flour sifter is cylindrical In 
form and Its contents is agitated by 
rotatlog wires turned by means of a 
little crank at tbe end of the handle. 
One band Is needed to hold the contri­
vance, while the crank is turned by 
the remaining band. Mr. McEchroo's 
automatic sifter Is based upon a prin­
ciple differing radically from those in 
common use. His application was 
filed February 23rd, 1010, and the pa­
tent was Issued under date of May 10, 
1010.

Instead of being cylindrical, Mr. 
McEcbron’s flour sifter Is rectangular 
In form, the top being open and tbe 
bottom being covered with a wire 
screen. The sides are reinforced 
with wire bands, making tbe sifter ex­
ceptionally strong. The flour is not 
whirled about In this sifter, but In­
stead Is agitated by a wire arrange­
ment bent Into a series of loops wblcb 
lie flat upon the screen. The wire 
loops scrape back and forth upon tbe 
screen and the flour is thoroughly 
agitated as It Is made to fall through 
tbe screening.

Projecting from the side of tbe re­
ceptacle Is a handle; or what tbe lay­
man might call two bandies, one be­
ing stationary and tbe other having 
connection with the looped wire. The 
stationary handle fits Into tbe palm of 
tbe band, while the fingers encircle 
the movable handle. Compression of 
the hand drags tbe looped wire across 
the sieve and springs send It back to 
Dormal position as soon as tbe pres­
sure of tbe fingers Is relaxed. Tbe 
sifter therefore Is operated as well as 
held with tbe one band; the other 
hand being left perfectly free to stir 
the material into which tbe flour is 
being sifted.

A manufacturing company has al­
ready undertaken the manufacture of 
the now sifter and It will shortly be 
on ealo in Negauneo as we]) as else- 
where. It is to bo sold at a moderate 
price and undoubtedly will be in great 
demand. This is but one of several 
inventions which Mr. McEcbron has 
patented, but it promises to outstrip 
all the others in popularity.
