City Election

Xegftuc.ee is to have one of tbe live' 
1 test municipal elections ibftt it has 
seen in a number of years. The Tax* 
payers1 and People’s parties have put 
full tickets In tbe field, with the soil* 
lary exception that Oscar Field, Tax' 
payers’ candidate for supervisor io 
tbe Third ward is unopposed. The 
mayoralty candidates are Capt. Wil­
liam S. Heggaton on the Taxpayers’ 
and Edward C. Anthony on tbe 
People’s. Mr. Heggaton is tbe city's 
present mayor, and several years' ex­
ig e n c e  in this post coupled with ex* 
teoded service as an alderman previ­
ous to beoomiog tbe chief executive 
have thus far made him an invincible 
candidate for bis party.

Mr. Anthony has been absent from 
tbe city, having returned only within 
tbe past day or two, but now that be 
is on tbe ground he may be relied up- 
0 0  to lose no time In getting into tbe 
thick of tbe political fray, for he Is a 
seasoned campaigner. He has served 
as mayor of Negaunee before and un­
til recently bad been a member of tbe 
Hoard of Public Works for several 
terms.

Next to this battle royal over the 
mayoralty, tbe recordersblp contest 
is tbe ^iief topic of discussion. John 
T. Burns, who has held the post for 
several terms and has given excellent 
service, is tbe Taxpayers’ candidate. 
His opponent is Sidney Williams, a 
capable young man, who however is 
comparatively new io the political 
Held, though be was a candidate two 
years ago.

Tbe ward campaigns promise to be 
equally strenueus. The Taxpayers’ 
candidates are all men who are now 
tilling tbe positions to which they 
seek re-election; in fact there are few 
among them wbo have not seen from 
three to five years’ service, while 
some could multiply this by two or 
three. Individually, the People’s 
party ward candidate* have not bad 
as extended a political experience, 
but there is a vetefM or two among 
them and with tbe benefit of ooaching 
from the party leader*, all may be ex­
pected to make the "Ids” do some 
bustling if they are to retold their 
seats

Robbers are Active

After extended freedom from rob- 
beries, Negaunee 1s experiencing a 
little fiurry in consequence of a cou­
ple of depredations. Tbe police are 
actively at work, and though they are 
hopeful of ultimately rounding up tbe 
culprits, they have to admit that thus 
fur they have been able to make Utile 
headway.

The first robbery was that of St. 
Paul’s Church, where costly altar fur­
nishings were taken last Tuesday 
mornlog. Thu theft is believed to 
have been committed between G und 0 
a. id . ,  during a comparatively brief 
absence of the Janitor. Entrance was 
effected through a door, tbe fastening 
to which was insecure or perhaps bad 
been left entirely unlocked. It would 
appear that the robber either was 
well acquainted with the surroundings 
or on some previous occasion had op­
portunity to make a careful survey, as 
it is doubted whether be would other­
wise have beuu able to locate und make 
off with the most valuable of furnish­
ings in tbe limited timeathis disposal. 
The articles which are missing aru a 
gold oiborium and a gold pyx, but 
more careful search would buve re* 
vealed several other coetly furnish- 
lugs.

The saloon of Joseph Bessolo In 
Silver street was entered some time 
Tuesday night or early Wodnosduy 
morning and a small sum of money 
was taken from the cash register, the 
robber or robbers fulling in tbelr 
effort to open tho safe. Entrauce was 
effected from tbe rear and the outer 
door had been smashed io with an ax> 
while two other doors had to be forc­
ed before tho Intruder had the free­
dom of the saloon. The handle and 
bioges of the safe were considerably 
battered, but the robber failed utterly 
in his attempt to get into the strong 
box, where a considerable sum of 
mooey was reposing. Notwithstand­
ing tbu racket which must have at­
tended the smashlog of the doors and 
the attack on tho safe, the family of 
Mr. Hunsolo, who have apartmunts on 
the second Huor, were not awakeoed.

Died in England

Charles H. Vincent has received the 
sad intelligence of the death of his 
mother, Mrs. Elizabeth Vinceot, wbo 
passed away at the family home in 
Voguebelotb, Iilogan, England, oo 
Sunday, March 14th, aged 83 years. 
Notwithstanding her advanced years, 
Mrs. Vincent had kept In quite good 
health up to a few months ago. Mrs. 
Crotbers, a Negaunee resident who re­
turned just before th^holidays from a 
trip to England, had visited Mrs. Vin­
cent and had fouod her active aod 
cheerful. Mrs. Vincent began to de­
cline after tbe first of tbe new yeer 
and from the advices which had since 
come across the ocean the childreo 
who reside in this country were not 
unpreparod for word of her demise.

Deceased wus the widow of James 
Vincent, wbo died at West Tolgus 
January 9th, 1889, aged 61 years. 
Five children survive: Charles H. 
Vincent, Negaunee; James Vincent. 
Kearsarge, Mich.; Waltor Vincent, 
Iilogan, Eng.; Mrs. John Oxnam, On­
tonagon; aod Mrs. Samuel Rogers, 
Kearsarge, Mich. Tbe funeral was 
held from tbe Iilogan church on Thurs­
day, tbe 18tb ult.

Increase Force Soon

Within a month the Oliver Iron 
Mining Company will add several 
hundred men to the forces they are 
now employing at Ishpeming and No- 
gaunee mines. The properties which 
are to be operated oo a larger scale 
are the Section 16 mine at Ishpeming 
and the Prince of Wales miou 
at Nugauoeu. and the increase lo 
forces would be made Immediately if 
stocking room was available for the 
additional oru to be mined. It Is ex­
pected tbut the ore now in stock will 
begin to move to the lake ports be. 
fore the end of April and that it will 
thus be possible to Increase the oper­
ating forces by May 1st and possibly 
a week or so before that datu. Only 
one shift bus been employed at these 
mines during the past winter and live 
days constituted a vpiek’s loperatlon. 
The machinery equipment at both 
properties bus been put lo excellent 
condition and with double shifts work­
ing full time the oro production can 
soon be brought up to a figure equal 
to the record for the most prosperous 
years.

