Carnegie Hero Fund

The year book of the Carnegie Hero 
Fund has just boon Issued, g iving the 
awards made hy the Hero Commission 
during tho past your. T he  only case 
rewarded In the Upper Peninsula Is 
that of John Barrett ,  n igh t captain In 
a Nuguunco mine, who died In attempt­
ing to save a  fellow workman from 
suffocation. A silver medal whs 

awarded, with $45 a  m onth for the 
support of his widow, with $5 a month 
additional for each of seven children 
until each reaches lh$ uge of sixteen. 
Tbo story of Barrett 's deed is thus 
told by the year book:

John 8 . Barrett, aged forty-four, 
night oaptaln (mine), died attempting 
to save Victor A. Erickson, aged thlr- 
ty*ooe, tlmberman (mine) from suffo­
cation, Negaunee, Mich., Jan u a ry  U, 
HIM. Durlog a  fire fa an iron mine 
Erickson who was wearing an oxygen 
Helmut, was overoome oo a  level over 
seven hundred feet below the surfuce, 
B arre tt  and a younger man each wear­
ing aa  oxygen helmet, woot ono hund­
red and twenty feet through smoke 
and gas and in darkness to Erioksou. 
They grasped him and dragged him 
about seventy feet toward a  place of 
safely, golog through deep mud us 
rapidly us they could; then Barrett 
released bis bold on Erickson, called 
for help, and fell. His companion 
proooeded to safety alone. Others 
without helmets made efforts to drag  
B arrett  to fresh air but were unsuc* 
cessful. While these efforts were he* 
log made, B arre tt  requested ooe man 
to leave him because of the danger to 
the n an. T h is  man was overoome, 
but he was immediately removed to a 
place of safety and was revived. With­
in half  an hour  a shaft was opened, 
and the smoke and gas escaped from 
the mine. Barrett was taken to the 
surface, and wm found to be dead. 
Erickson revived.

I tisoperated  
hy an eight horse-power gasoline 
engine und Is capable of handling 200 
hags of cement, with accompanying 
sand and rock, ouch day. As tbo 
cement bags hold 94 pounds each, It 
may bo readily  seen th a t  a goodly 
stretch of concrete wall can ^ c o m ­
pleted each day.

The excavation for the Loweostein 
building has boon nearly completed, 
but this work bss been temporarily 
suspeodod while Mr. Dsnlelson puts 
lo some concrete piorii to brace the 
walls of the adjoining Kirkwood and 
Battonl buildings when further excu- 
lion is made.

Save Last Shell to Disable Their Gun When Germans Are Upon 
Them and Delay Means Death or Capture— One Hero Stays 

With His “90” for Forty-Eight Hours and Then 
Loses His Life.

Part*.— Hnw tho French M i l  nrttl- 
b-r.v, und In particular tho batteries of 
tho fummiB “7.Vs." were bundled dur­
ing tho opening phases of tho Vordun 
battle Ifl detailed in ft letter to the 
Figaro. Tin- loiter, written by an olli- 
t or of ib id arlillory who was in the 
thick of tho limiting, tolls in simple 
Hyle of tho superhuman oflortft mado 
by the French gunners to stem tin 
tide of tho German advance while 
they wore thorns' Ivor under tho hro 
of ho.ivy artillery.

"On tho twenty-first," ho writes. “tho 
Germans commenced their propane 
tlons for iho attack, with a fury that 
h t us know something serious was on 
loot.

Our group (a group of Tfi's Is com- 
pom'll of three butteries of four guns 
each) wan In position to tho south- 
oast of the Ilauniont woods. One bat­
tery was split up ufl flanking pieces In 
throe positions one with two guns 
to tho east of lluatnont woods, one to 
tho south and ih* third to the north of 
Kamognenx, with one gun each. The 
other two batteries wore tit tho south 
of hill No. :U2. Wo were supported by 
a battery of six !»0 nun. guns.

