Pev.W . H. Joisten Dead

Rev. W. H. Joisten, of Norway, 
passed away Tuesday of last sveek at 
St. Joseph's Hospital at Menominee. 
He was taken to the hospital the Sat* 
urday previous and was operated up­
on for appendicitis the same night 
The appendix was ruptured, making 
the case u critical one. He only sur­
vived the operation two days. Father 
Joisten was forty-eight years of age 
and had been In charge of St. Mary’s 
congregation at Norway for the past 
sixteen years. The remains arrived 
at Norway Wednesday afternoon. 
Funeral services were held Thursday 
morning, Bishop Kis. of Marquette 
officiating. Nearly every priest in the 
Marquette diocese was in attendance.

Victim of Typhoid

The first fatal termination of any 
of the recent typhoid cases occurred 
last Sunday evening, when Miss Signe 
Erickson, one of the patients of the 
Negaunee Hospital, passed away. 
Miss Erickson was one of the dozen 
and a half persons who became ill 
after a church social held on Memor­
ial day. All of the victims bad 
partaken of ice cream, and it is said 
to have been disclosed that 9ome of 
the milk or cream used In the prepar­
ation of the ice cream came from a 
home where there had been several 
cases of typhoid within recent years.

Miss Erickson, who was 23 years old 
and whose home was In Republic 
though she had been employed here 
for a considerable period, made a 
brave struggle for life and until 
the Una) week it was thought that she 
might recover.

The condition of one or two of the 
other patients at the hospital became 
critical during the past week, but 
some improvement has been noted 
and it is hoped that all will recover.

The remains of Miss Erickson were 
taken to Republic Monday evening 
and the funeral was held there yester­
day afternoon. Tho young woman 
had many friends during her stay In 
the city and her untimely end bus 
brought sorrow to all.

Find Dead Fish

in making a circuit of Teal Lake 
last Monday, Deputy Gamo Warden 
John Hough found innumerable dead 
or dying fish Moating In the north­
eastern portion of the lake, while 
there were muny more in the grass and 
roeds of the shore line. The officer 
brought some of the fish to town and 
reported tho matter to Dr. C. J. Lar­
son, tho municipal health officer. The 
latter euiisted the aid uf A. BelUtrom, 
superintendent of public works, and a 
force of men was soon at work gather­
ing in the fish to prevent contamina­
tion of the city's water supply.

The authorities are convinced thut 
the fish wore killed by blasting, some­
one undoubtedly having resorted to 
the use of dynamite in an effort to 
make a speedy haul of fish. This Is 
oot infrequently done at smaller and 
remote lakes and is attempted from 
time to time at Tea! Lake, but it Is not 
recalled thut any such wholesale scute 
was previously employed at the latter 
place.

Dr. Larson was unable to find any 
evidence of disease in the fish and in 
view of the prompt action which was 
taken to clear the affected portion of 
the surface of the lake he does not ap­
prehend any contamination of the 
water, though the analytes will be 
watched oven more closely than be­
fore.

The supposition is that the dyna­
miters gathered in all the fish they 
could immediately after tho blast and 
then hurried from the sceoe. In so 
large a body of water there would be 
many fish stunned by the ooocusslon 
in addition to those which were killed 
outright. Tbe waves undoubtedly 
carried maoy Into tbe reeds and grass 
on tbe shore; some of tbe more vigor­
ous doubtless making their wav back 
to tbe lake wblie the others perished. 
Tbe majority of the fish were porch, 
while a number of particularly large 
suckers were seen and some black 
buss.

School Election

The school district election held last 
Monday was the most spirited Negau- 
nee has seen in a number of years and 
the total vote reached the high-water 
mark of 1203, the highest which had 
been recorded in any previous elec­
tion having been 057. Tbe election 
last Monday resulted as follows: R. 
G, Jackson. 803: Dr, G. M. Uelhu* 
mour, 410. Mr. Jackson therefor re­
tains his seat upon the Board of Edu­
cation and enters upon his eleventh 
term, or tblrty-tirst year, of consecu­
tive service.

Both candidates did some energetic 
campaigning, particularly on the final 
day, autos being in service to provide 
transportation to the polls and use 
being freely made of the telephone in 
soliciting the presence of still others. 
It was the steadiest stream of ballots 
that ever poured in at a Negaunee 
school electlen, between 200 and 300 
having been deposited within the first 
hour after the polls were opened, and 
the only let-up being during the sup­
per hour, while even then it was far 
from being tho lull which usually 
characterizes this hour. Maoy ima­
gined that If they reached tbe school 
building by 7 p.m, they probably 
would be ablo to vote within a half- 
hour, and surely would have oppor­
tunity to do so before 8 o’clock 
arrived. There were few of these 7 
o’clock arrivals who were able to 
reach the ballot box much earlier than 
a few moments before 8, and the hun­
dred or moro people who had come 
any later were still in line when the 
hour of 8 arrived and the polls were 
declared closed A considerable num­
ber of women availed themselves of 
the privilege of voting.

Tho larger number of votes recorded 
last Monday has suggested the pro­
priety of lengthening tbe hours the 
polls are open. When the total vote 
ranges around 80, as is usually the 
case when opposition Is lacking, the 
customary four hours is even mors 
than enough time, but If the ballots 
are to go past tbe thousand mark It 
would appear to be advisable to 
lengtheo the hours whenever there is 
any likelihood of a contest.

The Board of Education will meet 
this evening to reorganize for the 
coming fiscal year. Tbe board has 
made a practice of according two 
terms to each of Its officers, and mak­
ing an entire reassignment of posi­
tions every second year. This hap­
pens to be a “ hold over" year, and 
inasmuch as there has been no change 
In tbe personnel of tbe board, tbe fol­
lowing officers will undoubtedly be 
re-elected: President, R. G. Jackson; 
secretary, Dr. J. H. Audrus; treasur­
er, Thomas Connors.

