No Dogs Allowed

For tbe information of those desir­
ing to hunt birds with dogs during tbe 
deer bunting season, the public do* 
main commission has ruled under 
authority of tbe legislature that bird 
doga oannot be used during the deer 
bunting season or bebAd In possession 
In the woojs, camp or club housedur* 
log such time. Deputies will be in* 
itructed to kill on sight any dog found 
hunting o r following on the tra il of 
a  deer. I t  will be lawful to train 
doge for bunting blrda not more than 
16 days prior to tbe opening of tbe 
eeasoo, provided that no firearms are 
In the possession of tbe person training 
the dog.

As an explanation for this ruling, 
it Is said th a t any bunting dog will 
tra il a deer aod many hunters track 
uoder the guise of train ing a dog. 
Another new ruling of the publio do­
main commission which went Into 
effect Aug. 1 le that cats may be shot 
on sight In the woods or on pnblio 
highways even during closed hunting 
seasons, If found or believed to be 
preying upoo birds.

School Medical Inspection

ft is expected that considerable time 
will be gained in ascertaining the 
general state of health of the student 
body in the Negaunee public schools, 
as a  result of a plan inaugurated by 
Superintendent Orr Schurtz. Under 
the most favorable circumstances it 
would take the medical Inspector a 
considerable period to  make even a 
preliminary Inspection of the pupils 
in all of tbe rooms, so Superintendent 
Sohurtz has asked eaoh teaoher to 
look over her room aod note any 
unusual conditions with regard to 
the pbyeioal well-being of berobarges, 
making Immediate report upon aoy 
cases wblob appear to require early 
attention. These report* will be for* 
warded promptly to Dr. C. J . Larson, 
medical Inspector of schools and 
munlolpal health officer, and he will 
thus be enabled to give attention to 
these special c a m  without awaiting 
their discovery when he made bis 
rounds of tbe virious rooms. This 
arrangement will oot only Insure more 
prompt attention for an individual 
pupil but wilt go a long way toward 
safegurrdlog tbe health of the other 
soholars In a room.

The reporti which will be mads by 
the teachers will have special refer­
ence to puplle suffering from adenoids 
and a lio  to any esses whore there may 
be Indications of contagious disease. 
The medical inspector will see that 
such pupils promptly consult their 
family physician, and If necessary be 
will order pupils' exclusion from 
school until the state of their health j 
has boon fully determined. Tbe work j 
of medical Inspection of the loca l. 
schools is now well syitem atized.icard 
index system being maintained for t 
each room and complete da ta  regard* j 
log each puwil's physical character!!* 
tics being ndted on the individual t 
cards. While new cards are made out 
at the beginning of each school year; 
tbe preceding year's cards form the 
basis for a “ follow up” system and the 
teachers and the medical In s p e c to ra l 
enabled to check up on nay unusual 
conditions which had appeared during 
previous years.

The use of conspicuous c o lo rs -  
green, red, pink, etc., is objectionable.

Until an adequate supply of gray 
and khaki yarn is on hand, the Red 
Cross Supply Service at Chicago will 
lake the liberty of sending on each 
order some of tbe darker colors, 
whether worsted or wool.

After September 10th It is expected 
tha t the supply a t Chicago will equal 
the demand.

It is uolawful to take lo one day more 
than 26 duck. I t Is unlawful to kill 
prairie obickeo before 1920. It Is un­
lawful to kill quail until 1920.

The open season for partridge will 
be from Oct. 1 to Nov. 9, Inclusive. 
Hlx Is the limit tha t may be bagged In 
ooe day, 16 tha t may be bad In pos­
session a t ooe time, 26 In one season.

The open season for rabbits is from 
Oot. 1 to Feb. 1.

Unlawful to  hunt fox squirrel, black 
or grey squirrel uotll 1920, A special 
license must be furnished to take 
beaver.

Unlawful to take, trap, or kill otter, 
Usher, m artin or mlok from April I to 
Oct. 31, Inclusive.

Uulawful to take, trap  or kill musk­
rat from April 15 to Oct. 31, Inclusive.

Thu open season for deer will bu 
from Nov. 10 to Nov. 30, inclusive. 
Unlawful for any person to kill more 
than one.

Under the new statu game laws now 
In effect s number of new bounties are 
authorized and old bounties are ma­
terially Increased. A bounty of 60 
cents each Is now paid on hawks, owls 
aod weasels. The bounty on wolves 
and coyotes is increased from $26 to 
$35 for animals over tlx  months old. 
The bounty on those animals under 
six months Is $15. The bounty on fox 
remains at $5 while the bounty on 
wild cats Is loci eased from $3 to $6.

Charles L. Sporley has offered a re­
ward of $200 for information which 
will lead to the finding of his father-in- 
law, John Maitland, or to the recov­
ery of bis body in case ho iid ead .

ers; false teeth.

| Feudalism Is Making Last Stand 
Against Democracy in Great War

Wc are fighting Germany because in this war feu­
dalism is making its last stand against oncoming 
democracy. We see it now. This is a war against an 
old spirit, an ancient, outworn spirit. It is a war 
against feudalism—the right of the castle on the hill 
to rule the village below. It is a war for democracy— 
the right of all to be their own masters. Let Germany 
be feudal if she will. But she must not spread her sys­
tem over a world that has outgrown it.

Feudalism plus science, thirteenth century plus 
twentieth—this is the religion of the mistaken Ger­

many that 1ms linked itself with the Turk—that has, too, adopted the 
method of Mahomet. “The state has no conscience,” “The state can do 
jjo wrong.” With the spirit of the fanatic she believes this gospel and 
that it is her duty to spread it by force. With poison gas that makes 
living a hell, with submarines that sneak through the seas to slyly murder 
noncomhatants, with dirigibles 1hat bombard men and women while they 
sleep, with a perfected system of terrorization that the modern world first 
beard of when German troops entered China—German feudalism is 
making war upon mankind. Let this old spirit of evil have its way and 
no man will live in America without paving toll to it, in manhood and in 
money. Tin's spirit might demand Canada from a defeated, navylcss 
England, and then our dream of peace on the north would be at an end. 
.We would live, as France has lived for forty years—in haunting terror.

America speaks for the world in fighting Germany. Mark on a map 
those countries which arc Germany's allies, and you will mark but four, 
Tunning from the Baltic through Austria and Bulgaria to Turkey. All 
Hie other nations, the whole globe around, are in arms against her or are 
■unable to move. There is deep meaning in this. We fight with the world 
for an honest world, in which nations keep their w-ord, for a world in 
which nations do not live by swagger or by threat, for a world in which 
men think of the ways in which they can conquer the common cruelties 
of nature instead of inventing more horrible cruelties to inflict upon the 
spirit and body of man, for a world in which the ambition of the philoso* 
phy of a few shall not make miserable all mankind, for a world in which 
the man is held more precious than the machine, the system or the state.

