Holiday Vacation Extends from D«* 
comber 20th to January 6th— 

8chool Notes

The pupils In the Negaunee public 
schools will have about ns much 
“Christmas” this year as they have 
had In any previous year, hut unless 
there should be a most unexpected 
removal of the Influenza restrictions 
the public will not share in the holi­
day programs. The schools arc to be 
in session as usual up to the be­
ginning of the holiday vacation, and 
there seems to be no reason why the 
pupils should be akked to forego the 
pleasure which the Christmas pro­
grams bring nor why they should be 
deprived of the little treat which the 
Board of Education has provided an­
nually for the pupils in all of the 
lowor grades. So there will be the 
recitations and songs, and the candy 
and fruit, but no invitations will go 
forth to the public. Inasmuch as the 
attendance will not differ from that 
on other days, the health department 
will have no objections to the pupils 
having this little “good time" among 
themselves.

While the limitR of the ChrlBtmo^ 
vacation will not be definitely deter­
mined until the regular meeting of 
the Hoard of Education this evening, 
there is little doubt that the schools 
will close Friday, December 20th, 
and reopen on Monday, January 6th. 
Christmas and New Year’s falling in 
midweek has the effect of lengthen­
ing by a few days the vacation usu­
ally accorded teachers and scholars 
for the holiday season.

With the return of Dr. C. Z. Larson 
to his duties as municipal health of­
ficer, complete medical inspection of 
the local schools will be resumed. 
Health conditions in the schools are 
very good, there being apparently 
even less than the usual number of 
cases of absence because of illness. 
The teachers are co-operating with 
the health officer in keeping a watch­
ful eye upon the young people and 
any suspicion of contagious disease 
is promptly Investigated. The chil­
dren from two homes where there is 
illness that It is feared may develop 
into influenza have been asked not to 
attend school until the nature of the 
Illness has been determined.

Prospects are favorable for a com­
paratively early return of Messrs. 
Davis and Wlndoft, two members of 
the manual training faculty who 
have been in urmy and navy service. 
Mn. Davis has been In. the construc­
tion department at the Great Lakes 
Training 8tatlon, and Mr. Wlndoft 
has been in an officers’ training 
camp in the south. Word has been 
received from both that it is prob­
able that they will be relieved from 
national service at a comparatively 
early date, and os the Negaunee 
Board of Education had granted them 
leaves of absence, they are assured 
of their places in the Negaunee 
schools If they wish to return.

This Is going to be a “Thrift 
Btamp" Christmas for many of the 
pupils, and particularly among those 
In the senior and junior high schools. 
A drive for the sale of Thrift Stamps 
will be In progress during the last 
couple of weeks preceding the holl 
day vocation, and to facilitate the 
work Superintendent Denison asked 
the manual training department to 
fit up a special booth which Iiah been 
placed In the corridor outside the 
high school assembly room. Students 
will be in charge of this booth dur­
ing specified hours and will distri­
bute literature and answer questions, 
as well ns uttend to the details of 
stamp sales. Postmaster Trudell 
gave a I ft to the work by contribut­
ing of the signs which hod
been used In previous drives. Junior 
“Four Minute” Talks will also boost 
the good cause.

The cessation of hostilities has 
made It possible for the postal au­
thorities to remove some of the res­
trictions which affected foreign 
malls, and the Negaunee postoffice 
has been advised that a special ex­
port license, officially designated as 
R. A. 0.-60, will make possible the 
exportation by mall of Christmas 
gifts to individuals In the United 
Kingdom, France, Italy Belgium 
and their respective colonies and 
protectorates. Provision had been 
made previously for gifts destined to 
members of the United States and 
allied armies, and this special export 
license therefore does not apply to 
shlpmcntR to members of the Ameri­
can Expeditionary Forces, to mem­
bers of the allied armies nor to indi­
viduals connected with the various 
organizations operating with these 
armies.

Shipments under this export 11 
cense must be made between Decern 
ber 1st and 16th, and the wrapper of 
each package must bear the follow­
ing information:

Name and address of person mail­
ing package.

Detailed list of contents (size, 
style, etc.).

Name und address of person who 
Is to receive packagt.

The inscription: “Christmas Ship­
ment License, It. A. C.-60."

It Is suggested that the puckage 
bo prepared for shipment where tho 
article Is purchased, as merchants 
are better equipped than individuals 
to properly wrup packages for for­
eign shipment.

The attention of the public Is 
called to the fact that all shipments 
under this license must be made in 
accordance with tho regulations of 
the poRtofflce department that the 
shipment of uny articles other than 
gifts under this special license con­
stitutes u violation of law.

