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GOOD TIMES ARE COMING

BUT DON'T EXPECT TOO MUCH 
TOO BOON

R. P. Bronson Sixes Up Business
Prosp.cts In Talk to Llona 

—Our Roooureoo

It was an optimistic picture that 
R. P. Bronson, of Ishpeming, painted 
for the Negaunee Lions Club at Its 
weekly luncheon last Monday, but he 
counseled the Lions not to be too 
hasty In their expectations, for there 
was much to be done in the way of 
readjustment before the world's 
business affairs could be straighten­
ed out. Still, there was evidence 
that the turn of the tide was at 
hand, and he looked for considerable 
Improvement In the local situation 
within the next few months. When 
complete resumption did come, busi­
ness would be upon a more solid 
basis, and he looked for a  long 
stretch of uninterrupted prosperity 
for the Upper Peninsula. Mr. Bron­
son, who is a t the head of the Con­
solidated Fuel A Lumber Company, 
bas varied business interests which 
take him to many parts of the coun­
try, and Ishpeming and Negaunee 
people have found that there are 
few men In this section who are 
better qualified to judge of the 
trend of business affairs.

The Turn In the Tide
Mr. Bronson told of comparative­

ly recent visits he Had made to 
commercial centers in the Middle 
States and of the views df bankers 
and others be had then gained. 
With particular reference to the 
Iron and Bteel trade, Mr. Bronson 
quoted the publisher of the Wall 
Street Journal, who declared that 
complete liquidation jn these in­
dustries was still quite distant and 
that the factors of wages and pro­
duction would necessarily have to 
receive further attention before the 
process would be complete.

Mr. Bronson, however, confined his 
remarks to the Negaunee Llona more 
particularly to the situation In Clov- 
eriand, and quoted the ohJef exam­
iner of the Federal Reserve Banks In 
this district as saying that we are in 
an era of readjustment whose pro­
cesses will extend well over five 
years.

"Are we to understand that we 
must have hard times for five 
years before we can get on our feet 
again," was Mr. Bronson's counter 

A question.
"No. decidedly not." was the bank 

examiner’s reply; "there are Individ­
ual industries which will gain their 
footing far earlier, others will reach 
tiUs point from time to time , and 
there will be some which will lag 
almost to the end, UntU all of theae 
factors are aligned, there can be no 
general and sustained prosperity."

Farmsr Gets the Bhort End 
,  Following this trend of thought, 

Mr. Bronson spoke of some of the 
factors that are still decidedly out 
of line. The farmer, for instance, 
is compelled to sell hU products at 
pre-war prices; he hauls the produce 
to the nearest shipping point, only 
to find that the railroads are demand­
ing three times what they used to 
get for the same transportation ser­
vice. The* * products Anally move on 
to the mills, there to encounter a 
wage reale that is at least double; 
and before the manufactured articles 
get hack to the farmer there is the 
middleman to be reckoned with, not 
to mention the return .freight rates, 
which of course have not shrunk a 
particle as compared with the out­

-g o in g  Journey. The long and short 
of it is that the furmer Is compelled 
to sell on a pre-war basis, but to buy 
on & post-war scale—which natural­
ly doesn't constitute a  recipe for 
prosperity.

There Is a difference in details, 
but much the some situation exists 
In the fuel business. Anthracite 
coal minors have been demanding, 
and they have been able to get, a 
wage scale that works upward from 
$4 to 97 a day for common labor, 
while the iron miner has already 
"done his bit" by accepting a  wage 
scale that will not average half 
what the coal miner gets. When the 
Iron miner wants to buy hard coal, 
he U caked to use his own lessened 
wages to pay the coal mlner*double 
what the latter should have for pro­
ducing the fuel, and then pay the 
railroads three times what they 
should have for transporting It— 
lyhlch certainly isn't a square deal.

Quite properly, every day Ib to 
be Farmer's Day, and likewise there 
is provided "Every Day for Every­
body,” but following Entry Day, 
which Is Tuesday, the following 
special dates have been arranged for 
the three cities in the county— 
f Negaunee Day—Wed., Aug. 31.

Ishpeming Day—Thurs., Sept. 1.
Marquette Day—Friday, Sept. 2.

Naturally, It is not intended that 
attendance from these communities 
be limited to the dates given, but it 
is hope! that the respective cities 
will make a point of having extra 
good representation oil the dates 
named.

The buildings at the foJr grounds, 
as well as the race track, have been 
greatly Improved during the pest 
year, and this fact coupled with the 
wide variety of exhibits asaured, 
makes It certain that there will not 
only bo wealth of attrqptlve things 
to see, but that they wiU be conven­
iently classlAed for easy inspection. 
The railroads have granted special 
freight rates on all exhibits, and as 
will be noted in an announcement 
made elsewhere, free truck transpor­
tation for Negaunee exhibits has 
been arranged.

Mining is Negaunee's mainstay, 
though it will undoubtedly be found 
that we are some pumpkins when it 
comes to agricultural exhibits, but in 
that Rc-tter Baby Health Contest we 
surely ought to shine. This Is under 
the management of Miss May Belle 
Adamson. Red.Cross county nurse,

and Wednesday afternoon la the 
special time allotted for Negaunee 
babies.

An excellent musical program has 
been arranged, and as usual horse 
racing will be one of the big cards, 
purses aggregating $2250 being offer­
ed for a series of races to be run on 
the new track every afternoon. Then 
there will be Miss Joan Kaufman's 
exhibitions each day with her blue- 
ribbon steeds that have repeatedly 
taken prizes in the New York horse 
shows. There is no extra charge 
for the horse races and Miss Kauf­
man's exhibit, except the 25 cent 
fee for grand stand seats.

