Early Morning Blaze Turn* Hotel 
Kerns Into An inferno; Death 

List Estimated Forty

John P. Collins, of this city, who is 
representative in the state legislature 
from this district, was one of the 
guests to escape from the Hotel Korns 
holocaust in Lansing, early Tuesday 
morning. Mr. Collins had occupied a 
room In the northwest portion of the 
hotel. Upon awakening, he* realized 
there was smoke coming into the 
room, He arose to investigate and 
found Upon looking Into the hall that 
fire was fast approaching his room. It 
took him but a few mijiuUvs to dress 
hastily, gather his belongings into his 
hag and make for tho fire escape 
which he remembered was located not 
far from his room, ft is quite certain 
that Mr. Collins was one. of the first 
guests to leave the building. He went 
to the Olds Hotel and the clerk there 
was at first inclined to dDbeliove Mr. 
Collins* story of the burning Hotel 
Kerns, but it was not long until word 
was received of the terrible disaster.

Back to Scene of Fire 
It was not long after his arrival at 

the Olds Hotel that Mr. Collin* return - 
■ed to the xuum ivf the fife to offer To-
help ip caring for those who needed 
assistance. The hotel register was 
burned ho it was difficult to know tho 
names of the guests. It w’a« also too 
early for the clerk of the legislature 
to have a complete list of those in 
attendance, this usually being given 
him the second day of a session, and 
that list would also give the addresses 
of the legislators. However, Mr. Col­
lins aided Miles Gray, clerk of the 
house, by giving him the names of as 
many as he had come in contact with 
during the afternoon and evening. 
Many of the guests injured or burned 
were friends of Mr. Collins.

All U. P. Men Safe 
All the Upper Peninsula representa­

tives attending th© .special session 
wore reported to be safe'. Survivors 
all tell of the dreadful confusion of 
groping their way through the pitch 
darkness of the hail* not knowing 
whether they may have trampled over 
some one who was imable to continue 
on the way to escape. The disaster is 
one of the worst in the ihistory of 
Michigan. Mr. Collins, together with 
the others who were spared, considers 
himself most fortunate in being able 
to oscape from the burning inferno. 
He telephoned early Tuesday’ morning 
of his safety to his parents, Mr. and 
Mr*. John Collins and they in turn 
relayed the message to Mr. Collins’ 
wife, who had returned from a hospi­
tal but a day or two before.

LESS HUNTING CASUALTIES

Decrease Is Marked in Number of 
Deer Hunting Accidents

A marked decrease in the number 
of 19.14 deer hunting casualties is 
noted in the records kept by the De­
partment of Conservation.

Five hunters were killed during the 
open season, all of them by hunting 
companions. Four were mistaken for 
game, the fifth being shot accidentally. 
Only two hunters were reported In­
jured in gun accidents during the open 
season, one being shot accidentally in 
the log when mistaken for a porcupine 
and the other receiving an Injured 
band when a bullet fired by another 
hunter struck the stock of his gun.

Several deaths occurred ;ls a result 
of car accidents and one illegal deer- 
hunting accident in September took 
the life of a 16 year old Upper Penin­
sula youth.

SAUSAGE CAKES AS A SUPPER DISH

$ Good Addition to Meal on 
Cool Evenings.

By EDITH M. BARBER

NOW that coo) days are here the 
business woman housekeeper adds 

sausage to her list of quickly prepared 
meats. While sausage gained Its early 
reputation In its role at the breakfast 
table, It has been given a place at 
luncheon and at supper In these days 
of light breakfasts and commuting.

If you like sausage cakes you will 
find very good sausage meat usually at 
a lower price than the sausage links. 
There are a number of packaged sau­
sage products ns well as specialties of 
Individual butcher shops, which you 
may use habitually because of your 
special taste In seasoning. Where I 
use sausage cakes or linker I fltee~to 
cook them the same way, either In the 
oven or in a heavy frying pan with a 
tightly fitting cover. The sausages do 
not shrink as much when they are 
cooked this way and It is not necessary 
to prick the links.

