The discoveries of Professor Nor- 
denskjold in the Artie regions are full 
•f interest from a geographical and 

commercial point of view. The ex­
plorer in a recent letter states that tho 

of Siberia west of the Lena 
> a vast, treeless plain. There 
islands to prevent the wind 

from driving tho ice Hoes down npon 
the shore, and tho points where rivers 
j-mpty into the Polar ocean, and with 

their warmer currents maintaining open 
spaces, are separated usually by onor-

i>us distances.

For several hundred miles in the vi­
cinity of the Lena, however, there are 
several great rivers, and a chain of 
islands acts as a barrier to the ieo. 
Toward Behring straits the frosen floes 
crowd closer to the shore, and are liable 
in the autumn and winter to bar tho 
way of shipping.

The most important o f Professor 
Nordcnskjold’s discoveries, from a sci­
entific standpoint, is that of a  group 
of islands off the Siberian coast.

Visit to a P in F actory.—A corres­
pondent of the New York Evening  
Post thns describes the mysteries of 
pin making:

“The pin machine is one of the clos­
est approaches that mechanics havi 
made to the dexterity of tl»e human 
hand. A  small machine about the 
height and size of a lady’s sewing n 
chine, only stronger, stands before yi 
On tlio back side a light belt de­
scends from the shaft at the ceiling, the. 
drives all the machines, ranged in row 
on the floor. Ou the left side of on 
machine hangs on a.peg a small reel of 
wiro, that lias been straightened by b< 
ing run throug a compound system of 
rollers.

This wire descends, and the end of 
it enters the machine. It pulls it in 
nml bites it off by 11101108, incessantly, 
one hundred and forty bites to a min­
ute. Jnst as it siezes each bite, a lit­
tle hammer, with a concave face, hits 
the cud of the wire three taps, and up­
sets it to a head, while it grips it in a 
countersunk hole between its teeth. 
With an outward thrust of its tongue, 
it then lays the pin sideways in a little 

grove across the rim of a small wheel 
that slowly revolves jnst under its 
nose. By the external pressure of a 
stationery hoop, these pins roll in their 
places, as they are carried under two 
scries of small files, three in each. 

•These files grow finer toward the end 
of the series Titey lie at a slight 
clination on the points o f the pins, and 
by a series of cams, levers, and springs, 
arc made to play like lightning. Thns 
the pins are pointed and dropped in a 
little shower into a box.

Twenty-eight pounds of pins is a 
day’s workforoneof these jerking lit­
tle automatons. Forty machines on 
this floor make five hundred and sixty- 
pounds of pins daily. These are then 
polished. Two very intelligent ma­
chines reject every crooked pin, 
the slightest form of irregularity being 
detected.

Another automaton assorts half a 
dozen lengths in as many different 
boxes, all at once and unerringly, when 
a careless operator has mixed the 
contents of different boxes from various 
machines. Lastly, a perfect genius of 
a machine hangs the pin by tlio bead, 
in an incline platform, through as 
many "slots” as there are pins in a 
row on the papers. These slots con­
verge into the exact space, spanning 
tlio length of a row. Under them runs 
the strip of pin paper. A  hand-like 
part of the machine catches one pin 
from each of the slots as it falls, and i 
by one movement sticks them all 
through two corrugated ridges in the 
paper, from which they are to be pick­
ed by taper fingers in the boudoirs, and 
all sorts of hnman fingers in all 
of human circumstances. Thns 
have its genesis:

Pretty,luUe, uscsul pin.’'
