ought to be forbidden by law.

In this case, the machine drives a cir­
cular saw, a turning-lathe, and a ver­
tical boring-machine.

They 
have a special interest, however, as be­
ing among the first, if  not the first, 
attempts to actually test the practica­
bility of transmitting motive power of 
electricity.

The Russian nobility 
came in numbers, and of course built 
palaces, and gradually the city assumed 
its present palatial appearance.
