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The Like Saving Service.—Our
life-saving service, which had such a
small beginning eight, years ago, has
come to he of great efficiency and value
in promoting the interestsof commerce,
and especially in the saving of human
life. There arc now 180 stations, dis-
tributed as follows : on the Atlantic
coast 138, Pacific 12, Lakes 30. At
these stations crows are maintained
during the most inclement seasons of
the year—the longestperiod being from
September 1st to April 30th. During
the last fiscal year 219 disasters occur-
red to vessels within the reach of the
stations.  On these vessels were 2,105
persons, of whom 2,049 were saved and
56 were lost. The total value of
the ships and cargoes was $2,857,886
Of this sum more than one-half was
saved, although more than one-fourth
of the ship-wrecked vessels proved a
total loss.  The entire cost of this ser-
vice, including the salaries of officers,
the pay of crews, and the building and
repair of housesand apparatus, amount-
ed to only $363,578 during the year,
while the actual value of the property
saved amounted to $1,445,086.

But still more important is the sav-
ing of human life. In these eight
years the service has rescued 8,030
lives of 8,302 imperiled by shipwreck,
and saved $9,510,408 of the $16,646,-
127 of property involved by sea acci-
dents.  Of the lives lost by shipwreck
during that time—362—the accidents
occurred so far from the stations that
the services of the crews could not be
made available.  Indeed, the wrecks
of the Huron and Metropolis resulted
in the loss of 197 lives of the total
above given

MeteoiSc I ronin  Snow—Observa-
tions of snow collected on mountain
tops, and within the Arctic Circle, far
beyond the influence of factories and
smoke, confirm the supposition that
minute particles of iron float in the at-
mosphere, and in time fall to the earth.
By some men of science, these floating
particles of iron are believed to bear
some relation to the phenomenon auro-
ra. Gronemann, of Gottingen, for in-
stance, holds that streams of the parti-
cles revolve around the sun, and that,
when passing the earth, they are at-
tracted to the poles, thence stretching
forth as long filaments into space ; but,
as they travel with planetary velocity,
they become ignited in the earth’s at-
mosphere, and in this way produce the
well-known luminous appearance char-
acterizing auroral plionomena.

Professor Nordenskjold, who exam-
ined snow in the far north, beyond
Spitshergen, says that he found in it
exceedingly minute particles of metal-
lic iron, phosphorus, and cobalt.—Sci-
entific American.

It is commonly supposed that the
royal family of England have the sur-
name of Guelph, but this is a vulgar
error.  Guelph was a Christian name
conferred in honor of liis grandfather,
ona duke of Bavaria, best known to
fame asthe father of “Henry the Lion.”
