THIS is a wekome collection of 
Gorky·s reminiscences, which 

have hitherto, in English at least 1 

been avaHable only in S<:attered 
volumes, some o! t.ilem out ol 
print. 

Gorky was an extraordinary 
man. Absolutely seH-made and 
seJf-e<1ucated-·'this education ac­
quired during his wanderings, 
often on loot, all over Russia"-he 
became one of the most popular 
writers in the period between 1898 
and 1905. He introduced into Rus­
sian literature a fresh note of rev­
olulionary romanticism, which met 
with acclaim on the part ol the 
liberal majority of the Russian 
reading public. His morE! ambi­
tious literary undertakings ap­
pearing as a rule after 1905 (here 
I think of his novels, such as 
•· Foma Gordeyev" and especiaJJy 
his last, the triology ··The Lite of 
Klim Samgin' ' ) were written ac­
cording to a preconceived plan 
with definite political 1mplka­
tions, and therefore produce a 
somewhat stilted effect. 

But among his later works there 
are two exceptions. One is a sort 
oI autobiography of his youth, en­
titled "My Universities/' and the 
other a series of reminiscences and

correspondence wiLh the most em­
inent Russian writers ol his time. 
In the volume under review we 
have a vivid description of Gor­
ky1s encounters and literaTy com­
munications with Leo Tolstoy, 
Chekhov, Andreyev and Blok. In 
what he says about Tolstoy, Gorky 
reveals himself as an observer 
with a briJliant gift lor analysis. 

· He comes closer, it would seem, 
than any other interpreter to un­
derstanding the complex nature of 
Tolstoy. He ma-nages to reconcile 
some of the contradictions that 
ha\'e puzzled many a critic o! Tol­
stoy's views. Gorky himself was a 
man of the earth, and it was this 
earthy element, extraordinarily 
strong in Tolstoy even in the last 
phase of his caTeer, that he under­
stands so well in spite ot a11 the 
accretions o[ moral teachings. 
From this point of view Gorky's 
contribution to our interpretation 
of Tolstoy's true nature remains 
unique. 

0[ the rest of the book the most 
interesting parts are concerned 
with the intimate correspondence 
which !or a number ot years went 
on between Chekhov and Gorky. 
We gnin a fine jnsight into the 
true natures at the two men.
