Loginning almost immediately all 
building and construction work in 
Schoolcraft County will be stopped un­
til permits issued by the Michigan 
War Preparedness board and ap­
proved by the building division of the 
War Industries Board.

E. B. Jewell, chairman of the local 
board states that the board is em­
powered to grant or refuse permit.- 
t'or building subject to the action 
of the State Board. Persons who are 
refused building permits in this 
matter are priviliged to carry their 
request to the National War Indus­
tries Board, but the fact that the 
county and state boards have passed 
adversely upon the matter will have 
great influence with the national or­
ganization.

The movement is being inaugarated 
in all parts of the- union, manufac­
turers, jobbers and retailers arc 
pledged to withhold suplies from 
parties who have not secured permits.

The co-operation of the county 
board is considered of vital impor­
tance to the success of the movement 
and every assistance possible will be* 
given by the state and National com­
mittees.

There are, however, some classes of . 
building that are exempt from these j 
restrictions and over which the local | 
board has no restrictive powers. They 
are divided into five classes as fol­
lows:

1— Those, undertaken by or under 
contract with the War Department or 
the Navy Department of the United 
States or the United Shipping Board 
Fleet Corporation; the Bureau of 
Housing and transportation.

2— Repairs or extension to existing 
buildings involving In the aggregate 
a sum not in excess of $2,500.

3— Roadways, buildings and other 
.structures undertaken by or und-w 
control of the U. S. Railroad Admin­
istration or a railroad operated by 
such administration.

4— Those directly connected with 
mines producing coal, metal andFer- 
ro-alloy minerals, and

5— Street pavements when express­
ly approved in writing by the United 
States Highway Council.

No building project not falling 
within one of the foregoing classes, 
shall be undertaken without a permit I 
in writing isued by or under the au-. 
thority of the chief of the Non-War j 
Construction section of the Priorities j 
division of the War Industries Board.

The pivotal idea of the whole ar-1 
vangement is the conservation of 
labor and material and to divert the 
output frmo industrial to military 
channels. .

Just what effect the new regulations 
will have on building operations in 
Manistique is at the present time pro- 
blemeticaL The general idea of the 
trade seems to be that housing for the 
increasing industrial population is 
essential to the prosperity of the town 
and that any great curtailment of 
building activities will increase the 
handicap that the city has been la­
boring under for the past eighteen 
months in the matter of insufficient 
houses for its increasing population.

Among the classes of building 
which the county board will use spe­
cial care in the matter of permits will 
be. theatres, garages, hotels, clubs, 
churches, -schools, hospitals, factories, 
warehouses, city improvements farm 
buildings and all other construction 
projects not embraced within the 
five specified exempted clauses men­
tioned above.

W B. Waddell of the Wadell Lum­
ber Co. and C. G. Exstrom of the Ex- 
strom Lumber Co. state that they are 
ready to co-operate with the local 
board and in everv way aid in the con­
servation of building material. •

Notices have ben sent to Red Cross 
chapters in all parts of the country, 
with instructions as to securing the 
brassards and asking that they be 
presented to the families of our sol­
diers and sailors, who have given 
their lives in the service. Brassards 
furnished other relatives to be 
charged for at cost.

Must Bear Label From Soldier

to receive only one parcel of standard 
size and weight. To carry out this 
plan, army authorities are distributing 
Christmas Parcel Labels to men 
abroad who will mail them to relatives 
and friends. No parcel will be ac­
cepted for mailing by Post Offire 
without label received from abroad. 
Delivery of cartons will be made to 
vou in ample time. Cartons must not 
be given out until labels are received. 
Complete Red Cross details will be 
sent when finally approved by War 
and Poet Office departments.

Teutonic Peace Proposals Timed To 
Give Feeling of False Security 

While Bond Sale is on

L. H. Jewell, County chairman of 
the W ar Board read a telegram at the 
Luncheon Monday from State head­
quarters, warning the citizens to relax 
no efforts in raising funds to finance 
the war. It branded the recent “peace 
moves” of the Central power as a sin­
ister effort to lull the American peo­
ple into a sense of false security and 
thereby diminish the sale of the pres­
ent bond issue.

While it is known that the reverses 
of the past fow weeks have in err a od 
the revolutionary spirit and produ-ej 
a certain demoralization among the 
Central Allies, they have not yet 
leached the point of unconditional sur-1 
render other than which America and' 
her Allies will have no dealings.

Schoolcraft Gori Over Top By Hand-1 
some Margin—Late Sales Swell | 

Grand Total And End Is Not 
Yet

At throe o'clock this afternoon Coun­
ty Chairman Edward II. Jewell an­
nounced that the total Liberty Bond 
sales in the county had reached the 
total of $211,850. This is $29,000 
over the quota and is a mattpr of 
gratification to thoSe who have been 
conducting the drive as well as to the 
citizens in general.

It is interesting to note in this con­
nection that during the whole drive 
three was but one individual subscrip­
tion that exceeded $5,000 . The board 
estimates that the per centage of sub- 
scrijtions will not lack much of twen­
ty per cent of the total population. 
The Women’s committee *did splendid 
work both in the city and county, and 
has proven itself an indispensible ad­
junct to the bond drives.