The Oliver Iroo Mining Company is 
a subsidiary of tbe United Status 
Corporation, which has immense 
stocks of ore awuiting conversion in­
to commercial uses. Consequently 
tnere Is no immediate need for opera­
tion of its minus upon an increased 
scale and the order which permits 
greater activity ut the Ishpeming and 
Negaunee properties is due to the 
representations made by W. J.OIcott, 
president of tbo Ollvor Company, und 
Frank E. Keete, superintendent of 
operations on tbe Marquette range, 
wbo were anxious that work should 
be provided at the earliest possible 
date for men wbo were affected by tbe 
curtailment of operations last autumn, 
lo recruiting the force preference 
therefore will be given to those wbo 
weru formerly employed by the com­
pany.

Death of Mrs. Koob

Mrs. Elizabeth Koob, who was a 
member of one of NVgauneeV pioneer 
families, having resided here for up­
ward of half a century, died last Sun­
day morning at the family botoe in 
Clark street. Mrs. Koob had been a 
sufferer from diabetes for the past 
eleven years, and during the past three 
week, she had been greatly weakened 
by complications of pneumonia and 
bronchitis. Though her condition be­
came critical last Saturday, Mrs. 
Koob preserved her faculties almost 
to the eod and to her was granted tbe 
rare privilege of retaining conscious­
ness until after the last rites of her 
church had been administered.

Mrs. Koob’s maiden name was 
Elizabeth BerrlDger, she having been 
a daughter of the late Capt. George 
B. and Mrs. Elizabeth (Erbelding) 
Berringer, Lake Superior pioneer*. 
She was born in Bavaria, Germany, 
November 1st, 1848, and was 11 years 
old when the family came to this couo­
try. They spent a few years in the 
South and West before settliog in the 
Lake Superior district about 1863. 
Mr. Berringer at once engaged in 
mining work and at the Cleveland 
mine in Ishpeming and the Jackson 
mine in Negaunee laid tbe foundation 
upon which be was to build a reputa­
tion us one of the foremost mining 
men of bis day. It was under bis 
supervision that the tunnel in the 
Jackson mine' was made—an engineer­
ing task which attracted wide atten­
tion not only at tbe time but for many 
years afterward. In&ubsequent years 
he did exploratory work at tbe Rol­
ling Mill property and later became 
one of tbe pioneers on the Gogebic 
range, where he opened the Pabst 
mine at Ironwood. Mrs. Berringer 
died in 1882 and tbe captain passed 
away a number of years afterward. 
It was during tbe term of Capt. Ber­
ringer as mayor of Negaunee that the 
municipal waterworks system was 
planned.

The marriage of Frank V. Koob 
aod Miss Elizabeth Berringeroocurred 
in Negaunee in October, 1866. Elev­
en children were boro to tbecouple.of 
whom six, together with tbe husband, 
survive. Theobildrenare: Frank Koob, 
Jr.,of Crystal Falls; John A..Spokane, 
Wash.; Robert K., Peace River, I3.C., • 
Adolph, Negaunee; Henry C.. Seda- 
11a, Mo ; and Miss Elsie Koob, Negau­
nee. She is also survived by a sister, 
Mrs. Adolph Haas, of Houghton, and 
a brother, John R. Berringer, of Day- 
ton, Ohio. Throughout her loug 
residence in Negaunee, Mrs. Koob 
was among the city’s most highly 
respected women, her death is mourn­
ed by all and the family have the 
sympathy of tbe community in their 
irrepurable loss.

The fuoeral was held Wednesday 
morniog. a solemn high mass being 
celebrated by tbe pastor, Rev. H. A. 
Buchboltz, with Rev. Tostevun us 
deacon and Rev. George Dlogfeideras 
sub-deacon. The services were very 
largely attended and among those 
from out of town were: Mrs. Adolph 
Haas; Houghton: Mrs. V. Erbelding, 
Miss R. Erbelding, Miss C. Jacobn 
and Mr. apd Mrs. James Moloney, 
Marquette; Mrs. P. Arnold aud 
daughter, Olive, Escanaba; and Frank 
Koob, Jr., of Crystal Falls, u son who 
reached here Saturday morning und 
thus was able to be with his mother 
for the greater part of a day prior to 
her demise.

Likely to be Freed

Andrew Hundquist, the man who 
was arrested here by Marshal New- 
combe at the request of St. Luwrencu 
county (N. V.) authorities on achargo 
of criminal assault, is likely to gulu 
Ills freedom within a reasonable time, 
according to Attorney Theodore A. 
Thoreo of this city, who was retained 
by Hundquist. Mr. Thoreo accompa­
nied the New York officer and tho 
prisoner to New York aud at ouce in­
stituted an Investigation which con- 
firmed Hundqulst’s version of tbe af­
fair and left little doubt that the man 
would be ucquitted If the case ever 
reaches trial. In view of the expense

ECONOMY IN BOILED BEEF
Many and Variable Ways by Which 

the Meat May Be Used to the 
Best Advantage.

Since soup bones now cost twenty 
cents where they used to cost five 
cents, It Is more economical of time 
and fuel to buy a good boiling piece 
of beef than the shank. Of the sev­
eral cuts that nearest the shank— 
namely, the heel of the round—is a 
good one to get. Every scrap of tbe 
meat ia usable either when hot or 
when warmed up in sauces, a nice 
curry sauce perhaps, or one made 
by cooking a number of vegetables in 
the same Btock. Tbe stock or bouil­
lon is not only used for soup but for 
vegetable dishes nowadays; even bouil­
lon potatoes are popular-—that Is, po­
tatoes boiled in bouillon.