' Naturally we responded at once to 
tho Gorman attack with a barrier fire 
to Atop, so far as possible, the enemy 
infantry from making its way to our 
lines. The two guns at tho oust of the 
llanmont Woods wore pushed Into po­
sition In tho (’nitres ravine and opened 
fire at 700 meters.

"Hut tho Gormans. despite the sac- 
rlfleo of great numbers of their men, 
began to arrive in hordes. They ap­
peared through the ( ’mires Woods 
along the eroBts running between the 
Tfaunmnl and Cnures woods and es­
tablished themselves there. The two 

•guns here reduced their range and 
with sweeping flro cut down entire 
ranks, hut new waves appeared to 
tuko tho places of the fallen men In 
front of (he blazing guns. Still the 
gunners kept at their work until Just 
as their ammunition was fniling the 
enemy Infantry appenred through tho 
Unumont Woods almost In their rear 
The gunners then blew up their guns 
urn! retreated, taking their wounded 
with them.

Thirteen Men Fall.

"A battery of 90 mm. guns estab­
lished upon I he Muumont crest, al­
though enveloped by an infernal fire, 
kept quietly about its business. Shells 
of anr* mm, caliber were falling alj 
about It. In less than a minute thlr- 
!een of the servants fell and its lire 
begun lo slacken Then appeared a 
first sergeant of a f>K mm. battery, 
riorrnrd, of the -  th Field artillery, 
who reported to the commandant of 
our group:

“ ‘.Mon commandant.' he sail!, sim­
ply. 'my buttery no longer exists; give 
me something else to do.'

■••Very good.' was tin* answer, 're ­
port to that battery of liO's.'

“ Plerrnnl rallied the remaining men 
of his battery, they reported to tho 
fid's and in a moment the battery re ­
opened Its lire with terrific vigor. For 
forty-eight hours IMerrard stuck to the 
fill's, taking charge as tin1 commis­
sioned ollliers w nv  killed or wounded. 
He kept In close touch with the com­
mandant ami for a time was able lo 
receive from the combat trains extra 
supplies of ammunition for his duel -  
for It was a real duel he was wtiglng 
against the 'Bodies.' Hut II was at 
Inst Impossible to send men' nmmmit- 
tlon to him

‘"F ire  every shot you have,' he was 
told; then blow up your guns and re­
tire '

“The Germans redoubled their ef­
fects to take this battery that burred 
their way. Again and again they came 
surging to tile crest. At last they got 
so dose  that I'lcrrard and his men 
opened tire with ilielr carbines and 
drove them limit Then they returned 
to their guns and reopened lire Hut 
thetr situation was untenable. With 
1 heir Inst shots they deal roved (lift 
guns by tiring (In-iti after disabling tho 
recoil mechanism Then the bravo 
follows cattle back Hut, alas, in their 
retreat. IMerrard. the bravest of fho 
brave, was probably billed. When they 
arrived in safetv lie was not with 
them, and has not been seen since. 
Ho was not the only one to illo valiant 
Jy for Ills country

Hall of “305“ Shells.

“ Here Is another proof of the tran ­
quil uikIkcHn of our gunners. One bat­
tery was under a terrille lire of heavy 
projectiles. A IhKt shell hurst in Its 
midst, killing the captain, the llrst 
sergeant, a chief of section and live 
cannoneers. Old the others blench? 
Not they; they only tine off their 
blouses, and. working in their shirt 
sleeves, redoubled ihelr efforts to In­
tensify their tire and au-ugo their 
chiefs and t h d r  conuades.

“During the day of the 2 2d we re­
ceived an incaleubitilo number of :to;> 
shells ou Hie Mormont larm and its 
vicinity, o u r  situation was all the 
more difficult because of the difficulty 
we experienced In getting more am 
munition. Hardly one « aisr.ou in three 
of ammunition reached its destination. 
Tho road from Ylllc to Vuclicniuvillo 
was swept by a hellish tire.