Rev. Mr. Hicks to Leave

Rev, R. T. T. Hicks, whose pros­
pective call to St. Paul’s Episcopal 
Church In Marinette, Wls., was men­
tioned a couple of weeks ago, has 
decided to accept and he has tendered 
to the vestry of St. John’s Church in 
this city his resignation as rector with 
the request that he be released August 
1st. No announcement has been made 
regarding Mr. Hicks’ successor, but 
it is probable thut tbe vestry wil| 
confer during the next week or two 
with IU. Rev. G. Mott Williams, 
bishop of the diocese, regarding the 
vacancy.

Hev. Mr. Hicks has been in charge 
of the Nugaunee palish for the pas1 
eight years, having como here from 
Ironwood. During his se.-vlee as 
rector the number of communicants 
has increased greatly and the Sunday 
School has had a notable growth* 
while numerous improvements have 
been made upon the church property, 
one being tbe erection of tbe guild 
hall, completed last autuum.

He has taken an active part in the 
civic as well as tbe religious affairs 
of Nogaunee and has given particular 
attention to numerous phases of soolal 
service.

Increased School Census

According to the report submitted 
to tho Bourd of Education by Judge 
William VorRan, who took the school 
census this year, there art within tho 
city limit* 3075 persons of school age, 
or between 5 and 20 years old. This 
is an Increase of 144 o v r  tho enumer­
ation of tho preceding year, and in 
particularly gratifying because during 
tho moro restricted mining operations 
prior to tbo activity of tho present 
seutfon quite a number of families re­
moved from the city. It is apparent 
that any losses (q this direction bavo 
been more than offset by incoming 
families, and these numbers together 
with the natural growth has gives the 
school population a substantial boost 
during tho past twelve-month.

An iocreused school census is grati­
fying to tho civic pride, hut Its lluan- 
clul aspects are of even greater con­
cern, for upon these figures are based 
the city’s share of the statu primary 
school fund. The primary distribu­
tion In 1014, based upon thecensui for 
the preceding year, was 17.10 per cap­
ita, and in 1015 it was 97.85. The per 
capitaapportluoment varies each year, 
but unlesi there should be an unex­
pected variation In the apportion­
ment ratio, the locreaso of 144 in tho 
Noguuuee school census ought to add 
somewhat over 41100 to the primary 
fund chock which the Negaunee dis­
trict will receive next year.

French Fliers Risk Their 

Lives.

HAVE NO RULES TO FOLLOW

6uccess Is Won by the Fighter's Aer­
ial Virtuosity and the Superiority 

of the Machine He Flies—
Some Flights.

Purls. The Hulletln des Armees 
prints an article on aerial duels. As 
this publication is olliclul. being is 
sued solely to the troops, the details 
given tuny Im> accepted us literally 
correct and Iroe from the exaggera­
tion often lent to aviutiou stories.

"!n April." tho writer begins, "our 
aviators brought down thirty-one Her­
man aeroplanes, while we lost only 
six. In March the numbers were thir­
teen lost on our side ami thirty-live 
by the Hermans; seven. Including 
three Fokkcrs. in «me day. Our bom­
barding squadrons make attacks on 
the German rear linos almost dally.

'It is often asked how aeroplane 
lidding is curried on, whether any 
special tactics exist for attacking an 
enemy or for defending oneself 
against an adversary who maidenly 
tomes in sight. The answer is nega­
tive. Aeroplane lighting is impro­
vised tc suit the conditions. No de­
bited method is employed, all being 
left tc the pilot's presence of mind, 
coolness mid decision.

Two Loaves of Bread a Day Is Ra­
tion of A u s tr ia n  in Journey From 

Buffalo to New York—Doesn't 
Like Canada.

New York. — A bedraggled, oil 
smeared, ruddy little man with some 
thing akin to fear in Ills big, brown 
eyes, stepped softly into the office oi 
Arthur Honours, superintendent of the 
Hebrew Sheltering and Immigrant 
Aid Society, recently.

"Ich bin bier.' he unnounccd calm­
ly, as though that were the most im 
portunt thing in the world. And It 
was, to him, for twenty-three-year-old 
Kugen Spitz, Austrian reservist and 
expert upholsterer, hud walked all the 
way from Ilufl'alo to New York with 
deadly fear of the Hanadian army 
spurring him on.

Twenty-four days had Kugen been 
on tho road, and his expenditures for 
food during that time had been just 
the three dollars, all that he had on 
starting. For eight months before lie 
begun his -ISO-inlle walk he had been 
a prisoner in a Toronto detention 
camp, and his hike was inspired by 
the overwhelming desire to put Just 
as much territory as possible between 
himself and Canada,

Spitz cumc to tile Catted States 
from Hruim, which is near the Her­
man border of AUBtriu. on June IS, 
I9M. He went to buffalo to work in 
a dye factory a few months later.

The most peculiar purt of his story 
is that last fall a Herman offered him 
a good job of Indefinite nature, ami 
took hitu to Toronto without letting 
him know they were entering Can­
ada.

"Ah soon us we got off the train." 
Spitz explained In broken Kngiisb, 
"Hint man disappeared. The police 
man came, ami they took tue on it train 
tn u big Mono lmu»c. vvIutc weir two

"There I lived In a room with sixty 
others Tot' sis* months. Wo slept on 
the floor, with blankets for rover, ami 
we had Hunp and oread to eat. hut (he 
only work we hml to do was clean up 
Hu* camp, lint all the time 1 vnts 
afrubl, ami then three of our number 
imuelcit under the outside wall ami 
tried to escape

LIQUID FIRE IS 
THE INVENTION 

OF AUSTRALIAN

CZAR’S BODYGUARD TAKES THE FIELD

Eccentric John Macgarrigle Sold 
War Device to German 

Government.