Schools Without Kindergarten are Like 
Buildings Without Foundations

The magnificent work of our public-school system merits and receives 
the admiration of the world. But, notwithstanding the splendid progress 
tha t has been made, there is one important respect in  which it may be 
improved.

Did you ever know an architect who would undertake to erect a beau­
tiful and substantial building an4 omit to provide a suitable foundation? 
Did you ever hear of an intelligent farmer who would neglect his animals 
when young and expect perfection in their later life? Have we given 
the same thoughtful attention to the foundation of our educational 
•tructure that the architect gives to the foundation of his building? Have 
we realized fully that a well-rounded development depends in large measure 
upon early influences and the habits acquired in the formative period 
of life?

Our leading educators for more than a generation have been earnest 
advocates of the kindergarten; our flrst commissioner of education— 
Henry Barnard—saw the system demonstrated in London in 1854 and 
became enthusiastic over its achievements. Upon his return to this coun­
try ho wrote and talked extensively on the subject. Commissioner Harris 
•Iso did much to promote the idea during his long administration, and 
’Commissioner Claxton, who personally supported a kindergarten for 
colored children in Asheville years ago, believes that kindergartens should 
be a part of the public-school system in every city, town and village in the 
country. I t is now generally understood that the function of the kinder* 
jgarten is to nurture and develop the child’s inherent powers; that in the 
kindergarten the foundation of all subsequent education is la id ; and yet, 
notwithstanding all that has been said and written, what are the facts 
today?

There are four million children in our country between four and 
>aix years of age for whom kindergartens have not yet been provided. These 
io u r million children are each losing two years of possible schooling, mak­
ing eight million years lost at this most impressionable and imitative age, 
when habits for life are being formed. This lost time can zfever be 
regained.

Many communities behove they cannot yet afford kindergartens, and 
(hey build high schools and introduce manual training and other special 
branches for the older children, while the little ones are losing these two 
years of systematic training.

But the question is not, Can we afford to have kindergartens? but 
Can we afford not to have them?

W ar Workers to be Recruited from Ranks 
of Women Not Now in Industry

Only 4C out of every hundred women in this country are in industry. 
The rest are in a class which is just above industry. They arc a supported 
class, supported by fathers or mothers. They do nothing at all in indus­
try  and they do not cuter professions.

Eighty-five out of every hundred women are in industry in England, 
Scotland, France and Germany. The do-nothing class of women in these 
countries has always been smaller than in the United States. The boubou- 
cating, -novel-reading, lio-abed-tlll-11 a. m. type, which comes into full 
bloom at the dance cluhs, on the gulf links utid the boulevard, is to be 
(he type recruited by the national council of woman’s defense.

We want tliis class more thun the cluss already in industry to fill the 
bread) left open by the call for men for the urmy and navy. It is not our 
purpose to take away women already working from the work to which 
they arc essential.

HE territorial division of north­
ern Italy known as Venetiu is 
fertile region whose blossoming 
plains are dotted with numer­

ous cities fumous ns centers of great 
historic Interest and custodian* of art 
and architectural treasures of Incalcu­
lable worth.

VenetlA Is the rear “boot strap" of 
the Italian peninsula. I t  ju ts far up 
into Austro-Hungarian territory, a t the 
head of the Adriatic sea, and Is bound­
ed on the south by tbe Adriatic and 
the territorial division of Italy known 
us Emilia, of which Bologna Is tbe 
principal city. Tbe southwestern 
boundary Is Ixunbardy, of which Ml- 
lun 1* the metropolis. I t  ha* an area 
about equal to that of the state of 
Vermont, but its population U ten 
times as grout, suys a bulletin of the 
Nolfonul Geographic society.

Among the uoted cities whose liter­
ary shrines, historic buildings and won­
derful a rt galleries are endangered by 
the fur-reucblng Iron fingers of wur 
are the great Mistress of the Adriatic, 
Venice, once the seut of the most pow­
erful republic in the world; Verona, 
treasured In tbe heart of the Bngllsh- 
reading world a t the home of litera­
ture's greatest lovers, Romeo and 
Juliet; Pndna, also a  familiar name 
to the Shakespearean student; Vicen­
za, rich In Palladio palaces; Udine, the 
mllltury base for Italian operations 
on the Isonzo during the drive 
toward the Austrian port of Trieste, 
and tha t delight of artists, Chlogglu, 
the chief fishing port of Italy.

Delta Land of Many Rivers. 
Venetia Is largely delta land, having 

been formed by tbe uUuvlnl deposits 
brought dowu from the Tyrolean Alps 
by numerous rivers, lucludiog the two 
lurgest watercourses of the kingdom, 
the IJo and the Adige. The lower 
reaches of these rivers flow through 
extensive plains where levees are nec­
essary to prevent frequent Inunda­
tion*. In this section the Po has a 
fall of not more than a  half-inch to 
the mile. Naturally this silt soil Is 
extremely fertile, producing large 
crops of wheat, maize, rice, tobacco 
and chestnuts, together with mulberry 
leaves for silkworms.

Many of the towns of Venetia are 
manufacturing centers, the chief prod­
ucts being glassware, woolen, silk and 
cotton goods, paper and candles. Vene­
tian lace hes become so widely known 
as almost to huve lost the geographic 
significance of Its name.

The territory derives Its name from 
Venetl, the tribes which inhabited this 
region during tbe early Roman days. 
When tbe barbarians poured over tye 
Alps, and Atllla sucked Lombardy, the 
people of the Interior fled to the Adri­
atic coast, taking refuge on the low 
Islands which cluster around the 
mouths of the numerous rivers. It Is 
to this heglra that Venice owed the Ini­
tial Impetus for Its rapid rise to 
power, beginning In tbe fifth century. 
Her fortunes finally waned with the 
discovery of the Cupe of Good Hope 
route to tbe Far Bait, In 1480, this 
ocean lane to the Orient striking n 
fatal blow at the Island clty'a su­
premacy as a trade center. A large 
part of the Mediterranean traffic was 
quickly diverted to the Atlantic sea­
board, establishing England's domi­
nance as the world's greatest com­
merce-carrying nation.

In 1797 Napoleon gave- Venice and 
a lurge part of the contiguous territory 
to Austria. The city and provluce 
were Incorporated us a part of United 
Italy In 1806, after the defeat of Aus­
tria by the Prussians on the field of 
Konlggrnts, In the “Heveo Weeks 
War."