Under existing Import conditions 
In the United Kingdom, shipments 
under thin license may not contain 
articles of gold or silver, nor real 
jewelry; must not contain In excess 
of ten pounds of tea nor one pound 
of sugar, unless special permit has 
been ebt&ned from the Board of 
Trade, London. The local postmaster 
can advise as to the procedure tor 
obtaining such individual export li­
censes. Packages not conforming to 
the British customs regulations 
herein outlined are subject to confis­
cation upon their arrival abroad. 1

Dr. Larson has not 
yet received his formal discharge 
from the army, but the nature of the 
leave granted him from Camp Green- 
leaf leaves him free to resume hils 
local duties.

Athanasius Broad la Now a Yeoman- 
Sands Copy of "Bayou"

Mr. and Mrs. William H. Broad 
have received word that their son 
Athanasius, la forging ahead in his 
navy service, be having recently been 
advanced from the grade of first 
cflass seaman to that of third class 
yeoman.

The 
young man continues to wax fat on 
navy fare and healthful exercise, 
and about the only thing that appears 
to worry him Is that the war didn't 
last long enough to enuble him to 
get into the thick of It. Most 
young fellows would be satisfied with 
the assurance that they had done 
their full duty ns opportunity pre­
sented itself, but this chap, some of 
whose ancestors were in the British 
navy long years ago, seems to feel 
that he should have at least u rear 
or two to show for Ills service.

In a recent letter Yeoman Broud 
enclosed n copy of “The Bayou," a 
little newspuper that is published 
“somewhere at sea" once a week in 
the Interest of tlie men serving on 
hoard the Mississippi. The spirit 
which pervades the American navy is 
well shown by the following which 
appears as part of '"The Bayou's” 
caption: “The Bayou will puss cen­
sor. Enclose a copy in your letter 
home und let the folks know ubout 
life aboard ‘The Bride of the Navy.’ "

number of “The Buyou” went to 
press and the patriotism which our 
navy exemplifies is Indicated by the 
following:

We 
want to see the Hun wiped off the 
face of the earth; when that is done 
we will feel repaid, with nothing 
“due and unpaid," for having left 
whatever it may have been that we 
left to don the uniform of Uncle 
Barn's fighting men.

ONE, AND POSSIBLY TWO. MORE 
CASES TO DATE

General Inoculation and Rigid Pre- 
cautons Necessary -Many

Cases at Gwinn

Influenza has ilnnlly made its ap­
pearance in Ncgnunce, and tho 
length of its stay and the toll it may 
take In human life arc dependent 
upon the willingness of the people 
to abide by the precautionary' rules 
which have been proven advisable by 
reason of the experience of other 
communities. Many people have al­
ready been Inoculated, but this pre­
caution should be made general andi
the physicians are doing their ut­
most to make it easy for people to 
comply with their request, for serum 
and treatment are furnished free at 
both of th hospitals while Health 
Officer Larson is also prepared to ac­
commodate people. Avoidance of 
crowds, refraining from visiting 
neighboring places and discouraging 
visitors from abroad are elementary 
precautions which everyone should 
take.

Up to last evening three cases, ono 
of which was undoubtedly influenza, 
with strong probabilities of tho 
other two falling within that class, 
had been reported to the health de­
partment. A young lady who roomed 
at the residence of Mr. and Mrs. 
Jacob Salo in East Case street be­
came 111 yesterday and the develop­
ments left practically no doubt that 
the disease was Influenza. The patient 
was subsequently taken to Dr. Holm’s 
hospital in Ishpeming, and the Salo 
home has been fumigated and placed 
under quarantine pending further 
developments. There are two other 
supposedly influenza cases, one being 
a man who resides in the Teal Lake 
location and the other case being in 
Lincoln street. The respective prem­
ises are under quarantine und all 
possible precautions will be taken.

While Dr. C. J. Larson, the munici­
pal health officer, is not alarmed 
over the situation, he asks the utmost 
co-operation on the part of the com­
munity. Such precautionary meas­
ures us have been Inaugurated will 
be continued, and others will be im­
posed as may appear advisable. Es­
pecially avoid gathering in crowds 
whether it be in homes, stores, or 
elsewhere. Get inoculated, If you 
have not already taken this precau­
tion. Dr. Larson will be at his office 
In the city hall from 1:30 to 2:30 and 
7 to 8 p. m. daily to accommodate 
th9*e who may not find It convenient 
to go to either of the hospitals.

Gwinn Hit Hard
Marquette and Ishpemlng are ap­

parently about holding their own in 
tho number of cases of influenza. 
Escanabo has found It advisable to 
close all public places, including 
stores, except that merchants are 
permitted to make deliveries of or­
ders reaching them by phone or mail. * 
The situation has grown decidedly 
worse at Gwinn durlug the post few 
'days and it Is understood that there 
are now upward of 260 cases In the 
little town. Outside physicians and 
nurses have gone to the community’s 
assistance and the Negaunee Red 
Cross Is making shipments of influ­
enza masks.