Among the special amusement at­
tractions Is Charles Schultz’ Trian­
gle Ranch Wild West Show, which 
though listed as free to County Fair 
patrons, would In Itself be well worth 
the admission price to the fair as a 
whole. Detailed information regard­
ing the reproduction of life on the 
Western plains, the steer roping and 
the various cowboy stunts was given 
in these columns last week.

Other free attractions are Stutz 
Bros., m ho do seemingly Impossible 
stunts in head and hand balancing, 
juggling and novelty perch tricks. 
Then there is Gaylor, the "upside- 
down" gvmnast, who features an 
unique trog trick.

Special railroad rates have been 
granted and ample parking accom­
modations will be provided in the vi­
cinity of the fair grounds‘for auto­
mobiles. An abundance of music has 
been arranged for each day at the 
fair. Ample rest and toilet accom­
modations will be provided. The po­
licing within the fair grounds will 
be turned over to the Michigan State 
Police, ond in addition there will be 
a force of special police outside the 
grounds.

Owing to Increased expenses* all 
along the line, as well as the large 
number of free attractions that are 
being provided this year, it has been 
necessary to advance the admission 
prices slightly, but the difference Is 
more than made up by the increased 
values given, and no one will be­
grudge the little advance in the scale.

No amount of exploitation wiU 
make the right kind of County Fair 
unless the people throughout the 
county f-how a proper degree of in­
terest, both in making exhibits and 
in personal attendance. The fair de­
serves well at the hands of Negauee 
people, and the Iron Herald trusts 
that this city will send down a rec­
ord attendance next week.

City officials, the Lions Club and 
a number of citizens hnd lent their 
efforts toward securing permission 
for such use of a portion of the take, 
the plan being to segregate a com­
paratively small portion of the lake 
by construction of a dike or sand 
barrier, and thus form a swimming 
pool.

Vetoed by 8tate Officials

Surveys were made and plans 
drawn for such a dike and the mat­
ter was InJd before the state sanitary 
engineer, whose permission was need­
ed before anything further could be 
done with the project. At the meet­
ing of the Lions Club last Monday, 
Dr. C. J. Larson, the municipal 
health officer, stated that he had re ­
ceived word from Edmund D. Rich, 
the state sanitary engineer, and that 
the reply was unfavorable.

In hl-i letter, after briefly reviewing 
the plans as submitted nnd citing 
that Tell Lake constituted the source 
of Negaunee's municipal water sup­
ply, Mr. Rich gave his decision as 
follows:

"Our department will not sanction 
the use of that lake for a swimming 
pool. Even though it were possible 
to so arrange the pool that no water 
from the pool could enter the intake 
of the city’s water supply, the very 
fact that the pool was near the 
water supply would he bringing a 
potential danger to the supply by 
reason of the fact that large crowds 
would be drawn to the shores of the 
lake."

Verdict Not Unexpected
Though he is personally very much 

in favo* of any adequate plan that 
would provide Negaunee with bath­
ing facilities, and did all that could 
be done to secure the desired per­
mission. the verdict of the state of­
ficials occasioned no surprise to Dr. 
Larson, for he had a keener appreci­
ation than the average person of the 
diffiulties to be overcome and the re­
quirements that the state officials 
would make. Dr. Larson accompani­
ed B. F. Badger, the assistant state 
sanitary engineer, when the latter 
made his official inspection of the 
lake a few weeks ago, and while the 
officer did not volunteer any advance 
decision, it was quite clear that the 
securing of permission would be no 
easy matter.

It is also a question whether the 
plan as a whole would have proven 
practicable. There are many who 
believe that the cost of onstructlng 
a sand harrier that would last would 
be prohibitive. Then, too, It is 
probable that a small army of po­
licemen or watchmen would have 
been needed to see that ambitious 
lads didn't hike over the dike for a 
dip in' the main lake, qs well ns to 
see that children, especially, didn't 
get to wading In the lake on their 
way to and from the buthlng beach. 
But It ia Idle to speculate on these 
phases of the situation, for the plan 
has gone a glimmering.

Public May Y«t Have Lake
Though tln*y may have to wait a 

year or two, It Is quite probable that 
NVgnunuc people may yet hove use 
of Teal Lake for bathing ns well oh 
general recreation purposes. There 
Is no doubt that it will not he very 
long before something will have to 
be dono about providing the city with 
a new domestic water supply, and it 
is quite certain that any such plan 
will leave tills lake free for public 
use.

As was stated not long ago, ono 
plan under consideration is the sink­
ing of urtosian wells In the vicinity 
of the lake nnd the collection of tho 
water in a reservoir, thence to be 
pumped in the city mains. Another 
plan is to use ono or more of the 
chain of lakes southwest of the city 
os the source of supply, the differ­
ence In elevation being nearly if not 
fuly sufficient to bring the water to 
town by gravity.

Either of theae plans, or any other 
plan that would fulfill the same con­
ditions would dispose of the objec­
tion to use of the lake as a  recrea­
tion center; hence the day may yet 
come when this picturesque body of 
water n\ay be fairly lined with sum­
mer cottages and the people may In­
dulge in bathing, boating and all 
manner of aqu°Mc sports to their 
hearts’ content.

SEE RECORD CROP
Western Canada Farmers Re­

joice Over Bountiful Harvest.