An Interesting use for sausage Is to 
cover it with some biscuit dough and 
to bake It In a hot oven. Apples may 
be cored and filled with the meat before 
theynrebaked. A ringofsnusagesaround 
ft chicken—or even a duck—will make 
it stretch, as I found to my own great 
advantage a week or so ago when extra 
guests walked in for dinner when I 
was serving duck.

Methods of Preparation: Light oven

Savory Sausages.
Cook small sausages until they are 

light and brown. Remove from pan, 
pour off ail but two tablespoons of 
fat and add one tablespoon butter, two 
tablespoons minced celery and one-half 
cup tomato catsup (to three-fourths 
pound sausage). Stir until hot and 
serve with sausages on buttered toast.

Sausage Biscuits.
% cup ground sausage 
4 teaspoons bak'ug powder 
4 tablespoons shortening 
2 cups flour 
Vs cup milk 
1 teaspoon salt

Mix and sift dry Ingredients and 
cut In the shortening. Add milk, 
handling as little ns possible, and roll 
to one-third-ineh thickness. Cut with 
a good sized biscuit cutter (two and 
one-half Inches In diameter) and crense 
in the middle with dull edge of a 
knife. Place n heaped teuspoonful of 
ground sausage on each half biscuit 
and turn the other half over it, pinch­
ing the two edges together well. Bake 
twenty minutes In n hot oven (425 de­
grees Fahrenheit).

Sausage With Scrambled Egga.
6 English muffins 
H pound sausage meat 
0  eggs
1 cup tomato or mushroom sauce

Split the muffins and spread with 
the sausage. Place under the broiler 
for five minutes. While broiling pooch 
the eggs and place an egg on each 
muffin. Pour tomato or mushroom 
sauce over them and serve at once.

Special String Beans.
1 pound string beans 
1 onion
]/k enp sliced mushrooms
1 egg yolk
*4 cup cream
1 teaspoon minced parsley
1 teaspoon lemon Juice
Salt
Paprika
Pepper
Nutmeg

The Italian tamaccheroni” Is derived 
from the Greek where it meant “bless­
ed,” “happiness,” and later was ap­
plied to a funeral feast It is Inferred 
that this name was given it from the 
circumstances that the dish was eaten 
at such feasts In honor of the dead.

Incidentally, “macaroni” was used in 
the Eighteenth century to describe a 
class of traveled young men affecting 
ways In the sense of “fop,'’ a sense 
derived probably from the fact that 
macaroni was looked upon as a luxury. 
Also, during our Revolution, a body of 
troops from Maryland who wore 
a showy uniform were so-called.

The mlrnge, on a transcontinental 
highway, has attracted thousands of 
tourists. It was one of the largest In 
the world, a great “sheet of water" 
extending for ten miles in length.

A. M. Anderson, a J. P. Morgan & Co.

possibly the only—individual who owns 
a real, bonest-to-goodness lighthouse 
outright It's a used lighthouse and 
therefore may not have been a bargain 
at $1,150, which was the price he paid 
the government for it, but still custom 
ers for used lighthouses are not many.

Vegetarian Would Find
Tough Going in Alaska

Arctic cold has the effect of mak­
ing everyone ravenously hungry, and 
plenty of nourishing food is abso­
lutely necessary. Fat, especially, Ift 
essential. I doubt If a vegetarian 
could survive an Arctic winter. But 
we have no vegetarians, writes fto 
Alaskan correspondent.

Here is one great advantage of the 
long frost. There is no need for the 
butcher to call. We get all our win­
ter meat in at once, usually at the 
beginning of November, and cut It 
Into Joints, which are stored in our 
larder.

This meat is ns fresh In April as It 
was in November. Eacli evening the 
joint for next day’s dinner Is brought 
In and thawed. Then It is ready for 
the oven.

Eggs, butter, milk, vegetables, all 
remain perfectly fresh In the Intense 
cold of the larder. There nre no 
thaws to worry the housekeeper.

And, of course, there is always 
s,limner to look forward to—three 
months of gorgeous sunshine. We 
never have n wet, cold summer any 
more than we ever hare a damp, 
mild winter.

Flowers Prone to Fever,
French Scientist Finds

Purls.—Flowers are apt to be fever­
ish, says a communication to the 
French Academy of Sciences by Pro­
fessor BJaringhem, reporting his obser­
vations on the temperature of plants.