The Wisconsin Land and Lumber

The city bridge was closed to all 
traffic last Sunday between- the hours 
of 7:30 a. m. and’ 6:30 p. m. During 
this period temporary approaches on 
the West side diverted travel to the 
new bridge to a point nearly two- 
thirds, the way over the river or as far 
as the new structure extends, from 
thence the road leads back to the old 
bridge which will be used until the 
remaining piers are put in and the 
concrete poured.

In the meantime the floor of the 
West side of the old bridge is being 
tom up and the work of rebuilding 
pushed repidily. While the specifica­
tions of the new bridge has been in 
the possession of the public for some 
time few were prepared for a struc­
ture of such solidity and strength. We 
are assured by the engineer in charge, 
Mr. H. F. Storrer, that a bridge of 
these dimensions will take care of the 
natural increase of traffic for many 
years to come.

MORE AN TH R A C ITE FOR 
CITY OF M A N ISTIQ U E

H. T. Baker Is Endeavoring to In­
crease County’s Allotment by 

2,000 Tons. Plenty of Soft 
Coal in Sight.

County Fuel Admiriistrator Baker 
states that he is negotiating with 
states headquarters with a view of 
increasing the county’s allotment of 
anthracite coal 2,000 tons. The corre­
spondence has not gone far enough 
to enable Mr. Baker to state with 
authority that the increase will be al­
lowed but he has hones that his rep­
resentations will receive favorable no­
tice at Lansing.

Large quantities of soft coal are in 
the market. At the Gladstone and 
Marquette docks the tonnage is stated 
to co ample for the needs of this sec­
tion and early buying is encouraged 
in order to avoid congested rail con­
ditions later on.

The local industrial concerns are re­
ported to be in fair shape for the 
coming season and a great deal of 
wood has been contracted for from 
the farmers in the county. The ex- 
o^iience of last winter is not expected 
to reoccur under ordinary weather 
conditions.

Major Gera Named Chairman of Com­

Thomas, A. Parker Steals Fellow

Thomas A. Parker who claims to be 
an English citizen was arrested 
on a eh a rye of theft and sentenced 
at Judge McKinney’s Court yesterday 
to pay a fine of $40 and serve at 
hard- labor in the county jail for a 
term of ninety days.

Small Hope That Manistique Will 
Escape Ravage of Dreaded Disease 
Reported in Neighboring Towns.

j That the scourge, sweeping 1'ke 
wildfire over the entire county, will 
not include this city in its ravages, 
is doubted by the medical fraternity.

Under a new name this disease 
makes its periodic appearance about 
once in a generation and has in times 
pafct taken a toll of human lives that 
renders it. a formidable competitor, 
with the great plagues of history.

Dr. S. H. Rutledge, during a dis­
cussion of this disease, remarked that 
a type of influenza resembling the 
present disease was first observed in 
1658. Oliver Cromwell and many oth­
er prominent men dying from the ef­
fects, showed that the medical pro­

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Zeebrugge Raid Told 
By Commanding Officer

Superhuman W ork in Face of W h irlw ind  of F ire and Heroic A ttack  

of S torm ing P a rty  G raphically Described— Block Ships 

S till in P osition  Sealing the Navigable Channel 

In to  C anals— Keyes in Charge.

London—An official Interview with 
one of the commanding officers of the 
Zeebrugge raid gives for the first 
lime some Idea of the tremendous, In­
tricate schemes that must be devised 
for modern naval operations, such as 
bottling up the Zeebrugge submarine 
base.

While the name of the officer who 
gave the interview may not be used, 
tor Obvious reasons, the study was 
arranged with the permission of the 
first sea lord. Sir Rossiyn Wernyss, 
and through the courtesy of Sir Doug­
las Brownrigg, chief naval censor. 
The spectacular story of the raid; the 
almost superhuman work done in the 
face of a whirlwind of five, and the 
heroic attack of the storming party 
scrambling over the Mole were all 
placed by the British officer as mere
incidentals in the tremendous assault 
that was determined upon.

'‘The problem that lay before us,” 
he said, “was far bigger and greater 
than the landing on the Mole, or any 
mere spectacular features. It was 
vastly different from merely sending 
one or more ships into a harbor pro­
tected by shore batteries, because the 
channel to be blocked was narrow, 
and a ship or ships must be placed 
carefully to make the effort success- 
mi. Moreover, the waters through' 
which the vessels must dash were un­
der the protection of heavy guns 
which commanded the sea practically 
for 15 miles out from the' coast.

Dash Under Cover.
“This meant that the vessels, with 

the block ships, must arrange their 
dash under cover for 15 miles. And 
then, having run the coast batteries, 
they must run close to a heavy hat- 
lery on the Mole, located practically a 
mile out in the harbor, and which 
could fire practically point blank at 
the vessels. And then, of course, also 
under cover of the near shore bat­
teries of the Mole and the heavier 
coast batteries, making another run 
of 15 miles. The German mine fields 
also had to be encountered.