Buy two pounds and a half of the 
heel of the round of beef. This will 
make three quartB of medium strong 
soup stock or bouillon. Tho cooked 
meat itself Is what the. French call 
“bouilli." The brisket is a favorite 
piece for this boiling with them. 
Wash the meat quickly, and If it ia to 
be sliced when cold tie it up compact­
ly. Cover with the amount of cold 
water necessary. Three quarts may 
be used for a medium stock, but three 
pints will make a very strong stock 
for gravies. Bring slowly to a boll 
and add enough salt to bring the scum 
to the surface quickly. For three 
quarts of liquid an even tablespoonful 
of salt will not be too much. This 
may be simmered over the simmering 
burner, or beat one stone of a tireless 
cooker to the point where the already 
boiling meat will continue to boil 
when set on it; put in a cooker, set 
covered vessel containing the meat on 
it, and leave on for five or six hours.

Many Germs Ride in the New York Subway Trains
N EW YORK,—The health department has Issued a warning to the public 

that u series of tests by four inspectors shows that subway air Is heavily 
germ luden. und travelers are In greater danger of infection than of death or 
Injury through short circuits, tires or 
explosives. Dr. William II. Park, di­
rector of the research iuhoratorl,,K. 
found the following germs on the, 
slides submitted by the inspectors:

Haemolyzln streptococcus, which 
poisons the blood; staphlococcus 
pyogenes aureus, which causes bolls 
and skin eruptions; streptococcus 
pyogenes, a similar micrococcus; 
pneumococcus lunceulatus, the pm-u- 
inontu germ; micrococcus cutarrhulle, 
which inflames the eyes, und badlius 
subtllls. which seems to have no particular mission. The method followed 
by the Inspectors would not have shown tubercle bacilli if they existed, but 
the department Is satislled that slue© other organisms, several of which are 
spread by coughing, were present "It was clearly indicated that tubercle 
bacilli would bo transmuted in crowded trains."

The investigation began at the Atlantic avenue station in Brooklyn, 
where the inspectors exposed to the air in ttn express train glass dishes con­
taining u Jellylike substance which attracts germs. After a Butlirlent interval 
the dishes veie cover'd and the germs allowed to reproduce and multiply, 
forming cultures or colonies.

These colonies number millions after the dishes are kept at body heat 
for a day, and can be seen easily with the mlscroscope On one piute ex­
posed Iti a crowded downtown express trufu in Manhattan at M n a. m.. 
fik colonies were counted, Including pneumonia >;« rms. There were 113

SERVE APPLES IN THIS WAY
What la Known aa Fire Balia May Be 

New to Some of the Younger 
Housewives,

Select bright red apples, cut off the 
tops and with a penknife remove the 
meat, leaving only sufficient wall to 
hold apple in shape. Make a filling 
of the following:

To six apples allow about twelve 
fablespoonfuls of very dry cooked 
rice, six tablespoonfuls cracker 
crumbs, six tablespoonfuls chopped 
apples, six tablespoonfuls sugar, six 
tablespoonfuls seeded raisins, six ta- 
blespoonfuls chopped almonds.

Whip one egg thoroughly, place in 
& cup and fill the cup with milk; stir 
well and place in a double boiler, add­
ing one-half teaspoonful butter grated 
rind and juice of one-half lemon and 
a dash of nutmeg. Cook until it thick­
ens, cool, then mix it into the tilling, 
being careful not to get it too soft. 
Mold lightly with the lingers and till 
the apples, sprinkle with sugar, add a 
cupful of water and bake lu a moder­
ate oven. Serve with whipped cream 
or custard sauce.—Exchange.

Metropolis Pudding.
One pint of milk, two tablespoon- 

fuls of flour, three eggs, one and a 
half ounces of butter, the grated rind 
of a lemon, finger biscuits, preserve. 
Butter a pie dish, put in a layer of 
Bponge biscuits, then a layer of pre­
serve, then another layer of biscuits; 
mix the flour and butter to a paste, 
add the milk boiling, and the lemon- 
rind, stir over the tire for ten minutes, 
then add the beaten yolks of the eggs, 
beat well, pour Into the dish and bake 
45 minutes, then pile the white of 
eggs, beaten to a strong froth, on top, 
sift sugar over, and return to tbe oven 
till of a gulden color.

Rising Bread.
J)o not cover rising bread in bowds 

and tins with a dry cloth. Instead, 
cover with a damp cloth which has 
been wrung out in warm water. In 
cold weather the damp cloth should 
be placed over a dry cloth.

As a result the dough will not dry 
on the top and the leaves when baked 
will be much more rnlform.

To prevent holes appearing In 
brown btead prick twice with needle, 
once when loaves arc placed In tins 
and once Immediately before loaves 
are placed in the oven.

Peas and Celery.
Make a delightful dish. Cook two 

cupfuls of raw celery cut In dice in 
enough boiling water to cover till 
tender. Drain oft the liquid and meas­
ure out one cupful, thicken with two 
tablespoonfula of flour rubbed smooth 
with one of buffer; boll fill smooth 
and add the n-lery and one can of 
peas which have been previously 
j.ouked in cold water. This is very 
dainty served in ramiklns uiul slightly 
browned in the oven.

Potato Puff.
Take one-half pound of mashed po­

tato and enrich it with a dessertspoon­
ful of butter and a beaten egg yolk, 
und then add enough flour to enabb 
you to roll the potuto out on the pas­
try board. Cut Into rounds, fold the 
potato paste over, wet the edges with 
egg yolk aud pinch together. Coat 
with beaten egg and crumbs. Let 
them stand ten minutes and then fry; 
or if liked bake in a floured tin iu the 
oven.

S quash  Muffins.
Four tublespoonfuls silted squash, 

one cupful sugar, two tablespoonfuls 
melted butter, two cupfuls sweet milk, 
three three-quarter cupfuls pastry 
flour, slt'ted with six tablespoonfuls 
cream of turtar and one and one-half 
teaspoonfuls of soda. Mix well in the 
order given and bake in gem paus, 
In a but oven, about twenty mbutes.

SEES VICTORY SURE
Ex-Secretary Ballinger Confident 

of Republican Success.

Thinks Present Administration Has
Been a Failure and the Progres-

Judge Bal­
linger is confident the Republicans will 
win In the next national election.