“The gun established at Humognoux

umhr a bombardment of all calibers 
kept up Its work of destruction wntn- 
out r e la t io n ,  except when, on four 
occasion--, the servants had to cenre 
fire ai:d wash the bore to cool it. Fin 
ally, pr* -d by the enemy, they pulled 
out the elavettes (keys that holt the 
piece to Hie top carriage and whose 
withdrawal disables it) and retreated.

"Cl ••■'ned at being tumble to take 
H.eji- ; r,.; with them, the men ot the 
seelin'. ( me hack In the night to pull 
it out i,v hand. They were dilveu 
back .- •-<! the chief of piece wounded. 
O n e  inure they returned to the 
charge. Mils time cunying bombs to 
blow It tip. They got there only to 
find h already destroyed; a 210 shell 
had strnel' it.

Courage and Devotion.
"The same scenes occurred on the 

23d. Our men rivaled themselves in 
courage and devotion. In the  evening, 
after reciprocal bombardments of aw 
I ul violence, our butteries were order­
ed to 1'oto du Foivre (Pepper Hill), 
where they arrived, miraculously, 
without accident. The next day. tho 
IHth, was a great dny! What a mas­
sacre of Boehes! This was when the 
French ami German troops were fight­
ing fot Hill No. IM4.

"Wc played our fire on the German 
masses. Their infantry advanced and 
receded time mid time ugafn. and earn 
time our shrupnel played on them, ns 
we lengthened and shortened tho 
range to follow their movements. How 
many victims did we make? I do not 
know. AH that I can affirm Is that 
we left them there on the hillsides iu 
heaps without number.

“One regiment, moving from the 
shelter of the Huumont woods, and 
another from Sumogneux, neur les 
OotelettCB, found Itself directly 
in our line of lire and was literally

cut to pieces, f assure you that thos* 
of ours whom wo left behind weru am ­
ply avenged.

“AH that we wish for ure similar oc­
casions when we aro advancing. Our 
field artillery at Verdun has shown 
that it bus kept up its reputation; it 
will speak os it should when still mon 
decisive hours sound."

VILLA BANDITS IN ACTION IN MEXICO

Crashing of Shells Only Sound in 
Deserted Village.

Three Remaining Civilians Boast of
Their Courage in Staying in Bom­
barded Town—Gendarmes Keep 

Good Watch and Prevent 
Pillaging.

London.—H. Warner Allen, repre­
sentative of all the British newspapers 
with the French armies, sends the  fol­
lowing picture of war-battered and de­
serted Verdun:

Today, Verdun is not crowded. Not 
a shop is open, It can muster three 
civilians, and all three of them are 
rightly proud -of their courage lu stay­
ing In the bombarded town.

I have just been wulking down the 
main street. Everywhere there Is si­
lence except, for the crashing of tho 
big shells and the sound of Rpllnters 
falling on the roofs. All the goods the 
shopkeepers had collected as specially 
calculated to appeal to the soldier in 
the trenches have disappeared and 
now when one walks down tho Hue 
Mazel one's course is frequently inter­
rupted. Theie comes a rush of wings 
in the air and Instinctively one mukes 
for the nearest doorway, ducking ns 
one goes. Then there Is a big explo­
sion and one goes on.

It was in tho Hue Mazel that I met 
one of the three civilians of Verdun, 
He was contemplating the view from 
his door with u contented smile and 
looked at me with supreme contempt 
when I scuttled for cover nt a par­
ticularly loud explosion. "You arc  tak­
ing refuge on the wrong side of the 
road." ho remarked mildly, "Tho left 
Is tho side to escape from spUntors, 
since tha t  is the side from which the 
Bodies are tiring. Anyhow It Is no use 
ducking, since by the tfmo you've 
heard tho shell the danger Is over."