KEPT COMPOSITION A SECRET

Zealous Inventor Wanted to Rid Land
of Noxious Bushes—Observers De­

scribe Tests of Machine—Was 
Man of Remarkable Talents.

Sydirey, Australia.—The German
liquid fire-spraying device in use un 
tho war's western front sprang not 
from Teutonic brains, but from the 
head of un eccentric Australian, John 
Macgarrigle. This fuel 1ms just been 
learned here, but it hus ample corrobo­
ration. Mucgurrigie is dead, but tho 
hideous engine be contrived still ex­
ists, and it Ib being recalled by Inti­
mates of his that several years ago he 
went to Germany and there sold the 
thing to the military powers of that 
land.

He had previously tried tho British 
war oltice and the Commonwealth 
government, but ihe former declined 
to treat with him on the ground that 
his invention was in contravention to 
the laws of humanity and the princi­
ples of Tho Hague convention, while 
the latter simply ignored his proffer 
apparently as being that of a crank. 
He also tried the French or the Italian 
government—it is not certain which— 
with equally fruitless results, but 
when it camo to the kuiser's country 
he had a warm reception.

"The Herman government snapped It 
up," ho told several of his friends. "I 
was over to Germany some time ago 
and I got this off and several other 
patents."

Macgarrigle, commonly called "Jim­
my" Macgarrigle, was a genius, but, 
like most of his stamp, erratic and un­
businesslike, and he died poor and vir­
tually unknown. One of his traits was 
excessive secretiveness — although 
there can be no question that he wus 
u wonder in his way—which forbade 
his committing any of his Inchoate 
ideas to paper, with the result that 
they went to the grave with him; and 
he was so impracticable in judging his 
own works that the more humane of 
them could not be commercialized for 
his ami the general good. So, beyond 
the llre-squirt and the few other in­
ventions which he "got ofT” in Ger­
many. there is little to show for his 
versatility and ingenuity.

His "Fire-Squirt Ship."
Maegarriglo’s home was ut Warn- 

beral, near Hosford. New South Wales, 
where he maintained a laboratory. 
George Dupain, a friend, writing of 
the old fellow to the Daily Telegraph, 
says;

"After dwelling on the virtues of 
his quick-drying cement, unti-fouling 
paint, patent boot polish, a street car 
ticket system, explosives and other 
things, he led me back to his house, 
and showed me the plun of a peculiar 
vessel which looked like a man-of-war. 
It was roughly drawn, for old Maegur- 
rigle was u bud penman, but ns soon 
us he begun to explain matters 1 un­
derstood. This was what he called 
his patent llre-squirt ship. It was built 
to carry a certain liquid below tho wa­
terline, and in every portion of the 
hull there were lmll-uhuped affairs, 
which, be explained, could not he 
pierced hy any modern projectile. In­
deed, the whole vessel seemed tn he 
mude in such a wuv that no portion

was other than round. He had cer­
tain receptacles for enormous pumps 
worked by hydraulic pressure, and 
these pumps would throw a liquid up 
to three or four miles, and even more, 
according to their size.

"Ho explained that a German had 
invented a pump to throw a liquid five 
miles. Whether this was correct or 
not 1 never took the trouble to llnd 
out. but when old Macgarrigle had ex­
plained mor£ details, which 1 could 
not quite follow, he told me. about his 
fire squirt. He pledged me to secrecy.

"He told me that he had found a 
chemical compound which would take 
llro when It came into contact with 
tho air. With further experimentation 
he had resolved this into a liquid 
form, preserving the same properties, 
and then he hit upon applying it to 
war purposes. This liquid, ho ex­
plained, would burn u certain time, 
and when on lire its density wus re­
duced and it would run about any­
where and burn everything it came in 
contact with. A constant stream of 
the stuff would burn incessantly. Its 
temperature was high enough to pro­
duce a dull red heat in either Iron or 
steel, and If the pressuro in the tiring 
apparatus was increased it would 
shrivel up everything it came into con­
tact with. Ho went on to explain that 
it could be tired in u modern shell 
which, when it had burst, would 
spread the liquid, lie hecumc so en­
thusiastic over this invention that his 
eyes glittered and ho pared his labo­
ratory. making convulsive gestures 
and suying that the nation thut bought 
this Invention would have the power 
of controlling the world and, if neces­
sary, of slopping war altogether.

"I begun to think tin man wax a 
maniac and looked around for-a meth­
od of escape in ease he might gi com­
pletely off his head. However, lie 
culmed down and 1 took courage to 
question him about this ghastly ma­
chine, even demanding that he should 
give me proof that what he said was 
true. He laughed and said that If 1 
came up next evening at dusk he 
would prove tho truth of his remarks.

First Exhibit of Liquid Fire.
"Well, I weut. Furthermore, I took 

some friends. Mucgurrigie did not ob­
ject in the* least. He took us outside 
on the slope of Mount IMeusunt (the 
inventor lived on Mount Pleasant) und 
made us all sit down at about ten 
yurds distant from him. He disap­
peared for a while In the hush and 
then came hack with what 1 imagined 
to be itn old oil drum and un ordinary 
lurge garden spruy. I could not see 
what he was doing because be turned 
his back on us but prexcutly be held 
the spray up in the air.

"I suw him stand. firmly us if to 
make an effort, then ho quickly 
pressed the handle of Hie squirt and a 
long stream of while lire shot out 
from tin* muzzle of the xpruy mid fell 
to the ground, there burning brightly 
tor an Instant.