Bassano an “Infant” City.
Bussano, one of the picturesque 

towns of northern Italy* with about 
7,500 people, Is situated on the turbu­
lent Brontu river, 20 miles east of 
the Tyrolean border und 80 miles uorth 
of Padua.

For sentimental rather than strate­
gic reasons, the Auslrlun forces would 
be overjoyed If the fortunes of war 
should cause ltusHnno to full Into their 
hands, for It was before ibis .city that 
Napoleon achieved hls first sigual suc­

cess In hls remarkable campaign of 
Heptember, 1700, when hls infantry 
covered a  distance of 114 miles In six 
days, besides winning three battles 
from tbe Austrian troops.
. Thirteen years after hls victory a t 
Bassnno Napoleon raised the town to 
a duchy and conferred the dukedom 
upon bis devoted secretary of state. 
Mu ret, the French journalist and diplo­
mat, who shares with Daru the dis­
tinction of havlog been one of the 
hardest workers In the service of the 
great Corsican.

Bussano Is one of tbe 'In fan t" cit­
ies of northern Italy Judged by the 
age standards of Vicenza, Verona, 
Venice, Padua and other municipali­
ties of Venetia, although it was six 
hundred years old when tbe flrst per­
manent Eugllsh settlement was mude 
in America. A few years after It was 
founded in the eleveuth century the 
district was given as a fief to Eccelln, 
u German follower of Conrad IL Ee- 
celin founded the famous Ezzellnl fam­
ily which dominated this town and 
neighboring cities from time to time 
during the middle ages. The most 
powerful of these feudal lords, and 
the most notorious, on account of hls 
suvage cruelty, was Ezzellnl da Ro­
mano, a stanch supporter of Emperor 
Frederick II, and oueof the most suc­
cessful of the Ghibelllne adherents In 
the great civil wars which devastated 
Italy during the thirteenth century. 
He not only held Bnssano, hut, with 
the aid of the emperor, exteuded hls 
sway over Verona, Vicenza, Podua nnd 
Treviso. Eventually Pope Alexander 
IV declared a  crusado against him, 
whereupon he made an attempt to 
Invest Milan. Here he was wounded 
and captured. Enraged a t  his ill- 
fortune In fulling into the hands of 
hls enemies, he tore the bandages 
from hls wounds and refused all food, 
thus coming to a much more tragto 
end than hls compatriot In arms, Kn- 
zlo, a  natural son of Emperor Fred­
erick, who was captured in 1249 and 
held prisoner In Bologna for the re­
mainder of hls lire. Enzlo's 28 years 
of confinement were solaced by the 
devotion of Lucia da VladAgola, a gen­
tlewoman of Bologna who Is said to  
have endeavored unceasingly to secure 
her lover's release. There is a legend 
to the effect tha t on one occasion the 
famous prisoner's escupe had almost 
been accomplished when a  lock of b it 
golden hair, banging over the top of a  
wine cask In which he was concealed, 
betrayed him.

Bussuno Is beautifully situated a t 
the foot of the Venetian Alps. I t  Is 
fumous for Its potteries, especially lta 
majolica, and for an extensive print­
ing establishment. Its trade Is large­
ly In silks, leathers, wines, oils and 
asparagus.

Few ure the medieval Itallnn cities 
which canoot boast the name of a great 
urtlst or sculptor as a favorite son. 
Bussano'* contribution to tbe gallery 
of fame Is the Da Ponte family of 
jmlnters, who adopted the nume of 
their birthplace as a surname. The 
most distinguished member of the 
house was Jacopo da Poute Bossauo, 
u disciple of the Titian school.

Composed Opera In Bed.
One, a t least, of Rossini's operas was 

composed In bed. It was when he wus 
young, poor nnd unknown, und lived In 
wretched quarters. After writing a 
duet the composer allowed hls munu- 
script to slip off the sheets and full 
under the bed. Rosalnl was too com­
fortable to get up, and, moreover, lie 
believed It would be unlucky to col­
lect the sheets, so he went to work to 
re-write the duet. To hls disgust, he 
could not remember it. I t  was there­
fore necessary to write a  new oue— 
a feat which be accomplished in  a 
couple of hours.

"Drive” far SI 00,000.000 Opens 

Throughout Country

New York and Chicago Will Olva *t 
Loatt $40,000,000—Ivory Rsglon 

Mutt Bo Oenoroui Now.

Undo Sam la calling for a  Rod Crooo 
fund of $100,000,000 to en&bU tbe Red 
Crooo to give tbe proper cere to tbe 
lick and wounded, tbe homeless and 
tbe desolate, when b li men get into 
die fighting In earnest. New York city 
oas promptly pledged ltaelf to “raise 
toe-fourth of whatever sum la needed," 
and la now collecting tbe mosey. Chi­
cago baa been asked for aotaetblag be­
tween IS,000,000 and $10,000,000, the 
levy baaed os population and credit 
rating.

Mr. O- B. Towne baa been appointed 
by Washington as director of tbe Red 
Croaa war fund campaign, for the cen­
tral division, and Las opened a  drive 
for the money in nine states.

Tbe money ia being raised by sub­
scription among the various chapters, 
end it has been arranged that each 
chapter shall have one-fourth of what­
ever sum it raises. Mr. Towne hopes 
that the country will raise enough to 
give the national organization ita full 
$100,000,000 over and above what the 
chapters retsln.

The Red Cross ia compelled to raise 
Its fund from the people because it 
has ao small an endowment fund— 
leas $2,000,000—while Japan, for
Instance, has more than $13,000,000 In 
her fund, the income from which pays 
all expenses.

NATIONS NOWADATS
Patriotic Americans who have Leon 

helping th£ Hed Cross have of late 
been making anxious inquiries as to 
whether the humanity and tbe neutral­
ity of the Red Cross would constrain 
it to send food, medicines and hospi­
tal units to Germany.

“I want to give to help our boya, 
and tbe stricken people of France and 
Belgium and Serbia," many a one baa 
written Ur, “but l  don't teel like doing 
anything if the Germans get part of 
lt.“

Americans need be under no appre­
hension. Not a cent of Red Croaa con­
tributions la going to Germany, or has 
gone there since the war was declared 
by tbe United States. Geueral Per 
piling is now- in Europe to convey tc 
the kaiser Uncle Bum’s compliments in 
the form of shells sad American bay 
onets. but the Ko-d Cross has no pari 
In that except to cure for aucb of Gen 
eral Pershing’s nu-n as may need care

The m atter of pending Red Croat 
supplies to Germuny was brought up 
in the recent Hed Cross war councii 
in Washington, Charles D. Norton 
one of the members, answered lnqulr 
lea thus:

"Tbe answer is exceedingly simple 
We do not purpose to be tried for trea 
aoo. We do not purpose to lend aid 
and comfort to our enemies. We mear 
to attend our own American Hed Croat 
affairs."