DEER SEASON CLOSED SUNDAY

Killing of Deer Wat About as Great

The deer season came to a close 
lust Hunday. The killing of deer In 
the woods of northern Michigan this 
faJI has been about us great as it 
was last year. The weather this fall 
was very fair for deer hunting, but 
the snow held off too long, which 
made the seasoq rather short for 
good trucking. Fewer hunters came 
into the woods from Isiwer Michigan 
this full und the wur kept a great 
many from the chase. However, over 
1,400 deer weto brought across tho 
straits, which Is about the sume num­
ber as hud gone across last season. 
There have not been more than a 
half dozen hunting fatalities this 
year. As usual, eurlessness of the 
victims is shown to have cuused the 
greater number of hunting uecidonts 
in general.

W HEN General Allenby and 
his victorious tirmy captured 
Damascus from the Turks, 
they took what is called the 

^oldest city in the world.” The claim 
Is based upon frequent mention in the 
Old Testament—where it Is referred 
to, by various names that serve to 
Identify It. and In the New Testament. 
Josephus affirms that it was founded 
by U*. the son of Aram, who gave to 
the region the name of Syria, which It 
hus retained to this day.

Damascus was a flourishing trnde 
center in Abraham’s time. One of the 
earliest “novels” In all literature 
(equally so whether true or fanciful) 
Is the story of the Jewish maid taken 
captive by Nanmun, a Syrian general 
(U Kings). Nuaman was a leper, but 
the captive nuggested getting the ad­
vice of u prophet at Samaria. He did 
so, but when tohl to bathe In the Jor­
dan he wus vexed, Ruying that plenty 
of water existed nearer home. How­
ever, he did go to the Jordan and was 
cleansed. Good story.

If you doubt It. the next time you 
visit Damascus any of the old Inhab­
itants will point out Xuaman’s house.

El I nlia figures In the eurly history 
of Damascus. Ben-hudad (046 B. C., 
nt a guess), u king of Dumuseus, was 
murdered, and the assassin Improved 
conditions so greatly that king killing 
beeume popular. The king of Judea 
resented tlie success of the upstart 
monarch and, with help from the ruler 
of Assyria, took the city and killed Its 
ruler. This made good a prediction 
of Isaluh.

The early prophets appear to have 
“had It in” for the people at Damas­
cus; they spent a great deal of time 
In prophesying 111 of that city. And, 
bad cess to their activities, most of 
their predictions enroe true.

The city was under the sway of As­
syria for nearly 1.000 years—a mere 
episode in its history'. Its people first 
awakened when the Homans under 
Pmnpey moved in, about 64 B. C. 
Herod had controversies with the 
Hyriun rulers in which he came off 
second best.

Made Familiar by 8t. Paul.
It is in New Testament times that 

one seems to be brought into most In­
timate touch with Damascus. The 
memorable Journey of St. Paul to the 
city of Jerusalem, and ail that hap­
pened during und ufter It; the “street 
which Is called Struight;" the house 
of Judas; the visit of Ananias; the 
subsequent preaching of St. Paul in 
the synagogues; the plots to kill him. 
and his cscapi* from the city by night, 
are al) names and incidents familiar 
to Christians the world over. It was 
to Damascus, too, that 8t. Paul re­
turned afte r his three years’ sojourn 
In the wildi mess, and in no other I 
period in its long history does the an­
cient city on the hanks of the Atmn& 
seem to come so clearly into view.

became a Homan provincial city, and,' 
on the establishment of niristlnnlty, • 
the seat of a bishop, who ranked next i 
In authority after tile patriarch of An-1 
tioch.

Saladin; of the ruvages of the Mon­
gols, and of the final Inclusion of 
Damascus within the Ottoraun empire, 
early in the sixteenth century, fol­
lowed by a long 400 years of stagnu- 

, tion.
! Beautiful, From a Dietance.
I The modern Damascus, like the 
j Damascus of all the ages, is, in its 
1 distant view’, as are many Eastern 
S cities, a place of great beauty. It lies 
; at the northern edge of the plain of 

Ghutnh, at the foot of the 'Anti-Leb- 
, anon, 2,250 feet above the sea, and all 
; around, for a circuit of 00 miles, ex- 
; tend the famous orchards, gardens, 
; vineyards, and fields of Damascus, 
i which have always made its fertility 
S proverblnl throughout the East. The 