Favorable Weather and Fertile Land 
Combine to Pour Riches Into tha 

Handa of Agriculturist*

There are those In nearly every state 
In the Union who have relatives or 
friends, or aomeoue they have known, 
who are residents of some of the 
provinces of Western Canada. They 
have gone there to carry on the pr<H 
fesslon and occupation of farming. 
Their progress has been carefully 
watched and sitfh news as may come 
from them or the country that they 
have taken partial possession of will 
be reAd with interest Important news 
Just uow is the condition of the crops. 
Newspaper correspondents and govern­
ment representatives are now In a posi­
tion, after making a careful survey of 
conditions, to anuounce that the crop 
conditions In Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
and Aiberta carry the promise of an 
early and bountiful harvest and farm­
ers view the outlook with utmost 
pleasure, Good growing weather has 
prevailed since seeding and all cereal 
crops ure well advanced. Wheat 
headed out has long, heavy heads, and 
big yields are Indicated; predictions 
are being made that the record pro­
duction per acre In 1915 will be ex­
ceeded. Harvesting began In some 
sectlous In the eurly part of August 
An Interesting feature of the situation 
Is the fact that there are no bad re. 
ports from any part of the country 
from the Red river to the Rocky moun­
tains awl from the International 
boundary to Peace river. There will 
also be good fruit, vegetable and root 
crops.

Most remarkable has been the germi­
nation of most of the grain. Murquis 
wheat sown on May 11 was fully 
headed out on June 30.

Considerable advancement has taken 
place In the last few years In the 
growing of corn. Sunflowers are also 
being grown quite extensively. Roth 
these do wonderfully well. On July 4 
the writer was shown a twenty-acre 
field of corn that had reached a  height 
of upwards of five feet, while a five- 
acre field of sunflowers close by, was 
entering for a keen race skyward. Both 
wilt doubtless be used for enslluge, to 
which will be added a splendid' crop 
of alfulfu or sweet clover, whlcb also 
have proved very successful. Now 
that corn, sunflowers, sweet clover and 
alfalfa have tuken a liking to the coun­
try, it will mouti a period of recon­
struction in muny farming districts, 
and mixed fanning will supersede the 
period of “grain mining" thut, no mat­
ter how fertile (he soli, no mntter how 
generous It may be In giving forth 
from its great storehouse of all the 
properties that have given to Western 
Cunada Its well-earned name of the 
wheat granary of the world, too much 
may be usked of I t; the departure from 
this Into the sphere of more Intensive 
fanning, covering mauy generalities 
not before indulged in, will add dol­
lars per acre to the value of this pro­
ductive hind. Those who have 
watched the progress of Western Can­
ada, have been looking for the day 
when corn and such like can be grown 
successfully. It has now arrived.

The cattle and dairy Industry will 
be given an impulse (nut will attract 
those who huve been wedded to this 
kind of funn life, while noue of the 
interest thut may be tuken by the grain 
grower will l>e lessened. Already there 
la an Influence following tbe fact that 
corn and sunflowers cuu be grown, 
thut Is leudlng to the erection of slloa 
In many purts of the country, all In­
dicating a growing satisfaction as to 
the great future that lies before it.

Due olilelly to tbe drop In costa of 
materials and wages, farmers through­
out the prairie provinces are erecting 
many buildings this year, gays the edi­
tor and munuger of the Prairie Lum­
berman, who was a visitor to Van­
couver a few duys ago, A campaign 
Is under way among the retail lumber^ 
men and farmers, urging the erection 
of 2,000 silos this yeur, und this Is 
meet lug with success, more plans und 
specifications liuvlng been prepared 
and more structures being under way 
prohlahly than at any other time in 
the history of the West.—Advertise- 
meut.

What Will Indian. Do With $500,000.00?

DULUTH.—Chippewa Indians on 
the~Net Lake Indian reservation 

Id northwestern Minnesota, who rec­
ently received approximately $500,000 
for timber sold from their reservation, 
will make good use of the money.

Instead of disposing of their fortune 
for blankets, beads, tobacco and pos­
sibly wlilsky, as the Indian of old did. 
these Chlppewas will build schools anti 
homes, outfit their farms with mod­
ern machinery and stock, and un­
doubtedly made rapid advancement 
from conditions which have gained 
for them the name of the most primi­
tive of the Chippewa nation.

So believes Chief Wa-na-bo-sho, 
Carlisle graduate, and better known 
as Joe Northrup, who Is devoting his 
time to helping the Indians become 
better civilised and to encourage

legislation which woold release to the 
Chlppewas millions of dollars aald 
to be rightly theirs, which la being 
held In reserve by the government 
Indian, bureau.

Living ht what Chief Wa-na-bo-sho 
describes as "wretched conditions,** 
the Net Lake tribe of tlie Chlppewas 
gained fame In recent years by their 
primitive habits. Many of the older 
chiefs and squaws of the Chippewa 
nation retired to the Net Lake reser­
vation several years ago sod prac­
tically became outcasts from their na­
tion. They refused to recognise the 
tribe’s general council and In the past, 
according to Wa-na-bo-sho, they have 
repeatedly turned down offers of as­
sistance from their fellow tribesmen.

This situation was brought about, 
Wa-na-bo-sho believes, because the In­
dians were destitute. He believes the 
Net Lake Chlppewas will now Join 
their fellow tribesmen In the upward 
trend to the modern mode of living.

Early In June contracts with the 
Chlppewas and the Northwestern Pa­
per company, Cloquet, Minn., were 
signed, whereby the lumbermen will 
pay the Indians approximately $500,- 
000 for from 20.000.000 to 30.000,000 
feet of saw tlmberland pulp wood lo 
the vicinity of Net Jake.