Some of the flowers that are given 
to developing abnormal temperatures, 
he says, nre the narcissus, the nnstur- 
tium and the dandelion. Most flowers, 
however, nre given to higher tempera­
tures at budding time, som* times sev 
ernl degrees above the temperature of 
the surrounding air. This Is easily 
noted In sweetpea buds between 10 
o'clock In the morning and noon.

The male flowers of dioecious and 
monoecious plant# are warmer In tem­
perature than the female flowers of 
the same plant nt the same state of de­
velopment.

Scientists Seek Trace

Wheat Smuggling 

New Border Worry
■--------------  t -------------------------------------------------------

Patrol Overworked on North 
Dakota Boundary.

Fargo, N. D.—A now form of an an­
cient and often romantic criminal ac­
tivity—smuggling, recently uncovered 
In a little North Dakota town near the 
Canadian border, is engaging the con­
centrated attention of an overworked 
border patrol. A secret investigation 
disclosed to government agents that 
within a few months 100,000 bushels 
of wheat had been smuggled into this 
country from Canada. The reason for 
the illegal operation was a chance to 
profit on high prices for wheat result­
ing from the processing tax. One man, 
operator of a grain elevator, has been 
arrested and Is accused as a ringlead­
er of the plot Fourteen others, farm­
ers and laborers, have pleaded guilty 
to the charge made against them, 
smugginlg the groin.

The first arrest was that of Thomas 
C. Wildish, Ellsberry, N. D., elevator 
man, through whose establishment 
government officials charge, huge 
quantities of wheat smuggled In from 
Cannda were disposed of. Wildish, at 
present free on bond, Is to be tried 
soon In federal court at Grand Forks. 
He Is sj»eci<}c«lly charged with violat­
ing section 503 of the 11130 tariff act 
by aiding in bringing smuggled prod­
ucts Into the United States.

F o u r t e e n  P le a d  G u ilty .

W. Lanier, in charge of the prosecu­
tion, said the government pluns also 
to proceed against all elevators shown 
to have purchased smuggled wheat 
’Yinlshmeot for conviction of violating 
the tariff act is a sentence up to two 
years in prison and a fine up to 
$6,000.

farmers and laborers who pleaded 
guilty was deferred. The men admit­
ted either taking part in the actual 
grain smuggling operations or having 
a part In the conspiracy. All of the 
smuggling transactions took place In 
Towner county, North Dakota, near 
the Canadian border. Most of the 
smuggled wheat was marketed In the 
towns of Ilnnsboro and Ellsberry.

Mr. Lanier said that the govern­
ment's Investigation of the wheat 
smuggling conspiracy would result in 
25 criminal prosecutions and In added 
vigilance on the part of the customs 
patrol. Tills service already, is re$poo*_ 
slble for stopping many other forms 
of smuggling, an activity which offi­
cials admit never has been completely 
checked.

S m u g g l in g  C e n tu r ie s  O ld .

At every port of entry and along 
every International boundary line 
smugglers have piled their trade for 
centuries. Because it Is the first on 
record, the North Dakota wheat smug­
gling case Is of extraordinary Interest, 
but otherwise It Is merely another In­
stance of an ancient Illicit trade.

The United States and every other 
commercially important nation have 
been faced with a startling increase 
in smuggling since the World war. 
During the prohibition era the prob­
lem was made a thousandfold more 
complex for the authorities of this 
country, but illegal liquor was only 
one~dT~Tfie—Items"brought- ~S5crcciy 
across our borders. In 1020 and for 
several years thereafter one of the 
gravest problems of our border pa­
trols was in stamping out the smug­
gling of aliens. At one time It was 
estimated that for every foreigner who 
entered this country legally, one and 
sometimes two were smuggled In il­
legally. Stories of this form of smug­
gling were sensational In the extreme. 
The smugglers who dealt in human 
beings were, and are, for the most 
part ruthless cutthroats, whose only 
concern is the mouey they get from 
their “clients*’; what happens to the 
latter is of little interest to the smug­
glers.

Tables Turn, Older
Men Now Get Jobs!

. Cleveland. Ohio,—The old com­
plaint of older men that “young fel­
lows always get the preference" 
when Jobs are given out has given 
way to the exact opposite.