“Various elements had to be taken 
Into consideration; Naturally the 
clash must be made at high tide. 
There was only one way in which we 
could hope to protect the vessels if 
the raid were made by daylight, and 
that was a smoke screen. But air 
planes, scouting above, . would lay i 
fleet open to observation and to prac 
locally the same attack by indirect fire 
as on land. So the dash hud to he 
made at night, and on such a night 
«s the tide would he high at about

the attention of the Mole batteries be­
fore the block ships arrived In the vi­
cinity, and in the latter case to keep 
them diverted until after the blocking 
ships had arrived at their destination.

Use Special Storm Parties.
“Tile German garrison in the Mole 

was believed to consist of about one 
thousand men. It was decided to 
storm the Mole with special storm par­
ties immediately prior to the arrival 
of the blocking ships.

“The Mole is a mile and a half long 
and 80 yards wide. On the outer side 
it is flanked by a wail 30 feet high.
Five feet'below the top of this wall is 
a narrow, gangway or parapet running 
the whole length of the Mole, with an 
Iron handrail on its inner side. From 
the parapet there iis a 16-foot drop to 
the Mole proper. The inner side of the 
Mole is fitted to allow ships berthing 
alongside; whereas it probably was 
never considered that any ships would 
wish to berth along the other side.
The ships carrying the storming party 
could not go along the inner side of the 
Mole without passing close to the Mole 
batteries, and thereby risking .the cer­
tainty of being sunk.

“Therefore it was necessary for these 
vessels to be secured alongside the 
parapet of the Mole, and for the storm 
parties to climb over the 30-foot wall 
down to the parapet, and thence over 
the handrail and drop 16 feet to the 
Mole before they could attack the Mole 
batteries or carry out their destructive 
work.

Went Like Clock Work.
“The operation went like clock work.

The Vindictive, Iris and Daffodil pro­
ceeded alongside the Mole in spite of 
a heavy fire from the Mole batteries.
The arrival was at one minute past 
raidnigfft, April 22r23, and the storm 
party disembarked on the Mole imme­
diately. The Daffodil, pushing the Vin­
dictive alongside the Mole, enabled 
this to be done. Because of the rough­
ness of the sea the Iris had difficulty 
in securing to the wall, and finally went 
alongside the Vindictive with the in­
tention of disembarking her men over 
that ship.

“The Germans appear to have been 
taken completely by surprise.

An old submarine, fit­
ted with explosives, had run into and 
secured herself under the viaduct,’ and 
had been blown up after the crew had 
escaped in a small dinghy.

The Intrepid alone carried nearly 90 
men and not a single man fell Into Ger­
man hands, although, as has been said 
before, this blocking operation took 
place very nearly one mile Inside the 
batteries of the Mole, and two of the 
block ships were actually inside the 
shore line.

When it was considered that suf­
ficient time had elapsed for the block­
ing ships to do their work and for the 
crews to be rescued the order was giv- 

to the storming parties to retire 
from the Mole. Whilst the Vindictive 
and her consorts were actually along­
side they were comparatively safe from 
tire except in the case of the upper 
works which rose above the Mole. The 
big funnels and mast of the Vindictive 
had been riddled through and through, 
and many casualties were caused by 
flying splinters. As soon as the order 
to retire was given the storm parties 
re-embarked. Sonm had been killed, 
several severely wounded, and yet out 
of about four hundred men who had 
stormed the Mole less than a score

•re left behind, in spite of the 16- 
foot climb up the ladder onto the 
pn rapet.

There must have been many acts 
of great gallantry to enable men who 
•otlld not walk to be carried back on 
board amidst heavy fire of the light 
guns on the Mole and shell fire from 
the shore batteries, which had com­
menced to shell their own Mole as 
soon as they discovered it was in our 
possession.

Small Craft Take Part.
“It was fully realized that immedi­

ately the ships shoved off the Mole 
they would come under -the concen­
trated fire of every battery that could 
bear. H. M. S. Iris, on leaving the 
Vindictive, was severely hit and suf­
fered many casualties, -but the Vin­
dictive herself and the Daffodil bore 
charmed lives. All three ships retired 
to the northward whilst emitting 
smoke cloud's to cover tjieir retreat.

“In addition to. the vessels already 
mentioned, a large number of 'small 
craft took part in the operation, and 
it can safely be said that any failure 
on the part of a single unit might 
have prevented the success of the 
whole expedition. Small motor boats 
steamed up and down close off the 
shore batteries, as it were, treating tins 
latter with utter contempt. Destroy­
ers supported the 'small craft, bombard­
ed the enemy batteries and assisted in 
rescue work with equal contempt of 
danger.

“Vice Admiral Keyes directed the 
whole operation, which had been pre­
pared under his own supervision, from 
H. M. S. Warwick, and did not leave 
the scene of operations until the last 
of the blocking ships’ crews had been 
recovered. The spirit and determina­
tion with which he had imbued all his 
officers and men and his great quality 
of leadership made success as near 
certainty as possibly could be done.

“Every officer and man who took part 
in this operation consequently had put 
to sea with absolute confidence that 
success would be attained. A com­
plete success was attained, and more 
complete was it than could ever have 

1 been hoped when the undertaking first 
came up for consideration.”