“I am not authorized to speak for 
Mr. Taft/' said Judge Ballinger. “But 
my opinion is that he has no thought 
of becoming a candidate Dext year. If 
a condition should arise whereby the 
nomination of Mr. Taft would appear 
to be the wisest thing for the Repub­
lican convention to do, and he should 
consent to have bis name considered, 
I have no doubt he would be nominated 
and triumphantly elected. His admin­
istration has been amply vindicated, 
and every day he is gaining in popu­
larity.

“The Republicans will win next year 
beyond a doubt. 1 base this opinion on 
the utter failure of the present admin­
istration to comprehend the necessities 
of business, and its apparent Inability 
to grasp the administrative functions 
of government This is exemplified la 
all its legislative policies. There can 
be no doubt the American people want 
peace, but they also want our flag re­
spected. Peace at any price Is not the 
slogan of Americans; peace with hon­
or Is.

"The Progressive party appears to 
be practically extinct in almost all sec­
tions,” added Judge Ballinger. “There­
fore, with the Democratic administra­
tion discredited with the people, as It 
appears to be, I am confident the old 
organization will triumph in the elec­
tion of next year, electing not only the 
president, but tbe bouse of representa­
tives."

The Effect of War.
Of course warfare diminishes the 

population by the sum of the killed, 
and to that extent decreases the de­
mand for food. Nevertheless, the sup­
ply of food diminishes rapidly. That 
is brought about, says the Malthous- 
lan, through the killing of a relative­
ly large proportion of the producers, 
the putting of efficient laborers at un­
productive work, the destroying of the 
machinery of production, and the 
checking of agriculture. Thus war 
immediately increases the pressuro of 
population on the means of subsist­
ence, and the pressure cannot be en­
tirely removed until the normal num- 
.her of laborers is again reached.. In 
other words, war, like emigration, 
leaves in the country an excess of 
women and children and other non­
producers, and so, although reducing 
the actual number of the people, has 
all the ill effect of overpopulation.

OF VEAL AND CHICKEN

ONE OF THE BEST OF ALL THB 
ACCEPTED SALADS.

Whether Made of Leftovers or the
Fresh Material, There Are Cer­

tain Rules Which the House­
wife Must Observe.

Unless the salad is to be made of 
leftovers, the chicken should be es­
pecially bofled, carefully seasoned 
while cooking and allowed to cool in 
the water In which It is cooked. A 
generouB piece of veal may be cooked 
at the same time with the chicken, or 
cold veal can bo warmed over in the 
chicken broth or In hot salt water, to 
which a few chicken bones have been 
added. It also should be allowed to 
stand In the water in which It has 
been heated until cold, then cut up 
into even dice and used the Rame as 
chicken. Where a large quantity of 
salad is to be made one good slzo 
chicken, freshly cooked, as a basts 
with nn addition of veal and as much 
more canned chicken as Is necessary 
to make up the amount required, will 
be found an economy of both money 
and labor.

In boiling a chicken for salad, put 
into a kettle of boiling water, add a 
chopped onion, a couple of sticks of 
celery or a half teaspoonful of celery 
salt, & couple of bay leaves, a table­
spoonful of chopped carrot and a 
dozen peppercorns. Just a tiny bit 
of fat salt pork may be added if de­
sired. Let the contents of the kettle 
boil rapidly five minutes, then push 
back where the water will only sim­
mer, until the chicken Is tender. 
Cooked In this way the dark meat will 
be almost as light colored as the 
white.

Now let the chicken cool in the wa­
ter im which it has been cooked. It 
is well to cook both chicken and veal 
the day before the salad fs to be used. 
When ready to make the salad, re­
move the flesh from the bones, re­
jecting all the skin and fat, cut the 
meat into dice and measure. Add as 
much or half as much as veal, as de­
sired. If the salad. 1b not to be served 
immediately, sprinkle the meat with & 
little lemon juice and set away in a 
cold place Cut into dice enough crisp 
white celery to make about two-thirds 
the quantity of meat, and have ready 
a good mayonnaise. At serving time, 
mix with meat and over each quart of 
the mixture sprinkle a teaspoonful of 
salt and half & teaspoonful of pepper. 
Moisten with some of the broth in 
which the chicken was cooked (tor a 
dry salad Is an abomination), and 
enough mayonnaise to coat every 
piece. Mix thoroughly but lightly and 
turn into salad bowl lined with let­
tuce leaves or on a platter where the 
leaves have been made into little 
cups, each sufficient to hold a helping 
of the salad. This looks pretty and 
makes the serving easier. Spread a 
little more mayonnaise on top of each 
service and garnish with stuffed 
olives or the little sweet red canned 
peppers and celery tips. A quarter 
pound of almonds blanched and quar­
tered may be added to each pint of 
chicken and veal, if you desire some­
thing especially nice for a wedding or 
other entertainment.

Rice Croquettes.
Cook one-half cup of rice with one- 

half cup of boiling water in double boil­
er until water has been taken up into 
the rice. Then add one cupful of boil­
ing hot milk and cook until the rJco 
Is soft. Add the rice after taking 
from the fire, one-half teaspoon salt, 
the yolks of two eggs and & small 
piece of butter. Set aside in spoonfuls 
to cool, then shape to the fancy and 
roll in the whites of egg and crumbn 
and fry in de«»p fat. Rprlnkle with 
powdered sugar and serve w ith orange 
marmalade or plain with lamb and 
curry sauce.

Jelly Whip.
Dissolve one package ot gelatin in 

a cupful of cold water. Add to ‘hat 
tw’o cupfuls of sugar und one quart of 
boiling water. Divide the mixture 
Into three parts, in one of which 
place nmrshrna!lowH und white grapes, 
in the second one put pineapple and 
oranges und In Ihc third nuts. Fill 
Individual glasses with different mix­
tures and serve l».< m with whipped 
cream. Decorate with preserved cher­
ries, candled orange peel and nuts.

FJih Chowder,
Fish chowder can be mad© from two 

cupfuls of hulibut (leftover fish), one 
quart of milk, two (abb-spoonfuls but­
ter, pinch of salt and pepper. I/*t 
come to a boil, slice In three cold 
boiled potatoes and on© chopped 
onion. Cook five minutes. Makes a 
delicious soup.