As we went up the steep, lonely' 
streets towards the cathedral our at­
tention was suddenly attracted by n 
drongo, piercing sound tha t  con­
trasted quaintly with the continuing 
roar of exploding shells. It was a 
kitten mewing plaintively In tho tlrst 
story of u house. * It had obvIoiiRly 
been forgotten In the haste of evacua­
tion. Tho owner of the honpn had 
dosed up the shutters and had never 
riven a thought to the poor beast nnd 
it was slowly starving to deuth.

A roncufl party was a t  once formed. 
M. Georges Scott, tho artist, who Ih 
mobilized ns a chasseur nlpln, mount­
ed on my shoulders and endeavored 
lo pry open tho shutter with u stick, 
hut his efforts were unavailing, and 
eventually the kitten's life was saved 
by th« firemen of Verdun, who. at our 
request, broke Into the house.

Several large shells had fuller) near 
the cathedral. One of them had gut­
ted a girls' school and another had 
landed fair ami square on a shop that 
sold religious ornaments h?h1 emhlemg. 
For Home unexplained reason there 
was a cure's hut lying pathetically on 
the top of the debris, anil at the hack 
against a wall thut had mlruetiloiiHly 
'•scaped destruction stood a stucco 
i tatue of .loan of Arc.

Tho pigeons, which were flying In 
uneasy circles above the cathedral, 
seemed to be curiously disturbed by 
Hie bombardment. As n general rule, 
the birds seem to rngurd bombardment 
as a natural cataclysm, to be suffered 
since It cannot be prevented. Anyhow, 
tho pigeons of Verdun have not yet 
grown accustomed to the noise of the 
German homhardment.

Despite German shells, tho French 
gendarmes keep a good watch hi Ver­
dun. There is no pillaging, and the 
refugee): who In their hurry left their 
house windows open nnd doors un­
locked can sleep easy as to the  con­
tents of their houses, except In so fur 
as an euetny projectile may reduce 
them to powder. .lust near one of the 
gates there Is u house of which the 
shutters have not been closed and 
the window la still open. It seems 
that Just before the evacuation the 
owner of the house hud some special 
occasion lo celebrate. Looking through 
the window one can see a table laid 
for Id persons and everything pro 
pared for an excellent meal. There 
was a beautiful, clean tablecloth with 
eapklus folded miter shuped for every

guest. Decanters of wine, red and 
white, were standing beside each plate. 
On the sideboard piles of oranges and 
apples weru waiting for the party 
which was never to eat them.

The gendarmes in Verdun seem to 
keep a catotoguo of the shells which 
fall in the  town. Those who live In 
bombarded towns take a definite pride 
In showing the visitors tho holes mnde 
by German projectiles and the houses 
that tbey had thoroughly destroyed. 
It was with an expression of the great­
est satisfaction that one of tho gen­
darmes asked us to come and see 
his gate, because, during the previous 
night he had counted 117 big shells 
that had fallen into Its neighborhood.

M. Seott, the artist, remarked to me:
"This war is the end of the battle 

painter, since, apart from curiously 
lucky circumstances, there is absolute­
ly nothing to pulnt. Modern warfare 
has nothing to do with colors. It is 
a  symphony In sound. It Is a subject 
m atter for the musician, not the artist. 
Perhaps the musician of the future 
will bo able to convert Into terms of 
music tho extraordinary contrasts of 
noise and sullen silence which one 
may hear in a bombarded town."

Tho cinematographers have been 
taking everything they can find In Ver­
dun. and their only grief is that so far 
no shell bus burst near enough to 
thetr apparatus to be photographed.

COSTS SNIPER LIFE
Smoke of Extra Shot Reveals His 

Position.

Shows Ten Waiting British Marksmen
Where Troublesome German 

Sharpshooter la Hiding—He 
Troubles No More.

Loudon.—A noncommissioned officer 
of a snipers' section who has just re­
turned to the front after what he de­
scribes as "six glorious duyB of leuve" 
sends borne an interesting account of 
how a German sniper was put out of 
action.