"Thu thing was done so quickly and 
all was over In such a short time that 
we were nonplused. Then Mucgurrigie 
walked calmly toward us and handed 
mo the spray, saying: 'UTIL what do 
you think of my invention now?' He 
gavu us then u lecture on (ho possihill 
ties of the lire Hquirt. I examined the 
spray carefully tit was Just light 
enough to distinguish objects at slurt 
range', pulled out the plunger, smelled 
it and tried to seek any clue as (. ihe 
nature ef the stuff. When Macgarrigle 
saw wiiat I was doing lie laughed 
heartily and said 1 wouldn't tlnd any­
thing there. However, l noted thut he 
had evidently screwed off the top of 
the spray when squirting the liquid, 
because lie had failed to put it back 
properly, und ulso (but the leather 
plunger was slightly charred, I care­
fully niited the place where the lire 
had tullen and look the tri able to ex 
atuiuc it early next day. and, sure 
enough, all t In* herbage a a* burned and 
wherever the liquid hml run only 
i burred vegetation remained. I was 
astounded. I perceived immediately 
(hnt his words were true, and the \ « 
sihllliies of his invention were ho 
mighty as to make nn lempc.mrlly 
shudder."

Mr I'cpnln becalm much iit'iuhei1 
b*> M.ug.irriglc and :q'-ut *n my h.inr* 
with him once whet h»» no-ant tc 
pay tlie mv-uti.r a Mizpro \u 'i h-- 
Icarmd that (he old man ha! d«|.irUd

for Europe; but as soon as ho learned 
of Macgarriglc's return he sought hie 
home and heard from Margurrlglo 
that bo had suld his fire squirt to Ger­
many.

It appears from un account of Mac- 
garrlglc given to the Dally Telegraph 
by another friend, a newspaper man, 
thut the llro machine was designed al­
so for the destruction of prickly pear, 
which is one of the curses of Australia 
and has already ruined huge tracts of 
good land in Queensland. This con­
tributor says:

"He told mo that he had offered to 
clear the whole of the pear In Queen** 
land under certain terms, but tht gov­
ernment had turned it down. 7 his 
seemed at first Inexplicable, w  at the 
time the government was oflerlng a re­
ward of IfiOJMK) for any effective plan 
for getting rid of fh« pest. When l 
told him this ho srouted tho idea of 
anything so paltry ami dealt with a 
sum of that sort with the contempt of 
a multimillionaire.

"Ho said that the only condition un* 
dor which he would show his hand was 
that ho should receive all expenses 
und get tho freehold of all the land 
ho cleared. As there were at th« 
time about 2il,()no.uoo acres affected 
one may understand the reason for 
turning down the ofTer. The area now, 
by the way, runs Into "O.OOn.Ouu aerea. 
As I expressed doubt about tho effec­
tiveness of his plan, he invited mu to 
his place the following night to seo 
the squirt at work. Hut it was a con­
dition that no one was to accompany 
me. 1 kept the uppuintnient.

"lie begun operations by seating me 
in a chair, from which I was not to 
move. ]{y tills means he made it im­
possible for mo to get a close glimpse 
of the maidilnc, but (ho drum which 
curried the oil seemed in the durkneBB 
to be similar in shape to the recepta­
cle which appears in pictures of those 
UermutiH at the front engaged in this 
sort of wurfurc. Ho told tue he wus 
ready, after pumping up tho machine, 
and then let it go. It ejected a con­
stant stream of liquid tire from u short 
hose length for some minutes, spurt­
ing over a distance of about forty feet. 
With tho same mysterious niunner 
that he had begun uperutlons, ho bun­
dled tho plant up und put It uwuy in a 
room and locked tho door.

"Then ho sat down beside mo und 
yarned. After urging thut this thing 
would not only destroy prickly pear, 
hut noxious shrubbery and weeds of 
all sorts, he told me thut what it was 
originally Intended for was an instru­
ment of wurfurc. 'Man,' he suiil with 
great confidence, 'this thing would de­
stroy soldiers us If they were ruts. 
What bayonet charge could stand up 
against it? My idea is not a smuil 
squirt like this, hut us large u.i u big 
llre-llghting hose sending out a stream 
of tire with us much force and volume 
us tho biggest water hydrant in Kyd 
ney.‘

"A character of this sort milurully 
aroused interest, especially as he be­
gun to talk about synthetic rubber 
which lie could make for 2f» cents a 
pound tut a time when the genuine ur 
tide was about I'J.fiO); cements ho 
could make at absurdly low rates, 
tiles, bricks, explosives, anti-fouling 
paint, hunt dressings und other things.
I begun to think that I hud struck un 
Edison."

The Journalist believes thut Mat gar 
rigle sold the explosive Just men­
tioned to Ihe Germans, and he adds 
"It wus terribly destructive, as an 
equal quantity of it with gelignite tore 
a hole in a piece of galvanized iron 
four times Us size."

Fre.l Wright of Sydney rubs the ac­
counts of Macgarrigle of something ol 
their romance hy suying llmt the in 
vetitor, whom he knew well, "frequent­
ly suggested 'wildcat' schemes fur (he 
employment of eliemieals for the de 
etruction of prickly pear and the ex 
termination of rabbits." And he goer 
on: "Mr. Macgarriglc's spray consisted 
of a solution of phosphorus in on m 
tlaumiable liquid, lie tried bisulphide' 
■ ■I' curbed os a solvent for Id*- pli.is 
plu rus nnd then mixed this with othci
I I tnbustlhle liquids. There was until 
■eg particularly original In the idea 
n;T. it vv.. . not nt all sate to handle

Out of It come small layer 
cakes, puns of light biscuit, toothsome 
little drop cakes, small pans of piping- 
hot Sally Lunn ami rich gingerbread 
for the Sunday night supper. The lit­
tle oven bukes only a small quantity- 
enough biscuit for four persona, twice 
around, and layer cuke which makes 
six good-sized slices; but tho Sunday 
night opportunities to have a tasto of 
real home cooking are much appreci­
ated by privileged guests who also 
dwell in boarding places.