Former President Taft, who Is chair 
man of the executive committee, uup 
ported this view, lie said that whet: 
wounded Germans fell Into tbe hundt 
of the American Hed Cross they wlL 
get tbe same treatment us our uwi. 
men; but that it would undoubtedly 
be treason to send supplier to tier 
many us we did b« fore we were fore 
cd Into tin* war.

Bo Americans cun give freely, know 
Ing that every cent Is fur our own uml 
our allies' wounded, utid nut fur tb< 
enemy.

Financing the War

The Coked States i t  financing itself 
in this war by loans and taxes. It 
obtains funds from tbe people, some 
by taxation and some by tbe sale of 
bonds, and then it goes into tbe mar­
kets and buys from tbe people wbat 
it  oeeds. Tbe people supply tbe 
Government with money and tbe Gov­
ernment with this money buys from 
tbe people wbat it needs for tbe war.

There a re  three sources from which 
the Uolted States can draw tbe sinews 
of war. F irst is tbe fixed property of 
the Natluo. This representsourfarm t 
factories, mines, railways, acd all 
other property, including accumulated 
savings. From tbe corpus or body of 
none of these, except the accumulated 
saviogs, will tbe Government obtain 
war funds, and even from tbe accumu­
lated savings it will draw a relatively 
small portion. These accumulated 
savings are Invested in industries and 
business wbicb are necessary to the 
country’s welfare and prosperity and 
it  is only tha t portion of these savings 
wbicb are seeklog investment that the 
Government will receive in exchange 
for bonds.

TheJ; second aod the great source 
from wbicb tbe Government is to de­
rive its war fund is tbe wealth pro­
duced duriog tbe war. F art of this it 
will obtaio by taxation and part In ex­
change fo r bonds. Tbe annual pro­
duction of the United States, from its 
farms, mines, factories, aod other 
sources, amounts to fifty billion do), 
la rs a year aod out of this fifty biltioo 
dollars will come tbe funds, part from 
taxes aod part from tbe sale of bonds* 
with wbicb tbe United S tates will 
finance itself during this war.

By taxation this generation will pay 
its portion of the cost of tbe war. By 
tbe sale of bonds the next generation 
is called upon to pay In  portion, and 
ibis last wortloo will be paid from tbe 
wealth production after tbe war.

By this method tbe capital of the 
country, its sources of income aod 
wealth, a re  unimpaired.' It is only 
tbe yearly increment of this property 
that is called upon to bear a portion 
of tbe cost ol the war, W bat tbe 
Government receives It receives from 
the people without Impairing tbe 
sources of wealth of the country and 
parses it hack to the people in ex­
change for the production* of the coun­
t y .  It Is in a way only a shifting of 
credits.

Tbe Government collects thr» cur­
rent taxes and by means of bonds an ­
ticipates taxe* of tbe years to come, 
and all the money thus acuulred pas­
ses back into the hands of tbe tax­
payers. This Is why governments 
wbicb follow souod economic methods 
out ooly are not impoverished by 
wars but sometimes emerge tbe stron­
ger, as England did after tbe Napo­
leonic wars aod tbe United State* 
after the Civil War.

RED CROSS NEEDS FUND
“Drive” for 1100.000,000 Opens 

Throughout Country

N.w York and Chicago Will O lv . at 
Least $40,000,OOO—Every Region 

Must Be Generous Now.

Uncle Bam Is calling for a  Red Cross 
fund of $100,000,000 to enable the Red 
Cross to give the proper eare to  the 
lick and wounded, the homeless and 
the desolate, when his men get into 
the fighting in earnest. New T o r t city 
has promptly pledged Itself to  “raise 
one'fourth of whatever sum is needed," 
ind la now collecting the money. Chi* 
cago has been asked for eotoethlng be­
tween $6,000,000 and $10,000,000, the 
levy based on population and credit 
rating.

Mr. O. B. Towne baa been appointed 
t>y Washington as director of the Red 
Cross war fund campaign, for the cen­
tral division, and baa opened a  drive 
for the money in nine states.

The money is being raised by sub­
scription among the various chapter*, 
and It has been arranged tha t each 
chapter shall have one-fourth of what* 
ever sum It raises. Mr. Towne hopes 
that the country will raise enough to 
give tbe national organization Its full 
$100,000,000 over and above what the 
chapters retain.

The Red Cross Is compelled to  raise 
its fund from the people because It 
has so small an endowment f u n d -  
less than $2,000,000—while Japan, for 
Instance, h a t more than $13,000,000 In 
her fund, the Income frpra which pays 
all expenses.

1 1 The mobey is necessary to keep up 
tbe eupplles and equipment of tbe base 
hospitals, and for relief work in war.

ODR RED CROSS IS 
NOT AIDING ENEMY 

NATIONS NOWADAYS
Patriotic Americans who have boon 

helping thp Red Cross have of lute 
been msklng anxious Inquiries as to 
whether tbe humanity and the neutral­
ity of the Red Cross would constrain 
Jt to send food, medicines and hospi­
tal units to Germany.

“I want to give to help our boys, 
and the stricken people of Prance and 
Belgium and Serbia," many a one bae 
written In; "but I don't feel like doing 
anything If the Germans get part of 
It"

Americans need be under no appre­
hension. Not a cent of Red Croat con­
tributions is going to Germany, or has 
gone there since the war was declared 
by the United Bute*. General Per­
shing Is now In Europe to convoy tc 
tbe kaiser Uncle Barn's compliments in 
the form of shells and American bay 
onets, but the Hi-d Cross lias no pari 
in that except to car* for such of Gen 
oral Pershing's men as may need care

Tbs m atter of sending Hod Croai 
supplies to Germany was brought up 
In the recent Red Cross wur council 
)n Washington, ('buries 1). Norton 
one of the members, uuxwered lnqutr 
les thus:

"Tbe answer Is exceedingly simple 
We do not purpose to be tried for trea  
son. We do not purpose to lend aid 
and comfort to our enemies. We mean 
to attend our own American Red Crosi 
affairs."

Former President Taft, who Is chair 
man of the executive committee, sup 
ported this view. He said that when 
wounded Germans fell Into the hundi 
of the American Red Crus* they will 
get the sRine treatm ent us our own 
men; but that It would undoubtedly 
be treuson to send auppllon to tier 
many as we did b'for«* we wer<* fore 
e«| Into the war.