Arabs regard it as one of their four 
earthly paradises. Close at hand, the 
city is not so beautiful. The rough 
mud walls of the houses contrast 
strangely with thp splendors within, 
for the houses of Damascus, with their 
mosaics and carved wood, and their 
ceilings rich In arabesque ornaments, 
elaborately gilded, are amongst the 
most beautiful in the East. The 
bazaars, however, are the great fea­
ture of Damascus. The masses of 
color and the wonderful effects of 
light and shadow which they present 
have mode them the delight of paint­
ers. As one writer has described such 
a scene, here are displayed all the 
riches of the Orient; rare carpets and 
rugs from Persia, and shawls, scarfs 
and kerchiefs of every dye from the 
far interior of Asia, with gold and 
silver embroideries in exquisite taste 
or of barbaric splendor. There is no 
pavement hut the ground is hard from 
the trend of many feet, for a motley 
throng is ever passing to and fro, of 
turhuned men and of women closely 
veiled; a musician playing his tam­
bourine, and cavaliers or a train of 
camel* slowly filing through. The 
long streets are dim and cool, being 
arched in high above, and through 
apertures the sunlight falls in misty 
streams on the gorgeous wares and 
moving multitudes beneath. Then, the 
old city w’alls.are still there; and the 
Roman gateways; and the Derb el- 
Mlstakim, or the “street which is 
called Straight,” still runs through the 
city, from the eastern to the western 
gate, as it did nineteen hundred yearff 
ago, In the days of St. Paul.

A CAKE FOR TEA.

HE following recipes 
may be served am a 
tea cake or will keep 
well In the cooky Jar 
for the children: 

Oriental Tea Cakee. 
—Cream a fourth of 

a cup of shortening 
uud add gradually one 
cupful of brown sugar, 
beuiing constantly. 

Dissolve an eighth of u tenspoonful of 
sodu In a tnhlcspmmful of water, add a 
half teuKpooui'ul of vunilla und one 
cupful of Ilnur. Mix until It holds to­
gether mul leaves no crumbs, Make 
Into small halls; if they separate add 
a few drops of water. Place oj> a but­
tered sheet and Imke in a quick oven 
until delicately brmvu. This recipe 
will make 40 rakes.

Poppy-Seed Wafers.—Take two cup­
fuls of milk, two eggs, three table- 
spoonfuls of olive oil, three-fourths of 
a cupful of sugar, one-fourth pound of 
poppy seeds, two fbnspooufuls of bak­
ing powder, n plncft of suit, und flour 
to roll nut. Cut in large rounds with 
a cooky cutter and bake in n hot oven.

Bangor Brownie*.—Cream one-fourth 
of a cupful of sweet tat with a cupful 

! »f brown sugar, an egg. three squares 
i of grated chocolate and one-fourth ot 
a teusp(M>nfu! of salt. Add one-hulf to 
three-fourths cupfuls of flour nnd a 
cup of nuts. Beut all together nnd 
spread evenly on u buttered pan. Bake 
in a moderate oven and cut In strips 
while hot.

Creolee^Mix all the following In­
gredients. beat well and bake la small 
fluted pans from 12 to 15 minutes; 
Three eggs, one und a half cupfuls of 
brown sugar, three-fourths of a cupful 
of flour, one-half tenspoonful of salt, a 
few grains of cayenne and one und 
one-lmlf cupfuls of pecan meats.

Macaroons—Mix one cupful of
almond paste with no<* cupful of pow­
dered sugar until the mixture Is like 
meal. Add egg white, one at u time, 
until three have beeirused; flavor with 
a fourth of a tenspoonful of almond 
extruct. Bake on buttered paper 
placed on an Inverted dripping pan. 
Remove from the paper immediately 
ufter baking in a very slow oven.

Students at New York State Col­
lege of Agriculture Forego 

Annual Banquet.

SIMPLEST OF FOOD SERVED
Women Play Most Important Part In

Bringing About Reform—Patch 
otic Americans Urged to Eat 

More Fish in Place of Meat.

The banquet which In ovcrelaborate 
and which is a meal served in addition 
to the necessary daily meals or which 
uses foods that our government asks 
us to conserve 1ms no place in the 
wartime program. Yet there are oc­
casions, according to the United States 
department of agriculture, when the 
war activities may be helped by hav­
ing those interested in kindred sub­
jects gather ut a ineul, so why not 
have a dinner, or “banquet,” if you 
choose to dignify It by that name, 
which takes Die place of a regular 
meal? Such u meul will serve to get 
people together uud at the sume time 
may teach a real leKsou in food con­
servation.

Not long ago the students at the 
New York State College of Agriculture 
were confronted with the problem of 
whether they should forego their an­
nual banquet or whether they should 
make It u wartime meal. They decid­
ed upon the latter course, and It 
turned out to he one of the most suc­
cessful gatherings they had hud. As 
one of the speakers expressed It, the 
meal not only served the purpose of 
culling attention to the possibilities of 
serving a dinner while adhering strict­
ly to food regulations, but the ban­
queters themselves wen* immeasur­
ably better off h:mJ would feel belter 
next day because of the simplicity of 
the food served.

The Part Women Play.
No one bus u more important part 

to play in bringing uhout this ban­
quet reform tlmn women, since they 
ure very often charged with the duty 
of providing the meul, especially hi 
connection with meet! ;s held iu 
ohureheH und similar community cen­
ters.