’Texas Bill" and His Way of Courting
BOSTON.—Something new in the 

line of courting has been intro­
duced hy William ('Texas BUI") Cun­
ningham, famous Dartmouth foottmll 
star, who proposed over long distance 
telephone to a girl he had seen only 
once In his life, and then for less than 
one minute.

To a pint and a 
half of m i lk

coffee Infusion, add a cupful of coffee 
tnd pour Into sherbet cups stirring 
well to mix with the Junket, sweeten 
to taste and let stand In a warm room 
to become firm, then chill.

On a hot day there Is nothing more 
restful than a meat out of doors. If 
It cannot be taken In the woods or by 
a stream, the grounds at home or even 
the porch will be a good substitute. 
A screened in porch, If near tbe kit­
chen, makes an Ideal dining room for 
summer weather.

Salmon Salad.—To a can of salmon 
add one cupful of cucumber pickles 
finely chopped, one aud one-half cup­
fuls of oyster crackers, crushed, fine, 
mix with salad dressing and serve on 
lettuce.

Custards of various kinds and flavors 
make most wholesome desserts. A cup 
custard Is easy to prepare and when 
chilled Is especially dainty. Slightly 
beat two eggs to a pint of milk, add 
sugar and flavoring and pour Into 
the custard cups. Set the cups In a 
pan of hot water and steam until the 
custards seem firm to the center. Re­
move and set on Ice when coot to chill.

Jellies and gelatines are delicious 
combinations with fruit and nuts, 
served with whipped cream.- Lemon 
Jelly served with a chocolate 
blanc mange is a combination not very 
common, but very good.

Such desserts may be prepared tbe 
evening before while dinner Is In 
preparation or early In the morning.

add salt and pepper and fonn Into 
balls or cakes; dip In beoten egg and 
crumbs and fry n golden brown.

Fruit Julee Pis.—Tuke two and one- 
hnlf tahfespoonfuls of cornatarch, add 
one-fourth cupful of sugar, one cup­
ful of any strained Juice, a teaspoon­
ful of butter, a pinch of salt and the 
yolks of two eggs. Cook ill together, 
adding the egg yolk at the Inst. Cover 
with a meringue, using the whites of 
the eggs, and pour Into a baked crust 

Chicken Custard.—A good dish for 
an Invalid and one that U dulnty too I 
Take oue and one-half cupfuls of 
bread crumbs from the center of the 
loaf, add to them two tsblespoonfuli 
of finely chopped chicken breast. Beat 
the yolks of two eggs until well mixed, 
add to them a dush of celery salt, a 
pinch of salt, and a cupful of milk. 
Pour into a custard cup, set cup In 
hot water and bake until the custard 
ts set. Serve hot.

Filled Sponge Cak*—Scoop the cen­
ter from a deep sponge cake and fill
with mashed sweetened berries and 
rover with sweetened whipped cream. 
Serve at once. The top may he put 
back, covering the berries, If desired.

“An epidemic of piracy has followed 
to the wake of nearly all of the great 
wars. Even as recently ns 1815 rest­
less souls who had smelled the blood 
of battle and felt the IntoxIcnDou of 
danger became loath to settle down In­
to the peaceful ways of men and 
commerce, and chose the wide seas 
as an asylum because they refused 
to  live under the law," says a bulletin 
of the National Geographic society 
from Its Washington, D. C., headquar­
ters. \

$ome Famous Firsts Basts. 
“Beside the broad oceans which of­

fered infinite chance for escape there 
have always been the Island-dotted 
areas which furnish excellent lurking 
places from which these exponents of 
absolute freedom might tuke their 
quarry for examination and long di­
vision among them. The Greek Archi­
pelago, the Barhary coast, the East 
Indies, the Chinn shores und the‘Span­
ish Main, within the shadow of our 
own doors, have been pirate bases 
for centuries and given to the world 
a wesltb of stories of breathless In­
terest.

“In ancient times these sea robbers 
off the coast of Greece, Italy, and 
Asia Minor with their thousands of 
light, swift vessels, or ‘sea mice’ as 
they were called, taxed’ merchant 
shipping so heavily that they lightly 
and rightly termed their base of op­
erations the ‘Golden Gulf.’ They 
flaunted their Mack flag In the face 
of mighty Rome, which remained Im­
potent Against them until Fnmpey with 
almost unlimited resources at his com­
mand curbed their operations. 

Pandora’s Box of Plraoy, 
“Ferdinand and Isabella unwitting­

ly, In their decision to drive the Moors 
from Spanish soli, let loose upon the 
world and particularly upon Spanish 
•hipping, then at tue height of Its 
pride, a fearful horde of daring and 
unscrupulous avengers.