That was the conclusion reached 
here by Y. M. C. A. officials after 
an employment survey of the city.

Those making the survey report­
ed that the older men are now be­
ing givon first choice. Reasons giv­
en by employers for the change In 
the trend were Hated as follows: 

The fear that young men may be 
radical; the desire for older and 
experienced men, and the difficulty 
of training youths who never have 
had steady Jobs.

Both were 
given the same task to perform. The 
one with the limited preparation won 
over the college man four to (me. The 
college trained man developed nn ego 
complex in his college days which 
placed him at a great disadvantage In 
the dally marts of trade. The high 
school trained man had developed con­
fidence and assurance, due no doubt 
to the fact, he was compelled to work 
his way through his limited course of 
study.

Why go to college? Not for the pur­
pose of a degree and certainly not for 
a Job, but rather in order to obtain 
that discipline of mind and body which 
enables a man to hold a job when he 
gets it. Without this discipline educa­
tion may become more of a curse than 
a blessing.

With night schools offering profes* 
8ionnl courses and with the advantage 
afforded by* correspondence courses, no 
young person need be deprived the priv­
ilege of an education, even though he 
may not have the time or money to go 
to college. If he be enrolled ns a stu­
dent In a college let him see to it: that 
he learns not only the facts of Ida 
chosen field, but also, how to use these 
facts In contacts with other people 
after he leaves college. “With nil thy 
wisdom get understanding,” said the 
wise man of old.

Sometimes there 
would be two such staircases one above 
the other mounting up from the first to 
second story, and then from second to 
third with a break in the ascent on 
the second floor for the stretch of 
hall. This led to a position just above 
where the first stairway began and 
here the second staircase started.

Stairway and Air Currents.

In many houses one flight of stairs 
comes above another in the main hall­
way. However this arrangement has 
its drawbacks as houses built on such a 
plan have difficulties to contend with 
in heating. Warm air rises, and the 
heat Is partial to (he top floor, to the 
detriment of the warmth of lower ones. 
This was one of the chief reasons for 
many home builders not having the 
circular open staircases as described, 
and having stairs to the third floor 
either Inclosed or positioned elsewhere 
In the house.

Speaking of Inclosed staircases, they 
are not put in fine houses except for

back stairs or those which serve for 
both back and front stairs from second 
to third floors. These box stairways 
have no decorative merit whatsoever. 
They are purely practical. This Is their 
redeeming feature. In some old farm­
houses, such stairs were built In order 
to conserve heat on the lower floor. 
It will be noted, however, that even In 
those old dwolllngs In which there is 
any attempt at architectural beauty, 
there are open front stairs leading 
from tiny front balls, which halls are 
scarcely more than vestibules. There 
are doors at right and left of tbe 
stairs. These lend Into living rooms.

Staircases With Landings.
Stairways with landings are favored. 

These break the climb without inter­
fering with the ornamental appearance. 
In fact this Is accented decidedly when 
a broad landing has a window from 
which there is a good view, or which 
lets In sunlight Sometimes where such 
a landing Is broad, a chair or settee is 
on it where one can rest, or sit and 
enjoy the view. Such landings are fa­
vorite places for grandfather's clocks.

Sometimes where there is enough 
space, stairways branch to right and 
left about halfway up, and enter th« 
second floor from both sides of a halt

: Use of Mint Leaves W at
Known in the Bible Days

) When an analyst of Loudon was 
: giving evidence in the Sheffield police 

court where a grocer was being tried 
on the charge of gelling dried mint 
which were not of the nature and qual­
ity of the article demanded by the 
purchaser and contained a foreign leaf, 
a number of interesting facts about 
the antiquity of this plant were 
brought out, says a writer In the 
Cleveland Plain Dealer.

It was stated In evidence that a 
sample of dried herbs contained 80 
parts of mint and 20 parts of foreign 
leaf known as ailanihus leaves, or 
leaves of the “tree of heaven.’*

Mint, according to the authority, 
-owes- Its culinary properties to an- es­
sential oil, and Is one of the oldest 
herbs used for cooking purposes. It is, 
perhaps, not mentioned by name in the 
Old Testament, but It was probably 
one of the bitter herbs with which 
Israelites were instructed by Moses 
to dress the lamb of the Passover. 
Thus today lamb i« served with mint 
sauce.