Seven hours a day for 
the first five days each week will be 
devoted to the work.

Kalamazoo—For the part they took 
in the great drive against the Ger- 
mans in July and August, four Kala­
mazoo soldiers have just received 
promotions. Lieutenant Otto Buder, 
who commanded Company C., One 
Hundred and Twenty-sixth Infantry, 
has been made a captain and Second 
Lieutenants James Wilson, Michael 
O’Flaherty and Victor Brady have 
been advance to first lieutenants.

be classed as unpatriotic and dis­
loyal in their relation to School­
craft county. Why is it that prac­
tically the entire community, as it 
has so frequently expressed itself, 
taken the stand that Goodwillie 
Bros, should pay their quota in 
this countv? The argument is as 
follows: Every person, including 
the members of this firm, would 
agree that giving to these various 
causes is self compulsory. Io re­
fuse to give would justly place 
them among the pro-German class. 
The question is, are corporations 
and individuals bound to recognize 
the claims and conditions of the 
community where they live or do 
business? There is only one an­
swer. It is a commonly accepted 
principle that whenever a corpora­
tion or any set of individuals move 
a community they lose certain privi­
leges and assume certain obliga­
tions which did not before affect 
their lives. They must pay the rate 
of taxation which prevails there, 
and meet obligations which living 
or doing business in that commun- 
it> entails. They cannot argue that 
they are doing 'their full share in 
tax paying and in other matters in 
other communities. There can be 
and is only one way whereby a 
firm can escape the obligations of 
the community where it locates and 
that is by withdrawing from that 
community. So long as any cor­
poration does business in a com­
munity it must of necessity become 
obligated to that community. There 
can be only qjie conclusion, if this j 
argument is sound. The question 
then is not what Goodwillie Bros, 
are giving in Chicago. That is 
none of our business. It is our busi- ] 
ness, however, as to what they are 
doing in Schoolcraft county. Doing 
their full duty in Chicago can un­
der no circumstances release them 
from meeting the obligations which 
came to them when they took out 
their charter as a corporation to do 
business in Schoolcraft county. Is 
it not time that personalities and 
mere subterfuges be laid aside-and 
that this and every firm and citi­
zen do his full duty in this time 
of world stress. When so many of 
our own boys have already made 
the supreme sacrifice it is ill befit­
ting for any one to refuse to make 
certain small, insignificant sacri­
fices in our otherwise united and 
praiseworthy attempt to back om

. boys to the limit. It is with deepest 
humiliation and sorrow that there 
should be the slightest refusal to 
fully back those whom we have 
placed as leaders in our war activi­
ties. I

f H. WILLIAMSON — Gentlemen: 
The controversy that has arisen be­

the head office and where owner's 
live and where they were best 
known, and it is natural that their 
neighbors there should expect them 
to pay there where they live.
And it cannot be denied that their 
money given there, would reach the 
same place and do the same good, 
as if it went from any place. And 
the gift would be equally patriotic 
wherever given.
but on the other hand, it was equal­
ly natural that the places where 
these companies have their facto- 

• lies, mills, mines, bakeries, and 
offices, should ieel that these firms 
should pay their war contributions 
where these establishments are sit­
uated.
Now here is a place where men 
equallv good and equally patriotic 
can differ.
Both sides are simply grandly loy­
al to their own home city, for which 
I honor them.
Personally I believe that they ought 
to contribute wherever they have an 
establishment that is making the 
money for the concern. And I be­
lieve that each locality should car­
ry this principle one step farther 
and ask each one of the big firms 
doing business here and whose own­
ers live elsewhere to give the same 
proportionate credit to this county 
in all the Liberty Bonds bought by 
the various companies.
During the last foi-tnight, two of 
the companies mentioned above, 
have decided to change their form­
er course of action and give pay 
where they have an establishment. 
One of these is the National Bis­
cuit concern, which has branch 
houses all over the land. This will 
involve a large amount of extra 
work and expense. But they felt 
it. was nothing but fair and right. 
The other firm making the same 
change is the Goodwillies Bros, in 
the case of their Wausau plant. 
They are now going to pay there 
according to the amount of business 
done at that place. They are evi­
dently felt just as the National Bis­
cuit. concern did.
Now I believe if one or two men 
were to be appointed from here with 
full power to act for the Chamber 
of Commerce, were to approach 
these two brothers with some such 
proposition or agreement a.s Mr. 
Thomas suggested in his letter last 
week, they would find these men 
entirely reasonable. It is worth­
while to try it.
I know the men on both sides of 
this question, and I think that I 
know human nature. And better 
men, nobler men, grander men, it 
would be hard to find. I believe in 
the Goodwillies and in what they 
are doing in this country and for 
this country and over in France. 
And I believe that God loves and 
honors them for it. They have done 
much of which the world knows not. 
And I simply can not find words in 
which to express the high esteem 
and honor and love that wfe ought 
all to feel for the members of the 
War Board and those associated 
with them in all the patriotic ef­
forts they have put forth since we 
have been engaged in this great 
world-wide .war. They have done an 
almost incredible amount of hard 
work, for *vrieh they have received 
no remuneration whatever. I wish 
I could name at least a few of them.
1 do not believe that we ever can 
honor and thank them as much as 
they deserve They have shown by 
what they have accomplished, that' 
they were men of brains, of power, 
°f great initiative and executive 
ability, men of tremendous push 
and energy, men of big hearts and 
high purposes, men of public spirit 
and as patriotic as mortal man can 
be and men to whom this City and 
County owe a lasting debt of grati­
tude.

not# of unusual occurrences, and ar 
resting anyone who should, to us, ap­
pear to be acting In a suspicious man­
ner.