Lemon Hard 8auce.
Cream two tubtespoonfuls of butter 

until soft, add one taoiespoonfu) of 
lemon juice and a little nutmeg, then 
beat in enough sifted confectioner’s 
sugar to make a fight, fluffy mass. 
Let it harden a Utile before serving.

8ultsns Rice.
Roil a teacupful of rice. When dono 

and well drained add a teacupful of 
washed and picked sultanas, a table­
spoonful of butter and two of brown 
sugar. Stir together. Place in a 
steamer and cook tor 30 minutes. 
Serve very hot with hot golden sirup.

First Aid for tha Cream.

keep it from curdling even in hot 
coffee

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The Bond Issue

If the bond proposition, upon which 
the qualified voters are to ballot at 
next Monday's general election, 
should be defeated it will be because 
those who are most vitally interested 
in the city’s welfare do not bestir 
themselves. In matters of this sort 
there Is too great Inclination to trust 
to the merit of the proposition carry­
ing it through. The merit is there all 
right, but It will not carry at the polls 
unaided. On the theory that If a 
thing Is worth doing, ft is worth do­
ing well, citizens who favor putting 
Negaunee’s waterworks system on an 
efficient basis houid not only take 
pains to cast an affirmative ballot 
themselves but should be willing to 
do some active missionary work in 
behalf of the cause.

The proposed bond issue is for 
$25,000, divided into five annual in- 
Hiallments falling due from 1919 to 
1024 and bearing 5 per oent interest. 
The dates have been arranged so that 
they fall clear of the city’s other bond 
obligations and the yearly Install­
ments are small enough so that they 
cannot possibly become burdensome 
upon the taxpayers. Moreover, there 
is every expectation that the improv­
ed waterworks system will be able to 
nearly, if not fully, meet the cost of 
the improvements from its own earn- 
logs within the next ten years. If the 
work can be started early this spring 
it will be of great assistance to Ne* 
gaunec labor and this constitutes an 
additional reason for not delaying 
the council’s authorization to proceed 
with the task.

The status of the present water­
works system and what Is needed to 
make it efficient, both to supply the 
water needful for domestic uses as 
well as to provide for adequate fire 
protection, have been fully outlined, 
udU it is not believed that anyone 
who has given serious thought to the 
conditions involved will hesitate to 
murk a cross in the iQuare opposite 
the word "Yes” on the si>ecial ballot 
to be provided at next Monday’s elec­
tion.

All is in readiness for the township 
election to be held next Monday and 
the Indications are that all of the 
candidates on the nomination ticket 
will be elected. In fact, to date there 
fs no indication of opposition to aoy 
of the candidates except for the office 
of supervisor. John M. Bush, who 
filled out the unexplred term of Wade 
A. Siebenthai, is the nominee on the 
township ticket, but it Is understood 
that William J. Whlnnen, for many 
years a resident of Republic and now 
making his home on a farm south of 
the village, will make the run against 
Mr. Bush on slips. According tore* 
ports which reach the village, Mr. 
Whlnnen is championing the cause of 
the agricultural interests in the south* 
ern part of the township, who seem to 
feel that the town has walked off with 
the executive honors for so mao y years 
that It Is time that those residing in 
the more remote parts should be given 
u hand in the management of affairs. 
To this campaign argument, Mr. 
Whlnnen will be able to add a certain 
amount of personal strength, but it is 
difficult to see where be is going to 
make aoy serious inroads in the sup* 
port which will naturally fall to Mr. 
Hush. The latter has made a most 
favorable impression upon the people 
us a whole, and so far as is apparent 
on surface the majority of the voters 
will be glad to prolong by election the 
term which he has tilled by appoint* 
rueot. He is the local representative 
of the largest taxpaying Interests in 
the village and as such is entitled to 
u share in the local government pro* 
pnnlonate to the interests involved. 
This consideration has been very gen­
erally accorded In the past, and more* 
over Mr. Bush has shown himself to 
bo a fair*mlnded and broad-guuuod 
man.

Hemarkable Operations Performed on Wounded Soldiers Arouse 
Interest in New Aspect of War Surgery—Piece of Rib Sub­

stituted for Jawbone—Armies of the World Slow to Rec­
ognize Importance of Work Done by Tooth Doctors.

Former Long Islander Is Fighting 
in Africa.

Overnight He Makes Soldiers of His
Policemen and Leads Them in Bat­

tle Against Trained German 
Soldiers.

New York.—At last accounts the 
British fighting the Germans in Ger­
man Mast Africa from Uganda were 
being led by u Long Islander, “Reilly, 
the Cop.”

W. J. Reilly, formerly of New York. 
1s the chief of police of Uganda, a 
British African possession adjoining 
German Kant Africa. Reilly turned his 
native police Into soldiers and with 
them invaded the enemy's territory, 
fighting a 12-hour battle in which the 
British lost seven and the German 100 
dead and many wounded, according to 
a letter from Reilly received here by 
9. C. Heramcnt.

Here's what Reilly writes to his 
friend:

“Just come' through a 12 hours’ 
light. Five machine guns and one can­
non playing on us all day. 1 had only 
seven casualties, as I was beautifully 
Intrenched. The Germans attacked us 
at dawn and had twice our number. 
Our ammunition ran out (some of my 
men fired fcOO rounds) and we bad to 
retire when night set in. The funny 
thing was that tho Germans also re­
tired and left n cannon behind them. 
As we were fighting in their country, 
the natives told them that we had re­
tired and they came back nest morn­
ing and occupied our position.

“I had some narrow escapes, as I 
was In churgo, and had to keep run* 
nlng around. It was my first inde­
pendent command und things turned 
out well. We are still In their territory 
end are going to uttuck them In two 
days. We hope to give them a thorough 
licking, but of course, we will be doing

GETS A NEW “KEPT’
French Soldier Braves Death for 

Head Covering.

American In Foreign Legion Advances 
From the Trenchee at Night to 

Get Cap—March Is a Mud 
Bath.