"When I arrived." he said. "I found 
a spirit of great and Indlgnaut offen- 
siveuess prevailing iu the snipers’ sec­
tion. 'What's wrong?' I asked. I was 
told thut a Oerniun sniper—a  breed 
we had congratulated ourselves on 
having thoroughly exterminated, or at 
least mastered, on our battalion front 
—bad for some days past been making 
himself very objectiouahle by his won­
derful ability in breaking periscopes. 
He had also made all our ‘overland 
short cuts' very unhealthy. Thesa 
short cuts save us both time and trou­
ble, and ure very necessary iu bad 
weather when the condition of the 
treuchcs is none too good.

“Oh tho seventh day the tragical 
climax came, lie  had 'outed' forever 
an officer. ‘You must get ou to this 
snlpur and put him out of actiou. What 
are your snipers doing?' asked the C. 
O. of our sergeant.

“Then we decided one und all that 
'Goggles,' so called because ho woro 
big spectacles, must und should evacu­
ate tho llriug line of reality for the re­
serve trenches of eternity. A specially 
selected purty of ten would carry out 
u drastic plan of cnmpnlgn Tho odds 
would hurdly be sporting, but then, 
‘all's fair in love aud war,’ so 'Goggles' 
would have to go. Tho next morning 
we silently, und with the utmost care, 
solected our positions

“Soon ho came—at least his first 
shot did—am) It spat viciously against 
tho purnpet in front. The noise a bul­
let makes hitting your parapet Is most 
annoying, especially us this oun w’as 
none too far from us. This shot Im­
mediately roused us to action. Hard­
ly had tho roport of his rlflo died away 
oro ten telescopes wore searching tho 
German parapets, scrultlnlzlng every 
inch, In an endeavor to pick up tho 
little puff of blue smoke thut should 
give us Ills position.

“No luck. Wo wuited. It is a slow 
gnmo this, und essentially ono of pa­
tience. Ho might not tiro again for 
(mother hour or more, or he might tiro 
any minute. Slowly tho time passed. 
Thirty minutes- an hour uml a  half. 
Hang! bang! Ho'd tired twice with 
only a slight puuxe between each spot.

“Oh, Indiscreet 'Goggles!' T hat boo- 
ond shot had scaled bis fute. For the 
tlrst tlmo he had shown an ouuco of in­
discretion.

“Within Iho next few seconds nine 
rifles were trained with deadly ac­
curacy ou a loophole of small dltneu- 
slons und Insignificant appearance In 
tho trenches opposite. Like one man 
wo all tired ami then woltod. Nothing 
furthor happened.

“Tl.rHO days passed and no more 
periscopes were broken. Then, timid­
ly ul first, und luler with greuter con­
fidence, we used tho 'overland short 
cuts.' Never a glimpse or a sign dltj 
wo see of the hnspcetuclcd counte­
nance of 'Goggles.’ "

Other Laws Tried and Found Wanting, 
the People Will Insist on Re­

turn to Efficient Leg­
islation.

Thirty years ago wo imd the Mor­
rison horizontal turiff bill, which Mr. 
Randall decapitated. That carried 
protection. Four years later came 
the Mills bill, which passed the 
bouse, but failed In the senate. That 
curried protection. Six years later 
came tho Gorman-WUsou bill, which 
became a law. That carried protec­
tion, but in such hugger-mugger form 
the law failed. Latest came the Un­
derwood measure, much changed by 
the senate, hut not strengthened suf­
ficiently to either produce enough rev­
enue or hearten depressed business. 
That carries protection 

I*et us set against those measures 
the Dlngley Jaw, the most successful 
tariff enactment, all things consid­
ered, In the history of the govern­
ment. That was drawn on frank pro­
tection lines for straight protection 
purposes There were no disguise* 
of any kind about It. The object was 
to raise revenue, encourage home 
production, hearten business gener­
ally and reward labor. It did ail 
those things so well, conditions of 
such prosperity were created within 
a few yours that the authors of the 
law recommended its revision, not 
for the purpose of eliminating, but 
equalizing, tho protection it carried. 
A new law was necessary for the uew 
conditions.