No woman with fastidious taste— 
and thought for her neighbors—would 
venture to cook steak or fry potatoes 
In an apartment house, where odors of 
rooking are not supposed to permeate; 
but creamed entrees, sulads, baking of 
the sort referred to and various appe­
tizing scalloped entrees may bo pre­
pared by aid of chafing dish and a lit­
tle oven of the sort. The small ovens 
may be used on electric grills also, 
and rare Is the woman who does not 
eujoy an occasional "cooking fest" to 
keep her hand In at housekeeping.—

A few flowers arc In good taste and 
add charm to the dining table but the 
whole greenhouse or garden should 
not be UBed. They shouldn't fairly 
scream out for attention, asserts Miss 
Araminta Holman, instructor in homo 
art.

“Decorations should always add 
beauty to the artelo which they deco­
rate." says Miss Holman. “Tho flow­
ers that are dainty, delicate and spar­
ingly used are attractive on the table 
In tho dining room. A small fern Is 
appropriate. The flowers are of less 
Importance than tho food, the dishes 
and the sliver. One or two flowers ore 
usually enough, properly arranged.

"Their tops should not be higher 
than tho tallest dish on the table. 
Persons seated for the dinner should 
not have to play peek-a-boo around a 
tall vase of flowers."

Furnishing Small Rooms.
In furnishing a small room two nec­

essary points must be considered: 
First, that space is gained by making 
things us Hut as possible ugalnst the 
wall; and, second, that stiffness is 
prevented then by Introducing a plant 
or two. If the room is a living room 
or a dining room, and breaking tho 
lines of the furniture by pulling out 
a table a little or turning a chair.

A low seat 16 inches in height, run­
ning around u corner and along one 
side of the room to some break of door 
or window, saves space and furniture, 
and adds a churming effect.

Two Excellent Methods of Preparing

This Mott Healthful of All t^e 
Summer Vegetables.

If rhubarb is rightly cooked it is as 
lean und bright and purifying an 

spring sunshine. And since it is about 
95 per cent water, the cooking is hard­
ly more than the heating of water - 
yet how poor, stringy, und unpalatublr 
It sometimes is ns some people cook it.

If we want our rhubarb shredded to 
thu last thread we have but to wash, 
peel and cut it into small bits and add 
to it about half a cupful of boiling 
water to two cupfuls. In five minutes, 
over just enough lire to boil it. or a 
few minutes moro. it is completely 
dissolved into shreds. If we want it 
to have undiluted virtue we may steam 
It in a double boiler for half mi hour 
or until its great amount of water is 
heated out. If wo want it sirupy we 
ran cook it for five minutis or until 
tender in a sirup.

Stewed Rhubarb.—Wash, peel und 
cut up rhubarb and put It in an enamel 
ware double boiler und rook until 
tender. Put in sugar to taste, and let It 
mult down through it before remov­
ing from fire. Kvery piece will re­
tain Us shape if the whole is not 
stirred, but if it is to be eaten as n 
hot soup at luncheon, without crack­
ers or brend. to be followed by an 
egg dish, whisk or heat It into shreds 
with a silver fork. It is a good tonic, 
all nature distilled and flavored water, 
uncontaminated except by the sugar.

Rhubarb in Sirup.—Add on© cupful 
of cold water to one cupful of sugar 
and stir over flre until sugar dissolves. 
Let cook five minutes. Add four cup­
fuls rhubarb and simmer. Kach piece 
will retain shape, but will lone color. 
For a change, flavor with a teaspoon- 
ful of vanilla if you like it that way. 
Serve at end of meal “on compote," 
without cake or bread.

City Attorney T. A. Thoren received 
telegraphic advices from the Michigan 
State Tax Commission, a few days 
after bis return from a conference 
with these officials at Lansing, that 
the changes in the Xegaunee assess* 
ment roll recommended by the Hoard 
of Review had been approved by the 
Commission nod that formal notifica­
tion to this effect would be sent direct 
to the Xegaunce assessor so that he 
might incorporate the revised figures 
in this year's roll.

The changes recommended and ap­
proved were practically a'l reductions, 
and in the aggregate they mako quite 
a sizable sum, but the impression 
should not be gained that there has 
been any sweeping or general reduc­
tion in tbc Negaunee roll. The 
changes which the local board recom­
mended were confined to individual 
realty valuations in certain blockB in 
which altered conditions seemed to 
warrant a readjustment of values. 
When the local Board of Review bad 
completed its consideration of the 
roll these tentative changes were 
scheduled in petition form and City 
Attorney Thoren was delegated to lay 
the matter before the State Tax Com­
mission. The Negaunee emissary 
was well fortified with comparative 
data, and though the state officials 
went into the matter very thoroughly 
and reserved their decision pending a 
scheduled formal session on the 5th 
lost, they seemed to have been im­
pressed with the reasonableness of 
Negaunee'B requests. City Attorney 
Thoren therefore wa6 Quite confident 
that confirmation would be merely a 
matter of form and be was prepared 
for the favorable telegram which 
reached him a few days ago.

The concessions granted by the 
Slate Tax Commission are particular­
ly gratifying in few of the fact that 
Negaunee le due for a general revision

Carnival is Coming

The Common Council at a special 
meeting held Wednesday evening re­
considered its former action in declin­
ing to grant a license to the K. G.

With a full board present, tbe Com. 
moo Council on June 1st declined to 
grant the license by a 6 to 5 vote. At 
tbe next regular meeting, on July 6tb, 
a motion to reconsider the action was 
carried and upon the ballot to grant a 
license tbe vote stood: Yes, 1; No. 6; 
blank, 2; absent, 2. At Wednesday 
evening's meeting four alder­
men were absent, at least three of 
whom were out of tbe city, and tbe 
reconsideration and granting of tbe 
license went through by unanimous 
vote of those present.