Financing the War

Tbe United States Is financing Itself 
in th is war by loans and taxes. I t  
obtains funds from the people, some 
by taxation and some by the sale of 
bonds, and then it goes into tbe mar­
kets and buys from the people what 
It needs. Tbe people supply tbe 
Government with money and the Gov­
ernment with th is money buys from 
the people what i t  needs for tbe war.

There are three sources from which 
the United States can draw tbe sinews 
of war. F irst is the fixed property of 
the Nation. This representsourfarm s 
factories, mines, railways, aod all 
other property, including accumulated 
savings. From tbe corpus or body of 
none of these, except the accumulated 
savings, will tbe Government obtain 
war funds, and even from the accumu­
lated savings It will draw a relatively 
small portion. These accumulated 
savings are invested In industries aod 
business which are necessary to the 
country's welfare and prosperity and 
it is only that portico of these savings 
which are seeking investment that tbe 
Government will receive in exchange 
for boodi.

The]; second and tbe great source 
from which tbe Government is to de­
rive its war fund is tbe wealth pro­
duced during tbe war. P art of this it 
will obtalo by taxation and part in ex­
change for bonds. Tbe annua) pro­
duction of tbe Uoited States, from its 
fsrms, mines, factories, and other 
sources, amounts to  fifty billion do), 
ars a year and out of this fifty billion 

dollars will come the funds, part from 
taxes and part from tbe sale of bonds* 
with which tbe United States wiJ] 
[loanee itself during this war.

By taxation this generation will pay 
its portion of the cost of tbe war. By 
the sale of bonds the next generation 
is called upon to pay its portion, and 
this la st wortloo will he paid from the 
wealth production after the war.

By this method tbe capital of tbe 
country, its sources of income and 
weuitb, are unimpaired.' It is only 
the yearly Increment of th is property 
that is called upon to bear a portion 
of the cost of the war. What the 
Government receives it receives from 
the people without Impairing the 
sources of wealth of the country und 
pauses it hack to the people in ex­
change for tho productions of the coun­
t s .  it  is In u way only a shifting of 
credits.

Tbe Government collects th« cur­
rent taxes and by means of bonds an­
ticipates taxes of tbe years to come, 
sod all the money thus acuuired pas­
se* back into tbe bands of tbe tax ­
payers. This is why governments 
which follow souQd economic methods 
not only are out impoverished by 
wars but sometimes emerge tbe stron­
ger, as Eogland did after tbe Napo­
leonic wars and tbe Uoited 3tat«* 
after the Civil War.

SPENDS ALL TO EASE THE SUFFERING
Red Cross Uses No Part of War 

Fund for Administration 
Expenses.

COST IS MET BY MEMBERS

Tenfold Increase In Staff Since Year
Abo—Total War Fund Subscrip­

tion Paid In la More Than 
$00,000,000.

Washington.—Although the Ameri­
can Bed Cross bus more than 700 sal­
aried employees In Its headquarters 
In Washington, and the coat of con­
ducting Its affairs reaches a very 
high figure each month, absolutely* 
no money contributed to the war 
fund Ik used fur administrative ex­
penses, recording to a statement Is­
sued by Henry I‘. Davidson, chairman 
of the war council.

Mr. Davidson announced that 
90,175,752 have been appropriated for 
actual war work by the wni; council 
up to July HI, 1017, The total war 
fund subscription paid In on August 1 
amounted to $3<j,037,110.13. Actual 
disbursement* up to thut date were 
$2,872,51)8.(14.

The cost of maintaining the office 
la Washington, It Ik explained, Is met 
by members of the Bed Cross. On 
July 27 there were 2,517,412 members, 
each of whom Iium contributed to tho 
organisation, thus making It possi­
ble for officials to carry on their work 
In an up-to-dute business way. The 
statement issued says;

Marvelous Growth In Year.
“To handle the business of the Hed 

Cross a year ago there were 7f> em­
ployees at the Washington headquar­
te rs; today there are 700 paid em­
ployees and (11 full-time volunteers, 
ever 2.IMK1 pieces of mull come Into 
Ited Cross headquarters every duy, 
and each must receive attention.

“The full-time volunteer workers 
who are aiding In administering the 
affairs of the Hed Cross during the 
war Include tin* head of the largest 
copper company In the world, a hank 
president, u railroad vice president 
and numerous men of influence and 
prominence from all partH of the 
Culled States. The ability and en­
thusiasm which has been placed free­
ly at the disposal of the Hed Cross 
In this situation Is one of the most

remarkable features of this euter- 
prise.

“Members of the war council and 
their staff assistants, together with 
many heads of departments created 
specially for war service, are serving 
without salary.

“In addition to the 01 volunteer offi­
cers or employees ut headquarters 
giving their full time to the Hed Cross 
without salary, the organization on 
July 1ft had on Its pay roll 43 officers 
or employees receiving salnrles of 
$2,000 or more a year. Of the 43, 14 
have been added since the appoint­
ment of the war council on May 10, 
one with a salary of 90.000, one at 
$4,500, one nt $4,000, two at $3,000, 
one ut $2,700, one at $2,500, three be­
tween $2,000 and $2,400, und four at 
$ 2 , 000.

Many Give Their Services.
“Aside from the officers und employ­

ees receiving salaries of $2,000 
or above, all other paid employees at 
headquarters are clerks or messen­
gers. Of the clerks 24 receive sal­
aries In excess of 9100 n month, 83 
are paid $100 a mouth, and 0U7 arc 
paid less than $100 a month. Many 
employee* receive only nominal sal­
aries, whereas they are nceustomed to 
earn much more. This service is their 
contribution to the Hed Cross. All 
administration and overhead expenses 
ut headquarter* are much more than 
met by dues from members of the 
Hed Cross. Thus the war fund Is 
and will continue to he available for 
actual relief work In Europe a* well 
us In this country."

The statement says it is the earnest 
desire of the Hed Cross that tho 
American people, “to whom the Red 
Cross belongs, should know all about 
Its acts unci Its affairs." I'mlse Is 
given for the manner In which offer­
ings have been made and it Is noted 
that the task undertaken by the Hed 
Crow to relieve suffering und distress 
Is the most stupendous effort of the 
kind In the history of mankind.

“The accounts of the* Hed Cross," It 
Is stated, “are regularly audited by 
(he war department and an annual 
report is made to congress. Hut It is 
the purpose of the war couucll to 
tuke the people, day by day. as fully 
as possible Into Its conlldence. In­
formation as to Hed Cross matters 
will uminllngly he nuule public lu 
great detail."

It Is staled that the campaign for 
$100,000,000 resulted In subscriptions 
of uhuut that sum, Fluul returns ure 
not yet iivallutdc, It Is said.