Here ure two menus worked out us 
suggestions with the foregoing prin­
ciples in view, They make liberal use 
of fruitH und vegetatdes, for both ure 
plentiful and healthful. Use any of 
the vegetables und fruits that ure pro­
curable hi your locality. I’litriollc 
Americans art* being urged to use 
more lish, hence the llsli in place of 
in c u to r , for the inland community, 
the use of poultry. Old poultry can be 
sacrificed for such u purpose, us the 
incut is cooked und ground before 
Using. The mcntiK also make use of 
wheat *jih»i hates and arc pJanneiJ to 
use u minimum sugar allowance.

the corn too dry. It should not lie 
kept In a warm or houted room. New 
popcorn may be used as soon ns it 
has dried out sufllciently. If properly 
stored *it may be ready for use by 
Christmas.

If old popcorn will not pop on ac­
count of huving become too dry, the 
popping quality may be somewhut re­
stored by moistening or sprinkling 
with water before popping. If very 
dry it inuy be soaked in water for a 
while und then spread out to dry for 
u few days before using; or the dry 
corn may be put In a shady pluce out­
doors for u time where it can absorb 
moisture from the open air. If In­
jured by frost while yet green or im­
mature, or if hurvested before ripe, 
or heated when it Is being cured, or If 
moths, und weevils have dumuged the 
corn, the trouble inuy be remedied by 
these methods.

(liven good corn, the next necessity 
is a proper kind of tire. Do not take 
too much popcorn at one time, not 
more than enough to cover the bottom 
of the popper one kernel deep. Hold 
the popper high enough above the lire 
or heat to keep from burning the ker­
nels or scorching them too quickly. 
The right degree of bout for best re­
sults should make good corn begin to 
pop in IV& minutes. This gives the 
maximum volume of lucrcuse In .pop­
ping. If it begins to pop in less time 
or if too lurge u quantity of corn is 
put in ut one .time the product will 
not be so crisp and llnky. If It takes 
much longer for the popping to begin 
cither the popcorn is of poor quality 
or the heat is probably not great 
enough, or there may be other Inter­
fering causes, such as drafts of cold 
ulr.

If the popcorn Is of first-class con­
dition and the heat properly app lied  
one pint of unpoppod com should give 
fifteen to twenty pints of popcorn.

Popcorn 1ms considerable value as 
a food, and, aside from its use us a 
confection, when properly prepared 
for the table is superior to many 
breakfast foods now on the murket.

Have Corn Pop 100 Per Cent.
It isn't everybody who can pop corn 

successfully. Either It doex not pop 
at nil or else only u small percentage 
of the grains h«c;<t Into kernels that 
are crisp and llaky. For good results 
the first requisite is to avoid having

Dry Pumpkins and Squash.
Well-matured pumpkins of any vari­

ety jimku an acceptable dried product 
which only requires soaking, for use 
later in pics or custards. The deeply- 
colored, Kolid-llesbcd varieties art* tin* 
best for the purpose. Squash of the 
winter varieties may also be cured, iu 
the same way.

Cut Into strips one-half Inch wide, 
peep uud remove seeds, then cut the 
long strips with u rotary sheer or by 
hand into slices uiie-imlf Inch In thick­
ness. lhauch in vigorously boiling 
water for three minutes, or preferably 
in stcuin for five ininuteK, A wash- 
boiler partly filled with boiling water 
nnd fitted with a support which will 
hold a wire basket containing the ma­
terial just out of the water makes u 
good steamer. Borne varieties blamh 
more wjowfy than others; the treat­
ment should he continued until the 
pieces have lost the opuque character 
and have become transparent, hut must 
lie slopped uk soon us tills result is 
obtained,

Spread one or two pieces deep on 
tin* trays and begin the drying at I!I5 
degrees, Ah soon as tin* pteccK have 
hemuie somewhat plastic the tempera­
ture tuny he Increased, hut should not 
he ullowed to exceed HiO degrees at 
any time. The materia) should la* 
stirred frequently In order to discover 
mid spread out nny parts which uiv 
not tlryiiiK properly, if  the drying Is 
done in the sun it will he iicceKhury 
to spread tin? material in a single lay­
er and turn the pieces over uftcr a 
few hours' exposure,

Pumpkin or squash should he dried 
until the pieceN arc leathery and show 
no moisture upon the freshly cut sur­
faces when bits are cut open and 
strongly pressed between the hands.

As the material is removed from 
the drier, pluce it in a large clean 
pasteboard or wooden box, filled with 
paper, and cover to exclude Insects by 
stretching u piece of mosquito netting 
over the top. Place tin* box In it 
warm, dry room and stir tin* material 
thoroughly dully, for ten days. Tim 
drying men an idle slowly continues 
nnd the wbob* muss readies the uni­
form eotidlliori which It must have be­
fore It is permanently packed.