“In the early days of Moslem pow­
er one of the caliphs wrote to Ids gen­
eral and asked him what the sea was 
like.

nople to fite I’lPara of Hercules. The 
excellent harbors and the Island hiri­
ng place* murie it possible for hint to 

defy the fleets of England, Italy, 
Spain and Holland, to levy irlhute on 
all the vessels that passed over the 
ilgliway, to rapture the richly laden 
'apul galleys bound for Rome In Mos­

lem dilhince of Cliristcndbin and 
chain the Chrtstluns to their ours. In 
1510, at that time noiorlmts and Im­
mensely wealthy, lie chungcd Die huso 
of his operations to the Island of 
Jerhn, off the coast of Tunis, whero 
iho Kates ceased to smile so kindly 
U|x>n him. After many Imrd-fought 
battles and vicissitude* of fortune he 
fed before the forces of (.'buries V 
of ripnlti near Tremlxan on African 
so}l. He had aetuull.f esenped, hut 
upon learning that his faithful fol­
lowers were dose pressed he returned 
to die with them. The career ot his 
brother Kheyr-er-dln Is scarcely less 
romantic,

“Piracy on the American coast 
among Dm French nnd Spanish naviga­
tors began before the days of the Eng­
lish colonists. Queen Elisabeth is Mid

to have covertly countenuced as well 
us helped expeditions by buccaneers, 
und In the West Indies tbe trade re­
strictions placed by the various moth­
er countries led to acceptance by many 
island governors of wares brought 
by navigators whom they knew to be 
free-booters and whose methods they 
could not afford to question.

Plraey Road to High Office.
“Perhaps the most unscrupulous and 

wily of the perverted sea kings was 
Henry Morgan of the Carlbbees. He 
wns a rougimte, an indomltuble ruler, 
a crufty strategist, and a commander 
of genius as well as a pirate par ex­
cellence. In fact he flirted .with one 
danger after the other always to come 
out on top. He inarched into Puerto 
Principe Jn the heart of Cuba nnd 
took It despite every resistance. He 
outwitted with uncanny cunning the 
officers a t Porto Bello in Panama, one 
of the strongest cities near the Car­
ibbean shores and the storehouse for 
the riches which had been brought 
by Spanish galleons and mule packs 
from the interior. He escaped with 
an Inestimable amount of gold and 
jewels, ingeniously employing a fire­
ship against the Spanish to accom­
plish his escape when he was bottled 
up In Maracaibo lake. Finally he 
took nnd sacked the city of Panama.

Then he hied 
himself, so the story goes, to West 
Indian waters and burled his super­
fluous treasures before‘he finally went 
to Boston where he was captured, sent 
to England for trial, was executed and 
his body left to dangle In the wind 
for years as a warning to sailors."

Freight Ratss Key to Situation
In Mr. Bronson's opinion, a read­

justment of railroad rates, which 
necessnrlly Involves readjustment of 
wage scales and rules, was the key 
to the whole situation, and as a par­
ticular Instance he cited the frejght 
rate on slabs, which used to be 87 
cents n cord and Is now $2,311 n 
oord. ft was not so much the matter 
of actual waxes paid as It was of 
hamperlnR rules governing railroad 
operation that caused railroad earn­
ings to shrink almost to the vanish­
ing point and which In turn had 
brought about the freight rates 
which under present conditions were 
almost prohibitive. The United 
States was developed by means of 
cheap (utd efficient freight service, 
Mr. Bronson declared, and we shall 
have to get back to such a  basis be­
fore we can get Into forward motion 
once more. “Less government In 
business, and more business In gov­
ernment,” was the way the speaker 
summed It up.

If the Iron mines were kept on 
half time for any extended period, it 
would spell slow starvation, Mr. 
Bronson asserted. “We have taken 
bur cut; It's up to the other fellow 
to take his,” he added.

Mr. Bronson then turned to the 
other side of the picture and found 
that there was considerable to justi­
fy hope. He spoke at sonle length of 
the situation In the metal trades and 
of the estimates of the world's re­
quirements In steel and copper when 
things really got under way once 
more. The Upper Peninsula could 
not then fall to come into her own, 
for there would bo need of lower 
grndp ns well as hilth grade ores— 
and though we have vast reserves of 
the raw material, we will have to 
hump ourselves to produce the oro 
as fast nu It will be required. While 
not right at hand, to he sure, that 
day is not so distant ns some are 
Inclined to think.

Farming and Dairying
Nor are we dependent upon min­

ing, for Mr. Bronson asserted that 
there are more men engaged in lum­
bering to-day than there are in min­
ing. We likewise have vast reserves 
in this direction, particularly In the 
Hue of hardwood; and what Is still 
better, the bulk of these products, In 
tho davs to come, are going to be 
put Into manufactured form reason­
ably close to the forests.

Then there is farming nnd dairy­
ing, which In pome Upper Peninsula 
counties alroady dominates all other 
combined lines of Industry, and has 
posslblHtles that dou»lV*s* will 
eventually give It precedence over 
both mining and Ivmbering In the 
Uppor Peninsula as a whole. "Don't 
forget the part the Upper Peninsula 
Development Bureau has had in 
bringing about this situation; capeo* 
(ally do not forget It when theypaas 
the hat," counseled the speaker.

Speaking of the extent to which 
dairying had been developed In Wis­
consin, Mr. Bronson stated that pro­
portionately we have more land suit­
ed to dallying In the Upper Penin­
sula. and lie predicted that It would 
not he so very long before (lie value 
of Clovci land's dairy products fooled 
up to More than $30.000,0«0 annually.

If any one hae bad any doubte at to 
the earneelnese of purpose which the 
Ford interests are attacking the prob­
lem of putting the Imperial mine 
property in shape for a resumption of 
mining, they might have these doubts 
quiokly dispelled by paying a visit to 
tbe property.

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Cuba Is Free
of ‘El Pote’

WOMEN’S WATCH TOWER

Island Republic Rejoices at the 
Death of its Riolwst Mil­

lionaire.

CRUa POWER OF WEALTH
Paeoent Trod Down Million! is  He

Piled up Riches on Misfortune! 
of Other*—Lived and Died 

a Brute.