Mint Is mentioned in the New Tes­
tament both by St. Matthew and St 
Luke, and one verse said: “Woe onto 
you. Scribes and Pharisees, hypo­
crites! for ye pay tithe of mint and 
anise and cummin, you have omitted 
the weightier matters of the law."

Beauty-Aids in A. D. 325
Gallo-Roman women, t.iioo years 

ago. used perfumes ami the equiva­
lent of present-day rouge and talcum 
|H>\viU»r, according to relics Just dis­
covered at Rouen in a cemetery dating 
hack to A. D. 3i*f». The findings indi­
cate very definitely that sixteen cen­
turies ago women were striving to 
make themselves beautiful by means 
of toilet preparations and sweet scents. 
Seven feet underground, workmen con­
structing a sewer found a stone sar­
cophagus containing a leaden coffin 
7 ft'ct 3 Inches long. There were no 
bones In it. but there were four bottles 
obviously once containing aids to 
beauty.

Overture, Instrumental
Music Before the Opera

“Overture” was originally a French 
word, “ouverture,” meaning to open, 
says a writer in the Montreal Herald. 
When Instrumental music came Into 
fashion it was often used merely to 
strengthen the effect of drftro&tic song, 
but. as singing ami playing turned In­
to opera, naturally its music grew in 
Importance.

One of the esirliest composers of 
operu, Monteverdi*, bad the idea of an 
instrumental flourish before the opera 
actually began. This soon developed 
Into a quite separate piece at the out­
set of the opera. Gluck, a reformer 
of music, thought of making the over­
ture like the mood of the opera Itself, 
but it was Mozui'i wlio included one of 
his opera melodies in the actual over­
ture. Wagner built into his overtures 
most of the leading themes found In 
the opera to which they belong.

Sometimes overtures are quite Inde­
pendent pieces of orchestral music, 
and often enough they are Just a 
frame for a composer’s musical 
thought.

Meant Ringing of Bell*

The word “tintinuabulatiou” Is ap­
proximately a hundred years old. De­
rived from the Middle Latin tintinna- 
bulum, it means “the ringing of a hell 
or hells; the sound of music so pro­
duced.” Tiutinnahular was first em­
ployed about 1767. Tintionnbulum Is 
found In the language as far back as 
the end of the Fourteenth century, 
taken directly from the Latin and de­
scriptive of a small tinkling hell. From 
It a variety of derivatives have been 
formed.-— I.itorarv Digest.

Kind Words for tho Ravon
Many old writers refer to the raven 

in terms of ominous reference. Cer­
tainly, with them, it was an unhal­
lowed bird, associated with death and 
the grave and all that is “woe-betid- 
lug.”

But the raven, as the naturalist 
knows and respects him, is a hand­
some, courageous bird of the wild 
mountainous places—a domestic lover 
and a pattern of conjugal affection. 
The raven pairs for life, though when 
n mate is killed the "widower” will 
seek out for himself another “wife.” 
Both male and female take their share 
in incubating the eggs and in nurtur­
ing the young. They frequently give 
nn exhibition of wonderful aerial 
stunting having a habit of soaring 
and circling high up on the mountain­
side and then suddenly "tumbling" 
headlong through the air to eventual­
ly flatten out and recover equilibrium.

Confederation Articles
and U. S. Constitution

The articles of confederation con­
ferred upon congress none but the 
delegated powers and recognized the 
absolute sovereignty of the states, 
notes a writer in the Cleveland Plain 
Dealer.

Aside from the right to make war 
and peace, regulate foreign inter­
course, receive and send ambassadors, 
control and coinage of money, and set­
tle disputed boundaries, congress bad 
no power to act without the coosent 
of nine of the states, each casting one 
ballot It could not levy taxes, and 
before 1787 the war debt had de­
stroyed the financial reputation of the 
United States abroad.

The states were divided In their In­
terests, and at the last Colonial 'cofi- 
gress but eight of the states sent dele­
gates. Not the least of the weak­
nesses of the confederation was the 
nonprovision of a chief magistrate, or 
for a national Judiciary.