At our part of the line the influx of 
supplies never ended. It looked like 
a huge snake slowly crawling forward, 
never a hitch or break, a wonderful 
tribute to the sy.Aom and efficiency of 
Great Britain’s “contemptible little 
army” of five millions of meu.

Huge fifteen-incli guns snaked along, 
foot by foot, by powerful steam tract- 
tors. Then a long line of “four point 
five” batteries, each gun drawn by six 
horses, .then u couple of “nine point 
two” howitzers pulled by immense 
caterpillar engines.

When one of these caterpillars wonld 
pass me with its mighty monster la 
tow, a flush of pride would mount to 
my face, because 1 could plainly read 
on the name plate, “Made in U. S. A.,” 
and I would remember that if I wore a 
name plate it would also read, “From 
the U. S. A.” Then 1 would stop to 
think how thin and straggly that 
mighty stream would be if all the 
“Made in C. S. A.” parts of it wer# 
withdrawn.

Then would come hundreds of lim­
bers and “G. S.” wagons drawn by 
sleek, well-fed mules, ridden by sleek, 
well-fed men, ever smiling, although 
grimy with sweat and covered with the 
fine, white dust of the marvelously 
well-made French roads.

What a discouraging report the Ger­
man airmen must have taken back to 
their division commanders, and this 
stream is slowly but surely getting big­
ger and bigger every day, and the pace 
is nlways the same. No slower, no 
faster, but ever onward, ever forward.

Three weeks before the big push of 
July 1—as the battle of the Somme haa 
been called—started, exact duplicate# 
of the German trenches were dug 
about thirty kilos behind our lines.' 
The layout of the trenches was taken 
from airplane photographs submitted 
by the Royal flying corps. The trench­
es were correct to the foot; they 
showed dugouts, saps, barbed wire de­
fenses and danger spots.

Battalions that were to go over tn 
the first waves were sent baek for 
three days to study these trenches, en­
gage in practice attacks and have night 
maneuvers. Each man was required to 
make a map of the trenches and fa­
miliarize himself with the names and 
location of the parts his battalion was 
to attack.

In the American array noncommtff 
sioned officers are put through a coursl 
of map making or road sketching, and 
during my six years’ service in the 
-United States cavalry I had plenty of 
practice in this work, therefore map­
ping these trenches was a compara­
tively easy task for me. Etch man 
had to submit his map to the company 
commander to be passed Upon, and 1 
was lucky enough to have mine select­
ed ns being sufficiently authentic to us# 
in the attack.

No photographs or maps are allowed 
to leave France, but Jn this ense it ap­
pealed to ine ts a valuable souvenir of 
the great war and I managed to smug­
gle It through. At this time It carrie* 
no military importance as the British 
lines, I am happy to say, have sine# 
been advanced beyond this point, so 
in having it in my possession I am not 
breaking any regulation or cnutlon# 
of the British army.

The* trenches were named ncconlinj 
to a system which made it very simple 
for Tommy to find, even in the dark, 
any point in the German liqes.

These Imitation trenches, or trench 
models, were well guarded from obser­
vation by numerous allied planes 
which constantly circled above them. 
No German airplane could approach' 
within observation distance. A re­
stricted area was maintained and no 
civilian was allowed within three 
miles, so we felt sure that we had w 
great surprise in store for Fritz.

Isinglass From Fish Sounds.
Isinglass Is made from the sounds 

or swimming bladders of fish. One 
ton of hake, says the Popular Science 
Monthly, will yield from 40 to 50 
pounds of sounds. These are dried, 
soaked, cut in pieces, rolled into 
sheets and cut into ribbons. The rib­
bons are dried and wound on wooden 
spools. One,ounce of isinglass will 
clarify from 200 to 500 gallons of wine 
and one pound will clarify from 100 to 
500 barrels of beer. It Is used for 
making cement for mending glass and 
lottery and for adhesive plaster and 
enters Into the manufacture of many 
textiles and waterproof fabrics.

Bulgaria Surrenders Unconditionally 
and Turkey Is Wobbling—St. Quen­

tin and Damascus Captured—
Huns Preparing To Get 

Out of Belgium.

By EDWARD W. PICKARD
The kaiser put his back to a wall in 

the vain effort to check the Allies 
'on the western front, and 'lie wall 
collapsed. Bulgaria surrendered, prac­
tically unconditionally; Turkey at 
once put out peace feelers; Austria- 
Hungary cried for cessation of the 
war, and the Ukrainians rose in re­
volt against the Huns.