Parle.—A correspondent with the 
foreign legion writes as follow's:

“This Is the second day we have 
spent In PeHurleux, which I mentioned 
In my last letter. The captain himself 
led ii> here by u now route. The dis­
tance Is not more than kit miles, In 
fuct 1 doubt If it Is so much, yet K 
took us exactly six hours to cover It, 
from midnight to G u. in.. Just before 
tho break of day.

“It gets light urournl 7 these days. 
At one time we wero traveling over 
a new road lu tho woods, up to our 
hips In a loose mixture of mud and 
water for about a hundred yards. You 
had to pull your leg out at each slip, 
and as you succeeded there was a dull 
thud cuused by the auction. One of 
tho boys fell and he was a sight. But 
we are all good soldiers now and cun 
do six hours hard walking at night, 
with only ono rest of ten minutes.

"Towle lost his watch und his cap 
on this march, but succeeded In get­
ting another cap. He was on sentinel 
duty the day we arrived and borrowed 
mine for his trick. When he enme in 
he told us that he had noted a grave 
with a cap on it in the field on the 
other side of the road and that he 
knew where he could get a cover (the 
red cap Is covered In war time by a 
blue linen cover). He could not go 
for the cap In the day time because 
It lay on an exposed spot between the 
lines. But after the first night Towle 
was to be seen wearing a regulation 
kepi.

“Patrol work Is very active Just now 
both by ourselves and the enemy, and 
much attention is given to locating 
'petlts postes’ (the little outlook sta­
tions In front of the most advanced 
trenches) and picking off sentinels by 
tho light of French and German lights, 
It is a game that keeps everybody 
awako when they are playing It. It is 
hard to say, a private knows so little, 
but It appears to me that we have 
gained op the enemy about a hundred 
ynrds, and are holding what we have 
gained.

“There is a report around that we 
may bo sent to Orleans for a rest. If 
so you might send me a few franca, 
as even If wo do not go I can use the 
money in buying candles In the vil­
lage, when we are not In the trenches. 
Sometimes we can obtain Jam and 
chocolates, very rarely such things 
as butter, wine or champagne A 
score or more families have generally 
returned to the devastated villages, 
And are always eager to get some 
work to do.

“I saw a woman cleaning up a shat­
tered house so that the men might 
use the rooms. Of course It was no 
home for peaceful folk, but for troops 
It wos splendid. 1 have even seen 
men sweeping the streets in villages 
where every house seemed smashed 
to ruins."

Parle.—A capital professional inter­
est attaches to the dental department 
ot the American ambulance at Neullly. 
Perhaps never before, certainly never 
since dental science took on the char* 
seter of “surgery of the face," has 
there been such an opportunity for 
dentists. The number and variety of 
Injuries to the lower part of the face 
which have been presented by the 
wounded from the battlefields along 
the Marne and Aisne has never been 
surpassed In even the most remarkable 
railway accidents, those other feasts 
of dentists.

It Is due again to American Ingenu­
ity and independence that the dental 
aspect of war surgery has been given 
any chance. First of all* Americans 
are the best dentists, as they were the 
first practical ones. lu this branch of 
medicine Europe Bill) goes to school to 
America. Then, too, the American am­
bulance was founded under such con­
ditions of freedom from bureaucratic 
control that it was possible for the 
eminent head surgeon, Doctor Du Ilou- 
chet, himself a,sou of a dentist and u 
brother of ono, to turn over to a spe­
cial department all Jaw case* without 
«tlmng up rivalries between grades of 
surgeons und physicians und dentists 
with different kinds aud colors of 
stripes on their sleeves.

Lj the French hospitals dental oper­
ating hus not been nearly so success­
ful, not only because the French den­
tist Is not mechunlcully und mcdicully 
so competent us his Americun con­
frere, but even more pronouncedly be­
cause the dentist's mililury grude is 
necessarily lower Hum the physician's 
or surgeon's.

Dentists In U. 8. Army.
In the English urmy, too, there are 

no places regulurly reserved for den­
tists. lu fuct the Amerieun is the only 
army for which dentists uru regularly 
engaged Just as surgeons uro, und In 
the American army the grude of the 
dentist, that of first llcutcuunt, from 
which he caiinot rise, is fur from satis­
factory to the profession In general.

The result of this particularly bad 
foresight on the part of the French 
military bureaucrats is tlmt no pro­
vision cun be mudo for the curing of 
Injuries to the Juw, because it Is out 
of the question for surgeons to attempt 
to do dental work. At the American 
ambuluncu now th» dentul department 
Is receiving many cuses for reopera- 
tlon from eminently competent sur­
geons.

Tho case of a man whose Jaw, two- 
thirds shot away, was sewn and pieced 
together so tlmt it wus all out of line 
and whose Ups, ripped to pieces by the 
bail which destroyed his mouth and 
left only fragments hanging about his 
ncch, were so sewed up that his beard 
wus growing away prosperously Inside 
his mouth und tickling the roof of It, 
leaving the patient unuble to speak 
und scarcely ablo to eat, was only one 
of dozens. In six weeks the American 
dentist treating this inun hud the jaw 
and Bps back again In normal position 
aud a monstrous face is turned Into 
ono which only a dentist could evor 
tell had been injured.

character of the problems presented 
for solution In the dental clinic of the 
American ambulance.

Rib In Place of Jawbons.
Roughly speaking, the injuries which 

the writer actually saw one morning 
In the clinic were about as much worse 
than those reported, In photographs, 
from bad railway accidents as these 
latter were worse than face Injuries 
of ordinary life. The most striking if 
not the most interesting cases were 
those in which all or most of the lower 
Jaw hud been shot away. The basis 
of repairing such mouths was the sub­
stitution of a piece of rib for the miss­
ing jawbone. Teeth were placed upon 
(he new jaw and in the course of a few 
weeks the patleut could speak and cat 
normally. There were some curious 
cases in which the tongue bad been 
Hhot off in the middle. An English 
boy who had gone to the hospital in 
that condition spoke quite clearly out 
of his made-over mouth after only a 
few weeks of care.