The Sugar Duties.

Democrats and Republicans alike 
are playing with two-edged tools 
when they reproach each other with 
inconsistency on tho free-sugar ques­
tion. Moth have put It into tbelr 
platforms before election and have 
failed to stand by it after election. 
Rut the Democrats now have a better 
excuse than the Republicans bad for 
replacing the duty upon sugar. They 
not only promised to remove It, but 
actually did remove it—almost. No
doubt there is need of more revenue, 
and the restoration of the sugar 
customs is the  easiest resource of tho 
treasury.

The increase of trade activity has 
been so groat that the treasury now 
has hopes tha t  the internal revenue 
receipts will make good the loss of 
customs. Internal revenue receipts 
thus fur in the llseal year are $2611,- { 
OOO.OOO, against $28,ooo,wv lent yem, 
and tile treasury looks lor $48U,Qon,. 
000, against VtlMuu.OoO fur the fuii 
year. Customs receipts are only some 
l&.UOO.UQQ behind lust year, und there 
is good reason to look for a surplus 
on ordinary operations of the govru- 
rnent.

Politics and Prosperity.

"With business of all kinds on the 
top wave of prosperity, farmers get­
ting tho highest prices in their reeol- 
loctlon, mines running duy und night, 
und day luborers receiving the largest 
wages they ever have known, and Hits 
In a Democratic administration, it be­
hooves Republicans to get busy and 
keep busy until the day of election if 
they want to win," remarked John U. 
Drown, u prominent lawyer of Helena, 
Mont., In an interview. Mr. brown la

Ho fur, however, with 
the single exception of the repeal of 
the free sugar clause or the lurlfT bill, 
which wilt not aid, but merely pi event 
a further loss to the treasury, iheru 
has not been u single revenue meas­
ure presented.

There is tulk of repealing Dio so- 
called "wur" und stump taxes, and all 
this means Hmt it heuvim burden Jh to 
bo placed upon those who uro now 
paying tho hic.omo tux. Even tho 
doubling of this tux, however, will not 
moot tho deficit in Dio treasury und 
still lake earn of Dm miilomi) defense 
program. Sooner or lutor Die govern­
ment will bo compelled to meot tho 
Issue squarely und urrungu for a bond 
issue.

Wise Legislation Needed.

udy tho entire history of this war. 
writes Mary Ethel McAuley in tho 
i ’ittshurgh Dispatch.

The Tiergarten was packed with peo­
ple nud thousands of nails for the iron 
Hindenburg were being sold. At Dran- 
denhurger gate  I saw tho crown prin­
cess go by iu an open carriage. She 
was having an awful time tr>lng to 
got her glove buttoned. I hud never 
imagined th a t  real princesses had 
troubles of th a t  kind. She is a tine, 
handsome, big woman. ^irigJit and 
clever, and much beloved.

Unter den Linden was one stream 
of flags and banners. They looked glo­
rious in tho bright sunlight, and the 
wind swished them every which way. 
Tho Bulgarian flag is very beautiful— 
red. whlto and a  lurid shade of green 

that makes one think of spring.
We had our second breakfast in Cafe 

Victoria. I iike this cafe, i t  in not in 
the least fashionable, in fact most of 
the frequenters are middle-aged Jew­
ish people, who transact business over 
u cup of coffee. Helling diamonds 
seems to be their chief occupation. 
But everyone tends to their own busi­
ness, and foreigners arc not stared at 
and made to feel uncomfortable. The 
windows are  bo large Unit you can sit 
here by the  hour and watch them go 
liv. Them, of course, means the sol­
diers.