So we are to have tbe carnival next 
week. It bad the opeo week date and 
Its plea of earlier negotiations and in­
ability to cancel railroad contracts is 
said to have bad an influence in the 
aldermanic decision to let item come 
In. The matter of location was made 
subject to the mayor’s approval and 
the site has oot been determined, 
but probably will be on Jackson street 
between Silver and Cyr. By most 
people these carnivals are regarded 
as not unmixed blessings. During 
the earlier stages of negotiations one 
of tbe local lodges was concerned in 
the enterprise aod this fact served to 
muster considerable sentiment in Its 
behalf, but there seems to be no doubt 
that If the matter could have been left 
to a popular vote, either then or now, 
the sentment of tbe community would 
be found against the carnival. The 
city is to got $300 in license fees, pro­
vided tbe weather bolds fair, but it 
will cost the people individually many 
times $300.

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ALONG (ho flooded banks of (ho 
Tigris river (ho English cam* 
jmtgn in Mesopotamia is still 
being waged. It has brought 

into tho llniellght this great water 
courso of western Asia which has al­
most as many historical associations 
as tho Euphrates, which flowed 
through (he Garden of Eden. A bul­
letin issued by (ho National Geo­
graphic society gives an interesting 
account of this highway of ancient civ­
ilization, which seems to have assumed 
mice more the role of history maker.

The great Tigris, upon whoso hanks 
(hero flourished the magnificent city of 
I^agash and the great Babylonian em­
pire more than threo thousand years 
hotoro tho Christian era, today has 
fallen to such lowly estate that even 
tho Turks and Arabs, whom It sus­
tains, scorn to do tt honor. Almost 
contemptuously they have given It tho 
sobriquet, "tho cheap cameleer,” be­
cause it is used by the natives of its 
upper reaches to bring down rafts or 
keleks from Dlarbeklr to Bagdad, 
where tho wood is said while tho in­
flated skins used as flouts are deflated.

On its turbid courso through Meso­
potamia, (ho Tigris, which is tra­
versed by small boats for a dlatanco 
noarly four times as great as tho nav­
igable rcuchos of tho Hudson river, 
flows past mutiy ruins which have 
proved an almost Inexhaustible mlno 
of Information for archeologists. Op- 
pouito Mosul, from which we Imvo do- 
rived tho word muslin, applied to tho 
fabric first imported into Europe from 
this town in the twelfth century, thoro 
are to he found tho oxlenslvo remains 
of what was once haughty Nineveh, 
over associated in the popular mind 
with tho Itlhllcal account of Jouuh, tho 
freat fish and the gourd vine.

Ruins of Once Mighty Assur.
Sixty miles down tho river from Ni­

neveh. which was tho last capital of 
Assyria, there squats the mean little 
Aruh village of Kurut-Shergat. on tho 
buried ruins of Assur, tho first grout 
city of the Assyrian empire. It was 
In honor of their god Assur that high 
priests founded the city of the sumo 
mime. These priestly builders and ad­
ministrators were at lirst under tho 
suzerainty of Babylonia, hut when that 
empire foil Into decay they succeeded 
In establishing themselves us inde­
pendent kings, founding u dynasty 
which held ruthless sway over this 
section of the world for cnnturloR. 
j. Atiothor historic place on the hanks 
of tho Tigris is Nlmrud, which legend 
lolls us was built by tho lllhlicul hero 
who in addition to being a mighty 
punter is credited with having boon 
tho projector of tho Tower of Hubei, 
am! also with huving east Abraham in- 
lo tho tiro heeiiuse tin* father of tho 
lsruellteH refused lo worship idols.

After Hie two brunches 
Join tin' nvnr flows In a southeasterly 
direction for Koo miles until It unites 
wltli tho Euphrates 7o miles uhovo tho 
l'orslnn gulf, and forms tho Hlmtt-ct- 
Aiuh. Tho (wo prlnclpul towns on 
this wulcnvny of imclonl glory nru 
Bagdad and Hnsiu,

Dlarbekir Ones Was Rich, 
plnrheklr, situated on tho upper 

Tigris, has nn impressive situation. 
Built upon a basaltic table hind, sur­
rounded by walls constructed of basal­
tic rock, tho city overlooks a broad 
bond of tho Tigris, which flows by lt« 
eastern side. Beneath the wails of (ha 
city urn) within Hie bend of the river 
lies a plain covered with vegetation of 
every shudo of green that the East 
can produce.

Few cities of tho earth have under­
gone greater vicissitudes than Dlurbe- 
lilr. Homan and Persian, Armenian 
and Purthlnn, Arab and Turk have dis­
puted its possession. In one of its 
many changes alone, more than KO.Otli) 
of its people were pat to tho sword, Ho 
Jieuvy has boon tho toll that war has 
levied upon it that whore once it was 
larger than the capital of tho t'nlted 
States, today less than 40,000 pcoplo 
dwell there.

The city is rich in remnants of its 
former greatness. Old .lacoldte, Greek 
and Armenian churches raise their 
spires to heaven along with tho mtnu- 
i,.|i- of u host of Mohammedan
m o sq u e* .

and tho sheaves that tho Inhabitants 
bring in there are sheaves of mulberry 
leaves which servo as fodder for tho 
hungry silkworm. Lettuce is a favor­
ite article of diet, and tho Turks eat it 
all day long.

Strange Craft on the Tigris.
Strangest of all the kinds of float­

ing equipment is tho kelek, seen on 
the Tigris. Tho kelek is probably one 
of the earliest forms of water trans­
portation used by our ancestors In 
Asia. It consists of goatskins inflated 
with air, tied beneath a framework of 
light poles. Often as many as 800 such 
skins are used to give the boat the 
desired buoyancy.