LONE AVIATOR 
SCATTERS HOST

Thrilling Air Battles in Recent 
Big Offensive in 

Flanders.

VATERLAND NOW FLIES THE STARS AND STRIPES

FIGHTS CLOSE TO THE EARTH

British Airman Swoops Down Low, 
Bombs Airdrome, Puts Machlna 

Gun Out of Action and Dis­
perses 200 Msn.

British Headquarter* In France and 
Belgium.—The work done by the Brit­
ish ulr service In the recent offensive 
In Flanders has not been surpassed In 
efficiency and spectacular feature* 
sluce the war began.

Muny fights occurred between the 
rival pilots, hut the Teuton* were com­
pletely outclassed, both In number* 
find skill, and were forced to retire a t 
most point* after losing six machines.

The majority of these air battle* 
were a t a height of 200 feet or less, 
and In a t least one Instance the two 
opposing pilot* buttled to wlthiu fifty 
feet of the ground, at which height the 
German sidestepped and crushed to 
the eurth.

The British planes were under con­
stan t und heavy fire, particularly from 
rifles and uiuchine guns, owing to the 
low altitude ut which they were flying, 
hut through all this hurricane of lead 
and steel ull hut three cumc sufely. 
These are reported mlsslug, und there 
Is no Indication of what befell them.

Wonderful heroism was displayed 
by the British airmen, who performed 
remarkable deeds. One typical in­
stance will Indicate the nature of the 
important work they carried out. A 
British aviator crossed the Ypres sa­
lient Just as the lufuntry attack be­
gun ut dawn.

One Man Attacks a Force.
For a time he patrolled the rood* 

and canals, now und then runniug the 
gantlet of enemy fire ut a height of 
thirty feet In order to obtain Infor­
mation for the guidance of the Infan­
try In their advance. During this pa­
trol work he came to a German air­
drome. Owing to the early hour only 
one enemy was stirring outside tho 
shed, and he paused In Ills ablutions 
only lung enough to satisfy himself 
(hut the plane above him evidently 
was one of his own.

The British airman circled low und 
dropped a bomb squarely on one of the 
sited*. Till* brought numbers of Her­
mans tumbling in a panic from the 
buildings. He turned hi* machine gun 
ou them, and, circling about the Held, 
bombed two other shed* with disas­
trous effect. All the time he kept up 
u steudy stream of muchlue-guu (Ire 
at the Germans, u number of whom 
were killed or wounded.

Alone, Diepereee 200 Men.
The Oermun* linutly got a machine 

gun Into action against him, hut he 
dived and at twenty feet silenced It 
with his own gun. Having put their 
gun out of uctlon, he circled the field, 
firing with his machine gun through 
the doors of building* at the huddled 
enemy within. At one time hi* ma­
chine actually touched the ground.

Leaving the airdrome, the British 
aviator attacked two German mnuutcd 
officers and put them to flight. A 
little later he encountered a column 
of 21X1 troops and swept along the Hue, 
with his gun working steadily. The 
entire column was dispersal und lied 
by devious ways to cover, leaving 
umuhers of their comrade* lying lu 
the road.

Two German battle planes appeared 
on the scene and the Briton engaged 
them both, sending one to curlh and 
putting the other to flight. He pur­
sued the fleeing plum*, but It wu* soon 
lost III the cloud*.

Pump* Lssd Into Troop Train.
In the meantime n (urge body of Ger­

man Noldler* hud gathered around the 
machine which hud been brought 
down. The British flying man came 
sweeping hack from the mist* In 
which he hud hidden and accounted 
for Meveral of their number with hi* 
machine gun.

Ilia next objective wna n troop train. 
He traveled along Its entire length, 
pumping bullets Into the crowded 
car*. Luter he did valuable scouting 
work over the enemy lines,

Numerous lnatunces ure related of 
pilots charging ......... .. gun­
ners and muehtno-gun operators at u 
height of thirty or forty feet and si­
lencing the guns. Pistol duels hetweeu 
the British aviator* and 'the  German 
lufuntry were not uncotunmu occur­
rences. In one instance a young avlu- 
tor, In a hurst of ehlvulry, deliberately 
stopped hi* machine gun when u Ger­
man officer drew his pistol and began 
shooting at him mid engaged the en­
emy wlih his own pistol, apparently 
feeling (but he hud no right to take 
an unfair udvuntage of his opponent. 
The uvtiuor’a pistol wu* sufficient, 
however.

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< RECORD OF LAFAYETTE ESCADRILLE 
ONE FOR AMERICANS TO REMEMBER

Famous Group of Airmen, Recenty Transferred From Service Un­
der the French Flag to the Stars and Stripes, Renders 

Invaluable Aid to the Allies on the Western 
Front— Deeds Will Live Long.

New York.—The transfer of the La­
fayette Ksrndrllle from service under 
the French flag to the Stars and 8tl|»es 
recalls the record of the famous group 
of American airmen on the western 
front.

From an hnmhle beginning the Em- 
cadrllle 1ms fought Its way up to a 
point where It Is recognized hr ren­
dering Invaluable assistance to the 
efforts of the allies to defeat Oermuny. 
It started, to ull purposes, shortly af­
te r the outbreak of war. when William 
Thnw II of Pittsburgh was In France 
for aviation purposes.

Thaw Immediately volunteered his 
sendees to the French government 
ond ns a private In the Infantry wal­
lowed In the tnud of the trenches for 
six months until the French authori­
ties, realizing the Importance of avia­
tion tiA a war ftiove, called for vol­
unteers.

Thaw applied. He had already had 
considerable experience In aviation, 
having amazed society ut Palm Beach 
and Newport with his mastery over 
airplanes, and his services were there­
fore accepted.

HJs lead was followed by others, un­
til quite a number of American men of 
courage were enrolled In the French 
avlutton section. The formation of the 
Lafayette Escadrllle followed shortly 
after.

Young Thaw, for he had hut reached 
his majority when the war broke out, 
was commissioned a lieutenant, and 
with Ills comrades quickly made the 
Escadrillc n thing th be feared by the 
H un airmen.

Gets Baptism of Fire.

On May 17, 1916. the American flo­
tilla of the a ir took part In an ex­
pedition over the German lines for the 
first time as a flnlt. Bullets were spat­
tered at them by the thousand from 
the German nntl-aircnift guns, strik­
ing the tall piece and propeller of 
Lieutenant Thaw’s machine. Corporal 
Victor Chapman's plane was also hit, 
tint both managed return behind the 
French lines In safety.