Long before another winter rolls 

around, Republic township will be 
using electricity to operate the pump* 
which furnish the village’* domestic 
wuier supply and lire protection. The 
C'JevelAud Cliff® frou Company is 
completing a transmission lino from 
the prescut lermiuul at North Lake 
to Republic and current from this 
source will be used to operate the 
pumps at the lake station. With the 
power brought right to the door, so 
to speak, the cost of this shift 
from steam to eleaclc&l operation will 
not be unduly expensive, and the sav­
ing of fuel alone will pay for the cost 
of the improvement lu a few years.

Though Influenza is being held in 
check in the village, neighboring lo­
calities have contributed a couple of 
deaths during the past week, while 
there has been one death in the vil­
lage from pneumonia. The first victim 
was Mrs. Jennie Muriu Ilinlsela, 
aged 2b, who with her husband lived 
on a farm in tho New Jerusalem, or 
Black IUver, district just over the 
Humboldt township Hue. She had 
been ill for a week or more unu had 
kept about her household duties 
longer thao she should. Dr. Loveland 
made the long journey to the borne, 
but it was impossible to save the 
woman's life ana she psssed away on 
the 2Utb ult. Besides her husbaod 
she is survived by four children, the 
youogeit being but a few months old. 
The funeral was held at Humboldt,

Another sad death was that of Jos­
eph Gilbert Adams, aged fourteen 
years, who passed away at the home 
of his parents, Mr. and Mrs. L. J. 
Adams, at Trout Lake. The youth is 
believed to have caught cold at a 
dance which he attended at Witbeck a 
few Weeks ago and it speedily develop­
ed Into pneumonia. He was a fine 
looking young man, being largo for 
his age, and be was known to many 
Uepublio young people. Owing to the 
distance and the condition of the 
roads it was necessary for the father 
to come to town himself, procure a 
casket and prepare the body for buri­
al. The remalua were brought hero 
lust Sunday afternoon and given in­
terment in the Republic cemetery. 
Tho family will have the sympathy of 
tbelr many Republic friends, purlieu* 
larly as a son only a year or two 
younger than Joseph Is alio ill.

Mrs. Ida Augustson died at the 
family home in West Uepublio last 
Sunday, pneumonia being the cause 
of her detnUe, She wasaoaLyeof Kin- 
land and was 66 years of age. A hus­
band uod several children survive. 
The funeral was held Tuesday.

Houghton county citizens are kick­
ing vociferously agalont the curtail­
ment of passenger train servlcu al­
ready inflicted and the further reduc­
tions that are threatened. We cau 
sympathize with them and mingle 
our complaints with itioir tneir kicks. 
Michiguiutne has now just one train 
left which Is available for a daytime 
journey to Marquette or intermediate 
pulots, If one’s business Is at Ishpem 
log or Negaunee he has pratically an 
hour at bis disposal in either city, 
but if hta mission Is at tbe county 
•eat it involves a stay over night, for 
the train upon which he goes down 
moots No. 1, the last west bound 
train to Mloblgumme, In the Mar­
quette yards, aod even If a person 
were successful In making this light­
ing change of trains, telepathy would 
bo the only means by which ho could 
traoBsct business, when trains 10 and 
11 ruo into Michigamme, one could 
go down tho rood reasonably early in 
the morning and return that evening, 
but ibis train goes no further west 
than Champion in the morning and it 
ilea up at Ishpeming at night. In 
view of tho short distance involved, 
Michigamme people see no ruuson 
why Huh train should uot bo run up 
here in the morning, thus giving our 
people u down the road service ineas 
urably approaching what they had be* 
oeforo.

VanRiper’s time and strength to min­
ister to the afflicted and do his part to 
prevent a spread of the disease. Her* 
mao, Covington and other small towns 
to the west of us are in worse straits 
for medical attendance,for ft is simply 
out of tbe question for Dr. VanRiper 
to make more tbun an occasional trip 
In that direction. Undertaker S its ns- 
rud has had two or three funerals at 
Champion and several at Herman. 
One at the latter place was particular 
ly sad, for tbe death ot a mother, who 
left eight small orphans, was followed 
only a few days later by tho death of 
the children's aunt, who bad come to 
care for them following tbe mother’s 
demise.

CHATEAU-TH1ERRY TAKES UP TASK 
OF RISING FROM “ CITY OF ASHES"

Refugees Returning to the Little Left by Heartless Hun—Already 
Small Storekeepers Are Operating at Fuli Blast—Germans 

Chased Out Too Fast to Take Their Loot With Them— 
Where Marines Wrote Themselves Into Fame.