Havana.—1"El Pole*' Is fiend end all 
Cuba rejoices. Tlie peasant who be> 
came a millionaire mauy titues over 
and used his wealth to wield a cruel 
power died as he had lived, haunted 
and bated, a victim of bis own power. 
In 40 yeurs he established a career 
lurid with tragedy, dark with sordid 
scheming, tremendous with both suc­
cess and failure. A year ago reputed 
tba richest man In Cuba, be came to 
a miserable end at bia own bands, and 
almost bis last words were that the 
wealth which coat him 40 years of 
unremitting toll to accumulate did not 
yield him one hour of happiness.

Jose Lopes Kodrigues was known to 
virtually every one in Cuba. He was 
a strange, sinister figure, and even In 
death be furnishes a remarkable ex­
ample of whMt can be accomplished 
by the constant, ruthless application of 
power to a single task. Ferve el 
Pote (the pot bolls) was his watch­
word, his motto, tlie rule of his sordid 
life, and it was from this that he came 
to be called “El Pote," the name with 
which millions became familiar. For 
years he thrived, at the expense of 
otbera. Then the fortunes of war 
turned against him, and, fearing the 
loss of all hla Ill-gotten gains, lie com­
mitted suicide by hanging himself with 
a twisted sheet

Filthy of Body.
Not more than five feet in height. 

“El Pote" had the powerful, thickset 
frame typical of the Oailego peasant. 
He wore tlie oldest clothes lie could 
find and was foul of mind and speech 
and filthy of body.

Jose Lopez Rodriguez was born In 
Rpnln and emigrated to Cuba In bis 
fifteenth year, fleeing from the hard 
conditions of the Callego peasant life. 
In Havana for a while be worked with 
pick and shovel, but as soon aa he 
could be abandoned such hard manual 
labor to work for an old second-hand 
book dealer, peddling the Itooke from 
house to house. One morning his aged 
employer was found dead In his bed 
and young Lopez Rodrigues, who slept 
on tbe premises, was arrested on sus­
picion of murder, hut after spending 
some time In prison be was released 
for lack of aufllclent evidence to in­
dict. •

The widow of the murdered book­
seller continued the business and 
Lopez Rodriguez, after his release 
from prison returned to his old em­
ployment. One morning the widow 
was found hanging in her room, hut, 
no evidence being found to confirm 
1  suspicion that there had been foul 
ploy, a verdict of suicide was returned. 
By the time tlie youug employee had 
saved up some money and he bought 
tbe business.

Files Dollar on Dollar.
Living upon almost nothing and 

working tirelessly, he steadily in­
creased his trade and piled one dollar 
on another until with the passage of 
the years his fortune grew to re­
spectable dimensions.

When, after the wealth of Cubans 
find been drained by three years of 
revolution and embargo, the American 
fleet blockaded Huvano In 1698. "El 
Pote"—for by* that time he had come 
universally to he known by his sobri­
quet—was able to acquire for cash 
targe projiertle# for a tithe of their 
tjlue, and when the Cuban republic 
was set up he wns a rich man among 
men who hud lieen ruined. The latter 
were coiut>el)ed to go to him for casti 
which he alone was able to lend. And 
so It came to pass tliut muuy of those

to whom tbe government of the young 
republic was entrusted were his 
debtors—which he never showed them 
to forget.

lie secured a monopoly on all Cuban 
printing, for which scandal scores 
went to Jail. Then he got control of 
one of the biggest hanks and wrecked 
that, “borrowing" no less than $11,- 
(msi,(Sin without security of any kind. 
He tunned millions, but always de­
manded from 00 to 100 per 1*6111 In­
terest.

It is believed that after the pay­
ment of all debts the estate of Jose 
Lopez Rodrlguei will he worth some- 
wliere urmind $10,000/100, proving that 
It was not the fear of penury that 
drove him to end his life In the 
fashion by which his employer 40 
years ago had died and which had 
marked tbe beginning of his owu pros­
perity.

$66,000 Thief 
Given 3 Years

Memphis Teller for 12 
Missed Vacations to Shield 

His Shortage.

COURT SETS HIS CONFESSION
Began With 8100 Holdout and Lived 

In Hope of Making All Good—Nev­
er Missed a Oay ar Was Lata

—Strain Was Terrible.

Memphis, Tenn.—Alex V. Smith, for­
merly note teller for the First Nation­
al bunk, stood convicted, but eluted 
with a three-year term, given to him 
after he had confessed to a $06,001.87 
peculation and pleaded guilty.

During the 12 years Smith was con­
nected with tlie bank he never took a 
vucatlon, never was absent or late In 
reporting for duty. He told reporters 
in order to cover up the shortage be 
Imd to be continually on the job.

John D. Martlu, Smith's counsel, 
read a copy of Smith's confession to 
tJie court In his plea for leniency- The 
confession says:

“1, Alex V. Smith of Raleigh, Teun., 
do hereby make confession.

"1 was boro In Liverpool, England, 
on Juoe 8, 1883. 1 left England'and
came to the Uuited 8tales wbeu I was 
obout twenty-two years old. After a 
short stay in New York city 1 came 
to Memphis, Tenn., and became a bank 
clerk lu the employ of tbe Bank of 
Commerce of Memphis, where 1 worked 
for about nine months, 1 then en­
tered tbe employ of the First National 
bank of Memphis, T«un., aud was con­
tinuously employed there uutll Janu­
ary 18, 1921. 1 wus note teller at
the First National bank for about 12 
consecutive years. During this time 
I gave diligent attention to the du­
ties of tlie position.