To meet these needs It was found 
necessary to frame a new Constitu­
tion, systematically organizing a per­
manent form of government.

This document arranges the powers 
of government under three heads— 
legislative, executive and Judicial—and 
places the supreme power In the peo­
ple of the whole country, instead of 
vainly endeavoring to maintain a mul­
titude of independent states. It re­
placed s disjointed confederacy of 
Jealous states with a nation.

Moai Snakei Lay Eggs;
Many Little Ones Eaten

Most, but not all of the barm lew 
(that is, Donpnisnnoos) snakes lay 
eggs with parchmenl-like shells, usual­
ly burying them in dry earth, In crum­
bling logs, or is old manure and com­
post heaps. There they are left to be 
liati-ired by the bcat'of the nurr and 
fermenting of the nesL The excep­
tions to this rule in this country are 
the numerous varieties of garter or 
striped snakes and of water-snakes. 
In these the eggs arc retained within 
the body of the mother until they ma­
ture and hatch, when the released 
babies are expelled and most of them 
are quickly eafen. Hence, In most 
cases, a large number must be pro­
duced at each birth, to serve as food 
for their betters.

The poison-hearing serpents of the 
world In general are viviparous. Thus 
our rattlesnakes, copperheads and 
(southern) moccasins, bring forth liv­
ing young Just as do the garter-snakes, 
and the youngsters are Just as capa­
ble nnd vicious as their size permits, 
and are well provided with poison 
tangs and the venom behind them.

overnight

In my bumble opinion, this Is the 
"perpetual motion machine" of the 
wingahootlng world.

About ten years ago when 1 knew 
a great deal less about wingshooting 
than I have since learned, even I 
thought I had a real Idea for one of 
these contraptions that would result 
In a shooter becoming a whlzz-hnng 
wlugshot about tbe third day after he 
began using It

Alas—I have since acquired enough 
experience and good sense to know 
that there ain’t no such animal.

In the first place, such a gadget vi­
olate* the first principle In wingshoot­
ing by enforcing too much concentra­
tion of attention on the gun. The 
"peep" or aperture sight wus a won­
derful step ahead In accurate rifle 
shooting. The good rlile shot, how­
ever, must be extremely conscious of 
his gun. He has but a single bullet 
In the chamber. He must drive that 
bullet with all the accuracy that keen 
eyesight and careful co-ordination be­
tween brain and trigger finger can 
muster. Even on running game as big 
as a deer he must use a high degree 
of precision that enforces majorron- 
centratlon on the front bead.

I know, of course, that many deer 
are killed in Maine and the Adiron­
dack and In the mountains of Penn­
sylvania, every year by hunters who 
merely snap-shoot without seeing their 
sights or even their rifle barrels. The 
shots are usually at short range, fre­
quently less than 50 yards. Some­
times such a snap shot Is necessary. 
Rather often, as a matter of fact But 
no good rifleman ever tries such a 
snap unless there Is no other way out 
of it  And many Is the deer wounded 
by tyros, too excited and too nervous 
to aim, that Is left to die an agonizing 
death In the forest perhaps dnys later.

No, the rifleman with his single bul­
let needs all the sighting aid he can 
get He requires great concentration 
on bis gun. tie must be extremely 
gun-conscious.

The wingshot with shotgun In hand 
Is exactly the opposite. He requires 
great target concentration. He must 
be target-conscious first, gun-conscious 
second. He has a barrage of shot pel­
lets to fling at his target His target * 
Is moving faster than ever deer could 
run. Also it Is smaller. Also his gun 
range Is limited. He must shoot quick­
ly. And again, his shot load is slow­
er than the rifleman’s bullet. Only 
about a third as fast Consequently 
be must pay more attention to "lend'* 
or "forward allowance."

Both of his eyes must be wide open. 
At least GO per cent of his vision must 
be concentrated on the Hying target 
Only about 30 per cent on hh gun. 
And about 10 per cent on the t’O-ynrd 
area of which the target is the center.

From this you can readily see that 
any form of "hind sight" on the breech 
of a shotgun barrel Is an nbsurdity. : 
It tends to make a gun-conscious, rifle­
shooting sort of wingshot out of you, 
and about the only type of shot you 
can have nny hope of hitting with any 
degree of regularity will be tbe 
straightaway shot that requires abso­
lutely no "lead."