Meanwhile the allies kept up their 
ceaseless hammering at the kaiser's 
front wall—the Hidden burg line-*-and 
by smashing through II at many 
points proved it was not the impreg­
nable system of defense that the Ger­
mans had supposed it to be. From the 
sea to Verdun the battle blazed day 
and night, and the official reports 
showed an almost unbroken series of 
victories for the qllies. The Belgian 
army, assisted by British troops and, 
unexpectedly, by a French army, 
jumped into the fray at the beginning 
of the week, and, taking Dlxmmle and 
fhe Important Wytscbaete ridge, ad­
vanced swiftly as far as Ronlers. 
Thereupon the Huns began making 
preparations that Indicated complete 
withdrawal from Belgium. North and 
south of La Basse)- canal they were 
in full flight, with the British close on 
their heels, and as Haig's men ap­
proached Lille the enemy began the 
evacuation /if that city, the German 
commander requisitioning all means 
of transportation to remove his plun­
der. Investing Rdnlers, the allies gain­
ed control of the railroad to the Ger­
man submarine bases at Ostend and 
Zeebruggce and it was reported the 
foe.was removing his heavy guns from 
the Belgian poilsf and that the gov­
ernor general of Belgium had in-' 
stmeted the provincial governors to 
send all their archives at once to Brus­
sels.

Armentleres and Lens were aban­
doned by the Huns Tuesday night.

- - Ru­
in the attack on Cambral the Brit­

ish, with whom an American contin­
gent was fighting, met with deaerate 
resistance and here and there suffer­
ed a local reverse, but they could not 
be long cheeked and pushed ahead 
with dogged determination until they 
bnd the city at their mercy. The Huns 
burned vast quantities of stores in 
their preparations for withdrawal.

— tft —
Next to the south comes the St. 

Quentin sector, and there the French 
under General Heheney won a great 
victory, capturing the city after tre­
mendous fighting, which was fiercest in 
and about the St. Quentin canal. This 
place was one of I In' keystones of the 
Hiudenhurg line and its capture as­
sured the retirement of the Germans 
on a wide front. Immediately north of 
St. Quentin the British were engaged 
by enemy reserves of storming troops 
and the fighting was furious. Buf the 
British succeeded i n breaking through 
the German line on the Benuvoir-Winn- 
court front and created a salient that 
greatly helped in the capture of St. 
Quentin by the French.

Between the Oise at La Fere and 
the Alsne the French pushed on to­
ward Laon and succeeded in passing 
beyond the elaborate system of water­
ways that comprised the chief defense 
of the enemy and reaching open coun­
try whore the tanks could Operate to 
advantage. North of Reims Koch's 
tl oops drove the 11 tins back to the Aisne 
and the Aisne-Murne canal, clearing 
tlic country north of the Vesle and re­
leasing a number of towns. They also 
gained the entire St..Thierry massif.

In Champagne there was no marked 
change during the week, though both 
the French and the Americans con­
tinued to move forward. The Yankees 
were up against a hard proposition in 
the forest of Argoune, where the dense 
woods were full of machine gua nests 
and the fighting was almost like a bat­
tle in the dark. This style of warfare, 
however, seemed to suit the Americans 
and in broken groups they battled 
their way onward, passing beyond 
Cierges and always keeping in contact 
with the retreating enemy. For miles 
they'were hampered by the scnrclty of 
roads, the mud and the innumerable 
and bravely defended fortified shell 
craters. They captured during the week 
great numbers of guns and quantities 
of material, Including three big ob­
servation balloons. On the left flank 
of the Americans Gouraud’s French­
men fought their way northward with 
the greatest intrepedity and cut off 
Hie Germans opposing them from com­
munication with their comrades in the 
Argonne forest region. If they can 
keep tip this advance the Huns in the 
salient pointing towards Reims will 
fine themselves, in an awkward pocket. 
The Germans in this sector were fall­
ing back to the so-called Krieiuhild 
tine, and captured documents showed 
they intended to try to hold that line 
through the winter. The fact is they 
have no organized line of defense be­
tween it and the French border. The 
Americans In Champagne as well as 
those in the Sr. Quentin sector dis­
played gallantry and dash that imve 
not been surpassed.

The most spectacular exploit of the 

week was the raid on the Austrian 
naval base at Duruzzo. American, 
British and Italian warships made 
their way through the mine fields and 
completely destroyed the base and all 
the Austrian vessels in the harbor ex­
cept a hospital ship. The only dam­
age to the attacking force was the 
slight injury of a British cruiser by a 
torpedo.

The Bulgarians in signing the armis­

tice submitted to every demand of the 
allies, which included demobilizing 
their army and surrendering the con­
trol of all their means of transporta­
tion. besides breaking entirely with the 

| other central powers. They even said 
they were willing to attack Turkey, in 
conjunction with the allies. Their 
troops at once began withdrawing from 
Serbia and all their luilirary supplies 
were turned over to the forces art the 
entente. The internal situation in Bul­
garia was somewhat confused, hut the 
claims of Berlin that King Ferdinand 
would remain faithful to the central 
alliance seemed unfounded. However, 
lie evidently feared for Ids own safety, 
for he was reported to have taken 
re{uge In a royal castle near Vienna. 
Naturally. It will be some time before 
the allies can reap the fnll benefits of 

| the Bulgarian surrender in the way of 
cutting across the “corridor to Bag­
dad" and isolating Turkey. Meanwhile

News from Russia and especially 

from Serbia Is scanty and belated 
these days.