There were many cases, too, where 
bullets had entered ut the top of the 
Jaw on one side of the face, clipped 
off from twelve to sixteen teeth flatly 
down ulong the Jaws, and blown the 
whole business—teeth, pieces of Jaw­
bone and Hhreds of tissue—out through 
a hole which took up practically all of 
the opposite fiat side 6( the lower face. 
After a very short time such cades ure 
completely cured, so that tho putlent 
muy have u far better mouth thun he 
hud when he went to the hospitu). The 
surgeons work In co-operation with the 
dentists, so thul uny complications in 
the wuy of abscesses in the vurlou* 
fucinl glands ure properly utteuded to 
medically.

A difficulty of the various juw frur- 
lures under treatment wus tlmt the 
hones In question were not merely 
broken Into len or a dozen separated 
morsels- a thing which dentists know 
well how to deal with hut were ruthor 
pulverized into a perfectly unrecogniz­
able mass ot utterly smashed up mat­
ter. Tooth wore blown down into ob­
scure corners at tho bottom of the 
mouth, from which position they could 
be extracted only with great difficulty 
on account of the dunger of blooding. 
X-ruy photographs gave no assistance 
to tho operators in these cases because 
there were literally no solid pieces loft 
for putting together.

Tho patients appeared to suffer ex­
tremely little puln during the course of 
tho fixing of all sorts of complicated 
wire apparatus In (heir wretched 
mouths bacauso the pressures and 
forces employed were applied so very 
gradually. There were several mon 
present for dressing who had been un­
der ether on the operating table two 
hours before while a surgeon placed 
morsels of their ribs whore their own 
lower Jaws had once been; these fel­
lows were smoking cigarettes and 
whistling a little and trying out a bit 
of conversation Just to see how the 
new halves of their mouths worked. 
Apurt from the line of stitches up and 
down the center of their chins the 
faces looked quite norma).

From Many Hospitals.
It Js extraordinary what a largeWUUIU wo iw»,/

number of such difficult cases one d<% dentist to attempt to describe In 
their technical aspect the peculiar 1 list can atteud to between nine

eleven In the morntng. A very few mta* 
utes suffice for each case because th#j 
curing effected by the apparatus wltff* 
in the mouth Is so gradual a procea.1 
Six operators had perhaps sixty or eew-; 
enty cases In their chairs during the 
short time that the correspondent waai 
permitted to remain In the clinic. The 
majority of the cases so far have come 
from the wounded taken directly to the 
hospital from the front, but during the 
last few weeks many cases have beeai 
received from other hospitals whose! 
surgeons have heard of the work be-, 
ing done by the American dental cllnlc.1 
Most of these cases were for reoper*^ 
(Ion, of course.

In addition to the more serious turn 
glial work which the American den- 
lists arc carrying on a large amount of 
extremely important minor work In the 
way of repairs to bad teeth is being, 
accomplished. Soldiers who cannot eat 
cannot fight and It takes better than 
ordinary teeth to chew army food. The 
number of men who have been sent 
back from the trenches because they 
have broken off their rotted teeth by 
biting on hard biscuits und have then 
fallen 111 from Indigestion of food 
swallowed whole is very large. There 
are also in the regular military hos­
pitals of Baris and the provincial cl tic# 
hundreds of men who have simply lost 
their false teeth In the trenches. The 
state of dental culture In France Is so 
low—until 1894 any person whatsoever 
could hang out bis dentist s sign— 
that the ordinary recruit has teeth 
which an American dentist would say 
offhand made him useless for long 
campaigning.

The English soldiers, too, have very 
bad teeth. The consequence Is that 
toothache is common In the English 
trenches, even among officers, strange 
as that may seem. One English gen-* 
eral even had to have a dentiBt visit 
him under fire to pull a tooth.

Important as Good Feel
The point which the American den­

tists emphasize Is that dental work la 
so rapidly done that It would be pos­
sible to have every man properly 
equipped with a chewing apparatus la 
time of peace and that eating is such 
an Important part of a soldier's ac­
tivity that It Is as foolish to send him 
out to battle with bad teeth as It would 
be to drill tnen with impossibly crip­
pled foot with the idea of making ex­
cellent marchers out of them. In 
order to raise the dental standard In 
armies, of course, It will be necessary 
to grant medical rank to dental practi­
tioners, who consider themselves a# 
medical men who have taken up tha 
legitimate medical specialty of the 
teeth and mouth.

Thus it Is hoped that the war may 
have the incidental good effect of ad­
vertising the tremendous social velum 
of the American dental standard and 
Introducing Into armies some sort of 
systematic treatment of this Important 
matter.

It Is a parallelogram in shape, 100 
miles long and 36 miles broad, and on 
Its 3,600 square miles it supports a 
population of 1,000,000 souls, 600,000 
of them whites of Spanish extraction, 
60,000 negroes, and the remainder col­
ored people. It Is one of the most 
densely populated islands of the West 
Indies, and under American rule It has 
progressed noticeably, both commer­
cially and socially.

To the traveler Us chief attractions, 
of course, are Its picturesque scenery, 
old world customs, and luxuriant trop­
ical vegetation. From far out at sea 
the voyaging American sights the tow­
ering mass of El Yunque, or “The An­
vil," the crowning pinnacle of the 
rounded range of hills forming the 
island’s backbone, which soars 3.600 
feet above the boo. Then presently 
one perceives the bulk of old Morro— 
every fortifled Spanish town in the 
rarlbbees had Its Morro, as one soon 
discovers — with the multi-colored 
house roofs of the city shelving up be­
hind it, tier on tier, and stretching 
nwny along the seaward face the cren­
ellated wall built by Spanish Conquis­
tadors, which connects with tho for. 
tress of San Cristobal.