In the lust few weeks 1 have learned 
a whole lot about soldiers. 1 can tell 
un mulerolhcer from  & common soldier, 
a sergeant from a feldwebel, and a 
leutnaut from an oherlcutnant. It 
is not easy to learn, und took much 
studying. But 1 like brass buttons and 
gold braid. Tho dress of tho German 
officer Is so simple and elegant thut 
Deuu Bruinme) would be jealous if he

tho bullets w ere kopt. Along the top 
of the trench mauy bags of sand were 
plied, but there  were holes through 
which the  soldiers could shoot. Of 
course, it was not a real tiench, but 
just the  same it  gives one a  good idea 
of all the cold and suffering that tho 
men in tho trenches must stand. In 
the field they have hospitals right un ­
der tho ground, and hero the  first aid 
to the injured is given.

Outside Die exhibition building, In 
another part of the trench lot, was a 
display of wiro entanglements. They 
were tnude by a firm in JtorJJn, and I 
am sure it  would take some cutting to 
get past them. The most interesting 
part of tho whole show was the  exhibi­
tion of war posters ;rom ull Germany's 
enemies, They had posters from 
Franco, Italy and Russia, but the ones 
from Knglund were the most read. 
They were all urging the men to arms

Besides the poster show they had 
many Interesting war pictures. Each 
country hud a section of pictures, and 
America was represented bv photos of 
Mr. Wilson, Mr. Ford, Mr. Edison and 
Mr. Daniels. "Teddy” was not there.

We had our dinner in the J'auJaner- 
hrtui, a new restuurunt th a t  was opened 
before Christmas. It is a very nice 
restaurant, and the things to out are  
very reasonable. Among other things 
f hud two pork chops and potutoes and 
they Just cost :to cents. You can 't  do 
uny better than thut in America.

After dinner we went to Grunowald 

to a  little inn we know Do-re. Jt was 
such a  day, such a bi-autiful day! Tho 
sun shone through Die trees. To get 
to th e  inn you must first walk through 
a hit of forest, and after a  lltllo you 
come io a JltDe Jake, Jt j« h very pre t­
ty lake where bathing is "verboten." 
The walk runs ulong tho lake and it 
fluaily leads to a  little, hunting lodge, 
which looks like a  tiny castle. I t  has 
many red-roofed towers and latticed 
windows, and in the center is a large 
court, which is decorated with mauy 
deers' heads.

At tho o ther end of the hike Is the 
inn, which was packed, of course.

Most of tho 
people had brought their  cukes ulong 
with them, ami then ordered coffee. 
This would not be considered tho 
thiug In America, but iu C c tu an y  it 
is in very good taste

When wo returned home we went by 
another way, und over on (ho otlier 
side of tho lake were u number of Rus­
sian prisoners sawing wood. A guard 
was wuU'hing them from Die hill. Uo 
was not stationed there to keep them 
from escaping, but to keep Diem work­
ing. One soldier In our party -wo hud 
a  soldier, (ou asked them la Relish 
how they liked Germany, “oh, it  is 
Am*," they unswered. "Much heller 
than RuhhIu.” They wanted to talk 
more, hut Die soldier ou Die hill shout­
ed something und (hey ull commenced 
suwing us hard us they could.

Iu tiie evening we went to a vurlely 
show. 'I he performance was rallier 
poor, but Die lurge Dieuter was abso­
lutely pucked Men coinpoacd half tho 
audience, and more thun half Die men 
were soldiers. Between tbo acts every­
body paraded up und down the corri­
dor und drank beer, gotun of the 
hungry ones ulu huuhuko sundwiches. 
T he  show lusted until 11:30.

Tho next duy all Die Hugs wero 
taken down, and Cuter den Linden 
wuk dull gruy stone pneu more. I 
only hope thut 1 can bo on i n t e r  den 
Linden when peueo is Uociurnd.