The cargo la loaded onto the kelek 
Just as though ft were a flat bottomud 
barge, after which the craft beginB its 
journey down the Tigris or the Eu­
phrates propelled or guided by oars. 
When it reaches Us journey's end it Is 
broken up and sold us skins and tim­
ber.

The two grent rivers of Mesopo­
tamia are very crooked and very irreg­
ular in their depths. The airline dis­
tance between Diarbekir and Bagdad 
is 400 miles, while the water route via 
tho Tigris is about 1,000 miles. At 
many places the river is deep enough 
to accommodate bouts of considerable 
draft, but at others ft is so shallow 
that a man has difficulty In swimming. 
But oven over shallows where a man 
cannot go as a swimmer, a well-laden 
kelek will float without accident. For 
thousands of years this buoyant boat 
has helped tho people of Mesopotamia 
to move tholr coimueroo over the 
shoals and shallows of two of the 
earth's moodiest rivers.

Social Law Exacts Living Wage From 

Communities After All—Condi­
tions in New York.

U has been estimated by social sci­
entists that $S40 u year is tho lowest 
income on which a lunilly of live cun 
live in decency ill New York. The 
wageH paid by Now York city to labor­
ers is $480 a yeur. This is $1100 below 
tho mark. But Ih It $1(00 saved? It 
is not, declares Detroit Free Breus. 
There is a law, a natural uoclul law, 
that when society refuses to pay the 
prico of decency and Justice, it pays 
tho price of indecency uud Injustice— 
and tho latter is the heavier price.

Take the case of New York. The 
worker who earns $1100 less than n liv­
ing wage still lives, but ho takes tho 
dllTereace -and more—out of tho com­
munity. When his children are sick 
tho public doctor attends them. When 
tho child is injured, u public hospitul 
cares for it at public expense. When 
work Is not to ho had public funds boy 
the family Its bread and fuel.

When tho morn! fruits of such a life 
manifest themselves In crime, society 
pays the policeman and supports the 
penitentiary by which legal oxptutlon 
is made. And when the wretched 
parents die. society pays for the fu­
nerals and supports the orphans. This 
is not to mention tint morul and physi­
cal inctmcn to the community which 
such an uncared-for family umy be­
come.

Count these public “churHles” and it 
becomes clear that tint $MU which New 
York saves on each of Hut laborers is 
taken out of New York city's treasury 
and orderliness mid health— and more, 
too.

Laws of nucleiy arc like any other 
laws of tho imilerlal universe; they are 
Inviolable. Noddy cannot break them, 
but society cun hrulso itself against 
them. And that is wlmt society bus 
been doing. With tills consolation, 
however, that every bruise society in­
flicts upon itself awakens its intelli­
gence uud concern in (hut particular 
direction.

NEW WAY TO KILL FOWLS
"Ladylike" Method of Abollehlng the

Usual Qory Spectacle Has Been 
Devised.

A new nnd "ladyllko" way to kill 
fowls has been devised by which the 
free flowing and spattering of chick 
cii'h blood after lancing Is prevented 
nrnl tho unjdcuHantness of viewing 
tho whole sanguinary affair Is r<i' 
moved, ivmurkB an oxchungo.

What to the squeamish is the most 
distressing feature ot the poultry busi­
ness-killing fowls by hand—is elimi­
nated by a machine which does the 
work with accuracy and with a deli 
cacy that must appeal to tho esthetic.

Tho fowl is considerately suspend 
ed by the legs from tho yokellko leg 
damps with Its body and head hi a 
tubular casing. In tho lower ponton 
of this casing is a dutnty head holder 
with a ring in which tho bill is in­
serted. A V-slmpml collar lu pushed 
into position nnd tenderly locked In 
place over the Trout portion of the 
neck of the fowl. The door to the 
casing is then decently closed.

Next a lover extending from the 
casing is boldly operated, causing a 
knife or hmeu to bo driven through 
tin* brain of tho fowl, and a blow from 
the pendulumllko hammer Is Imme­
diately delivered at tho hack of the 
head, The blood Is caught in a small 
pan placed below tho head, so that 
uot oven the maehlno is soiled.

ARTICLE REALLY IS NOT PROPER- 
LY APPRECIATED.

Healthy and Economical Food Should
Be Far More Widely Used Than It 

Is—Some Ways to 
Employ It.

Honey Is one of tho healthiest nr.rl 
most economical foods, and It is not 
only delicious, hut Ims iuvntuahle 
medicinal qualities. It runuot. of 
course, take the place of sugar, ns 
sugar Is more convenient, for one 
thing, hut it Is belter adapted lo cer­
tain cooking than sugar aud its tluvnr 
Is an aid in securing that vuriety 
which all cooks arc seeking.

For Instance, cream eheeHe ami 
honey, either liquid or In the comb, 
nukes u delicious and healthful combi­
nation.

Two ounces of honey nnd six ounces 
of strawberries, with three ounces of 
outage cheese, two ounces of bread 
and two-thirds of an ounce of butter, 
tho latter either spreed on the bread 
or mixed with the cheese, makes a 
very well-balanced meal.

As n filling for sandwiches, honey 
may ho used with chopped nuts, or tho 
nuts may he added to cheese and 
honey for tho sumo purpose.

Honey can bo used Instead of sirup 
or jam with cereals and pancakes, and 
if u little hot wuter is added to it it 
will bo easier to pour. It la more con­
venient than sugar for sweetening 
lemonade or other fruit drinks, as it 
does not have to be dissolved. With 
charged water It has less of n ten­
dency to expel tho gas. Solid honey 
makes n delicious filling for cake.

It may be substituted for molasses 
in all forms of bread nnd cake cook­
ery, and gives a more delicate flavor. 
It contains less add than molasses, 
and so requires less soda in recipes 
which form when poured into cold 
water. Beat the white of tho egg until 
stiff, and when tho sirup bus cooled 
slightly pour over tho egg, beating the 
mixture constantly until it will hold 
its shape. This frosting is sultahlo 
for use between layers of cakes, but 
is rather too soft for tho lop.