The second expedition took place 
two weeks Inter and while the Ameri­
can squadron wns reconnolterlng five 
of the American machines attacked 14 
Oermnn olrcmft, hoping to drive them 
behind the German lines. The Ger­
mans opened fire with machine guns 
and the Americans responded. The 
explosive bullets used by the Gormans 
did great damage and soon two Ameri­
can machines were forced to the 
ground, one with a ripped gasolloe 
tank and the other with n broken gun. 
Then two German machines were 
forced down by the Are of remaining 
American pilots. Corporal McConnell, 
who had two machine guns on bis 
sw ift machine, did great execution 
with them, hut finully after nine bul­
le ts had struck his machine he was 
forced to descend.

Such was the baptism of Are en­
countered by those Americans who 
risked expatriation because of their 
desire to f\ght. “Expatriation" Is cor­
rect, Inasmuch as when Thaw desired 
to  visit his folks after a year at the 
front he traveled honip on a French 
passport. The status of these men Is 
as  yet undecided. Incidentally.

Exploits Attract Attention.
I t  was not long after the formation 

of the EscndrlUe that Its members 
started to battle their way to a niche 
of recognition. One after another, 
they lived up to the Ideals of America 
and “winged" Boche airmen and con­
ducted successful expeditions back of 
the German trenches.

Nor wns It long before the exploits 
of the American airmen attracted such 
attention tha t readers of American 
papers became accustomed to know 
what the name meant in the headlines 
and begun to reulite th a t whatever 
the home authorities might be doing, 
eome Americans were fighting along­
side the French and British In a 
manner that brought naught but credit 
to the Doited States.

Thaw was the first to galo wide­
spread attention. During the first of 
the raids of the Escadrllle he was 
wounded in the arm, while attacking 
three German planes near Verdun 
He hod been out with the equadron 
f o r  several hours and was waiting to 
learn by telephone that Germans had 
been signaled as coming toward 
France when the telephone operator 
got a report that three machines of 
the enemy were In sight.

Immediately four American airmen 
hurried to their machines with Thaw 
the first ofT. HU plane quickly out­
distanced the others and soon after 
he sighted a Fokker heuded his way 
und not very far behind It two Ger­
man machines. He was over German 
territory when he climbed up to at- 
tock, thinking it impossible for the 
enemy to aim at him without going 
Into a ateep dive. This advantage 
workM out to such purpose that he 
was able to get close to the German.

«»I was so close." said Thaw at the 
time, "that I felt like calling to him 
to gel out of the way before I pulled 
the trigger of the quick-firer. The 
fact that the gun Jammed after a few 
shots did not prevent enough bullets 
from hitting him to send him below. 
I wus so much Interested In my <M»in- 
tmt iliut 1 forgot my comrades, but

when I was sure the Fokker was done 
for I looked around for them."

Thaw Is Wounded.
Thaw’s fellow-airmen weren't there, 

hut two airplanes of the enemy were. 
"My quick-firer hud stuck and ns I had 
no other arms I got a little out of the 
enemy's way preparatory to arrang­
ing the gun. Unfortunately. I did not 
get far enough and when I wus reach­
ing for iIk* quick-firer I got a bullet 
through iuy arm. I turned toward our 
Hues and tho bullets hit my little 
Xleuport In several places. When one 
of the inlsslleti struck my gasoline 
lank, tearing the bottom open. I shut 
off the motor and dived for the French 
trenches."

Thaw's first "big league” experience, 
so to speak, Is cited simply ns an In­
dication of what the Americans forced 
themselves to do from the very first. 
They shirked no responsibility nor 
danger and battled their way to the 
thickest of the clashes between the 
German and French nlr forces, which 
became m ore'and more frequent as 
the Importance of aerial warfare In­
creased.

Ride by side with Thaw was Raoul 
Lufbery, who was the first American 
mentioned for bringing down five hos­
tile planes. His case was rather 
unique, in that his parents died when 
very young ond he was brought up by 
a family at Bourges. At thirteen he 
ran away from home, his tours finally 
bringing him In contact with the avia­
tor. Maro Pourpe, who trained him to 
he his assistant.

Lufbery was of French nationality, 
but when he desired to enlist In the 
French army at the start of the war 
he was lu m ed  down because It was 
discovered he was an American. Af­
ter many appeals he was allowed to 
go with Pourpe as his mechanic.

Lufbery Bweara Vengeance.
Pourpe was killed soon afterw*ard 

and Lufbery swore to avenge him. He 
importuned his superiors to allow h*tn 
to train ns a pitot, and his request was 
finully granted and shortly after he re­
ceived his pilot's certificate he w a s  
transferred to the American flying 
corps.

The fact that he was not talking 
Idly when he swore to avenge his 
friend's death la shown by the fact 
that he Is the premier "ace" of the 
Lafayette Rscadrllle. Now "winging” 
a machine behind the German lines 
means nothing, or rather not ss much 
us bringing them down behind the 
French lines, becuuse the latter la a 
much more difficult feat. To bring 
down five German planes In hack of 
the Freoch lines Is the necessary re­
quisite lo be termed an "ace." Luf­
bery, who comes from New Haven, 
was the first American aviator to turn 
the trick.

So month by month as the E«es- 
Grille grew, with more and more Amer­
icans attracted to it by Its exploits, 
the number of German planes destroy­
ed by the American airmen grew in 
number. Very few weeks passed but 
what the Lafayette Escadrllle was 
mentioned In the official French com­
muniques, and there are so many or­
dinary feats of bravery performed ev­
ery day on the firing line that It re­
quires something above the ordinary 
to break Into official reports.

Thaw ond then Lufbery were given 
medals of honor and several times 
cited for bravery. Others followed, 
the last being Sergeant Andrew Camp­
bell, to whom official recognition came 
but last week, sod who could safely 
be called a superman from bis deed* 
of the past month or two.

Death Toll Heavy.
Naturally, the death toll was com­

paratively heavy. Among those who 
were rated as good fighters and who 
gave their life for France were Victor, 
Chapman, Norman Prince, James Me- 
Conoetl, Renald Heakler, Kenneth 
Rockwell and Edward Genet. Others, 
however, took their places, It betug 
only a month or ao ago that eight 
young Americans of prominent fam­
ilies left for the front for service. 
They wore selected from one huudred 
applicants for the service.

Huch Is the brief record of the La­
fayette Escadrllle, ao organization that 
has fought as Americans should. Its 
record wlU not be sunk In Its trans­
fer to General Pershing's forces, for 
sentiment on the part of both Ameri­
can sod French army chiefs favor the 
retention of the distinctive name.

At present plans cull for the com­
missioning of Lieutenant Thaw as a 
major, with present members of the 
squadron being named an caplains sud 
lleutenunts, to take charge of Ameri­
can uvlators who will shortly Join Per­
shing's troops In France.