Paris.—'‘Clnireun-Tbierr.v” repeated-*— 
a marine officer and smiled at mo pity­
ingly. “Yes, thnt was interesting a 
month ago. A Bocbe potted me there 
nnd I'm Just going back to Join my 
men. But you won't find it interesting 
now. AH the Germans are gone.”

But he was wrong. There are Ger­
mans marching through the streets of 
Chati-au-Tliierry every day—German 
prisoners armed with shovels und 

.picks who are denning out the wreck­
age and desolation they left In their 
puth when they evacuated the city on 
July proud Prussians who are 
wielding scythes to harvest the crops 
In the fields that they called “Unser- 
bind” a month ago; mlld-faced boys 
from the south of Germany who seem 
to prefer Jobs as chore-women with 
mops and scrub brushes to carrying 
guns for the kaiser.

And as for ihe Interest of Chateau- 
Thierry, the curious have visited the 
field of Napoleon’s Waterloo for sev­
eral centuries. They will visit the Wa­
terloo of the Boche march on Paris In 
IftlK for several umrA centuries and 
thrill with every century ut the story 
of the battle on the outskirts of that 
city where American murines, artillery 
and Infantrymen started the Huns <m 
ihejr run for Berlin—and gave them 
such a good start thnt the goal Is get­
ting hotter each duy.

War Activity Everywnere,
It tukes Just un hour aud a hit If hy 

rail from Paris to reach the outjmsts 
of Ihe battlefields of yesterday; an 
hour and u half that runs by like the 
fast reels of a cinema with hurried 
glimpses of passing trains loaded with 
horses, with i‘attie. with htg guns und 
men; of camions crowded with aol-
*dh»rs wearing dust-colored uniforms; 
of hospital trains marked with red 
crosses and groups of civilians hurry­
ing hack to see what Is left of their 
homes In the reconquered districts. At 
om» of the stations the marine officer 
swung off to Join a knot of men whose 
hacks were loaded witii marching 
equipment, showing that they were 
going “up the line.” War was written 
iu large letters over every human ac­
tivity, hut off to my right was the 
Marne, sleepy and peaceful, llowlng 
quietly through valley fields, hiding 
behind gentle slope* covered with 
wheat and splashed with vivid popples, 
and emerging again from a clump of 
thick trees and heavy underbrush.

At La Ferte there is a great gash 
In the station when* a Boche ptmie, 
swooping down within a few hundred 
yards of the mark, dropped a half 
dozen bombs just a few ..ights ago. 
Ami from there an attto road. )mm*K- 
nmrkcd by shell holes, runs through 
fertile country and pink-roofed vil­
lages, lifeless aud deserted, to Lucy- 
Ic-Hornge and Belh-nu woods, where 
the AtJicrlenu marines showed the 
world Just what fighting stuff the 
I’nlted Stales army Is made of.

“Lucy” keep* open house for all 
comers. There are a few doors left 
In the village, hut they sag heavily on 
rusted hinges. Window* are open 
spaces through which the winds and 
rains drive at will, leaving tieiulous 
puddle* about 'he  fifth* heap* of 
broken glass that strew the ground. 
Tim few roofs left look apologetic III 
the midst of tlie ruin about them.

The vljltige huddle* about a little 
church that has been pitilessly but­
tered to ruin. Only hits of the walls 
are left hut ill the midst of the 
wreckage rises a tall crucifix tut- 
serntehed. The a ltar of the small 
chapel on tile right side had been 
cleared off ami the old ahhe. f ddng 
alone, was searching among the d e ­
bris for precious relics. A prayer 
liook and a few pathetic Htflc orna­
ments of glass were ad that he laid 
found to restore In Ids temple.

Guarded by the Dead.
From Liic,v-h* Borage to Bellcau 

wood tin* road literally Is guarded by 
tin* dead. W'Iiom* bodies Were covered 
where they fell aud marked by simple 
wooden cross** on many ol which the 
soldier's trench hefnief he. fo-eu Imng.
It was ihe V':y of the cross ;‘->r the

American hoys who Journeyed it those 
July days when they started forward 
in the face of murderous machine gun 
fire to smoke ]lie Bodies out of the 
stronghold that assured their rooting 
in niafeau-Thjcrry.

1 climbed over graves and shell 
holes, through underbrush nnd past 
Isolated lilts of barbed wire entan­
glements Into the heart of the woods, 
where tin* Bodies had their dugouts. 
Amt at (*ver.v step of the way. diffi­
cult to traverse even now when It has 
been trampled over and chaired out 
since the battle. I wondered ut the 
courage of the hoys who* had fueled 
hidden machine guns and unknown 
horrors lurking in the shadows. A 
human jawbone lay at the doorway of 
a hunting lodge which had been des­
perately contested for and from the 
underbrush near h.v protruded the hoots 
of an tmhurlcd Hun.