Bogan With $100.
“About 11 yeurs ago, one day after 

the vaults were dosed, to accommo­
date a customer 1 took a deposit of 
about $100. Thut night I used this 
money to pay a debt, hoping to re­
place It immediately. It was never 
replaced, and tlie ahortage grew, until 
January 12, 1921, It amounted to $66,- 
601.87.

“My method of concealment was 
throughout the eutire period of short-

Y e a r s ' t0 bol(1 for a flay or two, then re-
îxiit, being In the tnanuer always short 
In my remittances.

“1 m a r r ie d  alKHit eight years ago, 
and at tbe time of my marriage my 
shortage was comparatively small. My 
family consists of my w lfle , aged thir­
ty-one years, and three children, Alas 
V. Jr., a g e d  seven; Jim Mangrum. aged 
six, and Jay Shaw, aged two yean, 
nine months.

“Tbe moneys which I embezzled 
from the bank were absorbed In my 
personal expeuse and extravagances. 
I have not dissipated money In gam­
bling or speculation. 1 have, of course, 
entertained the vague hope that (could 
make restitution of these peculations, 
but have been crushed with the realiza­
tion that this was Impossible.

Btrain Hae Bean Terrible.
"The strain of my situation has, of 

course, been terrible, and 1 have suf­
fered immeuse mental torture for 
years.

"i have been unable to obtain suffi­
cient sleep or rest except through the 
use of intoxicants, and have been com­
pelled to resort to the same means as 
a stimulant to enable me to discharge 
tlie regular duties of my office.

“Jt is my Intention and desire that 
in the event there should be an In­
dictment returned against me on ac­
count of my wrougdolng to Immedi­
ately enter a plea of guilty to the sums 
and throw myself without reservation 
upon the mercy of the court.

I gave the exact amount 
of my shortage as stated above, so 
that the bank would not be put to the 
necessity of a loug, laborious and ex­
pensive audit of my accounts.

DRY VEGETABLES 
FOR WINTER USE

May Be Used in Cooking in About 
Same Manner at Froth 

Varieties Are Employed.

a m  KOTUHES FOR SHIPS
Housekeeper Should Remember That

Only Vegetables That Absorb 
Water and Cook at Bqual 

Rates Can Bo Combined.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Varioua dried or evaporated vege­
tables may be used lu cookery In most 
of the ways in which fresh materials 
are employed. They may find their 
widest usefulness, however, In soup 
mixtures or In the preparation of the 
over popular old-fashioned vegetable 
boiled dinner. Drying peroite tbe 
servlog of aoy favorite vegetable 
combination a t any and all seasons of 
tha year.

For thorfe who wish to make a vege­
table mixture that will have the max­
imum food value and at the same time 
be as nearly as possible a complete or 
balanced ration, tbe formulas used lu 
making evaporated soup mixtures for 
the British armies may serve as 
guides. One of these mixtures con­
tains 20 per cent each of potatoes, 
turnips sod peas, 17 per cent each 
of carrots aod beans, snd 8 per cent 
of onions. In another, tbe combina­
tion Is 87 per cent of potatoes, 19 per 
cent each of carrots and turnips, 10 
per cent each of onions and cabbage, 
and 2ft per cent each of beans and 
peas.

Oiffar From Prepared Product
The dried vegetable soup mixtures 

on sale differ principally from these

Cooksteve Oner Will Dry Vegetables 
Quickly and Successfully.

formulas In having lo most Instances 
a larger percentage of potato, In the 
absence of beans and peas, and Id 
having various minor additions, such 
as beets, celery, radishes aud toma­
toes.

In mtklng up combinations of dried 
vegetables, tbe housekeeper should re­
member that the mixture must subse­
quently be soaked snd cooked as •  
unit, and only vegetables that uhsorb 
water and cook a t approximately 
equal rites can he successfully com­
bined In a dry condition. Burt) mate­
rials as tbe root vegetables, eublmge, 
celery, tomatoes and onions behave 
alike both In their absorption of water 
and In cooklog, according to special­
ists of the United Btates Department 
of Agriculture, Any desired com­
bination can be made from them.

Dried corn and mature peas and 
beans absorb water very much more 
slowly and must be cooked from two 
to three times as long as materials in 
tha list Just given. For this reason 
they cannot be mixed wlih other 
vegetables tiefore soaking, Instead, 
they should be separated, soaked, und 
partly cooked. Then the other vege­
tables desired In tbe mixture, after 
previous soaking, may be added aod 
the whole cooked until done.

How to Dry Vegetables.
Practically all vegetables, ufier be­

ing sliced or otherwise made ready 
for Gw drier, should be blanched from 
one to three minutes in boiling water 
or steam before drying. They "tumid 
then be drained end spread In a very 
thin layer on the shelves of the drier. 
From time to time the trays should 
be withdrawn and the content* rare- 
fully stirred so tbe product will dry 
evenly.

When thoroughly dry the product 
should be removed from the drier and 
placed In a dark ally -room free from 
Insects. Stir occasionally during the 
several days It la left there to cure. 
Then beat carefully again for a few 
minutes and store In tin cans, heavy 
pasteboard boxes, or paraffined bags. 
Cover tightly to exclude Insects and 
•tore In a room which Is warm and 
dry.

MEASURING CUP AND SPOONS
Oevlees enable Housekeeper to Wolgh 

Out Correct Amounts in Follow­
ing New Recipe.