Next to tbe absolute dub. the hard­
est man In the world to teach wing­
shooting to Is the good ritlenmn who 
has never used a shotgun. Trained 
to absolute gun-consciousness when 
shooting, he will Invariably squint one 
eye, concentrate about 80 per cent of ; 
the vision of the other eye on the gun, : 
and then try to get on the flying target > 
with all the precision he would ordl- 
narlly employ In punching holes In a 
paper bull's-eye at a hundred yards, 
it simply can’t be done. i

The wingshot must be target-con- ' 
sclous. The standard front bead at 
the muzzle is all he has time—or eye­
sight—to be aware of. And he doesn’t 
see much of that!

Blight Did Not Destroy
Sturdy Chestnut Trees

For several years It has been Indi­
cated that the chestnut tree that was 
threatened with complete destruction 
by the blight or bark disease appear- ' 
mg thirty years ago, from China by 
way of Europe, was coming back. Now 
this seems to be substantially con- 

j firmed, states a correspondent In the 
New York Times.

Four years ago, In a research cir­
cular prepared by John E. Anglian- 
bnugb for the Pennsylvania depart­
ment of forests and waters. It was 
stated that "the persistent sprouting 
ability of the chustnut Is its maiu 
hope. For twenty years It has per­
sistently met its death loss with re­
peated crops of now sprouts. The 
blight has not yet been able to kill 
all the root systems from which . 
sprouts develop. These sprouts are 
the main battleground of the blight”

The Implication was either that the 
virulence of the blight itself was on 
the wane or else that nature was solv­
ing the problem through developing 
gronter resistance in the sprouts.

Now It Is stated by Henry E. (Pep­
per, In a service letter of the Penn­
sylvania department of forests and , 
waters, that many blighted chestnut 
sprouts have been found that are 35 
feet tall, with diameters of 5 inches, 
ami that numerous smaller trees have 
no apparent traces of the disease, i

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Gay Colors Are Doffed 
by Armies of Big Powers

France Last Nation to Dis­
card Bright Uniforms.

Washington.—War sheds Its last 
dotnino. French ofl)rials have recently 
decided that members of the French 
artillery were proud figures but easy 
target* In sky-blue uniforms. In the 
future, they will march in khaki. A 
few blue uniforms, already mode, will 
he utilized, but all new ones will be 
dust-colored.

“The French army is one of the last 
military powers to abandon Its color­
ful uniform and Join the world** drab- 
clad ranks,*’ says the National Geo­
graphic society. "Although a few 
countries, notably Spain and Japan, 
still retain elaborate full dress uni­
forms, most of the world’s armies are 
now cloibed Inconspicuously to avoid 
detection from snipers and airplanes.

Khaki Favorite Color.
"British, Belgian, Polish, and Jap­

anese soldiers wear khaki uniforms 
which blend with the earth. Amerlcun 
soldiers wear olive drab. Germany’s 
uniforms are field gray; Spain’s, gray; 
those of Switzerland, Italy and the 
Netherlands, grny-green to blend with 
fields and woods. Endless weary pro­
cessions of these cheerless-looking bat­
talions, grotesque In gas mnsks. and 
with steel helmets to ward off shrap­
nel, are visible proofs that war’s grim 
business no longer masquerades as ad­
venture.

“Uniforms are worn for many rea­
sons beside that of avoiding detection. 
One or llielr chief 
ly contradictory one of being a means 
of identification. In early warfare, 
save for a few exceptions, such as the 
Roman legions, and Hannibal’s Span­
ish troops, clnd In red and white, 
armies were clothed heller skelter and 
were assembled and identified by flags 
and decorntlons.

“In the Revolution, before the New 
England troops acquired uniforms, 
there was much confusion because ofll- 
cers couldn't be distinguished from 
privates. Orders from headquarters 
made differentiation possible by mak­
ing field officers wear red or pink 
cockades In their hats. In 1770, Moy- 
lan's Continental Ught Dragoons, 
wearing 240 blue and red coats cap­
tured from the British, were in danger 
ofheine mistaken and shot for_JlrtUsh 

-dragoons; Washington avoided this 
catastrophe by ordering the Amerlcnn 
drngoons to wenr linen hunting shirts 
as distinguishing marks.