The council .declared the duina dis­
missed, but that body refused to dis­
solve, released the imprisoned min­
isters and put Mlchaelov under arrest.

In northern Russia the allies are 
making progress southward from-Arch­
angel along the Dvina river, and Amer­
icans are holding the point, farthest 
south, only forty miles from Bielsk, 
the bolshevik base.

A British expedition has landed in 
Sphzbergen and seized the German 
mining property and other plants 
there, and the immensely rich iron and 
coal deposits already are being de­
veloped rapidly.

Plan Outlined by Department of Aorl

Parcel post as a means of transport 
tatiou has been found by commercial 
houses to be useful and efficient There 
Is no reason why farmers cannot make 
extensive use of It under certain condi­
tions If they will. It has been found 
that one of the chief factors In pre­
venting the satisfactory development 
of parce. post marketing has been the 
price asked by some farmers for prod­
uce To Illustrate: One farmer's wife 
was receiving 20 cents a pound for but­
ter in her local market, a country 
store. When nsked If she would be 
willing to ship it to a city by parcel 
post, and at what price, she replied 
that she would do so at 50 cents a 
pound. Would-be purchasers frequent­
ly have been known to .offer producers

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Well-Prepared, Attractive Parcel Post
a lower price than they can obtain 
their local markets. It is needless to 
say that such Imperfect and erroneous 
Ideas ns to proper and equitable prices 
altogether defeated the possibility of 
marketing produce by parcel post. 
Business in marketing by parcel post 
can be secured and held only by ship­
ping produce of high quality and by 
charging reasonable prices.

The larger the quantity, within the 
postal limits, that is shipped at any 
one time, the more economical is the 
factor of postage and therefore the 
more attractive from the viewpoint of 
cost both to the producer and to the 
consumer. This applies both to ship­
ments and the return of empty con­
tainers. It would not be economical to 
secure half a dozen different kinds of 
vegetables from as many different pro­
ducers, but if a supply of half a dozen 
kinds of vegetables, or vegetables and 
fruits, could be obtained in one parcel 
from one producer it would be both 
advantageous and attractive.

Another advantage to the producer 
in parcel post marketing is that his 
mail box or local post office becomes 
Sis shipping station. This relieves him 
from any extra trip in order to make 
shipment, as the rural 'mail carrier 
takes the shipment from the mail box 
or some member of the farmer’s fam­
ily deposits it at the post office when 
going to call for the mail.

Many farmers often have a small 
surplus of produce, not needed for 
.home consumption, which could be 
marketed If some ready means of get­
ting it to a consumer were available. 
The parcel post supplies this medium. 
There are also many supplemental or 
■side lines of production which could 
he developed for the same purpose.

Mutual confidence and helpfulness 
are needed in order to succeed; co-op­
eration is needed. Consumers are in­
terested in buying by parcel post only 
when they can secure more satisfac­
tory produce, some advantage in price, 
•or both. The producer will not be in­
terested in marketing by parcel post 
unless it means some additional net 
return to him. A high quality of prod­
uce, well prepared, carefully and at­
tractively packed, and forwarded so as 
to reach its destination at the time de­
sired will go a long way toward the es­
tablishment and continuance of busi­
ness. Ordinary or inferior produce will 
not only lose a customer but hinder th> 
gaining of others. The producer must 
.aim to give satisfaction by supplying 
his customers, as nearly as possible, 
with produce which meets their indi­
vidual desires. The consumer must 
also aim to give satisfaction by proper­
ly caring for and returning containers, 
making prompt remittances as agreed 
"upon and by doing his part in all 
phases of the transaction. In other 
words, a square deal Is needed.

.D A IR Y  COW FOOD CONSERVER

•One Great Law Is to Turn Inedible 
Feeds Into Food in Cheap- 

est Manner Possible.

'(Prepared by  the  United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Two facts stand out prominently as 
reasons for the increased production 
and use of milk. The first is that 
milk as purchased on the market 
usually supplies food material togeth­
er with the growth-producing meat or 
eggs. Thu? second reason is that the 
■dairy cow is the most economical pro­
ducer of animal food. One great law 
of food conservation is to turn in­
edible feeds into edible foods in the 
cheapest possible manner. The dairy 
cow will utilize coarse materials. In­
edible to humans—such as grass, corn­
stalks, hay, etc.—end will turn them 
Into milk, other farm animals also 
are converters of coarse roughage into 
edible foods but not so efficient as 
the dairy cow.

The housewife who has her fruit 
cellar well stocked with canned fish, 
meat, soups as well as vegetables, has 
no fears when an unexpected onslaught 
of company drops in on her on a busy 
day, for she knows hut a few minutes i 
are needed to prepare a good meal 
from the good things canned.