City of Enchantment.
Ran Juan is a city of lnflnlte en­

chantment. Mere one finds bewilder­
ing, but delectable, labyrinths of nar­
row, canyonllke streets, over which Jut 
old world balconies, latticed and mys­
terious, through which Jangle up-to- 
date American trolley cars, shoulder­
ing aside the bullock carts of the na* 
tlvpa. There Is the great gray pile of 
the cathedral, which contains tho 
ashes of Ponce de Loon, "first Adel- 
antado of Florida, first Conquistador 
and governor of this Island of Juan," 
aod many another famous don. There 
is the famous Casa Blanca, or Castle 
of Ponce de Ixion, which he built for 
himself, hundreds of yours ago, on a 
point projecting out Into the ocean, 
still complete and every bit as medi­
eval as when he left to venture on his 
last quest for the “Fountain of 
Youth." There Is the vast mass of tho 
ruertal de la Bollaja, the barracks 
erected for the flpanlsh garrison, a 
ponderous pile of masonry, three sto­
ries In height, covering, with its patio, 
a space of 77,000 square meters, and 
now housing the Porto Itlcan regiment 
of our army.

It is hopeless to try to enumerate 
the out-of-the-way attractions of Han 
Juan, a oljy which Is utterly unlike 
anythinac the stay-at-home American 
has ever seen. It is Europe—and yet 
it possesses 'un abundance of rharma 
that Europium cities lack. It Is Hpnn- 
lah, Moorish, tropical, and, abovo all. 
Caribbean, Just fancy a city, for In­
stance. which Is inclosed by walls, and 
to enter whtcli you must pan* through 
massive gatoways—nml an American 
city at that, But there is a modern 
side of flan Juan, u very modern side, 
It has all tho facilities of business and 
comfort to which Americana ore used. 
Here are lino hanks, office buildings, 
hotels, retaurants und clubs. And aft­
er one has seen Han Juan there is the 
rest of Porto Rico to discover, every 
mile of It containing fascinating mem­
ories, new und absorbing.

Forty River* In the Islsnd.
All travelers, as a matter of course, 

follow tho route of tho splendid Mili­
tary road, moot conspicuous monu­
ment left by tho Spaniards, a highway 
84 miles In length over the central 
mountain range from Han Juan on tho 
northern coast to Ponco on tho south­
ern coast. A lino of motor vehicles 
traverse* this highway, Tho only rail­
road on the Island makes two-thirds of

Its circuit, and some day will be com­
pleted so as to link all of the princi­
pal towns, which are situated on the 
coast. The fare for the motor ride 
is eight dollars, and It gives a first- 
rate opportunity of seeing the inland 
vegetation of Porto Rico.

There are forty rivers in Porto Rico, 
not counting smaller streams, ffod Its 
well-watered sqil is tremendously pro­
lific. On every hand one sees sugar 
plantations, tobacco fields and coffee 
growing on a wholesale scale. Indeed, 
there la very little unoccupied land on 
the Island. Even the poor people cling 
to their holdings, realizing the wealth 
and the benefits constantly accruing 
to them In the way of Increased pro­
duction from the educational efforts of 
the agriculture station at Mayaguez.

The United States government, how­
ever, has set aside 65,000 acres In the 
rugged mountainous region of the east 
ern section as a forest preserve. This 
tropical wilderness Is densely clothed 
with verdure, bits of It having never 
been explored, it is said, and embraces 
in Its extent the cloudtlpped cone of 
El Yunque, previously alluded to. 
Ascents of this mountain are more 
difficult than might bo supposed, 
owing to the virgin condition of Us for­
ests, but they are well worth while, 
especially If the day be clear. Upon 
such occasions one may view the en­
tire Island, and glimpse tho neighbor­
ing islands of Pulebra and Vieques. 
Another point of interest, famed for its 
magnificent view, is the Aibonlto pass, 
(he summit of mountains crossed by 
the Military road. One padses here 
for a few moments to view through 
the narrow gap the Caribbean on one 
hand and the Atlantic on the other.

READY WITH AN EXPLANATION
Guide a Little Short on Ancient His­

tory, but Proved a Hard Man 
to Corner.

The uniformed guide at an Eng­
lish provincial art gallery deeply Im­
pressed a party of excursionists by 
the ease with which he reeled off the 
names of the bronze and marble 
busts.

Then tho bystanders gusped, and 
the guide went up with a bound in tho 
general estimation.

Resume of the Most Important Event*

Of Intereat to the Scandinavians 
in America.

SWEDEN

The volume of the mati matter pass­
ing between Germany and Russia 
through Sweden and Denmark is in­
creasing from week to week. The 
number of letters was large almost 
from the start. But the volume of 
parcel post is assuming glguntlc pro­
port ions. Weeks ago about 13,000 
pounds passed through Malmo on the 
way to Russia every day. The average 
weight of each package ie ubout ten 
pounds. A man who has a hankering 
for looking below the surface of things 
claims that a large part of the pack­
ages contain pepper. He further claims 
that this peppor is to be used !n pre­
paring a substitute for vodka, the sale 
of which is absolutely prohibited by 
the government of Russia. A special 
cur is now used for carrying the Rus­
sian parcel post from Copenhagen to 
Malmo, and It is proposed to run the 
car directly from Copenhagen to Ka- 
rungi, on the Russian boundary line, 
in the northern part of Sweden.

TIi* city fathers of LHIogda, Lang- 
backen, VantermyrrUet, Attontlask 
and Ledntngsmar, in Norrland, recent­
ly had a Joint meeting and made an 
agreement that anyone who opens his 
house to gypsies shall pay a fine of 
I13.6C for the first offense and twice 
as much for subsequent offenses.

KEEP ANIMALS FROM DRIFTING
National Foresters Build Fences to 

Confine Cattle to Certain Speci­
fied Districts.

Many miles of "drift” fences have 
been built by the government In re­
cent years for controlling the mors* 
ment of stock, grazed under permits 
on the national forest lands.

These fences do not serve to Inclose 
areas, but are simply Intended to 
prevent the animals from going In cer­
tain directions, or "drifting," to use 
a cattleman’s expression. In many 
cases they are UBed to restrict the 
animals to certain areas during the 
winter, as well as to prevent grazing 
on lands where poisonous plants are 
found.

In one case five miles of drift fence 
was built to prevent a city water sup­
ply from contamination by forest-range 
cattle. In one forest, a four and one- 
half mile fence was built to keep cat­
tle on one range —Popular Mechanics.