Cukes made with honey will keep 
fresh much longer than when sugar 
is used. Indeed, if butler is omitted 
they will keep for months, uml even 
improve In flavor.

Honey can he used in a variety of 
ways for preserving. A good jelly may 
be mado by combining a cupful of 
apple Juice with a cupful of honey and 
proceeding us in ordinary jelly mak­
ing. Other combinations of tho sort 
could probably be worked out.

Cranberries cooked In honey and 
wuter are delicious. Tako equal 
weights of eueh of tho Ingredients, 
uml after pricking each berry several 
times to prevent bursting and permit 
tho sirup to penetrate to the Interior, 
cook them slowly until they are soft 
and boil down the sirup until It just 
covers them. Dour Into glasses ami 
cover Uko jelly. A good method Is to 
place nil tho ingredients in u double 
holler ami heat them very slowly. If 
this method Is I'olloweu the boiling 
down of (he sirup is ( von more neces­
sary than when the berries aro cooked 
luoro rapidly. Honey is good to uuo 
with sugur for candies, bucuuso It 
causes It to remain soft.

To Mend the Screens.
The broken door or window screen 

is an eyesore all summer If It Is left 
unmended, or tho repairing Is done 
clumsily. The neatest wuy to mend 
the screen Is to cut a piece of wlro 
netting ubout three inches larger than 
the hole. Remove tho wires around 
(ho edge of l ho patch for half an inch 
or more, like drawing awuy tho 
(breads from a piece of linen, lleml 
the resulting prongs at right angles 
ami ill the pateh In place with the 
wire ends sticking through the screen 
Dress tho patch Hal ngalust the largei 
surface, (lien on the other side pi'esi. 
the ends buck lo their original posl 
Hon. Tills secures the pnleh.

Small Baked Mackerel.
After splitting mid cleaning fish I 

plnee in a buttered dripping pun. 
Hphukie with Halt and pepper and 
'‘over with one-lmll' eupiul of thin 
cream lu place of (he erenm two- 
thirds of a cupful of milk and u little 
butter may he used, Jialto lu u hot 
oven for minutes.

Asparagus on Toast,
WuhIi uHpunigUH, cut off dm bottom 

of slalkii. Then cut olT the resl of the 
hard purl and put Hioho to boll In 
suited water ami boll (111 lender, Then 
put In lops ami boll till done. Toast 
bread, butter, ami heat nitik, put tm- 
puragus on toast, pour the milk over, 
add pepper ami salt to taste.

Apple Sauce.
Ronst goose, duek or pork should 

have apple suuee. First pure, eore and 
quarter a pound of apples. Boll them 
Hit soft In a saucepan, with half a 
cupful of water. Add an ounce of 
sugar aud half an mi mo of butter uml 
heal them up.

Light and Fluffy Potatoes.
After the potatoes have been 

mashed and the milk added, acid u 
pinch of baking powder aud heat it 
whh an egg healer. You will Had that 
this will malm them light and Huffy.

In addition to paylog an eloquent 
tribute to the greatness of our nation, 
and expressing the many uoble 
thoughts iucldeul to a contemplation 
of the centennial anniversary, Hon. 
JohnQ. Adams in the oratiou which 
he delivered on the Fourth of July 
gave considerable attention to local 
bUtory, aod from lus able review the 
following datu Is summarized: Uctil 
the discovery of Iron ore the Upper 
Feuinsula was but Hub known. The 
first knowledge of the presence of the 
mineral was obtained by a trader at 
Suult Ste. Marie from an Indian chief 
11: the form of a tine spucluieo of 
specular ore, which the trader gave to 
Frol. Charles T. Jackson, a U. S. 
geologist, In 1*44. The Jackson 
Coiupuuy was organized in 1*46, Its 
original purpose being to operate In 
the Copper Dlatriet, hut during the 
summer F. M. Kverelt, one uf the
incorporators, came to Negaunee uud
located, under permit from the Secre­
tary uf War, wlmt is uow Known us 
the “Jackson iron mine.” The first 
ore takeu from this sectloo wus a half 
ion which was packed on the backs 
of half-breeds to the moutb of the 
Carp river and thence carried lu 
canoes to the St. Mary's river. The 
ercciiou of a forge on Carp river, 
about three miles east of Negauuee, 
was commenced the suiue summer, 
uml the first blooms from Jackson 
Iron were made by Azel Uithrop, 
now of C'eutorvlile, uud wore sold to 
K. |i. Ward. From these blootu* was 
mado the walking beam for the 
nicuiiiMr “Ocean." (t Is well to recall 
that this district, though only three 
duendei have passed, Is supplying the 
ore from which fully one quarter of 
all the Iron products of the United 
States Is made. The Iron Cliffs Com­
pany established Us “ Ploooer Fur- 
uace” at Negaunee In 1867 and It Is 
now capable of produolog 60 tons per 
day. The Peninsula division of the 
C. Sc N. W. K. It. was completed to 
Negaunee io 1886; the M. H. A O. 
having been built from Marquette In 
i860. The Urst bulldlug lu Negaunee 
was that erected by the Jackson mtue 
owners, a log boarding house located 
near "tbe spring;" the tirst frame 
building was put up lo 186* and occu­
pied as a store by a tnau named 
Hutchinson. Capt. Henry Merry catne 
Imre 111 1868 to take charge of the 
Jackson mine. Hoc. Edward Brel- 
tuug, president of this centennial 
cnlnbratloo, came here In 1H3U, a 
period when the ground upon which 
w« now stand was “a dismal swamp.*' 
James F. Pecdlll, John P. Mitchell 
and John Mulvey were other pioneer 
settlers.