THEIRS IS WORK OF LOVE

Red Cross Men in Charge of 8uppHet 
a t Bate Hoepltala Serve 

Without Pay.

Chicago.—The American Bed Cross 
Is placing men with United States 
army commissions In charge of Red 
Cross supplies at every huse hospital, 
and a t every training cump, canton­
ment, mohllizatloQ camp and other 
place where soldiers or sailors are as­
sembled.

These men are chosen from volun­
teers who are more than thirty-one 
years of nge—the draft limit—and 
much more mature men are  given the 
preference so that no one may he put 
ut dvlliun work who might better serve 
with the army. They draw no puy, 
hut are given quarters and subsistence 
In accord with their rank.

At ench such station there will be at 
least two Red Cross representatives, 
one of whom will be commissioned 
captain, and the others lieutenants. 
They will have charge of all ship­
ments of Red Cross supplies to such 
military station, and will be the con­
necting link between the pimple and 
tbelr fighting men. Some, If not all, 
these officers will be given the oppor­
tunity to follow the soldiers to Eu­
rope. though oo one In the volunteer­
ing Is required to pledge himself to 
go abroad.

In calling for volunteers to serve 
in this capacity without pay, Col. 
J. It. Kean, U. S. A. Medical corps, 
sa id :

“The Red Cross realizes that men 
of the desired caliber cannot be hired, 
but must be attracted to the service 
by entirely unselfish motives, uod a 
desire to help their country in this 
lime of outlonsl emergeucy."

Norway.
According to a compilation made hy 

Prof. W. MncNellle Dixon of the Uni­
versity of Glasgow, Scotland, Norway 
has suffered greater losses In shipping 
during the war than ull other ncutrul 
nation* together. The compilation cov- 
crR the period from August 8, 1914, to 
April 26, 1017. During this period the 
total number of ships of neutral na­
tions sunk hy Gcrumtis was 849. und 
the loss In toimuge was 1,653,614 tons. 
The Norwegian share of the loss was 

ship* and 1*87.810 tons, more than 
half the total loss both In ships nnd 
tonnage. The uext heaviest loners 
wore Holland, Greece,““Denmark, and 
Sweden. The losses of the five leading 
victims of Oermnn warfare are thus 
represented an follows: Norway, ships 
sunk 436. tonnage 987,810; Holland, 
ships sunk 70, tonnage 148,921; Greece, 
ships sunk 00, tounuge 147.923; 
Denmark, ships sunk 114, tonuuge 
123.381; Sweden, ships sunk, 101, 
tonnage, 99,028. Since the com­
pilation of the above list, press 
reports have announced the siuklng of 
23 Norwegian ships the lust week of 
April, 49 ships In May, 43 ships Iq 
J une, and 33 ships in July, making au 
Additional 148 ships. The grand to­
tal of Norwegian ships lost during the 
war up to the end of July is thus 584.

Norway, facing starvation If the 

United States cuts off extorts of food, 
is ready to release 1.000,000 tons of 
her shipping In return for the privilege 
of importing food—principally from 
the United States. Dr. Fridtjof Nan­
sen, head of the Norwegian mission to 
the United States, declared In Wash­
ington unreservedly that Norway faced 
privation If the United States enforces 
un export embargo against her. Doc­
tor Nansen did not Intimate Norway 
would he In any wuy compelled to 
abandon her neutrality. Anxious to 
maintain their place In the world us a 
seafaring tuition, a common carrier of 
world commerce, «ud in order to get 
foodstuffs for themselves und keep 
their uiurltlme flag afloat, lie said, 
they were witling to barter ships for 
food.

Detention at Christiania. Norway, of 

almost 600 passengers on their way to 
Russia Mss raused the American lega­
tion a t Christiania to make the sug­
gestion through the state department 
that it Is advisable for passengers to 
Russia to ascertain the exact situation 
before leaving the United States. The 
steomer Oscar II arrived there July 29 
with 000 passenger* booked for Rus­
sia. Tbe Russian border was closed 
a t that ttnip and It was announced that 
entry into Russia was prohibited until 
August 11. Norwcglun authorities In 
view of the closed border refused to 
allow the passengers for Russia to dis­
embark.

A Christiania dispatch says that the 

decision of the Uolted States to take 
over ships uoder construction In Amer­
ican yards elicits favorable comment 
In the Norwegian press. The newspn- 
p e n  agree that It is to Norway's In­
terest if the toonoge la used under the 
American flag, becanse tbe taxation 
then la more favorable than under the 
Norwegian flag. For this reason sev­
eral Norwegian ships already have 
been transferred to American registry.

The discussion attending 
a movement to Incnwso the pay of offi­
cers has been pointed by the fol­
lowing Instance, which Is declared 
to he average nnd't.vplcal. The officer 
in question served three years as sec­
ond lieutenant without pay und five 
years more In the same grade at $155 
it year. lie w h s  t h e n  for five years 
first lleutctmnt at $280 a year, then for 
Rcvon years rcglmentnt adjutant at 
$867 yearly, nnd five years regimental 
quartermaster at $508 yearly. When 
forty-six years old. after 21 years' serv­
ice. he became capinln und received 
$900 a year for one nnd a half years. 
For the next four years he received as 
major the yearly puy of $1,405, and 
then became lleutenunt colonel at 
31,710. His retirement pension was 
$|m|0 q ynnr. The officers cannot, of 
course, support themselves and buy 
their uniforms on their pay. They must 
cither have Independent Incomes, make 
n rich marriage, or else devote their 
little spare time to proflt-briuglng out­
side work.

A luwsuit that Is attracting wide a t­
tention Is under trial nt Upsala. Hugo 
Sandberg, a Stockholm merchant, is 
suing the A. S. Upsala Stove works 
and the A. 8. Upsalu-Ekehy for almost 
4.01)0,000 crowns In damages on ac­
count of contract. He alleges that in 
1912 he made a contract with the two 
Upsala concerns for the delivery to 
him of stoves and furnaces at the 
price then In force. The contract was 
to run for a yenr and should continue 
Indefinitely, If neither party gave no­
tice o f a discontinuance of the same. 
No such notice was given and the 
plaintiff therefore holds that the con­
tract Is still In force and binding upon 
the defendants. In February and March 
this year Sandberg ordered nearly 
3.000,000 crowns worth of stoves and 
furnaces from the tw*o Upsala fn o ‘ 
torle*. hut the order was turned down; 
hence the suit. Sundherg alleges that 
his loss is about 4,000.000 crowns, on 
account of the defendants' failure to 
deliver the good* ordered. The defend­
ants reply that the alleged contract Is 
no longer In force, and was never made 
use of by Sandberg before.