A group of dugouts off to the right 
was well eoiieeuled hy rocks and un­
derbrush and J peered dow n Into s e v ­
eral of them. The openings were 
Just big enough to permit a man to 
wriggle through on his stomach and 
Inside was a llltle straw and perhaps 
a haltered helmet or rotting gus 
mask. A good hole for a dog. if the 
dog wasn’t particular—hut the eon- 
ducting officer with me assured me 
Unit a dngoijt of that sjze wus used 
to accommodate five men during a 
bombardment or barrage. When the 
barrage was lifted the men would 
come out and go to work ugalu with 
their macliliie guns.

We saw lots of dugouts. however, 
from which the Germans never 
emerged. The opening find been titled 
up with earth from exploding shells 
und the sanitary troops that came 
through after the fiallle were spared 
the trouble of burying those men. 
Many of tin* shell holt's had a sickly 
greenish hue, the mark of gas which 
poisons even the earth, aud around 
others were mounds of empty car­
tridges showing they had been used as 
seinlprotectlon for machine gunners.

Fp  hack of the hospital are the 
grounds of the ancient chateau for 

I which the city was named. They nnee 
i belonged to tile duke of Thlerrv. who 
wa* one of the famous seigneurs of 
the early eighth century. 1 climbed 
through subterranean passages there 
which were built by his vassals that 
be might escape to the other able of 
the Marne whenever his enemies 
pressed film too closely, hut which 
recently have been used hy Boehes as 
protection during air raids from 
French planes. The openings- a re  par­
tially filled up now so Mint they no 
longer afford passage under the river, 
hut they offer adequate protection 
against bomb*.

A city of desolation J* ( ’bateau-

was prevented from dlns-t operation; 
and so civilians are coming hack. The 
newspaper proprietor of tin1 plan*, 
having found that only one side of Ids 
(louse had been torn off. /* Uthnhlti/iji 
the other side and preparing to turn 
out news for those who are returning 
Fvery scrap of do th  and linen in id* 
house was carried off aud mm*li of tin* 
furniture destroyed. Imi lie found lilt' 
sliver which lie hurled In hi* hack 
yard before lie tied witii his wife, ami 
his wife lias found a Job cooking for 
American military police who are s ta ­
tioned there.

The Negaunee Iron Herald.
Vol. VI. Negaunee (L.8.), Mich., December 5, 1878. No. 5

Tbe probability oow is that tbe city, 
will build a new fire engifae house to 
take tbe place of tbe old rookery that 
adorns the city lot on Jackson street. 
Tbe matter has been submitted to tbe 
Common Council, which has referred 
tbe subject to a committee which has 
since bad several propositions sub­
mitted to it. Tbe one receiving tbe 
most general support, both from the 
committee and from tbe citizens at 
large, embraces tbe erection of a ba* 
loon frame the coming winter and 
veneering it with brick in tbe spring, 
the Interior to be fitted up with all the 
modern conveniences to properly care 
for the appliances of tbe department. 
It is proposed to make the building 
large enough to supply closets for tbe 
firemen's clothing, another room in 
which tbe repairs coming within the 
province of the engineer can be made; 
the whole to be surmouhted by a lofty 
tower, with a sufficient capacity so 
dry all the hose that will be required 
at any one time. It is urged that a 
building of this description can be 
erected at a«cost of considerable less 
than $3000, and it is'expecled that tbe 
Common Council will at an early 
date make immediate commencement 
of the work.

Thanksgiving day was observed 
here in a very quiet and unostenta­
tious manner. The weather was all 
that could be desired, though our peo­
ple have been so accustomed to snow 
oo that day that tbe want of it was 
severely felt by those who delight in 
joyous slelghriding excursions.

Mr. Kirk- 
patriok has superintended tbe erectioo 
of the building and tbe organization 
of the school, which is sufficient proof 
that it ba* been well done.

Etriler in the day he had 
entered one of the stores at Mar­
seilles and remarked that be was tired 
of life and would be a corpse before 
morning. During his stay In Negaunee 
it fa recalled tbut he was subject to 
spells of despondency aod would fre­
quently drop remarks calculated to 
lead friends to believe that he was 
contemplating suicide. Withal, be 
was a high-minded young man and a 
persoo who readily created warm and 
lasllog friendships.

Coal Situation Better

The coal situation throughout tbe 
State of Mlchtgao as indicated by re­
ports from various purls of the com­
monwealth, Is much more fayorable 
than a year ago. The state aoproach- 
ed the winter of 1917 and 1918 with 
fear of a great fuel shortage and 
throughout the cold season it was 
necessary to make bi'? shipments of 
coal into Micbigao fr„»  tbe central 
coal fields because of short shipments 
during tbe season of navigation of 
1917 This year the situation differ* 
greatly. Sufficient supplies of fuel 
have Into the state. It is said, to meet 
all urgeot needs, both industrial and 
domestic, and coal aod coke are still 
coming in large quantities.