Cake making la not "pure luck." A 
half-plot measuring cup (glass or 
metal) for measuring the flour and 
fugar and a standard set of measur­
ing spoons for measuring the hotter 
and baking powder will help in fol­
lowing a new recipe, say specialists In 
tbe experimental kitchen of the Uni­
ted Btates Department of Agriculture.

SUMMER CARE OF ICE 
CHEST IS IMPORTANT

Well-Made Box Requires Lets 
fee Than Poor One.

Drainage Pipe Should Be Cleaned by
Flushing With Hot Wetsr, end 

Keep loo Compartment Well 
Filled at All Times.

(Prepared by tha United State* Depart­
ment o( Agriculture.)

Choose a well-made Ice cheat; It 
uses Jess ice than one of poor construc­
tion. It sboild keep a temperature of 
50 degrees Fahrenheit, or less, say spe­
cialists lo the United Btates Depart­
ment of Agriculture. Test yours with 
a thermometer.

Keep the ice chest clean; wipe np 
anything spilled lu It and, when nec­
essary, wash It out with hot water, 
using two tablespoonfuls of washing 
soda to each gallon of water; rinse 
and dry thoroughly. Keep tbe drain­
pipe clean by flushing with hot water 
and cleaning with a long-handled 
brush. Bucb cleanliness does not pre­
vent ice from melting; It does save 
food from spoiling.

Keep tbe Ice compartment well filled. 
This Is economy lo the long run. Da 
not cover the Ice with Ice blankets, 
newspapers, or cloth. These prevent 
the Ice melting, but make the Ice 
chest less cool. Do not keep foods 
in the ice compartment, as the melt­
ing of the Ice Is Increased every time 
the door is opened. Do not open tbe 
ice chest doors unnecessarily. When 
one Is opened, cold air rushes out 
and warm air rushes In. See that 
doors are closed tight after use, not 
left ajar.

Select fairly thin dishes for Ice- 
chest storage. Thick dishes take up 
and hold heat. Enameled ware and 
ordinary glass are better than heavy 
earthenware. Never put warm food 
or warm dishes Into the ice box. Chill 
drinking water and such foods as but­
ter, radishes, and olives by letting 
them stand in the Ice chest rather 
than by serving them with chipped 
Ice.

GRAPE JUICE IS REFRESHING
Excellent for Use In Hot Weather and 

as Base for Desserts ft Cannot 
Be Excelled.»

Much grape Juice Is canned at home 
nowadays, for it makes one of tbe 
most refreshing drinks In hot weather, 
and as a base for desserts It cannot 
be excelled. The following dessert 
recipes, using unfennented grape Jutce, 
have been suggested by tbe United 
States Department of Agriculture: 

Drape Sherbet.
Mix one pint of grape Juice, the 

1u< *e of m e lemon, and one heaping 
teaspoonful of gelatine dissolved In 
boiling water: freeze quickly; odd the 
beaten egg white of oue egg when al­
most frozen. This quautlty Is suf­
ficient for eight persons.

Drape Ice Crsam.
Mix one quart of grape juice, one 

quart of cream, oue pouud of sugar 
and the Juice of one lemon. Freeze.

Syllabub.
Mix one quart of fresh cream, the 

whites of four eggs, one glass of grape 
juice, and two cupfuls of powdered 
sugar. Whip half the sugar with the 
cream, the balance with the eggs; mix 
well; add the grape Juice; pour over 
sweetened strawberries and pineapples 
or oranges and bananas. Serve cool.

Bohemian Cream.
Mix one pint of- thick cream and 

one pint of grape-juice Jelly; pour In­
to small cups and set on Ice. Serve 
with lady fingers.

PORCH BOX TO 8HIELD MILK
Two Oalvnnlxed-l run Caiee With Lay­

er of Insulating Material la 
Satisfactory.

If the day's supply of milk Is de­
livered very early In the morning, so 
Gist It stands m  the porch for several 
hours before tbe family arise*, a porch 
box should, be provided. A covered 
box consisting of lw» galvanized-lroo 
cases with a layer of Insulating ma­
terial is a good way to protect tha 
milk from sun, Alas, prowling ani­
mals, and dust blown from the street.

Heartbeats Over Wireless

MaJ. Gen. George 0. Squler, chief 
•Ignal officer of the United Btates 
army, has made a notable discovery 
by which palpitation and other trou­
bles of the heart may be diagnosed 
even though the patient be far re­
moved from medical facilities—say,
In middle of the Atlantic ocean—by 
application of “wired wireless." The 
principle Involved Is similar to that 
which made possible the multiplica­
tion of tbe volume, of the inaugural 
address of President Harding, March 
4, the human heart heats being am­
plified thousands of times. A demon- 
tratlon to a group of physicians of 
the United States army at the signal 
corps laboratory, Washington, for the 
first time revealed working plans of 
the remurkable Innovation. A heart 
transmitter designed for the specific 
purpose, resting by Its own weight 
over tbe heart of the subject under 
examination, wus placed in position.
Passage of tbe blood through the various valves of the heart Is responsible for 
vibrations in an afr cliamf>er which faithfully reproduce the manifold actions 
of the -blood when coursing through the valves of the heart. These, in turn, 
are conveyed over a wire—practical application of "wired wireless"—to an 
amplifying equipment, consisting of a group of standard vacuum tubes used 
by the signal corps. The tubes are uot dissimilar to those employed In wire­
less telephony aud telegraphy receptiou.

The vacuum tul>e amplifiers then actuated a special receiver attached to •  
targe horn which distributed souuds reflected by heart beats throughout the 
building.