“That uniforms provide one of the 
easiest means of picking certnln people 
out of masses Is demonstrated by rbe 
ubiquitous use of them for waitresses,

shop clerks, ushers, messenger boys, 
and many other workers.

B a d g e  o f  A u th o r i ty .

“Uniforms, as every one knows, have 
a strong psychological effect on be­
holders. Football conches have de­
moralized the opposing team's morale 
by merely sending on the field a hun­
dred reserves In uniform, suggesting 
unlimited strength, or a player In a 
light track suit, suggesting speed and 
fearlessness.

“Shakos, bushys and other formid­
able tall caps were probably Invented 
to add height to soldiers and make 
them more Impressive.

“Prior to the Revolution, frontiers­
men gained quite a reputation for 
marksmanship. In the war, Washing­
ton advocated that all Continental 
troops wear hunting costumes with 
fringed tunic, leggings, and large pow- 
del horn, so that the British would 
judge members of each encountered de­
tachment frontiersmen, and consequent­
ly good shots.
"The uniforms of surgeons, nurses, ma­

riners, chauffeurs, and policemen Inspire 
the public ro place added confidence In 
their skill or authority. Policemen 
have been distinguished by uniforms

Paris jails, but still dreaming of mak­
ing gold and still surrounded by a few 
disciples who do not regard him as a 
crook.

Dunlkowskl, like many another, be­
lieves he was torpedoed by "the In­
terests." His Invention, he claimed, 
was of such colossal Import that the 
world of finance would not allow It 
to become a success for the fear of the 
effect It would have on the gold mar­
kets of the world.

The 
women wear square trim shoes—and 
the feet and legs of the fisherwomen 
are the trlggest In the world, and 
the busiest, as they tramp miles Into 
Edinburgh with the fresh-caugbt fish.

The cleanliness of their homes is 
almost past belief, with shining brass 
fenders, kettles and steel looking 
like chromium plate. Old kettles 
with brass feet and Georgian figures, 
and dishes In tiers on bright pa­
pered shelves, are all shining.

The women knit wonderfully huge 
wNte fleecy shawls for the many 
new babies, huge blue jerseys for 
tbe fishermen, and stockings for the 
boys. Their crochet is like line luce, 
and their knitted lace like a spider's 
web.

They sing, not for money, but be­
cause they And it a true articulation 
of their love, their fears and their 
prayers. They know sorrow and Joy, 
effort and endurance. They arc not 
young; all are mothers with the 
heart that sings "Wee Willie Winkle" 
to sleep with a smile. Those who 
hear them come away braced, as If 
by the enst wind on a breezy day, 
with the cry of the sea gull echoing 
In their ears.—Philadelphia Inquirer.

Castcl Sant' Angelo in
Rome Turned Into Museum

The Casiol Sunt' Angelo In Home is 
prohnhly the only building lu existence 
which has been in continuous use for 
nearly two thousand years. The won­
der Is increased by the Incessant 
sieges it 1ms had to withstand, though 
indeed, they were loss destructive than 
the hunds of the wanton despoilers 
and “restorers" of the great building. 
Begun as an Imperial mausoleum by 
the Ktnperor Hadrian In 130 A. D. Six 
years before his death It was finished 
by Antoninus Plus 139 A. D. It was 
built of uncemeured Carlan marble, 
and consisted of three stories—a quad­
rangular basement, between which 
were spaces for epitaphs of the dead 
within and surmounted at the corners 
by marble equestrian statues; above 
this was a circular story with fluted 
Ionic colonades, und above this again 
was a smaller circular story surround­
ed by Corinthian columns between 
which were statues. The roof was 
pyramidal with a gilded bronze fir­
cone. the whole building towering 
above the city walls, it was turned 
Into a fortress by Uonorius in 432 A. 
D. and captured by the Ooths under 
Alaric. In 536 A. D. It was besieged 
by Vitiges and the garrison were re­
duced to hurling down the magnificent 
stames on the heads of their foee. 
The history of the castle Is the history 
of Rome herself; it has sheltered 
popes and anti-popes, It has served as 
a palace and a prison, and is today a 
museum.