Tough meats may be cooked a half 
hour before packing.

Fish should be soaked In salt brine 
a half hour before packing. All meats 
as well as fish should be in perfect 
condition for canning.

Chicken fried, canned in the late 
fail, preserves the meat at the most 
delicious stage and we avoid the ex­
pense of carrying them over the win­
ter.

Game and fish may be canned to 
serve at-a time when both are out of 
season.

Canned Chicken.—A fowl weighing 
two pounds when dressed should make 
a pint of solid meat and a pint of* 
stock thick enough to jelly. A four- 
pound fowl will fill a quart can. Sear 
the meat in hot fat, or in boiling wa­
ter. then remove the bones and pack, 
filling the space with the stock which 
has been saved from the cooking of 
the meat and bones. Add one tea­
spoonful of salt to a quart of meat 
with other seasonings, if liked. Seal 
the jar then turn back one quarter 
way round if a Mnfeon jar; if one with 
a clamp, leave the lower one unad­
justed. Place in the boiler and boil 
with water to cover three hours. Take 
out. seal tightly at once. The meat 
may be packed uncooked, but It does 
not have as good a flavor as when 
browned and lightly seasoned while 
cooking.

p r e p a r e  h o u s e  f o r  winter

Fowls Withstand Cold Air Much Bet­
ter Than Impure—Ventilation of 

Much Importance.

(Prepared by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.)

Hens can withstand cold air much 
better than impure air. Don’t shut 
the poultry house up tight at night to 
keep out the cold unless ventilation Is 
provided. Hens will thrive better—and 
lay more eggs—if they have plenty of 
pure air; not draughts. It is as ueces- 
sury to fowls us clean water and good 
food.

When hens are confined in badly 
ventilated houses, as is sometimes the 
case in cold weather, they lose vital­
ity, produce fewer eggs, and often be­
come sick and stop luying. Good veu- 
tilution is needed also to keep the 
house dry. In cold weather moisture 
collects on the walls and roof iu a 
poorly ventilated house, making it very 
uncomfortable for the poultry to live 
in. When the temperature rises this 
moisture trickles down saturating the 
air and making the litter on the floor 
wet.

If the house is not overcrowded and 
is insufficiently ventilated for only a 
day ill cold weather, no great harm is 
done. In an overcrowded house condi­
tions become insanitary in a few hours. 
Even in a house properly stocked con­
ditions at the end of one day of im­
pure air are noticeably bad and, unless 
promptly corrected, grow steudily 
worse.

Ventilation to provide pure air and 
dryness in a poultry house is simply 

-a matter of keeping doors and win­
dows open as much as is necessary to 
keep the walls dry. Few poultry keep­
ers have any difficulty in this until the 
temperature goes low enough to freeze 
water in the house. Then the tendency 
is to tflose doors and windows to keep 
the house warm.

This is the right idea, subject to the 
practical limitation that the house 
must not be closed so tight that the 
supply of fresh air is insufficient, and 
the circulation of air is retarded to 
such an extent that moisture collects 
on the walls. The proper regulation 
of ventilation insures pure air and dry­
ness, and keeps the house as warm as 
Is practicable without the use of arti­
ficial heat, or special provision to ab­
sorb an excess of moisture. The ad­
justment of doors and windows to pro­
vide the conditions required must be 
learned by observation. -

The general rule is to open doors 
and windows as much as is necessary 
to keep the house dry in cold weather* 
and to keep then? wide open when wa­
ter in the house will not freeze.

Cheap cotton cloth and common bur­
lap are often used In some of the win­
dows of a poultry house in place of 
glass. Cotton cloth is to be preferred 
for this purpose because it is cleaner 
and admits more light ’ When both * 
cloth and glass windows ore used the

most common practice in cold weather 
is to keep the glass windows closed all 
the time; to open the cloth'window 
wide on clear days and close it as 
much as seems necessary at night and 
on stormy days. When the winters 
are generally mild cotton cloth is some­
times used in all windows.
.Usually a house can be run with a 

good deal of ventilation in all but the 
very coldest weather. Birds can stand 
quite low temperatures provided their 
combs do not get frosted. Where there 
is much hard freezing weather the 
most effective way that has been found 
to keep a poultry house warm and dry 
Is to place dry straw or hay, to the 
depth of a foot or more, overhead on 
a floor of boards laid as wide apart as 
may be and still hold the straw.

Dry straw will usually absorb all 
moisture, and so when it is -used the 
poultry keeper must judge; by the air 
In the house how much to keep doors 
and windows open. A breed that will 
not stand the temperature when ven­
tilation is regulated in this way is not 
suited to the climate.

Use for Waste Products.
Full use should be made of waste 

products from the kitchen, th,' table 
and the foods on the farm range, for 
such material is excellent food for 
all kinds of poultry and will help to 
cut down the expense of feeding.

Enemy of Young Chicks.
Lice are the worst enemy to the 

young chicks, and hot weather tends 
to increase their numbers unless dras­
tic measures are taken to got rid of 
them.
